Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s defence of the
despatch of Capt. Bernier to the Arctic
Ocean, is quite convincing. It is
necessary that Canada should assert her
dominion over theislands of the northern
seas, for as the Premier observes,
possession is nine points of the law. It
is characteristic of our ambitious
neighbors to the south that they have
issued a map showing these northern
islands under American names. These
neighbors are nothing if not aggressive,
and we must always be on the alert to
guard our interests. The territories in
question may never be valuable as areas
for settlement, but they are said to con-
tain valuable coal deposits, which may
be useful some day.

President Diaz, of Mexico,
opposition to public opinion in protest-
ing against the proposed mining law
which puts a ban on foreign ownership
of Mexican mining properties. A wave
of popular prejndice against Americans
is responsible for the new idea, but
President Diaz’ patrotism 1is broad
enough to realize that this application of
the principle of ‘'‘Mexico for the
Mexicans’’ is not sound. Some people,
other than Mexicans, shy at the sugges-
tion of wooing foéreign capital. There is
an idea, occasionally met, that a com-
munity or a State or a Nation can exist
for itself alone, and that itisall sufficient
in itself for such existence. Foreign
interests is repelled as intervention or
interference. The nation guards its own
even if obliged to wrap its possessions in
a napkin and to hide them, and it calls
such a sentiment patrotism. The wise
old dictator of Mexico knows better.
He knows that Mexico can best be pre-
served for the Mexicans by inviting the
world to aid In the development of the
resources of the country if it' will,---
Boston Herald.

A Tree Worth Talking About

A giant white pine tree was cut in
Pennsylvania recently,. which produced
the following number and length of logs?
twelve sixteen foot logs, two fourteen
foot logs, eight twelve foot logs, three
ten foot logs and six eight foot logs, and
the whole bunch scaled the magnificent
total of 10,800 feet board measure. The
butt log measured five feet in diameter
at the small end. The tree was not 394
feet high, as it would seem from the
flgures; but had two forks and three
branches of immeqse size, hence the
large number of logs. The tree was cut
down during the deepest snow of the
last winter, and hence it was not mmuch
broken because the snow deadened the
fall.

It is perhaps not too much to say that
Earl Grey fills the office of the Governor- |
General more acceptably to the Canadian |
people than any other Vice-Regent of
the Sovereign sinke Lord Dufferin. He
has the taculty of serving the larger in-
terests of the country without coming
into conflict with its political machinery.
His public deliverances strike a high
note of nationalism and imperialism.
They always reflect a keen appreciation
of the country’s material possibilities
and set before the people the ideals of
true patrotism. His imagination being
of the true Elizabethan mould, unfolds a
mighty destiny for the British Empire,
and for Capada as’ a self-gaverning
British State Perhaps he looks forward,
as some others do, to a time when the
Dominjon through increase of population
and wealth, will become the dominant
State within the imperial circle. A close
friend of the late Cecil Rhodes, he shares
the dreams of the colossus who painted
South Africa red, and bequeathed his
fortune to the consolidation of the
Teutonic races. But, like the Elizabeth-
ans, he does more than dream. He
works for the fulfilment of his ideals.
The scheme for the reclamation of the
Quebec battlefields originated with Lord
Grey, and it is fast drawing to a success-
ful éulmination. This is a task which
makes for fational consolidation, and

one in which the representative of the
King does the country good service.---

Production of Coal

The production of coal in the United
States is increasing at a very rapid rate.
The production of 1905 showsan increase
of over 11 per cent. In quagtity and 7
per cent. in value over that of the pre-
vious year. The total production
amounted to 392,919,341 short tons, hav-
ing a value at the mines of $476,756,963,
and surpassing all previous records.
Mr. Parker, of the United States
Geological Survey, in his annual report,
says that a portion of the increase in
production was due to the efforts of
operating companies to provide a supply
of fuel in anticipation of a snspension of
mining in April, 1906, when the wage
scale agreements came up for readjust-
ment. In each decade the output of the
United States has been practically
doubled. The great increase in the iron
industry naturally called for an increase

626,714 men and boys employed in coal
mines in the United States.
