The department of public safety seems to 
have entered into the matter without know­
ing what it was about or what it intended 
to do. It came very near foisting on the 
citizens a lot of shoddy garments, which 
would have faded out after the first heavy 
rain, and would have had but a short life, 
even if reserved for fine weather only.

It looks strange to see steps leading up to

All the streets around the head of the 
ponds are but very little above high water 
mark, and when the work of paving Mill 
and Main streets is begun, it is the intention 
to build them up several feet higher.

When the work of paving is completed, 
St. John will be able to boast of as fine a 
public thoroughfare as can be found any­
where. With the improvement to be made 
on the roadway, better sidewalks than are 
now along these streets are looked for, and 
nothing short of a boom is expected by the 
property owners alone the line. All can­
not be done, perhaps, that might be 
wished, when the work is once under way, 
owing to the amount of expenditure the 
improvements already contemplated will 
entail ; yet, in view of the increased traffic 
which must necessarily pass over this great 
thoroughfare, there may be some things 
that could be done at a much less cost 
while the paving is being .;one on with 
than at any future time.

If Portland bridge is ever to be widened, 
now is the time it should be done. It is 
none too wide at present, and will surely 
be too narrow in the future. There are 
very few houses along the west side of the 
street now, but from present appearances 
there may not be any vacant lots there in a 
very short time.

1MAJOR MAGILTON'S DEATH.

It Causes Some Misapprehension Among a 
Large Number of Cltlsens.

A feeling of profound regret 
perienced by people of all classes, on Wed­
nesday afternoon and evening, when it 
announced that Mr. Joseph Magilton, had 
died while undergoing a trifling surgical 
operation.

A CUP OF TEA.
CAR BT. JOHN TO BANGOR.

How to Make It Properly and 
Spoil It.

It seems a simple thing enough ; yet of 
the millions who use this refreshing and 
agreeable beverage a very small proper- 
tion understand how to prepare it. But 
if not properly made, tea is deprived of a 

reat deal of its value, and sometimes ren- 
ered absolutely injurious. The water to 

be used should boil, and it should be 
poured on the-tea immediately it boils; if 
allowed to overboil, the peculiar property 
of boiling water which acts upon tea ev 
rates and eventually disapj 
should not be a decoction, but an infusion. 
If allowed to stew it becomes little better 
than a decoction of tannic acid. Tea that 
is overdrawn is hurtful to the nerves and 
to the digestion. As to the precise num­
ber of minutes which should be devoted to 
the process of drawing, some people will 
say five minutes, some seven, some will 
perhaps go as far as ten, but our experi­
ence is in favor of six ; this suffices to 
bring out the flavor, quality and strength. 
Just as much tea as is wanted should be 
made—no more. Make fresh tea as often 
as it is reouired. The replenishing of the 
teapot with fresh hot water is very objec­
tionable. As the thorough heating of the 
receptacle is of the first importance, the 
teapot should be made thoroughly hot be­
fore the tea istput in it. The earthenware 
teapot is preferred to all other by many 
connoisseurs, and it is superfluous to say 
that whatever utensil is used for this pur­
pose should be immaculately clean.

Tea is an extremeiy delicate article. Its 
susceptibility to the odors of commodities 
near it is a source ot dangqr and deteriora­
tion, as it readily takes up the smell of 
coffee, cocoa, spices, cheese, bacon or 
other articles of pronounced odor. The 
complaints sometimes made 
would probably not arise if always kept in 
places free from such contagion. Tea 
should be stored in a warm, dry place ; 
unnecessary exposure to the air should be 
avoided. Even when securely packed in 
the leaded chests in which it arrives in 
England, the change from the glowing heat 
of eastern skies to the damp and humid 
atmosphere of this climate deprives tea of 
much of its beautiful fragrance. Tea ot 
much better quality than is generally dis­
pensed at our railway stations and refresh­
ment rooms can be bought at 2s per 
pound. A pound of tea would make 128 
cups. This is considerably less than a 
farthing per cup. You may well ask why 
is it that we should be still charged 4d. and 
6d. “for a little hot milk and water slightly 
flavored with undesirable tannin.”—Lon­
don Telegraph.

For, though it may seem a parodox, they 
carry danger even where they are not to be 
found. The last and most terrible death 
in the metropolis is an instance of this. 
Last Saturday, a Western* Union lineman 
climbed a pole at the corner of Chambers 
and Centre streets, one of the busiest parts 
of the city, at noon time, to repair

on the cross bars, and all 
supposed to be as harmless as an ordinary 
telegraph wire would be any wh 
was not an electric light wire on the pole, 
or near it. Yet while making his way 
through the network, the man was sudden­
ly stricken dead. He had touched a wire 
which at some point on the line had been 
crossed by an arc light wire, and become 
live wire, fully charged with the electric 
current. The man’s body became a 
duetor, and not only transmitted the 
rent to other wires, but began to emit 
blue flames from various parts. For half 
an hour or more,she hung there dead and 
burning in the sight of horror-stricken 
thousands, until the proper appliances were 
procured, and his disfigured body re­
moved.

This has stirred Gotham to action. The 
question is “whether the city shall bury the 
wires or the wires bury the city.” In the 
meantime, every defective light wire is 
being cut away, and much of the city has 
been left in darkness. The mayor says it 
is better it should remain dark rather than 
that any more lives should be lost

The overhead high-tension wire is danger­
ous in any case. It is impossible to insul­
ate it and preserve the insulation It is 
liable not only to cross other wires, but to 
transmit a current to them by induction. 
No wire is safe when a high-tension wire is 
in its vicinity. A man may even be struck 
dead at a telephone if he takes hold of the 
metal which is in the circuit. More than 
this, burying these deadly wires renders 
them scarcely less harmless, so long as thé 
insulation cannot be perfect.- The moral 
seems to be that the low-tension should be 
substituted for high-tension, and that wires 
of every kind should go underground.

According to a story which comes from 

a veteran goose bone weather 
Connecticut, the magic bone 
of dots around its snank, and 
announce what the temperature is going to 
be.

The coldest day will be Jan. 27. There is 
going to be a “regler old-time Jiniwary 
thaw,” and February will have a “thawey 
spell,” too. October will be a cold dis­
agreeable month, with heavy rains and
