Moncton has once more come fo the
front with sn unenvisble motoriety !
Moncton is suffering from a diphtheris
ecare; nct s diphtheris epidemic, or seige
but 8 scare pure and simple, snd one of
such magnitude ttat it is likely to have
very uppleasant results for the railway city
thanks to the injudicious, and utterly un-
precedented conduct of the Jocal bsrd of
health. That any body of men in the full
possessicn of their facultics should be
capable of the extraordinary mistake of
closing not only the schools and Sundsy
but actually the churches, Y. M. C. A.
meetings, and Salvation Army services, in
short everything resembling a place of
worehip in the city, on secount of seven-
teen cases of the mildest form of dipbtheria
seems almost beyond belief. But that is
what was done last week by this assemblage
of wiseacres.

. When the population of Moncton—ten
thousand is” taken into contileration and
compared with the number of cas2s ot

the custom of closing the House of God
and living ins state of bestben darkness
as far as public worship is comcerned,
just when we are sepposed to need help
most, utterly disregardiog the s:riptural
injunction mot to forssk> the assembling
of ourselves togetber ; and natarslly pro-
laiming our independ of all such aids.
It is to be regretted exceedingly that
the clergymen of the city rubmitted to the
order ot the board of bealth but did not
insist on their right to open their cburches
for public hip, b cne t be-
lieve that if it really came to the point,
any local board of health, or even the
provineial ward could compel them to
close the doors, cr inflict any punichment
for disobeying the order. It can be made
compulsory to thorovghly clean and disin-
fect & church before bolding service -im it
during an epidemic, but the law is power-
less to close the doors of s church unless
under very exceptional circumstances.

Bat
the most notab’e instances of lack -of #p-
precistion of first class music at least when
it has -“td be paid for at the
rate of tickets ranging in cost from $1.50
to 50 cents, was that of the Signor Foli
concert. It was ‘advertized by Measrs.
Vert & Hubei ahesd, sews-
paper advance notices in abwadance were
published, and everything was desie thet
could be done to boom it, yet the concert
had to be abandoned,and why P Because the
advance sale of tickets indicated very
plainly thatloss would be sure to follow.
Less than $20 had been taken the dsy
before the com-ert was to be given,
4nd the management doubtless very wise-
ly called the affair off.

In factitis an
utter impossibility to have & plan ordinary
sore throat now in Moncton, such s thing
is unkoown, you can only hava amild case
of diphtheris, and psy the penalty of hav-
ing your front door adorned with s neat
but pi placard cing to all
whom it may concern that—**This House
Contains Diphtheria.” As for a case of
ulcerated sore throst such aswe used to
have once or twice each winter when we
were children, anyone so unfortunate as to
develop anything of tte kind now, would
in all probability be sure of isolation in an
improvised lazaretto, snd the treatment
usually accorded to a smallpox patient.

It is, of course, well to take precautions
where contagious diseases are concerned,
and no doubt the officers of the board of
health are convinced that they are- doing
only their duty, but there is such s thing
as overdoing it to suck an extent that the
results will bs most disastrous and the con-
sequences more fir reaching than could
have been anticipsted at the time.

The closing of the schools may have been
s wise precaution but it is doubtful when
one sees the swarms of children chiefly of
the poorer class who are turned loose upon
the streets perfectly uarestrained, free to
stray into every locality, and to congregate
in the very worst and most unhealthy parts
of the city, insufficiently clad, and exposed
to the cold and dampness of a1 unususlly
inclement spring. Surely such children
would be in much less danger of catching
a dissase which is frequently the result of
cold, if they were comtortably housed in &
warm school house, and looksd after by &

Types of Human Nature Fouad ia Fvery
Sphere.
Sbakespeare’s leading characters are
types of the varieties of human nature. A
strongly marked iudividual must be typical
because individuality consists in accentuat-
ing peculiarities which mark the type. In
Othello and Iago he gives us two specimens
of types which are as old as human na-
ture—the suspicious man and the unsuspic-
jous man. Othello is the open-hearted
man to whom it never occurs that a gentle-
man can tell a lie, and Iago isthe man
who suspects everybody of sinster mo-
tives, and whose word is so untrust-
worthy that it is bardly safe to believe
the opposite of what he swears to. Speci-
mens of these types we meet daily in every
walk of life, the Iagos perhaps not quite so
malignant as their great prototype, but al-
ways plotting, always trying to bring
things to pass in an underhand, indirect
manner ; the Othellos less poetic in diction
and princely in manner than the Moor of
Venice, but equally trusting and truthful.
Gen. Grant was an Othello and Ferdinand
Ward was his lago. Many of our modern
Othellos go into banking. The original
were he living would be a ‘Napoleon of
finance.’

The Othellos are the natural prey of
Tagos. In the play Iago merely ruins the
life of his victim- In real life he gets all
his money and his wife's money and lets
lets him go. A well-equipped modern
Ingo meeds about one Othello
a month. The more he devours the waries
and more experienced be becomes. By
any reasonable interpretation of the law ot
evolution, which weare all bound to be-
lieve, the race of Iagos should have exter-
minated the race of Othellos long before
this. But this is not the fact. There are
just as many trusting, unsuspicious, honest
men today as there were 100 years ago.
The Iagon are the intellectual athletes, and
in the e le for existence they are well
armed for defence and offense and yet not
weighted down by any scruples of morality
or geneosity. They are the most thoro
ly equipped beasts of prey in the world.

hey rarely prey on one another.

DISHONEST COMMITTEE-MEN.
‘l‘noy. Rob Hallfax Charitable Socleties of
Large Sums.

Havirax, May 6.—Very little has been
said in our papers of two shortages in ac-
counts in prominent bodies in this city.
One was the case of an officer of St. Mary’s
Young Men’s society, where large amounts
were misappropristed. Mortgages were
tampered with by this young man to the
tune of hundreds if not thousands of dol-
lars; receipts of the society in various
ways were laid hands upon and pocketed.
The society held meeting after meeting
and the upshot of their investigations was
that they knew not how much bad been
taken but the sum probably runs up into
the thousands. The society has about 600
members, they own amagnificent building
on Barrington Street, and the organization
is flourishing. In order that it might still
fcrther flourish this young man's name
was removed from the roll of membership
and St. Mary's society that once knew
him as a leader will henceforth know him
no more—and expulsion was letting him oft
easy.

This same citizen was a member of the
Charitable Irish Sodiety. There he was
found to hava appropriated to his own uae
funds voted for the relief of distressed
widows and orphans, and while the poor
starved he spent the cash. The Charitabls
Irish Society called tor a kien reckoning
with the ex-committeemsn who had shown
bimself to have such a grasping hand and
so calloused & heart.

The other citizen, who was charged with
scandalous misappropriation of trust fands
in his keeping, was one ot the wardens of
St Gaeorge's episcopal church in this
city.

Thisis the
low tree wkose seeds constitute the cocoa
beans of commerce from which chocolate
and cocoa are made, and, though it
was cultivated extensively in the West
Indies, Mexico and Peru long tefore Co-
lumbus discovered the Western world, it
had never occured to any one that the con-
di.ions for growing this most lucrative crop
were more perfect in the island of St.
Thomas, West Africa, than in most regions
where the tree is grown. This fact was the
discovery of the struggling young physician
and it made him & richman. He kept his
valuable knowledge to himself until his
operations became so extensive that all the

world could see what he was doing. Day

His work . there-
fore, was limited by the capital he could
raise as he went along, but when he begsn
to send the finest of cocoa beans to market
development was more rapid. In 1888 Dr.
Bibero eighteen years aiter he had landed on
an obscure islandwhich many Portugese had
never heard of, though 1t belonged to their
country, was already regarded at home as
a very rich man, and he had been made so
by the products ot his plantations. Though
still 8 young man, he decided in that year
to retire from business and return to Port-
ugal with his family; so he sold all his
property to the Banco Ultramarino for $1-
400 000 and returned home worth consid-
erably over two millions. After nine mora
years of cultivation and development the
plantations he disposed cf are now valued

count with those of Lockhart and Priogle,
it must be suspected that these slalem ents
were the offspring of ‘‘that inherent van-
ity” which be confesses. «ft is notorious
and true, however, that he became and

Perbaps a higher wisdom would have
couneelled silence on such a theme.

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A CONFUBION OF DATES.
Some Well Known Events That Tell of Sach
Confusion.

The fact that down to 1752 the histori-
cal year in Fngland commenced on Janu-
ary 1, while the civil, ecclesiastical, and
legal year began on the 25th of March, led
to much confusion ia dates, as the legs-
lature, the church, and civilians referred
every event which took place between
January 1 snd March 25 to-a different
year from the historians. Remarkable ex-
amples of such contusion are afforded by
two well-known events in Eoglish histoey :

_ It an English girl finds that her mind is
inactive ahd unreceptive she recoguizes
this as an indication that she neads recrea-
tion. She drops her books and puts her
brain in fit condition for study by some
vigorous play. Under like conditions the
Amorican student, not recognizing nature's
signal, montally scourges herselt for dull-
ness, and urges her jaded mind on to over-
exertion. Ionce heard an koglish girl
assert that she could dawdle all day, but
could not study for more than two hours at
g time.—Popular Science Monthly.

The origin of the clock is unknown, but
such timepieces were known in Italy as
early as tha tenth century. Some think
they were first invented by the Saracens.
From that time many elaborate and whim-
sical designs were constructed and those
which were skillully and wonderfully made
brovgit fabulous prices. An old Italian
soldier, who served prior to 1689, con-
structed one of the most curious of these.
By its mechanism the figure of a tortoise
was made to drop into a plate ot water,
having the hours marked on its rim. The
figure would float around and stop at the
proper hour, telling the time like ‘a learned
pig.’ A lizard also was made in ths same
timekeeper to ascend a pillar on which the
hours were marked and point out the same
thing by creeping along an hour-marked

Another device— ot later origin
dating back to the beginning of the pres-
ent century—utilized the same principle.
It consisted of two communicating oil
chambers, superposed by a clack dial. In
one ofthe chambers was placed a night lamp
to illuminate this dial, an1 in the other was
suspended a float cord which passed around
asmall pulley. The latter was mounted on
a horizontal axis ending in the centre of
the dial. The float, of course, descended
as thaoil was consumed, and carried the
index hand along with it, thus marking the
hours precis2ly asin the case already cited.
At their best, these timepieces could have
had only an indifferent deg-ee of accuracy,
yet they probably served their purpose
well, and certasoly are interesting at the
present time as illustrating some of the ex-
pedients adopted b; hanicians of an
earlier period.—Commercial Advertiser.

To be Able to Fight Them itls Well to
Enow Their Habits.

This destructive little creature is, per-
haps, the most insidious enemy our ward-
robes and textile fabrics bave to contend
with, and careful housewives are always on
the alert to thwart its destructive attempts
at spoliation. To meet our adversaries,
however, it is well to know something of

their habits and nature.
It is not the moth - that is the actual
cause of mischief, but the caterpillar of the
moth, whieh, as soon as it quits the egg
deposited by the mother moth in some &p-
propriate fabric, begins to collect materials
to form its nest. For this purpose, haviog
Sirst spun & thin coating of silk provided by
itself, it cuts filaments of wool or tur, close
to the thread of the cloth, and applies the
pieces to the outside of its case, to which
envelope it tenaciously confines itself un-
less greatly disturbed.
When feeding, it thrusts its head out at
either end of the case, in which it can
turn, but, when inclined to change its posi-
tion on the cloth, it protrudes its head and
about half its body, sud, by fixing its
binder legs firmly in the case, drags the
latter after it. When the case, be-
comes too small, it collects the material
from around it, and makes an addition at
each end. This fact bas been ascertained
by observaot paturalists removing the crea-
ture from cloth of one color to another,
when the hues of the addition are plainly
observable
Atter changing into a chrysalis it remains
quiescent for about three weeks, when &
small moth of a silvery-gray colour comes
forth. We deem these particulars very es-
sential, as it will be seen in the first place
the moth has 1o find a fitting receptacie for
its eggs ; then that the eggs have to lie for
a certain time they are eveloped into the
got form, and afterwards into that of
the chrysalis, when it finally becomes &
moth n.ltogether. taking & considerable time,
comparatively, betore the creature com-
mences its destructive mission.

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HOW THEY MADE THUNDER.

It Was Manufnctured by the Rolling of
Casnoa Bails.

The following is an amusing description
of how thunder used to be manfactured in
a theatre:—

<From Jonsoa it appears that the rumb-
ling of thunder was at that time imitated
by the rolling to and fro of bullets or
esonon-balls. This plan was in time
suyenided by more ingenious contrivanoces.
It is curious to find, however, that, some
Sfty years ago, one Lee, mianager of the
Rdinburgh Theatre, with a view to improve
the thunder of his stage, ventured upon &
return to the Elisabethan system of repre-
senting a storm. His enterprise was at-
tended with results at once ludicrous and
dissstrous. He placed ledges here and
there alorg the back of his stage,
and obtaining a parcel of nine-pound
eannon-balle, packed thess in. a wheelbar-
row, which a carpenter was instructed to
wheel to and fro over the ledges. The play
was ‘King Lear;® and the jolting of the
heavy barrow, as it was trandled along its
uneven path over the hollow stage, and the
ramblings and reverberations thus produced
counterfeited most effactively the raging of
the tempest in the third act. Unfor tunately

however, whilo the King was braving, in
front of the scene, the pitiless storm at the
back, the carpenter missed his footing trip-
ped over one of the ledges, and fell down,
heelbarrow, balls, aud all. The
stage being on a declivity, the cannon-balls
came rolling rapidly and noisily down
towards the front, gathering force
as they advanced, and, overcoming
the feeble res'stance offared by the
scene, struck it down, passed over its pros-
trate form, and made their way towards the
tootlights and the fiddler, admidst the
amusement and wonder of the audience,
and the amezement and alarm of the Lear
of the night. As the nine pounders ad-
vanced towards him, and rolled about in
all directions, he wes compelled to display
an activity in avoiding them singuliarly
inappropniate to the age and condition of
the character he was personsting. He was
even said to resemble a dancer achieving
the terpsichorean feat known as the egg-
hornpipa.  Persently, too the music
ians pecame alarmed for the safety
of ttemselves and their instruments,
end deemed it advisable to scale
the spiked partition which divided them
from the pit; for the cannon-balls were
wupod them, smashing the lamps, and tall-
ing heavily into the orchestra. Maantime
exposep to the full geze of the house, lay
prone, beside the empty bairow, the car-
nter, the innocent mvoker of the storm

e bad been nnable to allay or dircct—not

at all burt, but exceedingly frightened and
bewildered. After this unlucky experi-
ment, the manager abanconed his wheel-
barrow and cannon balls, and reverted to
more received methods of producing stage
storms.”

AN UNHAPPY DUCHESS.
Ccelly of York, Mother of iwo Kiogs—
Wars of the Roses,

‘Uneasy lies the heed that wears &
crown.’ 1t lay uneasily in Shakespeare’s
time, and before his time, if history tells
the trutb; probably it lies uneasily even
pow. But it wasn't only the actual head
which wore a crown that was uneasy in
time past ; the head which came tco near
to weariog a crown had its own sorrows.
The Wars of the Rozes wiped out most of
the nobility of England, though the plain
people suflered little ; and many well-born
mothers mourned husbands and sons slain
in the wars. But fews, if any of them, had
such a succession of sorrows as one who
might have se¢med born only to enjoy tke
dsys ot her lite—Cecily, wite of Richard
Plantagenet, Duke of York, and leader of
the White Rose.

Cecily Nevil was granddaughter of ‘Old
Join of Gaunt,’ 1ime-honored Lancaster,
and so great-grand daughter of Kiog Ed-
ward IIL.; her father was Ralph Nevil,
Earl of Westmorland, her mother Joan
Beaufort, tke Duke of Latcaster's daugh-
ter. Cecily Nevil married Richard Plan-
tagenet when she was about twenty jyears
old, in 1440 ; and they had four sons and
two daughters; Edward, Edmund, George,
Richard, Anne, and Margaret. For fifteer
years no especial sorrows reached her; her
sons were strong, her husband was the prin-
cipal epbjcct in the kingdom.

But in 1455 the Wars ot the Roses be-
gan w.th the bloody battle at St. Alban's
on May 28, and the Earl of Stefford, the
nephew of Duchess Cecily was killed there.
At Northampton, on July 10, 1460, her

brotterin-law, Stafford, Duke of Bucking-

ham, was killed ; and the terrible fight at
Wakefield on Dec. 80, 1460, robbed her
at once of two nepbewe, & brother, a son,
and s husband.

ford. Duke ot Buckingbam, wes executed
in 1487.

Exoept for a few small deaths, such as
two husbauds ot a_ niece. Catbern Nevil,
and a grandson, Jobn, Earl of Lincoln,
and a grandscn, Edward, Prince of Wales,
the Duchess lost no more relatives, and
died pescefully in 1495. All but the
Prince of Wales, of these four, died by
violence. Ot her children, margaret,
Duckess of Burgundy. was the only one
who smrvived ber. During the forty years
1455-95, she had seen twenty-five of her
relatives die by violence and three by
disease.

But she herselt did not rest even after
death. When Henry VIIL. destroyed the
monasteries, the Collegiate church ot Foth:
eringay was raited to the ground, and the
bodies of Richard Plantagenet and Cecily
Nevil, Duke and Duchess of Yok, were
exposed to view in their graves. They lay
8o for teveral years, until E izabeth, their
fren grest grandmother, (Jueen ot Eog-
and in her own right, caused them to be
reinterred, with the solembities befitting
the funeral of two such distinguished per-

sons.

So Cecily Nevil, motber of two Kirgs
and grandmother ot one King, baving died,
at last found rest.—N. Y. Sun.
