The
blaze started in the elevator shaft
from the fusing of an electric wire and
roared so threateningly that the peo-
ple poured eut into the street leaving
all their baggage behind them. Men
in- their underclothes with overcoats
over them, aund women half dressed,
their ‘halr hanging down their backs
fled from the bullding.

Rescued From Windows.

The firemen arrived quickly on the
scene and ran up their ladders and
rescued a number of servants who,
from the upper windows were shriek-
ing to the excited crowds below for
help, They also carried out two in-
valid guests wrapped in blankets. The
general alarm sent out said:
“The Carlaton Hotel is well alight
and lives are supposed to be in dan-
ger,"”

Report Issued by the Agricul-
tural Department Shows
Most Damage From Heat
And Drought Since 1901.

Washington, Aug. 9.~—A tremendous
decline in the condition of crops, gen-
eral throughout the country and trace-
able to drought and .intense heat, oc-
curred during the last month, as in-
dicated by official figures and estim-
ates made today in the monthly crop
report of the department of agricul-
ture.

The report today ig the worst as to
general crop conditions that the de-
partment has lssued for auny single
month since 1901, The area most
seriously affected extends from New
York and Pennsylvania westward to
the Rocky Mountains, embracing all
of the great corn, wheat and hay pro-

ducing states in the country, In the
southern statep with the exception of
Virginla and North Caroll ample

“One of the great objects of the
treaty was the conservation of our
natural resources. It is perfectly evi-
dent from the statistics that our gen-
eral lumber supply and our supply of
spruce wood for paper making are be-
ing rapidly exhausted, and that the
effect of the diminution of supoly and
the increase of demand is to put too
high a price upon the rough lumber
and wood pulp. Under the Payne tariff
bill rough lumber is dutiable at $1.25.
Under the reciprocity agreement that
duty is removed. I submit that as
lumber is essential to all classes, farm-
ers and merchants; as the price has
gone far beyond what It ever was in
the past and &s our supply is being
|exhausted, we ought, when we can,
to enlarge the sources from which
our people may secure it at reasonable
prices,

Paper and Pulp lssue.

It is of the nighest Importance not
only to the consumers, but to/ the
manufacturers of print paper, {n or-
der that they may secure their raw
material at a reasonable price, to se-
cure a letting down of the bars in
Canada for the exportation of pulp
wood. The provinces of Canada have
control over the crown lands, in which
Thine-tenths of the pulp wood is grown,
and they have imposed restrictions
and export duties of various kinds
upon the pulp wood in the crown
lands, in order to prevent the export
of the wood except in the form of
paper. In order to induce the Can.
adian provinces, over whom the Do-
minion can exercise no control, to lift
the restrictions upon the exportation
of their pulp wood, it is provided in
the agreement that when paper is
made in Canada from wood grown on
land not under export restrictions,
the paper may come into the United
States free; and it I8 hoped that the
difference of $5.76 between the duty
on paper from restricted wood and
no duty on paper made from unres-
tricted wood wlill induce the provinces
to lift their restrictions. It seems
to me that this is treating the paper
manufacturers of the United Stgtes
fairly. It is a provision calculated to
secare to them- a source of supply
where they can get their wood at
five dollars less a ton than in this
country, with the disadvantage of a
small competition of paper made in
Canada from Canadian wood upon
which there Is no restriction,

Canada's Farm Limitations.

Canada Is so far north that her ag-
ricultural products are practically
limited to wheat, rye, barley, osts,
potatoes, live cattle, horses and dairy
products. She cannot and does not
raise more than ome-sixth of one per
cent, of the corn crop of the United
States. She raises no cotton, she
ralses but few vegetables, she raises
but few hogs, because she has unot the
corn to feed them with; she is at pre-
sent a great importer of all fruits,
citrous and otherwise, from the Unit-
ed States; she imports a large
amount of cottonseed oil, which by
the Canadian reciprocity treaty is now
made free; she cannot fatten cattle
as they Mre fattened in the United
States, and, therefore, it has become
very profitable for American farmers
to import young ¢attle from Canada,
even with the duty on them, and to
fatten them for the Chicago market,
The United States exports to Canada
a great many more horses than she
imports from Canada. She sends to
Canada a much larger amount of po-
tatoes than she receives from her
The United States exports to Canada
about fifteen times as much of meat
and dairy products as Canada exports
to the United States.

The only real importation of agri-
ultural products that we may expect
rom Canada of any considerable
will consist of wheat, barley,

tye and oats. The world price of
these four cereals ig fixed abroad,
where the surplus from the produc-
ing countries is disposed of, and is
little affected by the place from which
the supply 18 derived. Canadian
wheat nets perhaps ten cents less a
bushel to the producer than wheat
grown in the Dakotas or in Minnesota,
due to thé fact that the cost of ex-
porting that wheat and warehousing
it and transporting it to Liverpool is

U. 8. mills will be a material benefit

American wheat, and the surplus will
be sent as flour. The price
of Canadlgn wheat will doubtless be
increased & few cents by access to
the market nearer at hand, but the
access to the mmrket nearer at hand
will not reduce the price of his wheat
to the American farmer.

A very material benefit to all the
farmers of the country, especially the
stock and cattle raisers and the dairy
farmers, will be the by-products of
bran and shorts from the flour mills
likely to follow the free export of
wheat from Canada to those mills.
These by-products are now so scarck
that many farmers are unable to pro
cure them.

What s true of wheat is true of
the other ceremls. The trade between
Canada and the United States cannot
but incresse the sale of agricultural
products across the border both ways
to nearer markets than they now
reach in many instances. The trade
will be beneficlal to both the seller
and the buyer. It will not, In my
judgment, reduce the price of wheat
or other farming products for our
people in any merked way. It will,
however, by enlarging the source of
supply, prevemt undue fluctuations,
and it will and ought to prevent an
exorbitant increase in farm prices.

The Cost of Living.

The argument is made, however,
that to give free trade to the Cana-
dian farmer im farm products so as
to permit him to enjoy the markets
of the United States is to give him
an advantage ever our own farmers,
who, living behind a high-tariff wall,
have to pay & great deal more for the
cost of living than do Canadian farm-
ers, whoseWprotective system is not so
prohibitive. This argument is not true
The average cost of living in the
United States is not higher than It
is in Canada. This is conclusively
shown by two facts—first, that, in

spite of the preference givén to
English produets imported into Can-
ada, the duty being 33 1.3 per cent.

A Look Into the Future.

We have a people numbering 90,
000,000, occupying the best part of
the North American continent, with
the widest variety of products and
with an unexcelled fertility of soil.
To the north of us are a people just
like ourselves, in descent, in wealth
per capita, in education, in traditions,
in ambitions and aspirations. They
have a country nearly equal to ours
in area, not so fertile generally and
cartainly not so rich in the wide
variety of agricutural products. There
are 7,000,000 people. With them we
have a trade of $325000000 a year.
We export to them $225000,000 a
year. If we deduct from our exports
to Germany which {8 mearly nine
times ag populous as Canada, the val-
ue of cotton and the copper that we
send there, it will be found that we
export more of our manufactures and
agricultural products to Canada than

The
stock, it is stated, is not intended for
immediate use, but rather as an em-
ergency measure. Should the com-
pany engage in any new financing this
year, it will probably do so throush
the medium of some of its bonds,
large amount of which is n\l.ilnble
for thig purpose,

The market fell into a stage of apa-
thy during the early afternoon, when
prices declined to yesterday's low lev-
el, and in some instances below. Tra.
ders anticipated the publication of the
government crop report to attack the
market, but were not very aggressive,
the market dropping more from its in-
ertia than for any other reason.

Returns ‘of the crop report were in
some respects more disappointing than
Wwas expected. Corn's condition as of
August 1, was 69.6, compared with 30.1
a month ago; spring wheat was 59.8
against 73.8, and oats fell off over 3
per cent. The ten year average for
corn is 81.2, which makes the lateat
official estimate over 11 points under
the average.
