ONY SWALL PROFT
MADE BY THE COLD
STORAGE COMPANIES

Evils of System Come From
Tendency Toward Specializ-
ation, Hon. Mr, Burrell
Points Out.

!

Ottawa, May 11.—Hon. Martin Bur-
rell in moving second reading of his
cold storage bill said its purpose was
{0 exercise a reasonable control over
the industry and it was thought wiser
to deal with the matter by a federal
jaw, judging from the experience of
the United States. The purpose of cold
storage was the storage of the sur-
plus foods of one season to meet the
want of the next and keep prices at a
uniform level. It had proved a great,
if not unmixed, blessing. What evils
there were arose from the fact that
there was a tendency toward central-
jzation and specialization. This and
the increased cost of high living had
given rise to considerable criticism to
the effect that cold storage meéant
higher prices and was not conducted
under healthy conditions.

In spite of criticisms on account of
the high prices demanded by some
cold storage men in Canada and the
United States, on the whole prices
were lower for the whole year than
they would be without cold storage,
sald Mr. Burrell. As a rule only moder-
ate profits were realized by cold stor
age men.

The extent of the industry was not
great it Canada since the total amount
of cold storage space in this country
was but 20,000,000 cubic feet while
in Boston one firm alone had storage
capacity of 10,000,000 cubic feet.

Mr. Burrell said it had been thought
advisable not to fix a time limit but
to ask power in the bill to make regu
Jations to deal with coid storage mat
ters.

Maine Sheriff Refuses to Quit Job.

Declaring p?ohibimry law is not en-
forced in Bangor, Old Town and other
points in Penobscott County, Gov.
Haines ‘has written a letter to Higa
Sherifft J. Fred O'Connell demanding
his resignation. Although a formal
reply has not yet been returned to
the state capital, Sheriff O'Connell
has announced to newspapermen that
he has no intention of complying
with the request.

“I don't admit,’ he says, “that there
is any reason why I should resign. 1
have worked hard to enforce the lig-
uor laws here and if 1 had ten deputies
instead of five I could have done
more.”

Sheriff O’Connell, who was a mem-
ber of the last Maine legislature, was
appointed Sheriff here by Gov. Ha'nes
after his predecessor Sheriff Emner
son had been removed by the State
law making body because of allazed
no enforcement. For a time the city
was closed tight as the proverbial
drum, but for some months past it
has been an easy matter to obtain
liquor here. Saloons and the bars in
the leading hotels have been doing
business with hardly an attempt at
concealment and charges of graft have
been rumored in connection with the
sheriff’s office. He and his deputies
have made numerous seizures but the
places which have been doing busi-
ness in the most open manner have
been left severely alone.

This state of affairs has caused
much talk in various Maine newspa-
pers, and Hon. Hal C. Gardiner, pro-
gressive candidate for governor, has
openly called upon Gov. Haines to
take action regarding the situation
here. Gov. Haines at first denied
liquor was being sold in Bangor but
last week he received the report of
special agents sent here to investi-
igate. As a result, O'Connell’'s resig-
nation was called for.

If Sheriff O’Connell persists in His
refusal to resign he can be removed
only by act of the legislature. It is
thought well within the range of pos-

t at work on im-’
portant project — Distri-
bution of fry from local
hatchery—To stock wat-
ers mear ecity.

The first distribution of salmon and
trout fry will be made from the new
matchery at the Lattle River reservoir,
St. John, N.'B,, this spring The trout
fry are now well deveioped and will be
distributed about the middle of the
present month The sa!mon eggs are
just beginning to hatch and the fry
will be ready for distribution towards
the .end of May or In the early part
of June.

This hatchery is located on property
leased from the city of St. John. The
building Is fitted up with the most
modern hatching equipment and is 51
ft, long by 81 ft. wide. It contains 30
hatching troughs, whick provide ca-
pacity for upwards of 3,000,000 eggs.
A modern dwelling for the officer in
charge, 32 ft, by-27 ft,, is located con-
venient to the hatchery.

This season, arrangements are be-
ing made to utilize the fry retaining
tanks for the purpose of rearing trout
to the fingerling stage for stocking
suitable waters in the St. John dis-
trict, 25300 trout fry are to be
reared this season, and if the water
and other conditions prove to be fav-
orable, and the results are satisfac-
tory, the department has ‘n view the
building of permanent rearing ponds
for trout.

There are at present approximately
220,000 speckled trout fry in the tanks
and troughs, and with these the
streams flowing into Loch Lomond will
liberally stocked this season.

The Fisher lakes, in Rockwood Park
will receilve 15,000 fry, and the re-
mainder will be distributed in other
suitable trout waters, such as the
Magaguadavic river and lake, 3hogo-
mac and Skiff lakes and the Nash-
waaksis river.

It appeared from information gath-
ered that salmon were again return-
ing to certain rivers, to which they
have not resorted for years for vari-
ous reasons consequent upon the
clearing away of the forests and the
settling of the country. The import-
ance of re-establishing angling in all
suitable rivers is fully realized, and
with this end in view, a complete sur-
vey -was made of the Kennebeccasis
river last fall, to ascertain the extent
of the spawning area in this stream
and to what extent salmon were re-
sorting to it for spawning purposes.

HIDTORIC LAYS (N CANADA

The battle of Batoche, by which the
second Riel rebellion was effectually
crushed, was fought twenty-nine years
ago ;odny, May 12, 1885, From the be-
ginning of the conflict Batoche had
been the headquarters of Louis Riel,
and from there he had directed his
mmpalgn of sedition and massacre. As-
sociated with Riel at Batoche was
Gabriel Dumont, a leader with con-
siderable military ability, who had
held Gen. Middleton's army at bay in
the battle of Fish Creek. Gen. Middle-
ton remained at Fish Creek to await
reinforcements under Van Strauben-
zie, while Dumont joined his chief at
Batoche and took charge of the mili-
tary defenses. At Fish Creek Dumont
had protected his men in deep rifie-
pits, and at Batoche he prepared for
a desperate resistance by building
and strengthening the pits and in-
trenchments. On May 9th Middleton's
army began shelling Batoche, and the
enemy returned the fire. On the fol-
lowing day ther ebels slightly advanc-
ed their lines, and for a time the pros
pects of the attacking army appeared
dubious. On the 12th a forward move-
ment was ordered by Middleton, and
it quickly developed into a charge, the
gallant Canadian troops storming the
rifle pits and sweping triumphantly in-
to the village. Five Canadians, four
of them officers, were killed in the
charge, and twenty-five wounded,
while the rebel loss was forty-seven
killed and 163 wounded. The final on-
slaught was led by Lieut-Col, Wil
H{ams, of Port Hope, who survived the
battle but died two months later of a
fever. Riel surrendered three days af-
ter the battle. and was sent to Regina
to await the trial which was to re
sult in his conviction and his execu-
tion by hanging.

THE PASSING DAY

A MEXICAN PRESIDENT
Antonio Lopez de Santa Ana is a
name highly esteemed by Mexicans
as that of one of their greatest gen-
erals and presidents, but it still leaves
a bitter taste in the mouths of Tex-
ans, who cannot forgive or forget the
tragedy of the Alamo. It was eighty-
one years ago today, May 12, 1833,
that Santa Ana became president of
the Mexican republic. He had taken
a prominent part in the expulsion of
the Spaniards from Mexico, but Au-
gustin Iturbide, the leader of the reb-
els, had no sooner established his em-
pire and set up his throne than Santa
Ana turned against him. It was San-
ta Ana, in many ways the most force-
ful and powerful of Mexico's fifty-
three presidents, dictators and rulers,
who proclaimed the republic in 1822,
A majority of the troops flocked to his
standard, and Augustin I. was forced
to flee the country. He went to Italy,
but returned the following year, and
was executed. Gen, Guadalupe Vie-
toria became president of the Repub-
lica Mexicana, and in 1830 Dustamen-
te made himself dictator, succeeding
Guerrero, who had overthrown Victo-
ria. In the meantime Santa Ana had
added to his popularity by aiding in
the defeat of a Spanish army which
had been sent over in 1829, in an-
swer to the decree of expulsion direct-
ed''against all the Spaniards in the
country, The invaders were complete-
ly routed and Spain was forced to
recognize the independence of its for-
mer dependency.
From the beginning of the republic
the ambitious Santa Ana had been bid-
ing his time until the auspicious mo-
ment arrived for achieving supreme
power. It came in 1833 and Santa
Ana became the executive head of a
nationa which stretched from Louisi-
ana and Colorado westward'to the Pa-
cific. Many Americans had settled in
Texas, and shortly after Santa Ana's
elecetion they held a convention, de-
termined to separate Texas from Coa-
huila, prepared a constitution, and
asked Santa Ana to make Texas a
separate state of the Mexican repub-
lic. Col. Stephen F. Austin was sent
to Mexico City to present the demands
of the 20,000 Americans of Texas. The
crafty Santa Ana detained him on one
pretext and another until 1835, and,
while keeping the Texans quiet by
promising to accede to their demands,
he raised an army and sent it against
the Texans with the intention of driv-
ing them from the country. The Tex-
ans orgnnized, pelected Sam Houston
as commander, and prepared to resist.
Early in 1836 Santa Ana set out at
the head of 6,000 Mexicans to drive
out the revolutionists and all persons
of foreign birth. In March the army
reached San Antonio, where- the old
mission church, the Alamo, had been
converted into a fort and was occu-
pled by 150 of the revolutionists, in-

FIRST THINGS
MANITOBA.
The first step toward the formation
of the Province of Manitoba was tak-
en by the Dominion government forty-
four years ago today, May 12, 1870,
but owing to the insurrection of the
Metis or half-breeds led by Louis
Riel, the Province was not duly con-
stituted until the following July, when,
Adams G. Archibald assumed his
duties as lieutémant-governor., Mani-
toba was carved out of what had
previously been known as Rupert's
Land, or the Red River Settlement,
which had been a part of the domain
of the Hudson’s Bay Company until'
its purchase by Canada in 1869. At
the time of its admission to the Do-
minion the Prairie Province had a
population of only 18,000, largely In-
dians and half-breeds. Many of the
troops from eastern Canada, sent to
suppress the Riel rebellion, settled in

the new Province, and within ten
years the population increased to!
62,000, The second Riel war and &

disastrous boom stopped Manitoba's
progress for a little while, but it soon
recovered.

Wisdom of present: Act
has still to be proved —

leisure.

In his desire to complete his legis-
lative programme and in his belief
.|that during the short time between
now and July 10th this can be done,
the president’s faith is probably based
on what he was able to accomplish
with the tariff and currency bills. The
wisdom of the present tarig act, how-
ever, has still to be proved and we
may yet have to repent at leisure con-
cerning what was put through in
haste. In currency legislation, what
was crude and dangerous was pressed
out of the bill by the tremendous force
o fthe banking opinion of the country,
which had been clutched up to high
working speed.

There is no such force at work to
keep the anti-trust bills safe. They
are at present crude, unworkable and
dangerous. The subject that the pro-
cedure does not lend itself to speed-
pressure for ' correct solution. The
whole subject might better be left to
investigation and consideration by an
expert trust legislation commission,
Such a board should be thoroughly
¢ non-political.

The president is anxious to get the
trust problem out of the way because
of its adverse egect upon business en-
terprise and confidence. But it is bet-
ter to leave the question unsolved
than to put into operation machinery
which may work destruction. In the
hands of a commission, the proposit-
‘lion would cease to hang threateningly
W1over busines, which could go ahead
again with assurance, not dismayed,
as it now is, by fear of what an inex-
pert and empetuous body like con-
gress might do. Because the deliber-
ate consideatrion of the subject by an
expert board would have no terrors
for business.

The farm credit proposition is much
simpler.

Within an hour after
launching the . second of the three

American cup boats built this season
had her mast on end and by the last
of the week she will be ready for her
work,

The yacht carries the hopes of her
fifteen Philadelphia, New York and
Boston backers, but all Maine also
bag taken unusual interest in her
welfare and several thousands wit
nessed the launching.

The Defiance carries the aspirations
of fifteen yachtsmen. It is called the
Tri-city yacht, since the syndicate of
owners is made up of eight men from
Boston, six from New York, and one
from Philadelphia. George M. Pyn-
chon, of New York, E. Walter Clark
of Philadelphia, and Henry Taggard
of Boston were the prime movers, al-
though Mr. Taggard is acting as agent
for another Boston yachtsman who
does not desire his identity made
known. Mr. Pynchon ig the manager
and Mr. Clark the treasurer of the
syndicate.

The other members are George
Lauder, George D. Barron, James B.
Ford, E. Trowbridge Hall and Thomas
O. Dunham, of New York; Oliver
Ames, J. C. Cobb, F. C. Fletcher,
Charles Hayden, F. E. Peabody, Eliot
Wadsworth, and E. S. Webster, Bos-
ton. %

George ~ Owen, of Newton, Mass.,
noted for his success in turning out
racing boats, was selected as designer,
and for the first time in the history
of thé America’s cup the State of
Maine was given an opportunity to
regain the supremacy of the seas
once held in Bath clippers, the con-
tract of comstruction of the Deflance
being awarded to the Bath Iron
Works.

It was declded to make the boat of
composite constructlon, with steel
frames, and a double wooden skin,
the inner of Douglas fir and the outer
of Gaboon mahogany. The lead keel
wag run on January 9,

To those familiar with yachts and
yachting the Deflance appears to dif-
fer but little from her two competi-
tors for cup defending honors. She
is a distinctly modern yacht, with a
moderately long body, and overhang,
slack bilges, full garboards, and a keel

tons of lead on the bottom. She . is
longer and wider than the Resolute,
but her draught is practically “the
same.

The feature of the Defiance is in
her rig. The mast {s well forward of
the centre, in fact about half way be
tween the centre of the lead and the
bow. She will, therefore, set a single
lower jib, while her mainsail will be
the largest of the three hoats. Her
rig 18 also very lofty, and for the
races scheduled off Sandy Hook in
mid-June the Deflance will have to
douse her topmast im passing under
the east river bridges at New York
fm her passage from sound to sea.
The exact dimensions of the Deflance
are withheld for the preésent but it
has been stated that her general
measurements are approximately 115
feet overall, 74.9 feet on the water
line, 22.6 feet beam, 13.9 feet draught
and that she will carry about 9,800
square feet of canvas. It is expected
she will have to allow the Resolute
several minutes in a 30 mile race.
Theoretically the Deflance should
point higher and foot faster than her
rivals, but in doing so she will prob-
ably prove to be a difficult boat to
steer.

Little effort will be made to put
the Defiance into condition in either
Maine or Massachusetts waters, al-
though she may have a trial or two
off the mouth of the Kennebec or at
Marblehead. Bringing the yacht to
form will be acomplished in4-the
smooth waters of upper Long lslan_d
Sound, probably off Mr. Pynchon’s
summer residence at Greenwich,
Conn., with City Island, as repair
base.

Capt, Selah B. Howell, of Highland,
N. J., one of the ablest skippers on
the coast, will be in charge of the
Defiance, but Mr. Pynchon expects to
hold the wheel in the races assited
by Mr. Clark and other members of
the syndicate. The mates and crew
were formerly on the sloop Istalena
which Mr. Pynchon has raved very
successfully for six years, while Mr.
Clark has re-engaged some of the best
of his Irolita foremast hands.

In the Defiance, Boston yachtsmen
are represented in cup racing for the
first time since 1893, while it is Phila-
delphia’s initial appearance.

Jimmy Archer, Cub
Catcher, 31 — A native
of old Dublin.

Jimy Archer, the famous Cub catch-
er, who is.generally weousidered to be
one’of the best men in the backstop-
ping business, will slide past his thirty
first base in life tomorrow. Jimmy
was born in old Dublin on the thir-
teenth of the merry month of May,
in 1883, He was christened Peter
James, but on the pasage over to
America he was so shaken up that
eveny his names got miyed, and ever
since he has been James Peter,
Jimmy started his baseball career in
Canada, where he played as a kid,
and for several vears he was one of
the stars of the City League of Toron-
to. His first profesional enzagement
was with Fargo, N. D., in the North-
ern League, where he covered the
initial pillow. His first backstop work
was with the Boone club in the Iowa
State League ten years ago. He play-
ed so well that a Pirate scout picked
him up, but he was considered not
good enough for a major league club
and was turned over to Atlanta, in
the Southern League.

An interesting session in Y.MC.A.
circles was held in the fooms of the
local institution yesterday afternoon,
when many important provincial mat-
ters were brought up for discussion,
Present at the meeting was Charles
W. Bishop, Canadian National Secre-
tary of the Y.M.C.A.. A. 8. McAlis-
ter, Maritime Secretary, was also
present.

Those present represented the New
Brunswick group of the Maritime Di-
vision of the National Council. Among
the local Men present were J. Hunter
White, vice-chairman of the Maritime
Division; George E. Barbour, A. H.
Chipman, Capt. J. E. Masters, J. E,
Marven of Moncton was also present.

General discussion took place on
different matters of vital importance
grouped under the following head-
ings: The problem of securing train-
ed leaders for work in the Maritime
Provinces, Canadian summer school,
Maritime boys' camp, territorial na-
tional budget and the biennial Do-
minion coyvention.

Securing Trained Leaders.

A. B, McAllister of Halifax, the
Maritime secretary, discussed at some
length the matter of securing trained
leaders. He remarked that the planm
at present was to recruit men for Y.
M.C.A. work -through the local asso-
ciations and the schools and colleges
of the country. He spoke of the in-
creased interest which was being tak-

4 |en in the work by the younger element.

He said that they had come in con-
tact with fourteen college men
throughout = the Maritime Provinces
who had declared themselves ready
to follow Y.M.C.A. work. These
men will start at the summer camp
and will then go to either of the two
training centres at Springfield and
Chicago. In each local institution the
board of directors is supposed to as-
gist in solving this problem by stand-
ing behind the supervising agencies
and providing for this end of the work
in the annual budget.

Summer School.

The Canadian National Secretary,
Charles W. Bishop, discussed at
length the summer school, pointing
out the great advantage of the same
and showing how it tended to advance
soclally, educationally, and spiritually
all those who attended.

The Maritime boys’ camp, as usual,
will be held this year at Big Cove,
Pictou County, Nova Scotia. The
camp this year will be the 22nd’ an-
nual session for the boys. The date
was fixed from July 2nd to July 14th.
While the camp is conducted by the
Y.M.C.A., it will not exclude mem-
bers of associations and church or
ganizations; and all boys of fourteen
years and up will be eligible to at-
tend when recommendations are fur-
nished by their pastors. The age lim-
it previously was twelve years, but it
has been set at fourteen to empha-
size the important feature of training
leaders.

Taylor Statten, National Boys Sec-
retary, familiar to many in the city,
through his recent visit, will be pres-
ent with the boys at the Maritime
camp for a few days. It is expecfed
that nearly a hundred boys will attend
this year. The national budget cover-
ing the whole of Canada named $44-
000 as the amount of money to carry
on the work for the year 1914, The
Dominion convention will be helg this
year at.Conchiching Lake, Ontario,
from September 4th to Tth. Each
local in stitutions will have the ap-
pointing of its delegates to the Do-
minion convention.

DEVELOPMENT
0F MANHODD

Charles W. Bishop, in in-
spiring address before the
Canadian Club —Demand
for big men.

Charles W. Bishop, Canadian nation-
al secretary of the Y. M. C. A., ad-
dressed members of the Canadian
Club in Bond's cafe last evening.
His subject was “Canada’s Resources
of Manhood,” and he made an eloquent
plea for better training and educa-
tional equipment for the young people
of Canada.

He pointed out that the human gle-
ment was & greater asset to the ¢onn-
try than all its natural resources. He
beliéved that the human resources
in North America were three times as
valuable as all the other resources.

“The development of the human ele-
ment was the greatest importance.
There was a general demand for big
men, properly equipped mentally and
morally, and the great corporations
were paying enormous salaries for
these men. The people of the coun-
try, and particularly the business men,
should pay more attention to the de-
velopment of thig sort of men. More
capital should be invested in this bu-
man element,

At the present time the people did
not know what genius was in the
ing generation, and it was therefore
necess. to conserve and develop
the coming generation in every pos:
sible way,

Everybody knew who 'was demand-
ing these big men, and it was a ques-
tion for every business man to an-
swer: Who is making the big men,
and how are you apl,nx to proceed to
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‘'Want Gordon property,in
West St. John — City

" Council will decide next
Monday.

F. E. Marvin and E. E, Bishop, rep-
resenting the Canada Nail and Wire
Co, Lt. with a delegation of West St.
John business men were before the
city commissioners yesterday after-
noon in regard to the request of the
company for a lease of the Gordon
property at West St. John and which
is at present owned by the city, for
the purpose of establishing a horse-
shoe nall factory, Mr. Bishop intro-
duced the proposition of the company,
which was that the property be leased
to it at $120 per year with the privi-
lege of renewal. The plant to be tax-
ed for an amount not to exceed $200
for a period of ten years and free wa-
ter for the same period. The com-
pany would employ forty hands at the
start and would also enter into an
agreement in regard to the length of
time in which the plant was to be kept
in operation each year. The commiss-
ioners promised to give a definite an-
swer by next Monday. It was found
that old agreements and other mat-
ters would have to be looked up be-
t;)rg the matter could be definitely set-
tled.

In Favor of Proposition

W. E. Scully spoke in favor of the
proposition. He pointed out that Car
leton had formerly enjoyed several in-
dustries, but lately these had all been
taken away with the exception of the
Union Foundry. He believed that the
city should do something for the new
nail company but conditions should
be imposed that would assure the
plant being operated and men em-
ployed. There was plenty of land for
such purposes in Carleton and he
thought that it should be utilized
whenever possible. He had no per-
sonal interest in the new company,
but for the sake of the city he would
like to see the factory in operation.
He thought that the Carleton mill
pond was also a thing that should be
improved. .

W. D. Bagkin was not very conver-
sant with the proposition, but he be-
lieved that industries with local men
inférested should be encouraged as
well as those formed of people from
other places. The matter of a dry
dock was not a factor now in connec-
tion with this property as that was
to be located elsewhere. If the Gor-
don property was rented to the new
concern he thought that proper ar-
rangements should be made that
would ensure.the property being used
immediately and continuously.

Cost to City

Mayor Frink remarked that the
property in question had cost the city
about sixteen thousand dollars.

Mr, Bishop said that the company
already had the machinery purchased
and it was at present stored in Cold-
brook. The company had intended to
locate at Coldbrook where buildings
and a site were to be provided. Some
Carleton people hadd drawn attention
to the Gordon site and he thought that
the labor question would be more easi-
ly solved in the city than in Cold-
brook.

A Big Market

There were no horseshoe nails be-
ing manufactured in St. John at pres-
ent and the new company would have
the whole of Canada as well as the
eastern part of the United States as
a market. It was also asked that the
city place a price on the property for
which it would sell at any time the
lessees desired. Mr. Bishop was only
asking for the same termg that would
be given to strangers. e

Commissioner Potts asked if the
company would be willing to share its
profits over a certain figure with the
city, but Mr. Bishop pointed out that
this would materially hurt the sale of
the stock of the company.

Use of Mill Pond

Rev. W. R. Robinson was in favor
of the plant being established in Car-
leton. He thought also that it would
be a good thing for the city to have
the mill pond drained and filled in, so
that industrial sites could be laid out.
The pond at the present time was a
pest hole.

Captain Kennealy was also in favor
of the proposition and he would like
to see the pond filled in and used for
industries.

Mr. Bishop asked that some action
be taken immediately but it was point-
ed out that the matter could not be
digposed of before next Monday, when
a definite answer would be given to
the company's representatives.

Commissioner McLellan was not
prepared to vote at the present meet-
ing and he wished to have the records
of the property looked up first,

Commigsioner Wigmore also wished
time and it was decided to consider
the msueiodurlng the week and se-
cure the proper information in regard
to the property. :

While nothing of a definite rature
has been given out by the. city fathers
regarding the introduction of a call
system for the police department in
this city, it is interesting to note that
by co-operating with the New Bruns-
wick Telephone Company the way is
gradualy being paved for the installa-
tion of the call systenr.

In conversation with a Standard re-
porter, Fred, J. Nisbet, exchange man-
ager of the New Brunswick Telephone
Company, yesterday afternoon verified
the information received from a dieffr-
ent source, that for the past two
years, by laying extra conduits while
at work on the underground wires, the
company has been making prepara-
tory plans far the installation of a fire
and police call system in this city.

It appears that shortly after the
~ommissioners were first elected an
arrangement was made with the city
whereby the New Brunswick Tele-
phone Company, when they could con-
veniently do so, would lay conduits
leading from the underground cables
to above the pavement with the idea
in view, that when the city was pre-
pared to go ahead with the installa-
tion of the call system all would be
ready. to place and connect the wires.
This work has been going on for some
time, and in different sections of the
city the narrow metal conduits may
be seen leading from the ground up
the corner of a building or alongside
a telephone pole.

It is learned that since the initia-
tive step was taken in the matter
these conduits have been placed in po-
sition whenever the linemen of the
company found it necessary to work
with underground cables. The pur-
pose in view is a fire and patrol signal
gsystem. The metal tubes permit of
two wires, one for a telephone call
system and another for fire alarm pur-
poses. o

From Union street to Haymarket
Square, taking in Brussels street, and
the side streets off it, the work of lay-
ing the conduits has been completed.
Several have also been placed in posit-
fon in the up-town section of the city.
As no regular account has been kept
the compahy ‘is not' in a position to
state exactly what number of these
conduits have been placed, but O. D.
Thomson, foreman for the New Bruns-
wich Telephofie Company, said he con-
sidered that upwards of ¢wenty-seven
of the metal tubes had already been
laid, ¢
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Board of Health appoints
Dr.T. Fred Johnson to
inspect dairy herds--John
McMillan, deputy.

A special meeting of the Board of
Health was held yesterday to take up
the matter of appointing an official to
inspect the conditions, surrounding
the production and distribution of
milk, and Dr. T. Fred Johnson, veteri-
nary surgeon was selected for the po-
sition, while John McMillan was nam-
ed as deputy inspector to look after
the milk supply of Fairville.

The chairman, M. W. Doherty, Dr.
G. G. Melvin, the medical health offi-
cer, and the solicitor, J. R. Armstrong
were a committee to revise the regu-
lations governing the supplying of
milk in the city and county.

The county council has been asked
to vote $600 towards the cost of milk
inspection, and the local government,
which as for some years supplied an
expert to examine dairy herds supply-
ing St. Johm, ‘will also be asked to
contribute to the cost. The balance
of the money, which may be needed,
will be supplied by the Board of
Health, it having managed to obtain a
larger appropriation for this year than
usual.

Dr. Johnsod's duties will be to in:
spect all dairy herds gending milk to
St. John, the premises on which they
are kept, the utensils in which the
milk is put, the methods of shipping
to St. John, with the conditions at the
recelying and delivering stations, etc.
