Time of Departure Indefinite, Captain Tells Customs Offic­
ials—Washington Aroused Over Report that Mysteri­
ous Ship, Purporting to be British Cruiser, has Passed 
into Mouth of the Chesapeake.

Petrograd, July 26, via London.— 
The brilliant blow struck by Gen. 
Sakharoff along the River Slonevka, 
north of iBrody, has Injected a new 
element of surprise Into the constant­
ly changing situation on the north­
western front

The original attack against Brody, 
which followed the fall of Dubno fort­
ress came to a sharp halt before the 
swamps and thick forests, which offer­
ed a strong barrier to any direct ad­
vance along the Dubno-Lemberg rail­
road, and, since the beginning of Gen. 
Brussiloff's drive, the Russian forces 
have been compelled to rest on the 
Russian side of the Galician frontier, 
near Radziviloff.

When it became evident that Brody 
could not be taken from the west. 
General Sakharoff began a rapid ex­
tension of his front southward from 
the Lutsk region, and is now making 
a strong flank attack on the Brody- 
Lemberg line from the north. The 
River Slonevka offered a difficult ob­
stacle on this line of advance, but it 
has already been successfully forded 
and the Ruslan forces in this group 
are now scarcely ten miles distant 
from Brody.

The 
first is cancellation for non-delivery 
and permits of the imperial board re­
fusing acceptance of any goods after 
date set for delivery. The second 
cancellation clause is only a/pplicable 
on the cessation of hostilities, when 
the Imperial Munitions Board may 
cancel any or all contracts then in 
force and on which delivery remains 
to be made. In event of such cancel­
lation! recompense will be allowed for 
loss on plants and* material, but no 
recompense for loss of profits.

The Imperial Munitions Board are 
not familiar with the cancellation 
clauses in war contracts placed in 
Britain, but it is very probable they 
are the same as those inserted ini con­
tracts in Canada.

The Bible has 1189 chapters; 929 belong to the Old Testament and 

260 to the New. The 117th Psalm is the middle chapter of the 
Bible, its number being 595. Exactly 594 chapters precede it, and 
594 follow it.

The middle chapter of the Bible is also the shortest; containing only - 
33 words, composed of 133 letters. The longest is the 119th Psalm* 
containing 176 verses, 2,445 words and 10,146 letters.

The text of the Bible is divided into 31,101 verses; 23,144 for the Old 
and 7,957 for the New Testament. The shortest verse in the Bible 
is John XI: 35, containing only two words with nine letters. One 
verse in the Bible contains all the letters of the alphabet except J 
—Ezra 7: 21.

The famous inscription on the Liberty Bell, in Independence Hall, 
Philadelphia, is taken from Leviticus 25: 10. It reads, “Proclaim 
liberty throughout all the land, unto all the inhabitants thereof.” _ ■

and we were all enjoying to our heart’s 
content the glorious privilege of be­
ing boys once again. We lived once 
again the early days of our boyhood, 
our thoughts travelling back to the 
school days and the eagerness with 
which we, on hearing the schoolroom 
door close would break Into a run for 
the swimming hole, and Indulge in the 
delicious pastime so dear to the heart 
of every youth. It is not very often 
one is privileged to view such a sight 
as the one described. Just imagine 
about fifteen hundred men and boys 
diving, jumping and frolicking in the 
water, on a bright sunnjAafternoon, In 
an area bounded by trees on both sides 
of the river which is nearly one hun­
dred yards wide and at points thirty 
feet deep, and all within two hundred 
yards in length and you have a picture 
of what the boys of the 140th enjoyed 
on that afternoon.

In g them to the tune of 27 to 6. They 
appeared for the first time in their 
new uniforms, and presented a very 
natty appearance. Their colons are 
maroon and white. White belts, white 
shoes, stockings with a white stripe 
around and the numerical 140 on the 
left breast of the shirt.

We were all out Thursday morning 
to say farewell to the 115th. The 
145lh lined one side of the avenue 
and our battalion the other. As the 
boys passed down along the line they 
were given cheer after cheer by the 
members of the different battalions, 
and it must Indeed have done their 
hearts good to see the spirit of the dif­
ferent units as portrayed in the hearty 
shouts and friendly handclasps of the 
men as they were bid Godspeed on 
their way to the front. We all mi vied 
them their good fortune in getting 
away so soon after coming to camp, 
but at the same time express a hope 
that we shall not be far behind them.

Before concluding this epistle 1 want 
to give you a description of our daily 
routine except for the unexpected, 
caused by a change from schedule.

At half past five in the morning the 
reveille goes, and the first thing you 
hear is the fife and drum band limber­
ing up for the regular march down 
through the lines performing a very 
important and necessary, though far 
from agreeable duty, as they pass from 
one company to another. By six 
o'clock everything has to be in good 
order, such as blankets shaken out, 
equipment foJdod up and in place, tents 
rolled up and swept out ready for in­
spection by the "orderly officer. Break­
fast at seven o’clock. Physical train­
ing from eight until eight forty-five, 
bayonet, fighting nine to nine thirty, 
then musketry and company drill until 
twelve. Two hours are then allowed 
before afternoon parade, which is usu­
ally a repetition of the morning work. 
At six o'clock retreat is sounded when 
the new wizard mounts for the next 
twenty-four hours. This Is generally 
followed by a game of fottball or base­
ball until dark, and at nine thirty the 
First Post sounds, followed at ten by 
the l^ast Post, and tattoo parade, and 
last on the list, lights out, ten fifteen, 
after which the orderly officer makes 
his last trip for the day to see that all 
lights are out and everything is in 
good order.

I see by Friday’s sibJy foe. The construction is very 
simple, but yet, is all that Is neces­
sary.

Hampton, July 25.—Among the 

many noticeable improvements being; 
recently made along the line of the 
Canadian Government Railway, near 
here, special mention may be made of 
the replacing of the old overhead high­
way bridges crossing the railway at 
lakeside, and at Passekeag, by mod­
ern steel spans on heavy concrete 
piers. The double tracking of the line 
is evidently anticipated in the build­
ing of these bridges, as the pier’s have 
been built away outside of the old 
ones, leaving ample space between for 
a double track line. For the past few 
days a gang of workmen have been at 
work tearing down and removing the 
old bridges, and on Sunday last an 
erecting plant was here and the new 
girders were swung into place.

Ottawa, July 26—An increase of over 

93 per cent, in the total* of Canada's 
trade for the three months of the 
fiscal year ended June 39, is Indicated 
by a statement Just issued, which 
shows another record broken.

The volume of trade on that date 
had reached the Imposing figure of 
$527,512,344, as against $272,646,865 
for the first quarter of 1915. The in­

381,036.

Foreign exports increased from

That the accommodation at the General Publie Hoepital Is entire­
ly inadequate properly to provide for the medical needs of the city 
was the eworn testimony given before Coroner Roberte’ court last 
evening at the Inquiry Into the death of the late James A. Ryan.

Not only was there evidence that the capacity of the hospital was 
Insufficient properly to care for the number of patiente requiring atten­
tion, but It was stated by witnesses familiar with the facta that there 
were not a sufficient number of nurses on the staff, while, In other re­
spects the facilities at the hoepital were net of such a character ae to 
ensure proper efficiency.

The difficulties under which house doctors and staff at the hospital 
have labored for some time past have been known to many but the 
public generally have not been aware of tho utter lack of accommoda­
tion that exists at the present time.

Miss Retalllck, the superintendent of nurses, characterized the 
lack of accommodation as “desperate” and pointed out the necessity of 
Improved facilities as well as the need of a substantial Increase In 
the number of nurses on the staff at the hoepital.

Dr. Macauley, superintendent of the hospital, also referred to the 
need of better facilities, and in his examination by Mr. J. King Kelley, 
K. C„ declared that more modem equipment would be the means of 
saving life as well ae diminishing the operating expenses at the hoe­
pital.

Ryan’s Employers Testify.
Christopher J. Armstrong, foreman 

at the Phoenix Foundry, gave evidence 
that the deceased had been employed 
at the foundry from March 10th to 
March 25. He did not appear to be 
suited to the work he had been call*.I 
on to perform. His mental condition 
had not been good.

Raymond M. Tobias sadd that the de­
ceased had assisted him In building a 
refrigerator during the month of May. 
The deceased did not seem to be in 
sound health during the time he w-as 
employed.

John Stewart, orderly at the hospi­
tal, gave evidence in regard to the con­
dition of the deceased, which was 
along the lines of that given by the 
previous witnesses, 
thought the late Mr. Ryan was a "re­
ligious maniac.”

To Probe Tyne Case.

J. C. Ctiesley, agent of the
Ryan's Mental Condition.

Miss Maud E. Ketallick, superintend 
eut of nurses at the General Public 
Hospital, was the first witness.

To Coroner Roberts Miss Retalllck 
said that if there had been any irregu­
larities in regard to the work of the 
nurses, it would be reported to her. 
If any patient had been acting strange­
ly, a repeat would be made to the 
house doctor.

Miss Retalllck gave evidence in 
regard to having picked up the de­
ceased from the feepund and assisting 
to bring him into the hospital. The 
deceased did not appear to be uncon­
scious when picked up. The witness 
had on a previous occasion asked the 
deceased in regard to his condition, 
and while he had appeared unwilling 
to talk at length, he had told her 
that he had "some trouble with his 
head.” The late Mr. Ryan had actel 
in a quiet and civil manner as a geit­
érai rule. One one occasion, how­
ever, deceased had came out of the 
ward and had stared at her for some 
time. She ordered him back to the 
ward and he obeyed and reports had 
reached her that the deceased ha.l 
acted In a peculiar manner on other 
occasions.

To Juror Walsh, the witness said 
that the deceased had been placed iu 
the same bed in the ward on the third 
floor which he had occupied prior io 
his fall. About an hour later he had 
been transferred to a bed in a room 
on the ground floor. It was the custom 
to transfer patients to the ground 
floor as soon as it was discovered that 
they were in such a condition of mind 
as deceased was found to be.

To Coroner Roberts, Miss Retalllck 
said that the removal of Mr. Ryan 
from the third floor to the ground 
floor had been carried out carefully 
and did not involve any disturbance 
to the patient.

Better Facilities Needed.
To J. King Kelley, K. C., the wit­

ness said that it was not convenient a* 
all times- to arrange the patients in 
beds according to their complaints. 
This was due to the fact that there 
was not sufficient accommodation at 
the hospital. For the past two years 
there had been a great need of better 
accommodation. In fact on many oc­
casions cots had to be used on ac­
count of the lack of beds.

Then you think that the St. John 
hospital is in need of more accommo­
dation? asked Mr. Kelley.

"Desperately,” said Miss Retalllck.
Continuing Miss Retalllck said that 

the hospital had been over-crowded 
on many occasions during the past 
few years, and better facilities wers 
badly required.

Taken Suddenly III.

Considerable excitement was caused 
by the actions of a man in an uptown 
hotel about seven o'clock last even­
ing.

Mentally Deficient.
Dr. S. H. MacDonald said that he 

had advised Mrs. Ryan, the widow of 
the deceased, to send her husband to 
the hospital. After examination at 
the hospital by Dr. White, Dr. Rowley 
and the witness, the deceased had 
been admitted as a patient. The wit­
ness said that the deceased had been 
injured about two and a half years 
ago at Memramcook, sustaining in­
juries to the head. The deceased was 
in the opinion of the witness mentally 
deficient. His powers of memory, rea­
soning and understanding were not 
normal. The deceased had been ad­
mitted to the hospital for observation 
and for the purpose of making a posi­
tive diagnosis.

Dr. MacDonald told of seeing the de­
ceased at the hospital. On one occa­
sion Mr. Ryan gave the witness an 
irrational answer. He had heard ex­
pressions from the doctors In charge 
that on many occasions the hospital 
had been over-crowded and further 
that the nurses had been over-worked.

Dr. Albert E. Macauley, the super­
intendent at the hospital, gave evi­
dence In regard to the admission of 
the deceased and of his subsequent 
transfer from the surgical to the medi­
cal ward.

Relative to the facilities at the hos­

pital, Dr. Macauley said that it was 
necessary that samples of blood be 
sent to Montreal to be examined as 
proper facilities were not available at 
the local institution. It would be pos­
sible to Install modern equipment at 
the hospital without great difficulty. It 
was furthermore necessary to refuse 
admittance to patients on many occa­
sions on account of the lack of accom­
modation. The capacity of the hospi­
tal was one hundred and twenty pa­
tients, while last winter 
been as many as one hundred and for­
ty-five patients in the institution on 
one occasion. Any patient who would 
be In danger from his condition of In. 
during himself or others Is kept on the 
lower floor and Is placed under re­
straint. It^ would be impossible to 
place all the patients who were slight­
ly demented on the lower floor 
count of the lack of accommodation. 
In other hospitals it was customary to 
place a special orderly in charge of
