technical education and  industrial
training, were adopted, and in addition
a number of important measures
were brought before the gathering
which it was impossible to fully cou-
sider in the time at its disposal. The
failure of the Convention to take a
stand on these other matters does
not mean that they will be excluded
from the party programme, the un
derstanding being that the platform
aciually adopted was only a founda:
fon, and that with the development
of the new Province-wide organiza
tion facilities will be provided for
enlarging the platform if the adher
ente of the party consider it advis
able.

The proceedings ‘were marked by
an intense interest. The atmosphero
was electrical at times. While thera
was harmony on general principles,
the discussion of details was warm.
J. BE. McAuley, who was elected
chairman, .presided over the delibera-
tions in an able manner. He gave
everybody a fair show, though, as he
repeabedly pointed out, the conven-
tion was pressed for time. Perhaps
he might be criticized on the score
of being too generous to spiakers
who did not always stick to the polat,
A feature of the evening ses:ion
wae the ovation tendered Mr. Baxter
when a motion was made that he be
appointed to the leadership, an honor
he declined to accept.

Evening Session
At the evening session of the Con-
vention, in view of the fact that mat-
ters of party organization were to be
discussed, a motion was made that
the meeting go into private session.
The press retired. Several resolu-
tions, consideration of which was not
concluded during the alternoon, were
discussed and, ag read or amended,
were added to the list of new planks|
in the platform previouely adopted. Dr,
Campbell was especially enthusiastic
on the subject of technical education
and the discussien which followed his
remarks was of yide interest, He.was
not especially fn favor of the eXten-
sion of technical training to all the
high schools in the province, but ra-
ther endorsed the idea of ona central
institntion. The view of others was
that whenever possible opportunity
for such training should be given the
residents of all localities. The origin-
al motion endorsing the policy of car
rying technical training to all parts
of the province, was adopted.
The Language Question

The succeeding resolution, deprecat-
ing any attempts to create discord be.
tween the English and French speak-
ing people of this province. Dr. Lan-
dry felt that the original wording did
not specity clearly enough the atti-
tude of the Convention and offered a
more carefully worded one. Both wero
enthusiastically received. Mr. Mers-
ereau of Chatham regretted that in
the not distant past speeches had been
made which certainly tended to create
anything but harmony between the
two races. He deprecated such inci-
dents, and spoke eloquently in support
of Dr. Landry's resolution advocating
the cultivation of a more friendly feel-
ing. Men like Mr. Potts, a member
of the Legislature who had made
speeches of an objectionable nature,
were not hurting the French people,
but were merely creating a bitterness
much harder to overcome than to
create, Kvery French child wants to
learn English. But some men are try-
ing to force this on them. Why not
leave the matter alone antl let those
of French descent follow their own
inclinations?
Mr. Poits in reply to Mr. Mersereau
defended his course in commenting on
the French race. His remarks had
been caused by the course pursued by
Peter Veniot who had repeatedly in-
sukted Hon. Mr. Baxter for his friend.

000 bail yesterday by Chiet Magistrate
McAdoo {n Tombs Court. The two men,
Maurice 8. Nessim, of No. 170 Hssex
street, proprietor of a printing shop
at No, 235 Hldridge street, where he
had been artested along with a ton of
“red” literature, and Benjamin Top-
ack, who keeps a printing shop at No.
102 First street, both went to the
Tombs on default of ball. Thelr éx-
amination was set for next Friday.

The circulars whichled to the arrest
of the men called for a 'mass meeting
of the Communist Soviet Party in Rut-
gers square. “Friends” had been warn-
ed not to take children to the Baturday
gathering “because there might be
trouble.”

Archibald BE. Stevenson, counsel for
the Lusk Legislative Committee in-
vestigating Bolshevik propaganda, rep-
resented the Attormey General, and
Irving B. Klein, of Yonkers, acted
for Nessim and Topack.

"The Communist Party loes not pro-
pose to capture the bourzgeois state,
but to conquer and destray it,” Mr.

Therefore, it is8 necessary for
the proletariat to organize its own
state for the coercion and suppression
of the bourgeolsie. It is a struggle of
the workers against capitalism, and
our aim is to direct the struggle for
the conguest of political power, tha
overthrow of capitalism and the de-
struction of the bourgeois statg™ =

Mr. Stevenson said that one of the
doctrines enunciated in the manifesto
was that it any candidate was elected
on the Communist ticket to any legis-
lative office he was not to introduce
or support any movement for a reform
of political laws, but was to advocate
destructive methods.

Halifax Centre of Storm's
Fury—Building Unroofed,
High Voltage Wires Down
and Heavy Damage Done

Halifax, N. 8, Nov. 6--Nova Scotia
was swept last night and early this
morning by the heaviest storm of
years, The gale, which reached etghty
miles an hour at its highest, destroyed
much properly, demoralized the elec
tric light and telephone service In
many of the towns, cauged much hav-
oc among shipping and occasioned at
Ieast one fatality. This city appeared
to be the centre of the hurricane and
apparently suffered the most. The el-

ously deranged, and the streeta were
rendered unsafe for pedestrians by
reason of the hanging and trailing el
ectric and telephone wires, which the
force of linemen were entirely unable
to look after. The newspaper plants
were crippled and the tramnway ser.
vice was very irregular. The most
extensive damage to property was at
Camp Hill Hospital. The storm rip.
ped off the roof of the big vocational
hall at the hospital, and hurled a por.
tion of it two hundred yards across a
fleld to Robie street, blocking traffic
there, There were no patients in this
section of the bullding, but the terrific
crash of the falling roof caused con
siderable distross among the more seri
ous cages being treated at the ho.
pital,
