The following statement shows. the
number and valuc of postage stamps,
stamped envelopes, newspaper wrappers
and postal cards issued from the stamp
division of the Third Assistant Postmas-
ter General's office during the month end-
ing July 81. From these sources the re-
venues of the Post Office Departinent are
mainly derived. As this presents the
buysiness of the first month after the abo-
lition of the franking privilege, itis re-

arded with considerable interest. - A

rge iucrease over the business of any
previous month in the history of the De-
partment is believed to be the legitimate
result of the wiping out of the deadhead
postal system. Of ordinary postage
stamps there were issued to Postmasters
upon their requisitions 7,419,796, the
value of which is $2,067,874; stamped
envelopes, plain, 6,621,800, value $198,-
076 58; stamped envelopes with special
return requests printed thereon, 4.810,500,
value $158,922; newspaper wrappers, 1,-
748,750, value, $19,669 50; postal cards,
14,981,000, value $149,981; making the
total value of all the articles issued to
the public $2,594,352 18. In addition to
the above there were issued of the official
stamps to the War Department 6000,
value, $240; to the Treasary, 1,625,000,
value, $207,000; to the Interior, 3500,
value, $1060; to the Agriculture, 30,000,
value, $500; to the Post Office, 198,000;
