We could not credit the news
that Mr. Quinton, Warden of the St
John Penitentiary, had been superan-
nuated and Mr. Chas. Ketchum appoint-
ed in his place, but itis really true. No
complaint has been made, no complaint

is made, against Mr. Quinton’s manage-
: hZe- |

ment of the institution, and there is no
pretence that Mr. Ketehum has any
special fitn8ss for the office There was
no wish on Mr. Quinton’s part to go on
the retired list, and the idea that he is
too old for the proper discharge of the
duties of Warden is ridiculous. He is,
n fact, in the prime of life, and looks
as though he would outlive his successor
several years. We have had a physi-
cian-actuary figuring on them, and he
deems Mr. Quinton much the more de-
sirable risk. There is no excuse, no
reason of public policy, no palliation
for this act; it is done simply and solely
for the purposc of providing a living
for Mr. Chas. Ketchum at the public
expense. The salary has been low,
only $1000, and it will doubiless be
raised now to a figure which, with the
allowance to Mr. Quinton, will double
tt.e expenditure. under this head.

The same system of thieving has been
put in operation at Ottawa, where hale
and hearty afficinls have been placed on
the list of the decrepit and their places
filled with ravenous hangers-on of Min-
isters whose lack of ability to earn an
honest living at any trade or in any pro-
fession makes them ecandidates for
board in the poorhouse or civil service
appointinents,  And the public, the tax-
prying public, must look upon this sys-
tem of plundering the public treasury
in the name of Reform and be without
power to interfere. . Nastonce sketched
Tweed, when the Boss had given alarge
swin to the New York poor, as stealing

money out of the City Treasury with |

one hand and passing part of it out the
window to a cheering erowd: 'of hungry
people with tho other;.and the cartoon
might be used now with the Cabinet
Ministers in the place of Tweed and the
Canadiafr office-seekers in the place of
the New York beggars. .How shrewily
Tweed winked with the eye towards
the treasury from which he drew $100,-
000, and how beneviilenﬂy he beemed
on the people to whom he threw a por-
tion of hisgrab! Our Cabinet Ministers
are playing the same game in another
style. - They don’t pocket any of the
publi¢ money,—oh, no,—but they pay
their private debts with i.  Mr. Burpee
and his colleagues owed certain people
money for canvassing for them, using
money illegally in their service, etc,
and they have deliberately paid these debts:
out of the money entrusted to them for the
public service. Their system of public
pillage for private purposes is different
from Tweed's, but equally reprehensible.
The people are robbed when unnecessary
offices are created for electioneering
agents, as has been the ¢ase in St. John,
they are robbed where able-bodied
officials are superannuated for the pur-
pose of pensioning Ministerial parti-
sans on the public, as has been done
here,—just as the people were robbed
when Boss Tweed stole money from the
New York Treasury and shared it with
his family and-his followers. We do
not mince the matter because we recog-
nize né polite substitute for the word
“stealing.”

According to the Tribune, the Domi-
nion Government are managing our Rail
way affairs very improperly, if not very
badly. Messrs. Harris & Sons it alleges
received a contract for building cars
without compctition, and an American
house a contract for locomotives,
in the same objectionable way.

It is gratifying to fied the
TRIBUNE now so wide-awake and so
hostile to everything that looks like job
bery.

A Runaway Defaultin; Oméiaf Ree
tarns and Surrenders Himself,

The return and self-surrender of Hamil-
ton, the dcfaulting Treasurer of Jersey,
City, N. J., is a striking instance of the
zoadings of conscience to the guilty
mind. The story of his wanderings ap-
pears like a romance. He says that he
went to St. Louis, thence té. Galveston,
Texas. Hethen sailed for Corpué Christi.
and started out to drive across the coun-
try, when he was overtaken by Chief of
Police Parker of that place. .The Chief
charged -him with being the defaulting
Treasurer, and offered to relecase him on
payment of $3000. Hamilton paid the
money and started off again. He had not
gone far before Parker, with three com-

panions, again overtook him. Hamilton
drew his pistol, determined to figh*, but
his guide advised him not to. e  then
dropped . the yalise, containing his' mo-
ney and bonds, and concealed “himself.
The valise was picked up by his pur-
sucrs, who beéame involved in a quarrel
oveér the division of the spoils. Hamilton
stepped inand Parker asked bim to di-
vide .the property. ‘The ' /Treasurer
then’ -divided:' $17.000 . among Par-
ker dnd* his ' gang, and’ they de-
parted.  Hamilton and his guide' then
captured a couple of horses on the prai

ries and eamped on the Souce rivér. The
former awoke one morning .and disco-
vered his guide leaning over him with a
drawn dagger. Hamilton drew his pis-
tol and was about to shoot when another
Mexican interfered. - When, the party
reached Matamoras the defaulter sent for
Cortinas and made a  bargain with
him for protection. He remained in
Cortinas® house for several weeks,
during which time Inspector Mur-
phy visited the Governor. in search
of the prisoner. While the Iuspector
and Cortinas talked in-one room Hamil-
ton lay in the next. Hamilton finally es-
caped from Cortinas,and travelled through
the country, paying his way part of the
time and working when he had no mo-
ney. He finally became tired of exile, and
surrendered himself. He restored twen

ty-six of the fifty-one $1000 bonds which
he had stolern.

Seamen’s Wages Case.

A case of some interest came up in the
Police Court this forenoon. Two sea-
men, named Olsen and Christian, sued
Captain Hiram Betts of the schooner
A'melia for balance of wages. They ship
ped in Halifax for a coasting cruise, ex-
tending over three months, during
which:  time they bought fish at
different ports in P. E. Island, went to
Roston; and then came to this city. Capt
Betts made out their accounts aud de-
ducted from the wages of one $20, and
from the other $15, which was not satis-
factory to the men. The Captain,
through his counsel, John Kerr, Esq.,
tendered the amounts into court, less
the deduction, but the sailors’ coun-
sel, A. O. Earle, Esq., refused to accept
the money. The case went on and Olsen
was placed on the stand, and on his cross-
examination the reason of the reduction
‘came out. While on board, in Boston
and other places, he was in the habit
of selling : rope —waste he called
it—but he denied that he sold
anything of value. Yor the de-
fence the captain and steward were
called, and their evidence proved that a
criminal charge could be sustained. The
captain, for the rope, &c., the men had
sold, deducted what he supposed was a
reasonable amount from their wages.
The Magistrate suggested that the
case be withdrawn, or it would
go so far that he would be obliged to in-
vestigate a criminal charge. The counsel
for the plaintiff saw this, and withdrew
the case, accepting the amount tendered
by Capt. Betts at the beginning.
