At the exhibition in Montreal, it was a notier- 
able fact that some of the most ingenious appli- 
ances and most skilful workmanship were the con- 
tributions of French Canadians.

From gentlemen of influence and wide informa- 
tion, I ascertained that their feelings are warmly 
engaged on the side of confederation ; they look 
upon it as a measure whose adoption will carry 
these colonies forward in wealth, prosperity, and 
strength, to an important position on this conti- 
nent, and therefore in the world. Their ardent 
wish is to preserve British connexion; they prefer 
to live under our flag, and would not—I use their 
own words,—go back to the dominion of France, 
were they free to do 30,—believing that under 
English laws and with English institutions, they 

•enjoy a freedom which would not be theirs under 
the tri-color, and a peaceful continuance is their 
habits and customs which they could not conserve 
under the “stars and stripes.”
