points in Ontario, and no doubt the|

favored spots.

The hatchery at Sandwich now sup-
plies the whitefish. Every spring many '
millions of baby whitefish are deposit- |
ed in Lake Erie off Port Stanley, and |
the results of that policy are manifest !
by the increasingly large catches of :
whitefish each succeeding season.

The Real Food Fish.

Although herring furnish the real |
food fish of Lake Erie, there is not ai
hatchery along the lake shore, and only b
the fact that the Americans place mil- \
llons of herring spawn in the lake each
season has prevented Lake Erie from

being depleted of this moest valuable
fish.

The fishermen are unanimous at
Port Stanley in favor of a hatchery.
They realize its importance to the in-
dustry, which is rapidly developing,
and bids fair to be increasingly more
profitable.

About $500,000 worth of fish is taken
out of the lake at the Port each sea-
son, and with a favorable fall this sea-
son it should go more.

A Big Day.

After one day’s fishing at the Port
last fall 2]030 packages of fish, each
weighing 125 pounds, were taken out

{ of the lake, and shipped. This amounts

to about 130 tons of fish, which, on the
low average of 5 cents a pound, would
amount to nearly ‘$25,000 for one day’s
work.

NO GRANT FOR THE SANATORIUM

Motion to Assist the Institution to Extent of $4,000 Voted Down—

sion of the county council for a grant
of $4,000 te the tuberculosis sanator-
fum.

The general feeling of the member
of the council was to accord the sana-
torium aid. but the lump sum of $4,000
almost took their breath »way, and the
recommendation of the special commit-
tee was voted down, laying the matter
on the table until the December ses-
sion. :

A great variety of schemes was sug-
gested, which, while mostly impossible,
indicated the favorable feeling of the
council toward the scheme. One mem-
ber of the council proposed giving the
association $1,000, and another to give
$200 a year.

Very Cautious.

The councillors were very cautious
before expressing an opinion, some of
them asking for information. It was
inquired as to whether patients would
be treated in all stages of the disease,
and whether provision would be made
for incurables. Reeve Glass telephon-
ed Mr. McMahen, of the board, and
was answered in the affirmative in
both cases.

It was the report of the special com-

‘mittee appointed to deal with the mat-
ter which originally brought this ques-
tion up. The recoynmendation of the
committee was as foiows: That a
grant of $4,000 be made to the London

The price of farm property in the
Province was depressed for a time by
the rush to the free lands of the west,
but it has been steadily rising for
some years, and it will rigse much
nigher. The settlement of the west has
reached a stage at which its extension
automatically forces up the market
value of land alreadv under cultiva-
tion. Among other conditicns favorable
to the Ontario farmer is, of course, the
general advance in prices. He has also
the advantage of being nearer his
market than the western wheat
grower; he gets more for his produects
by the amount of the cost of hauling
them from the west. Perhaps the
most remising development is fruit-
growing. The orchard is making a
conquest of this part ef the Province.
as described by our Forest contempor-
ary. Nothing so radical in Ontario
agriculture has occurred since the rise
of the dairy industry. The Province
is entering on an era of more intens-
ive cultivation and the future is bright.

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GOLDWIN SMITH’S RELIGION.

The New York Sun, through which
Loldwin Smith spoke for many years
to the American people, comments on
nis religious views expressed within a|
gew months of his death.

The subject is one exclusive-
ly within its jurisdiction, but after
pottering with it for years, and send-
ing departmental officials to Europe
on apparently fruitless errands of
inquiry, it has left the initial stages
in the hands of the Federal Govern-
ment. The latter has appointed a rep-
resentative and competent commission
to study various systems in Europe
and the United States, and frame
scheme adapted to the needs
country.

CHARGED WITH ILLEGAL
USE OF “DETECTIVE

Local Collecting Agency Man
Furnishes Case of Un-

usual Interest.

A case of wunusual interest was
heard at the police court this morning
when a local merchant was charged
by Provincial Detective Miller with
breaking the law by acting as a de-
tective without a license. The defen-

ant was represented by Mr. George C.
Gibbons, who admitted that his client
had sent out certain circulars bearing
an inscription at the top in large let-
ters as that of a collecting and detec-
tive agency. He contended, however,
that as his client’'s name did not ap-
pear in any place whatever.- on any
matter sent out that he had not
broken the law. It was shown by the
evidence that the defendant has been
using the letters as an aid in collecting
accounts when people were slow in
paying and that an arrest had at one
time been made in Kingston. Magis-
trate Love decided to reserve his de-
cision for a week.
Detective Miller's Story.

Detective Miller stated in the box

that complaint had been made to his

} department regarding the defendant,

and papers were placed in their po-
session. He went to defendant’s office
on June 8, accompanied by Detectives
Egelton and Downs, searched the place
and found the papers produced in
court. Defendant was told complaints
had been received that he had been
running a detective agency. He ad-
mitted that he had been running one
for years, declaring the word “detec-
tive” on his stationery had the effect
of getting people to pay up. Defend-
ant told witness he had sent certain
circulars out to use in the collection
of money, and that 2-n cne occasion
he had had a man arrested in King-
ston,

Cross-examined by Mr. Geo. C. Gib-
bons, Detective Miller said there was
no name on the paper sent sut to :n-
dicate who the Canadian Detective
Agency was. “The business of a
private detective is to act for other
people for hire?” asked Mr. Gibbons.

“Yes,” said Mr. Miller.

Postmaster Called.

Postmaster Dr. McDonald was call-
ed, and was asked who owned a cer-
tain postoffice box, the number of
which was given. Dr. McDonald, be-
fore gliving the information, said it
was contrary to Government postoffice
ruleg for him to give the information
desired. Magistrate 1l.ove requested
him, however, to give the informa-
tion, and it was furnizhed.

Detective Down was called and gave
evidence similar to that given by the
other detectives, and also stated that
about March 1 he had advised defend-
ant to see Chief Williams,

Mr. Robert Walsh, of the postoffice
staft, stated that mail was being re-
ceived regularly at defendant’s box.

In summing up, Mr. Gibbons con-
tended that as defendant’'s name was
not on any of the circulars there was
no case against him.

“There cannot be any specific case,”
he said. “There is no evidence that
any one received any of these circu-
lars. In law the crime is that he
should indicate in any paper or letter
that he is engaged in the business of
a private detective. In a charge of
this kind this must be indicated clear-
ly, and there is no pretence even that
he was carrying on a business. When
a man is doing his own work he s
not carrying on @ business. To do
that he must work for someone else.
The new act, just in on March 19 last,
is very clear ahout this.”

“The act says,” said Crown Attor-
ney McKillop, “that no person shall
indicate in any letter that he is a de-
tective. According to Mr. Gibbons,
any man can Send out anything he
pleases as long as he does not put
his name on it. Surely by simply
leaving the name off the liability is
not evaded.”

“I fancy,” sa’d Magistrate Love,
“the object of the statute is to pre-
vent any one using the word detec-
tive for wrong purposes.

“The crime,” said Mr, Gibbons,
“consists in indicating in a letter or
a documént that someone is carrving
on the business of a detectise. There
was nothing in the circulars sent out
by’ my client to indicate that he was
doing the businesz of a detective.”

Bride’'s Cake—Two pounds of but-

THE SMOLENSK JEWS

Russian Authorities Hunting Down

lllegal Hebrew Residents.

St. Petersburg, June 9.—Further ad-
vices were received here today telling
of the continuance of the organized
search for Jews illegally residing in
the province of Smolensk. The secret
police made a house-to-house search
in the village of Stadolitch and seized
eight Hebrews, Others of the race
had received a timely warning and
hastily fled by train, abandoning their
effects.

Detachments of police have been
sent into three other districts where
they are making similar canvasses.
The Jews in Smolensk Province had
held their residence by virtue of reg-
ular payments to the police who ac-
cordingly possessed complete inform-
ation regarding them,

The official organ Rossia has print-
ed a reassuring statement setting forth
that the Government hag not issued
new instructions regarding the Jewish
question, but has merely emphasized
the necessity that the laws be ob-
served. To this the Rech, the organ
of the Russian constitutional demo-
crats replies in an editorial leader
that recent events speak for them-
selves.

Vote Was the Largest Ever Recorded
in“the Synod of Huron—Lay and
Clerical Delegates.

At yesterday afternoon’'s session of
the Synod of Huron, the scrutineers
returned the following report of those
slected at the balloting in the morn-
\ng.

The vote taken was the largest ever
recorded at a local synod, and the
results show that five London men
are among those chosen to go to the
general synod:

RHUBARSB,

While rhubarb has been cultivated
in this country since 1573, it is only
lately that it has been grown as a sub-
stitute for fruit. The early cultiva-
tion of the plant wag altogether for
the sake of the root, whicn was used
to prepare the medicinal rhubarb. As
regards the date of the introduction
of the rhubarb into this country we
may note that E. M. Holmes in the
“Encyclopaedia Britannica” states that
it “was introduced into England
through Sir Matthew Lister, physician
to Charles I, who gave seed obtained
by him in Italy to the botanist Park-
inson.”

The rhubarb of our gardens is a
native of Siberia and the basin of the
Volga, and its name recalls its Rus-
sian origin. The ancient name of the

TOOK NO ACTION

LRefused to Pass a Resolution
Against Amendment of

Accession Oath.
DEBATE VERY SHORT

Motion Was Finally Withdrawn by
Its Mover—Synod Comes to a
Close.

The promised heated discussion on
the accession oath of George V. at the
meeting of the Synod of Huron yes-

terday afternoon fell rather flat, and
after a short discussion, Mr. Frank
Metcalfe, of Blyth, the mover of the
notice of motion, that there be no
change in the oath, asked leave of the
bishop to withdraw his motion, and
this was granted.

‘When the notice of motion came up
in the regular order of business, Mr.
Metcalfe said:

“I feel that this is a crisis, not only
in the history of our country, but of
our church. 1 feel that we should
place on record that we are opposed
to one iota of change in the corona-
tion oath. I feel that the danger signal
has been raised, and I do not think
that it should be dropped an inch. I
have no quarrel with my Roman
Catholic friends. What we have won
we won by our blood. I am not a
member of any Orange society, but I
consider that ‘No Surrender’ should
be our cry in regard to the accession
oath. I ask the unanimous support of
the synod for the motion.”

At this point it was found that Mr.
John Ransford, who had seconded the
notice of motion, had left the hall, and
the bishop declared a new seconder
wouid be necessary.

“I would suggest,” said Mr. Matthew
Wilson, K.C., of Chatham, that there
be no discussion on this matter at all,
but that we simply take a vote.”

“I think,” said Mr. Charles Jenkins,
of Petrolea, “that before we are asked
to vote on this matter that the oath
should be read. I, for one, am not
familiar with it, and would like to
know what it is that is objected
to.”

A layman caused much merriment
at this point by rising and saying:

“The Roman Catholics want that
part struck out which says their re-
ligion is ‘superstitious and idolatrous,’
and I say it is both.”

“I would like to know,” continued
Mr. Jenkins, “what is wrong about the
oath, and think we should all hear it
read. These oaths and regulations
were framed at a time when blood-
shed and troubles endangered human
life and menaced the state. Our late
King was known as the ‘Peacemaker.’
It is one of the virtues of the Brit-
ish Empire to allow all sorts and con-
ditions of men all kinds of religions.
If at this time we could without re-
moving any safeguard take away any-
thing that will soothe the asperities
of a past generation and help us all
te get along with peace and love, I
would like to see it done. Surely we
can afford to be charitable, gentle and
generous. If we can modify the oath
in any way without sacrificing prin-
ciple, let it be done.”

The Oath.

The bishop inquired if anyone had
a coupy of the oath, and Mr. Henry
Macklin produced a copy of an oath
which he had procured at the public
library.

Mr. E. G. Henderson pointed out
that there are three oaths, and the one
Mr. Macklin had was the oath of ac-
cession. The bishop eon reading it
agreed with this,

“What we do will not have the
slightest influence in any way on what
will eventually be done in regard to
the oath,” said Judge Holt, of God-
erich. “The British Parliament will
never be affected in any way by it,
and I think we might ag well leave
the matter alone.”

Mr. Macklin thought the discussion
should be continued,

“We have nothing to be afraid of,”
he said.

“No good either to ourselves or the
community will come of our going on
with this matter or discussion,” said
Bishop Williams,

Mr. Metcalfe then asked permission
to withdraw his motion, and this be-
ing given, the matter dropped.

A Motjon,

Canon Hague introduced the fol-
lowing motion: “That article 18 of the
constitution be amended as follows:
Instead of the words, ‘consisting of 30
clergymen and 30 laymen, who shall
be elected annually by ballot out of
the members of the synod by each or-
der respectively,’ insert these words,
‘32, of whom 16 clergymen and 16 lay-
men, shall be elected annually by bal-
lot out of the members of the synod
by each order, respectively, and the
remainder elected by the rural dean-
erles in rotation, one clergyman and
one layman, who is a member of the
synod, being chosen from each rural
deanery, and notification of the same
being made to the synod office at least
one month before the meeting of the
lynod.”’

In support of this he urged that it
would have a beneficial effect on the
whole diocese, and particularly upon

them that they were expected to de
their share of the work also.

it was finally decided to refer the
matter to the executivé committee to
report upon at the next meeting of the
synod. = X

Some Discussion,

A motion by Canon Hicks, of Sim-
coe, to amend clause 5 of canon XI. by
striking out all words after “effect” in
line 7, and substitute therefor the fol-
lowing: “Provided that such exchange
shall be made only in the case of par-
ishes of nearly equal stipends, and
that such appointment shall be made
for a period not exceeding three years,
at the expiration of which the appoint-
ment, with the concurrence of the
bishop, the incumbent and congrega-
tion, or congregations, concerned,
shall become permanent; or the bishop
shall at his discretion proceed to effect
another change in the same manner,
and on the same terms as hereinbefore
described,” caused a great deal of dis-
cussion, and was finally referred to
the executive to report on at the next
synod.

On motion of Canon Downie it was
decided that that portion of the bish-
op’s charge which defined the rights of
the vestry, churchwardens and clergy
should be printed, and distributed
among all members of the church,

A Change.

Canon Downie also proposed the fol-
lowing motion, which, after consider-
able discussion, carried: “That the
names of members of the executive
committee and of the provincial and
general synod committees be not
printed in italics on the ballot papers,
and the figures, indicating the at-
tendance at the executive committee be
left out, and the word ‘present’ after
the provincial and general synod
names be omitted.”

In support of his motion he pointed
out that the present way of printing
the names was really a method of so-
liciting votes. He wurged that the
names be all printed alike, so that no
one would have any undue advantage.
Those who opposed this motion pointed
out that the present system showed
exactly the number of meetings those
members whose names were printed in
italics had attended, and urged that it
helped new delegates to the synod in
picking out the men who had done the
work,

At last night’s session a number of
committees were formed, the business
finally concluded, and the synod meet-
ing ended.

NO ACTION TAKEN ON
CORONATION OATH

Presbyterian General Assembly
Decides it Would Be
Inadvisable,

Halifax, N. S, June 9.—Attendance|
at the general assembly is larger to-!
day than yesterday.

The special committee on the cor-
onation oath reported an agreement to
submit a resclution for the approval
of the assembly. The resolution was
to the effect that while holding that
the constitutional principles which the
coronation oath were intended to

guard should be duly preserved, they
are of the opinion that it is inadvis-
able for the assembly to take any
action at present. The resolution car-
ried and the clerk was instructed to
notify the Orangemen.

Prof. Baird reported for the church
and manse building fund. Last year
thirty-two applications were granted,
eight for free grants, and twenty-four
for loans, three for manses, and
twenty-nine for churches. Free grants
amounted to §1,550, and loans to
$35,075.

Rev. Dr. McTavish reported for the
committee on young people’s societies.
The membership is 30,000, and there
are 30,000 young people of the church
not in societies. The appointment of
a day known as Young People’s Day
and the appointment of a field sec-
retary to organize the young people
were recommended. The recommend-
ations were adopted, with the excep-
tion of the appointment of a field sec-
retary, which was sent to the Pres-
bytery for advice.

Dr. Sedgwick reported for the wi-
dows’ and orphans’ fund. The eastern
division receipts for the year amount-
ed to $11,615 37, an excess of $6,923 31
over expenditures. The assets now
amount to $189,698 55.

Prof. Ballantine reported for west-
ern section receipts of $28,409 69, ex-
cess over expenditure of $579 30, Cap-
ital investment is $193,117 66.

Rev, Dr. Campbell reported for the
widows’ and orphans’ fund of the
Church of Scotland. Receipts for the
Vear were $16,283 16. The capital
amount, $93,381 16.

Rev. E. Scott reported for the Pres-
byterian Record, receipts of $15,441 77,
and expenditure of $16,467 54.

LIGHT DRINKERS.

London, June 10.—At the meeting of
the World’'s Women’s Christian Tem-
perance Union convention, the mem-
bership in Canada was reported to be
32,000. For a country where license
laws prevailed, there was less drink
consumed in Canada than in any
country in the world, it was said.

SUICIDE IN A BOX AT
NEW YORK THEATRE

Man Puts Bullet Through Tem-
ple as Miss Vedder Sings
Weiben, o

New York, June 9. — A finely-
dressed man of middle age, who waa
later identified as Charles Gilbert, rose
in a box at the Columbia Theatre last
night just before the close of the per-
formance, and after listening to a song
by Miss Fanny Vedder, slowly puiled
a revolver from his pocket and shot
himself in the right temple.

ward the box and saw the man fall
forward, strike hs hands against the
railing and drop to the floor.
Some at first supposed that the in-
cident was a part of the show, but as
a man and woman in the box with ;he
man fled and occupants of adjoining
boxes also ran out they were awalre
that a tragedy had occurred.

The audience became excited, but
their attention was partly dlve::ted by
the orchestra, which began playing na-
tional airs. Some of those seated near-
est to the box rushed to it and qssxst-
ed employees of the theatre to lift the
stricken man. He was still consclous,
and someone asked:

“Who shot you?”

There was no reply. The man only
smiled faintly and pointed toward the
revolver, which had fallen to the floor.

“Did you shoot yourself?” demand-
ed one of the attaches, but the man
only shook his head, and in a moment
grew limp. .

BIGAMIST EXPELLED
FROM MINISTRY

Flock Acts on Case of Wm, Thomas,
in Jail for Having Two Wives.

New York, June 10.—The quarterly
conference of the Methodist Church
of Queen County, which met today
at Corona, revoked the rreacher's
license of William Thomas, who is
in jail in Jersey City charged with
bigamy.

Thomas was an itinerant preach-
er in Queens who had charge of the
Methodist congregation at Corona,
at irregular  intervals, and filled
other pulpits in the district in the

absence of the regular ministers.

He lived with his second wife
and two children by his first wife in
Syracuse avenue, Corona.

About two months ago Tessie Wal-
ters, a plump maiden of Middle village,
disappeared. She wrote to her people
that she was employed in Manhattan.
Coincident with the disappearance of
Tessie Walters, Thomsas began to spend
considerable time away from his home
in Corona. He told his wife that he
had been called to a congregation in
New Jersey and was looking over the
ground.

Some busy member of the Corona
church, inspired by curiosity, trailed
the preacher and found him in Jersey
City, where he was living with Tessie
Walters. The preacher had married
the Middle village girl. Mrs. Thomas
went to Jersey City and had her hus-
band and Tessie Walters arrested,

An indictment charging bigamy
was returned against Thomas. The
girl was locked up as & material
witness. Today’s action by the con-
ference ends the career of Thomas
as a preacher of the gospel.

The Hot Mustard Bath Is a
Valuable One—Draws Blood
From the Head.

Of all the sovereign remedies for
various aches and ailments a hot mus-
tard bath is one of the most valuable.
I'here is hardly any trouble in the
nead which will not be eased by im-
nersion of the extremrities, Headache,
‘oothache and earache all may be
nodified, if not cured, while for colds
or neuralgia such a bath is excellent.
[ts efficacy lies in the fact that it
idraws blood from the head. In order
to do this there must be an even heat
sustained for sufficient time to affect
the head; that is, the -feet must be
kKept in hot water from fifteen minttes
to half an hour,

There is only one way of taking such
a foot-bath successfully, and that is
to arrange a cover for the tub so that
all heat and steamn will be kept in. To
put a small tub on the floor and thrust
the feet in it will do but little good.
The water should be at a depth that
wiill bring it above the ankles and yet
leave room for the addition of more
water as that which is tirst used be-
comes cool.  Also, as the skin be-
comes accustomed to the heat water
at a higher temperature can be poured
in, thus adding to the efficacy of the
treatment.

To the hot water English mustard
must be added in the proportion of
one tablespoonful to every two gallons
of water. The powder should be put
into a tub, pouring a little water over
it to make a paste, then all the liquid
should be added. Beneath the foot
tub on the floor should be spread an
old blanket or shawl that is warm and
iarge. The tub must be placed in the
middle and one side of the woollen
should be brought up to rest on the
chair seat to be used by the patient.
When the bather puts her feet in the
tub the water should be as hot as she
can endure it, and when comfortably
gettled she should pull the rest of the
shawl] or blanket over the tub and onto
her lap and tuck the sides in closely
s0 no cool air can touch the limbs,

After ten minutes hotter water
should be poured in from a jug, lift-
ing only a corner of the shawl, thus
not permitting the heat which has
been stored to escape.
mustard is to aid in drawing the blood
to the extremities. Half an hour is
none too long for such a bath when
any pain in the head is severe,
as soon as immersion begins to have
any effect the pain will be allayed.

It is not safe to go out of doors af-
ter such a foot bath, and, almost with-
out exception, a person who requires
such treatiment should go to bed im-
mediately,

A foot bath can be given in bed,
when the patient is on her back, by
putting a blanket and folded sheet
beneath the tub to catch any water
that may spill. The tub should be
put under the covers, which are at
once drawn up to keep in heat. Such
treatment will sometimes act favor-
ably upon a person who is severely
nauseated.

TIDES AT THE ISTHMUS.

The Atlantic entrance of the Panama
Canal is at sea level, has an average
depth of 41 feet and the average tide
is not over 12 inches, or one foot. On
the Pacific side the tides range ashigh
as 22 feet, and the channel is dredged
to 45 feet. At full tide the Pacific is
ten feet above the Atlantic, and at
low tide is 10 feet below the Atlantic.
The Chagres River has been practical-
ly buried in the Gatun Lake. The rain-
fall last season was the heaviest re-
corded for many years, and raised the
river over 39 feet in a single night,
but this would make only g rise of four
inches in the lake. Observations show
that the annual rainfall of the water-
shed of 1,200 square miles is much
more than sufficient to keep the lake
well supplied with water.—National
Magazine.

Mexican Revolt Starts a Massacre

Merida, Mex.,, June 10.—The first

sensignment of troops to arrive here
Trom Vera Cruz are being rushed to
the vicinity of Vallagolid, where the
Maya Indians are said to be well en-
trenched and ready for battle.
Communication with the turbulent
district is very difficult on account of
gestruction of many miles of railway,
and the cutting of the telegraph wires
by the rebels. The railroad is in op-
eration to Izamad, some distance this
side of Valla golid. It 1{is reported
that the town of Citar has been cap-
tured by the Indiams, and that there
was a heavy loss of life and much

property Jdestroyed. A number of

renegade Mexicans, among them sev-
eral who formerly held Government
positions ith Quintana Roo territory,
are with the Mayas, and some of them
are directing the military movements
of the insurgent forces, it is reported.

No direct communication has been
received from General Ignacoso Bravo,
commander of the tenth military zone,
with headquarters at Chan Santa Cruz.
Whether Bravo is penned in by the
Indians is not known here.

The military authorities here be-
lieve that the rebellion will be put
down in short order, although it is ad-
mitted that the Mayas may divide into
small bands and continue a guerilla
warfarg for some time.

AMERICAN WOMAN
MURDERED IN ITALY

Fishermen at Como Find Body
in a Submerged Trunk.

Como, Italy, June 10 —Fisherman

today discovered, submerged in a lake
near the village of Moltras, a trunk,
which, when towed ashore, was found
to contain the body of a woman be-

lieved by the police to have been an
American,

Goes Through Pockets of Pull-

man Car Inmates and Takes
to the Mountains.

El Paso, Texas, June 10.—A Ilone
highwayman held up an El Paso and
Southwestern train eastbound, last
midnight. The train was stopped one
mile east,of Robsart, near Carrizozo,
and one Pullman car was gone through
and every passenger robbed. The
bandit then left the train and headed
for the mountains.

The Pullman passengers are with-
out money and the conductor has
wired to the superintendent in Kansas
City for instructions to be sent him
at Dalheart. The highwayman forced
the passengers into Superintendent G.
¥F. Hawks’ private car, which was at-
tached to the train, where he made
them all, including the superintend-
ent, deliver their valuables and money.

Rough estimates place the value of
the train robber’'s haul at several
thousand dollars. One mile east of
Robsart, New Mexico, near Corrizozo,
the robber, who had boarded the train
at Corrizozo, covered the Pullman
conductor and brakeman with his gun
and compelled them to stop the train,
Driving the men before him he enter-
ed the sleeping car, awakening the
occupants with a gruff command to
gather \their valuables together and
proceed to the private car of Super-
intendent G. F. Hawks, in the rear.
One by one the half-dressed passen-
gers were covered by the robber’s gun
as they clamored from their berths.
Taking his time and exhibiting re-
markable coolness the bandit carefully
took an inventory of what each bore
in his uplifted hands. The job was
thorough, not a passenger escaping
and not one being able to keep any-
thing of value.

When all the berths were emptied,
the bandit drove his victims into the
private car where all, including Su-
perintendent Hawks, were told to
place their property in a pile on the
floor. Still covering the crowd with
his gun the bandit swept the plunder
into a sack and backed out of the
car. As he departed he shot out the
rear lights “on the train, firing four
times,

MGYOFEAGARA
FOR WINDSOR CITY'

And Likely To Be Imported by
Electrical Distributing
Company of
Detroit.

Detroit, June 10.—The Detroit Free
Press says:

Adam Beck, chairman of the On-
tario hydro-electric commission, ap-
proves the proposed agreement be-
tween Windsor City Council and the

Electrical Distributing Company, Lim-
ited, for the importation of Niagara
power to Detroit. Immediately fol-
lowing the offer from the distributing
company, Mayor Hanna, Ald. J. H.
Shepherd and Ald. J. E. Banwell
went to London, Ont, to lay the
matter before Mr. Beck, returning
yvesterday with the information that
the chairman of the power commis-
sion indorses the arrangement.

More than that, Windsorites have
the assurance that the members of
the Ontario commission, appointed
by the Government to act for the
people of the province, will safe-
guard the interests of Windsor in
every possible way. Any contract
entered into between the city and
the distributing company must meet
with the approval of the commission
before it becomes effective.

For the Government commission the
proposed agreement means the so-
lution of the hydro-electric problem
in Western Ontario. It means cheaper
power throughout Ontario as well It
the agreement is adopted there will
be a reduction of from 50 cents to $1
per horsepower in the cost of électrical
energy from London to Toronto.

Windsor may expect to secure
power more cheaply than other
cities in the western peninsula of
Ontario, and quite as cheaply as
London. According to an -estimate
made by Mr. Beck, electricity for
house lighting under the Niagara
power scheme will cost only about
one-fifth as much as it costs at
present. There will be a proportion-
ate reduction in the cost of power
for manufacturing concerns, and
the city will be able to install three
times as many rsc‘reet lights at a
fraction of the present cost.

Artist Says It Was There All
Right So He Painted
It In.

Los Angeles, June 9.—A portrait of
a beautiful girl, painted by an artist
with no leaning to occultism, reveals
in jts details what theosophists term
“astral entities.” These take forms of
dogs’.and cats’ heads, a cobra, a wolf,
a mongoose, a gorilla, a head of an old
man with long hair.

Miss Giles wanted her portrait paint-
ed, and secured the services of E. Clif-
ford Cowles, the local artist, who stud-

J. Ch. Casein.

Mr. Cowles painted three portraits
of Miss Giles, two of which show the
supposed spirits of animals, one to a
marked degree.

Miss Giles is an ardent Theosophist
and a lover of animals.

“I wish it distinctly understood,” said
Mr. Cowles, “that I am not a ‘spook’
painter, nor have I any knowledge
more than in a general way of theo-
sophy nor of the beliefs held by Miss
Giles. I painted objects found in the
picture in the folds of the dress worn
by Miss Giles. I must have painted
them without seeing or knowing that
I was doing so.

“I blocked out the dress, which is
an elaborate court gown, with colors
and broad brushes and then worked
on the face and figure. As the por-
trait advanced and I went back to
work on the dress, I found it possessed
all the needed billowy effects of lace,
tulle and silk, and that it did not re-
quire retouching.

The work was hurriedly done under
high pressure, and it seemed to me
that I had accurately reproduced on
the canvas what I saw in the sitter
and her gown. All I did was to paint
what I saw, but it is evident that I
painted without knowing it what I did
not physically see. If I observed these
things subconsciously I did not know
it

ALGUST 1S DATE
FOR RATE ADVANCE

Roads Agree On Time—Will
Postpone It If Bill Isn't
Passed.

Washington, June 9.—Representa-
tives of the railways east of Chicago
and north of the Ohlo River, in a con-
ference today, decided that the ad-
vanced freight rates should be filed as
effective Aug. 1, pending the enact-
ment of the railroad bHl now in con-
ference. If the bill should not be-
come a law by Aug. 1 a further post-
ponement of the date will be granted.

The agreement provides that the
railroads shall file with the commis-
sion supplementary tariffs in post-
ponement of the tariffs which they
filed last week. This arrangement is
made in compliance with the verbal
agreement between the eastern rail-
way presidents and President Taft,
and to conform to the provision in
the pendng railroad bill that the
interstate commerce commission shall
have authority to suspend general ad-
vances in rates pending a determina-
tion by the commission of the rea-
sonableness of the proposed increase.

The conference was held at the
offices of the commission between
Chairman Knapp and Commissioner
Clark, of the commission, and repre-
sentatives of the lines in eastern
classification territory.

The railroad officials expressed a
desire to expedite consideration of the
rate increases in every way possible.
While no agreement was made by the
commission it was agreed that a final
determination of the reasonableness of
the rates filed necessarily would con-
sume many months.

It is quite certain that the commis-
sion will be unable to begin the active
consideration of the advances before
September, and it is deemed probable
that it will require the greater part
of next fall and winter fully to pass
0;\ all phases of the rates now on
file,

The understanding is that, prior to
the enactment of the pending railroad
bill, no additional freight rates will
be filed by the eastern railroads.

His Attitude Towards Christian-
ity Explained in Last Letter

to Sun.

New York, June 10.—In the last of
his series of remarkable letters to the
Sun on some of the moral implications
of modern science, dated from Toron-
to on March 31 of this year, Goldwin
Smith asked 1f moral or religious life
would die with dogmatic belief, and
Mr. Smith defined his position to be
that of an earnest yet reverent seeker
after truth. In his final letter he pro-
nounced Christianity to be “the high-
est morality preached through the best
organ, attested and commended by the
highest example,” yet hardly attain-
able by mankind in this life. But
Christianity, he added, is based upon
the doctrine of the fall of man. From
the specific Old Testament account of
man’s creation Dr. Smith dissented, In
his opinion mankind came into being
independently in a number of regions
of the earth. His primal religion was
perhaps a simple worship of the stars.

Forced Their Religion.

The northern tribes of men, he said,
became nations and from sheer physij-
cal need took successively to conquest.
As conquerors they superimposed
their religion upon that of the con-
quered. Of such an overlaying of be-
lief there Is more than one example in
the east. It does not appear, he add-
ed, that southern tribes, black men,
were generally conquerors. “Attempts
of the white to assimilate the negro
have not been so successful as to sat-
isfy us of their common origin and
nature.” Thus Goldwin Smith explain-
ed the multitude of religious, the var-
ious and often hostile forms of Chris-
tianity, schism, persecution, inquisi-
tion. Religion had often struggled for
bare ascendency and not for truth. He
concluded:

“Christianity is the product, happily
for mankind, of an element naturally
religious; but of a good peasantry,
such as furnished Jesus and his
apostles; a population which had no
connection with military ascendency
or with ambition of any kind, though
we know when” ambition, sacerdotal
and regal, got to work upon the re-
ligion of Jesus what results were pro-
duced.”

Ingersoll Left Nothing.

“I heard Ingersoll,” wrote Goldwin
Smith in a personal letter to the edi-
tor of this newspaper. “He was ex-
tremely clever, but he did little good
and has left little trace.” Again, in
sending one of the last of the re-
markable series of personal letters to
the Sun, in which he discussed during
a period of several years the greatest
problems that concern the human
mind, the destiny of man, the chang-
ing standards of religious faith, the
immortality of the soul, Goldwin
Smith said of that particular article:

Not Without Religion,

“I believe mnothing will be found in
it impious by any man who does not
hold—as no men of science, I suppose,
do, and even Gladstone did not—by the
inspiration and infallibility of Genesis.
My special object, in fact, was rather
to show before I went out of the world
that I was not without religion.

“I feel that my state is still doubt-
ful, and I do not wish to go out of the
world as a reputed enemy of religion.

“This leads nie to address to you one
more letter—not a very long one—and
to feel that its appearance as early as;
it would be convenient to you is on |
my own account to be desired.”

His Last Letter.

This last letter was written after the
accident to Mr., Smith. -

There is really no impropriety in our
publishing these private explanations
of his attitude toward the subjects he
was discussing and the audience he'!
was addressing. |

his quest. This is the last paragraph§
of the article referred to in the fore-
going passage urging prompt publica-
tion:

“Morality, by which man must live!
if he is a social being and society is
to hold together, may well be taken to
be the rule of his maker and thus in
fact identified with pure and rational |
religion. If the author of man’s na-
ture is God, morality is the wors‘nipl
of God. Nor does this seem to ex-
clude a truly religious frame of mind,!
or even fraternity in spirit pious. Cre-
do quia impossible est is surely, when‘;
scrutinized, not an expression of ra-ﬁ
tional piety, of piety likely to present:
a firm foundation for character or per- |
haps to be very acceptable to the God |
of Truth. If this seems presumptuous, |
let me say once more that I speak as
a learner, not as a teacher, and that a
man in extremely old age has little
time left in which to learn.”

“No purpose but truth” is the only
phrase that describes just the animus
of this departed intellect, so honest, so
crystal clear, so rcverent, so discern-
ing, so gentle and humane.

Says It Would Be- Foo'ish for
Canada to Refuse to Enter
Upon Negotiations.

Ottawa, June 10.—A statement was
given out at the Canadian finance de-
partment this morning on the trade
agreements just concluded with Italy,
Belgium and the Netherlands. It
shows that in return for the low tariff
rates and friendly attitude toward
Canada, which Belgium and the Neth-
erlands have always maintained those

In the case of Italy, Canada is given
the conventional customs tariff rate
on timber and lumber, on furniture,
wood pulp, various kinds of paper.

Philadelphia, June 10.—The Rev. Chas.
A. Dickey, one of the best-known Pres-
byterian clergymen in the United States,
and former moderator of the gencral as-
sembly, died at the Presbyterian Hospital
early today. lle, had been ill for some
time.

Dr. Dickey was born in Wheeling, Ww.
Vo., in 1838, and was a graduate of Wash-
ington and Jefferson Colleges and the
theological seminary of the United Pres-
byterian Church in Alleghany City. He
.s(.*r\'cd as pastor in churches in alle-
gheny, St. Louls and this city. Dr. Dickey
was elected moderator of the Presby-
terlan general assembly in 1300, and was
a member of the most important commit-
tees of the general assembly for many
years.
