W Toronto, April 9.—Establishment of rent courts may prove 
the solution of the problem of high rents in Ontario, according to 
Hon. Walter Rollo, minister of labor. Mr. Rollo’s proposal, as 
outlined today, is to give municipalities throughout the province, 
authority to appoint local courts with power to regulate rents.

"‘The courts would be appointed and constituted along the 
line of courts of revision,” the minister explained. "They would 
receive applications from tenants who felt that they were being 
charged excessive rents, or from landlords who desired to increase 
their rents. The court would determine what constituted a fair 
rent for the property in question, and both parties would be bound 
by their finding, with the right, of course, of appeal to a higher 
court.

thorough investigation was to be made, 
and that a deposit of 10 per cent, or 
bonds covering 20 per cent, must be 
made. Good reputable citizens all had 
to do this, so he could not see why 
a returned man shouldn’t.

Mr. Lance asked if the minutes of 
the meeting covering the point could 
not be amended. He said that things 
were coming to a crisis, and that the 
men could not find houses to live in. 
The commission should see to this out 
of kindness of heart. It was the 
primary duty of any community to 
see that there were enough houses to 
supply the residents.

As we cast, our eyes over the history of 
nations, we discern with horror the succession 
of murderous slaughters by which their pro­
gress has been marked. As the hunter traces 
the wild beast, when pursued to his lair, by the 
drops of blood on the earth, so we follow man, 
faint, weary, staggering with wounds, through 
the black forest of the past, which he has red­
dened with his gore. Oh! let it not be in the 
future ages as in those which we now con­
template. Let the grandeur of man be dis­
cerned in the blessings which he has secured; 
in the good he has accomplished; in the 
triumphs of benevolence and justice; in the 
establishment of perpetual peace.

By the act of parliament of 1874 the "accursed 
thing"—lay patronage—was abolished. By its 
abolition the main, though perhaps not the 'only, 
raison d’etre of separation among Presbyterians in 
Scotland practically disappeared. From that day 
onward, at any rate, the nobles and most far-seeing 
spirits in Scotland have labored, with a reasoned 
ground for hopefulness, in the cause of reunion. At 
first their efforts met with sharp rebuff. Thirty 
years of estrangement had raised new barriers— 
excuses rather than reasons—for continued separa­
tion. The political cry for disestablishment was 
unfortunately raised; and It found loud echo, for 
a time, within the walls of the church which "went 
out" in stout assertion of establishment as a 
principle.

There have been two landmarks, standing a 
quarter of a century apart, in the gradual discredit­
ing of disestablishment as a working policy in Scot­
land. The first was a scheme for secularizing the 
religious endowments. The second was the House 
of Lords' decision of 1904, which descended like a 
thunderbolt upon a "free" church which had sin­
cerely believed that dissociation from a state con­
nexion conferred of Itself an unlimited spiritual 
independence. It. was in proportion as the expedient 
of a political solution faded from view that the 
growing spirit of conciliation and compromise and 
the desire for reunion and ecclesiastical peace now 
found an invigorating environment; and plans 
began to take shape for finding what Principal 
Rainy, shortly before his death, described as a 
"middle way." The first years of conference led 
through anxiety to hope; the last years have given 
birth to confidence. The almost enforced co-opera­
tion of the war—during which the ministers of the 
different denominations have interchangeably offi­

And 
with these proposals in their hands the representa­
tives of the Church of Scotland are understood to 
be in a position to approach the government with 
a view to the early introduction of a measure 
embodying the agreed modifications of the constitu­
tion of the church.

The position, therefore. Is this. The Church of 
Scotland has drawn up a series of "draft articles" 
which so reassert the freedom of the church in 
spiritual affairs as so to modify—but only to that 
extent to modify—the ancient statutes as to remove 
the last scintilla of a doubt in the mind of the 
United Free Church as to the epiritual freedom of 
the church with which it is proposed it should join. 
The presbyteries of the General Assembly of the 
'Church of Scotland have by large majorities ap- 

proved these articles. The United Free Church 
Assembly has given them a like emphatic indorsa­
tion. It remains for parliament, by an enabling or 
declaratory act, to give the Church of Scotland 
this fresh charter, in virtue of which it will be 
“enabled” to proceed to the proposed union. The 

;British Parliament is not likely to refuse what the 
great preponderance of Scottish opinion desires 
The dissidents in Scotland—a very vocal company, 
hut few in numbers in the general assemblies and 
entirely unsupported by the secular press—are 
mainly the extreme Erastians and the doctrinaire 
disestablishers, whose criticisms of the draft articles 
to a large extent mutually cancel out one another 
When parliament has fulfilled its part, the churches 
will proceed afresh to consult their presbyteries- 
and not Improbably their kirk sessions and coh- 
gregations.

Vote On Limiting Debate Fore­
casts Victory For Re­

WASHINGTON, D. C., April 8.—The 
peace resolution had passed the half-, 
way mark on Its way through the 
House when echoes of the storm of 
oratory and debate it provoked died 
away tonight. For six hours It was 
the centre of discussion on the floor, 
yet no one questioned that it would be 
adopted. The final vote will come late 
tomorrow.

There was a vote today on adoption 
of the special rule limiting debate and 
preventing amendmtnt of the résolu-1 
tion as drawn by the committee on| 
foreign affairs.

214 to 155, seven Democrats joining the 
Republicans in its support, and one Re­
publican opposing it.

Elections Enter In.
The November elections figured al­

most as prominently in the debate as 
did the international situation, war­
time legislation, or even President Wil­
son’s share in the treaty fight. A 
statement made by Representative Pou, 
Democrat, North Carolina, that the 
president had been without personal 
ambition in his action, brought a roar

■ PricesS 1AVVDnexpressed a belief that the trustees 
would respond to the movement and 
pay better salaries, but declared: "If 
they do not want us to form a labor 
union and threaten to strike they should 
do the fair thing without compulsion."

GUELPH, April 8.—J. J. Morrison, 
secretary of the United Farmers of 
Ontario, speaking at the O. A. C. this 
afternoon before the members of the 
senior class, dealt with the organiza­
tion of farmers from its inception to 
the present, and referred to many of 
the problems which are confronting 
them today. Dr. Creelman occupied 
the chair.

A strong attack was made by the 
U. F. O. secretary on the system of 
watering stocks. Railways and large 
industrial concerns being instanced 
where the consumers were forced to 
create dividends, while the farmer, 
who is a producer solely, has no 
watered stock. He doesn’t begin to 
get the actual value for his farm If 
he sells. He declared paying divi­
dends on watered stock is depressing 
the agricultural industry. Agriculture 
was in a bad way, and must be put 
right.

People who work and raise large 
families, he said, are frowned upon. 
He considered this a tendency to penal­
ize the man who raises a family. The 
population must increase, or lose the 
race. Mr. Morrison dealt with rural 
depopulation, which was altogether 
wrong, and. the U. F. O. was going to 
find the remedy. He went on to state 

: that the debt of the rural population 
I was only $2 per capita, while that of 
: the urban population was $50 to $100 

per capita.
The decrease in the rural popula­

tion of Ontario was 16,000 per year, 
while the increase in the urban popu­
lation was 25,000 per year. These were 
facts which must be faced. The agri­
culturists have not developed with the 
commercialists.

“In order to cure some of these con­
ditions the laws of nature must he 
obeyed," he said. "We must lessen the 
cost of production and also the cost 
of distribution. One way to lessen the 
cost of production is to give the pro­
ducer all the implements of production 
at the least possible cost, and the way 
to do this is to wipe out the tariff. The 
extravagance of city living must also 
be lessened."

If the projected deep water St. Lawrence route is constructed, an 

ocean vessel will be able to carry grain from the elevators at Fort Wil­
liam direct to the old country. Assuming that a ship has passed through 
the lakes to Fort William and has loaded a cargo of Western Canadian 
grain, here are the different stages of her voyage to Liverpool:

Across Lake Superior, open navigation, 240 miles.
St. Mary River, 63 miles long, open navigation except 33 miles, which 

Is improved river channel, and a canal 1.6 miles with one lockage.
Past this restricted channel, the vessel will have 220 miles of free 

sailing through the deep water of Lake Huron.
It will then pass 27 miles of open navigation and 13 miles of restricted 

channel in the St. Clair River, 13%2 miles of open and 3.5 miles of re­
stricted navigation In Lake St. Clair, and 22 miles of open and 9 miles 
of improved navigation in the Detroit River.

Again It will have free navigation on the great expanse of deep 
water of Lake Erie for 219 miles.

It passes 25 miles of the Welland Canal, with Its seven locks, and 
then has 160 miles more of deep water and open navigation across Lake 
Ontario.

It has 182 miles from Lake Ontario to Montreal, but of this distance 
only about 20 miles are canal navigation. At present there are 46 miles 
of canals, but in the proposed improvement, with slack-water navigation 
behind the dams, there would be less than 20 miles of restricted channel.

Down the St. Lawrence River to Belle Isle, a distance of 1,003 miles, 
ships navigate regularly today.

From Belle Isle to Liverpool there la the ocean crossing of 2,186 miles, 
making a total of 4,386 miles from Fort William to Liverpool.

Less than 74 miles of improved channel and 50.1 miles of canals will 
interrupt full speed steaming from the Canadian lake elevators to the 
English ports.

Liberal applause greeted the member's 
remark.I

Should Know Conditions.
The only other member mentioning : 

the deputy was Sam Clarke, and while: 
he did not demand his dismissal, he 
said that Mr. Grigg having come from 
that country should have known con­
ditions.

Other speakers gave the former 
government credit fur having good in­
tentions, and lamented the failure. 
Few, however, made any real sugges­
tions as to settling of the present af­
fairs. Everyone defended the north 
against any insinuation that it wouldn't 
produce.

a few Canadian villages on the north 
shore?" Meantime. New York argues, 
‘Why should we spend our money to 
develop a waterway through Canada 
and promote the commerce of foreign 
ports and lessen the commerce of the 
port of New York?" Both are wrong; 
both are selfish. It is merely the case 
of selfish monopoly by reason of stra- 
getic position on the seaboard, against 
the welfare and happiness of the entire 
peoples of the two countries.

“Our nation as a whole, and the 
great Middle West in particular, should 
not be sacrificed to the selfish and 
narrow provincialism of any one or two 
port, or any one province of the state 
or terminal. I cannot, of course, speak 
for Montreal, but as for New York, I 
believe when she sees this project in 
its broadest aspect she will enthusias­
tically support it. The opposition in 
New York is very limited, and the rank 
and file of the people of the state will 
overwhelmingly support this project 
when they realize the tremendous ad­
vantage to be derived from it.’

Representative Nelson flatly contra- 
dicted the argument presented by some 
of his fellow-countrymen that the pro­
posed route would give Canada too 
great a military advantage.

“The naval terror can be dismissed 
as a mere nightmare and bugaboo, 
which will neither scare nor delude any 
well-informed American citizen," he 
said. “Hostilities with Canada, our 
friend and neighbor, are well nigh in­
conceivable. Such a situation would 
mean that both Christianity and civi­
lization had completely broken down. 
Over 100 years without a fort or gun 
on our 4,000 miles of international 
boundary assures us that we can 
build in perfect faith and peace. And 
closer international business relations 
will undoubtedly tend to bind us closer 
as friends and neighbors.

“From a military point of view the 
joint route is the only correct one for 
my country, as we would continue to 
have, as now, absolute joint control of 
all war vessels entering the lakes from 
the sea. Independent routes might 
place either government in a position 
of military suspense and in an attitude 
of feeling called upon to provide mili­
tary fortifications and defences upon the 
Great Lakes, which I fervently hope 
may never maintain. I hope that the 
only line of defense between Canada 
•nd the United States may continue to 
be that imaginary boundary line.

"Sooner or later,” continued Mr. 
Nelson, "the immense power of the St. 
Lawrence must be developed. So great 
a natural resource cannot much longer 
be neglected just because it happens to 
lie on an international boundary. If 
there are complications, business 
diplomacy must overcome them. As 
there is a prospective preponderance of 
benefits, engineering skill must adjust 
them. Coat Is getting each year more 
costly to bring to the districts removed 
from the mines. Hydro-electric 
power is every year becoming more 
of an economic necessity. The people 
of Canada and the United States cannot 
afford not to use the St. Lawrence.

“If within ten years the major por­
tion of the available horsepower could 
be utilized at the present price of coal, 
the total cost of the entire project 
would be saved in two years. Lake 
access to the sea is not only an ex­
penditure to encourage navigation, but 
also an Investment in hydro-electric 
power that promises to pay large 
dividends.

"I sincerely hope that my country 
will not hesitate to join Canada in the 
St. Lawrence development, particularly 
as competent engineers have declared 
the project is perfectly feasible and that 
the return of the water power alone, 
leaving out all advantages of transpor­
tation, will more than pay for the en­
tire investment.

"Courageous and far-sighted, Canada, 
with a population of less than one-tenth 
of that of the United States, and with 
an estimated national wealth of less 
than one-twentieth of that of the 
United States. Is ready to join hands 
with the United States on a fifty-fifty 
contribution basis to develop this mar­
vellous waterpower and navigation pro­
ject.

JERUSALEM TROUBLE
RESULTS IN HEAVY

Geneva States Commission 
Has Reached Agreement. V.

GENEVA, April 8.—A telegram re­
ceived at Lugano from Triest asserts 
that the Italo-Jugo-Slav commission 
which has been in consultation regard­
ing the Adriatic settlement has 
reached an agreement concerning the 
Adriatic ports under which Italy ob- 
tains sovereignty over Flume.

The Jugo-Slavs, under the reported 
Arreement, would receive Susak, the 
Canale Delia Flumara, the Porto 
Baross and the Port of Volosca. The 
Port Abbazia, Just to the southwest 
of Volosca, would remain Italian, with 
the Jugo-Slavs receiving Scutari, on 
the Albanian coast, as compensation.

Gabrielle d'Annunzio, the insurgent 
commander at Flume, is declared to 
be strongly against the arrangement.

The report credits Premier Lloyd 
George as being the author of the set­
tlement proposition, regarding which 
the opinion of President Wilson was 
not asked by the Allies, it is declared.

Iated Press).—After a long conference 
) which the French ambassador, Paul 
• Cambon, had with Premier Lloyd 
tGeorge today and a full discussion of 

the Franco-German incident by the 
cabinet council, at which the French 
view was fully explained to the British 
ministers, an authoritative statement 
was issued to the effect that France 
acted entirely on her own initiative in 
Deciding to occupy German towns; 
that Great Britain, the United States, 
Italy and Belgium were all opposed 
to the plan, and that France’s action 
has caused a delicate situation.

The matter is under discussion of 
the British and French governments, 
and the hope is expressed that the 
situation may be eased.

The statement recites various ex­
pediencies suggested for dealing with 
the Ruhr situation, among others, the 
sending of Allied officers with the 
Germans to supervise the German 
withdrawal. Another alternative was 
that the decision should be left with 
the German Government, with the 
stiplation that1 unless the status quo 
was sufficiently restored the Allies 
themselves would occupy German 
points to enforce their demands. The 
statement proceeds:

Acted Precipitately.
"The German Government appears 

to have acted precipitately. and 
France to have responded by adopting

a plan which was only intended as 
a last-resort method, and even then to 
have been the affair of the Allies and 
not f any one of them simply."

Great Britain, Italy, Belgium and the 
United States, it is declared, all felt 
that the task of restoring order should 
lie with Germany, and all were opposed 
to their regular forces being called 
‘upon, except as a last resort, to under­
take what are virtually police duties.

Feared Ulterior Motive.
It is pointed out that France feared 

some ulterior motive on the part of 
Germany, and doubtless acted in good 
faith, but adds the statement, "the im­
mediate result is that the responsibility 
for her action cannot be shared by the 
Allies as a whole, and certainly there 
is no intention on the part of the British 
Government to allow British soldiers to 
act as a police between hostile German 
factions and incur all the odium of such 
a position, to say nothing of its risks.”
