Fine Wool Gloves^«3RUSSIA BROUGHT ON CONFLICT Eastport, Maine, Nov. 28.—A message 
received here today says that ten 
fishing vesels owned in Eastport and 
Lubec were seized by the Canadian 
fisheries protective cruiser Curlew, 
near St. George, N. B., last night. The 
boats were herring fishing in Passama- 
quoddy Bay, and it appears that Cap­
tain Prett, of the Curlew, decided that 
they were operating in Canadian 
waters illegally. The seizure is the 
most extensive that has been made by 
a Canadian cruiser for several years.

The seized craft included eight ves­
sels and two steamboats, and were 
fined for illegal fishing in the Canadian 
waters. Three specific charges were 
preferred, that they had fished on Sun­
day; that they had illegally caught 
fish found in their possession, and that 
they had seined illegally in Canadian 
waters. For the first two offenses 
each boat was fined $100 and for the 
last $200. In addition to this all seines 
and fish were confiscated. It is un­
derstood that the fines will be paid, 
and that the entire matter will be dis­
posed of without involving any inter­
national question. The aggregate 
value of the craft is about $20,000. The 
seizure is the most extensive that has 
been made by a Canadian cruiser for 
many years.

Tokio, Nov. 28.—Discussing the war 
and the domestic, financial and politi- 
cal conditions of Japan on the eve of 
the assembling of the Diet, with the 
correspondent of the Associated Press 
Sunday, Premier Taksura said: “To 
insure peace in the Orient and to safe­
guard our national existence is the 
aim and purpose of our empire, and 
no sacrifice shall be too great for suc- 
cesskully effecting this purpose. Rus­
sia. besides violating her pledges in 
Manchuria, crowned her overbearing 
and aggressive policy by extending 
her arms to the Korean peninsula. We 
were highly solicitous to preserve 
peace, but had no alternative except 
that of war. which was forced upon 
us. Throughout the negotiations Rus­
sia showed a haughty and overbearing 
attitude, which, has latterly been 
shown, was inadequately supported by 
military strength. Russia allowed her­
self to be deceived, and slighted our 
empire, for she never believed that 
Japan would draw the sword of war. 
Then, after suffering repeated defeats 
on land and sea, Russia perceived the 
mistake she had made, and. having 
discovered the seriousness of the situa­
tion. began to take adequate measures.

“The case was different with us. We 
were alive to the seriousness of the 
situation and were prepared for ex­
igencies.

Minister Shoots at Judge Who Decided 
Case Against Him.

San Francisco, Cal., Nov. 28. — Rev. 
Isaac Selby, of Australia, in a damage 
suit before Circuit Court Judge Heb- 
bard today, while the latter was on 
the bench, fired a revolver at the judge. 
The bullet came within an inch of the 
judge’s head and lodged in the back 
of his chair. Selby was at once re­
moved to the city prison, and charged 
with an attempt to committ murder. 
Selby recently was sued for divorce. 
He conducted his own defense, but 
was unsuccessful, a decree against 
him being granted. Judge Hebbard, 
who issued the decree, was trying a 
case today, when Selby arose from a 
seat in the court room and fired at 
the judge, who rushed from the bench 
and grappled with his assailant, pre­
venting him from firing another shot. 
For a time great excitement prevailed. 
When quiet was restored it was learned 
that the judge had not been injured. 
Before being taken to his cell Selby 
said: "I shot at Judge Hebbard be­
cause that seems the only way for a 
man to get justice in this country. My 
only regret is that I seem to have 
bungled matters considerably. My in­
tention was to kill him, but I was a 
trifle nervous."

Berlin. Nov. 29. — German militar­
ism is responsible for another astonish­
ing travesty upon justice. Two mus­
keteers were charged at Dessau with 
rioting and assaulting a superior offi­
cer. This officer, named Heine, entered 
a dancing saloon, intoxicated and 
jostled and struck the partners of the 
musketeers, who, on protesting, were 
attacked by him with drawn sword. 
They wrested the weapon from him, 
for which the prosecution asked that 
they be sentenced to five years at hard 
labor, dismissal from the army and loss 
of civil rights.

When the prisoners' counsel asked 
whether it was contended that soldiers 
had no right to act in self-defense the 
prosecutor answered:

"Just so. Self-defense is a conception 
which does not exist in the relations 
between soldiers and their superiors. 
The inferior has the right of complaint 
but not of resistance. It is absolutely 
necessary that a soldier should allow 
himself, if necessary, to be slaughtered 
by an officer, though the latter be 
making illegal use of his weapon.”

The court pronounced sentence as do- 
manded, while Heine got only three 
months, without loss of rank, for being 
intoxicated.- ---- *‘

Toronto, Nov. 28. — Prof. Hyslop, of 
Columbia University, and now presi­
dent of the American Society of Psy­
chical. Research, gave a very interest­
ing lecture on spiritualism before the 
Psychological Society of the University 
of Toronto on Wednesday of last week. 
The address has aroused considerable 
interest among those interested in 
psychological and spiritualistic prob­
lems. and many criticisms are being 
made regarding some of the views held 
by Dr. Hyslop. In his address he 
traced the rise and growth cf the dif­
ferent schools of philosophy, giving 
special emphasis to the problems of 
materialism and spiritualism.

The Society of Psychical Research 
have been experimenting in telepathy, 
and have been trying to solve the 
problem of consciousness after death. 
The chief medium for the experiments 
has been a Mrs. Piper, of Boston, Every 
precaution has been taken to elim­
inate fraud from these tests, and the 
results prove conclusively to Dr. Hys­
lop that either it was telepathy of a 
most remarkable kind, or else they 
wore direct messages from the dead.To 
deliver these messages the medium 
had to pass into a sort of trance, or 
hallucination. This seemed to Dr. 
Hyslop a reasonable supposition, as the 
medium would have to take on the 
same state as the spirit. The medium 
was unable to tell anything about the 
condition of the spirits or the state of 
life in the other world. Those who 
object to Dr. Hyslop’s views cite the 
trivial natures of the messages as being 
too insignificant to prove anything.

Again, it is the result of forces or 
trains of thought set in operation by 
the dead person, and which come into 
force now only after years of absence. 
Again, it is urged that Dr. Hyslop 
wished to communicate with his dead 
relations and the "wish was father to 
the thought."

However, the lecture has aroused a 
great deal of interest, and has set a 
good many thinking of problems they 
had scarcely thought about before.

He says: This 
year, when no discussion was allowed, 
the amount paid to the Attorney-Gen­
eral is £19,921 7s 9d, and to Sir E. Car- 
son £13,063. It is not quite clear 
whether even this sum of £32,984 is 
inclusive, or whether traveling ex­
penses, clerks, secretaries' allowances, 
and perquisites of various kinds are 
not also paid by the sleepy and impot-| 
ent taxpayer. What did Sir Robert| 
Finlay do for the money he received? 
We know what his advice was worth 
in the Whitaker Wright case. It was 
not worth £19,921 7s 9d. Was it worth 
the odd 7s 9d?

Sir R. Finlay also took ‘part in the 
Alaska arbitration, for which he re­
ceived a fee of £4,900, and another of 
£2.124 for the British Guiana Brazilian 
arbitration. On a previous occasion 
Sir R. Finlay had been concerned, but 
only to a small extent, in the Vene­
zuelan arbitration, the accounts of 
which were all liquidated in 1900, but 
when Parliament in 1901 protested 
against the enormous fees (£30,000), 
the Attorney-General explained that 
the unusual heaviness of the work on 
the Venezuelan arbitration was the 
cause of the high fees! Sir E. Carson 
had nothing whatever to do with the 
Venezuelan affair and Sir R. Finlay 
very little, so that the high fees paid

The quarrel with Japan in 1874 
was adroitly smoothed over without a 
rupture of relations.

When Tsi An's son. Tung-chih-a 
weak incapable—ascended the throne 
and manifested some absurd notions 
about doing his own ruling, his de­
termined parent set aside his decrees. 
Soon the young emperor. Tung-chih, 
“mounted to heaven"—not. some have 
whispered, unassisted —and in January, 
1875, the empress, calmly ignoring the 
laws of succession, had her baby 
nephew, Kwang-su, snatched from his 
bed on a bitter winter night, carried to 
the palace and proclaimed emperor.

Nevertheless. Tsi All’s kaleidoscopic 
character has its bright lights. Not 
long ago, when there was a famine in 
one part of her empire, she had it 
published in the Pekin Gazette that 
she could not bear to eat expensive 
viands while her people were starving, 
and that she had to cut off her allow­
ance of fresh pork for a week. Re­
cently she issued a most edifying pro­
clamation denouncing that very "graft" 
by which she has amassed her per­
sonal fortune. It was either kindness 
or a grim. Gilbertian sense of humor 
which made her. when in 1900 the

Che Foo. Nov. 28. — Gen. Kuropatkin 
is the possessor of a new twenty- 
horse-power automobile, with which he 
is able to rush at high speed from one 
part to another of the line, twenty- 
five miles long, according to M. Ravoir, 
who reached here today from Muk- 
den. M. Ravoir spent three weeks 
with Kuropatkin, who wished to secure 
twenty automobiles specially construct­
ed to carry ammunition speedily in 
emergencies.

The only method 
of procedure provided for was for the 
scrutineers and returning officer to de- 
tect the alleged impersonator red- 
handed, and to swear out an informa­
tion against him immediately. In the 
present instance, the alleged imperson­
ation had not been noticed at the time
