An Act to repeal certain Acts therein mentioned, and
to make better provision for the naturalization of
aliens.

HEREAS great inconvenience has been experienced in the prac- Preamble.
tical operation of the law granting to aliens the rights and

capacities of natural born British subjects, and it is expedient to amend
the same ; Therefore Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent
of the Legislative Counsel and Assembly of Canada, enacts as follows :
The Act passed in the twelfth year of Her Majesty’s Reign, and Acts 12 Ve
mtituled, An Act fo repeal a cerlain Act therein mentioned, and to make 197‘*79‘”;1 6
betler provision for the naturalization of aliens ; and the Act passed in the repealed.
eighteenth year of Her Majesty’s Reign, and intituled, An Acf fo amend
the Naturalization Laws of this Province, and all other Acts and pro-
visions of law inconsistent with this Act, shall be and are hereby repealed ;
Provided always, that the repeal of the said Acts shall not affect the Proviso:
naturalization of any person naturalized under them, on any rights ’;fg;‘;ﬁt
acquired by such person or by any other party by virtue of such natu- affected,
ralization, which shall remain valid, and such rights shall be possessed
and enjoyed by such person or party as if the said Acts were not
repealed.

II. Every alien now residing in or who shall Liereafter come to reside Oneyéar's

ful and bear true allegiance 1o Her Majesty Queen Victoriu, as lawful

sovercign of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, and of

the Province of Canada. dependent on ‘and belonging to the said United
Kingdom, and that I wil] defend her to the utmost of my power against
all traitorous conspiracies and attempts whatever which shall be made
against Her Person, Crown, and Dignity ; and that I will do my utmost
endeavour to disclose and malke known to Her Majesty Her Heirs and
Successors, all treasons and traitorous conspiracies and attempts which I
shall know to be against her, or any of them : and all this [ do swear
without an equivoeation, mental evasion, or secret reservation, and re-
nouncing all pardons and dispensations from any person or persons
whatever to the contrary. 3o help me God.

Which oath or ovaths, or affirmation or affirmations, shall be taken
and subscribed by the said Alien, and shall be duly administered to him
or her by or before any Justice of the Peace, or any person having ex officio
the power and authority of a Justice of the Peace within the City, Town,
Village, Parish, or Township in which the said Alien may reside, which the
said Justice of the Peacc or person having such power as aforesaid, shall,
thereupon, grant un:o the said Alien a certificate of residence, setting forth
that snch Alien has taken and subseribed the said oath or vaths, or affirma-
tion or affirmations, and (if the fact is so) that such Justice or person
having such power as aforesaid has every reason to believe that such
Alien had been so resident within the Province for a period of one ycar
or upwards; that he or she is a person of vood character, and there ex-
ists to the knowledge of such Justice or person having such power as
aforesaid, no reason why the said Alien should not be granted all the
rights and capacities of a natoral horn British suhject.

IV. It shall be lawful for the said Alien w present the Oath of Alle
giance so taken and subscribed, and the certificate of residence from the
said Justice of the Peace, or other person as aforesaid, to the Registrar
of the County or City, within the jurisdiction of which he shall reside,

and such Registrar shall file and record such oath and certificate of w0

residence in a buok to be by him kept for that purpose, and thereupon
such Alien shall be thereby admitted and conformed in all the rights and
privileges of British birth, to all intents, constructions, and purposes
whatsoever, as if he or she bad been born within the Province.

V. Every such person shall be thenceforth entitled to receive a cer- 25

tificate of naturalization under the hand and seal of such registrar, that
he or she hath complied with the several requirements of this Act;
which certificate of naturalization may be in the following form, or to
the like effect, that is tosay :

VI. Any woman married, or who shall be married to a natural born
British subject, or person naturalized under the authority of this Act, or
any other or former Act, either of this Province or of eitherof the late Pro-
vinces of Upper or Lower Canada, shall be deemed and taken to be herself
naturalized, and have all the rights and privileges of a natural born
British subject.

VII. The said Justice of the Peace, or other person as aforesaid, for
administering the Qaths or Affirmations above mentioned, and for grant-
ing certificates of the same, shall be entitled to recover and receive from
the person to whom the same may be administered and certificate
granted, the sum of twenty-five cents, and no more ; and the Registrar of
the County or City for filing the Oaths or Affirmations of allegiance
and residence, and for recording the same, and for granting a certificate
of naturalization, shall be entitled to recover and receive from such per-
son the sum of fifty cents. and further sum of twenty-five cents for every
search and certified copy of the same, and no more.

VIII. From and after the passing of this Act, every Alien shall have
the same capacity to take, hold. possess, enjoy, claim, recover. convey,
devise, impart, and transmit Real Estate in all parts of this Province, as
natural born or naturalized subjects of Her Majesty, in the same parts
thereof respectively ; Provided always, that nothing herein contained
shall alter, impair, or affect, or be construed to alter, impair, or affect in
any manner or way whatsoever, any right or title legally vested in or
acquired by any person or person$ whatsoever previous to or at the time
of the passing of this Act.

[X. Provided always, and it is hereby declared, that the privileges of
naturalization imparted by this Act to the several classes of persons here-
in mentioned, are imparted to such persons respectively on the respec-
tive terms and conditions herein stated and set forth, and to be by such
person exercised and enjoyed within the limits of the Province, accord-
ing to the true intent and meaning of an  Act passed in the Parliament
of the United Kingdom of Great Britain aud Ireland, in the tenth and
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eleventh years’ of Her Majesty’s reign, and intituled, An dct for the
Naturalization of Aliens. ‘

- X Nothing in this Act contained shall be taken to repeal or in any
manner to affect or interfere with a certain Act of the Legislature of
Upper Canada, passed in the fifty-fourth year of the reign of His late 5
Majesty King George the Third, intituled, An Actio declare certain per-
sons therein described, Aliens, and to vest their estates in His Majesty,

or any proceedings had under the said Act. ‘

XI. Any person who shall wilfully swear falsely, or make any false
affirmation under the authority of this Act, before any Justice of the 10
Peace, or before any person having ex officio the power and authority of
Justice of the Peuce as aforesaid, shall be deemed guilty of wilful and cor-

© rapt perjury, and every such persou shall, on conviction thereof, in ad-

dition to any other punishment authorized by law, forfeit all the privi-
leges and advantages which he or she would otherwise, by making such 15
oath or affirmation, have been entitled to under this Act ; but the rights
of others in respect to . estates derived from or held under him or her,
shall not thereby be prejudiced, excepting always such others as shall
have been cognizant of the perjury at the time the title by which they
claim to hold under him or her was created. ‘ 20
