THE DIFFICULTY RE THE BUILD-
ING OF THE MISSION CHAPEL
IN LA PAZ, BOLIVIA

First.—We purchased the lot from the
municipality in May, 1920. After con-
siderable delay due to the “crookedness”
of the officials of the municipality, we
were given the deed in January, 1921,
and shortly we were given “Judicial Pos-
session,” that is to say one of the judges
examined the deed and having satisfied
himself that all was correct he called on
those who had property rights adjacent,
to present themselves on the ground at
a certain day and hour to lodge any pro-
tests they might have. Nobody came,
neither was there any protest, and so the
Judge took me by the hand and in the
name of the Republic confirmed me as
the owner of the lot. (It had to be pur-
chased in my name as we had then no
power of attorney from the Board. The
deed, however, stated that it was purch-
ased for the Canadian Baptist Foreign
Mission Board.) Plans were prepared
and finally approved by the Board and

technicality, but is strictly legal. Al
though the practice of the past twelve
years has been for the Municipal Engin-
eer to issue all permits the law says that
the Municipal Council must approve.
The Mayor has refused to deal with this
aspect of the question, and either refuse
the application or approve of it. If he
refused the application he would have to
base it upon some infringement of a
regulation, or a law, and the building is
within all these. He refuses to approve
it b the lesiastical & athoritics
have said we ought not to be allowed to
put up such a building—that is to say o
place of worship for Protestants. They
have tried to make capital out of the
proximity of the Chapel to a famous, or
at least to them famous, Image of the
Virgin in the old hospital church.

Third.—The Constitution of the Repub
lic “permits the public worship of all oth-
er religions” besides the Roman Cath
olic. It'also gives us the right of peace
able reunion and guarantees us the right
to hold private property which is not
subject to confiscation nor to expropria-
tion except for public purposes and with
due compensation.

GIRLS' CAMP IN INDIA
From Dr. Allyn

This' is ‘Sunday in camp at or near
WMM {We ure in a Travellers’
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Miss  Hatch and I left Ramachandra-
puram last Thursday evening. . ‘We pack-
ed our supplies. Thursday
sent them by eart to the boat-at noon. In
the afternoon Miss Hatch, Dr. and Mrs.
Joshee and I went to Drakshatum to see
the site of the mew dispensary.: Ifwe
can get the money we want to put-up a
building here. - It is sorely needed. This
is a large town and if we can put a dis-
Mbnmﬂ'm.-~m
believe we can get the péople. ' This town
is just half way between Ramachandrap-
uram:and Kotapalli, so that either Dr.
Joshee or-Dr. Massey Clenient could look
after the work.

Just- across: the road from our site
there is & large Hindu Temple and at the
entrance from the Ramachandrapuram
side there is anothex very large one; and
there dre other Temples scattered over
the town so'you see idolatry has a large
place in the life of the people.

We tried to get'a place for a school
and & housé for a-Christian teacher but
they refused to give it. Had we asked
for a temple site they would readily have
given it ‘but:when we_asked for some-
thing ‘that would lift the people up and
make them good- and pure they refused
us. - Now through the efforts of Dr. Jos-
hee we have the land.

Upon the return from Draksharum
there were ‘the usual last things to ar-
range: before-leaving for tour. Then we
started: for the boat, where we were met

We started for Kaleru about 8 o'clock
and resched there during the wee hours

We had planned to go into Komapur-
am eatly inithe morning but when we ar-
rived: at the place where we get down to
go into’Komapuram the Teacher:had not’
arfived 80 we had to; wait until our ser-

pleasant one. If you have never walked
dykea you don’t know what you have
missed,  After leaving the dykes we
walked on the narrow ridges that separ-
ated one rice field from another, in some
placés these ridges are so narrow it is
almost impossible to walk on them with-
out, tumbling off into the rice fields. If
1 were an Indian 1 could manage to hang
to anything from an inch in width to 24
inches, At last we reached the end of
the ridge. Here we were met by the
Christians and their children who greet-
ed us with the usual salaams,

We went into the school house (a good
sized thatched roof building at the right
of the teacher’s house). When I went in-
side they garlanded me with flowers and
brought in fruit on a brass tray, md'
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Hatch for more than twenty ‘years. ' She

The costumes  were in such de-
mand that they. were sent sometimes
from one Circle or Church to another
withont first being returned to the office.

was done in order that as many as
possible might be accommodatéd. Just
before Christmas, when the requests
wanﬂﬁchlt,wehndmupponunltyto
see them. Judge of our horror and in-
dignation to find ‘them vilely dirty, and
many of them torn, the two skirts hav-
ing been torn off the bands as well as
being torn in other places. 'What a con-
dition! ' We could scarcely believe that
any of our Circles or Churches would
return them so. It ‘was only after hard
washing and long tedious mending that
they ‘were made at all presentable.
These costumes (valued at some $40.00)
are practically ruined, for many of them
will never be so nice again, and one can-
not be used at all. What a shame that
any of our Canadian women should al-
low these garments, which have been
rented to them for a mere nothing, and
which are not their own property, to be
80 abused! Surely we would expect bet-
ter treatment from one of the heathen
women that was being personated.

A most sincere apology is due those
churches to which: the costimes were
sent in the condition described, and
it is hoped that the ones who
did this act of vandalism will realize
their failure in fair play. This must
not occur again.
