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HOW THE SCHOOL  LAW
WORKS.

It will be remembered that we called
attention a few weeke ogo Lo numerous
accuoations msde by writers in the Mail
tothe c¢ffsct that in certain locallties, one
or more Cathollzs who had siguificd thelr
inteution to support the public echools,
bed been wrongfully plsced upon the
eeparate Hchool < aesessment - rolli - We
then madé the rematk that it fs h'ghly
probible that these pereons, if they exist
at all, had not fulfilled the ecsy condition
necessary to ¢ffsct the tranefer. It fs
extremely unlikely that the assessors,
who are uearly always Protestants In thle
Province, tried to increase the Cathollc
schocl tax, by unfalrly placlog on the
eoparate echool roll the names of lutend-
ing supporters of the publlc schools, As
& matter of fect assessors have no inclina.
tion to act fn thls way, even when they
are Cathcllcs, and we have never heard
of an autbentic cese when a Cathollc who
had glven notice in the proper way of hls
intentlin to transfer his support to the
public school, has been pleced upon the
gepsrate echool rell, If such & caee has
ever occurred, of course it would bave
heppened by tome mistake. The muni.
clpal cflizlale are, of course, not infallible ;
but f they eometimes make euch & mls-
take, the laws give them ample means to
have the error corrected. Yet we do not
wish, while makirg this statement, to
reproach the aseessors generally with any
desire to deal unfairly with the separate
ochoole, The aseessors are as a rule falr
mlnded men who alm at acting jaetly,

Wesupposs it will be acknowledged that
the best deviced lawa do not provide
machinery which works to perfection in
all cozer, and we stated before that we
know it to be a fact that separate echools
suffer much more from the mistakes of
asseesors than the public schools do, The
reason for thisls evident, Themachinery
by which a Catholle echool s made to ba
supported by a ratepayer 18 much more
cumbzous than that empioyed in favor of
the publlc echool, If {t sometimes oceurs
that o mistake fs mado by officials agalast
the public echool, it wiil naturally occur
much more frequently, and to a larger
extent, egainii the Catholle echools, Be-
eldes the more cumbrous machinery which
has to bo employed tn order to mekea
taxpayer & separate echool eapporter,
Catholic trustees meet frequently the
active opposition of municlpal oflicors, as
town coancllors, or aesessors, who delight
fn taking advantage of any pretext by
which avnoyance may be glven to ths

sepurate school trustees. In somo cases
Shat we know of the reparate echool
trustees were obliged to bave recour:e to
legal proceediogs in oxder to obtaln from
the munelelpal councll a single cent of
the school taxes of tho supporters of the
Qatholic echool, though the courcll had
acteally collected the tax,

It is needless to say that the Catholics
0% Q 1ebec do not imposs on the Protest.
ant population there the cumbrous ma
chinery which Oatario {mpozes on the
Catholic schools, T'he divislon Into Cath.
ollc and Protestant echool eupporters is
the elmplest possible. Cathollcs are held
to be Cathollc school supporters, and Pro-
tostants are made supporters of the Pro
testant schools, This method worke
almply, and though we presume that even
under that law errors sometimes oceur, it
fs certalnly very rarely that this fa the
case,

There 18 no doubt that the annoying
provistons we have spoken of above were
inserted In the law for the very reason
that the Protestant msjnity In Poarlia.
ment would bave found the Ssparate
School Act very dlstasteful, If the bill
which b.came law In 1863 had given to
Ca holle schools all the rights which Pro-
tetants evjoy in Quebec, And yet the
school amendments passed under Mr,
Mo vat’s adminlstration have somewhat
fmproved the working of the Saparate
#3chool Act, They have done no more
than to correct some of the most glaring
nequalitles under which the separate
wch ol trustees laborcd.  Thelr ¢ff ot has
been to lessen, somewhat, the labors to
which sepsrate school trustees had been
put in former years in making out correct

Vlsts of separate school supportere, but with
all the advantege afforded by these
smendments it still happened that Catho-
e school supporters were rated on the
public school rolls, contrary to their own
expressed wieh,

A case !n polnt bas occurred In Turonto,
At the meeting of the City Council on the
13 h {ust. o lotter wes recelved from Rev.
Father McCaunn, Secretary Treasurer of
the Separate Schocl Board, ehowisg that
ssparate school rupporters had been
wrongfally placed upon the Public Sshool
essessment roll of that clty to the totsl
smount of $382402 of nesersable
property, The erzors arose in mnearly
every caee from the omisslon of the dla
tlaguishivg letters, P. S (Pablic Schocl)
and 8, S (Separate School) in the assere-
ment rolls, Father McCOann’s statements
were confirmed by a letter from Mr.
Maughan, the assessment commlssioner.

A fact like thls s sufli:lent to show the
disndvantage under which Catholles labor,
even es the Jaw etands at present, It
shown also the great injustize which would
be l1flicted npon the Catholic bady 1f Mr.
Meredith’s programme were carried out,
which alms at increasiog the difficul'ies
of Catholic trustee boarde, by repealirg
the smendments whercby Me, Mowat's
sdminlstrstion hoped to render thele task
lighter, without any izjary or injustice to
Protestantr, Mze. Meredith’s plan weuld
certalnly succeed In making the working of
the separate achool law m re difficalt, and
it would on this account filch from the
Cathcllc schoolsjsome petty sams—per.
baps to the (xtent of $10 on an aversge
in every county of Oatarlo—for the
benefit of the public schools. Mr. Mere
dith does not rise in this to the digrity of
the highwaym-n, Ie is coutented with
the rols of the Artful Dodger. Bat it s
a pretty plece of Impudeace for him to
acsert that Catholics are bound to support
bim in bis yaltry attempt to plifar them,
under penalty of being held up as con-
splrators against the peaco and welfare of
thelr Protestant fellow-cltizans,

AN INCONSISTENT
DIST BISIHOP,

Ex Biskop Carman has another long
rhepeody in the columns of the corgenial
Mail The Toronto Globe got sick and
wearied with such nonsecical and withal
such bigoted eflusionr, Thia time
Bighop Carman puts the Methodiats in
the place of the Catholice, and argues
that if the Methodists were to demand
separate education they would be un-
British end would be guilty of injustice
to the other denominations, Ex Bishop
Carman cannot conceive, it appears, that
every man has a right t9 educate bis
own ckild as he deerus fit, and that no
law or power can deprive the psarent of
this right. Among other grand ideas
formulated in Bichop Carmen’s peculiar
style we read :

‘‘Anything inimical to a well-admin.
istered public echool system in a lsnd
like this is un Britich and anti-British,
and seriously prejudicial to fre¢dem and
public safety and welfare,”

The rev. gentleman should be able to
tell us in what particular the Catholic
separaie schools are inimical to the pub-
lic echool system, The children edu.
cated in the Catholic separate schools
are on all occesions able to etand the
test of the entiance examiration into
the Collegiate Iustitute, and in propor-
tion to their numbers obtain greater suc-
cess &t those examinations than the chil.
dren educated by the much.favored
public echool system, How then is one
8chool inimical to the interests of the
other? All the ex-Bichop’s eloquence is
lost then upon the assumption of an ab-
surdity,

“Every rate payer,” he continues, “in
this P'sovince 18 surely prima fucic to be
regarded a supporier of tue public
schools. Is the Romsn Catholics to be
excluded ! Qertainly by no 1aeans ; for
bath not the Roman Catholic an equal
right to good education, and equal
honor, privileges, etc, as a citizan 1”

But if the Roman Catholic wishes to
decline the honor, privilege, etc., why
force it on him? If the Roman Catholic
is convinced that he enjoys a far greater
hovor and a far higher privilege in being
allowed to give a Christian as well s8 a
good secular education to his children
why debar him from that right? Ex-
Bishop Caman considers the public
schools as ‘‘the nursery of intelligence
and patriotism, the glory and defence of
our common country, the perfection of
evorything sacred and holy, etc.”
Bishop Carman is certainly iree to
entertain  this high-flown opinion
of the pudblic school eystem,
But this Is a free country, and other
people, should be allowed to think for
themeelves, even If they differed {n
opinfon as to the permacent merits and

TWO EMINENT STATESMEN
ON DIVORCL.

We had occasion a few weeks ago to
make some remarks on the article
written by Mr. E J, Phelpsin the Forum
for December, in which Mr, Paelps takes
etrong ground, declaring that the only
remedy to the evils resulting from divores
ia the United Siates is to tske the
Cstholic position that there be no divorce
granted by law, with permiseion to the
parties divorced to marry sgein, It may
occur eometimes that a eeparation is
necessary between husband and wife,
owirg to persisted iil-treatment or gro:s
immoraiity, but the facts brought for-
ward by M-, Phelps demonstrate that
tke hope of obteining a complete divorca
is the direct csuse why wmstrimonial
quarrels are 80 frequent and why so
many families are broken up in the
United States. If there were no expec-
tation of a divorce being obtained thece
quarrels would not be t0 numercus, and
would be more readily settled to the
mutual satisfaction of husband and wife.
Mr. Gladstene is of the éame opinion ss
Mr, Paelps on tkis subjeot. Their de-
fence of the Catholic theory of the
indissolubility of the marriage tie is
founded, not upon the sanctity of mar-
riage as a divine institutiop, and on its
religious character, but upon the neces.
sity of preserving society from an evil
which bas attaioed to gigantic propor-
tions,

It is highly eatisfactory to Qatholics to
obzorve that these two illustrious states-
men are agreed upon the fact that the
Catholic marriage law is the only one
under which the welfare of society and
of the State can be assured. Mz, Glac-
stone thus stated his views in his article
on divorce which appeared in a recent
number of the North American Review :
“la the year 1857 the Eoglish divorcs
act was passed, for Bugland only. Ua
questlonably, eince that time, the standard
of conjugal morality has percep isly
declived among the higher classes of this
country, and rcandale 1a respecs to it have
become more frequent, The decline, as &
fact, I know to be recognized by persons
of social experlence and Insight who in no
way ehare my abatract opinions on divorce,
Personally, I beliove It to be due in part
to this great innovation in our marriage
laws ; but in part only, for other disinte-
grating causes have been at work.”

It 18 ecarcely to be expected that the
vlews of thete eminent statesmen will
#) far prevail with the people of Eiglard
or the Ualted States as to bring them to
regard marrlage as anything more than a
mere clvil contract, bat those views are
none the less a complete vindlcation of
the Cathollc doctrine ; aud it Is only when
the Cathollc doctrine on marrlage will be
fully accepted that the great evil which
ls growlng daily more formidable will be
corrected,

The B'shop s2ys of the selectlon of this
site for the national monument :

“Vancouleurs is & historic place, bat it
is also on the frounrier, apd no one knowe
what may happen on the frootier to
wmorrow. No place 1s more fi'ting, espes
tally et the present time, for the erection
cf this monament thau that where Joanne
took up her sword and warched agalus:
the enemies of Frapce. This statue on
the froztier would be above all & symbol
of peacs, but at the bour of the greatest
perll it would also be au fizsuperable
bairler egaliet sggreselon. It would pro-
tect Fiance by iie victorious glaive.”

Whether or not Jeanne d'Arc hal a
divine call for the great work ehe effected,
France owed her an eternal debt of grati.
tude for baving dellvered her country
from the grave peril t> which it was then
exposed of belng lterally blotted out from
the list of nations. In the early part of
the fi teenth century the king of E.gland
was aleo king of Frauco, The battie of
Aglncoart apd enceeeding battles had been
t0 dleastrous to Fravce in the loss of her
bravest defenders that the rule ¢f Eng-
land seemad to be pormanenily esteb
lished in thg country, Excopt Bretngue,
al the coun'ry nerth of the Lolre was
governed by Ecglend, aud she was rapldly
extendirg her corquests, aud even thet
porticn of the country which was still
under the rule of the Kirg of Fravce was
torn by inteetine dlssensions, The Treaty
of Troyes was ratified to in 1420, whereby
1t was agreed that Hevry V. of Eaogland
should marry Catherine, daughter of
Charles 1V, acd be Regent of Fraace,
and shou'!d inherit the I'rench crown cn
the death of Caerles. Henry committed
to Lis brother, the Dake of Bedford, the
task of acquiring by the sword, If neces-
siry, and of preserviog to Eoglacd thie
great acquisition, and the Dake did rot
lack vigor ia caerying out hls lostructions,

Tee French Diuphin, afterwards Charjes
VII, was only seventeen yeirs of age
when the treaty of Troyes wes elgned, but
he resclved to main‘ain his rights by the
sword., Hle fircea were ou the south side
of the IL.ire, end Oileans was the
advanced poet of bls defence. It wes at
the moment when Orleens was about to
fall under the power of the Duke of Bed-
ford, and while the young King was medi-
tating to flea into the mountalns of
Auvergne, or even to abandon the coun.
try altogether, that Jeanne D'Arc ap.
peared ou the scene in 1429 and gave new
hope to France.

Jeanne d'Arc appearing before the king
at Poletiers, recognized him, though he
was disgulsed, and fell on her knees before
hlm, Charles told ber: “I am not the
king,” and polnting to a brilllantly dressed
knight of bis suite sald : “There is ihe
king.” Jeanneconld not be decelved and
sald to the King that she had been sent
by God to deliver France. She was a
simple pessant girl, seventeen years of

age, born a few miles from Van-
couleurs, where tke monument {s
to be erected to her memory,

and the clalm of a divine mlssion for a0
great & work as the dellvery of the coun-
try was naturally heard with grest doubs
but on belng asked to give an incontest
able procf of her claim it 1s recorded that
she told the king certaln importent secrets
which were knowa only to himself and
Gad. Being asked to work a miracle to
prave her misclon, ehe replied : “I did not
come to Poictiers to work miracles,
Place me before Orleans; I will ralse the
slege; I will condust the Dauphla to
Raelms ; I will render to him his klog-
dom, You will eee elgns enough, Lot
there bs no more words. It 1s time for
actlon, not for talk.”

She was, in fine, placed at the head of a
small and poorly equipped army, with
which the proseeded to Orleans. She
wrote a letter to the Duke of Badford in
which she demanded the cession of all the
French cltles in his possession, The
letter was only laughed at, but & few
houre after it was recelved Jeanne ap-
peared before Orleane, and succeeded in
effecting an entrance into the city,

After much desperate fighting the slege
of Orlens wes ralecd. Tournelles, Jargeau,
Patey and Rhelms were re.taken from
the English, and, a1 she hed promlsed,

Jeanne conducted Caarles VIL to the

last-named clty, where he wae crowned in
the Cathedral with great eclat.

From this time the opporite interests
which were at war with esch other on the
French side tbrew obstacles in the wey of
Jesnne, until the time arrived wheu she
declared that hor mision was ecded,
Ste was indaced, however, to remein
with the army. Her succoss, unfortuuately
sbendoued her, sud uotwiibatanding that)
she evinced alwajs the eame persinal
courage, ehe was tikoen prisomer et Com.
pelgne,  Sho hod declared that even this
misfortane and her eubsequent cruel
death had been revealed to her as part of
the wlll of God in her regard, acd ehe
willlogly cffsred berself ns a eacrifice for
the rostoration of her country's indepeud-
ence.

After a mock trlal as a heretls snd
sorceresy, and afier many false accusatious
against her virtue, she was condemned to
bs burned, and the srntence was put into
exccution on 30:h May, 1431,

His daughter and bis two sons tmmedi

$42 002 32, There were fifty-one cred
itors, The largest sum originsliy

due was to Barclay & Co., $13719 59 ;
the next largest was to J. H, & T. W,
Daweon, $5 390 01 ; and 85 020 62 to the
estate of W. W, Gllman. Tbe other
debts ranged from $2 500 to $200 A
great many notes were In the hands of
third parties. Handsomely ergraved
recelpts have been prepared, and when
they sro slgued they will be bound
In book form and kept as a family me
morlal,

country which they were the firek to ex.
plore—they will guaxd this church and
heautlfy and eprich it as becomes the
hebitation of Corlet the Ciuelfied—as
long ss the sun ghinea above us ; snd taxes
and perzecution end frjustice and animoe-
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
