Extempore Preaching.

A writer in Zion's Herald says, the Rev.
Dt. Kirk was met on one occasion, jast be-
fore entering a church where he was to read
a Missionary Sermon, by an intelligant phy-
sician of the place, who poured forth a vol-
ley of arguments against the cause, refusing
all countenance to all such utopian schemes.
Mer. Kirk inquired of the pastor if that was
a fair sample of the state of his people, and
was assured that it was. With the conscious-
ness of this not altogether pleasant stato of
things, Mr, Kirk entered the pulpit. He
thought over the objections—he thought
over his written sermou—he knew that it
would not dissipate one of them, and so he
resolved to lay it aside and talk. He rose
without any notes bcfore him, and at onee
threw himself into the whole herd of cavil-
lings. He knew many more than his audi-
ence bad ever thought of; and he went
through with them, answering, defending,
explaining and enligbtening. Thus be talk-
ed for nearly two hours; and, when atthe
close, the people were invited to advance to
the desk and subscribe, they came in a
crowd. That was the last of elaborated
discourses. There is no doubt that this suc-
cess inspired Mr. Kirk with such confidence
in himself, and gave an impulss to his pow-
or for extemporaneous speaking, in which
he has since so greatly excelled.

The following asecdote of Dr. Tyng is
related by a brother clergymen. He said,
« To illustrate what perseverance cau do, |
maust tell you about Dr. Tyng. You know
his proud position as an extempore preach-
er. He has gained it by power of will: It
was discouraging business to him the first
year ; so much so, that, during the second
year of his setclement at Georgetown, when
attempting extempore one afternoon in his
pulpit, with distinguished members of Coa-
gress present, he became confus~d, hesita-
ted, tried to regain composure, failed, stum-
bled on in the midst of embarrassments,
finally got for his text, and after ten minutes
broke down completely. That was a hard
experience for a young man ; and on his way
home the oppressive silenee was finally bro-
ken by his wife, saying, * Now husband is
it not clear to you that you should give up
this preaching without notes?” ¢ These
worde,’ said Dr. Tyng to me, ‘ roused my
whole nature,” ¢ Give it up ?’ I said, ¢ No,
never, with God’s help !’ and he did'nt.”

Nebat.

Here is quite an enigma. Nebat is men-
tioned at jeast eighteen times, in three diff-
erent books of the sacred history, and in such
associations as one would shriok from as an
infamous entail on one’s name ; yet his life
and character are as utterly unknown as it he
bad never existed! For a man to attain
immortal dishonour would seem to require
at Jeast one enormous crime, or one flagi-
tious trait to descend with his name. When
Erostratas could devise no other way of get-
ting bis name into bistory he set fire to the
temple of Diana, at Ephesus. Bat though
Nebat is as immortal as the Bible, not a
trace of his life, not a feature of his person,
or charaoter, not a word that he uttered, not
a line that be wrote, is recorded or preserv-
ed in sny maoper.

A Beautiful Incident.

William IV. expired about midnight, if
we remember right, at Windsor Palace.—
The ArchBishop of Canterbury, with other
peers and high functionaries of the king-
dom, were in attendance. As soon as the
“ sceptre had departed "’ with the last breath
of the king, the Archbishop quitted Windsor
Castle and made his way with all paossible
epeed to Kensington Palace, the residence
at that time of the Princess (already, by
the law of success, Queen) Victoria. He
arrived long before daylight, announced
bimself, and requested an immediate inter-
view with the princess. She hastily attired
berself, and met the venerable prelate in
ber ante-room. He informed bher of the
demise of William, and formally announced
to her that she was, in law and right, suc-
cessor to the deceased monarch. «The
sovereignty of the most powerful nation of
the earth lay at the <eet of a girl of eigh-
teen.” She was, de ju'e, queen of the only
realm, in fact or his*ory, “on which the
sun never sets.” She was deeply agitated
at * the formidable w.rds, so fraught with
blessing or calamity.” The first words she
was able to utter were these: * I ask your
prayers in my behalf.” They kneeled to-
gether; and Victoria inaugurated her reigo,
like the young king of Israel in olden time,
by asking from the Most High, who ruleth
in the kingdoms of men, * an understanding
beart to judge so great a people, who cou'd
not be numbered nor counted for multitnde.”

The sequel of her reign has been worthy
of such a beginning. Every throne in
Europe has tottered since that day. Most
IOf them have been for & time overiurngd.—
That of Eogland was never 8o lirmly seated
in the loyalty and love of the people as at
this hour. Queen Victoria enjoys a per-
sonal influence, too,—~the beart-telt homage
paid to her as a wife, a motber, a friend and
benefactor to the poor, a Christian woman
incomparably wider and greater than thas
of auy monarch now reigning. She is
loved at home and admired abroad. In|
America there exists a more profound and
abiding respect for Victoria than perhaps
for any other living person. Being a prac
tical people, we recognize and appreciate
the value« of her example to rulers aud the
ruled.— New York Ledger.

~ Religious Intelligence.

Special Services,

The age in which we live is an age of
great cities. So far, at least, as old Eng
land is concerned, the tendency of popula-
tion in our largest towns and cities is to in-
crease, while the population of small coun-
try towns and rural hamlet remain station-
ary. It is a cbeering indication of the pro-
gress of religious zeal, that a much greater
degree of attention is being awakened in re-
gard to the moral and religioas condition of
the thronging multitudes who inbabit these
buge centers of commerce and industry. So
long ago as the year 1851, a census of all
religious denominations was taken, by order
of Parliament; a step which, forty years
ago, in the deep religious torpor wherein the
leading men of Britain then lay, would
pever have been thought of ; a step which
has been followed by the most beneficial
consequences, in the arousing not of our po-
litical men merely, but of the professing
Church of Christ in these realms, to a jus-
ter appreciation of their dnty.

In relation to attendance upon public wor-
ship, the population of Englaod may be di-
vided into three tolerably equal parts ; those
who can not attend, those who do attend,
and those who neglect to attend. la the first
named class are 1ncluded infants, and sick
and aged people whose attendance is im-
possible ; these may constitute about a third
of the population. Of the remaining two-
thirds, the numbers of those who frequent
the sanctuary, and of those who do not, are
nearly equal; and the whole may be shortly
summed up, with sufficient accaracy for gen-
eral purposes, thus : of the eighteen millions
of the people who inhabit Eogland—Ireland
and Scotland not being included in this cal
culation—there are six millions who do at-
tend, six millions who can not attend, and
six millions who will not attend.

This looks bad enough; but in particular
parts of the kingdom, especially in London
the case is much worse. It may be doubt-
ed if so many as one-tenth of the working
men of London are in tbe habit of attending
God's house with anything like regularity.
The remaining nioe-tenths spend their Sun-
days either in laziness at home,or in drink-
ing and dissipation. Two years ago, the
Young Men’s Cbristiao Association of Lon-
don, infinitely to their bonour, projected and
cerried into effect a scheme for boldiog
twelve special services on Sunday evenings,
for working men, the preachers to be selcci-
ed from various dencminations The suc-
cess was complete ; tne vast area “of Exeter
Hall was thronged upon every occasion ;
public curiosity was excited, and peers of
the realm might be seen sitting side by side
with draymao and coal-heavers. All the-e
services were conducted by nonconforming
clergymen ; the rigid eriquette of the Es-
tablished sect not permitting thiem to defile

here played with surpassing skill ; the music
lis sach as to fascinate the ear; but the

old traditions of ecclesiastical order, and the
fear of censure, proved 100 strong for them,
and they kept aloof.

Shortly afierward, however, some clergy-
men connected with the Established Cburch, '
commenced and carried out a series of ser-
vices in Exeter Hall, which was repeated the
pext winter with good success, though not
without strenuous oppositon—(rom whom ?
From infidels, Papists, or draoken mobs?
No; but from the Established clergyman of
the parish within whici» Exeter Hall is situ- |
ated. !

The next step was th® opening of West-
minster Abbey—that $Xquisite monument |
of medieval art, whosearched and pillared |
nave had never yet resounded, during the
seven or eight conturies since it arose to
adorn the northern bank of the Thames,
with the prayers and praises of “ the multi- |
tudes of the people,” collected from Sabbath |
to Sabbath within its walls. The organ is

preaching, generally, is not well adapted to
the parpose of calling the negiigent maulti-
tudes to the house of God ; and accordingly,
about five-sixths of the great congregation
gathered in Westminster Abbey on Sunday
evenings appear to be regular charch-goers
belongicg to what are technically called the
non-respectable classes.

The opening of Westminster Abbey mov-
ed the authorties of the great Cathedral of
St. Paul’s, situated in the very heart of the
city. The grandeur of this cathedral, in the
interior especially, caanot be imagined by
any who have notseen it. Its colossal dome,
rising above the spectagpr’s head to a height
of nearly four hundred feet, its vast propor-
tions and spaces, and the solemn stillness
which prevails around, impress the most un-
feeling with emotions of awe which it is
difficult to describe, and impossible to sup-
press. In the central part of this vast tem-
ple four thousand chairs are placed, for the
accommodation of the public at the new
Sunday-evening service ; the cathedral has
been fitted up with gas; and a choir of five |
handred voices gives effsct to the bymos and
psalms. At present, however, there has been
nothing very striking in any of the sermons
delivered. The sermon of the Bishop of
London was remarkable chiefly for good in-
tentions ; Dean Milman, was scarcely audi-
ble ; Dr. Hook,. generally esteemed a half
Papist, and Mr. Cadman, a warm millena-
rian, preached such sermons as, in point of
ability, might be expected from a second or
third-rate Methodist preacher ; still, the
movement is & good ; it has been well
intended; and we h¢ pray that the di
recting and effectu ssing of the Holy
Ghost may attend it.

Thus, within two years we have had three
vast congregations arise, of four or five
thousand each, in our great metropolis.—
To these is now added a fourth, with the
commencement of the new year. St. James’
Hall, a new and subarb building, bas been
engaged for special services for the working
classes, and the first sermon of the series
was preached on Sanday evening last by
Rev. W. M. Panshon.

Notwithstanding the heavy rain, the Hall
was densely thronged. It is said to accom-
modate more people than Exeter Hall itself.
Of the preacher it is needless to speak in
England; and his fame has reached the
shores of America. Several years ago, in
writing to the Western Christian Advocate,
we predicted his coming eminence, at a time
when it was very mach the fashion among
those who perhaps consider themselves the
more orderly and intellectual of our people
to speak disparagingl§ of his abilities, to
find fault with his excessive rhetorical orna-
ments, his rapid declamation, his fondness
for long and unusaal words, and so forth.
No douht he was to some extent faulty in
these respacts—but they were faults of exu-
berance, not showy conmtrivances to hide
mental poverty: his ardent mind, like a
rich tropical soil, gave forth a vegetation
so rich and gorgeoas that it might sometimes
appear wild, disordered, and extravagant.
Bat these fault-finders are mostly silent now.
As Mr. Punshon grows in years, he grows
both in gifts and in grace. Chastened by
sore afflictions and bereavements—deprived
in a few short weeks, of a child, a mother,
and a beloved wife, he”has enough to coun-
terbalance his immense popalarity; and the
fathers of our connexion rejoice in seeing
one arise among them, equal in power and
in renown to the mightiest champions of
their own or of their fathers’ days, yet hum-
ble as a child, devout withal and prayerful,
genial, and friendly—a man whom those
who knew him best are best prepared to re-
cognize and admire as@ true man of God,
who preaches not himself, but Jesus Chsist
the Lord. S

The sermon preached by Mr. Panshon on
Sunday evening is a splendid production,
and if the pablished reports of it should
reach America, in anything like correct co-
piousness, it will amply repay the stady of
young ministers especially. It contains
much bard thinking, sound reasoning, clear
definition, beaatiful illustration, and resist-
less appeal. His text was 2 Cor, iv. 1-2,
and the sermon is a beautiful exhibition of
the law of God and the Gospel of Christ, in
its good, old, true simplicity ; while at the
same time it grapples wonderfully with the
hearer’s conscieuce, and deals heavy blows
at some of the follies and errors of the day.
May the great Head of the Church, whose
high province it is to send forth laborers
into the barvest, give to his Cburches, oo
both sides of the Atlantic, 8 multitude of
sach men to lift up the standard of truth !—

Pointing towards it, he said,—‘ Avard
placed that there,” adding with emotion,
“ He was greatly beloved by us all—we miss
bim very much.” Where was he? Who
was he? This sketch will tell. He was
“ absent [rom the body,” bat * present with
the Lord.” His lifeless form lay coffined
for the tomb! This was the sixth day
since it slept in death.

Ile was the son of Thomas and Sarah
Taylor, truly pious members of the Wes-
leyan Church in Fredericton, N. B. His
father some years ago joined the spirits of
just men made perfect. His mother bows
in sorrow beneath the uvnmexpecied stroke
which has bereaved her of her youngest
born. They brought their children to
Jesus, presented them in faith to their
covenant God, in baptism. The minister,
possessing the Spirit of Him who said,—
« Suffer the litile children to come unto
me,” prayed that Heaven's peculiar blessing
might rest upon the child, and delivered
him to his mother. The obligations of
christian parents were deeply felt; the im-
portant duties they involved prayerfully ob-
served. Avard was trained up in the nur-
ture and admonition of the Lord. As his
mind gradually unfolded, a disposition of
pecaliar sweetness won the affections of all
who knew him. He soon gave promise of
the refined epirit and moral dignity which
were afterwards so nobly developed. Among
his first composition exercizes was * An
Essay on the mcanness and guilt of profane
language.”

At ao early age he went to reside with
his sister, Mrs. Beveridge, in a newly
settled part of the country. The city, the
seminary, the sanctuary, the bome of child-
hood, and its aliar-fires left behind, sur-
rounded by and exposed to new temptations
with fewer restrainiog influences, without
the accustomed advantages of regwlar pub-
lic worship on the Lord’s day; yet be for-
got pot the isstructions of a fa:her nor for-
sook the law of his mother, but became
distinguished for bis exemplary deportmeat.
Subsequent residence in Miramichi and
Ricbibucto, extended the circle of his moral
infloence, increased the npumber of his
triends, while his unquestionable integrity
secured the most unbounded confidence of
his employer, and won general esteem.

In the Spring of 18,1 he went to St.
Jobn. While here he became more decided
in the long cherished porpose of his heart to
become a follower of Christ and identify
bimself with the Charch. Yle!ding folly
to the influence of the Holy Spirit, whose
gracious operations had placed bim amon
such of whom it might be said “ one thing
thou lackest,” he embraced with a penitent,
appropriating faith the atonement, as the
only hope of the sicner, rested more im-
plicitly in a personal Redeemer, received a
clear attestation of the pardoning mercy of

From the day of his spiritnal birth he
sought to glorify God in all things, his path
was that of the just, visible, progressive
and useful, and, before his removal from
St. John, the following year, he had become
strong in the Lord and valiant for the trath.
The last six years of his life were spent in
the U. S, where he exhibited a character of
geouine christian excellence and entire,
active consecration to his Divine Lord.—
Unassuming but not backward, he never
sought for position, never shrunk from duty
or shunned responsibility, but, ready for
every good work he laboured for God—
cheerfully, faithfully, constantly. Before
his conversion he was amiable and did no
harm, he was now Christ-like and sought to
do good to all. Before, he was almost
neutral in the world’s great moral baitle,
now he girds on the whole panoply of God
and ranges himsell in the armies of the
Lord of Hosis. He sought not the place in
the conflict where he could be most at ease,
but where he was most needed and wkere
he could do the greatest service. His
weapons were always bright with constant
use. He was made the head of a Mission
Sunday School in New York, commenced a
young men’s prayer meeting in Portland,
and, with a band whose hearts the Lord had
toucbed, established and sustained meeting-
where they bad none, near Boston. Asa
Bible Class Teacher be was punctual, de-
voted and persevering. Prayerful prepara-
tion gave an interest (o the class lessons.
and gained the confidence and esteem of all
its. members. By continuous efforts he
sought to augment the joy of angels by
thinning the ranks of the alien host, and as
he gathered the spoila he laid them at the
feet of his adorable Redeemer, whose joy
was his strength and reward. For an en-
couragement and example to young men
we thus present some pages of his useful
life, and now turn to the last—recording his
sickness and death.

He was away from home! he had no
dear mother’s form by his bed side, her
voice to fall like soft sweet music in his ear,
her gentle band to cool bis fevered brow.—
No loving sister’s attention and care,—the
1ntelligence of bis illness reached them too
late to bring them to bis side.

GEORGINA DOWNING.

Among the manifestations of the power
ot Divine grace, of which the numerous
notices from week to week in your obituary
column bear record, it is highly gratifying
to read of the comforts of religion being
experienced by some of those called to die
in the early morn of life.

Letter from the United States.
Prom our own Correspondent.
DEATH OF WM. H. PRESCOTT.

The great historian, Wm. H. Prescott, is
now no more. He died suddenly, of paral-
ysis, on the 28th inst. at his residence in
Beacon Street, Boston. His funeral was
attended on the Monday following, at Dr.
Elliss Church; the crowd present being
immense. It was a solemn scene. All felt
that they had lost a friend. The following
notice of this distinguished man we take
from the Boston Journal :

William Hickland Prescott, son of a dis-
tinguished lawyer, and grand<on of the im-
mortal leader of the American troops at the
battle of Bunker Hill, was born in Salem
in 1796. Coming of historical ancestry, it
is Inttle wonder that his tastes early inclined
him to the glorious records of the past, al-
though it was many years before he deliber-
ately gave bimseif up to the lead of bis impul-
ses. When he was twelve years old his fa-
mily removed to Boston, where he continued
his classical studies under the tuition of Dr.
Gardner, a pupil of the celebrated D:. Parr.
Three years later, at the age of fifteen, he
entered Harvard College, and graduated
with honor in 1814. He bad intended to
enter the profession of law; but a serious
accident destroyed for a time all his ambi-
tious hopes. Previous to leaving College
he had lost the sight of one eye from an acci-
dental blow, and the other, weakened by
over-exertion, began to fail him, so that
when be recovered from a severe illness
into which his situation had thrown him, be
found bimself nearly blind.

His father, despairing of seeing him cared
by our physicians, sent him to Earope.—
During his two years' residence abroad, he
visited England, France and Italy, and con-
sulted the most eminent occulists in London
and Paris, but was obliged to return home
without obtaining relief. His Earopean tour
was so far bepeficial to him, that it entirely
restored his shattered physical health, and
by freeing him from bodily pains, epabled
bim to tarn his attention to that quiet but
engrossing department of knowledge which
bad so carly attracted his «amind. Singular
to say, if we look at his bodily infirmities
alone, he determined to be a historian. He
knew, too, what that title meant, and with
a proud consciousness of his powers, as well
as & juat appreciation of the aim he had set
before him, he gave himself up to a ten
years' preparatory course of reading.—
Then, selecting bis subject, ke worked upon
it another ten years, and in 1838, at the age
of forty-two, his gave to the world his
“ History of Ferdinand and Isabella,” pub-
lishing it simultaneously in London and
Bostoon.

If the fruit was long ripening, it was per-
fect when it fell. The history was received
on both sides of the Atlantic with unhesita-
ting applause, and took its permanent place
among the classics of our tongue. It has
since run through many editions, and has
been translated into German,Italian, French
and Spanish. His eye had in the mean-
while somewhat improved, and he was en-
abled to dispense with a reader, upon whose
services, in the compasition of his first work,
he was obliged to rely, while he wrote in
a dimly lighted room. In 1843 appeared
his second work, “ The Conquest ofp Mexi-
co.” While this was received with increas-
ed honor in Euarope—causing its author to
be;chosen a member of the French Aca-
demy of Sciences, and procuring him many
similar honors—its reception at home was
still more gratifying; and it probably re-
mains to the present time the favorite of all
Mr. Prescott’s works with American rea-
ders. In 1847 appeared the “ Conquest of
Peru,” marked throughout by the same
high qualities which distinguished its prede-
cessors. A volume of miscellanies followed,
containing many papers of great interest.—
He also supplied a new edition of Robert-
son’s Charles V. with an interesting appen-
dix, compiled from lately discovered mate-
rialg, relating to the cloister life of the Em-
peror. In 1850 Mr. Prescott visited Eng-
land a second time, where he was received
in a very flattering manner, the University
of Oxford conferring upon him the degree
of LL. D. Since then he has been at work
upon a “ History of Phillip II.,” of which
the first three volumes have been published.
How much farther towards completion this
exceedingly interesting work was carried
before the pen fell from the hand of the
historian, we are not informed.

We do not presume to analyse the quali-
ties of Mr. Prescott as an historian, nor
even to enumerate his merits. His fame
has gone out 10 the ends of the earth. It
bas been won by no artifice, and is therefore
capable of no reversal. The extent of his
researches, the fidelity of his selections, the
skill of his arrangement, the perspicacity of
bis judgment, the candor of his whole na-
ture and the beauty of his style, have been
everywhere acknowledged, and by none
more warmly than by those who have come
the nearest to exhibiting the same combina-
tion. His death is a national loss, for he
was one of the few, the very few, who have
put our claims to a national literature in.
contestibly before the civilized world. But
he set a most precious example while achiev-
ing a great work, and both now remain to
us. Both, we trust, will live in American
recollection, and prove a lasting fund of
good to the American people.

Joha Quincy Adnms. in
1828, asserted that s commaading position
gives it a control over our commerce which
rendered it indispensable for the United
States to acquire it. Henry Ciay announc-
ed a similar conclasion, which has been con-
curred in by Edward Everett, and every
Secretary of State from that date down to
the present time. He proceeded to show
that every part of the Confederacy was in-
terested in the commerce of Cuba, and that
it is only by its acquisition that we can
strike down the shackles which pow restrain
trade with that Island. If under the presefn
oppressive system her industrial energies
are so great, who can calculate what would
be their value under the free intercourse
known to our country. Slavery, as exist-
ing in Cuba, was not so revolting as Las
been described, nor were the free population
so incapable of self-government as bas been
80 repeatedly stated.

The Boston Traveller remarks thus on
the above :—Mr. Keith spoke very much
after the fashion that kites used to talk in
those remote and simple times when the
birds and beasts had congresses, and behaved
and talked almost as badly as if they had
been human beingss, His words were very
like those of a bird of prey, inferring the
birds thoughts froug bis acts. He made one
remark which shows he is a statesman of an
odd pattern. The gpposition of France and
England, he said, ought not to inflaence our
conduct. Whether it ought to influence it
or not, it may be put down as an indisputa-
ble proposition, that we can’t get the island,
even if we could set up a just claim to it, if
those powers shall see fit to forbid our taking
it.

For polished scholarship, constractive abili-
ty and evangelical Jabor, who compares with
John Wesley 7 In administrative power, a
greater than Jabes Bunting has seldom if
ever made his appearance in human society
in aoy department; and for brilliancy of
genius and poetic fire, none equal to Charies
Wesley has appeared upon the stage since
the departure of the-“ sweet singer of Israel.”’

Take one fact. The Wesleyans have
taken their siand beside the established
Church; endowed with limitless wealth, sus-
tained by the power of State patronage, and
rendered most bighly atiractive by the peer-
less prestige of satiquity and royalty, and
have successfully competed for public favor
and popular power in controlling the masses.

Dr. Livingstone’s Expedition.

The Cape of Good Hope Argus of Nov. 20,
says that letters had been received from Dr.
Livivgsione and other members cf the exploring
expelition to the Zambezi river. The news
they contain of the progress of the expedition is
alike important and inieresting. They bad
reached Tete, where a supply of coals for the
steam launch was obtained, the first ever taken
out of the earth in that country. A letter re-
ceived by Governor Sir George Grey from the
reverend doctor contai.s some interesting details
relative to these matters. Sir George Grey has
availed himself of every opportunity to assist the
expeditionists, ani his kindoess is gratefully ac-
knowledged by Dr. Livingstone, who afterward
proceeds to say : —

“] shall commence, wi'hout preface, in the
middie of things, by saying that I have just come
down from Tete to the mouth of the river (Kon-
gone) and will start in a day or two from the
same point. The gentlemen there (to Tete)
through tho inflnence of Major Lecard, at once
acceded to my proposition to get me some coals,
and in three or four days we were furnished
with a tor and a-balf, the very first dug in the
couniry. The engineer pronounces them to be
of a very good kind, thongh being from the sur-
face, where in the bank of the Mautiza, they
have been exposed to the action of air and floods
for azes. Mr Thornton, the geologist, thinks
equally well of them. They contain very littie
sulphur. I could not ascend thie river (Revul-
ene) into which the Maiutiza flows, to load at the
seam itself, as there were only a few inches of
water at a bar across its conflaence with the
Zawbezi, but large canoes brought them down,
Atother times in the year we could have sailed
up in this launch, which draws 2 fi. ¢ in. with
easc There is no end of the finest (specular)
iron ore; wiih coal (of which many seams or
parts of an immense seam crop out,) and iron;
surely something will yet be done in Africa,

* ‘I'his was the first thing of the steamer kind
ever seen at Tete, and we were visited with as
much interest as is the Leviathan. Foremost
among our visitors were my Makololo compan-
ions. They grasped my bands and srms covul-
sively, and luliilooed for joy. About thirty of
them bave died from small-pox, and six were
killed by a rebel chief, who, in defiance of Por-
tuguese authority, hoids a stockade at the coan-
flacnce of the Luenya. This grieves them and
me more than anything. The excuase is he d:d
it in a fit of drunkenness. There were three such
rebels, baif-caste Portuguese of Goa, who defied
the Portuguese. One, who bad a stockade at
the mouth of the Shire, has just now been con-
quered by the Governor of Killimane. TlLe
war has baen against us, though we have gone
from one side (o the other, without moles‘ation,
as friends of boih, or rather as English, for it is
the Eaglish name that was our passport. I came
ono night to a party after dark and created an
alarm, but that was quelled when I called out
“ Mglze.” Tbe river is now nearly at its lowest ;
and, unlike the muddy rivers of the West, it may
be styled one of sand; there is very little mud
comparatively. Below Lupata it is spread out
to irom ove mile to three in width, with mzny
1slands.

“ In the wide parts I experienced considerable
diflicl’y, and especially in one part called Sbhi-
gogo; but when we approached Lupata, where
all the river was in one body, our difficalties end.
At Kelira Basa we shall have another obstacle to
surmount. It is described as a number of rocks
jutting out of the siream narrowing the channel,
which is deep and tortuous. There is no water-
fall, but we shall go and examine it carefully as
soon as we get up; aad, this being low water,
we shall be able to give a ciear idea of the whole.
If we could travel ag geographers do, with the
legs of a pair of compasses, we might have been
there long ago. At present we are taking up
our luggage from stage to stage, and having been
deceived by a false report on the engine of this
veseel it is ratber slow work. It consumes an
enormous quantity of fuel, and half our time
when we have no coals is spent in wood cutting,
This, however, led to our discovering that lignum
vite abounds, and there is also ebony and teak,
or African oak; but we cannot yet say how
much. The canoes pass us and look back at the
Asthmatic, as 1 call her now. The vessel her.
self is all very well, though drawing much more
than was predicted ; but the engine turns out a
wretched piece of gingerbread when worked on
wood alone. From the information I formeriy
received from the Portuguese,] believed that the
river could be navigated during only six or nine
montks in the year, bat itis now far from its
lowest and I begin to think that a vessel draw.
ing only two feet might run the whole year; but
this we sball be able to decide next month, It
begins to rise again in that following,

* The Portuguese ought to do something in the
light-house way, and if they wouid be at the ex-
pense of a few piles at three places all ob
stractions from shallowness of water would van-
ish. Taking the river as a whole, there is no
lack of water,—witness the reports of Captains
Gordan and Bedington; and, though it is eight
or nine feet lower, it bas still much *he same ap-
pearance, and always makes me wonder how our
easy chair geograpbers could imagine it all to
come of a‘great interior sandy desert.” When
it spreads out irto several chanmels a faw piles
driven in at the part above where tbe water
takes the swing into a shallow, one would in one
flood effect what is now done by snags, create a
deep channel. A few piles would widen the
Kongone canal in one year.”

He then suggests that some sort of beacon
shouvld be erected at the mouth of the Kongone, to
prevent persoms being misled and going into the
Luabo instead. It appears that when the Pearl
first entered the river the steam launch Ma-Rob-
‘ert was jmmediately put together, although the
day was Sunday. Dr. Livingstone, in the con-
cluding portion of the letter alluded to, says :

“When I came in Among mangrove swamps,
{ I pushed on the work with all the baste to get
outof the Delta. People I hear, blame me for
this; but they would have blamed me much more
{ bad I lost nearly all the expedition. We take
| quinine daily, and the short illnesses we bave had
1 bave partaken more of the character of common
{colds than fever. Here, in the mangrove
Swamps, two of our number, who are now better,

had, in addition, a dry ¢kin for scmo hours. Bat
with quinine and care I eee no obstacle to pas
sengers going up 1o Tete from that disease, and
there begins the bealthy country. Yet it is not
to be trusted cither; irreaularities must be avoid
ed”

Judge Wilmot at Home.
FrrpericTON, Feb. 9, 1859.

We atended this evening the meeting of the

Bible Sociely, and derived much pleasure from
the several addresses delivered. Judge Wiimot
presided, and in the course of the evening de-
livered an elcquent and eflective speech. He
said, While the British jlag waves over me, and
while I live under the glorious British Constitu-
tion as it now exiss, I shall never aliow any
Power, Ecclesiastical or Pulitical, to dictate to
me when, where or how [ shall defend our com”
mon Protestantism, or expose the errors of op-
posing systems.
His Houor then referred (o the annual over-
flowings of the waters of the Nile, rising away
in the mountains of Abyssinia, and flowing
downward through a vast tract of country,
bringing to immense numbers, when it: over-
flowinge recurred regularly, brightness and joy
through its fertilizing influences. But thisin-
fluence was but annual; that of the religion of
the Bible was perennial, flowing ever full and
strong, ever refréshing, ever blessing,—an in-
fluence which throagh centuries had poured its
vivifying tide, and should continue while bearts
could throb with Christian benevolence, defy-
ing all the combined powers of earth or of
darkness to gay its giorious progress. He
maintained that the Bible without note or com-
ment, without the addition of dogmatical or
traditional theology, should be disseminated
throughout the worid, and that as upon the
British dominions, as finely described by Web-
ster, the sun never sets, its dominion, its influ-
ence, should be extended to every land upon
which the sun sbone.

Here bis honor most beautifully remarked
upon the operations of Cbristianity from the
time it arose a thing of beauty in Judea, how
it rose superior to Paganism, 10 Judaism. How
it beautified by its lizht, those ancient cities,
where before those systems of error held sway,
advanciog still in ite benign career, without
thamb-screw, or faggot, over-riding the vain
opposition of the magicians, who felt their craft
in danger; of proud philosopbers, ot pagan
priests who banded together to oppose it; how
Christian truth after being for 4000- years
national broke down the boundaries which bad
confined it, took a world.wide range and went
forth to bless all mankind ; went forth (o exert
its boly influence wherever a poor sin.siricken
wan was found, no matier that there should
exist no hand-built altar, no church, no cathe.
dral, no bell, no organ, no priest or bishep.

He then referred to various attempts which
bad been made to make additions to or detrac.
tions from the Bible, declaring that where the
last verse of Revelations was finished there
the Bible was finished. It was, he said, the
aim and object of the Bible Society to send
this pure unadulterated word of God abroad.
A new develppment had recently been made ;
be had heard that, since his lecture in St. Jobn,
there bad been sa unusual demand for copies
of the Douay Bible, and it bad been stated
that no opposition was offered to the reading of
the same by all who chose. He was delighted
to bear that. He bad read and stadied atten.
tively the Rhemish New Testament, and found
it thickly studded with delightful and divine
truths, and if the Roman Catbolics would get
up a society for the purpbse of spreadiog their
Bible, he would cbeerfully become a liberal
donor thereto. He did not intend to call bard
names, but in reference to the calumnics re-
cently promulgated respecting him, be felt pri-
vileged—standing where he did, surrounded by
those who bad known bim so long, before whom

and out-—to say that his life geve the most
satisfactory contradiction to the malignant as.
sertions of bis enemies, He should like to send
a copy of the Bible to Pope Pius, with a note
drawing bis attention to the fact that the Chris-
tianity therein enunciated did not suggest such
conduct as he (the Pope) bad recently been
guilty of in allowing his emissaries to hunt
down and tear from a fond mother's heart her
first born, as in the case of Edgar Mortara,
crushing her best and holiest affections, and
leaving ber a maniac, insensible to anything
occurring around her, and with every thought
absorbed in an intense anguish for her lost boy.

New Brunswick.

The Legislature of the Province met on

Thursday the 10th of February, when tbe Lower
House procecded to the election of a speaker.—
That question was decided with less party feel-
ing than might bave been expected. The promi-
nent candidates were Messrs. Botsford and John-
ston; on Mr. Jebhnston’s nomination which was
first put, the vote was 17 to 19, and the metion
was lost ; the question was then takeu on Mir.
Botsford’s nomimation, and the resgit was a tie
vote of 18 to 18, consequently the motion was
lost. On the second nomination of Mr. Jobaston,
the nortbern members of both parties generally
voted for bim, and be was elected by a large
vote, after which he was conducted to l:: chair
and received the congratulations of members.
- The death of the late Venerable Archdeacon
Coster caused a vacany in the Chaplainsbip of
the Legislative Council, and the Rev. Dr. Brooke
bas received the office. The appointment is by
commission and not by vote of the members of
the Council. It is generally believed that the
Rectorship of the Parish of Fredericton will be
held by the Lord Bishop of the Diocese, his son
and the Rev. Charles Coster holding the position
of Curates.

In the month of March the Rev. Mr. Ketchum
will enter upon the duties of his new and import-
ant Parish of St. Andrews. His removal from
Fredericton will cause universal regret, as his
services have given the highest satisfaction to all
classes. Thbe attendance at both the Cathedral
and St. Ann's is large.

There are many important questions which
must occupy the attention of the Legislature this
Session. Amopg the number is the College,
Emigration, Tariff, &¢. The bouse has decided
not to bave any official Reporters this Sess‘on.
The country is not likely to suffer, as there is
already seven Reporters on the spot, sent by the
proprietors of different papers, among whom at
tha close of the session, £200 will be divided,
that being the amount provided by the govern-
ment in their budget.

The recent change in the closing of the mails
from Saturdsy to Sunday bas been brought be~
fore the House, and will probably lead to a dis-
cussion, affording the Postmaster General an
opportunity of explaining the reason for the un-
looked for change. Already three bills are be-
fore the houss for repealing the “ Insolvent Debt-
ors Act,” which was placed on the statute bock
last winter. *

The speech of his Excellency the Lieutenant
Governor -was delivered on Saturday. It is
rather longer than usual, and we have only
space for an outline of it, The mutiny in India
is referred to, with an expression of gratitude for
tbe victories with which it bas pleased Provi-
dence to bless ber Majesty’s arms. The demand
for the staple exports of the Province has not
yet recovered from the recent depression, but
some symptoms of improvement are discernable
The abundant of the past year, and the
success attending the Fisheries, are regarded as
subjects for thankfulness. The progress of the
Railway works bas been uninterrupted, and the
accounis and paj connected therewith will be
submitted. Owing to the continued depression
of trade, the revenue of last year has falien short
of the estimated amount, but this circumstance
bas not prevented the prompt Ey-ent of all de-
mands upon the Treasury. He intimates the
necessity of a wise economy 1n making provision
for the requirements ot the public service. Tbe
corres nce and other nts connected
with the proposed inter colonial Railroad will be
luhmitlet‘c and also certain documents received
from the superintendent of Fisheries in Canada,
with- respect to the Fisheries in tbe St. Law
rence and the neighbouring rivers. He recom-
mends the House to consider whether the Agri-
cultural Societies may pot be 1endered more
effective for the attainment of the important ob-
jects for which they were estatlished. He thinks
that means be adopted to render the re-
sources of the country more widely known among
mtending emigrants from the mother country
and elsewhere ; and concludes as follows :—
Upon these and all other matters, to which
your attention may be directed, I fervently pray
that the bleseing of Providence may prosper your
councils and guide your deliberations for the
promotion of the weifare and bappiness of the
people.

Fisher, Esq., delivered an interesting lecture, on
Education. Tke lecturer commecced with some
observations on the general guestion of Educa-
tion, and referred to the different systems n
Euiope, especially in England. He reviewed
the progress of Education in England and stated
the difficulties which sarrouanded the question
there. The great obstacle in the way of a
system of national Educationin England was ibe
religious question. Referring to New Bruns-
wick, he spoke of the endeivours of successive
Legislatures to improve our system, all of which
labours be commended ; the appropriation from
the public revenue bad been very liberal—more
%0 in proportion to our means and population,
than in almost any other country in.the world:
our publc men had always deait with the ques-
tion irrespective of party, and ihe present
Education bill he said was the result of the
labours of the past as well as of the present, He
enumerated without comment, the cbanges made
by the law of 1858. The powers and duties of
the Chief Superintendent had been changed;
the lnspectors bad been reduced from fourteen
to four, giving the advantage of impunity and

MEETING OF SaBpATH ScHOOLS —The
meeting of Sunday Schools in the Wesleyan
Church last Sabbath afternoon, to hear an ad-
dress from Dr. Perkins, Missionary to the Nes
torians, was even larger than that convened a
year ago for Doctor Schaufier. In fact it was
we think, the greatest meeting in point of num-
bers, and the most important in point of probab.e
effects, ever beld in Montreal. The meeting
was annoanced for three o’clock, but ten minutes
betore that bour the church was full, with three
Sabbath schools outside seeking admission, and
two or three not yet arrived. By dint of placing
two rows of children in broad seats, small chil-
dren on the knees of big onesin the other, and
filling the stairs and passages, the whole were at
length accomodated, as weli as a large number of
teachers, parents, and others. The number of
children was computed at from four to five thou-
sand, and of adul's at about one thousand. The
Rev. Mr. Gemley, Minister of the church, con-
ducted the business of the meeting; and it was
owing to the judicious arrangements announced
by him from the pulpit, and carried out efficient-
ly by the members of the cburch, that the whole
of this immense company of little ones was ac-
commodated, and enabled to retire in safeiy after
the meeting closed. The opening prayer was
by Dr. Wilkies, atter which Dr. Perkins wade a
very bappy address, exhibiting a very ancient
Bible and a Persian sword ; contrasting the con-
dition of countries ruled by the sword and by
the Bible, and pressing the gospel home to the
bearte of the audience. The Rev. D. Fraser
then made a touching and earnest farewell ad-
dress to the Sabbath school children of Montreal ;
and the meeting wae closed by the benediction
pronounced by ¢ Rev. Mr. Howard. )

We have purposely reserved our notice of the
singing to tgo last, as it was, to our mind, the
most impressive part of the whole service. In
fact, when we saw those five or six thousand
singers, rank over rank, almost up to the ceiling
of the immense church, and heard their united
voices ascending in one glorious cborus of praise,
we obtained a more vivid idea of heaven than
ever we enjoyed before.

Tasso’s conversation was neither gay nor
brillisnt.

Milion was very unsociable,
and even irriiable when pressed into con-
versation. Kiwrwan, though copious and
elcquent in public addresses, was meager
and dull in colloquial discourse, Virgil
was heavy, in conversation. La Fontaine
sppeared heavy, coarse, and stupid; be
eould not speak and describe what he had
just seen ; but thea he was the model of
poetry. Chaucer’s silence was more agree-
able than bis conversation. Dryden's con-
versation was slow and dull, his hamor
saturnine and reserved. Corneille in con-
versation was so insipid that he never failed
in wearying ; be did not even speak cor-
rectly that language of which he was such
a master. Ben Joneon wsed to sit silent in
company, and suck bis wine and their hu-
mors. Southey was siff, sedate, and
wrapped up in asceticism, Addizon was
good company with his iotimate friends,
but in mixed company he preserved bis
digoity by a etiff and reserved silence. Fox
in conversation never flagged ; his anima-
tion and variely were inexhaustible. Dr.
Beatley was loguacious, as also was Grotius.
Goldemith * wrote like sn angel, and talk-
ed like poor Poil.” Burke was entertasin-
ing, eothusiastic, snd interesting in con-
versation. Curran was s convivial deity
Leigh Hunt was * like a pleasant stream”
in conversation. Carlyle, doubts, objects,
and coastaatly demurs.— The Interview.

Winter Shoes

Hall’s Journal of Health gives the follow-
ing seosibie advice :

*“ Like the gosarled oak that has with-
stpod the siorms and thunderboits of cen-
tdries, man himself begins 1o die at the
extremities. Keep the feet dry and warm,
and we may snap our fingers in joyous
triuraph at disease and the doctors ut on
iwo pairs of thick woolen siotkings, but
keep this to yourself; go to some honest
son of Saint Crispin, and have your measure
taken for & stout pair of winter boots or
shoes ; shoes are better for ordinary every-
day use, as they allow the resdy escape of
the odors, while they strengthen_the snkles,
accustoming them to depend on themselves.
A very slight accident is sufficieut 1o cause
a sprained ankle to an habitual boot wearer.
Besides, a shoe compresses less, and hence
admits of a more wvigorous circulation of
blood. But wear boots when you ride or
travel. Give direction, also, to have no
cork or lndis rubber about the shoes, but
place between ihe layers of the soles, from
out to out, a piece of stout hemp, or tow
linea which has been dipped in meited
pitch. This is absolutely impervious to
water—does not absorb a particle—while
we know that cork does, and after a while
becomes ‘soggy’ and damp for weeks.
When you put them oo for the first time,
they will feel as ‘ easy as an old shoe,’ and
you may stand on damp places for hours
with impugity.

I of eourse thought
it was gone forever, and fel: almost broken-
hearted, for I had no more paper, and no
hopes or meane of getting more.

The coachman
of the bishop was a frequent bhearer of
Bunyan, and the bishop had told bim that
whenever, in riding out of town, he shou!d
chance to meet Mr, Bunyan, he wished to
see and spesk with him. Oae day, as John
was driving his lordship in a portion of the
suburbs sufficiently retired for the bishop to
gratify his curiosity, Bunyan was seen
plodding his way on foot, with bis bundle
under his arm, going out to preach some-
where n the outskirte. “ Your Grace,”
said Jobn, '*here comes Mr. Banyen.”

It is St Paul's message to
Timotby; ¢ The cloak that [ left at Troas
with Carpus, when thou comest, bring with
thee; snd the books, especially the parch-
ments.’” * Well, your Grace,” replied
Bunyan, *“ it is allowed, I believe, by all,
thet Timothy was a bishop of the primitve
Chareh, and Paul, as all sgree, was a
travelling praecher. It occurs to me thai
this may have been designed in (uture days
to teach that in primitive times the bishops
were accustomed (o wait upon the travel-
ling preachers; whereas, in our day the
bishops ride io their coaches, and the
travelling preachers, like Paul, are * minded
to go afoot’”

And in the day of
retribution, he msy be made to lawent his
own influence on the rude seamsn whom he
bas bardened in blasphemy and impiety,
and who has sportied with abjections derived
by him at second-band from such writers,
while he figured among his illiterate sud
sdmiriog companions as the tarred/Volisire
or Paine of the forecastle and the round-
top, the merriest and boldest scoffer of the
crew.— Rev. W. R, Williams, D. D.

can be entrusted with its editorial control,
few can sceat out the libel which lurks in
slmost every communication, few can dis-
tinguish the report intended to please the
speaker instead of informing the nation, and
the letters writien to serve private interests
instead of public ends; still fewer who can
tell at a glance the kind of literary or
political material which will promote the
circulation of the journal,—in faet, a good
editor’s great difficulty is not as to what he
should put in, but what he should keep out
uf his columns. Successful ediiors have
net been great suthors, but men of good
common sense, and their good common
sense (has taught tbem to write but little
themselves, but to read, judge, select, dic-
tate, slter, and combine the writings of
others- — Chamber’s Journal.
