nations, when they are hostile to us, talk 
about our marvellous luck in the past and 
say that we cannot count upon it in the 
future. They say also that our Empire is 
a piece of bluff and would collapse if 
resolutely attacked. We keep up the 
appearance of strength with skilful diplo­
macy, with a cunning that we have ac­
quired through centuries of fraud ; but it 
is only an appearance, and deserves to he 
destroyed by the genuine strength of, 
say, Germany.

This view is the natural result of our 
own view that we have made the Empire 
ail ourselves, and the one error provokes 
the other. For it is quite dear that our 
Empire could not continue to exist unless 
the other Great Powers were content that 
it should do so; a combination of them 
«odd destroy it, and there would be a 
combination for so rich a prize 8 there 
eert not some good reason against it. 
That reason is not merely mutual jealous­
ies. It is that the British Empire has 
hitherto performed a useful function 
which could not be performed by any 
other Power in Europe, and has indeed 
grown in the performance of it It is per­
forming it once again in this war, and so

CHURCH SERVICES thage ; but as a matter of fact we are 
neither. If we were the modern Carthage, 
we should collapse at once ; if we were the 
modern Rome, we should be destroyed by 
a coalition such as Germany has now 
provoked against herself.

The Germans are enraged with us be­
cause we seem to them the most danger­
ous member of that coalition ; and that is 
a proof that our Empire is once again 
performing its proper European function 
and justifying itself to Europe. For we 
are fighting Germany now because she 
aims at supremacy in Europe ; and the 
function of the British Empire is always 
to oppose any nation which aims at that 
supremacy, and with her own peculiar 
power to make it impossible. That is so, 
not because we are more virtuous than 
any other nation, but because, being an 
island, we cannot be overpowered suddenly 
by an army organized for conquest unless 
we first lose command of the sea. We our 
have time to prepare against any swift 
blow at the liberties of Europe; and we 
do so because we see that it is also, in­
directly, a blow at our own. Napoleon, 
like Germany now, wished for peace with 
us while he was dealing with the Contin­
ent ; but we would not have peace with 
him, because we knew that after he had 
dealt with the Continent he would deal 
With us. And so it is with Germany now.
So long as Europe consists of independent 
nations, we have our island advantage in 
our relations with them. We are well 
situated to fight any present European 
nation at sea, but we should not be well 
■tuated to fight one that had command 
of all the ports facing us. We should 
then be only a small island opposed to a 
large one, an island that could not support 
itself against one that could. Therefore 
it is plainly our interest to prevent Eur­
ope from becoming such an island by 
conquest ; and it is also Europe’s interest 
that we should be powerful enough to 

* prevent it.
We should not have the necessary 

power if we had no possessions outside 
our own islands. We need great riches 
to maintain a supreme Fleet, and we 
could not have these without a world 
trade that only our Empire ensures to us. 
This supreme Fleet has been at one time 
or another a grievance to all the nations 
Of Europe ; and it would be an intolerable 
grievance if we ever tried to make our- 

r selves a supreme Power by means of it 
Then indeed the Germans would hâve a 
right to talk of our navalism as we talk of 
'ttir militarism ; and we should certainly 
’revoke a coalition against us such as 

they have provoked against themselves.
But at present the supremacy of our Fleet 
Means only this—that we have time to 
k™8 up ^ tlie reserve forces of our 

fc Empire against a sudden stroke at the 
** . liberties of Europe. It means that if any

nation chooses to forget her proper func­
tion as a nation and to organize herself 
for a war of conquest she will not have 
all the advantages of that previous organi­
zation when she comes to deal with us.

PROGRESS OF THE WAR

rpHE close of the week under review 
A ushered in the twelfth month of ac­

tive hostilities in the present war. The 
week witnessed fierce fighting at many 
points in the enormously extended battle- 
front ; and while the results were momen­
tous, and will have an important effect on 
future operations, nothing of a really de­
cisive nature transpired.

Great activity prevailed in the western 
theatre from the sea to Alsace, and the 
net result would appear to be to the ad- 

"Vantage of the Germans, though the 
several reports are at variance or are quite 
contradictory.

In the eastern battlegrounds the Rus­
sians seem to have made a stand at the 
extremities of their front, but to have re­
tired somewhat more in the centre, to the 
west of Warsaw. The capital of Poland 
seems to be in no immediate danger from 
the incursions of the " shameless Huns, ” 
though civilians are reported to be leaving 
the city in large numbers. It is fully ex­
pected by military experts that the Rus­
sians will soon recover their ability to 
withstand the drive of the Teutons, and 
to resume the offensive themselves. Rus­
sia is handicapped for the time by an in­
adequate supply of heavy guns and mun­
itions, and always by the lack of railways 
and other aids to mobility ; but time is on 
her side, and the spirit of her people is un­
quenched and determined upon ultimate 
victory.

In the Dardanelles campaign the Allies 
have gained considerable ground, and in­
flicted enormous losses on the Turks.
The end of the struggle is not in sight, Lomond, where dinner was served.

enemy. However, the close of the week 
saw the Allies in a much stronger position 
than at the beginning.

In the fighting along the Austro-Italian 
frontier the Italians made substantial 
gains at several points, especially in Aus­
trian territory on the Isonzo River. Re­
ports have been few and brief, but that 
the Italians have had the advantage seems 
to be beyond dispute.

The German submarine "blockade" was L ' • ARRESTS IN ELECTION CASE 
especially active during the week, several 
large vessels being included among the 
victims. One of the most stirring incidents 
of the whole war was the escape from be­
ing torpedoed by a German submarine, of 
the British steamer Anglo-Californian, 
cattle-laden from Montreal. The steamer 
was overhauled by the submarine off the 

^south coast of Ireland on Sunday morning,
July 4, and was subjected tç her gun and 
rifle fire at short range, but by skilful 
navigation avoided being torpedoed. The 
attack of the submarine lasted four hours, 
when it was terminated on the appearance 
of British destroyers. The Captain and 
eight members of the crew of the Anglo- 
Californian were killed and eight more 
seriously wounded. The steamer reached 
Queenstown Harbor the following morn­
ing. It is probable that the total tonnage 
of the ships which were victims of the 
submarines in the past week, was in ex­
cess of that of any week preceding.

The course of the war was varied by a 
naval engagement between German and 
Russian warships in the Baltic Sea. The 
Germans made an attempt to bombard the 
port of Windau, but were driven off by 
the Russians. The reports of the action 
are contradictory, but it is certain that a 
German mine-layer was driven ashore on 
the Island of Gothland, and a number of 
her crew were killed. Two large German 
warships were badly damaged, and one of 
their torpedo boats sunk ; and it is stated 
that one of their cruisers was sunk.

No notable change in the political hori­
zon took place during the week. The ex­
pected reply of Germany to the last note 
from America had not been transmitted, 
the delay being due, it is said, to a contro­
versy in progress among the German 
authorities as to the kind of reply to make.
The controversy has been made more in­
tense by the publication in Der Tag of an 
article by Admiral Von Truppel in which 
he counsels acquiescence in the American 
views and an abandonment of the sub­
marine attacks on merchant vessels. But 
his counsels may not prevail.

- £ While the week ended without signal 
advantage to either side, it left both sides 
in a position of great anxiety and uncer­
tainty. The next week may witq^ss some 
great undertakings, especially on the part 
di the central European powers.
