God Wwith
more profit by meeting people and
shaking hand@is, then for those people,
Tet hand shaking become a part of
public worship to be providea by the
church workers.

VINEYARD HAVEN, Mass., Oct. 13.
—The British schooner Demozelle of
Parrsboro, N. S., Capt. G. M. Morris,
from Guttenburg, N. J., for St. Ste-
phen; N. B.; with a cargo of 220 t}\ns of
coal, was sunk at the entrance to Vine-
yard Sound rearly today by’ collision
with, the barge . Harrisburg, and the
five men on board had barely time to
escape going down with her The Demo-
zelle was entering Vineyard.Sound with
a fresh breeze from the nerth and clear
weather, and the tug Teaser, Captain
Calhoun, was passing out through the
sound towing barges Harrisburg and
Horace A. Allyn, from Boston for Phil-
adelphia. Capt. Morris of the schooner
was at the wheel and one man was on
the lookout, the other three members
of the crew being below. The tug
passed the schooner all right, but, ac-
cording to the D’emozelle's captain, the
Harrisburg did not follow the course
of the tug and struck the schooner on
the starboard bow, cutting her down
so that she sank in five minutes. Those
on board had just time enough to cut
the yawl boat clear from the stern and
get into it before their vessel sank.
They saved none of their personal ef-
fects

They then boarded the Harrisburg
and later were brought to this port by
the "Peaser.

Is
hig violent denunciation of persons and
things due to his fervid convietion that
they are wrong, or to a desire to-adver-
tise his efforts and draw gz ‘crowd?

That the former ball player is de-
voted to his revival work and is not
seeking money only is proved by ‘the
fact that he abandoned a Jucrative vo-
cation to take up.

THE CENTRAL RAILWAY.

The Glohe and The Telegraph pub-
lish as an interview with the leader of
the Opposition a lengthy review of the.
Central Railway's financial history,
the conclusion of which - is that the
road since its beginning has cost the
pubtic $1,260,500, or, as Mr. Hazen cal-
culates, $20,000 a mile, This sum, he
Bays, is “sufficient to have constructed
e first class road from beginning to
end, eq-x'lpped JWith modern rolling
Btock.

Undoubtédly there has beén a great
deal of mismanagement in ‘connection
_with the construction and operation of
the road—the fact that the Govern-
ment had to step in and take it over
to save it from ruin and has had prac-
tically to-rebuild it is evidence of that.
But even taking Mr. Hazen's figures,
econditions are not nearly so bad as he
makes out. His own premises do not
nearly justify his conclusion.

According to Mr. Hazen there are 45
miles of road from Norton to CHipman,
15 from Chipman to Minto, and 9 miles
of branches, or 69 miles all told. The
total public money investéd, according
to his calculations, is: ;
Guarantee of bonds .. .. :$870,500
Dominion goverfiment subsidy... 70,000
Bubsidies paid on the construc-

tion of road from Norton to

Chipman ........

“ramg ..;1.260.500
nqldera ~less’ than
$20,000 ‘4’ $,500, to be exact “But
there appeara to. be a considerable
error of Mr. Hazen’s estimate of the
8ubsidies paid.” For the distance of

45 miles from Chipman to Norton, the
combined federal "and provineial sub-
sidies—$6,200 per mile—amount only to
$279,000,  or $41,0000 less than Mr.
Hazen’s ecalculations. This reduces the
cost per mile to about $17,700. Deéducting
from the total cost.the amount contri-
buted by the federal treasury, the cost
to the provinee is reduced to about
an even million, or about $14,500 per
" mile,

We cannot guarantee the corréctness
of this estimate. It is made solely on
Mr. Hazen's figurés and without any
consultation of the records, Probably
it is over, rather than under the actual
amount. But adcepting it as approx-
imate, the situation i8 this:—that the
province of New Brunswick is the ab-
solute owner of what is now a well-
built and fairly well-equipped rail-
road, serving a country of vast poten-
tial wealth which ensures it a profit-
able career, and has paid for this road
the sum of $14,500 a mile.

It is idle for Mr. Hazen to state that
“a first class road equipped with mod-
ern rolling stock” can be built for $20,-
000 per mile. There is not & railroad of
anything like the Central’s capacity
which has not cost more than this sum,
For the C. T, P, contract from Chip-
man to Moncton, now ‘under construc-
tion, the lowest tender was §20,000 a
mile for only the grading, ties and piers
—exclusive of rails, bridges or rolling
stock, A seciion of the C. P, R, =oon
to be buflt in Ontario is to cost $60,000
per mile. More of that road is bonded
to tho extent of $85.000 per mile, The

,bonds of the C. N. R. in Ontario are
‘gua.ranteed by the provincial govern-
ment to $20,000 per mile, it addition to
liberal subsidies; This provinee has
made as girts. to other railways and has
nothing to show for them, almost as
large amounts per mile as the sum for
which it hak bBought the Central thl-
way outright.

Ioyvén ivere Mr. Fazen's conelusions
corredt, it ‘could not fairly be cdlaimed
that the government has made a bad
bargain. As It is, there is no room for
Feasprnnhie douht that it has dona well
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To. Prepase. Lor such & situation ibei|.
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for the province—that the millfon this
-road has cost is more than represented
by the property as it stands. Ungques-
tionably ‘no stmilar road could be built
and equipped today for 814.500 per ml.".
or twice that'stm.

If there has been money lost since
the Central Railway was started, the
provinee does not stand today as the
loser. It has good value for every dcl-
lar it has put in, It has an xesllent
property, capable of great development,
bound to enrich the community which
it serves and to benefit the whole prov-
ince. But had the government tzken
Mr. Hazen's advice in the past, the
road would have been an mmsed and
useless monument to its lack of courage
and lack of faith in the country’s prog-
ress. .

KIPLING AND THE $TATESMEN.

Commenting rather iromically upon
Mr. Kipling's spesch at Victoria, B. C.,
in faver of exelndins Japanese immi-
.grants, The New York Sun ' reinarks
that British statesmen séem to furn a
deaf ear ‘to Mr. XKipling’s political
jingles.

THE CAUSE OF ?5 HE INFLUX.

The Dominfon immigration report
ghowing fhat the majority of the Jap-
anese - entering British Columbia have
been destined for the United States
rather takes the wind out’of Mr. Bor-
den’s repeated intimation that the in-
flux has been due to seeret negotiations
carried on by the Dominion govern~
ment through its agent, Mr. W.T. R.
Preston. The Ottawa Free Press
pointed out this tendency several days
ago, showing further that these
transients were under contract to the
Great Notthern, J. J. Hill's railway,
and contenied that Mr, Hill was using

‘Canada as a convenient back-door, be-

cause he knew that if he were to at-
tempt to land his immigrants at Seattle
they would be in danger: of physieal
violence. As to Mr, Preston’s alleged
connection with the Oriental influx,
The Free Press says that tkis much
abused individual is not now in, and
has not yet been to, Japan. He is now
in Hong Kong, at least that is his lat-
est postal dddress, and it is to be pre-
sumed that if he had moved on-to Ja-
pan hé would have notified the depart-
ment.
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BELIEF AND UNBELIET.

B
Teachers and preachers of religion,
and those other persons who intérest
themselves in the ancient quest for
light on the hidden mystery of human
origin and destiny, will find reading fo
their taste in the currént issue of theé
North American Review. In an article
from the pen of the late D. H. Cham-
berlain and a eriticism of the same by
Goldwin Smith, there is presented a
clear statement of two distinet and
prevalent tendencies in modern free
thought on religion and its problems.

Mr. Chamberlain prefaces his state-
ment by the assertion that he has béen
a lifelong conformist to the outward
forms of worship—he has been a con-
stant attendant at the religious serv-
ices of the standard churches of the
communities where he Nas resided or
been temporarily located. In the course
of thHe article there is the indication
that the writer has personally ' met
many of the leading preachers and
teachers of the day and that he has
carefully read &1l the works relating
to the subject of the Christian re-
ligion. He has been guided by three
conceptions:—the supremaey of hie In-
dividaal reaso or.- Himsélt; the vast
réalm of ‘Knofviedge tnknown to that
reason and mpnknowable by any power
it possessedjand the “all-embracing law
of evolutién,!” Guided by these, he has
come to an)utter unbelief in the af-
firmation, of religious faith. Most of
all—and this in the face of death—he
bhas found rest in the- thought that
death ends all. Moreover, he concludes
that he has received a genuine “moral
vplift Zrom ‘his unbelief. *“I feel that
my ‘moral sense and nature have been
uplifted, purified and strengthened by
any personal - conclusions,” In the
midst of his unbelief, he finds one rock
upon which to stand. The moral sonse,
itself the result of “an all-embracing
evolution devoid of determined purpose
and -destiny’’, 1is, for him, the au-
thoritative law of conduct, if not the
irnpulse to hope and fafith.

In a succeeding ,article, with equal
respect for reason, with a profound
sensc of the unknewn, though with less
certainty respecting :its unknowable-
ness; and with an equally frank recog-
nition of all scientific demonstration,
though vith more caution in the ac-
ceptane of the theories of scientists
as scientific faets, Mr, Goldwin Smith
approaches the same subject and ar-
rives at a radically different conclu-
sion. Hg examinés the argument with
which Mr, Chamberlain seeks to estab-
lish the reasonableness of his unhellef,
and he finds that argument inconclu-
sive and insuffielent. The position of
unbelief, he affirms, is admittedly not
desirable. Moreover, for the lover of
truth, it is not tenable until its argu-
ment is absoiute. Unbelief i{s not, in
th2 opinion of Mr. Smitlh, the refuge
from uncertainty, ‘‘The age ls big with
discoveries, psychical as well as physi-
cal. Old men cannot look for certainty;

{ they can only hope to dlé in hearty

allegiance 'to truth.”

In these tivo articles there appears to
be a statement of two significant mod-
ern tendencies. " There are those who
find the ordinary arguments fnconelu-
sive, the customdry apolofetié uneon-
vincing and who seek rélef from thelr
uncertainty in negations. There are
those, of whom Mr. Goldwin Smith is
a distinguished representative, whose
impulse for truth leads them to shun
both negations and affirmations when
made. on insufficient .and unconfirmed
evidence, and -who prefer to believe
that “things hoped for” will finally be-
come the certainties of a reasonable

faith. Stch men are, for this age,
among the most effective apologists of
the Christian religion. They, at least,

arrest the tendency to seéek an easy |-

escape from difficuit problems in flip-
pant or sweeping denials. .

BISHOP KINGDON.

Thé  Church of England in New
Brunswick -has lost in the death of
Bishop Kingdon a scholar of wide at-
tainments and a devoted shepherd, ear-
est and fafthful in the care of his dio-
cee and solicitous for the weifare of
every cormmmunicant; and the province
has lost a saintly man, whose gentle
dignity and quiet kindliness will long
be remembéred. During 'a quarter of &
century's service here he has exercised
in an unostentatious way, a powerful
influence for good, an influence which
will not end with his départure. Few
men réar for themselves a monument
more enduring than Bishop Kingdon
has made by his work in the - Church
and by his diligente as a student. :E‘ﬁe
remembrance of him as a gentleman
of the older fashion and a clergyman
of a high type will long be held in
the minds of those who have come into
cotitact with him, and his magnificent
library, how the possession of the
Church, will keep green his memory as
& scholar and a lover of books among
generations still unborn.

THE CENTRAL RAILWAY,
D el

An opposition organ traces ‘‘the
scandal of the Central Railway’’ back
to “the eighties,” when, it declares, the
construction of the road was scamped
by the building syndicate because it
had to rob the work for the benefit of
grafting - politicians. ‘Whether the
charge is true or fint we
bave no present means of
knowing. Certainly the road was
80 wretchedly built that it almost fell
to pieces after a few years' wear and
had praetically to be reconstructed after
ihe province took hold of it. But
whether the - government of the day
was responsible for this or not, we do
not know; nor are we disposed to waste
any worry over it Even if the oppo-
sition charge of graft twelve or fifteen
years ago be true, it has nothing more
to do with existing provincial political
conditions than the Pacific scandal has
to do with present day federal poli-
tics.

The syndicate which built the road
is non-existent today. Not one man
who was in the provincial government
at any time during ‘‘the eighties” is in
the government or even in politics to-
day.

MUGH INFORMATION
FROM SPEAKERS
1 Farmers' Institu @ Keetings Now Beiog

SHEDIAC, Oct. 15/—The Farmers' In-
stitute of this place was visited Satur-
day evening by J. Standish, V. 8., and
F. E, Sharp, delegates sent out by the
Department of Agriculture at Freder-
icton. The attendance was large and
a keen interest was manifested. The
chair was occupled by Mr. Friers, vice-
president of the institute.

The first speaker introduced was F.
E. Sharp of Midland, Kings Co., who
spoke upon the subject of Sofl Cultiva~-
tion and Rotation of Crops. His ides
was that the land should not be plow-
ed too deep, should all be turned, not
cut and covered, and that it was un-
wise to bring the sub-soil to the stirs
face of the land, as it did not contaln
any humus, which is so necessary for
the growing crops. He einphasized the
néed of a proper seed bed and dwelt at
length upon the bHest methods of secur-
ing the safie. In fixing & rotation he
advised the farmeérs to make sure of
two things, one was a Hoe crop to en-
gure the eradication of weeds, and the
othér was a good stand of clover to

plow down to Sectre plenty of humus

for the sofl,

Dr. Standish of Walkerton, Ont., was
the last speaker, He spoke at length
upon the Breeding and Feeding of
Horses, He recommended the breeding
only from the very best of whatever
breed any one might desire to raise.
He thought the farmer was safer in
raising draft horses. than the lighter
breeds, as they were useful earlier in
life on the farm, and did not require as
great skill to educate, while. the light
horse was never of much use on the
farfn, and required great skill to edu-
cate In order to make the animal valu-
able.

For feeding he recofmimended a good
guantity of hay, a large percentage of
which should be clover, some oat straw,
roots and a reasonable allowance of
grain, probibly oats with a small
quantity of flax seed.

The meeting broke up at a late hour
and was considered one of the best in-
stitute meetings ever held in this place.

He showed by actusal
experiments which had been carried on
at Guelph that farmers could increase
the production of thelr field ¢rops at
least 25 per cent. by careful selection of
the large and prolific seeds. If far ers
would take more pains in the selection
of grains they use for seeds they would
not be called on as often as they think
to make a change in the grains they
use.

THE HAGUE, O¢t. 14—Four months
expiréd today sine¢e the first meeting of
the second peacé conference and for the
past 122 days representatives of all.the
civilized states in the world have been
working® heire with little practical or
immediate results, although they have
perhaps: started in motion a plan
whereby - there. will ‘be created a new
Utopia, namely, the dwelling of.all
countries inscémmon peace and unity.
At the last moment a little incident
threatened to upset the comparative
harmony which has reigned among the
delegates throughout the entire confer-
ence., In the report made by _ James
Brown Scott, of the American delega-
tion proposing the establishment of a
permanent court of arbitration, as at
first presented to the eommittee,. it was
set- forthe that, the court should be
“pased on the judicial equality of the
states.”

This phrase'is omitted in the report
for discussion by ihe plenary sitting
,and the Latin-Amerjcan delegates com-
plain that its suppression alters the
fundainental basis of the whole project
and attribute the act to bad faith. Mr.
Scott explains that the phrase was not
included in' the draft of the préject
stubmitted to: the examination of tlic
committee, but that it was inserted by
mistake in the report submitted ‘to the
committee on arkitration. The mistake
was  then expl ed, and when: they
voted the delegates were aware that
its presence was, an €rror. ;

CONCERTED EFFORT BEGUN TO
ELIMINATE ORIENTAL LABOR

s e ——

SPOKANE, Wash., Oct, 15.—“If the
people of the middle Western, Eastern
and Southern States could realize the
important ~ questions of the Oriental
probleni as they present themselves on
the Pacific Coast ‘and' in the Puget
Sound country, I am firmly of the be-
lief they would eo-operate with us in
shutting out the brown men as labor-
ers to compete against the whites.”

A. E. Fowler, secretary of the Japan-

ese-Corean Exclusion League, said this’

in the eourse of an interview, in which
he outlined the organization's plans in
the movement to banish the Orientals
from the United States and Canada.
He said ‘thé league is partly supported
by laboring men and that its province,
now covering Washington, Tdaho, Ore-
gon, Montana and British-Columbia, is
to be extended eastward until the At-
lantic Coast is reached. He added:—
“A representative delegation will be
sent to Washington, D. C., next winter
to lay the question before ‘Congress, if
the league does not succeed in carrying
out its purpose before the national leg-
islature meets. I believe, however, that
by the beginning of next year every
Oriental, will ,be out of the country.
The league is taking advantage of the
sentiment against them in the Pacific
Northwest, and since the recent out-
breaks in Bellingham and in*Vancouver
much has been done to promote the
movement. _All the émployers of for¥

el.g'n\‘labor in the Western citles \\'ill_

be asked to sign a pledge not to hire
the Mongolians, and it is through this
medium that we hope to drive out the
aliens, and, because they ‘can not se-
cire employment, the Japanese neces-
sarily must return to their own coun-
try..” : 4

Fewler said the Puget Sound country
will be made the common centre for the
horde of 100,000  Japanese seeking to
displace white labor east of the Rocky
Mountains, and he expressed the belief
that every Oriental on the Pacific
Coast will be compelled to return tothe
Orient within a year. No bodily injury
will beé offered, but he asserts that the
pbrown men must go, as the Exclusion
League is’ determined to eject the yel-
low peril from the western part of the
United' States, adding:— :

“Jt is estimated  there are 100,000
Japanese on the Pacific Coast, and

practically all are armed and prepared ,
for resisting any attempt to drive them H
out Wy force. Because of this feature
of the situation I class them as barbar«
ians,  and emphasize the declaration
that this country belongs to the white
man, that the presence of a different
people here is ‘detrimental to the pro=
gress of both races, and that for scien=
tific and sociological reasons the Orien=
tals must be expelled.”

Fowler declared that the people off
the United States do not desire cheap |
civilization, which is a class of bar=|
barism, and, he added, a question |
which affeets every craft on the coast,
and it is Tor the working people 10
solve. He characterized the statement
that cheap labor must be imported to '
develop the resources of the country as |
a platitude and a sophistry, and not !
worthy of consideration.

As a basis for his argumenf in favor !
of Oriental exclusion Fowler points out
that wars are caused by the various
peoples trying to better their condition, |
and, he went on, the first great fights
were between savage tribes who were
after the same hunting grounds; that
these disagreemeiits were the cause of /
,wars ‘between tribes, and finally be- 1
tween nations. Every such migratory
movement took place, however, as the .
result-of man looking for something to
eat. . . o

Climatic and - biological conditions?
have determined the racial characteris
tics of a people, he said, citing as an:
instance the fact that the Spaniards:
had e¢hanged when they went to South
America. This change had a deteriorat-
ing effect upon the Spaniards, however,
and the same has been the case wher=
ever races of people hawe migrated to
different zones. Thus the Mongolians
and Hindus who came to this country,
must neceSsarl}y deteriorate; and, in

_so doing, they ‘must have a detrimen=

tal effect upon civilization.

BOSTON, Mass., Oct. 15.—The ballot

law commission in its investigation of
the recent Democratic state convention
at Springhill, at which" two ~ tickets

OTTAWA, Oct. 13—Hon. R.  W.
Scott, Secretary of State, has received
a telegram from Dr. Munro, Dominion
immigration agent at Vancouver,
showing that of the total number of
arrivals of Japanese immigrants in
Canada this year to date less than
one thousand came direct from Jagpan
and remained in this country. AN teld,
the number of Japanese arrivals pro-
vided with passports was about three
thousand. Three-quarters ‘of tnese
came from Honolulu or ware (estined
for United States points. The ramein-

vided with passports made out in due”
form by ‘the Japanese government, al-
lowing emigration direet {n Cunada.
As this number is only slightly in ex-
cess of a total of 600 per year al-
lowed under an understanding with
Japan when the treaty with Canada
came into foree, it is apparent that the
Japanese government is not depart-
ing to any great extent at best, from
that tacit agreement respecting limita-
tion of immigration. The real cause
of the agitation in British' Columbia
against Japanese immigration seems,
therefore, to Have beéen due sto the
fnflux from Honolulu and since the
influx fronr this source has now prac-
tically ceased, for the present at any
rate, the feeling in the west should
be comparatively quiet by publication
of the aboVve figures.-

W. 1. Mackenzie King, Deputy Min-
ister of ILabor, who leaves for Van-
couver tomorrow, will deal only with
claims of Japanese residents there for
compensation. for losses incurred dur-
ing recent riots. The claims of Chinese
residents, amounting to about $23,000,
are being forwarded to the Canadian
government via the Imperial goyern-
ment. They were submitted through
the Chinese embassy in Washington,
Mr. King, an attache of the embassy
there, having gone  to Vancouver to
prepare a statement. The government
here will deal with the Chinese claims
when they are received.
