‘I'he mew system of operation is now
ready to start up at the Le Roi mine.
Whe vast pile oi machinery which has
been put into place during the past twelve-
month will shortly commence 16 work to-
gether so that an enormous reduction will
be caused in the cost of mining. Mining
and development together will in future,
just as soon as the system has come into
general working order all over the mine,
not cost more than $3.25 per ton. This is
of course, speaking of the mine in ordi-
pary condition and not where the devel-
ment has been allowed to run behind from
one cause or another. As this state of
things is mot the cas. upon the Le Roi
it may therefore be neglected as a factor

“done. 'Ihere have been erected three bat-
teriés of boulers, each of 1z3-horse-power,
and working at that pressure of steam.
Hach battery comsists of thre¢ boilers, so
that the total nominal capacity of 1,135
horse-power is obtained. In addition to
these, there are two Heine safety boilers,
whose horse, power is equal to as much
more when worked at the pressure per-
missible, which in the case of the last
mamed, ranges from 150 to 175 pounds per
square inch. ‘I'hese two boilers alone
are capable of supplying sufficient horse
power to run two 40-drill compressors.
. hen all the boilers are running together,
under the same pressure of steam, 125
pounds to the square inch, the horse pow-
«r available is 1,950. All these batteries
are placed by themselves in a separate
building, from which swcam pipes are
passed into the compressor building about
200 feet away. 'I'he compressor building
itself has been enlarged and a second
compress~r of the same power, 40 dills,
has bten essembled and is 1n working
order. In addition to' this another com-
pressor of the same size, which, however,
will be worked oy an 8uw-forse-power
electric motor, - is being erectad onthe
Nickel Plate, a haif-mile away. The com-
pressed wr pipe from this plant connects
with that from®the other two compres-
sors ‘and the connection is so arranged
that the first call for power will be upon
the -electrical eompressor, which will thus
ve always worked up to its full capacity.

I'ne nominal power of these plants is
120 drills, but as they are not being work-
«ed synchronously, the actual number of
drills that can be worked is nearer 160.
‘'he power is, tnerefore, more than will
be required by the Le Roi itself, even un-
der the conditions of the increased out-
put, and there is sutlicient to supply the
subsidiary properties of the Hossland

Ag the ore descends,
impelled by gravity through the mill, it is
segregated into smaller and smaller por-
tions until at last one part is ground into
small powder and is ready for the assay
oftice. ‘I'his is situated close ati hand and
is fitted up with the most modern 1mprove-
ments with a staff of men' attached who
are capable of dealing with all the ore
thus sampled. It will be seen that the
ore in this manner is thoroughly sampled
in‘the most efficient marmer possible and
one that is empsoyed by all smelters in
buynig ore.

After passing through the sampling mill,
which is run by a second electric motor,
tho ore falls into a bin whence it is drawn
off into the buckets of and endless tram-
way. This aerial tramway is provided with
27 buckets. These descend the hill in end-
less procession, the weight of the filled
buckets hoisting those emptied; to the
massive ore bin over the railway track.
As the buckets reach the lowest part of
the tramway they are passed around an
eight-foot ‘horizotnal wheel, tipping in the:
act of passing around, and are discharged
into the ore bin dtself. Hence they are
drawn off into the :aflway tracks and
taken down to the smeiter 16 miles away
and are there tipped into the ore bins of
the smelter whence the ore is taken to
the roasting heaps and the proccss of re-
duction started.

This is succinctly the process but it
must be understood that in connection
with the main portion of the plant there
are numerous subsidiary details which
themselves run into. much money, but
which are really an almost indispensable
part of the whole.

A New Reeofd for Ore Shipments
Made Last Week.

——

84 TONS SENT TO SMELTER

Good Showings of Ore in the Green Meuntain
and Evening Star—Cost of Extracting Ore
at the Le Roi to be Reduced—Other Notes
of loterest.

The practical completion of the new ore
sbipping process by means of machinery
from the le Roi mine is, when under-
stood in all its bearings, a wonderful
piece of news for this camp. The expense
of mining was last year $5.30 per ton ex-
tracted, including all expenses and devel-
opment. This will now be reduced to
$3.25 per tom, or a net saving on the old
cost of $2.05. As the mine wuas paying
on the old cost upwards of 15 per cent. it
will be gathered thgt-f’ m the mnewer,
figures a far better.interest will be able
to be paid. Also it will now be posai
to get a reasonable profit out of even $8
rock.

1t is apparent ‘that the saving on mining
expenses have now gome as far as 1t can
well go with the class of rock prevailing
in this camp. The next step is to reduce
the smelter chargé. Undey the present cir-
cumstances the product of the smelter, the
matte, containg 50 per .ent. of impurities.
On the impurities, as on the metal itself,
a heavy freight rate .s charged on its
journey to the east. If this freight charge
could becut out by the establishment of a
smelter in the Kootenays, say at Bonning-
ton Kalls, which is eclaimed by experts
in the question as a feasible proposition,
a great reduction could be made in this
direction. This would mean that proper-
ties such as the Mascot, which possess
immense quantities <. .,ow-grade ore,
wouly immediately jump to the front as
shipfing mines of some magnitude.

In conjunction with the statement made
by the management of the Le Roi-that
the expense of mining will be so materi-
ally reduced it is ineeresting to learn
that the abnormal rates which prevailed
on the Centre Star during the past year
will also be-reduced to: a figure which
will be below that of"'tpe,{)g:;aﬁ T
$5.30. Theseiabnormal rates were  caused
by the extra &qmt of development which
had to be accomplished to make up for

$15,597.50. The sale came off, when, ac-
cording to the Nelson Miner, the ground
was sold to John Elliott, barrister, who
is' understood to have represented the
Bank ‘of ‘Montreal.

That wet crushing and dry crushing
mills and cyaniding plants will, in many
instances, give way to smelters is obvious
%o those who bave a knowledge of the
ecent improvements that have been made |-
in the reduction of ores by the fire process.

Under favorable conditions, where the ore y

«arries no base metals to interfere with
the saving of the gold, the stamp mill
is the best and cheapest method. When,
however, the ore carries considerable base
and requires roasting in order to get rid
of the iron, antimony, arsenic, lead, cop-
per or other rebellious metals, and where,
even then all of these cannot be eliminat-
ed by the action of fire before going into
the pans or over the plates, smelting is
the more economical process of the two.
When ore is rebellious and to a certain
extent resists the action of cyanide‘ and
the loss is from 10 to 25 per cent, and
where the cost of eayniding is high, smelt-
ing should be resorted to.

‘The British Columbia inland Board of
t'rade recently ‘addressed an inquiry to
The Miner &s to the mimmum cost of
smelting. It had bee. stated that the
cost of miring, tramsportation and smelt-
ing had been accomplished as low as $5
per ton. Under exceptionally favorable
circumstances it is possible that $5 per ton
would cover the cost of these several op-
erations. We believe that there is no ore
in British Columbia hai dled cheaper than
that extracted from thne Knob Hill and
the Uld lronsides. The ore is taken from
near the surface from exceptionally wide
veins. It is claimed that the cost of
mining under such conditions is but $2
per ton. 'I'ne ore is transported from
Phoenix to .the Granby smelter for 60
cents per ton. The ore is of such a
character that it does mnot have- to be
roasted. 1t does not require fluxes, as it
1s self-luxing. 1t is put through the
smelter at a cost of $1.90 per ton. The
process of smelting at the Granby plant
18 not costly because the ore does not have
to be roasted, no fluxes are used, cheap
water power is used instead of 'steam
and the ore is handled automatically by
devices which do away with considerable
manual labor. Add 50 cents for inciden-
tals and this gives $5 as the cost of ‘min-
mng and swmelting. Mr. 8. H. C. Miner,
the president of the (ranby Smelting com-
pany and the chief spirit ‘of the Knob
Hill and Old Sxousides, stated in August,
1899, at a dinner given to him in Grand
Korks by the citizens of that city, that he
thought he-would be able to mine, trans-
port and smelt ore that went over $5 to
the ton at a profit, and it seems that he

‘I'he reports of the management of 'the
Le Koi to the officers of the }company in
London have shown that the cost' ot
mining, smelting and transportation of the
ore of that mine has been $8 per :ton.
‘I'his inecludes all the incidental .expenses,
cuch 45 advamee work, clerical worky Su-
‘perintendence. With the new plant, which
1s being put into use, it is claimed that
‘a cut of at least 25 cents pef ton can be
made and the cost of mining, transporta-
tion and smelting in the future will ber
as follows: Mining, $3.25 per ton; trans-
portation, 50 cents per ton; smelting, $
per ton. 'L'hig makes a. total of $7.75.

Death must have come at once. ftearng
the noise of the explosion the compan-
wns of the deceased to the spot
end picked up the faillen form of their
tate fellow worker. Life was already ex-
tinct. The was brought to the sur-
face and taken down to the undertaking
cooms of Messrs. Lockhart & Jordan,
where burial will await instructions from
the relatives of the deceased, who reside
in Howlett, a small town in Ontario, not
far from London. :

A Kamloops Project for the Cure of Tu-
berculosis—Some Statistics.

There is at the present a ‘project on
foot at Kamloops for the establishme:
there of a hospital or sanitamium .for the
cure of tuberculosis. This disease has beer
recognized as the chief scourge of the Cau-
casian race, especially where the habitat is
in the colder parts of the temperate zone.
There are several conditiong which go to
make up a fitting climate for the cure of
this dread disease, one of which seems to
be pure air. In ‘fact this seems to be
the great desideratum. As a matter of
fact the fame of Kamloops as u place
where the fitting conditions of climate do
prevail has become more or less noised
abroad throughout the province ond many
patients have been treater there with very
successful resuits. At a recent meeting
of the B. C. Inland Board of Trade a
health commiitee was appointed to en-
quire into the facts of the case and re-
port to the board. An interium report has
teen eupmitted and is much in| favor of
the idea and says in substance that with-

tout the existence of a--Banitariom :the

many patients suffering 'from tuberculdsis
constantly coming to Kamloops cannot be
properly treated.

‘The health committee also reported that
the statistics of sanitaria showel that
great benefit was derivea irow the :ival
ment. Taking the cases of the Muzkoka
ganitarium reporting on cases
of incipient stages 'of the disease
treated for the thres  months,
two were cured and nine improved. For
a four months’ period of ‘14 cases, 13 were
cured and two materially benefited. For
advanced cases 'a percentage of 61 were
cured with three months’ treatment and
77 on a four monthe’ residence. Even
when the cases were far advanced the
cures went as high as 31 per cent. for
three months, and 61 for four i1onths.

These figures show what can be done
by samitarium treatment to abate this aw-
ful scourge. Going further, the health com-
mittee taking their stand on high medical
authority, declare that the climatic condi-
tions of Kamloops are such that they are
superior to anything in the Dominion and
equal to any on the continent. There have
been many caseg treated in Kamloops dur-
ing the past eight years and though the
air and ground should on that account be
impregnated with the bacilli of tubercu-
losis the climate is such that the bacilli
will not _live, as-is shown by the fact that
there -bave not been any+cases of:this
disease indigenous to the locality.

Frings formed a member of tise
cast army of gold seek:r:” whicn vainly
sttempted to reach the Yukon district
sarough the impe'nﬂ"n';l-- mot 123us, IMry
muskegs and un-navigable rivers of the
Mackenzie basin. One or two solitary
indwiduals, it is true, managed to over-
come the enormous natural barriers, and
struggled into Dawson ehattered and
proken in health. The BEdmonton trail
and water routes can almost be traced
pv human bones, dismantled boats and
standoned outfits. M. FPrings, bowever,
is not altogether discouraged by his try-
ir, eyperiences in/the Arctic circle, w#
mrpowes veeking his fortune anew. I:v-
. s stay here he is perfecting the
details of another northern journey, which
zomises to be even more adventurous
and perilous than his previous trip. He
intends to orgamize a party to visit the
northern extremity of the continent. He
will, however, journ€y via Bering sea
10 the Arctic ocean. East of Point Barrow
along the shore that stretches to the
mouth of the Mackenzie river he hopes
10 be successful in discovering beach dig-
zings that will surpass the. finds of Cape
Nome.

Mr. Krings started out from Edgpon-
ton June 15, 1899, awnd Jid wot return
to civilization unti]l sentembir 5f-the sul-
lowing year. “My first step,” said bhe,
was to order a Peterboro steam launch,
equipped with a ‘steel tubular boiler of
12 horse power capacity. The ‘ittle crait,
which had a comfortable cah’a, was for
warded to Edmonton by rail, and thence
transported, with outfits, by seven teams
overland, a distance of 100 miles, to
Athabaska Landing.

The rear man carried a 2ornet,
whose occagional blasts warned us not
to become too widely separated.

“I'his little exploring trip occupied

to our starting point. There was then
no other alternative than to make prep-
arations for the approaching winter. We
buit a shack, pitched a tont, and 1e-
moved our steamer and barge to a place
where they could not Dpossibly be cam-
aged by the floating ice. The winter
paaseq pleasantly enough, though Iite
sometimes got aime idavabla. We
read, and reread the same books, and
told the sume yarns with painful itera-
tion.

“I'he cold wus very intense, the ther-

below zero. Our food had to be eaten
hot off’ the stove, or it would freeze
immediately. As a diyersion I dewoted a
number of hours every day to the study
of French, and before summer attained
no little proficiency in the language. The
country - abounds with game, but is so
trackless thiat we rarely ventured far
from the. shack for fear of being lost.
Often during the dreary .winter months
we were visited by wandering hands of
Indians, the biggest thieves I ever heard
of. We kept a close watch, but this did
not prevent them from making several
good hauls.

“In midwinter two members of our
party, McNulty and Smith, quitted us and
hexded across- country for the Klondike.
intending to descend via. the Stfewart
river. They were well equipped with
grub and had severaf dog teams. I think
they got through, as.I learned later that
they were met by another party at a point
where the- route to Dawson was compar-
atively easy.

“On July 10, when the ice had broekn
up, we started to retrace our steps. After
reaching - the Mackenzie we abandoned
our barge truck and started up stream,
making progres at the rate of tw) miks
an hour. At Resolution a priest ghowed
us’ some rich looking specimens of galena
which had been given him by an Indian.
The samples, we were informed. had come
from a point on Great Slave lake. We
started on a side trip of 50 miles to the
spot ,where we found that we had been

preceded by another Klondike outfit.
We however staked a claim apiéce. The
samples when assayed did' not give very
high values. Then I sd'd the steamer
to a trader, and we took passage on a
freight barge back to Athabasca Land
ing, which was reached ~f~» an absence
of about 15 months. My experience ost
me more than $6,000.”

Mr. Frings added that he met a survey
party at.Athabasca Landing returnimg to

sem vy, whom they picked up on .he
Finlay ‘rviver. Thelr story was to ine
efi vt that”they. saw a “board nailed ‘o
a tree on the bank with the words HE).P
and rags of colored blankets to draw
attention.

While smeRling costs more than crarid-
ing, the increased saving of the values
when Republic ores are miexd with tne
sulpaide ores of the Boundary will more
than offset the other conditions.

$19,000 for:Vancouver drill hall, $20,000 for
Rossland public building, $17,000 ‘for New
Westminster public building, $15,000 for
Nelson#and §11,000 for* Kamloops. There
is $153,000 required for building a tele-
graph line between British Coiumbia and
the Yuken.

The Rossland public building will pro-
vide accommodation for the postoffice, cus-
tom house and exeise departments.

The Crow’s
Nest compeny canmot @t present supply
the smelters of ‘British Columbia with
coke: Yet they go elschwhere and sell
their product at a less profit and yet
it ig clearly established that within a
very short time the entire product of
the Crow’s Nest Mines could find a mar-
ket at the British ‘Columbia smelters.
"The next move in Mr. Hill’s game is to
get a railroad down to the boundary line,
shut off completely British Columbia’s
coke supply, and compel the mine own-
ers of this country to have their ores
treated at American smelters. Will the
people of British Columbia stand that
gort of thing? Will the federal govern?-
ment be so foolish as to grant that char-
ter?
