TORONTO, Ont., Feb. 20—Alleg­

ing that his two daughters were pun­

A. Ashton for $5,000 damages and he 
also seeks at Osgoode Hall an order 
to change the place of trial from 
Brantford to Simcoe.

Miller, who lives on the Reserve 
says that Major Ashton has a large 
family connection and that he is re­
lated to prominent and well connected 
families in Brantford. Under these 
Circumstances, according to Miller, 
at Indian coulcfnot get a fair trial in 
Brant County.

Miller, alleges that Ruth and Hazel 
Millier were assaulted and punished 
in August last by having their hair cut 
off, thus sustaining injury and disfig­
urement. In the same month, Miller 
says, Ruth was imprisoned iti a dun­
geon and served with bread and wat­
er for three days, and Hazel was con­
fined to a room on simple diet. He 
charges, too, that Ruth was cruelly 
whipped on the bare back, 
complains of stale food, separated 
milk, wormy oatmeal and spoiled 
meat.

Miller says Major Ashton did these 
things personally or instructed others

The Defence.
In his statement of defence, Major 

Ashton denies the assault, but says 
that the defendants attempted to es­
cape more than once, besides commit­
ting other acts against the regula­
tions. If any punishment was meted 
out, it was in pursuance of the regu­
lations to prevent 'escape and for their 
own good. The food was of good qual­
ity and the same as that suplied to 
the other pupils.

“We brought action in Brant 
County,” said J. M. Godfrey, “and 
they said that feeling was so 
strong they could not get a fair 
trial in Brantford. Then the 
venue was changed to Norfolk, 
and in the town of Simcoe my cli­
ent was given $1500 damages. 
Now Norfolk having gone 
against them, they want to go 
back to Brantford.”

“The only feeling in Brantford 
now,” remarked the defendants’ 
lawyer, “is one of indifference.”

“Ï think that the venue should 
be changed to Brantford,” said 
the Master. “The witnesses are 
there, and the preponderance of 
convenience rests with Brant­
ford.”

Mr. Godfrey strenuously op­
posed ,the suggestion that Miss 
Meredith should be compelled to 
increase the security for costs de­
posited with the court. “The se­
curity should not be increased,” 
urged Mr. Godfrey. “My client 
cannot put up more money, and it 
must not be forgotten that she 
did obtain judgment and damages. 
The Court of Appeal merely de­
cided that the actions should not 
have been joined.”

“We could tax our costs at 
$600,” argued the defendants’ 
counsel, “and if we abandoned the 
actions you wouldn’t get costs at 
all.”

NEW YORK, Feb. 17.—Thomas A 
Edison, celebrating his sixty-seventh 
birthday on Wednesday said he is go­
ing to give Podunk grand opera for 
ten cents. “Wait till I get my movies 
fixed the way I want them,” he said 
to a reporter; and he added that when 
he finished, the big diamond horse­
shoe in the Metropolitan would not 
have all the grand opera 
Forty-foot screens with three or four 
hundred people on the operatic stage 
were mentioned. “The voices and 
the action, with perfect reproduction 
of the orchestra and all the stage 
decorations and fine costumes, are 
what we’re going Jo have,” said Mr. 
Edison. “We’ve bàrely started on 
moving pictures.’

15 Hours Daily Work
Mr. Edison has cut his working 

day down to fifteen hours, beginning 
at half-past eight iri the morning and 
continuing until twelve at night. He 
explained that this was a concession 
to Mrs. Edison, who objected to his 
working longer. “She cut down my 
work hours,” he declared with a 
smile. “When a man is as young as 
I am and has Kis head cram full of 
ideas, he doesn’t need to sleep more 
than five hours; and I’m getting Mrs 
Edison trained in^so that she doesn’t 

than five or six hours 
sleep and nine or ten ounces of food 
in a day. Most people eat too much. 
I live on ten ounces of food myself, 
eating whatever I want but not very 
much of it.”

Mr. Edison looks not one day older 
than he has for years past. He is 
deaf, as he has been since boyhood; 
but this does not prevent him from 
“playing,’ as he puts it, with al! 
sorts of instruments and inventions 
for the transmission and preservation 
of sound. His hair is growing whie- 
er, but the wrinkles stay away from 
his broad forehead and his clean­
shaven face still bears the ruddy c’of- 
or of youth.

Retired from active business, Mt.

Visiting Jerusalem last year, he was 
horrified by the insanitary conditions, 
due largely to the want of any public 
waterworks, and by the general pre­
valence of disease and starvation, 
though the site of the city is so fair 
upon a hill.

Water is a scarce article in Jerusa­
lem, what is drunk being kept in 
cisterns under lock and key. Pump­
ing stations are to be provided, if Mr 
Straus’ plans work out, to raise the 
water from its plentiful sources in the 
region around. He has already es­
tablished a board of health, and soup 
kitchens which feed over 300 people 
daily and has in view a social survey 
for bringing Jerusalem up to date.

What a wail should go up from 
mediaeval enthusiasts like Mr. Ches­
terton over the modernizing of Jeru­
salem. It might seem like the end of 
alt things to clean the beggars off the 
streets, substitute hospitals for the 
pool of Siloam, vaccinate against 
typhoid and war against malarial 
mosquitoes.

BRITISH COLONIZATION.

In the recent book by Mr. Cory on 
“The Rise of South Africa” (Long­
mans), an account is given of the 
early British settlers in that country. 
Though the English took the land 
from the Dutch in 1806, it was not till 
1820 that anybody came from Britain 
outside of the official establishments.

The reason why 4,000 settlers sud­
denly went to the Cape in 1820 lay in 
th^,djfti£5s ,pf tfc.fi English «mnssPA 
after the Napoleonic wars. Heavy 
taxation, the corn laws, the general 
introduction of machinery and' the 
factory system had combined to! 
spread suffering and even starvation 
over England. Agitation and rioting 
arose in various cities as well as in 
rural districts. The British Parlia­
ment, accordingly, voted £50,000 to 
assist settlers to go to South Africa, 
which seemed to be a pleasant, un­
occupied country, with an easy cli­
mate. Each man being promised a 
grant of 100 acres on easy terms, ev­
entually a motley crowd was landed in 
South Africa, about one-third con­
sisting of respectable persons, two- 
thirds rather otherwise, “low in mor­
als or desperate in circumstances.” 
Naturally, it took this crude assort­
ment some time to settle into 
order and prosperity, though they 
were well placed on good land.

An interesting thing about this 
original colonization of South Africa, 
is that it was simply forced on the 
settlers. Much has been said of the 
British genius for colonization, and 
certainly Englishmen and Scotchmen 
have succeeded equally with Irishmen 
or the Portuguese as colonists. But 
Britons as well as others love their 
home and hate to leave it. It took 
religious persecution to settle the 
American colonies, starvation set 
South Africa a-going, and everybody 
knows how New South Wales got 
its start. But once driven into for­
eign parts, the man of Britain or of 
Erin makes good, holds right on, and 
persuades his friends to come and 
join him in success.

I OTTAWA, Feb. 20.—Hon. Frank 
Oliver has put it on record that he is 
a protectionist until the tariff diverg­
encies of the Liberal party in the 
Commons are still further defined.

“I am a protectionist,” shouted the 
member for Edmonton last night in 
the course of a heated argument f« r 
free wheat.

“Since when?” asked J. A. M. Aik- 
ins, of Brandon.

“Always,” said Mr. Oliver witn 
vehemence, and the Conservative 
side wrapped their desks.

It was about the most interesting 
moment that sprung up on the ques­
tion of ocean-going freight rates dur­
ing consideration of estimates of 
Hon. George Foster's department.

Mr. W. F .MacLean raised the 
question and asked if it was heir.g 
considered by, the Dominion com­
mission and Mr. Foster replied in the 
affirmative.

Mr. MacLean criticized this han 1- 
ling of the question. The ocean rate 
pool was one of the worst combines 
of the dead. It consisted largely of 
the three water combines. They were 
guilty, he asserted, of “conspiracy 
against the people of Canada.” Pa’- 
liament had jurisdiction over them 
and should assert it.

Mr .Foster stated that the govern­
ment had not divested itself of on * 
tittle of its power, in referring to this 
question to the Dominion’s commis­
sion. The report would he ready the 
end of this year or the first of nc • t.

Hon. Frank Oliver also criticized 
the Government for not dealing with 
this problem.

Mr. Foster replied by pointing our 
that the late government had djillv- i 
dallied with the question. In tqio the 
late Chairman Mabce had advised the 
establishment of a joint commission 
by Canada and Great Britain to con­
trol ocean rates. This report had 
been sent to the secretary of state 
for the colonies, but after that, in 
spite of three despatches from Mr. 
Harcourt, the late government had 
done nothing.

“I might say that in iqii we were 
too busy.” began Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

“Too busy to look alter the far ;i- 
ers.” interrupted Mr. Foster.

“The farmers have told us again 
and again to give them the American 
market for their wheat. That is the 
best way of dealing with this 
tion.” replied Sir Wilfrid.

“They were very busy in iqt r.“ 
said Mr. Foster, “busy looking af er 
the farmer's votes, but 
freight rates.

CANADA’S STEEL INDUSTRY!
Monetary Times: An authoritative 

estimate says that during the resent 
year Canada will make nearly i ,000,- 
000 tons of steel, which is more than 
the United States produced in 1879, 
Prior to 1902 Canada made -very little 
steel. The output advanced from 26,- 
084 gross tons in 1901 to 182,037 gross 
tons in 1902. Five years later, in 
1907, it had reached 646,754 tons, and 
five years later still, in 1912, it in­
creased to 853,031 tons, the largest 
output in its history.

Mr. R. Hobson, vice-president and 
general manager of the Steel Com­
pany of Canada, says of the outlook 
in the steel industry:

“At the beginning of January the 
outlook for the iron and steel busi­
ness for 1914 had anything but a rosy 
appearance, but day by day there 
signs of renewed confidence, „mch 
is evidenced by the fact that the mak­
ers of steel in the United States 
gradually advancing their price.

have as large a business during 1914 
as we had from the middle of 1912 to 
the middle of 1913, the demand for 
our .product is going to be satisfac­
tory, and we have to remember that, 
as a rule, manufacturing under 
treme pressure, such as we had during 
the period mentioned above, is not as 
economical as it is Under ordinary 
normal conditions.”
