trated the German lines all along a wide front from Arras to Lens, the 
war office announces.

Bulletin, London, April 9.—1:46 n.m.—The statement says that in 
the direction of Cambrai the British have stormed the villages of Ker­
mis and Boursies and penetrated Havrincourt wood.

In the direction of St. Quentin, the British took Fresnoy le Petit 
and advanced their line southeast of Le Verguier. No estimate of the 
number of Germans captured can yet be given, but the statement says 
that the number is considerable. Referring to the attack on the front 
between Arras and Lens, the statement says:

“We are making satisfactory progress at all points.”

—The Emperor’s Easter message on 
electoral reform addressed to Chan­
cellor von Bethmann-Hollweg, is 
treated by the Berlin press as of the 
highest importance. The only paper 
which expresses dissatisfaction is 
The Kreuz-Zeitung, which finds 
little consolation in the fact that 
the execution of the reform pro­
posed is postponed until after the 
war as it believes the chancellor 
should not now halt on the path of 
complete democratization of Prussia 
and Germany.

The Lokal Annzeiger thinks that 
the message will have a useful ef­
fect abroad. "No one can Interfere 
with our affairs,” says this paper, 
"while we have a strong and self- 
conscious monarch, who finds the 
right way at the right time.”

The Vossische Zeitung says that 
the message must be regarded as a 
state act by the Prussian crown, 
which also binds the Emperor’s suc­
cessors.

The Vorwaerts comments under 
article headed, "Prussia’s resurrec­
tion." It believes that the Emper­
or’s proclamation cannot sink into 
nothing, “considering the solemn 
seriousness of the time at which it 
is made and the inner spirit it 
breathes.”

The Tageblatt says it is essential 
that Prussia should have equal vot­
ing, abolishing the present bad 
plural pystem. It reminds the 
Emperor that Prussian franchise re­
form is only one of numerous re­
forms needed by Germany and that 
the whole imperial institution needs 
remodelling.

Rio Janiero. April 8.—Up to six 
o’clock this evening, the foreign of­
fice was without information from 
the Paris legation in regard to the 
sinking of the Parana. The German 
minister had a fifty minute confer­
ence with President Braz and For­
eign Minister Lauro Muller, 
newspaper, A Noite, says that the 
conferences caused no change in the 
attitude of the government. The Es- 
tado of Sao Paulo demands that Bra­
zil range itself on the side of the 
United States, "tor the defense of 
the rights of neutral peoples who are 
temperamentally opposed to action 
because they understand nothing of 
their destiny.”

Patriotic demonstrations were con­
tinued throughout the day, but there 
was no disorder, 
that government action only awaits 
the arrival of the official reports 
from Paris and Cherbourg. In offi­
cial circles no doubt is expressed 
that the government will act decis­
ively in accordance with its warning 
to Germany when unrestricted sub­
marine warfare was declared.

Action Wanted
Rio Janiero, April 8.—Some of 

the papers express impatience at the 
slowness of the chancellory to take 
action.

“There is no reason to hesitate. 
Brazil is at war with Germany, and 
the government ought to recognize 
that situation. The Brazilian nation 
should be represented in the tribun­
al which will judge the crimes of 
Germany."

By Courier Leaned Wire.
Washington. April 9.—Early ac­

tion on the Administration’s war leg­
islative program was forecast upon 
the assembling of Congress today. 
Chief among these are measures to 
authorize issuance of bonds for bil­
lions of dollars and for raising a big 
army. Opposition to both measures 
is looked for, but is not expected to 
seriously threaten their passage.

On the House side Democratic 
members of the Ways and Means 
Committee were preparing to intro­
duce either today or tomorrow, the 
resolution for a bond issue and the 
military committee heard represent­
atives of the war department explain 
its plan for raising an army.

The House also is expected to 
agree promptly to a Senate amend­
ment to the general deficiency bill 
giving the President an emergency 
war fund of $100.000,000.

Food Control.
New York. April 9.—Great quan­

tities of food have been removed by 
the federal authorities from the Ger­
man steamships Vaterland and Pre­
sident Lincoln and sent to the im­
migrant station at Ellis Island. The 
removal was made necessary by the 
drawing of the fires of these vessels 
which put the refrigerator plants out 
of service

The food stuffs include 2.000 
pounds of ftieat and 1,000 pounds of 
vegetables. If the government in­
spectors find them fit for consump­
tion, it is probable that they will be 
fed to the German officers and men 
now at Ellis Island and the German 
steamship lines, will be reimbursed 
by the United States.

Training Recruits.
Chicago, April 9.—Linder plans 

now to be completed,' the United 
States naval training station at Lake 
Bluff will soon have 20,000 naval 
recruits quartered in the barracks 
and in tents for training prelimin- 
ay to their being sent East to join 
the fleet. There are now about 3,- 
000 recruits at the station and new 
men are arriving rapidly. The aver­
age for the last week was approx­
imately 150 a day, Saturday leading 
for the week with 178.' Captain W. 
A. Moffett, commandant at the sta­
tion expects this number to be doub­
led by the end of April.

Many men are already being 
housed in tents and an additional 
plot of 157 acres has been secured 
on which tents will be erected.

First, whether unrestricted sub­
marine warfare has been bought too 
dearly at the price of war with Am­
erica; second, what will be the econ­
omic consequences; third, is it. pos­
sible to make Germany economical­
ly independent of America? Coun­
cillor Dr. Beukenberg. of Dortmund, 
answers the first question in the 
negative. Dr. Beukenberg says:

“Our early reluctance to use our 
submarine was due to the most far- 
reaching deference to America with 
whom we were on friendly terms, 
and above all enjoyed important 
commercial relations. America never

factured goods. Thus increases in 
the difficulties of importing would 
hit us badly. This, however, applies 
equally to the United States. Ameri­
cans do not_grow cotton for nothing 
and they will welcome their old cus­
tomer back again. After all the sub­
marine war spells victory and if we 
are to dictate peace, adequate guar­
antees may be negotiated. Now that 
America is an open enemy we no 
longer have our hands tied and 
there is no longer the fear that we 
might have to make an undignified 
peace through exhaustion.

Almost at the same time a despatch was received from American Minister Stovall at Berne saying the 

dual monarchy had broken off diplomatic relations with the United States in Vienna yesterday. It Is pre­
sumed this was done by handing passports to American Charge Grew. Ambassador Penfleld, who had left 
Vienna on Saturday, probably did not know of the government’s action. . Austria-Hungary has asked Swe­
den to take over her Interests In the United States. By pre-arrangement, Spain will take over the diplomatic 
and consular interests of the United States in Austria-Hungary. All Austrian consular agents will 'depart 
from the United States with the diplomatic mission, as was the case with Germany. ,

Up to the time Charge Zwiedlnek asked for his passports no similar action had been taken by Bulgar­
ia and Turkey__Germany’s two other allies and the representatives disclaimed having any knowledge of
the intention of their governments. It is expected here they will foUow by breaking diplomatic relations. 
Austria’s break with the United States undoubtedly is the prelude to a declaration of a state of war.

Wilson’s policy, outlined in his ad­
dress to Congress, of paying Amer­
ica’s war bill so far as possible 
while the war is being waged, leav­
ing a minimum debt to posterity, 
was reflected in a virtual decision 
by leaders in the House and Senate 
to raise fifty per cent, of tile first, 
year’s expenditures by taxation.

Under this program Congress will 
be called upon to raise war revenue 
to the extent. of $1,750,000,000 
through new and increased measures 
of taxation during the fiscal year 
ending June 30. 1918. This is ex­
clusive of the live billion bond is­
sue, authorization for which will be 
sought by Congress this week. The 
total demand upon the financial re­
sources of the country during the 
first year of war under this 
gram would be $6,750,000,000.

Of the five billion to be raised by 
a bond issue, $3,000,000,000, it 
was definitely stated last night 
would be loaned to the Entente al­
lies. The entire issue. House 
Senate leaders have agreed, 
bear interest at the rate of 3 1-2 
cent. It is proposed to make the 
loan to thev allies at this interest 
rate, which is lower by far than the 
rate they have been compelled to 
pay on their previous issues.

$2,000,000,000 for Expenses 
After the Entente Governments 

have been granted the loan, the plan 
is to hold the remaining two billion 
of the five billion to be applied 
necessary on the cost of the military 
and naval establishments and other 
war expenses of the United States. 
Indications are that with the 
war revenue measures in effect, the 
full amount, $2,000,000,000, would 
not be entirely exhausted at the 
end of the first year.

GIBSON COAL CO.In every line of activity, It is the key 
to success. How business men con­
tinue to support such unbusiness-like 
methods of church and social work 
as prevail remalne a myetery.

In the religious and charitable 
work of the down-town districts of 
our larger cities, we find chaos and 
inefficiency. Owing to the shifting of 
population the old church buildings 
are now in the heart of a semi-busi­
ness district which, however, is more 
densely populated than ever before. 
The difficulty is that the present resi­
dents are “boarders,” “labor people,” 
“Old Country immigrants” and “for­
eigners.”

Under such circumstances many of 
the churches sell their buildings to 
advantage and follow their members 
lo the better residential districts. 
Others maintain a struggles exist­
ence—each with Its faithful 
land attempting to support a poorly- 
laid minister, who is breaking his 
heart trying to do the impossible.

In the meantime the problems are 
steadily growing and becoming more 
menacing. Moral and political cor­
ruption are eating their way Into the 
very heart of our civic jife. Yet the 
church stands helples* Social in­
justice goes unchecked; yet the 
church offers no leadership. Is it any 
wonder that many follow false lights?

United organized effort would work 
wonders. It would prevent dupli­
cation and waste. It would Increase 
efficiency and multiply results. But 
its moral effect would be of still 
greater importance. Not only would 
the church present a united front to 
the forces of evil but it would be 
dominated by a new ideal. The very 
union would be the domination of a 
new ideal! No longer would It be 
the community for the church," but, 
rather, ‘‘the church for the commun­
ity."

HANGED social conditions in 
Canada demand changes in 
church organization and me­

thods. A quarter of a century ago 
the population of Canada was largely 
homogeneous, agricultural and rural.
To-day the population of Canada is 
heterogeneous, increasingly indus­
trial and urban.

Under modern conditions even the 
country demands co-operative effort.
The farmers are realizing this and 
have organized extensive financial 
end social co-operative enterprises.
The educationalists are beginning to 
realize It and to establish consolidat­
ed schools. The churches lag be­
hind. They are still attempting to 
cover the field with denominational 
agencies. The result is overlapping 
and inefficiencyt-

Especially is this true of Western 
Canada, where the population Is com­
posed of such diver».- elements. Even 
interdenominational co-operation as 
now attempted does not meet the 
case-. We think of a town in North­
ern Manitoba with a population of 
some five hundred, consisting mainly 
of Canadians. Old Country English.
Half-Breeds, Icelanders, Rutbenians 
and Poles. What provision is there 
for the religious needs of this dis­
trict? A Church of England student, 
fresh from the old land, comes from 
the next town every Sunday morning 
to conduct a service in the school- 
house for a little group of a dozen 
people.
