The city ocouncil had deliberated
whether it would hold its first meet-
ing ‘in" the territorial council room or
the ‘gold commissioner's court, and
when it had taken %gts in the latter
it was immediately seen that the
council chamber would have been none
too large to accommodate the large
crowd desirous of being present at
this first meeting. There were many:
in the hall unable to obtain admission
to the court room, which was packed
with people, fully one-half of whom
stood = throughout the whole pro-
ceedings. -

But these proceedings were by - no
means lengthy, and by half-past nine
when an’ adjournment was taken to
‘Wednesday evening an extraordimary
amount of preliminary business had
been dispatched. As the members of
the council will sit in the same posi-

The mayor opened the procealings
with a rather lengthy address which
reminded one of a budget speech. It
_was devoted entirely to the question
of the city's finances and was in many
respects exceedingly able. It was not
a prepared but an extempore address,
with a reference to notes of the ap-

The mayor said :

“position which has been given to me
by the taxpayers of the city of Daw-

“Ome of the first and most interest-
ing matters to take up tonight will

..be that of finance, which is the essen-
tial of city government. In opening
this subject I have here a statement
rendered by the accountant ok the
territorial .government, showing the
proportion of the taxes which we
shall take over to the city goverm-
ment. and the unexpended credits we
have to draw against from day to
day, from now until Juy 1st. This
sum of money, amounting o $34 .-
008.93, will still remain in the hands
of the territorial government, which
will meet our appropriations on the
same as they come up until the total
amount has been expended.

“One -of the largest items of ‘the
city’s expenditure will be the fire de-
partment. For this the Yukon coun-
cil made an appropriation of $70,000,
of which $52,096.01 has already been
expended ~during the past eight
months, leaving' a balance of $17,-
903.99 with which we will have to
carry on the department until July
1st. But, while there is a credit of
~only $17,000 for this department it
will probably carry us through. The
expenditure per month has averaged
during the past eight months $6512,
and at this rate we should have a
shortage .in this one account alone of
$8,000 on July 1st.

“But one of the principal items of
expense in this department is horse
feed, and of this there is a large
quantity on hand, probably enough to
cg@rry us ‘through. Then there is’ the
item of fuel, of which there is g sup-
ply. We hope further to save some-
thing by centralizing the department
ander one roof and also it may be
possible to run the department with
less men during -the summer monfths.
At any rate this matter will receive

- our careful consideration and any
saving that can be -‘made without

. lessening the efficiency of the service
swill be attempted.

We have a scheme that seems
very feasible and very economical’ as
compared with the present system of
a garbage scow. This scow was built
at considerable expense, and it costs
from $15 to $20 per day to run it, as
tefuse contained therein has to be
dumped out into the current of the
river. The item for wagen and horse
hire to March Ist was no less that
$26,157, and the wages account wa®
$1.7457

‘"We propose building a road around
the water fgont to a point below St.
Mary’s hospital, and at this point the
carts can be dumped directly into the
river, there being a strong current
there at all times’ that wil carry
everything away. This would be an
advantage to the city over the pres-
ent system in many ways It would
also cut off the day and night men on
the scows, and other savings- would
be made, while the road, although I
do not at presant kmow exactly what
it would cost; T am assured it would
entail but a very small outlay
paratively.

At that meeting it was
decided that we could most easily
cope with the situation by employmg
the present town force. Major Wood
‘was quite agreeable and said the city
might have the fourteen men now on
city duty, paying them what the city
should decide—$10, $20, or $50 each
per month as we thought fit. Proh-
ably we would require to appoint a
ehiel of  police, but that, and the
whole matter, is leit entirely-in our
own hands by the of Major
Wood.

“With the present amount of money
we have to deal with, and the short-
age in sight, we will have to shut
down on one matier very hard; this
is the lighting of the city. At the
end of this month we may be able to
shut it off gltogether for the summer.
Then, in regard to sanitary arrange-
ments we shall see that the bylaws
are most rigidly enforved, as we think
that in this regard the city officers
have heretofore been very lax The
present - accumulations of filth if not
cleaned up at an early date raight
produce an epidemic that would cost
the city thousands of dollars, and we
are determined to take action in re-
gard to this at the earliest moment
possible.
