A fow days-ago a fricud who went
through the late nupleasantness be-
tween the Nozthern and Bouthérn
States, a3 8 eoldier attached o a
“Viisconain regiment, handed us a let-
tof that fell into his hands by the
captare of a Confedgrate bearer of
dispatches.  While sorting out the
contraband matter he-came agross the
letter, which being addressed to the
coptured man, and not possessing any
value as & public docyment, was re-
tained by him as a curiosity. The
letter was written by the man's swoet-
heart, who, for her country's cause.
was teaching school in one of the Con-
federate states. A fow wecks after
this, while raiding in the cnemy’s
country, the company to which our
friend belonged was billeted for dinner
at a little village, and  at the house to
which our friend was assigned he met
the young lady who wrote the letter,
He drew her into conversation and to
him she expressed the same love of
country and principles and the same
deadly hatred of the Northerners that
she had expressed in such terse, bitter
and eloguent lines in her lottor. At
one tiwe our friend thought he would
produce the letter and explain the
circumstances under which they eame
into his possession, but alook into the
depths of those lustrous black eyes
made him conclude that discretion
was the better part of valor and he
wisely determinevfio retain the secret
within his own breast. - We give:quo-
tations from this letter simply to show
the foelings that actuated the people
of the South in their determination to
keep and perpetuate their own pecu-
liar institutions, and their hatred for
those who wished (as they thought)
to deprive them of them. The lan-
guage and- the sentiments. expressed
are, from a Southern stand-point,
rand, noble and expressive, and the
mind that conceived and that wrote
those sentiments did not belong to a
plebeian Southerner. Following is
the letter, minus the endearing and
private portions :—

0skranp, Miss., May 8, 1863.
My Darung Joamy,—* ¥ ¥ I
have an opportunity of sending this
across the. river by a soldier, and I
could not resist the pleasure it would
afford me to_talk with “you awhile.
And,” too, I did—not know when
I would have another opportunity of
writing to you, if it is true, as re-
ﬁhﬂ, that the Confederacy east of

" Mississippi is surrendered to the
onemy. The condition of things on
this eide is traly deplorable. Demor-
alization fills the mass. I am shocked
at the acquiescence with which a
majority, within my knowledge, yields
to the thought of Yankee rule. To
me the contemplation of the thought
is horrible. Has God forsaken us?
T will not fthink so, even though I
know we deserve it. Has all the
precious blood which has been spilled
upon so many hard contested fields
been for nought ? * Have the best and
bravest of our Southern land fought,
bled and died for the loved ones at
home to have Yankee masters? Great
God ! has honor, truth and patriotism
sunk into utter oblivion?  Bhall it
never more be *“‘sweet to die for.one’s
country ?” If we are soon to have
the enemy among us, may God destroy
me forever if I ever prove ‘faithless to
our Southern home and our own
brave, true, honorable soldiers !—not
those who have deserted, or hid and
skulked from duty, but the firm and
faithful who had rather die than bow
to tho Yankee yoke of bondage. Such
men I love, T honor, respect them,
and would sacrifice any pleasure for
their camfort. I hope the war will go
in Texas. Go in? Yes, till not a
vestige of a Yankee nation rémains.

* % What are you doing, Jimmey ?
Fighting the Yankees? God grant
He may give you strength and bravery
to fight them to the very last hour,
until there is none left to fight.
Stand by your country’s banner;
Jimmey, be firm, true and faithful.
Let not despondency find admittance
into your breast for a moment; drive
it away as a viper whose very breath
is death. Fight, Jimmey, be true, be
faithfal to God, your country and
yourself. If you fall, fall honorably,
with your face to the foe. Posterity
will award you a wreath of unfading
glories. Never flinch from duty that
leads to the salvation of your country,
the independence of the ‘Southern
States * * I am teaching school
about two and a half miles from Oak-
land. Love of occupation prompted
me to it and patriotism urged me on.
All the servants are with us still and
faithful to labor. ~* *. Bister Anna
is with us yet, loyal and true‘to her
Southern home. She is as much an
enthusiast -as Iam. Her husband
has given a brave heart to the Yankee
bullets. It 4s a deep and rankling
wound, and I verily believe that were
it not for Gasett (her boy), she would

A RELIO OF THE LONG AGO.

A few days-ago a fricud who went
through the Iate nupleasantress be-
tween the Ngrthorn and Southern
States, ag B soldier attached to a
Viscogein regiment, handed us a let-
ter that fell into his hands by the
capture of a Confederate bearer of
dispatches. While sorting out the
contraband matter he came across the
letter, which being addressed to the
captured man, and not possessing any
valuo as &' public document, was re-
tained by him as a curiosity. The
letter was written by the man’s swoet-
heart, who, for her country’s cause.
was teaching school in one of the Con-
federate states. A fow wecks after
this, while raiding in the cnemy’s
country, the company to which cur
friend belonged was billeted for dinner
at a little village, and - at the house to
which our friend was assigned he met
he young lady who wrote the letter.
He drew her into conversation and to
him sho expressed the same love of
country and principles and the same
deadly hatred of the Northerners that
she had expressed in sach terse, bitter
and eloquent lines in her lottor. At
one tiwe our friend thought he would
produce the letter and explain the
circumstances under which they camo
into his possession, but alook into the
depths of those lustrous black eyes
made him conclude that discretion
was the better part of valor and he
wisely determine(fi.o retain the secret
within his own breast. We give quo-
tations from this letter simply to show
the feelings that actuated the people
of the South in their determination to
keep and perpetuate their own pecu-
liar institutions, and their hatred for
those who wished (as they thought)
to deprive them of them.. The lan-
guage and the sentiments expressed
are, from a Sogth stand-point,
grand, noble and-expressive, and the
mind “fhat-conceived and that wrote
those gentiments did not belong to a
plebeian Southerner. Following is
the letter, minus the endearing and
private portions :—

Oakranp, Miss., May 8, 18635.
My Daruing Joamy,—* * ¥
have an opportunity of sending this
across the river by a soldier, and.I
could not resist the pleasure it would
afford me to talk with .you awhile.
And, too, I did not know when
Iwounld have another opportunity of

people and  writing to you, if it is true, as re-

ported, that the Confederacy east of
the Mississippi is surrendered to the
enemy. = The condition of things on
this side is truly deplorable. Demor-
alization fills the mass. Iam shocked
at the acquiescence with which a
majority, within my knowledge, yiclds
to the thought of Yankee rule. To
me the contemplation of the thought
is horrible. Has God forsaken us ?
1 will not Bthink so,_ even though I
know we deserve it. Has all the
precious blood which has been spilled
upon so many hard contested fields
been for nought? Have the best and
bravest of our Bouthern land fought,
bled and died for the loved ones at
liome to have Yankee masters? Great
God ! has honor, truth and patriotism
sunk into utter oblivion?  Bhall it
never more be “sweet to die for one’s
country ” If we are soon to have
the enemy among us, may God destroy

Nevertheless, it is a fact., When a
woman sweeps she holds the breom at an
angle that brings one corner of the brush
on the floor and then pushes it forward with
all her might, giving it & kind of a flirt at
hthe end of the stroke that throws the dust
and dirt into the air. The heavier particles
of dirt she finally captares in one corner of
the room and gets most of it into the dust-

ies up_into the air and soon settles upon
the floor, furniture and walls. ngn
madam ‘‘dusts” the room and knocks
a good deal of the dirt off its resting places
and it returns to its old quarters on the
floor. Now, any man who has watched the
process will say that I have told the plain
truth. Look at a broom after it has %een
woman-used for a few weeks! Ons corner
turned ug and sticking out like s sleigh
runner, the whole brush lopsided, ruined !
The right way to sweep is to hold the
broom with its brush square on the floor and
a little behind the body of the sweeper.
Bring it forward with a regular, steady
movement, and stop its forward motion
before the ends of the brush catch in the
carpet and act hke so many springs
to throw dirt in the air. ‘‘ Persuade”
the dirt to advance, and don’t try to scare
it.

A Doctor Deseribes Mis Experience With
the Electric Fluid,

slowly, though surely, gaining. The other
two, though they gained slightly at first,
seomed the ‘second time to sink, the face
becoming pale, the lips and eyelids bluve,
#but, after another shaking up, the circula-
tion again started afresh and recovery was
gradual from that time onward. I
myself must have been altogether in-
sensible for at least from five to ten
minates. One of the others was a full hour
before he regained par i or
ocould stand without support. The other
two were fully three-quarters of an hour
before they could use their limbs or under-
stand what had happened, and all three
were far from being natural for some hours
after they received the stroke.  In none of

Cream was
Arrested, charged with the crime and in
this instance the facts were brought directl
home to him. The testimony of the maid-
servant, & negress, who saw the operatiou
performed, convicted Cream and his career
was brought to an end by his being sen-
tenced to imprisonment for life in the
Illinois Prison at Joliet.

Cream served 13 years of his sentence,
when he received a pardon on account of his
ill-health. When Cream entered the outer
world once more he found himself the pos-
eesor of & comfortable fortune. Daring his
imprisonment his father had died. A clause
of his father’s will, in which Dr. Cream was
left a legacy, was as follows :

““I hereby bequeath to my son, Thomas
Neill Cream, the sum of $16,000in the stock
of the Merchants’ Bank of Canada for his
own use should he ever regain his rights to
citizenship.”

HE LEAVES FOR ENGLAND,

After leaving the prison Cream went to
the old country, and it was then, appar-
ently, that under the name of Thomas Neill
he met Misa Sabbittini, who is one of the

In March last-Cream
again visited his old home in Quebec city,
and came from there to Montreal, where

Perhaps no drug known to medicine is
more }anenlly used than quinine, and,
certainly, none presents such a wide differ-
ence in (frice a8 the, quinine sold six years
ago and that sold mow. At that time
nearly all the cinchona bark, from which it
is extracted, .was brought from South
America, subject to heavy import duty.
But the duty was en off, and this
marked the first big decline in price. Before
that time it sold for about $1 an ounce.

“Bhortly after this English capitalists con-
cluded that the bark could grown in
India as well as South America, and large
plantations were purchased. The climat
and soil suited admirably, and, by scientific
culture, the yield was greatly increased.
From India the bark is largely shi to
England and the quinine extracted, being
‘sent here in crystals. Because of the m
off of the duty and the h?oly inoi
supply, the price in quantities of 10,000
ounces is about 20 cents per ounce.

Bome time ago the rumor of a big foreign
trust caused the price to advance several
cents, but it dropped and is now lower than
before.— Phi hia Record.

It was
thought that only the rich would- buy
such tobacco, and at the old prices
none but the rich could buy it. ~ The
makers “of the “Myrtle Navy” re-
solved to strip the manufacture of the
tobacco of all its fancy costs and put
their profit at so low a rathx-that no
competitor could possibly undersell
them with the same quality of article.
From the very first, until now, their
rate of profit has been a uniform per-
centage upon the cost. It is their
enormous sales which make their low
rate of profit a satisfactory one in the
aggregate, and also gives them their
firm hold upon the market.  Their
guccess is an excellent lesson for
manufzacturers to study over.

About Citrons.

A subscriber at Phillipsville, under
date of July 1lst, writes as follows:
«In your item respecting the citron
left on yonr table by Wm. T. Stevens.
We see nothing wonderfal in the
fact, a8 we now have several that are
as sound -as - when picked from the
vines, and of a mueh better flavor,. for
age seem to have eradicaied that
lpeculiar flavor found in the citron
when first gathered, Itis a mistake
i propave them for the !ohle imme-
diately after taking them from the
vines, as is the usual custom by the
good house wife. A good rule to fol-
low (and I have found it the only safe
one) in keeping citrons and other
members of that fawmily, such as
pumpkins, squash, &ec., is to leave
them on the vines as long as possible,
covering them on- frosty nights and
taking care not to bruise them in
gathering ; then place them bigh and
dry on the top shelf in the pantry,
turning them over occasionully. I
must boast a little on weight, as I had
geveral that would exceed that of Mr.
Stevens’ by several pounds. From
present appearances, I am led to be
lieve that I will be able to exhibit at
the fairs this fall good sound citrons
of last fall’s growth.”

The A. 0. U. W. Excursion.

The old saying that it pays to ad-
vertise was fully exemplifiad in the
cage of the A. O.U. W., excursion
from Brockville to Newboro on Fri-
day last. Every village along the line
of the B. & W. was literally filled with
posters and dodgers, while the outly-
ing districts were not forgotton ; con-
sequently, the largest crowd of ex-
carsionists that ever went over the
voad wad taken on Friday last, The
train left brockville at eight o'clock
and even at that early hour.the erowd
was larger than the accommodation
provided for at that end of the route,
and quite a pumber stayed behind
rather than stand the crowding that
scemed inevitable. ©~ At Lyn two cars
were filled with parties from that sec-
tion. The local lodge of Workmen
fitted up a car for their own accom-
modation, even taking chairs and
benches from their lodge room to pro-
vide comfortable seats for their friends.
At Athens the crowd was still further
augmented, and two or three box and
flat ears were pressed into service.
From Athens to Newboro theonly way
to accommodate those getting on was
to pack them into the already over-
flowing cars. Hundred of boys and
men took up positions on top of the
cars, many of them, with a reckless-
ness traly foolhardy, sitting on the
edge _of- _where a
sliglit jolt was liable to throw’ i off.
The road-bod from Delta to Newboro
must have been well Dballusted with
head-gear, as quite a few of the boys
lost their hats from the top of the train.

Newboro was reached a few minutes
after eleven o’clock, and it took fully
half an hour forall to get off the train
and get sorted oug into groups. The
42nd Batt. Band took a position near
the station and finally headed tho pro-
cession of Workmen, who marched
through the principal streets to the
grove where they broke up and began
making preparations for dinner. The
people of Newboro had made what
they considered ample provision for
the crowd in the way of tables, seats,

one-third of the crvowd who brought
baskets lad to be content with' a
spread on the grass. The hotels had
also made extensive preparations for
entertaining the crowd, still there were
some who had to be satisfied witha
Junch at the refreshment stands. The
town had on a gala day appearance,
flags and banners being flungto the
breeze from nearly every house inthe
village. Reeve Paul was everywhere
present and did all in his power to
make the visiting crowd feel at home.
There was a noticeable and pleasing
absence of the rowdy, drunken element
too often seen at such™ gatherings, and
not a single row took place during the
« ﬂ,y.

At two o'clock there was a chance
to decide between two very enjoy-
able means to spend a couple of
hours.  One was to remain_on the
grounds and listen tothe- specches,
and the other a trip ob_the John
Haggart through the beantiful scen-
‘ery of Mud, Clear and Indian-lakes.
Quito a large crowd decided on taking
in the trip on the steamer, hut not
enough to cause any noticeable re-
duction of the crowd on the grounds.
The run through the islands was
devoid of interest, as scarcely any of
the many summer residences were
occupied, and everything hal a dreary
and forsaken look around them. On
tho grounds a large platform had
been erected from which the crowd
were to be entertained by speeches and
music. F. G. McCrady, D. D. G. M.,
occupied the chair and conducted the
meeting in & manner to reflect credit
on himself and the Order of Workmen.
