WAYS AND MEANS

Mr. N. Clarke Wallace Resnmed the Debate
on the Reciprocal Clause

In Committee of Ways and Means,
Mr. Clarke Wallace resumed the debate
on the proposed amendment to the reci-
procal clause of the tariff, He pointed
out that the proposed reduction of 25
per cent. in favor of Great Britain and
any other countries which may be enti-
tled to it was a serious menace to the
industries of Canada, becanse the inter-
ests of this country were inseparably
bound ully with a protecttve policy.
[Hear! Hear!] It appeared to him that
the Controller of Customs had not treat-
ed the House quite fairly in the matter
of explanation of the principle upon
which he proposed to decide which coun-
tries were entitled to the reduction,
Through the publication of the Belgian
customis bureau, the Controller of Cus-
toms was kept posted from day to day
of changes in the tariff of every country
in the world. There was no excuse,
therefore, for the Controller not apply-
ing the test of the new terms, and an-
nouncing to the House exactly what
countrics, by the tariff, are entitled to
;‘(‘(‘iprm‘nl benefits under the new pol-
¥ .

At first, too, the Government were
positive that the preferential treatment
need only be extended to British goods.
Now, they came forward with a pro-
poral to add a clause enabling them to
extend this preferential trcatment to the
goods of Belgium, Germany and any
other country. This seriously, intensi-
ficd the objectionable features of the
tariff lowering.

Proceeding to deal with the several
items of the tariff, Mr. Wallace pointed
out that by the reduction, the revenue
from nuts, bolts and hinges would be
brought down to $16,213 per year, while
wow it is proposed to change the tariff
8o that it will bring in a revenue of
$20,517 yearly, which is about the rev-
enue raised under the old tariff.

"The reduction of the yarns duties
threatened the extinction of a valuable
Canadian industry and involved the
certainty of reducing the wages of Can-
adian workmen in those factories by 25

r cent.

The rice duty was another absurdity.
ANowing that 156 pounds of ungle
rice would be required to produce 100
pounds of the cleaned, the manufactur-
er has had to pay 8 cents per cwt. more
upon the uncleaned than the importer
upon the prepared rice.

Another item to which Mr.Wallace ob-
jected was that permitting the impor-
tation free of duty of articles from
abroad, valued at 50 cents and under,
coming ‘by post or express. It would
result in the importation of thousands of
dollars' worth of such articles as silk
hgddkerchiefs and badges, to the detrl-
meht of the Canadian trader and manu-
facturer. In conclusion, he urged the
Government, seeing they had somewhat
improved a tariff which, as originally
framed, struck down many Canadian
industries, to continue the process of
rectifying it, and thus doing. what was
best for the whole country. [Cheers.]

Major Beattie inted out where in
many instances this country was certain
to be flooded with German imitations
of British goods, forwarded from 'Eng-
land, with the German manufacturer’'s
mark removed.

LATEST CABLE NEWS.

It appeared the Government's de-
cision was to take the average not on
lnu"r(-hnm.'vnhh- articles but on the gross
tariff of a country. Under this ruling
Japan and China, and all nations whieh
had not fayored’ nation treaties, could
come in under this clause. Nothing
conld come in under this clause, Noth-
ing could be more wafair to Canada than
to adopt such a rule as this.

Sir Charles Tupper said it was In-
credible that m  this  mineteenth
century a deliberative assembly, af-
ter weeks of discussion, could now
only learn what the Government meant
by this clause. The construction put
upon it by Mr. Laurier was directly op-
posed to the very words of the clause.
Mr. Laurier's ruling must certainly per-
mit Turkey to come in under the re
ed tariff.

This could
only be done, in his judgment, by adopt-
ing the amendment.

Mr. Wood (Brockville) said what the
tariff law strove to avoid was indefinite-
ness.

At different
ports of entry importers would pay, duty
under protest, and them it would be for
the Controller of Customs to decide.
The result must be more blunders than
&er previotisly known. Hence, it would
be far preferable to make a ruling now
than for the Controller to have to do

work pieccmeal.
Mo Davin, in the course of his criti-
cism of the tariff indefiniteness, drew
attention to the cases cited by Major
Beattie, in which goods were made in
Germany and elsewhere in imitation of
British produets, asking if the Controller
of Customs had provided against such
goods being given_the preferential rate.
_Mr. Paterson: More definite instruc-
tions will be given when the tariff bill
finally becomes law.

Mr. Davin: Oh, but the tariff is now
in foree.

The chairman then put the amend-
ment, which was declared lost on divi-

sion,

Then Mr. Foster ;:m;p another amend-
ment. He premised it by saying that the
Oppogition desired to protest against the
handing over to the gentlemen of the
council, by Order4n-Council, the power
of making the full equivalent of a com-
mercial treaty with any couatry in the
world.

The amendment was to provide that
the products of other countries than
England shoul not be admitted to Can-
ada under the minimum tariff until “af-
ter Parliament has given its sanction
thereto.”

The Finance Minister replied by stat-
ing that this preferential rate. if ex-
tended to every country in the world
having favored nation treaties with
Britain, would not half so seriously af-
foct the revenues as if the Govern-
ment applied “the standing offer” so-
called of the national policy tariff of
1879. aking from the value of im-
ports of last {onr the imports of Great
Britain and.the United States, it would
be foumd that upon the remainder the
duty paid was but $5.092.530. And tak-
ing off this the ome-eighth, which is all
the remission that can be made until
pext session, the result would be a rev-
enue of $6313,566 thrown off, which
would be the worst that could happen
if every favored nation country in the
workl should come in. On the other hand
if the articles mentioned in the standing
offer of 1879 were admitted free last
year it would result in a reduction of
$1,722,757 in the duty. He thought it
inconsistent that the Congrervatives
wounld condone the latter and refuse to
consent to the Government being allow-
od to make the former reductions.

Sir Charles Tupper replied that the
question was not one of revenue, but
as to whether Parliament should allow
the Government to make treaties. As
to the camparigon, thero was no
cimilarity between the stated, definite of-
fer of 1879 and the present ambigu-
our proposal. Moreover, the trade of
1896 was done under a protective tariff;
the new tariff was lower and there was
still the cut of one-cighth. He drew at-
tention to the despatch of Lord Ripon,
of last June, advising that If any bill
providing for referential duties were
passed it should be reserved for Her
Majesty's sanction, and “if included in
a general tariff bill a proviso should
added that it do not come Into opera-
tion until Her Majesty's pleasure be
signified.” Yet now the Governor-Gen-
eral was to be asked to extend such pre-
terence without even the sanction of the
Dominion Parliament.

Sir.—As you have been quite gen” |
erous in giving space for anything
that would have a tendency to cast|
reproach on the Holiness Movement, |
you will no doubt be willing to pub- |
lish something that may be in its
defence.

He
was sent to Inverary circuit, where
there was quite a numerous society
and some still- wished to join but
could not on account of the rules be-
ing too exclusive on some points, as
they thought. Mr. Mallett proceeded
at once to get the society into a state
of revolt. He wrote to Mr. Horner on
this line and in”effect said he could
not work under the rules of the Move-
ment as they were. Instead of cruelly
torcing Mr. Mallett in a matter that
was not congenial to him, Mr. Hor-
ner very generous'y relieved him from
it. Another man was sent in his
place and things were soon restored to
a state of harmony. If Mr. Mallett
had any grievance, he should have
applied for redress to the Movement
to whom Mr. Horner is responsible
in matters of this kind.
