SUPREME COURT. ,

Mr. KEELER moved the eeoond read­
ing oi the bill to repeal the Supreme and 
Exchequer Court Acte. On doing e* he 
stated that he introduced a similar bill 
last year which was slaughtered with the 
innocents at the end of the session. He 
had brought that bill forward, however, 
with a sincere desire to promote economy, 
mid to save to the country the large 
amount of money that was being spent an­
nually on the .Court. His constituents 
were oppoeed to the Court, which was an 
expensive affair for which the public had 
not asked. He did say. last session that 
the Court was established simply for the 
purpose of finding sdng berths for political 
friends of the Administration. Perhaps 
he went too far in saying so, and if 
he did he was sorry. But he had 
only expressed the opinion which was 
entertained in his constituency. Another 
opinion which was held in his constituency 
was that the Court was only a rich man’s 
Court, the costs being excessive. The* 
Court was unnecessary and very unpopular, 
especially with the people of Que­
bec. Oc the last occasion that
he introduced the bill, the Minister 
of Justice said that probably he had only 
introduced the measure for amusement, 
but he could assure the House that he was 
animated with no desire to waste the time 
of the House for fun, or to attack the 
Supreme Court uuneeeasarily. The hob. 
member for Chateaugnay (Mr. Holton) 
said that attacking the Court by introduc­
ing such a bill was demoralising, to the 
Court. He (Mr. Keeler) held that if the 
Court was of any use, it could stand inves­
tigation. Another gentleman, the member 
for Shefford (Mr. Huntington,) stated that 
the Court was attacked because it was es­
tablished by the late Government. Noth­
ing of the kind ; for did not the present 
Premier first suggest such a Court and did 
he not intend to establish it ? Another 
gentleman, the hen. member for West 
Northumberland, said that the Court 
should not be abolished by a bill introduc­
ed bya member who was not of the legal 
profession. Now he (Mr. Keeler) held 
that if laymen had to allow lawyers to 
have all their own way, it was time they 
knew it. As to the Court, he did not be­
lieve it had rendered any decisions which 
commanded the respect of the public, 
and its costs, as he had remark­
ed before, were enormous. In one 
case the ooite ran up to $51,000, 
and that alone he held was a strong argu­
ment in favour of the abolition of the 
Court. It was said, however, that the 
Court oould deal with questions arising out 
of disputes with the Government concern­
ing contracts. In his opinion, rooteossee 
oould be best dealt with by a referflk to 
arbitrators, tfho were practical men. It 
seemed to him that it was the tendency of 
the legal members of the House to establish 
too many tribunals, and to increase in 
every way the coat of the administration of 
justice. He had pressed on the Govern­
ment for several years the necessity of 
speedily constructing the Murray canal, 
but his answer had always been that the 
Government had too much work on its 
hands already. But the fact was that if 
seme of these expensive Courts were 
abolished, there would be more public 
works, and more value for the public 
money which was spent. To show how 
the cost of administering justice had in­
creased, he would quote the annual 
charges under that head in the public 
accounts :—

Besides these sums paid by the Dominion, 
the Provinces paid largely, Ontario alone 
contributing this year as mueh as $287,- 
000. He held that the expense of admin­
istering justice was out of proportion to 
the population. Then, what had been the 
eoet of the Supreme Court ? From October 
8th, 1875, to June 6th, 1876, it wee $35,- 
667; in 1876-7, $51,485; 1877-8, $51,277 ; 
1878 9, $562,754 ; 1879 80, $52,000 ; mak­
ing a total expenditure of $243 000 in four 
yeen and a half. In addition to that it 
had cost $10,000 to fit np the Court room, 
which made $253,000 for the four and a 
half yean, er about $60,000 a year. In 
addition to that the expenses of litigants 
and witneeaee were a quarter of s million 
a year, and now he noticed that it had 
been proposed that the Government should 
build an extension to the eastern block 
with n view of finding there better quar­
ters for the Court. AU this showed that 
the expenses of this unnecessary Court 
were increasing.

Mr. MACDONALD (Pictou) said he 
was glad to observe that the hon. member 
in moving his bill to-day had not given ex­
pression to his dissatisfaction with 
the Supreme Court in as strong 
language as he made use of last 
session. It was to be regretted 
exceedingly that the hen. member should 
think it his duty, even by introducing the 
bill tq cause a discussion with respect to 
the status of such an important institution. 
It was eeseetial, especially that such a 
great Court as the Supreme Court of the 
Dominion, should rest firmly In the oonfi- 
denoe of tile people. If that, or any Court, 
after due experiment, failed to sustain 
that confidence, then, of course, they 
must acme to the conclusion that its use­
fulness wss gone, end inch a bill as that 
now proposed would be the legitimate re­
sult of that conviction in the public mind. 
But he entirely din anted from the views 
expressed by the hon. member who Intro­
duced the bill. The Court was one of the 
requirements of the constitution, under 
which the several Provinces entered the 
Dominion. The character and decisions 
of the Supreme Court had, moreover, not 
been snob as to warrant the aspersions 
sometimes oast upon them. Its personnel 
included judges, who had for a long series 
of yean performed judicial functions in 
the several Provinces, Of the six judges, 
only two had not been judges in their Pro- 
vineee before appointment to this Court, 
and all had acquired, in a great degree, 
the confidence of the public. The Chief 
Justice poeeeand the highest judicial 
character. The Goert, notwithstand­
ing all the difficulties incident to 
a new tribunal, and which were 
greatly aggravated in the present instance,

• had performed its functions and duties in a 
manner which, at all events, entitled it to 
the fair consideration of the country. It 
must be remembered that the Supreme 
Ceurt wee assembled to review the dé­
cimons of Courts of long standing in the 
several Provinces, Comte whose judges 
were eminent, and where legal practitioners 
were of high standing, and it was, there­
fore, natural that they should feel jealous 
of a Court appointed to review their de­
cisions, until that Court by long ex­
perience had established its right to do so 
from the wisdom of its judgments. He 
regretted that the Ceurt wee extremely 
unpopular in the Province of Qaebee ; but 
It arose from the strong feeling of con­
fidence entertained in the Provincial 
Courte, end that only two of the Supreme 
Court judges were specially acquainted 
with the Quebec legal system. As regards 
Neva Scotia and the Lower Provinces, the 
people would consider it a great calamity 
if they were deprived of the op. 
portuuity of appealing to this Court. 
Looking at the mode of procedure 
and the necessity ef having full informa­
tion, the Supreme Court was the cheapest 
Court of Appeal in the Dominion, and the 
expenses were trifling compared with 
appeals to the Privy Council. In regard, 
however, to the costs, a remedy could be 
found in amending Its rules. He oould 
quite understand that in Ontario, where 
there is a Coart at Appeal comprising 
eminent judges, the reversal of a judg­
ment of that tribunal by the Supreme

publie interest. After referring 
to some recent oases, the hon. gentleman 
said questions were constantly arising as to 
claims between the Provinces and the 
Dominion, end such were referred to the 
Supreme Court. On that ground alone, to 
keep the machinery of Government running 
smoothly between the respective Provinces 
and the Federal authority, it would be very 
ill-advised to ley unholy hands on that in­
stitution. He trusted the House would 
not give the bill a second reading, and that 
the vote would be of Such e decisive char­
acter as to convince the people that Parlia­
ment, et all events, was satisfied that the 
Supreme Court wee essentiel to the inter­
ests of the country, and deserving of the 
confidence of the people.

Sir JOHN MACDONALD laid that after 
the statement made by the Minister of 
Justice, he did not intend to occupy the 
time of the House in discusring the princi­
ples of the bill He was opposed to the 
repeal of the Supreme Court Act, which 
would he a retrograde step in the on­
ward progrès» of Canada, No object, 
however, would be gained by shut­
ting their eyes to the foot that 
Court, owing to some misfortune, had not 
won that confidence that a tribunal pos­
sessing such exceptional power ought to 
have sdc needed in obtaining. What might 
be the cause of that, it wee not necessary 
to disease. It wee a new Court established 
in the early history iff the Dominion, and 
as it grew old, the people would become 
better accustomed to consider it as one iff 
the tribunals, from the advantages of which 
they would not willingly be precluded.

Mr. BLAKE said that it was only in 
Quebec and Ontario that there was an in­
termediate appellate Court, end he did not 
doubt but that the day would soon arrive 
when those Courts would be dispensed 
with, and the Supreme Court of Canada 
made the Court of Appeal. From the 
Equity Courts iff Ontario, he held, there 
had not been many appeal* and alto­
gether only two-thirds of one per osnt. 
of the 1,800 oases tried ever reached the 
Supreme Court In his opinion the work 
of tiie Courte of first instance was better, 
and the judgments sounder, by reason of 
the judges knowing that their judgments 
were subject to revision. This being the 
oaeè, the existence of the Supreme 
muet have made the judgment* given in 
the Maritime Provinore, where there was 
no Provincial Court of Appeal, more care­
ful than they otherwise would be. The 
Supreme Court had, therefore, made those 
Courts of first instance more like Courts of 
final jurisdiction. At to the expense of 
litigation in the Supreme Court, he held 
that it waa less ooetiv than appeals to the 
Privy Council, and the judgments, though 
not given so expeditiously as was 
desirable, were proenrod more speedily 
than they would have been bad the same 
oases been taken before the Privy Coun­
cil. If the expense of maintaining the 
Court was high, it was in the power of 
Parliament to reduce it He regretted 
that the Court had not been as respon­
sible to publie opinion as he thought it 
should have been. For example, it was 
proposed that lists of come from the vari­
ous Provinces should be entered with a 
view to the convenience and economy of 
the litigants. The Court did not eooept 
the suggestion, and an Act of Parliament 
had to be passed to enforce it Then it 
was proposed that there should be 
additional term. The Judges would 
not grant that and last setrioa an 
Act was passed providing for it. 
As to the opposition to the Court, he had 
to aajr that he behoved its foundations 
were impregnable. It wee impossible to 
carry on our federal system union there 
wee a court for the decision of various 
questions, whioh would of necessity arise 
under the federal constitution. Some 
people said that all each questions should 
be decided in England, but hie view wss 
that if this country oould not produce the 
men to interpret the laws. It oould not 
produce men fit to make them. We were 
a very poor people Indeed, if we had not 
among us persons who oould interpret the 
laws we were making. Bat, said one hon. 
member, the laws made in this country 
must be interpreted elsewhere, and 
by judges who had lived in
on atmosphere different to this. The 
whole British system was a system op­
posed to the federal system. The 
British system was 0 legislative union 
looking to a central Parliament. The 
question never oould arise with a British 
judge whether a British Act of Parlia­
ment was within the power of the Parlia­
ment to pass or not. In this conn try, on
the contrary, we had a constitution 
written in the British North America 
Act, and was it to be supposed that laws 
passed in this country were to be inter­
preted by men whose whole lives had been 
passed in an alien atmosphere ? But even 
if we had not men competent to interpret 
our laws, which be denied, we had this 
advantage, the inferior men, os some 
would call them, who would oompoee our 
Supreme Court lived in an atmosphere 
surrounding a fedesal system, and their 
whole training, their general learning and 
observation, gave to them an in­
finitely greater capacity to deal 
with questions arising in this country 
than oould be obtained by even the most 
eminent juriste sitting as near as possible 
to Westminster Hall, and giving for a few 
hoars the best attention they oould te the 
discoreion of eases by counsel, equally un­
informed, and equally unimbued with the 
Federal system. He maintained, therefore, 
that the theory and principle of the 
Supreme Court rested upon an impregnable 
foundation, and that Canadians would be 
unworthy of themselves, would be writing 
down their own condemnation, if they 
were to declare that a tribunal such as a 
Supreme Court of final jurikUçtiou should 
not be established in 6er midst The hon. 
member from Begot stated that in 
Quebec the people ware satisfied with 
the Court of Queens Bench. He (Mr. 
Blake) knew when that was not the 
earn, unless indeed the people of that Pro 
vinoe showed their oonndaooe in the Court 
of Queen’s Bench by mrting more appeals 
from its decisions than the other Provinces 
made from the decisions of their Court 
He hoped the House would not in the 
slightest degree question the wisdom of the 
Court, or shake the confidence of the 
country in its stability or perpetuation, and 
he implored the House to adopt the sug­
gestion of the First Minirter end eooept 
the view that there should be no vote 
calculated in the slightest degree to create 
the ides that the Court was not to remain 
as a part of our constitutional system. He, 
therefore, moved that the bill be read a 
second time this day six months.

DEFENDANTS AS WITNESSES.

Mr. McCarthy Introduced a bill to 
amend the Act to provide that persons 
charged with common assault shall 
be competent as witnesses. He explained 
that two years ago an Act was passed 
under whioh the defendants were allowed 
to be heard aa witnesses in eases of com­
mon assault, The effect of a provision in 
the Act waa that, in the event of a case 
being tried before the County Court Judge 
under the Summary Trials Act, and if the 
Judge thought that the charge wee not 
greater than common assault, the defend­
ant Oould be called as a witness, but if the 
case were tried at the Assises, the defend­
ant’s month was dosed. The bill would 
have the effect of remedying that state of 
things, -vhioh had inflicted hardships in a 
recent ease. The bill was read a first 
time.

STOCK GAMBLING.
Mr. GIROUARD Introduced a bill to 

regulate stockbrokers, and to 
gambling in stocks. The bill proposed the 
same provisions as that bearing the 
title which he introduced last session. It 
was well known that in Greet Britain, and in 
fact all over Europe certain limitations ex 
ieted so far as the transactions of stock 
brokers were concerned. Among these 
limitations was one requiring stockbrokers 
to give the name of their principals when 
bnyihg or selling stock. He proposed to 
make such a provision in the present bill.

MARRIAGE WITH A DECEASED 

WIFE'S SISTER.
Mr. GIROUARD in moving the aeoond 

reading of the bill, legalizing marriage with 
a deceased wife’s sister, said Tim bill, 
although brought for the first time before 
this Parliament, is not new to the Cana­
dian public. A similar bill, almost word 
for word, eight times received the sanction 
of the popular branch of the British Par­
liament and eight times was rejected by 
its Upper Hones ; it has been passed by 
several of the Colonial Legislatures, it 
forma peut of the laws of the greatest por­
tion, not only of America, bat also of the 
Continent of Europe ; its subject matter is 
of the greatest social importance, mar­
riage with the sister of a deceased wife 
being almost of daily occurrence among all 
classes of out community irrespective of 
oread or nationality. Therefore this grave 
question should be considered not only 
apart from all party motives, bat also from 
all prejudice and ill-feeling, religion» or 
otherwise ; it should be regarded merely aa 
• greet national question effecting the mass 
of the people of this Dominion. Before 
the reformation, at at present in the Roman 
Catholic Church, the legality of the mar­
riage with a deceased wife’s deter depend­
ed from the dispensation of the Ecclesias­
tical authorities. In 1633 it was forbidden 
by Henry VIII. and till the year 1835 it was 

.not void de jure, but merely voidable by a 
legal process taken before the Ecclesiastical 
Court. In 1835, Lord Lyndhnrat's Act 
made past marriages of affinity valid, but 
a prohibitory olauae declaring all similar 
marriages in the future “ void," was con­
sented to by the Commons* with the un­
derstanding that this limitation should be 
removed in the ensuing Session, bat ft is 
■till in force. In 1841, the first effort was 
made in the Lords by Lord Wharnoliffe to 
repeal the prohibitory clause but hie bill 
ras lost without a divirion. In 1842, the 
ineation waa taken np by the Commons, 
he bOl being, however, last by 123 to 100. 

Five years later, in 1847, a Royal Commis­
sion was appointed to examine the marri­
age laws, and the result waa the bringing 
in of a bill in the Commons by Mr. Stuart 
W ortie y. The eeoond reeding waa carried 
on the 20th Jane, 1849, by 177 to 143, but 
the bill did not reach the third reading. 
In 1860, Mr. Stuart Wortley’s bill waa 
again brought before the Commons end 
passed by 144 to 134. In 1861, the ques­
tion waa raised in the Lords, by Lord 8k 
Germain's bill, which wss lost by 60 
to it In 1856, the time bill waa pre­
sented to rite Commons where it Matched 
the eeoond reading by 164 to 157 ; but in 
the following year it was again rejected" 
by the Lords, 4$ te 19. fn 1858 Lord 
Bury introduced the bill before the Com­
mons, where ft was passed by 100 to 70, 
but tiie "Lords rejected it, 46 to 22. In 
1869 the same result was obtained. ' Dar­
ing the years 1861, 1862, 1866 aad 1869, 
the Commons tided with the Lords, and 
in every Instance rejected the bill. Public 
opinion, however, did not support the ac­
tion of Parliament Petitions from the

1869, was carried unopposed, and in Com-' 
mittee waa adopted by 184 to 114. The 
Lords rejected it, 77 to 73. In 1872 and 
1873 the same course was followed with 
the same result.. But in 1875 Sir T. 
Chambers' bill received a check in the 
Commons. The second reeding was nega­
tived by 171 to 142. Finally, fit 1879, the 
bill was again introduced in the Lords by 
Hie Royal Highness the Prince of Wales, 
and was rejected by 101 to M. The laws 
in England, therefore, stand aa they were 
laid down by William IV. in 1835, the 
marriage with the sister of a deceased wife 
being not only voidable, bat void, end snob 
is the law in all the British colonies 
settled since that time. Manitoba and 
British Colombia are perhaps among these.

I 
hold a long list of moat eminent 
Protestant divines, and among them such 
names ' as Dr. Whately, Dr. Camming, 
Canon Dale, Dr. Dodd, Dr. Badie, George 
Gilfillan, Dr. Norman McLeod, Dr. 
Chalmers, Dr. Hook, Dr. Margrave, Dr.
Fair, who are always high authorities on 
religions questions, and who strongly ad- 
vooate the passing of the bill so often re­
jected by the House of Lords. However,
I cannot shut m7 eyes to the permis tent 
and almost systematic opposition of the 
majority of the prelates of the Episcopal 
Church ; neither oan 1 ignore the restric­
tions imposed by the Church of Rome, and 
the bill I have the honour to submit for the 
oonriiistation of tho House is so framed aa 
to meet the views of oil, and respect the 
prejudices, scruples and sentiments of 
every one. In e mixed community like 
cure, it is important that the oonaol 
of no one should be disturbed or hurl In 
the preparation of the bill, I have been 
guided to a great extent by the remarks 
made by Mr. Gladstone in 1869, when Mr.

No usa than twenty-six bishops 
of the Church of England, including two 
archbishops, had expressed their opinion 
that marriages of that kind were not pro­
hibited by the Scriptures. The only other 
argument he ever heard or read of waa 
that the law of Nature was against it, er 
that some social reason prevailed why 
marriages with a deceased wife’s sister 
were not In favour. Bat when opponents 

compelled to fall baok on social 
reasons, they mast be of overwhelming 
force to be entitled to much weight. 
When they looked at the distinguished 
men who favoured such ma riagee, they 
might fairly aesume there were not those 
strong reasons against such marriages 
whioh ought to sustain them in maintain­
ing a prohibition of that kind. He quoted 
the decision of V. C. Eaten in the oeee oi 
Hodgins and MoNeil in 1863, whioh shows 
the position of the law in Ontario. In that 
case the intestate was married in Ontario in 
1853 to a sister of hie deceased wife, by 
whom he had children, and died in 1856. 
The Court held that the marriage was 
voidable during the life of both parties, yet 
its validity not having been called in ques­
tion until after the husband's death, tiie 
marriage waa valid. Such marriages were 
voidable, bat not voided, and if not voided 
during the lifetime of the parents the chil­
dren were legitimate, and ae it could only 
be voided by an eocfieeiastioal 00 art, of 
whioh there was none in Ontario, inch 
marriages even during the life of the parties 
were praetiosUy legal. Still that waa not 
a proper position whioh the question should 
occupy, and the prohibition whioh was 
baaed on no other authority than the mar­
riage table ef thejChnroh of England Prayer 
Book ought to be removed.

Mr. THOMPSON (Haldimnnd) oppoeed 
the bill from a Scriptural point of view. 
Méritée with » deceased w|tf’a sisfcrwas 
prohibited in Leviticus 20th, Terse 31, to 
whioh hon. gentlemen would please torn. 
He, therefore, moved that the bill he read 
a second time this day six months.

Mr. McCUAIG seconded the motion.
_ Mr. MILLS said the Scriptural objec­

tion seemed to be founded on the Mosaic 
prohibition of marriage with a deceased 
brother’s wife. The idea seemed to be that 
If a brother oould not marry a deceased 
brother’s wife, he oould not marry a de­
ceased wife’e sister, but this waa a mis­
take, whioh waa apparent to any one who 
considered the state of society in the 
Mosaic times, and compared it with the 
state of society at present. He would 
rapport the Mil.

Mr. ABBOTT said that the objection in 
England to marriage with a deceased wife’s 
sister waa confined to the Church of Eng­
land, while the Nonconformist» did not 
object to it. In this country, too, there 
was a variety of opinion! on the subject, 
and it seemed to him that ae this was s 
mixed community, the people shenM be 
left to the free exercise of their opinions 
on the religions side of the question, the 
law dealing only with the matter so far as 
it concerned public policy. In his opinion, 
so far as public policy was concerned, 
sad from a physical point of view, there 
oould be no objection to this bill. The 
Question whether a man should marry a 
deceased wife's sister should, in his opin­
ion, be left to that man’s own feelines and 
tastes. There waa one provision In the 
bill to whioh he objected, and that was the 
clause allowing a particular denomination 
to ray whether any of it* people should 
marry aa provided to this bill or not. If 
marriage with a deceased wife's sister was 
right, why should it be placed under the 
control of any Churoh, or the clergy of any 
Chnroh to prohibit it ! The marriage, in 
hie opinion, should be either legal or ille­
gal, and if so, why should any particular 
Chnroh be put in h position to prohibit it ? 
The provision'making all each marriages 
in the past valid was objectionable, on the 
ground that it would raise the question of 
ownership of estates. A provision touch­
ing at all on that point should not go fur­
ther than to aay the bill should only be re­
troactive in cases in whioh the parties were 
yet alive.

Mr. BLAKE did not think any force 
could be attached to the Scripture argu­
ment. On the social question he had a 
slight hesitation. To the condition which 
allowed one Chnroh to restrict marriage 
with a deceased wife’s sister he waa 
strongly oppoeed. He signed that the 
Federal Parliament would infringe on the 
powers of the Local Legislatures if it 
passed the MU with such provisions as it 
contained. The Local Legislatures had 
to determine who should celebrate mar­
riage, and they might even decide that 
they should be celebrated civilly. He 
also objected to the retroactive olauae, and 
suggested that the Mil should be o simple 
’ alization of marriage with a deceased 

fe’e sister.
Mr. ANGLIN ra'd the Catholic Churoh 

forbade, but not absolutely, the marriage 
with a deceased wife's sister and the mar­
riage with e deceased brother's wife. The 
same Chnroh- reserved to its highest an- 
thorites the power ef giving the dispensa­
tion to contract each marriages, and nghtly 
eo. Net only in view of the religions 
question, but in view of the social ques­
tion, he could well understand that 
many gentlemen objected to the 
operation of the bill being dependent 
on the action of .any particular Chnroh. 
This showed the great importance ef the 
measure, and the desirability that hon. 
members should have further time to con­
sider it.

In railing the point of order, he reed from “ Mey 
en Parliamentary Practtck" to prove that any at­
tempt on the part ol the Sovereign to inflnenra the 
votes of the House should be promptly checked, ee 
Interfering with the rights and privileges of Parlia­
ment

Mr. MOW AT said bis hen. friend had made a 
mistake or two and hlapolnl of order waa railed 
on his owa mistake. The action of the Lieut - 
Governor In this matter waa influenced, it seemed 
to him, from what had appeared in the newspapers ; 
hot nobody weald for e moment suppose that the 
LUuL-Governor oould by any possibility overawe 
that House. Now they all would have to admit 
that the Lieut. -Govern« had a perfect right to 
lend mirages to that House from the very Aral day 
of the session, but there wea this difference that 
the Government of the day weald have to become 
responsible for the communication from hB Honour 
the Lieut.-Governor ; and In this «« the Govern­
ment took upon lt«lf the whole responsibility of 
the proposed reduction of the amount alluded to.

Mr. BELL moved in amendment that

Mr. MEREDITH in speaking to the 
amendment took occasion to refer to the 
recent trip of bis Honour tilt Lieut,-Gov. 
enter. In criticising the expenditure on 
that occasion, he said that if it had been 
a prgper one his Honour should not have 
been asked to pay any portion of it and if 
it waa not a proper one the Government 
must be responsible for it. His Honour 
had no control over any of the expenditure 
connected with the trip, and no language 
was strong enough to characterise the con­
duct of any one who, under the circum­
stance* attempted to make a target of his 
Honour at which to direct attacks on such 
expenditure. He (Mr. Meredith) bad every 
respect for the office of Lient.-Governor, 
bat he had yet to learn that it Was 
not the duty of the representatives of the 
people to criticise public expenditure and to 
hold the Government responsible for it. 
An attempt hod been made to evade the 
issue by a reference to the Chioora trip, 
whioh occurred some years ago. The Op­
position replied that the expenditure on 
that trip was justifiable, and that if it waa 
not justifiable it would afford no excuse for 
the Government in the present instance. 
He apprehended, however, that there was 
no parallel between th* two oases. The 
Chioora trip was determined upon after due 
notice to the people’s representatives ; wss 
assented to by both aides of the House, 
waa taken part in by both side*. It was 
recognized as having been in th* public 
service, by both political parties. On the 
return of the expedition, resolutions were 
moved by such prominent Reformers ae 
Merer». Sinclair and MoKellar and other* 
endorsing the expenditure. On tiie other 
hand there was nothing to Indicate that 
the recent trip waa in tiie public service. 
The Government, moreover, did not 
oome down .te the House and ask for 
an appropriation. Before the trip of 
the Governor-General to Manitoba was 
undertaken, tiie Dominion Government 
took an appropriation of $8,000 for the 
purpose, and upon that occasion Mr. Cart­
wright said he had brought the statement 
down in deference to tiie wishes of the 
then opposition. He thought, therefore, 
that the constitutional practice in regard 
to this matter had been well established, 
and that unless some grave public neces­
sity aroe* such expenditures should not 
be incurred without the previous approba­
tion and consent of Parliament. The Gov­
ernment would not undertake to say that 
in this instance any public necessity had 
arisen. In 1878 a trip of the same kind, 
though not of the same magnitnd* was 
undertaken to Thunder Boy, and a pro­
mise was then made that the trip would 
be repeated, and it looked re if the Gov­
ernment wished to establish the practice 
of charging three trips against the public 
exchequer. He wished it well understood 
that the iaene was not whether $350 too 
much had been spent in luxuries. The 
ground taken by the Opposition 
was that the whole expenditure was 
altogether unnecessary, and that it is 
desirable the sanction of the House should 
first have been obtained. In order to 
place on record the position of the Opposi­
tion, he moved on amendment to the 
amendment to the following effect :—That 
this House, while prepared to assent to all 
all reasonable appropriation! for this ser­

I don't mind 
whether Jim wes looking out of the win­
dow or not. I did not see anyone abaut 
the fire until between eight and nine. 
1 heard of the murder about ten o'olook in 
the morning, when the ssholars osme 
home. My little sister Julia Carroll first 
told me of the murder. She sometimes 
fives with me, but was not there 
that night, Bill Csrroll was with me 
at the barn when the girl told about the 
mnrder. "Boss” had gone to Exeter 
before we heard of the murder. He did 
not go down to the house to see about the 

iorder, but turned his book en it, and 
went to Exeter. After we Heard about 
the murder, the Chief of Polio# oame to 
our plaoe to search. The witness then 
went on to detail the operations of the 
Chief and his subordinates while st her 
»l*oe, as has already been given in The 
\iail. She also minutely described the 

house, and said that on the morning after 
the murder, Carroll's boots were in the 
spot she had seen them before going to 
bed. There was fresh snow on the ground, 
but no tracks about. The general tenor 
of her evidence was to show that no one 
oould have left the house without her 
knowledge. *

The lut withees’ husband was called, 
and his evidence was devoted to a 
description of the doings of the 
Vigilanoe Committee, ef which he wu 
• member. He described It u an in­
formal affair without any recognized head. 
He signed the book ef enrolment In the 
lobby of the ohnroh, the priest having in­
vited all to do so from the pulpit.

At six o’clock the Court adjourned till 
to-morrow.

ADMITTED TO RAIL.
Mr. McMahon applied for the discharge 

of thou against whom the Crown had no 
evidence.

The Crown Attorney refused to dis­
charge, but allowed several of the prisoners 
to go on bail.

The following prisoners were then ad­
mitted to bail ia the sum of $2,000 eaoh:— 
Patrick Ryder, er., Patrick Ryder, jr., 
Ju. Maher, sr., Ju Maher, jr., Wm. Car- 
roll, Wm. Shea and Mary Maher.

London, Feb. 27.—The examination be­
fore the Magistrate» of the persons charged 
with being concerned in the Donnelly 
massacre wu continued to-day. The first 
witness called wss

Wm. Thompson, who had been on the 
stand at the adjournment yesterday. He 
wu cross-examined by Mr. McMahon, 
and said—I have lived about twelve years 
u a farmer on the property I now ooonpy. 
I have not spoken to the Donnellys for six 
or seven years. I had no intercourse 
further than exchanging salutations, owing 
to the manner in which they treated me at 
the time of my marriage. The Vigilance 
Committee wu for the purpose of discover­
ing anything that wu stolA, and for no 
other purpose that I know of. 77m book 
that wu open at the church, everybody who 
liked could sign. It wu open to the entire 
parish, but I did not take notice who had 
signed or who signed while I wu there. 
The prisoner Wm. Carroll hu been work­
ing for me since lut July. James Carroll 
wu in the habit of oomiug to my hone* to 
•?e his brother. He had slept at my house 
a Bight every ROW and then, in addition to 
the two weeks he wu there between 
Christmu and the time of the murder. 
He slept ua stairs in the same bed with 
hie brother. There wu no ceiling above 
the lower fleur, nothing but the wide 
boards, which toogusd and grooved. Some 
of them, however, were sprung up and 
loue. I cent uy hew long the house had 
been built, but should think five or six 
years before I went there. The boards 
would be pretty dry, A small piece wu 
burnt where the stovepipe peered through 
the loft, and on the occasion ef the fire seme 
of the hoards wars loosened. The stove­
pipe hole is about a foot and a half from 
the north wall where Carroll slept, and 
any one getting out of bed weald require 
to peu around the stovepipe. I do not 
think from my knowledge of the bouse 
that any one oould have got flown that 
stairway, and out of the house without 
my knowing it. After I lit the fire, I 
opened the kitchen doer south and went 
out at the deor. There were no tracks 
that I oould see. I did not notion any 
snow about the door inside. Sometimes 
snow would drift in under the door, and 
I uw no traoka of say one coming in. 
James Carroll’s boots were in the kitchen 
that morning, bat I did not see him pat 
them on. He placed his boots between 
the ki token stove and the wall, along with 
my boo ta, and others were there, 
too, in the morning. I out uy 
whether I uw -William Carroll or not 
ia the morning. I remember folding up 
the curtains of the upstairs window when 
the Chief wu there, and also that he aUed 
me to get a light, owing to the darkueu. I 
out uy whether the corner of 
the curtain had been lifted before or 
not. The door leading from the ki token 
to the main part of the house will only 
open half way. That door wu shut. On 
the night ef the murder, my bedroom floor 
wu open, and remained opu all the time. 
The Chief, Mr. Murphy, Mr. Phair, Mr. 
Pskriok Donnelly ami another gentleman, 
whom they said wu a reporter, were dis­
tributed abut the houu. I .ou’t tell ex­
actly, because throe or four were asking 
me questions at eno* and I may have mis­
understood the Chief’s question, and he 
may have misunderstood my answer. I 
did not go to bed at half-put right, and 
did not gat up at half-put raven, therefore 
I oould not have said so. It wu snowing 
whu I got np. There is a door leading 
up the stairs, which I think James Cartel! 
closed whu he wu going up. There are 
two steps leading up to that door. Any­
one who went eat of the main kitchen 
door would have to oome down stairs, go 
arouad a table, paw my bedroom door, and 
opu the door leading to the kltohen. Wil­
liam Carroll oame down u usual the morn­
ing of the murder.

To Mr. Hulohioson.—I went out by the 
kitchen door whu I got up, and it wu 
mowing at that tiqse. H any person had 
been out, I don’t know that the snow 
would have covered the tracks. I had no 
occasion to look for tracks. It had ben 
mowing a good deal during the night, and 
it wu still snowing when I went out The 
mow had not drifted into thp kitchen that 
I know of during the sight, and I did hot 
look to ua if there were uy tracks’ ia the 
ki tehee. I never thought of doing so, and 
there might have bam a wet spot in the 
kltohm without me noticing it. Fire was 
left in the stove whm we went to bed, ana 
the kitchen should be warm all sight. I 
did not aka Carroll's bsoti in the kltohen 
after he took them aflf at night. I paid no 
attention to that matter. A white ootton 
curtain ud white ootton blinds were on 
the window up-etaire, having hem hang 
these since before Christmu. They worn 
hinging there whu the Chief oame, and I 
remember somebody asking me to roll 
book the ouiMfarMt |iibtpi. I did not 
know that Mr. Payne, the reporter, took 
notu of whst I said in the House. ' Thau 
questions were put to me in the largest 
room of the asm building. It might 
have been the Chief who put the question 
to me. I know the Chief whu I eu him, 
and recognise the man who wu at my 
houu to be the Chief. I do not 
reoolleet raying to the Chief that 
the reason I had heard nothing 
of the fir* wu because my wife 
and I had slept to eouridly. I da 
not reoolleet saying that I had slept 
soundly, and, therefore, did not hear or 
see ths fire. It it about four hundred sore 
lets from my houu to Maher’s, b raides 

length of my own farm. I know 
wr Connolly, the parish priest. The

church to on the Romm line near ths Proof 
line, and we are all in the habit of going 
there. I have newer heard Father Con­
nolly speak the DoJnellys’ name in ohnroh 
to the but of my knowledge. I never 
heard him speak openly of the Donnelly 
family. I have heard him speak of 
troubles, but he never mentioned names. I 
don’t remember the purport of hie words

Mr. McMahon—Father Connelly ia not 
here charged with anything. •

Witness—I never heard Father Connolly 
ourse the Donnelly family, but have heard 
him speak of a family understood to bo the 
Donnellys. He wu alluding to depreda- 
tiens, but I can’t uy what he said. He 
wu not approving of their oondnot. It 
wu a speech he wu making to the con­
gregation, and he wu not speaking cheer­
fully of them. I can’t toll what he uid of 
the family. I swear I oan’t remember it.

Mr. McMahon—He wu not speaking of 
the Donnellys.

Witness—I might think only in my own 
mind that he wu referring to the Don­
nellys, but I don't remember what he said. 
Father Connolly spoke of thou things, u Won 
they were attributed to his parishioners. 
Nearly every Sunday he had something to 
say on aooonnt of the numerous outrages, 
on any Sunday I was there. I never heard 
Father Connolly ourse or denounce them 
to my knowledge. I never heard him men­
tion their names.

Mr. McMahon—Nor the Crown oan’t 
bring a man to swear that he did.

Witness—N wu with a view to stop­
ping thru outrages that this Committee 
wu. formed.

Jambs Febly, sworn—I live in tito 
Township of Biddulph, and was acquainted 
with the Donnelly family. I wu at old 
Mr. Donnelly’s houu on the night of the 
murder, and wu'in the kitchen. This wu 
after dark. I uw Mrs. Donnelly, Thomas 
Donnelly and Bridget Donnelly. I re­
mained there about half an hour, tilling.
I heard some one talking, who, to the best 
of my opinion, wu old Mr. Donnelly. He 
wu speaking to somebody. After leaving 
the Donnellys, I went to Mr. Whalen’s, 
nearly opposite, and uw my brother 
William, Bridget MoLaoghlin and Jatnu 
McLaughlin. I stayed there about half an 
hear, more or leu, and then went home, 
about three-quarters of a mile away. I 
passed Thompson’s houu on my way home, 
and also the eohoel-houee. I raw some 
people below the school house ; to 
the but of my opinion, about 
throe. They were standing. I oame 
upon them at Thompson’s gate. They 
were James Carroll and James Ryder. I 
oan’t uy whether the third person wu 
there or not James Ryder had a cap on. 
Carroll had on a hat, but I oan’t uy what 
kind of clothes, They were of dark oolour.
I got home about 9 o’clock. Bridget and 
Jane MoLaoghlin were with me. 1 recol­
lect going to Lucan one of the days of the 
Ryder trial, and uw James Carroll. He 
wu talking about the Donnellys, He said 
the society were going to put them down 
one way or another, fie told me to shun 
them. I don’t know whether he said the 
Donnellys or Tom Donnelly.

To Mr MoMahen—I walked home from 
Whalen’s with the two Mies McLaughlin».
I did not call at their houu. Mc­
Laughlin’» la the next hundred 
acres to Thompson-’». Carroll and .Tames 
Ryder were at Thompson's gate. I swear 
to Ryder because I wu close enough to ue 
his featuru. I wu at old Mr. Donnelly's 
for half an hour, at Whalen’s for half au 
hour, and it would be between half-put 
eight and nine o’clock when I saw Carroll 
and Ryder at Thempeon’s gate. I did not 
notice whether Carroll went into Thomp­
son’s houu or not. I could not uy 
whether they were inside or outside of the 
gate-poets. Thompson's gate wu open.
I stopped talking to the McLaughlin girls 
for a few minutes at their gate. Carroll 
said the Donnellys had a bad name, and if 
he went with them he would also get a bad 
name. When he spoke about putting 
down the Donnellys, he uid them or any 
others who were doing this bad work. 1 
oould net ray whether my brother William 
belonged to this Vigilance Committee or 
not. I did net. They uy William does.
I am positive as to the identity of Carroll.

Mrs. Thompson, re-called—I reoolleet 
when the Chief wu at our houu the first 
time. He uked me some questions. I do 
not remember telling him tirai James Car- 
roll had not slept at my Muse on the 
night after the murder. I do not reoollwt 
him asking me ths question. I eould not 
hare told him anything else than Mat he 
did sleep there, without telling a lie.

Patrick Kjshpe, sworn—I five in lid- 
dolph, on the sixth oeneusion, near Ju. 
Maher’s, and about half a nail* from 
Ryder’s. I recollect the murder, and re­
member seeing one of the Ryders the night 
of the murder between half-past mine ud 
ten o’olook. It wu Patriot Ryder. I 
uw him while I wu standing at our own 
gate. He wu going towards his own 
houu on horsebaok. Me wu carrying 
something, but I oould not uy 
what it wu. It teemed to be tied up in a 
white doth, and I considered it wu a gun.
He wu coming from the north, and going 
home. I did not "apeak te him. I live 
about a mile north of the Donnellys, and 
Ryder Uvu between. I knew McLaugh­
lin, and he lives eut of our plaoe. Ryder 
wu ooming along the road in front of our

To Mr. MoMahoa—I live on the sixth 
Young Ryder wu on horubaek, 

going southward. I wu an the west ride 
of the road, and had just oome home at 
that time. I had bun at Robert Keefe’s, 
who Uvu south of us. Martin McLaugh­
lin Uvu on the eighth and ninth oonou- 
sions of the sixth line. One part of the 
gun wu under hie coe* the other part 
hanging down. The home wu walking quite 
■tow, hat I oould not swear what he had 
in his hand. I couldn’t uy what it wu 
oevsred with. It wu something white. 
It wu net dark, but I required to get 
oloee to see whs it wu. I aid net speak 
to him, nor did he speak to me. The 
Ryders and I are on speaking terms. He 
kept his head down, u though he didn’t 
want to be known. I uw about two fut 
of this white thing, pert of which I think 
wu under hie coat. I tm certain had it 
bun outride of his cost, I should have 
seen the rut of it. It would be ten or fit- 
teen minutes from Rebt, Keefe’s plaoe to 
my gate. I noticed Ryder about fifteen 
rods before he oame np to me. Mther’t 
houu fronts eu the same concession u that 
on whiok I live. It would be a little lew 
than a quarter of a mile ffom Maher’s house 
to mine. I cannot uy where Ryder oame 
out on the road. The portion of ths thing 
I saw wu round* end about the eiu of the 
muzzle of a gun. I oould not uy. but 
think he had a raddle. I thought he had 
from the way he wu sitting on the hone. 
Kwfe and myself were wondering what it 
wu he had in hie hand. Neither of us 
oould make out what it wu. I teld Keefe 
I thought they were going to shoot the 
country, and were getting their faction to­
gether. I need to speak to the Ryders. I 
lost passed the time of day, but I have net 
bun en visiting tenu with them for the 
last year or w. We were always friends 
with them. I remember when old Pat 
Ryder’s barns and grain were bum* I 
wu net at home. I wu at a wedding at 
Robert Keefe’s, about half a mil* from 
Ryder’s. The fire eocurred new day­
light. The party were dancing
whu the fire broke on* I
did not go to Ryder’s and assist to put out 
the fires, w I was afraid. I did not belong 
to the Vigilanoe Committu. I never joined 
It. I «think I wu never uked to join. I 
told Robert Keefe what I thought it wu 
Ryder had, and he wondered where he 
had been. I do not know whether Robert 
Kufe said it wu a stick. He said he 
thought it wu a gun that Ryder carried. 
It did not take us long in discussing 
whether it WU a gun or stick. I cannot 
remember who wu the first person I told 
about Ryder having a gun. Kwfe spoke 
to his father, James Keefe, and told him 
what he thought it wu en the next day. 
His father also met Ryder, and thought 
it wu a sword, something tong 
hanging down by the bone's side 
that ha earrled. Did not want ta have 
anything te do with the Vigilance Com­
mittee, u I always thought it would oome 
to a bad end like this. I eannet remember

know the book wu there. I do not go to 
ohnroh very often. After the Committee 
wu formed, I dqnot mind hearing Father 
Connolly speaking about the book and the

Robsrt Donnelly said he wu a son of 
James Donnelly, deceased. He wes at 8* 
Thomu on the night of the murder. He 
heard of the murder on Wednesday. He 
oame home about two o'olook on Friday 
afternoon, and went to Mr. Connors’, in 
Lacan. He went to the mine on Saturday. 
The boy John Connors went with witness 
Joseph Whalen oame over while witness 
wu there. He went there to see where 
they were murdered. He did not make 
any search round the plaoe to find any­
thing then. On the 12th or 13th of the 
month, he accidentally found the stick 
(produced) near hie father’s houu. He 
found it about ten rods from the houu in 
the field north of the houu, in the direc­
tion of the sohool-houu and in the 
direction of his brother William’s. He 
wu engaged in driving some cattle 
to James Keefe’s from the old homestead 
when he found i* It wu about half way 
between the sohool-houu and the gate.

Cross-examined by Mr. MoMahon—The 
school-house is on the north corner of the 
fifty urea of the homestead. A short time 
before a portion of the lot wu enclosed u 
a mtplay ground for the eohooL The fence by the arm, and placed him. about a foot 
wu an ordinary one. The stick wu found towards witneu' room. She uid " Oh. 
about half-way between the school fence
and hie father’s house, about seventy fut 
from the fence. Both- ends of the stick 
look u though they had been eM for a 
long time. One ride of the stick wu wet 
The stink is -just shout the height of a 
baseball club. Witneu had lot been liv­
ing at home for the put twenty-one months. 
He hid bun away and oame home on the 
9th December. He thought the stains on 
the stick were blood. He wu at Mr. Mo- 
Oroth’s on Wednesday of this week with 
Detective Phair. About four or five 
o’olook in the evening he found a pair 
at overshoes there in a manure 
hup. James McGrath assisted to 
find fluo, Witneu did not think Mo- 
Grath knew they were there. He thought 
he wu above suspicion. He went because 
Phair uked him. He had no idea what 
they were going there for.

Constable William Hodrins, of Luoan, 
sworn, said he wu well acquainted with 
James Carroll, who is a constable also. A 
short time ago he lent Carroll a pair of 
handcuffs. He lent them to him the day 
after Ryder’s burning. He thought he had 
no handcuffs of his own. The reason he 
borrowed them wu because he wu going 
to make an arrest for the burning. They 
were returned by a younger brother of 
Carrol on the day after the fnueral. At 
the time of the murder, the handcuffs had 
not been returned.

Cross-examined—Carroll wu in the habit 
of borrowing the handcuffs from witneu. 
He bad owned them four or five year», and 
carried them around with him. He usually 
carried them in the breast pocket. They 
have several times been damp with sweat. 
He thought he uked Carroll if he wanted 
them. The handcuffs produced are the 
same. They were brighter when lent to 
Cairull than they are now. He examined 
the handouffa when he got them home. 
From a rough calculation, he thought they 
were about in the ume condition u when 
he loaned them. They bear no traces of 
sand-paper having bun used upon them.

William Donnelly wu the next witneu 
called, but again failed to answer to his 
name, and the Court adjourned until ten 
o’olook to-morrow morning at the Court 
Houu.

The aix male prisoners and Mr* Maher 
were again allowed to be released en bail, 
whieh wu promptly furnished.

London, Feb. 28—The Court room hu 
been crowded to suffocation all du, Wil­
liam Donnelly bring on the stand. He 
wu allowed to rit while giving his evidence, 
"bring ntill weak from the offset of his re- 
cent illness.

Jam vs Carroll he had only known for two 
or thru year* Witneu said he wu too 
well acquainted with James Carroll, u a 
year ago lut October 14th he began and 
had been dragging them all around 
the oounty, ana rinoe he had

appointed constable he had 
carrying on the same tactics. He 
had arrested one of witneu’ brothers upon 
a charge upon which he had previously 
been acquitted by four magistrates.

wae a very had feeling on the part 
af CarroU towards witness, ud he showed 
thle feeling every ehuee he oould get. A 
yew ago the 14th of hut October, he had 
witneu, hla mother, father, ud other 
members of the family arrested. Ken- 

*!”med *5 80 around with CarroU 
aU the time, and went to witneu’ father’s 
houu with CarroU to search. Kennedy 
and witness had been bad friends ever 
■ino* he married his sister. They had a 
quarrel one day in Lacan. Sinoe then they 
hu always been bad friend* When wit­
ness uw the partiu outside, his wife said 
she would get up whether she wu shot or 
not, u John wu choking with the blood in 
his mouth. She then got up ud lit a light. 
Witneu ia also weU acquainted with 
Jamu Ryder’s voice. He knew his father 
before he wu married. His wife went 
into the kitchen with the lamp, took John

William Donnelly raid he resided at 
Whalen’s Corners, Tewuhlp of Biddulph. 
He was the eldest living son of the late 
Jamu DonneUy. He wu married. He 
recollected the night that his brother John 
and his father were hilled. He wu at 
heme that nigh* Himself, hla wife, young 
Jamu Kufe, ud his father-in-law, John 
Kennedy, seaior, were in the houu that 
nigh* James Keifs stayed until eleven 
o’olook. John Kennedy left about dark. 
Martin Hogu and his brother John Don­
nelly stayed in the houu that nigh* John 
earns about dark, ud brought the money 
ud harneu te get the cutter, aa he 
wanted to attend at Gram ton the next 
day with his father to be present 
et the Ryder trial It wu half-past 
twelve whu he wound the cloek that 
nigh* Witneu showed Martin and John 
their bed. Martin wanted to go to Mr. 
Markin's houu to sleep, u he wu going 
to thrash there next day, John said to 
him “ Markon hu a luge family. They 
will all be ia bed now, and you had better 
stay." Witness’ wife went to bed before 
twelve. The thru mu ut up talking 
about the Vigilance Committee. At abut 
half-put itwo witneu wu awakened by 
John ooming eut ef hie room, through 
witneu’, to the kitehen. He spoke to wit- 
neu as he wu going through his
The path from the gate to the kitchen door 
wu olou by John's bedroom, so that he 
would hear anybody oomiug in that way 
quicker than witness would. [A diagram 
of the houu wu here huded to the wit­
ness, who explained the several positions.] 
As John went through witneu’ rout, 
he said, “I wonder who it is halloaing 
' fire ’ ud rapping at the kitohu 
door.” When John opened the kitohu 
door, before the outer door wu opened, 
witneu heard ume one hallooing •' Fire, 
fire, opu the door, Will." Witness heard 
the dear opened, and immediately heard 
two shots fired in rapid suooeraion. John 
fell baok against the door going out of 
witneu’ bedroom into the kitohu. His 
head fell against the jamb ef the doer. 
The distance of the door from the kitchen 
door ia abut uvea feet. As he fell, he 
said "Will, Will, I am shot ; may the 
Lord have mercy on my tool.” fHogsn 
said to witneu, " Keep quiet, or we will 
be all killed. It's you they wu*” Hogu 
had got out of bed by this time, end wu 
standing insids his own bedroom near the 
dur that oame into witness' room. Im­
mediately afterwards witneu heard uvu 
•hots fired in front of the house, more in 
the direction of the by gate. The shots 
sounded like revolver shot* ud were 
fired Immediately after eaoh other. Wit- 
neu wu satisfied at the time that it wu 
uvu shots. The two shot* that were 
fired at John had a very loud report, ud 
were fired almost together. He oould 
just distinguish the two shots. They ap­
peared te have been fired olou to the 
kitohu dur, u the smell of the powder 
oame into witness’ rum. Ho did not get 
out of bed, u his bed wu right under the 
dur at the front of the house. The top 
put of this dur is of glass, ud had he get 
ut of bad he would have had to pa* be­
tween a heating stove and- the grass door. 
The next thing witness did wu to turn 
the corner of the blind ud look u* He 
uw John Kennedy, Jamu Carroll, and 
Jamu By du there. [This definite state­
ment caused à sensation in Court ] They 
were partly in front of the houu. Ken­
nedy wu standing right by the glau 
dur, within two or thru fut of 
the door, at the spot marked in 
the diagram prodpoad. Jamu CarroU "and 
Jamu Ryder were standing at the spot 
marked in the diagram, abut nine feet 
from the window. Witneu uw three 
mu standing neu the gate. Witneu 
thought it wu Wm. Carroll, Michael 
Henan, and Patrick Rydu, jr. He 
wuld not aweu to them. The big mu 
appeared to have something arouqd him. 
Witneu swore positively to Kennedy, Je* 
CarroU, ud Jamu Ryder. These three

He had been drawn into the 
room. He wu quite dead. It wu not 
clear daylight when witneu got up. His 
wife and Hogu were in the same room. 
His wife wut into the kitchen ud put on 
a fir* It wu whu they uid he wu 
dead his wife looked at the elook ; that 
wu about five minutes after he wu shot. 
It then wuted a minute or two to 2.30. 
Up to the time he got up he did not look 
at John. When witneu got up, he opued 
the kitchen dur, ud luked at the tracks 
outside the kitchen dur. There is about 
six feet of roof projecting over the doer, 
and the snow had not Mown in under 
the* Outside the kitohu dur were 
the tracks of a pair of buts ud a pair 
of overshoes. He uw the tracks in 
the mow. There wu anew there previous 
to that nigh* and no fresh anow had fallu 
there that night. One of the buta that 
had no overshoes on had dipped abut 
throe fut in towards the home. The 
buta were long ud broad. The overshoes 
ware luge and apparently old, from the 
onfcs in the sole. Outride of the porch the 
tracks were filled up He oould see the 
footprints all around. He oould not see 
what they were made by. The trayk from 
the overshoes wut acre* to the big gate 
going away. The tracks of the luge buts 
wut around the Iront of the houu, olou 
by the houu acrou the front of the lot. 
There were other traoka all over tira gar­
den into the two stable* The iron bar 
Wu taken down, ud wu standing against 
the door of the stallion's stable in the 
morning. The fork wu taken away from 
the grey mare's stable, ud thrown into 
the dung-heap. There were no tracks to 
where John’» pony wu. She wu in a 
track shed. There were tracks all over Mr. 
Walker’s garden, to the north of witneu’ ;

in Mr. Marken’s field bekind 
the stable. There were traoka all around 
the houu, to every window in the houa* 
with the exception of the kitohu window, 
immediately opposite the spot where John 
wu ako* The window is : 
over the bullet hole in the wall

It ap­

peared from the tracks that the anow had 
been pretty much trampled down all round. 
Tracks had alaedwu made to the kitohu 
dur ud window of Mr. Blackwell’s house, 
two feet south of his houu. Before look­
ing at thou traoka, witneu wut ud 
called Mu BlaokwelL He had on his 

sad ran down stairs whu he called 
Hogu ud witneu ud Btookwell 

examined the tracks together. Witness 
went ud got the pony and wut down to 
Jamu Kufe’* a neighbour, who Uvu 
close on three-quarters of a mile from 
witness. He railed him up and told him 
what had happened ud who he raw. 
Kufe told him not to speak of ft until he 
got Phair and Murphy fin* Witneu rode 
back without waiting for him. He uw a 
large number of traoka in the road, u if a 
crowd had gone towards Katie’s houu. 
The tracks did not go u far u Keefe’s 
houa* They went abut half way to 
Kufe’* He oould not see whether these 

» made in going to 
coming from his houu. Wi

traced the tracks u far u the two town 
lino*- He drew a plu of the roads there. 
He raw two treeke leave the crowd ud go 
u along the town line in the direction of 
Maher1* The remainder of the tracks con­
tinued u the town line bet weu Blanchard 
ud Osborne to the first oonoesiion rond, 
running eff it in Osborn* He traced the 
traoka about twelve rods on the line lead­
ing up to Keefe's house, where they 
stopped. Up te that point there appeared 
to be a great number of track» ; not within 
nearly half a mile af Keefe’s houu. There 

■ tons track by itself continued on to 
lefe’s. This track wu covered up a great 

deal more by the uow than the others. 
Blackwell uked witneu whether he had 
sun the fire, ud told him that there wu 
one on the Roman line somewhere during 
the nigh* Witneu intended going over 
to tell his father about John being sho* 
ud Whu Blackwell showed the direction 
in which the fire wu over some low tree* 
witneu wu satisfied that it wu there, and 
told him that he wu satisfied they had 
not heard the worst of it ye* Witneu then 
asked John Walker to drive over ud 

s if there wu anything the matter 
with them, and if they were all right to 
toll them John wu shot He took his 
outtor ud John’s pony and wut ever. 
Witneu told Mr. Nelson, the store-keeper, 

rly in the morning, of what had nap- 
pened, ud he said he heard nothing during 
the nigh* The store is abut twelve rode 
from witneu’ houu. Walker’s ia abut 
sixty or seventy fut from witneu’ houa* 
Witneu waited at home until Walker got 
baok. He rame baok ud told witneu that 
the houu wu burned down, ud all their 
bodies were there burnt. Whu witneu 
got ut of bed he examined John’s breut, 
ud eounted twenty-nine holes in the left 
breut. The most of the holes were just 
over the lung. The collar-bone wu faroki 
ud pro trading. There was a slight wound 
■a the forehead, which witneu took to 
have been caused whu he fell against the 
door. The bullet wut through the wooden 
walasoot, ud witneu wut around ud 
chopped away the boards on the outside, 
ud found the bullet lying on the rill 
under the north window - of the kitehen. 
He thought hie wife ud Mrs. Blackwell 
were present when he found the bulle* 
They were on the inside, running an iron 
rod through the bullet hole, directing wit­
neu where to ohop. Witneu kept the 
bullet, ud gave it to the Chief of Poliee, 
marking it before he gava It to hie* He 
marked it with a knife, ud wuld know it 
again. He did not examine John’s body, 
because there wu a lot of women round. 
Hie wife picked up a pieu of paper near 
John’s body. It wu a large pieo* and 
had the appearance of having been fired

from a sho* gun. The pi sees, whu put 
together, would rayer a piece u large u 
hie hud. He oould teM from the reading 
u it that it wu a piece of the Catko’ic 
Record. It bad blood on R, which witness 
took to be John’s blood. The edges ap- 
pesred u if a «bot bad gone through It. 
He told hia wife to put it ia the glass case, 
and the next morning hs put it in an en- 
vriop* and kept it uhtil he gave it to the 
Chiirf. At this «tag* the Court adjourned 
until two odock for lundi.

The Court resumed at two o’olook.
William Donnelly, wntinuitig—The 

bullet produced is the one he found. He 
idutified it by the mark upon it, which 
he made whu he gave it to tne Chief. He 
found the bullet abut ten o’olook. He 
sent Jamu Kufe to Luoan to notify the 
coroner ud telegraph his friends. He re­
mained at his houu all the day. Probably 
one hundred ud fifty persons were there 
during the day. About five e’olook in the 
evening, a reporter, ud shortly after, two 
constables named Moore ud -Brown, oame 
and brought a team and coffin to take the 
body into Luoan. The body was jet in 
the coffin in the same condition that it wu 
whu John died. Witneu went to Luoan 
in the vehicle behind that containing the 
body. The body wu taken ne town 
at first, ud either the Chief or Dr. Hoe- 
sack gave directions to have the body taken 
to Mr. O'Connor'* Witness then wut to 
McLean's tavern with the Chief, ud re­
mained there until between eight ud nine 
o’olook. There wu a poet-mortem examin­
ation of the body that nigh* Dr. Flook 
made the postmortem in the presence of» 
witneu. Deceased’s lungs were filled with 
holes and three ribs were broken. The 
shots were smaller than buckshot, some­
thing like dnekaho* The doctor was- 
unable te find all the shot* There wu a 
bullet wound in the right groin. The bul­
let did not go straight through. It wut 
a little to the lef* It wu u inward 
riant. Only himself and wife occupied the 
bouse. They Were generally the only per- 
sons m i* He ud hie wife occupied the 
room in which John slept until a short time 
before the mnrder. It Is three miles and 
twenty rode from witneu’ houu to hia 
father1* He wu on the best ef terms 
with Martin MoLachlan until this Society 
wu formed. He never spoke to witneu 
rinoe it wu formed, so he did not tell 
him. He knew nothing abut the Socriqty 
except hearsay. He wu never asked to 
join, ud kept his father from joining.

Crou-examined by Mr. MaoMahon— 
Martin Hogu came to his place between 
eight ud nine o’olook that night. He 
proposed to go home just u Keefe got up 
to go home. Witneu and John induoed 
him to stay. He nt up until half-put 
twelve. Witness, Hogan, John and Keefe 
ware sitting in the kitchen. James Keefe 
ud witneu were splitting wood in the 
woodshed when Hogu oame first. It wu 
nothing unusual for them to sit up until 
that time. Whu witneu showed John 
ud Hogu to their bedroom, he spread a 
new buffalo robe over the bed. There 
wu a lot of plaster off the railing, John 
said there was plenty of fresh ur. The 
door between the two bedrooms wu shut. 
It ia usually kept ihu* There whs a fire 
in the kitchen. There wu sufficient coal 
to start a fire when hia wife got up. When 
witneu wut into bed, hs uked his wife to 
>u»h over to the other side of the bed. She 
augbuand said she wu not going to 
warm hia side of the bed for him. 
(Laughter.) He thro put a stick in the 
stove ud got into bed. The stove is a 
small ue, ud there wu a nice fire in i* 
His wile did not uy uything about it 
being a raid night. Witness thought he 
laid abed about half u hour before he 
wut to sleep. The first witness heard of 
John wu whu he heard him running to 
the dora. When he next raw him he had 
two shirts on. After John epued the door, 
and had got into the kitohu witneu oould 
hear the rapping at the door. It is a door 

th glau panels. He heard them rail 
“Fir* fire.” They called several times. 
He oould not eay he heard hie brother 
opu the door. The whole transaction 
did ut take more thu five or 
six seconds. He wu shot Immediately 
after the door wu opened. They did not 
call " Fire, fire" after the shots were fired. 
It wu immediately after the shot wu 
fired witneu called to Martin Hogu, ud 
said to him, Martin, get up. Before he re­
plied, witness heard the small shots. Ho­
gu answered, “ Keep quiet, or we’ll all 
be sho* It’s you they wut.” He heard 
Martin MoLaehlin’a voies before uy shots 
were fired at all. He did ne* hear it after. 
He oan’t uy how far It is from hie bed­
room to the kitohu door. They were 
kicking or rattling at the dora. They 
made a good deal of noiu. He oould not 
say how many people ware rapping. He 
oould not tell whether they were rapping 
with their hands or kicking i* He con­
sidered it wu a rap at the door, or a kick 
at it with the toe of a boo* Whu John 
opued the door, he heard Mclrachlin’e 
vrioe ray “ Fir* fire, open the door, Will,” 
ud jJokn replied “ Who’s there ?” ud 
James Ryder's voice replied “Fir* 
opu the door, Will.” It ia only 
a few feet from witness' bed-room 
door to the kltohen door. He recognised 
Ryder'» voice more by his speaking wi* 
neu’ name thu uything else. If he had 
not spoku witness’ name, he would Lnot 
have recognized i* Jamu Ryder usually 
called him WilL Most people called him

Cripple.” The clergyman railed bins so 
In the ohnroh. Witneu considered Mo- 
Lachlu a good friend util he joined the 
committee. He had nothing to ray against 
him, though he had used him unfairly 
the Committee wu formed. He thought 
he had agood reputation in the neighbour­
hood. He never heard uything egainsi 
him. The Committee wu framed aom< 
time last summer. He oould not remem­
ber the exact time. The first thing wi* 
neu heard about the Committee was whu 
he heard that Me priest had spoken about 
it from-the altar. He did not au the book 
in the ohnroh. He never wut to ohnroh 
all the summer after that. Witness' 
father told him he thought he 
would join the Committee immedi­
ately after the priut spoke of i* 
He uid he would join it for fur people 
would uy he wu afraid to do ao. He uid 
if he did not join it would be thought they 
were guilty of the orimee laid to them and 
would join on that account. He did not 
know whether he bad been uked to join. 
Witneu persuaded him not to, and told 
hia father that there were mu who had 
joined that society whe would not hesitate 
to do anything to drive them ont of Bid­
dulph. The first thing they would do 
would be to and steal something and 
hide it over their premise* then would 
oome the search for the stolen artiolu, and 
thu they would be aeqt to the peniten 
tiary for i* Hia father oame to that con­
clusion and did not join. He believed that 
there were some very decent - men in the 
Committee.

There ware also ume words from 
the partiu outride the fence, but he 
ooulda’t tell what they were. There wu 
a reply to Carroll’s question, “ what's 
next," or "what's best" Kennedy laid 
" brother-in-law ia easy at las*” Kennedy 
used to oall witneu “brother-in-law” 
whu he wuted to make fun of him in a 
crowd. Witneu wu satisfied from what 
wu uid that It wu him they thought 
they had sho* Whu Kennedy would be 
laughing and swearing at him in a crowd, 
he would always eay " brother-in-law.” At 
the time witneu heard Kennedy’s answer, 
he wu etUl looking rat of tile window. 
He only turned baok just a tittle

corser ef the blind. It wu a ootton Mid 
His wife took the light rat Into the kitohu* 
Ho oould how other voioea just behind the 
gate at the first time, when John wss opu- 
mg the kitohu dora, u they railed “ fir* 
fire, open the door, WilL" It wu raid 
more thu once by two partiu. The 
voioee were those of Martin McUughlin 
and James Ryder. It wu their voices, to 
the but of witness’ knowledge ud belief. 
He bed known Martin McLaughlin u long 
u he bed known uyone. He wu raised 
on the next lot but one to him. He dis­
tinguished his voice without any hésita-

The orou-exkmination further elicited 
the fut that witneu did not tell Hogu 
whom he recognized because Hogu told 
him to keep what he knew to himself. He 
a*80 did not tell Blackwell, because there 
wee » good deal of the woman about 
him. He oould not hup a secret. He 
had bun on bed terms with the Ken­
nedy! sinoe - his marriage to Kennedy’s 
sister. Michael Heenan, Pat Ryder, Jamu 
Ryder, James CarroU, John Kennedy and 
Martin MoLnughliu were arrested on in­
formation furnished to the police by the 
witness. He first told James Kufe the 
names of the partira. The rest of his 
evidence wu nearly confirmatory of what 
he had already sworn to, and his story wu 
not In the leut degree shaken by the 
searching cross-examination to which he 
—as subjected.

At the clou of William Donnelly’s evi­
dence, James Maher, sr., James Maher, 
jr., Mrs.-Maher, James O’Shea and Pat 
Ryder, sr., were discharged, ud bail wu

DR. ORTONS BILL.
Tub honourable member for Centre 

Wellington has introduced a bill to fix 
the maximum rate of interest charge­
able for loans on real estate. This 
measure is not to be confounded with 
what are ordinarily fanned usury bilk, 
inasmuch as it does not lsy down a gen­
eral law for the regulation of money- 
lending, but simply interferes where 
experience teaches—a painflll experience 
in maqy cases—that it is necessary to 
interfere. Dr. Ortoe has, therefore, 
no need to reply to the economical ob­
jections to statutory meddling with the 
jhioe to be fixed for the use of money. 
He simply strikes at the root ef an ex­
tortionate eyttem, under which Canadian 
farmers have long been groaning. We 
believe it will be found nec« 
to amend the measure, bat ef the pro 
oriety of the clause relating to loan and 
kindred societies, these ought to be no 
doubt Mr. Mill, towards the close of 
his Political Economy, contends that the 
State has no right to interpose between 
the lender and the borrower, for the 
protection of the latter. A man who 
gives a mortgage upon his real estate, 
does so with tua eves open, and ought 
te be left to himself, he urges, contrary 
to the more reasonable and humane 
dictum of Adam Smith. In prac­
tice, however, the farmer who 
commits himself to the tender 
mercies of a loan or investment 
society, does so blindfolded. No one 
can have noticed the large dividends 
paid by these incorporated harpies, 
without coming to the inevitable oon 
elusion that somebody is being ground 
into the dust for the benefit of the 
shareholders.

This system presses with an iron heel 
upon all property owners who are com­
pelled to seek temporary assistance, 
but most oppressively on the agricul 
tarai interest. After a succession of 
inferior crops, or the destruction of 
them before or after they are garnered 
in, oV an abnormal fall of prices, the 
farmer finds himself suddenly in the 
depths of adversity. Or, to go farther 
back, he may have cleared his land, and 
paid for it ; and then he finds that his 
Dockets are so far depleted thftt he 
must obtain the money for erecting 
his farm buildings and purchasing 
stock or implements by way of loan. 
Supposing he applies to one of the loan 
associations, which always are ready 
with the phantom for the farmer, re­
serving the substance for themselves. 
The instalments of interest are paid 
monthly, and so appear comparatively 
easy to the unsophisticated 
ist. In point of fact, he is really called 
upon to pay at the rate of nine, ten, 
and even twelve per cent per 
tnniiMj Nor Is that all, there 
are fines for non-payiaent of inter­
est, arid as the poor borrower 
is for some time without anything 
to show for hie expenditure except im 
proved buildings and

Mr. Blau b bill provides, in the first 
( place, for a registry of criminals to be 

kept in all the principal towns, with 
photographs and descriptions of them.

By tins means a double purpose 
would be served. Our own police would 
he able to “ spot” an American criminal 
so soon ss he passes over to Canada, 
and keep him under surveilknoe, and 
the Americans eould easily arrest
keep an eve upon those who pass over 
hence to them.

RAILWAY AID.
Naturally enough the friends of 

those railroads which were expecting 
Government aid thk session will be 
disappointed at the course which the 
Ministry determined on yesterday 
ritemoon, vie., the withdrawal of the 
railway aid resolutions altogether. It 
has been an open secret for some days 
past that Ministerial supporters were at 
sixes and sevens on the Government’s 
policy ; some objecting to voting any 
more money for railroad enterprise, and 
others taking exception to the claims of 
individual roads ; and Mr. Mowat, 
who k by no means a bold man, could 
find no other way out of the difficulty 
save in the withdrawal of the whole 
scheme. After all, perhaps, that is the 
beet thing he could have done in the 
interest of the Province. Since 1870, 
when Sahditsld Macdonald initiated 
tiie policy of giving Government aid to 
railroads, the Province has been bled 
pretty freely ; and we now possess more 
miles of railroad in proportion to popu­
lation than any other country on 
earth. There k no doubt, too, 
that of late there has been, a ten­

te encourage bogus enterprises 
er schemes formed for no other purpose 
than to blackmail existing roads ; while 
claims have been put in by bona fide 
roads for more than they were fairly 
entitled to. In Saedtibld’s days, no 
road was entitled to receive aid if it 
were not a colonization road, running 
into and opening up the back country, 
and so long as he held office the in­
flexible old politician said that thiefsys- 
tem of aid-giving was not abused.

'INDICATIONS OP IMPROVE­
MENT.

Tas processes of national improvement 
are necessarily slow. And, of course, 
the lower the depth from which the 
country has to recover, the slower must 
the process of revival be.

THE INCREASE OF CRIME. 
There can be no doubt that, for some 

yean peat, there has been a steady growth 
in our crop of criminals, and it may be 
added that the offences committed have 
grown in seriousness. It k not our in­
tention to attempt any catalogue of. the 
more serious crimes, because everyone 
who has regularly, or even casually, 
scanned the record in the newspapers, 
must be convinced that, from one cause 
or other, not only miademeanonro.bnt still 
more, the wont kinds of felony, have in­
creased with fearful and omniox» rapidity 
amongst us. Where murder, highway 
robbery, and kindred crimes have been 
prompted by want, the lack of emal 
mentln times of depression may, perhi _ 
be occasionally assigned as the cause. 
But such oases an few and far between. 
Almost all the crimes, punished or re 

ning unpunished, are the work 
professionals, for the most part from 
the neighbouring States. The dark 
fraternity there an closely .watched, 
end when the time comes, hunt* l 
down. Canada thus becomes the refuge 
of the criminal class over the border. 
Our extradition compact with the 
United States k in a most unsatisfac­
tory condition, and for the honour of 
both countries ought to be revised at 
onoe on a liberal and comprehensive 
basis. Here the contracting parties 
may meet and settle terms of reciprocity, 
in the interests of justice, without 
jealousy or unreasoning apprehension. 
So fas as Canadians are concerned, it » 
time that they recognized the fact that 
the simple machinery of former years 
will no longer serve. Since the close 
of tjie American war and the disband 
ing of troops demoralized tnr camp life 
and lost in future to useful employ­
ment, the inflow of criminals across our 
border has been steady and apparently 
permanent We are far from saying 
that the soldiers of the Union were 
mostly predisposed to a life of crime, or 
even that they furnished the largest 
portion of the devil’s contingent ; but 
the end of the war most certainly 
relaxed the tension earned by the inter­
necine strife, and directly led to an 
alarming increase in#rime. The people 
of Canada must at last make np their 
minds that the vices and crimes of an 
old country are amongst as, if not ita 
wealth and refinement Our detective 
system must be overhauled in the cities.

MODERN PREACHING.
It ia a long time since the pew got 

into the habit of criticking the pulpit ; 
still it k not of so ancient a date that we 
cannot find clear record of a time when 
the flock listened, impressed and sub­
missive, too often awed, perhaps, when 
the pastes spoke with authority, as one 
raised above hk fellows, The change 
that we have made in all that has cer­
tainly its drawbacks. Peopk of average 
education no longer attend church to be 
edified ; for when they retire at the 
close of the service, it is to dissect the 
sermon, rather than to profit by it. But 
what k lost in this way k amply made 
up in the improved intelligence of the 
modern congregation. We live in a 
critical age, when vigorous attempts are 
being made, on all sides, to invalidate 
the bases of our faith ; and no one 
need wonder that the pulpit k also 
tried as by fire. There k a self-conceit, 
always latent in every community, 

* stimulated *

extravagance for which they themselves 
are responsible. It k they alone, and 
not the Lieutenant-Governor, who are to 
blame. He can take no step in matters of 
public concern, especially those involving 
an outiay of publie money, without 
receiving their advice, or at all events 
their assent As Mr. Creighton pro­
perly remarked, it was a cowardly 
stratagem to throw the onus on hu 
Honour, when they are hk constitu­
tional advisers, answerable, so long 
they remain in offioe, for all his public 
acts. The attempt to oast odium on the 
Opposition k aa flagrantly untruthful 
as it k fatik. Either Ministers au­
thorized the expenditure, as they would 
appear to have done, by the presence of 
the Treasurer during the pleasure excur­
sion, or they were ex post factg acces­
sories, when theyqilaoed the sum expend­
ed in the supplementary estimates.

On January 4th, 1879, the Shetland 
Islands were shakén for four or five seconds 
by an earthquake ; North Wales had a like 
experience on April 8to ; on May 21st 
parts so 1er distant as Sussex rad West­
moreland were visited by' perceptible 
tremUemenie ; in June, the Hebrides, and 
In October the Mlle of West Cumberland 
were similarly affected. In several of these 
erase the shocks were so violent ae to throw 
down small articles from shelves and tables, 
and were accompanied by loud noises, In 
other parts of Europe the manifestations 
were much more frequent rad far more 
severe. Switzerland, Italy, Hungary rad 
Sicily were toe greatest sufferers, but the 
area of volcanic foroe covered the greater 
part of the continent The greatest de­
struction rad lore of life recurred in Sicily, 
in renarquanoe of the eruption of Etna in 
May and June, whereby large tracts of oui- 
tivated land were overflowed with lava, 
many villages burnt rad their InhsMtrata 
killed, while the whole island wae more or 
lee* enveloped in smoke and ashes. 
Vesuvine showed considerable eigne of ac­
tivity, in sympathy with her sister vol­
cano, and several intermittent outbursts 
from toe Neapolitan mountain, fortunately 
reusing no serious damage, trek place in 
May, June, August and October,

Witches.
A short tint* ago the papers reported the 

details-of the trial of certain Russian peas­
ants who had murdered an unfortunate old 
man under the belipf that he was a wizard. 
The leniency of the sentence passed upon 
the eooueed showed tost their judges at 

raw strong "extenuating dream- 
•traoee ” in the ease, and by no means 
ranked the sot as that qf an ordinary 
murder. Probably no superstition ever 
-lined such universal credence as this 
—illef in witchcraft. It was not confined 
to dark ages or ignorant people. Victims 
were executed under this pretext in the 
dghteento century in England. PMloso- 
' era like Sir Thomas Browne, done men 

;e toe Puritans of New England, up­
right judges like Sir Matthew Hale, 
were all believers in the existence of 
wi tehee. To doubt this wae to oonfeee 
oneself an infidel. In the sixteenth cen­
tury Reginald Brett wrote a book, “ The 
Discoveries of Witohoraft," in which he 
attempted to combat the papular super- 
•titution, but a storm of obloquy de­
scended on toe unfortunate man who dared 
to be wise in advance of hie era. “ The 
Father of Witch Advocates,” " The Gal­
lant of Old Hags,” are among the flatter­
ing tides bestowed on him by his oontem- 
poraflaa ; rad on toe accession of that 
devout believer in witohoraft, Jamea I,, 
the first edition of the work ef " this new 
Sadduoee” was burnt by Royal command. 
In all agea rad in all countries witches 
have been believed in. The negro 
who trembles before the “ Obi 
women, ” toe ravage who dreads" the 
’’ evil eye," toe cultivated Brahmin, 
the civilised European, all share one faith 
in this respect. AU creeds appear to have 
united in persecuting the supposed practi­
tioners of an unlawful art. Papal bulla 
encouraged the extermination of witches, 
and, next to an accusation of heresy, 
witohoraft wae the deadliest crime before 
an eooleeiaetioal tribunal. Yet the Scotch 
Presbyterians and the New England set­
tlers were no lew ornel, rad Dr. Bulleyn, 
a fervent Protestant of the sixteenth cen­
tury, laments that during the reign of 
Mary " blessed men were burned, while 
witches rad sorcerers walked abroad.” If 
aoourato statistics oould be gathered of the 
number of victims executed on a charge of 
witohoraft, ray in England alone, 
the amount would be appalling. It 
is terrible enough to reed the records 
of the Scotch trials of the sixteenth 
century, with the brief finale " oonviot 
and burnt,” with which each report usually 
closes. It is a mistake to suppose that a 
witch must be a "haggard odd woman, 
miserably poor.” In toe “good old 
times" in was easy to fall under the fatal 
accusation. To be more powerful, more 
■ucoewiul, cleverer, more beautiful, 
more wealthy than their neighbours, 
sufficed as grounds for an enemy to raise 
the cry of •' witchcraft ” against many an 
innocent man and woman. Her patriotic 
resistance to the invader was the sole 
offence of Jean of Are, whose judicial 
murder "as a witch ” remains one of the 
darkest stains on our country’s annals. 
High rank rad beauty wM net **vy the 
Countess of Glamii, who was burnt in the 

.seventeenth oentnry on » charge of witoh­
oraft ; nor did the tender years of the 
daughter of Mrs. Hicks (said to have 
been the last witch executed in Eng­
land) rescue her from sharing her mother’s 
doom. Haydn, in his ‘ • Dictionary of 
Dates,” states that this poor child of »<«— 
years old was seizéSat Huntington in 1716, 
but does not give Ms authority. The 
names, however, of many victims equally 
young and innocent might be found in the 
accounts of trials for witohoraft. Many a 
man of science kept back valuable dis- 
o*varies or veiled them in obscurs terms 
(as Roger Baoon is said to have done), 
fearing that fatal suspicion might alight 
upon him for daring to be wiser than his 
neighbours. Anything difficult to explain 
was unhesitatingly rat down ae sorcery 
As late as the eighteenth oratory an un­
fortunate itinerant conjuror, who bad 
trained » horse to toll fortunes on cards 
after the fashion of the “learned pig, 
waa imprisoned by the Spanish Inquisition 
on a charge of " dealing with tha devil”

In the seventeenth oratory proféra»
" Witoh finders ” existed in Bnglsad rad 
Scotland. These men travelled about toe 
oonntry in search ef suspected persons, 
rad wars paid sums varying from 20s. 
to £3 for each witoh they discovered. 
Ns wonder, under these cl room,
stances, that we read of wholerale 
executions of fifteen and twenty people 
at onoe. A professed witohfinder, whose 
crimes eventually brought him to the 
lows, confessed before Ms execution 
he had sensed the death of more than .***, 
inneorat women for the rake of 20*. apiece. 
One of the strangest parts of the history ef 
witches is, that the victims themselves se 
often confessed having practised the un­
lawful arts attributed to them. In many 
erase, of course, this is to be explained ae 
the natural result of the ornel torture# 
applied to “test” a witoh ; the wretehed 
beings raying anything to satisfy their 
persecutors rad procure a cessation at 
their sufferings. But in many instances it 
would seem that the suspected persons 
were victime of delusions, and that the cir­
cumstantial accounts given by them of the 
" Sabbaths " they attended were, in truth, 
delirious fancies. It is no uncommon 
thing for persons tons to accuse themselves 
of imaginary crimes. In sur e»n day, if a 
mysterious murder is committed, persons 
wholly innocent frequently give themselves 
up as the perpetrator. Some years ago an 
anoedoto was mentioned in toe papers of 

shipwrecked sailors who had 
— oast on a desert island, rad 

during tbs months of their lonely 
sojourn there, thought so much of a 
oaee of mutiny and murder that had re­
cently occurred that their first aet on being 
rescued by a passing sMp was to aocuse 
themsel ves as the authors ef the crime. So

lorn in degree, but toe same in intention 
aa the outrage that recently occurred in 
Russia.—London GHobe.

In the Golden Prime of Art
prime

at rad busy workehi wherene great a
rad brain wrought with a harmony 

never wen before, amid an atmosphere of 
universal appreciation—of passionate sym­
pathy with their strivings-not less con­
ducive to artistic productiveness than the 
efforts of individual genius. Th* sense 
of beauty was brought home to all, 
rad interwoven Into every detail of 
life, while the ornementation lavished 
broadcast on the commonest objects 
developed to the full the versatility of the 
creative fancy. Thus, on missal, page rad 
cloistered wall, or ooffer-lid and wayrid/ 
shrine, the artist’s designs gained an added 
charm of appro pria ten eee from adaptation 
to their purpose, and painting, aspiring to 
be nothing but a common handicraft, and 
disdaining nO work of helpful simplicity, 
attained its supreme triumph in humility. 
With ft were associated, more or less in­
timately, a great many sister trades, or 
arte, ae they were all called indiscrimi­
nately ; that of toe cofanai, or cabinet­
makers, who furnished chests and caskets, 
tabernacles- rad triptych*, accurately 
fashioned rad smoothed to receive the de­
signs of the masters ; of the stueoo-work- 
ers, who moulded the ornaments in relief 
need as a vehicle for gilding ; of the skilled 
plasterers required to attend on the fresco 
painters, to prepare the fresh surface of 
intonaw for each day’s work ;. of the 
armorers and raddlers, whose wares were 
not forgotten in the general profu­
sion of decoration, but embellished 
with many a fair device," from 
the knight’s targe and bzeutpUte, 
dagger rad sworo-hilt, to the housings of hie 
raddle rad the trappings of his home. The 
workers in wood rad metal were still more 
closely associated with the painters’ craft ; 
they, too, belonged to the Company of St. 
Luke, established in Florence in 1394, rad 
their workshops were the great school* of 
design where many of the masters served 
their apprenticeship. All these varions 
branches of art vied with each other in 
activity rad in the desire to compete for 
public favour, animated by the spirit of 
commercial enterprise so rife in Florence, 
rad directed by the Renaissance into a 
new channel of esthetic productiveness. 
In those days trade was not fraud, as 
in our own age of progress, aad the great 
masters, like the great merchants, were 
either too conscientious or too far-sighted 
to worifioe their reputation and future 
prospecte to the blind greed of immediate 
gains. They did honest work for honest 
wages, thinking, no doubt, little of 
posterity, which thinks to much of them, 
but a great deal of present good name 
affioog their fellow-citizens ; and the 
shrewd, hard-working, often close fisted, 
Florentine artisans, who kept their shops 
sear the Duomo or the Mercato Veochio, 
and called them simply botleghe, 
who toiled from morning to eight 
among their apprentices, without a dream 
of being other than ma, ter artisans, 
oonsoipusly guided in their work by com- 
mereUl honour, and uu consciously by 
heaven-bom genius, became the heroes of 
all time rad the wonder oi all generations. 
For it must be remembered that painting 
in Florence, however much honoured and 
esteemed, was, and always remained, a 
bourgeois profession, and that, while the 
other great Tuscans whose names have be­
come household words in the history of 
literature, of science, and of song. Wire 
almost without egeeption of noble birth, 
like Dante, Galileo, rad Machiavelli, the 
maetare of the brash were, for the most 
part, of such obscure lineage that their 
patronymics are generally merged in fa­
miliar nicknames.—Frasers’ Magasins.

firmly did they believe in their imaginary 
guilt, and as circumstantial was their con- 
fession, that they narrowly escaped being 
convicted ; but the real criminals were for­
tunately detected during the course of 
their trial. Centuries ago, when, in 
direct antagonism to our modern 
judicial procedure, a prisoner's own 
confession was held to be the beet 
evidence against Mm, and abolished 
all neoeaaity tor farther inquiry, persons 
of half-insane or hysterical natures had 
only to accuse themselves of preposterous 
crimes, and were believed without doubt 
or investigation. On the other hand, there 
were unquestionably many would-be 
wi tehee ; people who employed spells and 
incantations with a firm belief in their sup- 
posed effioaoy. We may smile at the 
superstition that induced ill-wishers to 
kings or rulers to make images ef them in 
wax sod melt them before slow fires, but 
the mslioe of toe intention was unquestion - 
able, and the witoh who thus acted Weuld 
probably have scrupled little to employ 
more earthly weapons ooold ah» have done 
*° with mooses It wee, therefore, excus­
able that the report of "an image in wax 
like unto the King" being found in the 
peas ration of the Dnohora of Gloucester 
should have alarmed the Court of Henry 
YI., and that a similar discovery in toe 
cabinet of the wife of Marshal d’Ancre 
gave rise to anxiety for the safety of the 
yoaug King Ixrals XIV. In 1581, accord- 
rag to Strype, Queen Elisabeth conceived 
herself to be bewitohed, aa she suffered 
severe peine in her head and teeth, which 
her physicians failed to relieve. To 
modern ears it sounds strange that super­
natural agencies etfould be called upon to 
aooount for an attack of neuralgia, but the 
numerous plots formed against the life of 
too Queen rendered the supposition of 

■oroery credible enough in an age 
wbioh believed in the existence of such 
mnlifii influences. We fear, however, 
that the “ wi tehee in intention" formed 
a very trifling minority of the 
long list of viotimi wMoh toe 
superstition of euooeseive agea sent to the 
■take or the scaffold. It was only in 1736 
that the laws against witches were re­
moved from our national statute-book ; 
and to this day a belief in the existence of 
inch persons lingers in rural districts, 
sometimes breaking out in acts of cruelty,

EDUCATIONAL NOTES.
CANADIAN.

On rad after the first of January last it 
wae proposed to only allow 33J per rent, 
on all sums appropriated by the Trustees 
from purchase» from the Educational De­
pository or from booksellers.

In the Province of New Brunswick the 
summer vacation of all schools is to begin 
on the eeoond Monday in July, except 
when it falls earlier than the 10th of the 
month, when ft will begin on the third 
Monday.

The estimated expenditure of the St. 
Catharines Collegiate Institute for 1880 is 
18,588 00, of which $7,842 ie paid for 
salaries. The revenue is estimated at 
$4,088, leaving a balance of $4,500 to be 
provided by the city.

The Kingston Board of Education have 
appointed a committee to report on the 

leged want of accommodation in the city 
schools. There teems a great deal 
of overcrowding in the present build­
ings, which it is desired to relieve.

DENTITION.
At what time does dentition oommenoe ?
The period at which it commences is un­

certain, It may, as a rale, be said that a 
babe begins te out his teeth at seven 
months rid. Some have ont teeth at three 
months ; indeed, there are inetasoe on re­
cord ol infants having been born with teeth. 
King Richard the Third is said to have 
been an example.

When a babe is born with teeth, 
generally drop out. On the other ham 
teething, in some children does not oom­
menoe un till they are a year and a half or 
two yean rid, and in rare cases not until they 
are three y ears rid. There are oases recorded 
of adults who frave never out any teeth. An 
instance of the kind name under my own 
observation.

Dentition has been known to occur in old 
age. A ease is recorded by M. Carre, in 
the Gasette Médicale de Paris (Sept. 16th, 
1860), of an rid lady, aged eighty-live, who 
cut several teeth after attaining that age I

What is the number of the first set of 
teeth, and in what order de they generally 
appear?

The first or temporary set consists of 
twenty. The first set of teeth are uiually 
cut in pairs. “ I may «ay that nearly in­
variably the order is—lit, the lower front 
incisors [cutting teeth], then the upper 
front, than the upper two lateral inoisora, 
and that not uncommonly a double tooth 
is cut before the two lower laterals; but at 
all events the lower laterals pome 7th and 
S;h, and not 6th and 6th, as nearly all 
books on the subject testify."' Then the 
first grinders, in the lower jaw, afterwards 
the first upper grinders, then the lower 
earner-pointed or canine teeth, after which 
the upper Corner eye-teeth, then the second 
grinders in the lower jaw, and laatly, the 
second grinders in the upper jaw. They 
do not, of course always appear in this ro­
tation. Nothing ia more uncertain than 
the Order of teetning. A child seldom outs 
his second grinders until after he is two 
years old. He is usually, from the time# 
tUby first appear, two years in cutting his 
first set of teeth. As a rule, therefore, a 
child of two years old has sixteen, and one 
of two years and a half old, twenty teeth.

If an infant be either feverish or irri­
table, or otherwise poorly, and if the gums 
be hot, swollen, and tender, are you an ad­
vocate for their being lanced ?

Certainly ; by doing ao he will, in the 
generality of instances, be almost instantly 
relieved.

But it has been stated that lancing the 
gums hardens them ?

This is a mistake -it has the contrary 
«fleet. It is a well-known foot, that a 
part which has been divided gives way 
much more readily than one which has not 
been ont. Again, the tooth is bound down 
by a tight membrane, which if not released 
bv lancing, frequently brings on convul­
sions. If the symptoms be urgent, It may 
bs necessary from time to time to repeat 
the lanring. It would, of oourae, be the 
height of folly to lance the gums unless 
the” be hgt and swollen, sad unless the 
tooth, or tile teeth, be near at hand. It Î» 
not to be considered a panacea for every 
baby's ill, although, in those oases where 
the lancing ef the gums is indicated, toe 
beneficial effect is sometimes almost 
metrical,

Tïow ought the ltncing of a child’s gums 
to be performed ?

The proper person, of course* to Ianoe 
his gums is a medical man. But if, per- 
«Hence, you should be miles away and be 
out of-the reach of one, it would -be well 
tor you to know how the operation ought 
to be performed. Well, then, let him lie 
on the nurse’s lap upon his back ; and let 
the nurse take hold of hi» hands in order 
that he may not interfere with the opera­
tion.

Then, if it be the upper gum that require*

or a mixture of crackers and brsad-crumbs 
may te used whan more convenient. As
the amount of liquor in oysters varies, and 
the proportion of crackers or bread crumbs 
to the oysters also varies, the quantity of 
water must be increased or diminished ac­
cording to the jndgmentand taste. Some 
prefer to oook half the time given above.

along the inflamed and swollen gum and 
down to the tooth, until the edge of the 
gnm-lanoet grates en the tooth. Each in- 
incision ought to extend along the rii 
the gum to about the extent of 
peeked tooth.

If it be the lower gum that requires lanc­
ing, you must go the side of the child, and 
should steady the outride of the jaw with 
the fingers of the left hand, and tire gum 
with the left thumb, and then you should 
perform the operation as before directed.

Although the lancing of the gums, to 
make it intelligible to a non-profesrion al 
person, requires a long description, it is, 
in point of fact, a simple affair, is soon per­
formed, and gives but tittle pain.

USEFUL RECEIPTS.
OYSTERS.

Oysters are the best known of shell-fiah, 
and are an Important article of food from 
September to May. In most localities they 
are not more expensive than meats, and 

great variety of ways in whloh they 
caa be cooked, makes them 
with housekeepers. Oysters 
must he kept in a cool cellar and oooarion 
ally sprinkled with salt water. When 
fresh the shell is firmly closed ; if opened 
the oyster is deed and unfit for use. The 
small-shelled oysters have the finest 
nsvosr. For the freshness of canned 
oyrters it is necessary to trust to the 
dealer. In preparing them for cooking or 
for the table, be careful to remove all bits 
of shell ; never salt oysters for soups or 
•tews till jolt before removing them from 
ths fire,or they will shrivel up and be hard. 
In frying, a little baking-powder pet Into 
the cracker dust will improve them. 
Roasting ia the shall beet preserves the 
natural flavour. Always serve immedi­
ately after cooking by any of the methods 
given. Lobsters and crabs should be 
boiled aa soon as caught. The most human# 
way to kill them is to drop them in a 
kettle fall of boiling water.

Boil a large lobster (when done it will be 
of a bright red colour, and should be re­
moved, and if boiled too long it will be 
tough), crack the claws after first disjoint­
ing, split the body in two lengthwise, pick 
out the meat In bits not too fine, saving 
the coral separate ; oat up a large hied of 
lettuce slightly, and place on a dish over 
which lay the lobster, putting the coral 
around the outride. For dressing, take 
the yolks of three eggs, best well, add four 
tablespoons salad oil, dropping it in very 
slowly, besting all the time ; then add a 
little salt, oayenne pepper, half teaspoon 
mixed mustard, and two tablespoons 
vinegar. Pour this over the lobster just 
before sending to table.

EBOILMD OY8TKR3.
Dry large, selected oysters in a napkin, 

pepper and salt, end broil on » fine folding 
wire-broiler, turning frequently to keep 
the juice from wasting. Serve immediately 
in a hot dish with little pieces of butter on 
-hem. Or, pepper a cup of dry bread­
crumbs ; dry one quart of oysters in 
napkin, dip each in butter previously 
peppered, roll well in the crumbs, and 
nroU over a good fire for five to mi 
minutes. Serve immnliately in a hot dish 
with batter, pepper and salt.

■HCALorSD oysters.
Take crushed crackers, not too fine; drain 

liquor from a quart of oysters and carefully 
remove all bits of shell, butter » deep dish

The laat 
named, whioh is particularly alluded 
to by the gentleman above mentioned, and 
which may be classed as Testudo polypke- 
rmu, Is oss of the peculiar institutions of 
the far-famed “ land of lowers ” and has 
probably kept starvation away from many 
a worthy aa well as unworthy man’s door. 
Its flash is, in many respects, similar to 
that of the reptile known in other Motions 
aa the ’’ mud-turtle.” The gopher is, how­
ever, rarely found in the vicinity of water­
courses, seeming to prefer the high and 
dry sandy ridges as a place of abode. Here 
h scoops out a hole in the earth after the 
manner of the muskrat and other burrow­
ing animal», from which it periodically 
sallies forth in search of food, consisting 
mainly of the wild grasse» and roots of the 
forest. The gopher is s harmless and In­
offensive creature and relies solely on Its 
shell for proteetien. When alarmed, it 
draws in its head and legs so that the 
horny exteriors of its fore-flippers present 
a formidable barrier against the assaults of 
its foes. Thai drawn in, these forefeet 
completely close up the epeolng from 
which the head and neck are protruded 
while In locomotion, and were it not for 
the abort, saw-like toil, one would be 
considerably puzzled to ascertain whioh 
way It was heading when inter­
rupted. The gopher is a neighbourly area- 
tore, and, we are sorry to record, by no 
means particular in the selection of its as­
sociates. Thus, its burrow is made head­
quarters by a variety of reptiles and ani­
mals, with whom it seems to be on terms 
of close familiarity. Rattlesnakes, lizards, 
to , are its constant guests, although one 
is likely to infer that it abate itself up in 
its casemate when the more venomeua of 
its visitors are around. The flesh of the 
gopher is greatly relished by the people of 
the country wherein it is found, and a 
genuine “ Cracker ” will seldom leave home 
without having provided himself with a 
sack in whioh to transport this along with 
any other "game” he may saooeed in 
capturing. The gopher may frequently be 
found wandering about through the pine 
forest* in search of food ; but the usual 
method of capturing it ia to dig a hole in 
the ground immediately in front of its bur 
row, in whioh is placed an empty box or 
barrel, and into whioh the gopher is un­
ceremoniously precipitated when he sallies 
forth. After capture the next thing in 
oourae is to behead it, whioh will be found a 
difficult operation to the uninitiated. Infant 
it requires a very quick and accurate blow 
to chop off the heedpf a gopher when pro­
truded, and therefore the usual custom is 
to split the shell open while the creature is 
alive.

It has always been the cur tom to 
MW olover and timothy. They do not 
mature together; and there is no after grass 
from timothy in this country.

In­
form me hew much seed of each to the 
ears is required, not to roed down too 
heavy, as I would suppose that they would 
soon thiekan and rover the ground.

A LAND SLIDE IN BRITISH 
COLUMBIA.

«resting a wave that heMlated the Lass 
for Fifteen Miles Tress the Elver.

The Fraser River, at a place called Maple 
Ridge, rome twelve miles above New 
Westminster, B.C., is about a quarter of a 
mile wide. The south bank is not far 
from ten feet higk. The north bank rero 
above the water over a hundred feet. The 
faoe of the bank had a ragged look, small 
land slides having occurred from time to 
time. Trees varying from sixty feet in 
height to mere shrubs grew on the table­
land almost to the edge of the bank. Goo. 
How:eon has a farm of 160 acres along the 
river where the bank is highest. His house 
it a pleasant one, surrounded by fruit 
trees, and it is Ism than the width of • 
square acre from the river. Also on the 
river bank is the 160 aero farm of Justus 
W. Howieon.

On a recast afternoon at about 2.30 
o’clock, George Howieon, while working 
on hie farm, heard a noue like Shat pro­
duced by a gale striking a cluster of trees, 
and row acres of earth covered with the 
growth of trees disappearing In the river. 
About half a dozen sores were taken 6ff 
Justus Howieon’» farm by the land slide in 
ten minutes. The river, which wu about 
fifty feet deep at that point, swallowed np 
the vast quantity of earth that went into 
it, hat wm rendered mere shallow, and the 
width of tbe channel wm reduced to one- 
eighth of a mile. When the book wm 
submerged, a wave ton feet deep wm 
thrown np on the opposite bank, whioh 
rushed inland for fifteen miles over the 
level country, destroying buildings, up­
rooting trees and scattering the fences.

Practical Teeftsseny to the Agricultural 

Properties eftlteSeU.
Ottawa, Feb. 27.—Mr. Crawford, of 

Russell county, has received s letter from 
Mr. Junes Johnston, one of the practical 
farmers whs wm sent out to Instruct the 
Indiana. He writes from Fort Felly, and 
says he hM a very Ugh opinion of the 
country. “ It* soil," he says, “ cannot be 
surpassed. The people of Ontario imagine 
that the country is a vast level, plain, but 
there is railing prairie, and the hills rise to 
an altitude of several hundred feet, the 
tope of whioh are rich as your valleys, pro­
ducing wild vetohee in greet abundance. 
I have seen them growing from four to six 
feet high, just ae succulent and nutritive 
m your cultivated vetohee. It would do 
you good to see the cattle wallow in them, 
ae sleek and as fat aa they can comfortably 
be. The climate ia somewhat different 
from that of Ontario. The summer months 
are beautiful, and not in general so warm.”

A MY8TERIOU8 TAKING OFF.
A Farmer’s Cattle all We within a Week 

without any Apparent Cause.
Wbllsrlet Township, Feb. 23.—Adorn 

Bepaugh, a farmer living in the 9 th line 
of this township, hM lost all his cattle 
during the past week under strange oir- 
cnmitenoee. On Sunday morning, the 
15th Inst., on going to roe stable, two of 
them were found dead, and this morning 
the remaining six were found cold and 
stiff having died during the night. The 
ipan left the stables at about 9 p.m. last 
evening. At that time they were feeding, 
and nothing unusual wm noticed by him 
in their actions. Neither have they 
shewn at any time previously any symp­
toms of disease. The writer was informed 
that when the cattle were examined after 
death, no trace of injury or discale could 
be found. Many suppose that Mme evil 
disposed person had given them poison, 
but m far the oaee la wrapt in mystery. 
Mr. Espsugh is a farmer in good oiroum- 
s tan oca, has been one of the ai sc «sors for 
tins township for the past thirty-five 
years. He Is a person that is quiet and 
Inoffensive, sad well respected by all who

from whioh the elide took place, waa work, 
ing on the opposite side of the river. Ho 
was caught by the wave and swept against 
trees ana other obstacles, and finally oast 
up on a heap of debris. When found by 
his eons he waa unconscious, dnd he died 
four days later.

The river at the place where the land 
slide occurred presents a strange appear­
ance. Rising from two to ten feet shove 
the surface of the water are some trees 
standing at différant angles, some of them 
m straight ae when they stood on the high 
bank, and others leaning and partly cov­
ered with earth. The tract that went into 
the river wm in shape like a half moon. 
The new bank reveals reddish, light earth 
for about twelve feet from the top, and 
whioh ia a stratum of blue day mi 
twenty feet thick, and all the earth bdow 
that, m far m it ia visible, is a mixture of 
roarae gravel and send. There are large 
cracks along the bank, extending inland 
for 150 foot or more. The improerion la 
that still more of the bank will go into the 
river. The next wind storm is likely to 
prostrate many of ths fir tress on the bank, 
because their roots have been looeened, by 
the frequent deep cracks that have been 
midi among

There are several theories m to the 
cause of the lead slide. It seems probable 
that the current undermined the bank for 
many feet, eating ont the Ioom gravel and 
sand. When the water rises, as it does in 
the rammer in consequence of the melting 
of the mow on the inland mountains along 
the valley of the Fraser, the Thompson, 
and other rivers, a new channel will be 
opened between the displaced earth and 
the new bank, and in time the abstractions 
in the river will disappear. All the boats 
on the river near this point were either de­
stroyed or thrown high and dry on the 
hank. An old resident says tost many 
years ago a land slide occurred that car­
ried a small honse into the river. The 
tenante were fortunately absent -There 
are many other place* along the river 
wher* land slides appear to be more likely 
to occur than at Maple Ridge.

A little above the place where 
the elide occurred wm a slope of ten acres, 
on whioh the owner wm preparing to 
build a new farm house.

FIVE OF THE INCENDIARIES ARRESTED

A Priest Among the Aeeaieg—tvMeace 
at eue of the Prisoners.

Ottawa. Fab, 26.—The Gatineau inoen- 
diwy case, whioh hM been brought to 
light, continues to create the greatest ex- 
oitement in the vicinity of the scene of 
the outrage. The particulars leveal one of 
the deepest and darkest plots ever eon- 
oeived in this district, and partakes muoh 
of the character of the raijpofterrorin 
Biddulph in its inoipient stage. Forman, 
months back, dwelling houses, bams, 
sheda, and other property have been de- 
stroyed by fire, the origin in every case 
being shrouded in mystery. There ap. 
peered te be no distinction as to religion 
for Catholics and Protestants alike suffer­
ed. One of the victims wm Mr. Joshua 
.Eilard, ex-Warden of the County, who 
had sawn lumber to the value of about 
$3 000 destroyed. This led Mr. Eilard to 
take steps to ferret out the criminals 
rad for that purooee detective Foley, of 
Montreal, wm despatched to the scene. 
His mission wm a successful one, and soon 
he had collected sufficient evidence to war­
rant him in arresting a priest named 
Father Faure, who bore a very doubtful 
reputation in the district, rad who had 
two contracts on hand for getting out logs, 
in addition to attending to hi* ministerial 
duties. Four other persans were ar­
rested, named Richard, Martin, Bearie and 
Chambrera. They were brought before 
three magistrates at the Fiokanock, and 
evidence waa given against them by one 
Doyle, who had been connected with 
th« party, he having agreed to 
reveal the plot it Tu> was not 
proceeded against HU evidence went 
to show among other things that Father 
Feme had offered Martin $600 to set 
fire to Mr. Eilard’» premises. Martin 
agreed, but a vigilant dog prevented him 
from carrying out the plot failing to 
fire the buildings, he wandered a short 
distance away and ignited Mveral piles of 
lumber owned by Mr. Eilard, Father 
Faure watching him apply toe torch. 
Doyle also implicated the other perrons 
arrested, and all have been sent to the 
Aylmer gaol, where they await trial. Mr. 
Eilard and the priest had net been on inti­
mate terms for rome time, owing to an un­
pleasant circumstance whioh had oc­
curred after the death of Mr. Eilard’« 
wife. It appears the deceased lady 
had made a dying request that 
her beads should be deposited in the casket 
with her oorpM. This Mr. Eilard carried 
out, but It wm subsequently found that 
the bead* had been stolen ont of the 
coffin, and Mr. Eilard threatening to ex­
hume the body, the reverend gentleman 
jrodnoed them. Previous to going into 
umbering, Father Faure kept a grocery 

store, which he sold out to Dr. LangloU A 
Doyle, the man who turned Queen’s evi- 
deuce Some months ago the doctor had 
to leave for “ fresh fields and pastures 
new, ” cm account of being mixed np in an 
abortion case. Later on, Doyle's store was 
destroyed by fire. He had an insurance of 
$2,000 on the stock. The claim will,"of 
course, be contested. Among the other 
l’-acee fired were Dr. DuhameVe, Mr. Bam- 
iridge’s, Mr. Grace’s and Mr. Thomas. 
Doyle aaye the plot wm a Communistic 
one, and wm intended to prevent any one 
accumulating too muoh wealth. A sort of 
society wm formed, and toe places to be 
fired were fully discussed.

Ottawa, Feb. 28,—A city paper hM the 
following further particulars concerning 
the Gatineau sensation :—“Tjhe incen­
diary work at the Plckanrok, on the 
Gatineau River, has not been excelled in 
downright villainy by any other occurrence 
in Canada, barring toe Lucan outrages, far 
s number of years. It is an interesting 
■tody in itMH. In the first place there 
must have been Mme motive to prompt 
such a wilful rad malicious destruction of 
property. Glancing at the career of the 
Rev. Father Faure, and judging from the 
evidence taken at the preliminary examin­
ation of the partie* arrested, the motive la 
not hard to find. Father Faure is a native 
of France, and while imbued with com­
munistic Ideas, he hra so muoh of the 
monarchical supremacy in him so far as 
self is concerned, that he wm bound to 
role and ran the Motion of country in 
whioh fortune bad placed him. For a 
time he was connected, we are Informed, 
with the College of Ottawa la this city, 
and wm appointed to the Wright town­
ship parish Mme eight or ten years ago. 
In addition to hla clerical duties, he start­
ed a store in order to coin some weuth for 
hiniMlf, not being satisfied to live upon 
the salary allowed him for attending to 
the spiritual wants of hie parishioners. At hi» 
store he compelled his people to bay, and 
the enterprise of too Rev. Father Fran 
prospered. It ie said that liquor wm one 
of too principal articles in hie stock-in- 
trade. Gradually ‘he enlarged his opera­
tions and began lumbering. His intention 
seemed to be to run all toe business of 
toe locality, in order to benefit his own 
pocket, and, having made money, wm 
quite a power. His burineae during the 
past few years ia estimated at from $20,060 
to $30,000 a year. He hated rivalry, and 
having a number of men completely under 
his thumb, he debauched them with liquor, 
and by promisee of pay got them to do

RASCALLY AND UNLAWFUL
work. Parties who incurred his disp assure 
were almost sure to suffer. The secret so­
ciety, evidently formed under his auspices, 
had for its object too destruction of pro­
perty, in order that certain men should 
not make money. This waa toe idm of the 
tools who applied the torch, bet the Rev, 
Father Faure, wftha wider range of vision, 
knew that it meant more money for him, 
while revenge waa sweet, therefore he 
prompted them to commit crime. ■ Further 
particulars will likely come out at the 
trial. Father Faure waa opposed to toe 
election of Dr. Duhamel, and on that 
gentleman being elected, a bonfire arse 
made of. his own hern sad outbuildings 
rome little time after, ha tbe middle of the 
night, by way of

by unknown but suspected parties. Other 
buildings were fired at various times, bet 
no due could be got to the inoendieries, 
although there wm suspicion. Mr. Joshua 
Eilard, ex-Warden of the County of Ot­
tawa, fell out with Father Faure, the 
pariah priest, beoaoM that Individaal 
stole the beade from his dead wife’s neck 
after she eras placed la the coffin, and at 
the grave took up a collection for the bene­
fit of hia church, a most outrageous pro­
cedure. Mr. Eilard attended the church 
the Sunday following the funeral, and 
denounced Father Faure for his conduct 
before toe entire congregation. Result,

in the presence of Father Faure, rad Doyle, 
who turned Queen’s evidence.

Throe other men, Martin, Richards rad 
Chambrera, also assisted in the incendiary 
outrage* committed. Mr. Eilard rad one 
or two other residents of the Piokanook 
resolved to put a stop to the work of in- 
oendiarism being carried on, even though 
it coat a fortune. A Quebec detective wm 
ordered up on the quiet, and shortly after 
hia arrival got into a row, apparently with 
Mr. Eilard, whom he had before a magis­
trate for assaulting him. This wm 
done with a view to get Father Fame 
and his particular friends to aide 
in with him.

but they kept their own oouneeL 
Th* man was Detective Fahev. of 
Montreal, and by dint of hard work rad 
perseverance he ha* managed to make his 
oim ont. A year or m ago Father Faun 
raid out hia store to two men named Lane- 
lois and Doyle. A few months ago Lang­
lois, who is a doctor by profession, had te 
leave the Fiokanock horridly, a charge hav. 
™g b**L1?ld *S*in»t him of attempted abor- 
tion. This gave the detective a chance. 
He induced a party named Ford to go into 
partnership with Doyle, rad through toe 
instrumentality of Ford the participante in 
the Incendiary work were made known. 
Doyle waa induced to turn Queen's evi­
dence in order to clear himself. The five 
parties named above are now in gaol, with 
the ex*ption of the priest, who, by some 
strange caprice of justice in the 
Province of Quebec, is allowed to remain 
with the bailiff that brought him down. 
The following is one of the many stories 
told in reference to Father Fanre : —A few 
months ago an insurance agent waa at the 
Piokanook, and negotiations were opened 
between himself and the pariah priest for

ioners went to the agent and said, “ Don’t 
you insure the ohuroh, for, ae sure aa you 
do, it will be burnt down, rad then Faure 
will make us build him another one. ” The 
insurance man never returned the policy 
h»ving evidently taken the advice tender­
ed. The man Doyle played rather a sharp 
trick on the priest recently. A note 
for $500 to a Montreal merchant 
given by Doyle and endorsed by Father 
Fsnre lav jn a bank in toie city, and wm 
about falling due. Doyle went to the priest 
a couple of days before the arrests were 
made, and told him that he wanted to take 
np the note, but only had $300, and wanted 
to borrow $200 to make the necessary 
amount. Father Fanre loaned the money 
asked for, rad Doyle hra let the note go to 
protest, oonsequently the priest, being the 
n fiorser, will have to pay it or stand 
ruling for the amount. This mikM him 
lose $700. M Doyle gave him go security 
for the $200 borrowed. Father Fanre u 
g escribed as a heavy man, weighing about 
300 pounds, rad not bad looking.

ARREST or THE iftXTH CONSPIRATOR. 
Ottawa, Feb. 29.—On Saturday after- 

noon Detective Fahey, of Montreal, re­
turned from Windsor with Dr. Langlois, 
the eixth conspirator in the Gatineau in­
cendiary plot. The doctor is a modest 
man in appearance, and does not look like 
one who would glory in dark deeds. The 
evidence la very strong against him, how­
ever. It will be remembered that he wm 
arrested on a charge of anon last summer 
and brought before the grand jury, who 
returned “ no bill ” for want of evidence. 
This, however, doe* not amount to an ac­
quittal, rad he ora be tried on the same 
charge again. After the grand jury had 
thrown out hie case, an action for seduc­
tion and abortion was threatened, when he 
fled the country. When arrested, toe 
detective found some letters in hie pos­
session whioh are of the moat ebeeene 
character rad will be produced in eridenoe 
in toe reduction case, if toe charge ie pro­
ceeded with. He wm brought before Mr. T, 
B. Prentiss, magistrate, at 3 o'clock on 
Saturday afternoon, Mr. Gordon appear­
ing for the Crown, rad Mr. Eilard rad 
Mr. John Anglin for the prisoner. The 
information le substantially eimiUr to that 
laid against toe other prisoners by Doyle, 
his partner, rad chargee him with being 
an accessory before the fact.

standing hardly five feet high, and with a 
face that strongly impresses one with the 
troth of the Darwin theory. Hie evidence 
wm similar to that given at Father Feme's 
examination. He says Langlois urged 
him to fire toe buildings, and with Doyle 
offered him $100 to do the work 
in the presence of Father Fame. When­
ever rad wherever he met Langlois and the 
others, they need to encourage him to do 
the work rad give him drink. He wm 
committed for trial.

Mr. Aylen then made application for 
bail in the other oases, but Judge Bour­
geois, who had just returned from Sorel, 
rad had not time to look through the evi­
dence taken at the preliminary examina­
tion, reserved judgment until Monday 
morning.
