Solt shelled and young Lobs-
ters. of less size than Nine Inches in
length, measuring from Head to Tail,
exclusive of Claws or Feelers, shall not
be at any time Fished for, Caught,
Killed, Rought, Sold or Possessed, but
when caught by accident in Nets or
other Fishing apparatus, lawfully used
for other Fish, such Sott shelled and
young Lobsters shall be forthwith liber-
ated alive, at the risk and cost of the
Owner of, or Person working such Net
or apparatus, on whom in every case
shall devolve the proof of such actual
liberatioun.

Alleged Plot against the
Queen.

It is reported that on Wednesday
week an anonymous letter was re-
ceived by the railway authorities at
Crewe to the effect that it was in
contemplation by some persons to
make an attempt on the life of her
Majesty and suite as they passed
throngh Cheshire and Statfordshire
on their way from Balmoral to Wind-
sor.. This letter, we understand, in-
timated the nature of the design
which was to throw the Royal train
oft the line,at some point which was
not mentioned between Crewe
and Stafford, and the write
stated that the conspirators intended:
to allow the pilot engine to pass in
safety, ard immediately afterwards
to hurl a heavy baulk of timber upon
thejline, the efiect of which they
hoped would be to throw the Royal
train off the rails, and cause a disas:
ter which wonld be of the most fatal
character to her Majesty, the Prins
cess Beatrice, and the members of hex
suite,

The railway authorities commu-

nicated the receipt of the letter t
‘aptain Arrowsmith, the chief' con
stable of the county of Chester, whe
at once determined to take the ut-
most precautions for securing the
safety of her Majesty and the Roya
arty, in travelling through the coun-
ry. It was quite possibie that the
wmonymous letter might be a * can-
rd,” but seeing that occasidnally

The New Fremch Cardinals
and the President.

The new French Carinals have receiv-
ed their berettas, according to establish-
ed usage, through the hands of the Chief
of the State. Under the Monarchy of
the Kmpire the ceremony used to be
held in the Chapel of the Tuilleries,
and was accompanied by the eelebration
of Mass ; and under the Presidency of
Marshal MacMahon ic took place in a
temporary chapel arranged in one of the
rooms of the Klysee. This time, how-
ever there was no religious -ceremony
whatever. The Cardinals, who had
taken the oath on thepprevicus evening
before the Uardiuul-A’rc);bishop of Paris,
were conveyed to the Klysee 10 State
carraiges with an escort of cavalry, and
accompanied by the two Ablegates, and
the two Noble Guards. The prelates
having been received by a guard of
hooor, and having been introduced into
the presence of M. Grevy Ly the ¢ [n-
troducteur des Ambassadeurs,” Albe—
gate, Mgr.
