Two Steamships Sunk
ONE HUNDRED AND THIRTY LIVES
LOSAT IN (OLLISION BETWEEN THE
YGION AND Y LAXIAM,
Loxpox, July 28 —The survivors
of the British steamship Larham,
which came in collision on Monday
night last with the Spanish steamer
Gijon not far from Corunna, report
that on the cvening of the collision
there was a thick togz.  The Laxham
was going slow, and both steamers
were sounding thyir whistles. The
Gijon struck the Larham amidships,
and the latter was nearly cut asun-
der. The tupnel foll, and the steam
pipe burst.  The chief ongineer, in
reversing the engine, was horribly
scalded. Montofthe Larham's crew
boarded the Gyon.  Capt. Lothian
tied his wife and child to himself,
and all three were thus hauled aboard
the Gjon by a rope.  The Larham
sank twenty minutes after the col-
lision occurred. It was not long
before the /1jun begran to settle. Ter-
rible confusion prevailed on board.
The captain sl with u revolver
in his hand, but he was unable to
keep order. The pussengers and
crew wore fighting tor their lives,
The boats were lowered and filled
to the gunwales, but they could not
accommodate half the people. Those
who were s0 fortunate as to secure
places in them were obliged to keep
off others with knives. The (/ijun
sank bow first. Tho quarterdeck
was crowded with men and women,
the Captain and officers xtanding on
the ln'i\llgv. Lt is estimated that 130
persons perished.

most afflicted quarters of all Mar-

| seilles—Capellette and the adjoining|¥

|quarters.  In order to reach them we
crossed the old ship canal which was
filled to the brim with reking water,
and had its surface thickly covered
with garbage and refuse of all des-
criptions.  Four out of every five
bonses were found closed. Those
which remained open were mainly case
ments where, under dirty awnings, and
on dirty sidewalks, men and women
sat drinking or were already reduced to
stupor from previous drink, and junk
shops in which filthy people were sort-
ing rotten rags in an unspeakably vile
atmosphere, festering Ith around
them and 3 tropical sun beating fierc -
ly down upon the scene, bligding the
eyes as its rays were reflected from the
white road acruss which in quaritier
Capellette, courses a stream about the
size of a main sewer in New York,
winding its way uncovered among the
houses ontits journey to the sea. This
stream was laden with the sewerage
of the vilest of the Marseilles quarter.
In his visit to the Pharo bospital he
saw S{ patients, all of whom were of
the poorer class.

The common disorder known as
“hooks " is simply inflammation of
the eye, which aflfects the membrane
by which the eyeball is connected with
the surrounding tissue. This mem-
brane is known as the conjunctive.
Part of this membrane is movable, and
serves tho purpose of cleansing the
eye from dust. When it becomes in-
flamed it swells aud protrudes from
the eye, and ignorant persons some-
times cut it off. Bleeding may reliove
the inflammation and effect a tem-
porary remedy : but it is a bad practice.
The better way is to give the horse
some cooling medicine, and apply o
the eye a solution of sulphate of zine,
one dram to a pint of water.
