It should be re-
membered, however, that nux vomica
ia any shape or form is a posion, and
should be dealt with most cautiously.
1t should be taken in smaller doses than
those prescribed. The tincture is the
sorest form, the dose to be not over ten
drops three times a day, ir s small wine-
g asaful of quassia or gentian wa'er
This will often be found a valuable,
though apparently simple, remedy for
dyspepsia (especially for the overwfyrk-
od), in headache, in atonic comtivpatnon,
in nervous tremblings, acidity, etc.

Some people, however, are very sus-
pestible to the influence of tincture of
nux vomica, so that the dose to begin
with should not be over five drops, and
it should not be used more than ten
days at a time. .

The system should be Lkept open
while taking a tonic, if not naturally so.
This may be effected by using a mild
aperient pill at bed-time twice a week,
and a glass of Pullna water in the morn-
ing.
Iron,—This is a valuable blood tonic,
but muclb.bunod. It should be taken
in swall doses, and I do not know a
Letter form of it than the muriated
tincture, in doses of ten drops, not more,
three times a day in a litile water after
meals. The danger of iron lies in its
being apt to produce cqnstipation, and
also congestion of various interna]
organs, But, if no bad effects are felt
it will do good. The symptoms of its
not agreeing would be fullness of the
head, ringing in the ears, or heat of the
body.

Quinine.—Combined with iron in the
form of citrate, this is of great advan-
tage in the treatment of nervousness and
brain weariness. It must not be given,
however, in doses large enough to effect
the head.

Although not a homeopatkic physi-
cian, I must take this opportunity of
remarking that, as a rule, tonics are
given in too large doses. To give larger
doses than the blood can take up is
surely groes tolly. Iron, for example, is
usually prescribed almost recklessly ; it
passes through the body instead of being
taken up by the system, and it does not
do this without causing mischief. I
have long thought that as regards tonics
the dose should be extremely small and
very frequently taken. Here is a plan,

Lire 1v TRE DeEP SEA.—Perhaps no
more remarkable additions to human
knowledge have been made during the
last twenty years than those pertaining
to the oceans, whose dark abysses have
now become comparatively familiar re-
gions, The physical features have been
quite clearly determined, while most
surprising, and until recently unsuspee-
ted, facts coléerning the life forms of the
depths have been revealed. The most
extensive explorations were made by the
British expedition on the Challenger,
which returned home in 1876 after three
and a half years investigation in all the
oceans.» By this famous expedition
thousands of new organisms were dis-
covered, in all localities and at all depths
in thesea, and have been or are now
being described by specialists in all quar-
ters of the world. [here seems to be
no part oi the ocean begd 8o deep, so
dark, so still, or where the pressure is so
great as ro have effectually raised a bar-
rier to life in' some of its many forms.
Even in the greater depths all the great
divisions of the animal kingdom are re-
presented ' 'Descendinginto the deeper
waters, and proceeding further seaward
from the borders of the continents,
species and the number of individu-
als become fewer and fewer, till a mini-
mum is reached in the greatest depths
farthest from the - continental land. In
the adaptation of organisms vo_jdeep sea
conditions curious moditications have
occurred, such as the disappearance or
enlargement of the eyes, the elongation
of fins and antennae, the increase in size
and decrease in number of eggw, and the
development of phosphorescent organs.

a8 brittle as common iron in that time,
and great care has to be taken in making
repairs to prevent the plates from crack-
ing.

1ce Cakes ——Talgc a cup of cold boil-

ed rice, a pint of flour, a teaspoonful of {

salt, two eggs beaten lightly, and milk
to make this a thick batter. Beat all
well cogether and bake on a griddle.
LevoN Burrer.—Six lemous, twelve
eggs, two pounds of sugar, vne-quarter
puund of butter; grate the rinds, add the

CrANBERRY SAUCE.— Put hot water on
the berries and let them stand until cold;

sugar and boil fifteew minntes more ; stir
the berries often and mash evenly.
When done the sauce may be strained in
a bowl, When cold it should be served
in slices. ’

Ereakrast Renisa. —Take one fourth
of a pound of fresh cheese, cut in thin
slices, put in a frying-pan, turning a cup
of sweet milk over it ; add one-fourth
teaspocnful dry mustard, a pinch of salt
and pepper, and a piece of butter about
the size of a butternut ; stir the mixture
all the time.

Bake about three-quarters of an
hour and serve with wine sauce or milk
and sugar, flavored with vanilla.

CraNBerRRY JELLY. —Take two quarts
of large sized cranberries, and a pint of
cold water; put them in an earthern
saucepan, let them stew slowly two huurs,
then strain and add one cup of granulat-
ed sugar to each cup of juice ; then sim-
mer very slowly a half hour longer ; try
1t by putting in a spoon and dipping it
into gold water. If it should jelly on the
spoon it is done ; 1f not, let it cook a
little more ; pour in jelly moulds. This
will be fit for use next day after being
made,

I ask the
taxpayers of Canada if thero was any-
thing in the circumstances of this coun-
" |try which justified the Government in
iucreasing the controllable expenditure
to that enormous extent. The item of
dopartmental contingencies in 1878
amounted to $158,174, last year it was

year it was $29,940, an increase of
£16,670. I have no doubt in the world
that Sir John's sydden trip across the
otean to escape the vengeance of his
Blue friends will be charged to the tax-
payers of Canada. :

In 1878 the number of employees in
the public departments was 493. Last
year there were 812 in Ottawa alone.

EXTRA CLERKS.

There is another system resorted to
by the Government to reward their poli-
tical favourites and waste the people’s
money—that is the employment of extra
clerks at large salaries. Although the
public departments at Ottawa are literal-
1y crawmed with permauent clerks, lust
year we spent no less than $191,064 to
pay a lot of brokendown pelitical hacks

THE SUBSIPIZED.

I have said that no reliance can be
laced on the utterances of the Tory
Y’rens, and why ? Simply because they
cannot afford to tell the truth ;they are
the paid organs of the Government ;
they live and move, and have their being

exchequer of this country is open to
their calls.

Thomas White
Thomas White’s son, brether, and other
relatives own the Montreal Gazxette, It
is & joint stock company, it is true, but
the Joint Stock Company consists of the
White family, and the White family drew
from the public exchequer last year for
advertising and printing $19.035. Can
we expect Tom White to vote against
the Government ? (Laughter.) Mec
Lean, Roger, & Co., the Government
printers, are bound by contract to do
the Government printing for certain
specified rates. Their contract price is
10 cents per thousand ems. Thomas
White was paid 35 cents per thousand
ems. Thomas White published for the
Government four editions of an immi-
gration pamphlet. Thos, White charged
for settimg it up four different times,
when it is well known the work was done
but once. The contract price was 10
cents per thousand ems ; Thomas White
charged, and was paid $1.40, or fourteen
times what the country was bound to
pay the public contractor. For press
work Thomas White charged on the
immigration’ pamphlet, for 11,046
tokens. By actual ocount the num-
ber of tokens was only 5,623
So Mr. Thomas White’s papex charged,
and was paid for, double the work done,
and in addition fourteen times as much
as the public contractor was bound to do
the work for. Thomas White's news-
paper does not stand alone. Then the
Mail newspaper was paid last year $11,-
134, the charges being similar to those
mada by Thomas ‘White ; the Hamilton
Spectator, $6,894 ; The London Free
Press, $6,428, and the Prescott Messen-
ger, $6,224. The total amount received
by the Tory prees last year for advertis-
ing and printing was $201,915. Now, I
say that while I have no objection to
the Tory press getting the patronage
from a Tery Govermment, I dov object
that they should charge from four to
fourteen times more than the legitimate
contract prices. I pass mow to another
mode asdopted by this Government of
rewarding thair friends and of spending
public money. John O’Connor had
been Postmaster-General under Sir
John, John O'Connor’s usefulness was
gone and Sir John took the first chance
to rid himself of the burden. But John
0'Connor knew a great wmany of the
secrets of the Cabinet ; and he let the
Government understand that unless he
were provided for the seccets would be
disclosed. Therefore he was employed
by the Government at the public ex
pense to prepare a defence to the honest
claims of Ontario to the disputed terri-
tory.

TORY LAWYEE:S,

In Canada we have a Minster of Jus-
tice tc whomn we pay $8,000 a year, a
Deputy Minister $4 600, and the lggal
officials in the Department of Justice,
whose salaries amount to $13,000. More-
over, every Department of the Govern-
ment has one or more lawyers, who are
expected to do all the lewal business of
the Departments ; and yct last year we
prid to Tory lawyers $66.934 for work
that ought to have been done by the law-
yers of the Departiments  For instance,
Mr. Chnstie, an Ottawa Tory lawyer,
drew from the public chest $1,350 ; Mr.
A Ferguson, n ysuug Tory lawyer of
Ottawa, $3,249 ; Mr Wallace Graham, a
partner of C. H Tupper, the Tory mem-
ber for Pictou, $4,159; J. A. Macdon-
nell, a Toronto Tory lawyer, got £.155;

property are still more curious. An ab-
stract of title wys seut to Lim by the
seller of the propzn,y ; he charged $4 for
reading it ; for reading the deeds, $7.20;
a letter to the vendor's lawyer,askiug for
some explanitions as to the title, $5.
He got an answer and charged for read-
ing the answer $4 (Laughter.) He
wrote for further explanations and
charged $3; he attended the ragistry
office to record the deed and charged
84. Then he charged for notifying the
Government that the tit's was all right,
$50. The charges niade with respect to
the -Hamilton property are still more
outrageons : — For example, he charged
$39.90 for a report on the jitle to the
Government. Humiiton 1s just 42 miles
from Torcnto. This lawyer, who was
acting for the weller, lived in Torouto,
and he charged for guing from Torouto
to Hamilton and buack §180. (Sensa-
tion.) He charged §5 for attending to
record the deed, aud then to cap the
climax of these outrageous items helkharg-
ed for passing the title $36Y9. (Great
sensation.) With respect to a parcel
of land in connection with the To-
ronto Observatory, ho made the report
on the title to the Govertment for
which he charged $39 96. He had an
interview with the late Chief J ustioe Muss
about the property,for which he charged
$40. Then he made a second report to
tho Governwent, fur which he charg-
od $24.20. He drew up whut he calls a
brief on title, and charged for it $17.60.
He charged a fee of $50 for an arbitra-
tion which never took place. IHe charg-
ed for an interview with Mr. Laogton
$60. These charges were not ouly made
by these Tory lawyers, but they were
actually paid by this corrupt Adminis-
tration. I ask tha taxpayers of this
country if they can justify this scandal-
ous expenditure of public money

THE EXCHANGE BANX
