HIS ALLEGATIONS

Ottawa, April 24—The premier this
afternoon presented to the House of
Commons the reply of the railway
comimission to the charge of Major
Heodgins, who was dismissed from the
position of engineer for distriet“F”
of the transeontinental at Kenora, af-
after reading the reply, then announc-
ed he would move on Monday for a
special committee of the House to look
into the whole matter. He laid on
the table all the correspondenée on
the matter. This shows there was
friction over the -classification, con-
tractors complaining of not being fair-
ly treated and Hodgins’ methods oi
delaying the work. Hodgins’ finally
proposed as the contractors- were los-
ing ﬁlon(‘y, to abandon the contract al-
together, and to allow the contractors
actual cost plus 'ten per cent. for pro-
fit. This the commisisoners refused to
accept, and that was apparently the
principal reason for Hodgins’ dismis-
sal.

Referring' to the major’s recently
published letter, Chairman Parent
said there were insinuations and state-
ments in it that he said should no:
go unchallenged,” Without laying ‘spe-
cifie charges the major makes general
accusations that are absolutely ground-
less and plainly intended to cause an-
noyance without regard to the truth
or public interest. If the major had
any. evidence of irregularities or
wrong-doing, then he should have sub-
mitted them to the commission and
had they refused to look into them,

DEATH IN MONTREAL
OF CHAS. DRINKWATER

One of First Officials of C. P. R. Pas-
ses Away—Was in Charge of Legal
and Parliamentary Work.

Montreal, April 24—The Canadian
Pacitic railway lost one of its oldest
officials yesterday ' afternoon when
Charles Drinkwater: passed. away at
his residence in this_ecity after an
illness of only a few days. Mr. Drink:
water recently caught a severe cold
which he was unable to shake off and
which developed into double pneu-
monia. On Saturday he became dang-
erously ill and while he improved at
intervals, yesterday afternoon his
condition took a turn for the worse
and he sank rapidly, passing -away
shortly after six o’clock yesterday
evening.

Mr. Drinkwater’s death will be a
listinet loss to the company which
ne served faithfully dfor. so many
years, He had been a member of
what the older officials call the “C.
P. R. family,” from the very ineep-
tion of the ¢company. In fact, with the
exception of I. G. Ogden, the third
vice-president, he was the only surviv-
or of the small body of officials who
witnessed the birth of the Canadian
Pacitic and has stayed in its service
i0 the present time. Mr. Drinkwater
was perhaps better known in Ottawa
than in -Montreal as he had been in
charge of the parliamentary work of
the C. P. R. irom the very beginning.

In Charge of Legal Work.

For the past twenty years he was a
{amiliar figure at the meeting of the
railway c¢ommission, twhere he took
charge of every project of-law con-
nected with the work of the company.
Mr. Drinkwater had tbeen secretary
ofthe company from the beginning and!
added to this the parliamentary work.
[t was only on March 1st last that the
rowing work of the company and his
advancing years compelled him to pre<
sign as seeretary and devote himself
entirely to the parliamentary work.
Mr.. Drinkwater was a veteran'railway
man. In faet, had he lived-he would
have next year celebrated the fiftieth
year since he entered railway work.
He was an Englishman, having been
born at Ashton-under-Tyne, in 1843.
He came to Canada in 1864 and was
for many vears secretary fo Sir John
Macdonald and joined thée Canadian
Pacific in 1881.

}\'nuld win by a small majority, ow-
ing to his splendid campaign and the
assistance. given by his mother, the
former Lady Randelph Churchill.
Tariff Reform Triumphs.

The -election returns give Johnson
Hick 5,417, Winston Churchill 4,983.
This means more than. defeat; it is
rout. Tt is only two years since
Churchill came in with thel largest
majority in modern times, and- the
result in this and other bye-elections
proves that the government have com-
pletely lost the confidence of the na-
tion. If general elections were to be
held now they would  be defeated.
Tariff reform seems-now deeply root-
éd in the minds of the communities,
and Manchester, always inclined to-
vards Cobdenism, seems at last con-
Vvinced that foreign countries are be-
coming dangerous rivals in produc-
tive manufactures.

Coming on the heels of thic and the
other elections, it is regarded ag signi-
ficant of the wunpapularity of the
Liberal policy not only on the licens-
ing question, but the more important
one of free trade. The Conservative
victories in Mid-Devon, South Here-
ford and Peckham BYye-elections did
not involve the rejection of a cabinet
minister, and are consequently far less
crucial. However significant may
have been the enormous turn of vote,
the Conservative gain was 1,019 votes
in Manchester North. Tt would un-
doubtedly have been greater but for
Churchill’s ministerial position and
personal popularity.

Socialist Influence Tygjvial,

A notewprthy feature js “the. trivial
support reccived by Irving, Socialist
candidate. Both parties feared the
drawityg.-bfi of a .considerable - vote,
and the' Socialists boasted they would
astound both partfes, but it proved a
straight party contest. It is rumored
Churchill will contest Pundee, where
there is a vacaney owing to the eleva-
tion of thée Right Hon. Edmund
Robertson to the peerage. Tt is re-
garded as impregnable,.. Robertson’s
last majority being 2.443.

On the whole the election was car-
ried on with great good humor, and,
despite the burning excitement, noth-
ing untoward happened when the
result was made known. Tt is said
the triumphant joy exceeded that of
the relief of Mafeking and Ladysmith.
The Conservative press are unani-
mous in predicting a Liberal down-
fall at the next general election. It
is an absolutely disastrous blow to
free trade, says the Liberal “Morning
Leader. *“The great cause with-which
the name of Manchester used to be
associated 38 endangered; perhaps
lost.””

LOST MONEY ON THESE
THREE TIMBER LIMITS

John Tolmie, North Bruce, Held Three
Limits' on MclLeod River For
Three Years, Selling Them at a
Loss of $675,

Ottawa, April 25.—John Tolmie,
M.P., North Bruce, tonight made
public a statement in respect to the
charge made by George Taylor in
the House of Comimons that he had
profited by a deal in western timber
limits. In*1903, when a member of
the House, he says, he was asked by
John Gentles to get_a timber berth
for him. On coming to Ottawa he
had found five up for sale. "Two of
them had been obtained by T. A. Bur-
rows. - He had got the other three for
$3.400 for himself and Mr. Gentles.

They had paid the ground rent on
them for three years at the rate of
$333 per annum, $250 in commission
and $75 for fire ranging, and had sold
them for $4,000, netting a loss of
$675, or about $350 each, Tolmie
said that he had discovered that he
should not be dealing with the gov-
ernment, and had therefore trans-
ferred his interest to another person
on the understanding that this other
person would get any gain, but that
Tolmie should bear the loss. Then
came the sale.

RINGLEADERS SUFFER
THE DEATH PENALTY

Eighteeh of the Conspirators in the
Attempt on the Life of President
Cabrere, of Guatemala, Are Shot.

..—More Executions to Follow.

Guatemala City, Guatemala, April
24 —President Cabrera himself is
authority for the statement that eigh-
teen of the ringleaders in a conspir-
aecy against his life already have been
shot to death, and that probably
more executions will felow. Presi-
dent Cabrera, against whose life an
attempt was made by students on
Monday last, today received the repre-
sentatives of the various powers and
madeé a lengthy statement to them
that -he had unearthed an extensive
conspiracy against him that led up

to his attempted assassination. He

declared that eighteen of -the ‘leaders
have: been executed by his orders,
and that the death penalty would oe
meted out to the others in the hands
of the military.

Among these are the men who were
imprisoned a year ago, having been
implicated in a plot to ' assassinate
the president.. They were sentenced
to death soon after their arrest, but
the sentence had not been carried
out. . President Cabrera said that he
had proof that a majerity of these pri-
soners were implicated in the new
plot against his life; that they would
be executed without delay. The Pre-
sident has issued a proclamation stat-
ing that he is confident that the peo-
ple are with him and will preserve
order with a strong hand. Although
there is a surface tranquility here,
conditions are really serious, The
military is in control of the city and
a partial suspension of business has
resulted.

The revolutionary feeling is strong
in many quarters and there are those
who will not hesitate to go to any
length .or face any danger ir} their
efforts to make away with the' presi-
dent.

Cabrera for this reason has not been
seen but twice or thrice in public in
the last few months.

Guatemala is Critical.

Panama, April 24.—A passenger on
a steamer which arrived here yester-
day irom Guatemala informed the As-
sociated Press that when he left a few
days previously, the situation i1
Guatemala City was eritieal. Hc¢
gaid that President ‘Cabrera rarely
left his residence for fear of being as-
sassinated. Indeed, since the at-
tempt on his life some months ago, he
has been seen in puplic only once, at
the inauguration of- the Guutemala
Northern Railway. President Cabre-
ra, the Associated Press informant
said, scems to be greatly hated by
powerful and indefatigable enemies
who have sworn to kill him at any
sgcrifice. T
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225 KILLED BY -
AWFUL TORNADO

Which Swept Over Three Southern
States Carrying Death And
Destruction.

\

New Orleans, Apirl 25.—Two hundred
and twenty-five are known to be dead,,
560 injured and one thousand houses de-
stroyed in Louisiana, Mississippi and
Alabama by the tornado. This is the
latest and most authentic report of the
storm swept district.

First - Report Gave 780 Dead,

New  Orleans, April 24. — Two
cyclones travelling in epposite diree-
tions spread death and destruection
over a wide area in Louisiana, Ala-
bama and Mississippi today, the
known casualities are: 130 dead and
300 injured, besides unverified reports.
The first cyclone appeared in the
vicinity of Shreveport about midnight,
where several buildings were de-
stroyed and three injured, thence La-
mourie, where a negro church, a
dozen cabins and several dwellings
were destroyed. The death rell here
was five, injured 26. Vidalia was
visited next, the plantation houses
and cabins being demolished. Mrs.
Devereaux Shields, a society woman
of Natchez, was among the killed,
and J. H. Lamkin, a wealthy planter
being among the fatally injured.
Sweeping across the river into Missis-
sippi, the cyclone devastated the
towns of Pine Ridge, Rodney and
Church Point. Casualties: 73 killed
and 40 seriously injured. Communi-
cations are impossible with Hattis-
burg, where it is reported nine were
killed and the town of Wyngate is
wiped out. At Wahlaka, Mrs. John
Minecke and child were killed and
John Minecke fatally injured. The
cyeline seems then to have gone into
Alabama, where it caused death and
destruction at Albertville, Bergen and
Near Warrior. This afternoon an-
other cvclone travelling ~westward
hit the town of Winchester in Missis-
sippi, demolishing every building in
it and killing a Reyburn family.
Then it struck Purvis, where the fam-
ous Sullivan-Kilrain prize fight took
place, and practically wiped the town
off the map, killing twelve people and
injuring a hundred more. ~Coming in-
to Louisiana, it struck Angie, near
the state line, demolishing a store and
a score of buildings. No lives -lost.
In the swrounding countrys ouy of
twenty-five - dwellings in its. -path,
only two remain. Two people were
killed and fifty injured. - At Frank-
linton, twenty buildings. were -de-
molished and several persons injured.
Continuing westward, the full force of
the cyclone hit Amite City and de-
stroyed every church in the town,
fifty buildings were damaged. The
injured number 150 and several were
killed.

St. Louis, April 24.—The wind
storm damaged buildings here includ-
ing the brewery. A big cyclone scare
was general.

Galveston, Texas, April 24—The
cyclone is responsible for 18 deaths
and 30 injured in the state.

Texas Town Destroyed.

Paris, Texas, April 24—A tornado
destroyed the eastern portion of De-
port, a town twenty miles southeast
of Paris, last night, killing W. B.
Isbell, a druggist, and injuring sev-
eral others. The Isbell family was
at supper when the storm came, and
Mmns. Isbell and the children ran to
the storra house and were unburt.
Mr. Isbell remained in the house and
was crushed to death when it fell.

Practically all the residences on
the east side of the town were destroy-
>d, at least twenty-five or thirty be-
ing scattered over the country in
fragments. The cotton oil mill, includ-
ing the botler house, seed and flax
sheds, was blown away, and the en-
tire plant is a wreck.

The path of the storm was several
hundred yards wide. Oak Grove, a
town east of Clarksville, on -the Tex-
as & Pacific railroad, is reported al-
most destroyed. Many houses were
demolished, but there were no fatali-
ties.

Three Said to be Killed.

Memphis, Tenn., April 24—A tor-
nado swept over Walls, Miss,, at two
oclock this morning, and it is report-
ed that the town is destroyed. Three
people are reported killed ‘and several
mjured. Telegrapn and telephone
wires are down between Memphis
and Walls. The roof of the Yazoo
& Mississippi Valley railway station
was blown off and the building other-
wise wrecked. ‘A relief train has left
Memphis for the sceéne.

Thirty Buildings Demolished.

Sioux Falls, S.D., April 24—Informa-
tion was received today that a tornado
struck Valley Springs, 25 miles east
of hére, last night and demolished
thirty buildings. Nothing further has
been heard, and communication is cut
off.

conclusion - i8 iryesistible that ithe bon-
nses. are paid with discrimination, and
are not paid indisoriminately.  If we
pay on only one in five,-or one in: ten,
or-one in twelve; we must-pay on that
small percentage for some .reason,
there must be some basis on which
we' make the. payment.  -Now- why
did - we pay-.on that small number?
Decause they 'aze the classes of people
that are satisfactory to wus, the kind
of people that my hon, friend himseli
will not dare to say should not be ad-
mitted to this country, or should mot
even be encouraged to.eome here. The
figures I repeat are proof absolute that
the policy of “the. government is- a
policy . of ' discrimination in regard to
inumigyation, and that the payment of
bpnuses made in pursuance of that
policy is effective in carrying out the
poliey.

My hon. {riend was worried about
the North Atlantic Trading company,
and thought: the Nerth:Atlantic Trad-
ing company had numerous successors
who; I suppose, he wished us to under-
stand were even wogse than the North
Atlantic Trading cempany, more gec-
retive and more raveénous,. He knows
that the agreement with the North
Auantic Trading -company was terin-
inated on the 30th of November, 1906.
I'yrom that time Jorward no bonuses
were paid on eontinental immigrants
vntil the order in council that was
pazeed in 1907, and then a bonus of
ten “shillings was paid on adylg ! to
selected . booking agents in - certain
European ‘countries. JUnder thaf sys-
tem, during the months ivom Maych,
1907, to February, 18908, bonus was
paid to these selected boeking agents
for immigrants of the classes-describ-
ed -eoming from  cortdin eountries of
Fuarope, to the number of 1,211 men,
390 women, 555 children, or £930 in
gll.. -That is all the honuses pa@id on
continental immigrants under the sys-
teih which the hon. gentleman has
been pleased to term a system of in-
dizeriminate  bonusing of .immigrants
coming from the comtinent of Europe.
He has been good enough to say that
in all probability the. bonus has been
paid on Italiaus, and he seems-to have
a very strong objeetion fo ~ such
thing. Now tor good or ‘had reasons
the government has wnot -paid any
bonuses on people coming from Italy
gince some time I think in 1902. Italy
was one of the countries upon. whosc
emigrants te:Canada a bonus was paid
to the North Atlantic Trading com-
pany, I think ih the first year of its
operation.. But the bonus was with-
drawn as regards Italy and several
other southern ' Edropean countries,
and since then no boumus has been
paid on immigrants frem Italy.. The
total number of immigrants coming
from Italy" ‘on ‘Whotii’ honuées were
paid, was I think in all 72, and that
was five .or six years ago. So that
whatever may be charged against the
bonus- system, certainly the objections
which my bon. friend has expressed to
the Italian residents of this comntry
are not-chgrgeable to it. In order to
make it periectly plain that the policy
of the goVvernment is one of diserim-
ination, it is only necessary to read
the provisions of the imnrigration law,
to which my hon. friend gave his as-
sent in the session of 1906.

Let me remind bim and others:of
my hon,. friends on the other side that
their assent was not by any means a
cordial assent te the provisions of the
act.  They had a great deal of fault
to find with a good many of .its pro-
visions; nearly as much fault as they
have to find with the provisions of
the  regulations regarding Bonuses.
But, remember that act was :passed
and it is im-force ‘gnud is beigg en-
forced. Nothing can be plaiwer than
that it was the intent of the govern-
inent and of parliament at that time
that while ‘there -should be an aetive
and energetic effort made to secure a
zood and desirable class of immigrants
tor this country it should bLe a part ol
that -policy, a very mecessary. part. of
it, that there should” be accompany-
ing these aggressive measures to bring
immigrants, parallel energetic and ef-
fective mecasures to -exclude undesir-
able immigrants. That was the man-
date of parliament expressed in the
session of 1906, embodied in the pro-
visicns of the Immigration act and
has been the policy that the govern-
ment has carried out ever gince,

My hon. friend has been pathetic
as 1o the woes of the municipalities,
especially in. Ontario and Quebec
brought about by reason of the pres-
ence of uundesirable immigrants. The
city of Montreal, it seems, has been
plagu¢éd with them, and the “¢ity” of
Toronto. has. been plagued with them.
I do not kuow buat that ‘a great many
other places may have been plagued
with them. T notice that the city of
Montreal iz yery glad to publish ifom
time 1o time the statement blazonéd
a3’ largely 4R possible, that the popu-
lation of Montreal has increased over
a previous period and that the city of
Toronton 'is doing likewise. = ‘These
municipalities” are glad to announce
that their population has ingreased,
but you canndt have an incregse ol
population. withoyt ‘having " an -in-
crease of people and if you havé an in-
crease of people You can hardly have
that ingrease "of people withouf havi%g-
anl - increase of disabilities .and disad-
vantages that go. with -ordinary” peo-
ple in thisveountry. ™ If “the city of
Montreal, ot the cit§y of Torontd, or
any other municipality has suffered.in
thie Way iy hon. riend has said ‘then
it is the jgult .of Monfréal, the faplt
of Toronte; the fault of the other mum-
ic¢ipality’ and not the. fauli o) $his goy-
eérfiment or of its ‘act or’'its administra-
tion. " 'Section 32 of the immigration
law says:— '’ ’

Section 33 says:—

moral turpitude, or become an inmate
ot a, gaol ox hospital or other charit-
able institution, it shall be the duty
of the ‘elerk or secretary of the muni-
cipality to forthwith notify the minis-
ter_thereof, giving full particulars.

2—On: receipy ©of such information
the minister may, on investigating the
facts, order the déportation'of sach
immigrant at the cost and charges of
such immigrant if Be is able to pay,
and. if not then.at the cost of the
inanicipality wherein he has last been
regularly resident, if so ordered. by
the minister,”and if he is a vagrant or
tramp, or there is no such manicic
pality, then at the cost of the depart-
ment of the interior.

That-is the lat%. That was the law
passed by parligment. That is the
law under- which: the . government is
working and:1 say that under the pro-
visicns of that law, if any munieipal-
ity complain§ as my hon. friend says
they complain, it has no ground to
complain of the immigration depari-
ment. or of this Liberal “government,
because ' in every case, where repre-
sentations were ‘madé by a muniei-
pality deportation has been - carried
out.

Mr. A. Lavergne—Do I understand
that deportation can take place at the
cost of the mfunicipality.

Mr. Oliver—Yes, but it can also be
made at the cost of the steamship com-
pany or 'oi the government, but the
point I wish tosemphasize is' that if a
municipality wants an immigrant de-
ported the “provisions of the law are
there and under these proyisions he
can be deported. If he'is not déport-
ed it is not the fault of the law and
it i8 not the fdult of this government.
T agree with what my hon. friend has
said that it is a tremendous hardship
to depogt people. It is a gnost.un-
fortunate thing when deportation has
to be carried out. I quite appreciate
the consideration of the municipalities
in not asking for deportation of un-
fortunates who arve within their limits.
It is to the credit of the municipali-
ties that they should have such &
teeling  of 'charity. . But there s .the
law and ii they ‘do not want to take
advantage of its provisions I submit
that -they hdve no right to complain
of the goyermment, which does not
carry out the law. except upon- thejr
demiand; and especially that there is
no cause of complaint frem our hon:
friends opposite. who are a party as
much as we are to the prowvisions of
this law.

My hon. friend also found {fault
with us because we allowed the people
to get into the country who should ‘be
kept out. He said that the hurry and
rush of landing passengers made it
impossible - to preserve -an absolutie
cheek upon them on their arrival. Ad-
nmritting the truth of that there is still
the provision for the deportation of
any undesiravle who comes;/in. If he
is. discovered within two years he may
be sent out. But i regard to the
actual conduct oi the’examination at
the port of landing, it is not'the mere
formal affair that the hon. gentleman
suggests. Tt is true that & large num-
ber. of people have to be landed in a
vory short time, but it is also true
that on the slightest suspicion that
anything is wrong with any ef these
people they may he taken aside from
the general rush and held for examin-
ation. That is done and a very large
number are checked, at the port of
landing and rétfurngd from that port.
He says that the provisions of the
United States at these ports of land-
ing are more efficient than ours. Pos-
sibly they .are, but T would. call my
hon. ' friend’s attention to the. fact
thatitoday ‘in the House and in the
papers of this country there was blaz-
oned abroad a complaint that the med-
ical officer of thie inunigration depart-
ment at “the port of Halifax had-de-
layed unduly a steamship load of im-
migrants. 'The same gentlemen who
are demanding gréater delays in the
landing of immigrants, who are de-
manding that there shall be more par-
tiemlar examination, which means cevs
taifily either a very anuch greater ex-
pense to this covutry or a much great-
er delay to passengers, are cowplain-
ing because they say that.a load of
passengers was unduly  delayed,

plaift that the officer at Halifax was
not at his business, that he was up
town canvassing and that he allowed
the passengers o remain’ on the
ship? iy o

Mr. Oliver—No, the complaint/ 4gs
stated on the floor of the Housy/is ds
my hon. friend 4Mr. Sam Huglies) Iy’ls
stated it, but the .complaint as_réad
from the newspaper. was distinctly
not as my hon. friend has stated it.
The newspapers did not say that the
doetor was canvassing. when he should
be attending to his duties. ™

M. Sam Hughes—He did not come
until three g’clock in the. d@ftérnoon.

Mr. Oliver—The - newspaper was
careful not to say that he was not at-
tending to his duties as -he should,
but it said there was -a delay of the
passengers and 1 submit  that - the
hours mentioned did ‘not show . there
was an undue delay, but quite the con-
trary. - It shows that.this. statement
was sent broadcast through the coun-
try just as a_ thousand other slanders

The United States ig at present pur-
suing a policy of exclusion of immi-
grants; it has no poliey of bringihg
in. immigrants. +If we arg to take the
policy of the United .States then we
know exactly what to do and we can
do_as they are doing. I hope that if
we ‘ever -have to undertake suelh .a
poliey we will be more’successiul than
they are, because, with their efforts
at. exclusion  they received last ‘year
over one milljon Jimmigrants and of
that one million from 45 per cent. to
50 per cent. wefe of the very class
which our- friends -on - the -other side
pi the House: corsider & béing . unde-

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sirable.fgr. Canada. The immigration
situation” in the United® States differs
materially $rom onr gitestion. - Their
climatic: and other conditiohs. aresgt-
tractive to a certain class of people
that our country iz not attractive to.
Certain ‘phases of the immigration
question loom large to them where
they ‘loom small to us beeanse of dii-
ferent. congditions. + Their, attitude is
one specially of exclusion but ours is
not ‘an attitude of exclusion. My
hon. friend (Mr. Monk) did not dare~
I use the -woud without offence—did
not dare.te put upon the records of
parlidgment a motion deelaring for an
exclusion poliey ; he'did :not dare to
say that:lre was against g policy of
active. immigration.  And as long as
this country 1s to have a policy of at-
traction of immigrants it' eannot han-
dle its” immigrants as tliey come at
the ports of landing as would a coun-
try 'whieh-has a. distinetly exclusive
policy, We must give facilities for
our immigrants to land with the least
possible discomfort. We must so con-
duet our business at the ports that
we shall not exclude these whom we
degire to come here. In the United
States, they can exclude everybody,
that is their law, that is their policy,
that is their business. But it is not
ours, illld we  cannot cariy on our
business at our parts as they carry on
their business at theirs. ¥ am bound
to say that adter all, although we do
not have nearly as large a staff at our
ports as they have at theirs, although
we do not- take up nearly as much
have just about as effective inspection
of immigrants as they have. They
have, by agreemept with the Canadian
government, an inspection of jmmi-
grants bound for the United States, at
Halifax, Montreal, Quebee and “St.
John, where they handle their immi-
gratnts: just. the same as if they were
landing at United States ports. My
hom. friend (Mr. Monk) was terribly
worried about what became of immi-
grants excluded at Canadian ports by
United States officials. T can tell him
what beeomes of them. If a passenger
ticketed for the United States is ex-
cluded by a United States official at a
Canadian peort: he goes back on the
steamship he eame on. The same rule
prevails at New York; if an immigrant
arvives at New York ticketed for Can-
ada awd if our officer there €iys he is
to be excluded the United States au-
thoritics sees thdt he goes back on
the steamer he.came on. y

This question of dealing with immi-
grants on theéir arrival is a selious
guestion, it is a difficult question, it is
an important question.. I beg to as-
sure my hon. friend (Mr. Monk) that
the government  appreciates just as
highly as he does -the importance of
excluding wundesirables - from  this
country and has taken all active
measures that can be taken to achieve
that end. But it is one thing tg take
the position that we are there simply
for the purpose of excluding, and an-
other thing to take the position that
we are there principally ior -the pur-
pose of bringing into our country
those whom we desire to assist us in
building that country up. That is the
difficulty that .confronts the.Domin-
ion government in dealing with this
question of immigration, and we cer-
tainly think we. are entitled, to fair
consideration from our friends on ' the
Lother side of the Heuse in our efforts
to deal with it, rather than that we
should be met by what I consider to
be unfair criticism of details. of the
policy, in regaird to difficulties which
cannot be avoided and which are in-
separable from the carrying out of
the dual poliey of aggressive immigra-
tion effort on the one hand and exclu-
sion of undesirables on the other. That
I take it is the policy of this govern-
ment. Let there be no mistake about
it. And, one part of it is just as im-
portant as the other. ~It i€ just as im+
portant that we should use our efforts
and spend our money to bring desir-
able immigrants to Canada as it is
that we¢ should keep out undesirable
immigrants. Our friends opposite have
during several sessions gssumed, and
their press throughout the . country
has assumed, that ‘the government’s
policy was a poliey -of indiscriminate
immigration, and vet there was 'a law
to the contrary,on the statute book
amdl there was , enforcement of the
law at every pdrt. My, hon. friends
opposite have no. warraint for the posi-
tion they togk, -apd if-they had ever
a warrant fov that pesitionthey have
no-warrant from this time onward. It
is not long sigcv in an effort to make
it pogstble 46 carry out’ our under-
stgrrding and to compel the fulfilment
f(“im obligations, there .was before
the House a little amendment to the
Ffmigration act; a trifling little ‘mat-
ter of some four or five lines. It was
an absolute necessity to the intelligent
and effective  enforeement of certain
provisions of the law. We have to
face an inumigration qu@stion on the
Pacific as well as on the Atlantic. Tt
is difiercnt on the Pacific from what
it is on the Atlantic. -The immigra-
tion differs at every point. It was
necessary to adopt a restrietive poliey
on the Paciie coast. Different amea-
sures. were suggested in regard to that
restricted policy . but it was thought
well in the interest of the country, in
the interest of the®cinpire, that-a coli-
ciliatory rather than ‘.an . aggressivé
policy should be -adopted in connee-
tion. with the immigration from one
country at any raté, “In pursuance of
that idea an amicable arrangement
was arrived at with that country, and
it is. hoped that a siniilar arcangement
can be arrived at with amether. coun-
try that is in 4 somewnat similar posi-
tion in regard ‘to immigration. ‘But
‘an - agreement with Japan -as to: the
restriction of imniligrants from.Japen
to Canada, or.an agreement with the
government of India as to the restric-
tion of immigrants from India %o Can-
ada was of ne value without the pro-
vision we asked this, House to pass
the other night. A

Mr. A. Lavergne—Did the minister
say that the regulations passed by the

House were above the: treaty?

Mr. Oliver—No, 1 did not sdy anys
thing about the treaty,. The gentle-
man who should be my hon. friend’s
leader took occasion” to ' state his

opinion to the House on thut;s}uL}ject.
but T do not think he maintainedit,
T think hé was glad to-drop- it before
he got vesy far.y< However, my hon.

later stage of this decbate. My state-
ment was that the agreement we ar:
rived atawith Japan and the-agreement
we hoped tb arrive at with the govern-
ment. of India, agreements which are
absolutely necessary in pursuance of
our immigration pelicy and:our trade
policy' on the Pacific coast, did nat re-
aeive. . enthusigstye endorsation Adon:
our friénds on the other side. I was
surprised to see that.  'After the ques-
tion had ‘been threshed out for - an
hour, ‘annd the amendment had “been
twisted in every direction, when it
was explained to our hon. friends that
it was_a matter of urgency to have
this little amendment to the immigra-
tion law' passed that ‘evening, the
Prime Minister was refused that court-
esy, lie was told it eould not be pass-
ed, although ‘our friends opposite had
been informéd that the date of its go-
ing into effect might be deferred for
threg or four weeks, and that as a con-
squenee very s2rious . complications
might arise. I was glad to see when
the House met the next day that our
friends had ‘experienced a change of
heart; there was nothing wrong with
the little amendment to the Immigra-
tion Act and it went through without
change.

I'instance this to show that the
government’s policy is well - defined,
that it is ‘a continuous poliey, and
that it does not receive that support
from our fuends on the dther. side
that their remarks from timé to time
would indicate it should receive: at
their hands.

We bW%ve not only the provisions of
this Immigration Act which I have
already mentioned to the House, but
have found it necessary on account of
the changed condition in this country
during the last few months to make
certain changes in the administration
of the law such as we are empowered
to make by the provisions of the Agct,
because my friends will notice that
while the Immigration Act contains
certain very .definite provisions, it
also recognizes. that new
may arisc at any time and that it is
necessary that the government should
have the power to meet these condi-
tions as they . arise. Provision is
made in the Act for the passing of re-
gulations by otder in council to mect

time to .time.
that provision in. the Act, last fall
when there was a ehange in the condi-
tion of the eountry that seemed to
make it very desirable, we' provided
that.theré should be a money qualifi-
cation in certain circumstances on the
part of immigrants arriving in this
country. That 1 hope my hon.
friends will consider is not an indica-
tion of a polidy of unrestricted immi-
gration. On representations‘made by
our agent in Great Britain, Mr. Bruce
Walker, who was then assistant super-
intendent of immigration in London,
in regard, to the work of the charitable
associations in Great Britain and its
effect upon the immigration situation
in Canada, we passed oi the 25th of
February: anotlier rvgu{zlti()n which
provided that persons.coming to Can-
ada by assisted. passage could be .ex-
cluded unless they were approved be-
fore they left their home by our agent
in that country. This is surely 1ot
an indigation of & policy of unre-
stricted  immigration. Surely these
regulations bear out my statement
that the avowed policy of this govern-
ment is a policy of selected immigra-
tion. is a policy of restricted immi-
gration if you like, while at the same
fime, it is a policy of aggressive im-
migration.

In order that there may be no mis:
take about ‘the attitude the govern-
ment assumes; the ‘government, aware
of its responsibilities, aware of the
requirements of the - country, and
carrying out its policy of gelected im-
migration, makes announcement in
large type on the first page of its lat-
est publications, the following:

IMPORTANT.

“Farmers, farm labourers, railway
construction men and female domestic
servants are the only people the
Canadian = Immigratfon. Department
advise to emigrate to . Capada. All
others should get definite assurance
of employment in Canada ‘before leav-

ing heme. and have money enough. to
support. them. for a tinge™in case’ of

That is an expression of the immi-
gration policy of the government of
Cénadd today. as sct out inl the print-
ed” representation that™ they make to
the people ‘wliom they-desire to" come
to the country.

AS TO MR. FOSTER'S LIABILITY.

A contemporary ‘i eyrious to know
whether or not Mr, Foster'wae crifij-
inally_ liable for dishonesty:in  his
handling of the funds of the widows
and orphans of the Foresters, That,
of 'eourse, j¢ a mattér which éan be
properly decided omly by the courts,
and . it is no part of the Bulletin’s
busifiess to ueurp the domain of the
judicial bodies, Some points . in
the career: of the THonorahle gentle-
meh; ns custodian of the funds; how-

funds; syfficiently to enable the elec-
tors' to judge how he would be likely
to regard their funds if he were given
the chance of handling them. And
since Mr. Foster aspires to be finance
minister-of the Dominion, the matter
is: sufficiently of public importance to
warrant drawing attention to these
peoints,

This must be kept in mind—that
the funds:of' the' Union Trust Co., of
which Mr. Foster. was manager were
the funds of widows and orphans of
the members-of the ¥ndependent Or-
der of Foresters,  All but forty shares
of . the stock were owned by the For-
esters, .and for, them the Order paid
$110 per hundred dollar share; before
the Company had paid a dividend, or
{even opened its office, Besides thi
I the Company was made. the investing
agency for the Foresters, and to it
were handéd over ‘the surplus cs
funds of the Order for investment.
All this money had been paid to the
Order by policyholders to be held in
| trust by the Order for the wives and
children of the polieyholders when
these should be called heace. When
the funds of the Union Trust are
epoken of ‘thersiore what i3 really
meant is the ‘funds of these, women
and children placed in the hands of
the Union Trust Company, to be kept
for them, and inyested for their bene-
fit, and for no other purpose.

Early 'in ‘the career of the Union
Trust Co, Dr, Montague appeared on
the scene with a proposition to buy
some wéstern lands and get the Union
Truet to pay for them, He formed a
syndicate, of whom Mr. Foster was-a
member, to buy, own and sell -the
lands for their personal profit. The
money to pay for the lands came irom
the coffers of the Trust Company, in
other words, from the pockets of the
widows and orphans who owned -ii,
Waa this exactly theé role of a reput-
able manager of a financial institu-
tion? His first business .was to safe-
guard the funds entrusted to him, and
his second business to invest them for
the¢ benefit of the owners, Yet in one
of the first transactions of the Com-
pany we find him engaging in specu-
lation with the funds, and that not
for the profit of the' owners of the
funds, but for the profit of Hon, Geo.
E. Foster,

The first block of lands purchased
by this syndicate with the Union
Trust funds was known as the Car-
rot River lands, some forty thousand
acres, ‘The agent for these lands was
entitled to a commission of $10,000.
Of this Mr, Foster. received one-hali,
actually taking the -money diréctly
from the Union Trust funds by issu-
ing a ¢heque for the amount payable
to himself. This he says he divided
among the members of the syndicate.
What business had Mr. Foster to take
this money 4rom the Trust Company
of which he was manager? Or wnat
right had the syndicate of which he
Was~ a' tmember to the monmey?  As
manager of the Trust Company Mr.
Foster’s business was -to . invest: its
funds = as ckonomically as possible:

Another purchaseé made !or the syn-
dicate with Union Trust money was
a tract known as the Swan  River
lands. For these Mr. Foster appears
to-have opened the negotiations, He
wrote the agent for the lands offering
him $5.256 per acre “with 256 cents per
‘““acre as commission, thus netting
“you five dellars per acrc.” He in-
vited - the wvendors to send him - a
cheque for the “commission” in favor
of himself. This they did not do, and
again Mr. Foster took the money di-
rect-from the funds of the Union
Trust, causing, a  chegque dfor' the
amotint. to :be issued to himself
against their account.

Company
was to provide the funds for giving
Messrs. Pope, Fowler et al their pro-
fit of $1 per acre, and to assume lia-
bility for the amount still due the
C.P.R. But Mr, Foster and his
{friends ‘cut in here. They had the
lands passed nominally to themselves
as:a syndicate and then passed them
on to the Great’West Land Company
at an advance of fifty cents per acre.
Incidentally they: themselves consti-
tuted a remarkably large proportion
of the Great West ‘Land Company.
By thus as a syndicate selling the
lands to themeelves as a company
they made fiity cents per acre. Al
the. money involved came from the
Union Trust. Every cent of financia!
liability assumed fell upon the Trust
Company. By this single manipula-
tion therefore, Mr. Foster became a
beneficiary in a deal which cost the
Union Trust Company fifty cents per
acre on iwo hundred thousand acres
of land,  ,And Mr. Foster and his
friends remained the people who
would benefit by the epeculation il
any one beuefitted,  What was the po-
sition of Mr. Foster when as member
of ‘the syndicate he took a hand in
loading the Trust Company ef which
he was manager with a hundrad thou-
sand dollars needless expenditure for
the enrichment of the members of
that syndicate? Supposing it was 2
good investment to advance the mon-
ey to Messrs, Pope and Fowler, where
was Mr. Foster’s justification for su
interposing his personal interests as
to make money out of the Company
he was paid to manage?

For financing this transaction, Dr.
Oronihyatekha was given 100 shares in

The Dominion gogernment must, of
course, assume a measure of respon-
sibility for their introduction into the
country, but it hdas no authority to
deport them after they have been
here for seven years, nor is it a part
of the Dominion government's duties
to see that they conform to the laws.
That function of government belongs
to the provinces themselves.

Thé .Doukhobors at Fort William
werk not thrust on Ontario any more
than any other people who from time
to titne break the laws and are pun-
ished by the courts are thrust upon
the province. ‘They, in the exercise
of their rights as residents of Canada,
saw fit to leave Saskatchewan and
enter Ontario. They were at liberty
to do so, just the-same as any one
else is at liberty to change his locality
or place of residence. There was no
law to prevent them. It was then,
on their advent into Ontario, for the
Ontario government to see that they
conformed to'the laws of the province.

But, instead of doing this, the pro-
vincial government has been guilty
of knowingly permitting them, ever
since they came within its jurisdic-
tion, to indulge in law-breaking con-
duct. The provineial government al-
lowed it to continue with full knowl-
edge of the facts. Why the provinecial
government permitted it to continue
1or so many months to the disgrace
of the province is for that government
1o say. |

So long as what are now the western!
provinces were under territorial -gov-!

I'he provincial governments must be
held responcible for the discharge of
their duties, as wel as the Dominion |
their duties,®as well as the Dominion
own,

As to the deportation of the Douk-
hobors, which the Citizen so blandly
suggests, parliament has not yet con-
ferred the authority which would en-
able the Dominion government to de-
port them after they have been domi-
ciled in the country for the period
they have been. Until parliament
does, the Dominion government has
ne warrant to act. The courts would
not permit it.

The Dominion government may have
been to blame in Dringing these peo-
ple to Canada. The Citizen may have
opposed that proposition at the time,
but, if it did,' it was practically alone
in doing so. The action of the gov-
ernment at that time had pructicnllyl
the full endorsaticn of parliament and
of the press. Therefore, for the initial
error—if error there was—in bringing
them into the country, all the people
of the country who endorsed it. must
share the responsibility.

Will Protect Labor Interests.

Alphonse Verville (Maissoneuve)
had at an earlier stage of the debate
sought to create the impression that
the bonus system wag inimical to the
interests of the working classes, and
that the organized body of labor was
opposed to it.

evidence of Miss:Munroe, secretary of
the commission, clearly disproves this.
T. O. Burrows is named as a iavorite
of the government to whom generous
treatment was accorded in the matter
of securing limits. The fact is that
but two or three of his tenders showed
figures only elightly higher than the
next highest, while in the great ma-
jority of cases in which he was the
successiul temderér for limits, his tend-
ers were thousands.of dollars higher
than the next highesc.”
The Changes Made.

By the changes made in the timber
regulations by Mr. ' Oliver, no timber
limit may be disposed of until it is
cruised by an official of the!'depart-
ment. It will then be advertised for
sale, offered at an upset price ‘and
sold to the¢ highest bidder, Just as
schoo! lands are sold at the present
time. TUnder the regulations previ-
ously in vogue, a legacy of the Conser-
vative regime prior to 1896, timber
limite ‘were not cruised by a’ depart-
ntental official nor sold by publie auc-
tion.

The Civil Service Report.

“But thie greatest noise being mads
by the opposition,” said Senator Tal-
bot, “has for its bellows the report of
the government ¢ivil service commis-
sion.

Network of Lines in Province---<To
Build 700 Miles---Hon. Mr.
Cushing Returns.

(From Friday’ . Bulletin.)

Hon. W_ H.,:Cughing, minister ot
publie works for Alberta, returunea 4n
the ecity last evening after.an absence
of several weeks in the east, As pre-
viously announced in  the Bulletin,
Mr. Cushing, while in the East, com-
pleted the .nego* ms , for the pur-
chase‘of the Bell i clephone lines and
plant in the pr 1ce- for the Alberta
government, - He s now looking into
the question of maintenance, opera-
tion and extensjon of the government
telephone system in Alberta,

The. Alberta government niow owns
and operates a total length of about
1,060 miles of long distance telephone
lincs 'in the province, and connected
with this are some sixteen exchanges
in the  wvarious . towns and cities
throughout the province, This year
it is proposed to-build about 700 miles
of new lines in various parts of the
province, chicfly in rural qistricts,
thus forming a. perfect net work oi
government telephone lines in Al-
Lerta,

The Plant Purchased.

By the deal recently completed Ly
Mr. Cushing the Alberta government
acquired about 400 miles of telephone
lines and poles from® the Bell com-
pany and about 50 miles of line strung
on telegraph poles. The lines pur-
chased extends from IEdmonton |t
Calgary; south to Macleod and Leth-
bridge and eouthwest from there to
Cardston, This length of line 9s a
continuous metallic circuit which
means that it is double wired, thus
increasing the value of the line. Con
nections liave also been made with
and toll stations established at Car-
stairs, Cayley, Cro eld, De Win-
ton, Gull Lake (via Lacembe), Leav-
ings, Ledue, Macleod, Midnapore, Mil-
lett, Morningside, Staveley, Stirling,
Airdrie, Bentley, Blackfalds and Bow-
den,

Many Local Exchanges.

One important feature of the new
system recently acguired by the Al-
berta government is the lurge number
of thriving local exchanges that have
been esablished in the various towns
and cities -throughout the province,
I'he largest of these is the Calgary
exchange which has 2,000 telephones
in operation capabie of considerabie
extension at very little = additional
cost.. Then comes Lethbridge with
260 phones, Wetaskiwin; 135, High
River 106, Lacombe 79, Olds 52, Oko-
toks 52, Clareshoim 51, Cardston 50,
Raymond 44, Innisfail 40, Didsbury
38, Nanton 27, Ponoka 14, Red Deecr
10 and Magrath 10.*

In connection with the Calgary ex-
change there is ‘& large éxchange
bnilding, ;aud a considerable; @mount
©f" real estate that is very valuable.
The exchangé itself, which Mr. Cush-
ing believes to be thé most up-to-date
in America, will permit of a present
installation of 2,100 lines, and has
an_ultimate capacity of 4.80Q lines.

Mr. Cushing stated that the whole
line had beep examined very closely
and was found ‘to be in good shape.
The exchange -at Lethbridge had been
renewed last vear; the Medicine Hat
exchange had been improved, and va-
rious  other improvements had been
made all along the. line. *Arrange-
ments had been completed for the im-
mediate installation of. .the Strowger
automatic telephone system in Strath-
cona by-the government. Free inter-
change would be given between the
L tieg ‘of Strathcona and Edmonten.

A Good Deal,

Referring - te the -<purehase, Mr,
Cushing expressed the opinion that
the provinee had made as good a deal
as 1t was possible to expect.,” In or-
der to secure the plant they had to
pay something of course,”for business
interests of the Bell Company in Al-
berta, as well as the actual value of
the plant. In fact the Bell company
seemed to place more stress on this
point than on ‘the actual cost of the
plant. In spite of this,however, Mr
Cushing stated  emphatically that in
his opinion the provincée had ~done
much better to buy thé Bell line than
to build an opposition line and oper-
ate it as such.

Asked regarding the rates to  be
charged in' the government system,
Mr. Cushing said he could not state
what they would ultimately be, At
present they would remain the same
as in the past, but he bélieved that
the.government would be able to give
as cheap or cheaper serviece than a
private corporation, A long distance
station will .be established in Edmon-
ton at the south end of the provincial
library under the temporary legisla-
tive assemblv hall.

Government Line 544 Miles

The line built by the Alberta gov-
ernment during the past year is 544
miles in length with 53 miles pur-
chased previous to buying the Bell
system. The government line already
built has cost the province $262.262.79

twenty-five: miles west oi. the -South
Sazkatchewan: at Sasketoony and’ a
passenger service as. far: as riilhead
will be inaugurated in-June,

This is Mr. Lanigan’s first trip_to
the (coast; and - already he-is enthy-
siastic about the wonderful agricul-
tural . pogsibilities. of - British Coluwn-
bia.

“The increased areas devoted to va-
rious grains in Manitoba and the new
provineces this year,”” said.he, “are s
follows: Wheat, 15 per cent.; oats, 10
per cent.; barley, 10 per cent.; flax,
10 per cent.

A isupplementaty. estimate of $1,2?)0,-’

telephone system if possible, and the
deal recently put through by Hon. W.
H. Cushing provides for the expendi-
ture of $675,000 for this,purpose. An
additional $40,000 was also included |
in the estimates for the maintenance
and operation of the government tele-
phone line. this year,

The lines built by the government
during the past yvear extend from Ed-
monton’ to Lloydminster, from Stoney
Plain to Lake Wabamun, from Wetaz-
kiwin to Daysland, from Lacombe to
Stettler. from Calgary to Banff, and
from Macleod to Frank, Thus it will
be seen that ‘the line built by the gov-
ermment does not in any case dupli-
cate the old Bell line, and the recent,
acquisition of the Bell Company’s
lines makes a fairly complete  tele-
phone system all through the province
owned and operated by the govern-
ment,

Will Build 700 Miles.

This year the government are mak-
ing arrangements to construct 700
miles of new telephone lines in the
proyince, . They will extend the main
line from Lethbridge. to. Taber, but
the majority of the other lines built
will be rural lines in various parts of
the province, :

The 'maintenance and operation of
such an immense telephone system,
with long distance lines and local ex-
changes and connections, necessarily
requires a large amount of expert
oversight and executive ability, . The
department of public works will now
proceed to thoroughly’ organize the
whole system and placé it on a sound
working basis. y

"Mary’s: river south- of the Alberta
boundary-to Milk river, which has its
source in Idaho and flews northward
into Alberta and then énters Ameri-
can teritory ‘again in Modntana.

Tlie intéention'of: the!fmefican com-
pany is to' danw/the. 8t; Mary river
and thereby diygrt emough water to
the  Milk, rivér to ,jnake feasible: a
large irrigation "§¢fitme in  Montaia.
The watetre ‘of the- St. - Mary’s, how-
ever, are now used im the large irriga-
tion system south of Lethbridge and
the Canadian government is anxious
to protect the interests of Southern
Alberta: farmers by seecing that the
source of the water.supply for the ir-
rigated lands is kept adequate for all
the present and fyturc needs.

As ‘the waters” Of “the’ St Mary's
river, even “ii‘diverted! to Milk river
would have to flow through Canadian
territary and could i necesary e re-
diverted to St. Mary’s river north of
the boundary, it will be scen that tlie
permatien ol “theé douthern Alberta
rrigation system is well safeguarded.

from Labelle (Mr. Bourassa)—aiter a
considerable amount of remarks in
which' it was difficult to find a con*
clusion as in the remarks of my hon.
friend from Montmagny (Mr. Laver-
gne)—also said:

“But I claim that you can get from
Scotland, from Ireland, from England,
irom Belgium, from the north end of
France, from Brittany, from Auver-
gne, from. Franche Comte a most de-
sirable class of immigrants.  You
can get from these mountains a hardy
race of men who would eome to our
eastern provinces ahd take up small
iarms, because any of them have a
small capital at their disposal of
$1,000, $2,000, $5,000 and as much as
$10,000, who will go into the clder
provinces as some of them have done
without - any inducement whatever
from the government, without any
titerature being distributed amongst
them, having come of their own will,
because they happened to.learn some-
thing about Canada. I claim
that we have room for a large number
—perhaps not for hundreds’ of thou-
sands.”’

I think the House will admit that
the then hon. member for Labelle
(Mr. Bourassa) was advacating an in-
crease. of French immigration to Que-
bee, and my hon. friend from Mont-
magny will not say that that was the
only occasion in the course of his
parliamentary experience on which,
when my hon. {riend from Labelle
said “‘yes”” that my hon. friend irom
Montmagny -did fiot say: ‘““Me too.”

But .my hon. friend from = Jacques
Cartier (Mr.cr Monk) also had -some-
thing to say on that occasion. He
was rather strongly in favor of immi-
gration at that time. "Hé found fanlt
with the alleged lack of energy of tlie
government. He said:

“Let us: laok at the present situa-
tion in France, and let us ask.what
the,Canadian government has done to
induce French settlers: to  come ; to
Canada. . . . Nothing has" Peen
done by the government. to- induce
such people to settle in Canada.

“There are at present in _France,
perhaps, ten millions of peoplé’ who
would bz prépared if, in the pfoper
way, the advantages of “this: country
were shown-to:them, to .consider emi-
gretion to-Canadu, large numbers of
whom would 'come to this country—
eligiblé people who would make
cellent settlets and would quickly be-
come aceustomed not only to our poli-
tical institations but to0 our national
life in ¢very semnse.”

To-night he has found scrious fault
with this gowermment because it has
spread its offorts in regard to imui-
gration to the extent of paying a
bonus to. buoking ‘agents on settlers
coming from France, and beeause hav-
ing offered that bonus and continued
it ‘for the year at. ten shillings, they
increased.it to $5 per head at- the
beginning of this year, He hag ex-
perienced: a -change of heart or elsc
he would not, have found fault with
his government. for using reasonable
endeavors to secure’ a desirable class
of immigrants from France to Canada.

Mr. Oliver—My hon. iriend -said
that we should not give bonuses to
booking .agents, but that we ought
possibly to pay bonuses to the immi-
grants themselves., Well, that policy
was adopted. by his friends when they
were in power and .it was a failure.
It was found not desirable and was
abandoned by -them. This govern-
ment has not seen fit to revive it.
Such a policy would be the policy of
assisted immigration, and assisted im-
migration is distinctly contrary to the
tmmigration policy of -this govern-
ment. Let that be distinctly under-
stood.

Except in the case of the Iceland-
ers, in which case the bonus is paid
the shippihg company, thus reducing
the faré to that extent—and no one
will question the propriety of wusing
reasonable' éndeavors to get Icelandic
immigration—with that exception this
government has not spent any money
in assisting immigration or with' re-
gard to assistéd immigration, And I
want to impress on the House that
we have taken the position that as-
sisted imsigration. s, not desirable
as a rule. , We have. taken power. to
absolutély exclude it unless it is first
approved by our own' officerg’ in the
country - from «whioh it starts.

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HOW TO DO ARBOR DAY
PLANTING.

Arbor Day in Aibert@gvill be observ-
ed on Friday, May 8. ' On this occa-
sion the students of the public schools
in the various distyicts in the province
will plant trees “and flowers on the
school ground. = In the fostering and
eRcouragemeng of -a more general re-
cognition of ‘this* day, the Waestern
Hortxcuhural €ociety has ' issued a
Series ‘ol three practiéal articles, the
third of which is herewith repro-
duced :—

In two former' newspaper articles
we dealt with the Arbor Day question,
shewing in the fitst article the im¢
portance of an observanee of the day,
and in-the second indicating the kind
of material that it would be well to
plant. In this article we shall dis-
cuss the methods of planting, ete.

In growing trees, shrubs, or flowers
successfully, there are four things
necessary: First, that the land shall
bt properly prepared; second, that the
p‘.:mt shall be a goed one; third, that
it be properly planted; and, fourth,
that it ghall be cared for in the right
way afterward.

We will look first of all to the
ground. On the farm, where there is
generally plenty of room, and where
there is horse power to do the work,
the problem oi getting the land into
good condition is easily solved. The
best preparation of the land is sum-
mar fallowing the previous season
or the growing oi some cultivated
crop that leaves the ground mellow
with a good muleh ot loose soil on
top. To grow potatoes on ground in-
tended for planting trees the season
following, is a plan that works weli.
But on the school ground, wheére much
more Arbor Day planting-should take
place, the question of =oil preparation
becomes a more difficult one. About
the worst state in which soil can be
put for the reception of trees is to
have it in sod, tramped hard. But this
is the very state of the average schocl
ground.

Under such conditions it would pro-

bly pay in the long run not to do
too much permapent planting the first
year, but to put most of the atten-
tion upon the preparation of the|
ground for trees to be set out the next
Year.

1t would be well, first of all, to lay
the ground out somewhat deliderately
s0 as to be sure that the general ei-
iect would be good when all the plant-
ing was done, then do only such parts
of the work as would be possible this
year. It takes no more energy to
piant half a dozen trees in such lo-
cations that other things may be fit-
ted in among them with goced Veffect
later on than it does to set out at ran-
dom in such a way that half of them
will require to be dug up in years to
come.

Small Trees Most Easilv Handled.

As a generai rule small trees are
much more easily transplanted than|
large ones, but for the sehool ground |
it will most!y be best to set out trees
at least Jour, five or gix feet high,
small trees being so easily broken
and destroyed. 1If trees that had pre-
viously been transplanted can be .had
from a nwsery or farmers lot, these

against the side and rear fences,
smaller shrubs, such as epiraea, bar-
berry “and Ginnalian  maple inside,
and flowers inside of these. A hedge
of caragana right across the f{ront of
the school. ground, just inside the
fence, would be splendid, and it is
as hardy as poplar. A few clumps ol
shrubs scattered about the lawn also
appear to good advantage.
., In addition to planting trees, much
work may be done on Arbor Day in
the grounds generally. It is said that
in some places in Nebraska the boys
have eéven fenced the school grounds.
Then, too, one mission of Arbor Day
should be to make every child know
more about our trees and plants, how
ey grow, when their seeds ripen, ahd
low the trees are reproduced.
Besides this, the economric value of
the forest might well he impressed
upon the minds of the ‘children,. so
thgt the next generation will be more
ready than the present onc to use
economically this gift of Providence.
A circular on Arbor Day issued 5y the
United States Forest Service says:—
“What child has not seen a muddy
freshet? Yet this sight, so common
in the spring, is full of suggestion for
a forest lesson. The stream is dia-
colored by the earth, which it has
gathered irom the soil. This carries
us back to the stream’s source, in
the forest springs. Again, it shows
us with what force the water has rush-
ed over the exposed ground where
there was no forest to shield and bind
it. In just this way the Mississippi
tears down and flings into its bed,
each summer, more soil than will be
dredged with years of costly labor to
make the Panama canal. An experi-
ment with fine and coarse soils, stirred
quickly in a tumbler o water, and
then allowed to settle, explains how
the stream continues muddy while it
runs swiftly, and how it clears again
as it slackens on more level stretches,
dropping the soil to the bottom.
What Reténtion of Trees Means.
“On any s&teep, plowed hillside, or
on any railroad or trolley embank-
ment, exposed soil may be seen wash-
ing with the rain, A forest on a
mountain slope may be pictured by al
cloth upon a tilted teble; then if water |
be poured on the higher edge, it. will
creep downward through the cloth and
drip slowly i{rom the lower edge, as

would rain - falling upon the {forest,
If now the cloth be plucked off, and |
the water still poured, we may ohscrve |
at once what happens when such a for-|
est is destroyed.” !

This is an admirable illustration of
the difference in run-off between the
spongy soil of a forest and the bare
s0il or bed rock from which the forest
litter has been removed.

In many cases the treés planted by
school children on Arbor-<Day are ne-
glected afterward and allowed to die.
In many other cases, however, they
are carefully looked after by the child-
ren, and"in Idaho, Bouth Dakota and

Utah the law requires the school
boards - to care for them during thel
vacation. It would be well for school
boards in this country to do the same
thing.

would be the aest to get hold of, be-
cause the root system would be more
compact, and thus a larger number
of roots could be dug up; bat in some
instances trees will be taken from
spots where nature has planted them.
ln such cases, trees growing in open
places, apart irom other trees, will al-
ways be better thun those found in
midst of a clump. The trees in the
open will be more sturdy and much
better rooted.. Take up all the roots
that may be had, carrying as much |
egrth as possible with the roots.

In setting out, have deep,wide holes.
Flower pot heles in the sod are ol
no use .for “tree growing. The sod
should be thoroughly dug up and képt
well cultivated three or four feet back

soil ‘procuradle should be sifted in
almut: the roots, and whent -they are
well covered the earth should be well
firwved . down with. the foot so as to
make the tree quite steady and se-
cure. Then throw some loose earth on
top, and see that it is kept lodse
throughout the season.

Plant the tree about two or three
inches lower than it was growing be-
fore and set it in a depression rather
than have the earth banked up about
it. Thus the water will run toward
the tree and soak in about its roots.
Many a tree dies simply becar
rains all run away {rom it as fast as
they fall

As to Trimming.

Trim the top back so as to balance
it with the root system. 1f hali the
rootlets have been- lost, half the top
should be trimmed off. Generally, it
will pay to take off considerably move
than hali the top and this should be
done oy shortening each limb rather
thau by cutting one half of them com-
pletely. 1f there is more top left on
than the roots can support, the tree
is sure to die. Some of the ground that
is not planted this spring could be
piowed or dug up, worked down finely
and sown to annual flowers. Tlhiey
may not do well this season, but if
they are set in rows, and the surface
kept hoed throughout the summer, the
land will be in nice shape ifor plant-
ing with something more  permanent
next vear. 1f not too much, exposed
to the wind, dahlias would answer well
for part -oi this planting. They give
one a good chance to ho¢ the ground,

well throughout the season, ahd the
blooms' are most beautiful. The
plants will need to be tied to strong
stakes when they get up to abbut
twelve or fifteen inehes high. The
bulbs can be dug in the fall and the
dahlia bed removed to another spot
for next yecar. It is best to order
dahlia bulbs rather than dahlia seced
from the seedsinan as plants grown
from seed sown in the opeg would
probably not bloom thé first year.

The reader who would confess need
of an introduction to the personaiity
and public servicas of William How-
ard ‘Taft must be prepared to plead
complete ignorance of American pro-
gress in the ifew century.

dent Roosevelt, has ‘been more con-‘
gpicaously ‘in -the public eye during
the past hali decade than tlie present l
secretary ofrwar. Taft is a big mxm|
physically, and he has-been a man
1or big tasks. The intricate problems
in. the Philippines; the reorganizgtion
of the United States army; the un-
ravelling of tangle of Cuban 4dffairs;
the digging of the Panama canal; and
now- the presidency, all these the tact-
ful Taft has daced with nevér a rip-
ple- of his equanimity, R

The administrationt ‘candidate for
president on the Republican_ticket in
19038 is a native of Ohio, the state
which has succeeded Virginia as the
“Mother of Presidents.”. The house
in which he was born is still stand-
ing in the outskirts of the city of Cin
cinnati, but the school building where
he received his education ere he went
to Yale university have, for the. most
part, given way to néwstiuctures, Al-
thougn Will Taft was a town boy, he
was not one of the stick-in-the-house
sort, He went in’ for athletics, in
which his father encouraged him, and |

that coveted appeointment to the Un-
ited States Supreme Court which was
préffered to him a year or two ago,
but eclose friends of the secretary
whisper that in reality it was the in-
fluence of Mrs. Taft that caused him
to pasa by thc prize and try for the
greater one—the presidency,

Mrs. Tait; who is a very ambitious
woman and onme of her husband’s
most capable advisers, was puior to
her marriage Miss Helen Herron, and
like the man she married, cameé from
a family of lawyers, Her father was
United States District Attorney John
W. Herron, once the partner oi Pre-
sident Hayes, and when Mrs, Taft
was a slip of a girl Rutherford B.

THE BRITISH RETURNS |

SHOW A FINE SURPLUS

£10,000,000 Surplus Surpasses All Expec-
tations—Result of Income Tax £32,-
280,020.

Londen, April 21.—The revenue returns
just issued indicate a much more favor-
able position from the chancellor of the
exchequer’s point of view than the fig-
ures for the first three, quarters of the
financial year counld have led him to ex-
pect. It shows that the treasury issued

The first view is of the river and flats,
looking west from College Avenune down
into the valley. Tha portion photogra-
pRed - extends from Mackay - Avenue
School to the Baseball grounds, and a
wide expanse of blue sky shows over the
Stratheona side. Ail the colors brown,
green and blue are reproduced and a
eoupld . of brick buildings standing_out
in warm red. The second view was taken
on the reoof of the Byron-May Company’s
offices, and shows Mr. May seated on the
ttone rail upon a brilliant red rug. The
lithegraph in his hand is reproduced in
every tint, as are the colors of a maga-
| yine cover lying beside him. A good
view is also had of cottages on the street
behind.

Put Through 14 Processes.

The picture as taken first on the pre-
pared plate is a negative; then this is de-
veloped to reverse it to a positive, and
all subsequent development is for the
purpose of bringing the colors to where
the photographer considers they belong.
Inm all these photographs were put
through T4 processes in the Byron-May
studio hefore they were ready for fram-
ing.
“{Ias ‘this discovery any commercial
value yet?” Mr. Byron was asked.

5 by 7, cost me $9. But he retains the
sacret of théir preparation.
