Three Idiots in one Eamily.

The London Free Press, of Friday,
says :~There arrived by the Grand
Trunk train last night from the township
of Osgoode, in Oarléton County, a farmer
named John Rowan, and three of his
children, whom hé intends placing in safe
keeping in the Asylum for the idiots near
this city. The oldest\o( the three is a
young woman aged 21 years, the cthers
being males of 18 and 11 years respective-
ly. The father had considerable trouble
with them on the way thither, and was
kindly assisted from Stratford to this
city' by Lond he unfor t
made & terrible noise on their way to the
Police Station by moaning and muttering
peculiar cries, which were only under-
stood by. the father, They have been
in this condition since their infancy, and
up to a short time were perfectly docile
and easily managed. - Latterly their con-
duct has been of a violent character, and
the parents decided on placing them in
the Asylum, on the recommendation of
three physicians. Mr. Rowan is the fa-
ther of ten children, seven of whom are
possessed of reason, the others being the
three above named. After a good deal of
persuasion they were lodged in the cells
upstairs, and appeared contented most of
the time. The Chief of Police was very
attentive to their wants, and endegvored
to make them as comfortable as the cir-
cumstances would permit. The sight was
a saddening one to behold, and calcul-
ated to leave a lasting impression on
one's mind,

A Threatened Potato Famine.
(From the London Times.)
‘We are threatened, according to John
Algernon Clarke, with an obliteration of
the potato crop ; at any rate, so far as
this year is concerned. Yesterday ( Mr.
Clarke writes ) I carefully examined a
number of fields in the potato-growing
districts aronnd Long Sutton, in Lin-
colnshire, and found that already three-
fourths of the tubers (by weight) are dis-
eased, while the mischief is still in active
progress.  The testimony of many grow-
ers in the neighborhood is that scarcely
any sound potatoes can be discovered
throughout whole fields, andjthe gener-
al anxiety is to know, not what may be
the probable amount of *“ ware ' for the
the market, but whether enough produce
will be forthcoming as ** seed  for next
year. Ihave not the slightest doubt
that the same condition of erop prevails
over the entire tract of potato country
between Bostonp and Wisbeach, and that
the yield, if anything at all, can be little
more than a return of the seed planted.
The consternation among the farmers,
who pay high. rents, and apply to their
land very, large quantities of artificial
manure, may be imagined, seeing that
the loos 'can scarcely be under £15 or
perhaps £20 per acre, Disease appears
to have smitten the crop in all parts of
the kingdom ; and it is desirable that
accurate reports as to the present state
of the tuber should be forthcoming from
Fife, Forfar, Perth, Ross, Lanark, Cum-
berland, Lancachire, Cheshire,Yorkshire, |
Lincolnshir®, Cambridgeshire, Essex,
Staffordshire, Kent, Somerset and Dev-
onshire, counties growing the largest
acreages in Great Britain, and also from
the provinces of Ireland. For if the
saleable produce of the entire potato crop
of the British Isles is all but destroyed,
the loss means something like 1,630,000
acres, (besides gardens), at, eay, 4} tons
per acre, amounting to 7,885,000 .tons,
which, at £4 perton, comes to £29,340,.
000, .or the value of, say, ten million |
quarters of wheat.

Won’t Be Pleased.

Th Herald is determined not to be
satisfied about Mr. Wells’s candida-
ture for South Bruce.
