Bulgaria Preparing for Their Reception
Advice of ihe Ambassadors to the Porte
—imrkey Will ilave Nowne ol ihe Unton,

CoxsTaNTINOPLE, Oct, 16,.—The ambas-
sadors have presented a note to the porte
saying farther time will have to be adorded
sthem €0 as to obtain a complete Earopean
understanding respecting the Roumelian
difficulty,and advise the sultan to continue
his peaceful policy. Thbey do not dispute
the porte’s right to send into Roumelia to
assert its rights, It is generally believed
that the powers have advised Bulgaria,
Servia and Greece more strongly than
heretofore to remain quist. The porte’s
note regarding armaments of Greece and
Servia gave the powers ground to protest
agninst their warlike attitude. The
ambassadors have adjourned their meeting
but will reascemble snortiy, when it is ex~
pected they will have received further
instructions from their governments in re=
lation to a final decision.

The porte considers the note of the am-
hiagsadors satistactory, but has intimated
that it will not recognize Bulgarian union
no matter what the ultimate result of the
con'erence may be. :

Servia has protested against the decision
of the ambaissadors on the Ronmelian ques
tion, and “has commenced military opera-
tions against Bulgaria, A large force of
Servian troops crossed the Bulgarian fron-
tier from Nissa at 5 o'clock yesterday after-
noon.

A large torce of Turkish troops has been
ordered to advance in the direction of
Nissa.

E THE BORDER TRADE,

American Goods Mnst be Carried In
Amertean Bottoms From One Part of
the U, 8 te Another.

WasHixaroN, Oct, 16.—The treasury
department recently received information
that certain collectors of customs of the
{ northern frontier were in the habit of per-
mitting goods, oetensibly intended for
export, but rull{} intended to be trans-
ported from one U. 8. port ‘to another by
way of Canada, to be carried
in  Canadian bottoms, certifying at
the same time that the goods
were of domestic production. The matter
was referred to the attorney-general for his
decision. By article 30 of treaty of Wash-
ington goods intended for such transporta-
tion were permitted to be ocarried by
either Canadian or U, 8. vessels, but since
the abrogation of the article and by virtue
of section 3008, R. 8., which gives the
secretary of the treasury authority to
prescribe the mathod of transportation,
the goods are required to be carried in
Amerioan bottoms. The attorney.general
holds that the ehipments allowed by the
customs were not bona fide exports, and
that the issue of certificates was illegal.

It is this last, independence, that I wish to
Wrge upon your ion for a few minutes.
Butat the outset, and to speak very generally
I wish to say, that independence is the only
ecourse,which, having been imsugurated, would!
still leave the way open to ue of adopting any
of the others. For, if we were independent,
we would, from having achieved our inde-
pendence, be able to treat, as being an equal
power, with the United States for either com-
mercial union or annexatien. We would for
& similar reason be able to treat with England
and the other nations and colonies that speak
our language for the establshment of an
English-tongued federation, or with England’
alone for a stronger and more definite federa-
tidh of the present British empire. But if we
were annexed the door would be closed on us
—we would have given over the large mea-
sure of independence and freedom we mow
enjoy into the hands of the men at Washing-
ton ; and in the case of imperial federation
the same thing would happen in regard to
London, viz., that onr commercial and fiseal
polioy—~the control of which is the most valu-
able right we have would be dictated to us
from, made for us at, either of these two
capitals,. We would be but as a drop im
the bucket, we would be literally swamped.
But independence would preserve our present
autonomy, give us new powers, new rights,
mew aspirations, make us new men and &
wvigerous united people.

Now to come down to more detail. In
$hus declaring for independence I claim
that we uare only advocating what is eur
uatural destiny—that independence is the na-
tural culmination of our past. And im order to
demonstrate that I ask you for a few minutes
to look back at our history.

Our present form of government  repre-
ecnts a  constitutional development. of
the abaolut: military rule at the time
of the conguest of 1703, into the parlia-
mentary system that we now enjoy. Unlike
the Thi-teen colonies Canada began at a much
lower rungin the ladder. Those colonies not
only achieved their independence over a
hundred ycars ago, but at the outsetand long
before theirwar of independence they enjoyed
rights, powers, and privileges that Canada
acquired only a conparatively few! years ago.
T 17:3 the military government was SupKggue:
though provision had beem made for an

summened ; and as & matter of fact tho coun-
cil of officers ruled the colony as
théy saw fit, and without consulting
the people. From that time on there wasa
constant struggle for self-government; and by
perseverence, by agitation, semetimes even
by rebellion, most of all by the justhess of their
cause, the coionists secured more and more
control of their ownsaffairs, and the preten-
tions of the crown and its representatives to
absolute Trule were gradually abandoned
English government in Canzda was organized
by the king’s eharter in 1763; but in 1774 the
British parliament for the first time inter-
voned in Canadian affuirs - and gave us the
Quebec act. Among its cofbessions were the
abolition of the test cath and all religious dis-
abilities. But no popular assembly was pro-
vided: for in that act and for the seventeem
¥oars it lasted~ from 1774 to 1781, Canada was
ruled by a governor and a council mominated
By the governor. :

Next came the Constitutional act passed by
¢he Britizsh parliament in 1791 the outcome of
@n agitatioa in the colony for representative
government, The main concessions of that
Jaw wera that the coleny was divided into
$wo provinces, upper apd lower Canada,
with a legislative council and a povularas
@cmbly in each. Thote isthe starting peiat
Oof our predent representiative government.
The sessions of the legislature were to be an-
pual. The free exercise of - the Roman 'catho-
lic religion was conceded. Courtsof appeai to
be ereated by the legislatures were provided
for.  Theright of bequeathing property was
to he absolute and unrestricted. All lands to
be granted in Upper Canada were to be in free
and common sccage as well as in Lower
Cznada when the grantee desired it. HEaglish
eriminal law was to obtdin in both provinges,
as well as the babeas corpus act. And the
Jegislatures that were then summoned in the
two provinces adopged amd followed o far as
pos=ible the rules and orders of their English
model, But the British parliament reserved
8o itself the right of providing regulations im-
posing levying and collecting duties, for the
regulation of navigation to be carried om be-
$waen the two provincge, or beiween either of
tbem and any other part of the Beitish domin-
fons or any foreign country, Part of that re-
servation still exists to day, and is one of our
grievances. Parliament slso resdrved the
gower of appointing or directing the pa: ment,
of dutieg, but at the same time left the exélu-
sive apportionment of all monies levied in
this way to ilie legislature, which could appiy
shem to suc¢n public uses @s it might deom
@zpedient.

The next great step toward increased relf-
government was the Unien act of 1840, b: ouglrt
about after much heart-burnings, agitation,
rebellion. Lord Durhem and his famous re-
port in favor of responaible government are
the bright features of that psriod. By that
aet 2 direct blow was aimed at many of the
abuses that had existed: the Family Compact!
and the control by the crown-appointed legis-
lative council of the ‘‘casual and territorial
revennes.” A prom'ment fact 1o be noted also
s that the legislature of Upper Capada and
the council of Lower Canada were consulted
by the imperial parliament ih regard fo the
proposed measure, and their gopsent obtained
to the union.

By that act the number of reprecentatives
was increased, and the regulation of that
nurnber was vested in the legistature, and the
aszombly wasallowed to elect its own speaker,
Provision was made for a coasolidated
revenue fund, and after the first charges
thereon had been paid the legislature could
appropriate itas it saw fit, As belore poiated
out, the most valuable result was ths admis-
sion of the all-important ‘principle that the
miaistry advising the governgr should possess
the confldence of the representatives of the
people assembled in-parliament. In the in-

usncmbly; elected by the people none was Fhlot magistrate, but which chief magistrate

emphatically laid down as the very
essence of the principle of responsible
government that “in order to preserve !
between the different branches of the pro-
vincial parliament shat harmeny which is es-
eontial to the peace, weltare and good govern-
ment of the previnoe, the chief advisers of the
representatives of the sovereign constituting
a provincial administration wader ‘him, cught
to be men p d of the fid of the
representatives of the people, thusaffording a
guarantee that the well understood wishes
end interests of thepeople, which our gracious
povereign has declared shall bethe rule of the
p-ovinelal government, will on all occasions
be faithfeily represented and administered.”
The new logislature was given pewer to or-
ganize the munieipal system that we are now
so prond of. With responsible goveramentcame
the virtual contrel over public offieia’s, and
the British authorities declared that they had
“no wish to make the previnces the resources
for patroange at home,” and as & consequence
Canadians were appointed to offiee and to
pocitions of trust. Many imporsant amend-
ments to that sot and concessions were
made by the imperial government ia the next
few years, The legislature obtained full
authority over the oivil list, and the complete
disposal of provincial moneys. The full
eontrol of the post office was to the
Csanadian government. The last tariff
passed by the imperial parlisanent for the
British pes:essions in Neorth America wes
mentioned in the speech at fhe opening of the
Jegislature im 1842 and not lomg after that
time Canada found herself completely free
from imperial interference in all matters
e ffeoting trade and commerce. In 1846 Canada

oods imported fram foreign countries into /
r'hne colonios. Canada avalled berself of
{hat privilege. In 1840 the navigstion laws
were withdrawn fgom Can and the r
St. Lawronce was throws opes to thfe of
all nations. 1n 1864 am imperial act authorized
the provincial parliament to alter and liber-
alize the constitutton of the provincial legis-
lative council.

And lastly we come down to our own time
with the confederation of the provinces in
1867. Bince that act we have had an imperial
act oceding the Northwest territories and
Hudson bayto Canada, and admitting British
Columbia to the union, By that act a solidi-
fied government has been extended over the

increase of self-gevernment was conceded.
and even since that act went into force others
have followed modifying the governor-gener-
als instruetions, extending the powers of the
colony, wuntil the measure of = power
exercised by the government and parliament
of Canadalis “relatively greater than that
now (1878) enjoyed by other colonies of the
empire, but absolutely more than it had been
previeusly intrusted to Canada itgelf, during
the administration of amy former governor-
genoral,”

Tn this short and imperfect reéview of our
constitutional history, you cammot fall to
notice the steady progress made in the direc-
tion of complete self-government. Powers
were gradually ded to the colomial par-
liamont, new rights were recognived, imper-
il interferemce was graduslly withdrawn,
and the great measuro of self.government
that we now enjoy achieved by degrees. You
cannot fail to see a trend, & tendency, & move-
,ment running through the whoie in the diree
tion of complete control ef our n affairs.
In all these events there. were two
parties, a party of progress and a party of
obstruction. KEvery comcession was the
result of a struggle between the two. And
are not we then who ¢laim to be the party of
the future, going to carry onthe good werk
of progress and reform. S8hould we not com-
plete the edifice our fathers begap, and build
up & strong and powerful nation on a founda-
tion of compiete and entire self-government?
Qught we to allow the werk of progress to
come to a stop? or permit ourselves to be led
aside by issuce Mke commercial union or im-
perial federation ' Ought we not rather reach
on to the goal of complete independence. And if
you look about yoythereiastill wark tobe deme.
Repressien and restriction still exist. Ouracu-
vities gre limited, und our emterprise chocked.

Though we areapeople,five million strong,im
bued with all that spirit of self dependense and
that lave of liberty which characterises the

| races from which we,are sprung, still we are

& peorle a five millions stropg who-live under
& constitution made for us vy a parliament
3000 milgs away litsle acquainted with enr
wants, and in the alteration, smendment re-
jection or change of which comstitution we
have not one word to say, but which altera-
tior or change ‘must be made for us by that
parliament across the sea.

Wa, axs & people ‘five millions. strong im-
bued, like those nations for which we are
‘sprung with a desire to govern our:elves, yet
we are a people five millions strong who have
no voice in the selection or election of our

s sent out to us by a government 3000 miles,
away, and which government is influenced in
its aprointments by the exigencies of the
party to which it may belong rather than by
desire to further our good, In the great re-
public te the south of us it is the boast of eVery
man born there that the president's chair is
within his reach. No Canadian lad is inspired
by the prospeot of becoming chjef magistrate
of his native land.

Ve are.a people five millions strong who ar
building up a jurisprudence of our own,
jurieprudence which in many respects i
superior to that of any other country in th
werld, -oertainly with a municipal law un
exoelied, and yet our own courts, and ou:
own judges aro mot the final interpreters of
our laws, but it is neecsssry for ustogo to «
privy.council 3000 miles away for a court of
lsst resort, which privy council is in every
senze much lesscompetent to give final judg-
ment on our own issues than are our own
judges themselves. What hepe have we for
building up a first-class judiociary if ourjudges
are to be overruled by a court respensible in
no way to the Cansdian parliament, and unac-
quaintod with the genius of our people.

We are a people flve millions strong with
the nucleus of ean army which bas shown itself
competent to maintain law and order within
our terrifory and to - drive ocut the invad-
er should he cross our borders, and yet
no Canadian volunteer or soldier has the
prospect held out to him of ever becominy
commander-in-chief of our forces, but that
position is reserved for some officer of the
PBritish service. It was Napoleon's bogst the:
every private in the army of the republic car
ried & marshal’s baton in his knapsack., Fher:
i8 no such inducement held out to the loya!
‘ Canadian volunteer.

We are a people five millions strong with a
merine feurth in extemt in the world with
factories springing up all about us, with active
merchnnts inour midst desirous of extending
our trade irrsll quarters of the earth,and yet we
arc & people five millions streng who have no
power to negotiate commercial or other
treaties with gther nations; and without such
power to establish such friendly relations wit!
other powers how can we expeot to extend ous
trade, advertise our resources, enlarge our in-
dustries. And is other ways and in otber direc-
tions are we restrieted and our national de-
velopment interfered with.

We who advocate independence donot do so
through a feeling of hrstility to the mother
land from which we bosast that we sre sprung
but rather because we think that both that
mether land and ourselves will ‘be bengfited by
the change. We choose to think of England
as the mother of free nations rather thau as
one empiresholding imperial sway ever bar-
barian continents and colonies in a state of
tutelage. We prefarto think of an alliance of
Hnglish speaking people rather than of a
domination of one portiomtof them over the
‘rest. Kor as things now exist we are the syb-
jeots of the people of Great Britain, W, F.M.

On the other
hand it must be admitted that the affection
for the person of the sovereign, once so
warm among the British people, has of late
grown cold, Read the newspapers after
an appearance of her majesty in publicand
you will be assured that she. was greeted
slong the whole line with enthusiastic
cheers, Witness the scene yourself and
you will find that the enthusiastic cheering
is apocryphal, that the display even of
common respect by the orowd is not uni-
versal, and that the only emotion generally
felt is curiosity. Nothing else was to be
expected, since royalty has been for nearly
a quarter of a century in a state of volun-
tary eclipse, ‘“hid in its vacant inter
lunar cave of raral seclusion at Bal
moral, All the time it has no doubt
been consoientiously signing a great
number of state documents; but a
stamp could do as much: the only import~
ant duties of royalty in these days are
social; and these have been almost entirely
suspended; there has been no court, no
royal hospitalities, hardly any appearances
of the sovereign at the opening of parlia«
ment, or on any public occasion.

Nor
can they easily believe that a rece| at
Buckingham palace or an attendance at
the opening of parliament would be in-
tolerable'when it is pleasant to attend a
gillie's wedding in the Higblands, The
real motive, as the people suspect, is the
desire of hoarding money, and their sus-
picion has been fostered by the un-
accountable suppression of the Prince
Consort’s will, The upshot, however, is
that to the other serious features of the
political situation is added the general
absence of any feeling towards royalty
which could make it, in any case, a rally-
ing point or a fulecrum of oconservative
resistance. The sex of the sovereign,
indeed, would render it impoassi-
ble to {lva her eny advice in follow-
ing which she would incur the slightest
risk,though it is perfeotly conceivable that,
in the sequel, measures involving conside
erable risk to those who are reépomsible
for them may become essential to the sal-
vation of the state. The prince of Wales,
in spite of the thadow that rests upon his
private life, and his unfortunate choice of
companions, is personslly popular; but he
is heir-apparent and not king, Yet even
he might in the bour of the nation’s peril
be doing something more worthy his
ancestry than plessure hunting in Norway.
Royalty abdicates, though it does not put
off its crown.

that which is now St. James’ churchyard.
It was & beautiful snmmer’s day in the
year 1817, The. sun‘'shone from the bine
heavens on the solemn soene as the cortege
moved’over the nneven ground, headed by
a military band pleying the Dead March
in Saul. Slowly they entered the church~
yard and gathered round an open’ grave
prepared for as gallant a ybung hero as
ever fogght for Canada, - Only - eighteen
yeare of age, and yet he had fought as
midshipman on board the lake fleéts,
defending our peaceful shores from the
American invader in the wars of 1812 15.
He had ‘“won vyenown for himeeif;
the whole colony favored the beardless
boy who had done gallant desds before the
enemy and had died from a blight brought
on by-exposuré in these our country’s dark
and gloomy -days. At the head of the
grave, his white hair flowing in the gentle
breeze, and his great-heart full of miingled
pride and grief, stood the father of the
dead hero, the Hon. Thomas Ridont,
surveyor general, and members of his
majesty’s legislative council—Thos. Ri-
dout, probably at that time the best
known man in the colonies,  Naval and
milita¥y officers erowded round his” son’s
untimely grave filled with flowers, and
with the last sad rites of the church his
body was covered up jforever from martial
eyes. Ever since through the changing years
the marble stone placed there by & prou
father’s love has lain prone above his tomb.
Oa it is the following epitaph :
In memoty of
J%ﬂ N RIDOUT,

Son of Thos. Ridout, Surveyor-General,

His fllial ?ﬂgct.ion. engaging manners and
pobleness of mind gave early promise of
future excellence. is promise he gallantly
fulfilled by his brave, active and enterprising
conduct which gained the praise of his
superiors while serving as midshipman in the
Provincial Navy during the late war, At the
return of peace he commenced with ardor the
study of the law and with the fairest prospects,
but a blight came and he was consigned to an
carly grave on the 12th day of July, 1817, aged
18, Jeeply lamented by ajl who knew him.

Beside the grave of the young midship-
man is the tomb of his father, His grave
stone coptains a full and unique sketch of
the departed statesman:

Sacred to the memory of the Hon. Thos.
Ridout of Sherbourne, Dorsetshire, England,
jate surveyor-general of this province and
member bf hi~ Majesty's legislative coumcil,
who departed this iife on the 8th day of Keb.,
1829, in the 75th year of his age.

The kind and excmslary father of a numer-
ous family, who loved and revered him and
mourned )his departure. The faithful servant
of government for mearly 40 years,
he endeared himself to the inhabitants of
Up})er Canada, and so won on their affections
by his unremitiing attention to their interests
and unwearied courtesy to themselves that
they just'y considered him an ornament to
the co ony. Toa highly cultivated mind be
a@ded themost polished manners,and what was
fur betier the piety, the meekness, the humil-

* ity of a Chiistian looking forward in faith to a

blessed immortality.

Near this latter tomb lies another large
stone which will remind many of our read-
ers of an old Toronto family, On it is
engraved the following simple epitaph :
