The Causdes of Typhoid Fever.

« “In an intéresting paper . read before the
. New York Acadeémy of Medicine, Dr. Cyrus
.Bdeonisays that the causesof typhoid fever

are sa well known it is not at all-credible to
the populsr intelligence that it exists so wide-
ly. The germs of typhoid are often conveyed
in & most ingidious and unsuspected - manner.
One great dapger everyone qught to guard
against, is the summer resort. Too often out-
breaks of this epidemic octur naving been oc-
easioned by no other cause vhan the unhealthy
-state of the locality, and started by germs of
disease brought back from some summer
xesors.

Another point to which attention was di-
rocted, was the so called ' ‘‘modern improve-
ment” in having retrigerators built .with a
direct connection with the sewer 80 as to avoid
the necessity of en.ptying the ice pan of the
swater which. aceumulates there. ‘No matter
bow apparently perfect arrangements of this
‘kind may be, there is an imminent .and cons

Prices of U.8, Farm Prodace.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 10.—The Department of
Agriculture’s grain report 1ssued to-day says:
The returns of farm prices to.the Department
