The desirability of establishing a
system of old age pensions in Can-
ada will be further enquired into at
this session of the Dominion Par-
liament by a special committee of
the House. 1t has organized, ap-
pointing J. H. Burnham as chair-
man, and arranged for the hearing
of more witnesses.

Sixty years ago the widow of Bir
John Franklin came to Canada in
the vain search for traces of het
husband, who was martyred to the
northern snows.

NAVAL GUN TELESCOPES.

Device That Made Pessible Accurate
Long ‘Range Firing.

It was about the year. 1880 that the

telescope was first tested in conjune-
flon with the firing of a modern gun.
The treinendous concussion broke the
eus, however, 8o that in order to use it
at all the telescope had to be detached
trom the gun before firing, thereby
entalling a loss of several seconds in
tme after alm bad been taken.

Later, to obviate this defect. the
telescope was adjusted to the axis of
the gun by a system of parallel arms
moving up and down in unison with
the gun, though detached from it. This
of course was a great improvement,
but there were still grave practical de-
fects.

Well, along 1n the early nineties Hen-
ry O. Mustin, a young midshipman at
Annapolis, lean faced and square of
jaw, built like a medium sized Her-
cules, quiet mannered, but a bulldog in
the football fleld, interested himself in
the study of optics. Naturally enough,
bis thoughts were directed to the de-
fective lenses of the gun telescopes.
The lenses broke when the guns were
fired; therefore it was necessary to in-
vent a nonbreakable lens,

One day years later, while station-
ed in Washington, Mustin called a few
of his brother officers to the window
near his desk on the second floor of a
buildipg in the navy yards. ' He show-
ed them a lens with a metal band
“gshrunk” around its circumference.
Then he opened the window and de-
liberately threw the lens with all his
might upon the brick pavement be-
low. The others knew of his pet hob-
by and thought he had given it up in
disgust and had taken this way of tell-
Ing them so. But he put on his hat, lit
a cigarette and bade them follow him,
He led them down the stairs amid con-
siderable joking and out to the spot
where the lens lay on the pavement.
The glass was unbroken, The one
great defect of the telescope sight had
been overcome, and Mustin had made
possible the long range gunnery of
the modern navy. The thud of the lit-
tle glass disk with its metal collar
apon the brick pavement was the sig-
nal for the nations to begin fo. build
thelr Dreadnoughts.—American Maga-
zine, :

LONG HAIRED MEN.

They Caused a Vigorous Protest In
Massachusetts In 1649,

The following protest signed by Jo-
seph Endicott, governor; Thomas Dud-
ley, deputy governor; Richard Belling-
ham, Richard Saltonstall, Increase
Nowell, Willilam ,Hibbins, Thomas
Flint, Robert Bridges and Simon Brad-
street was published in Massachusetts
in 1649:

“Protest, against wearing long hair,
of the governor, etc., of Massachu-
setts:

“Forasmuch as the wearing of long
hair, after the manner of Russians and
barbarous Indians, has begun to in-
vade New EHngland, contrary to the
rule of God’s word, which says it is a
shame for man to wear long hair, as
also the commendable custom gener-
ally of all the godly of all our nation,
until within these few years:

“We, the magistrates, who have sign-
ed this paper, for the shewing of our
own innoceéncy in this behadf, do de-
clare and manifest our dislike and de-
testation against the wearing of such
long hair, as against a thing uncivil
and unmanly, whereby men doe de-
forme themselves and offend sober and
modest men and doe corrupt good man-
ners. We doe therefore earnestly in-
treat all the elders of this jurisdiction,
as often as they shall see cause, to
manifest their zeal against it.in their
public administrations, and to take
care that the members of their respec-
tive churches be not defiled therewith;
that so, such as prove obstinate, and
will not reforme themselves, may have
God and man to witness against them,
The third month 10th day, 1649.”

Capt. Robert ¥. Scott and his
little band of heroic explorers after
attaining the goal of their ambition
perished on the way home, where
honor and fame awaited them. To
live to enjoy the fruits of victory
was denied the men who carried the
banner of England to the southern
-extremity of the earth. =
The details of the tragedy are
meagre, but the records found on
‘the bodies of the dead men prove
that the expedition bad succeeded.
Although a Norwegian had beaten
them to the pole, the English party
duplicated the feat of those who
went before them and reached the
hut which the Norwegians had
erected and where they had placed
the flag of their country as a witness
.o the success of their labors.
1t is feared that C. C. Wright, the
Toronto man who accompanied the
.-expedition as chemist, is among  the
lost. Mr. Wiight's friends in this
country will not yet abandon hope
for his safety and all Canadians will
feel a pardonable pride in the fact
¢ that one of their number took a
prominent part in a work so arduous
~even while they grieve that in the
aindertaking Canada's representafive
may have sacrificed his life.

AN ARCTIC ADVENTURE.

Nansen's Daring and Perilous Swim
) For His Drifting Boats. '

Among the perllous adventures of
the Nansen arctic expedition was the
varrow escape of Nansen and Joban-
sen on their return trip to' the Fram
after their unsuccessful dash for the
pole. After many mcuths of hardship
a narrow channel opened In the ice,
and they launched the two light kalaks
that they had carried on their sledges
for more than a year. A few days aft-
erward disaster nearly put an end to
the expedition, The incident is related
in *“The Slege and Conquest of the
North Pole,” by Mr. George Bryce.

In the evening their legs felt stiff
with sitting in the kaiaks all day, and
they landed on the edge of the ice so
that they might stretch them a little.
After the kalaks, which were lashed
together, had been moored by means
of one of the braces théy ascended a
hummock close by and had been stand:
ing there only a moment when Joban:
sen raised the cry that the kalaks were
adrift.

They ran to the edge of the ice, bui
the boats were already a little way off
and were drifting quickly. The posi-
tion was a terrible one, for all they
possessed was on board. Nansen at
once threw off some of his clothing,
handed his watch to Johansen and
sprang into the icy water. He knew
that if the boats were lost it meant
death to him and his companion. At
first it seemed more than doubtful
whether he could manage to regain
them, When he got tired he turned
over and swam on his back, - At length
he.gained a little and redoubled his
exertions,

By this time Nansen felt his limbs
stiffening and losing all feeling, His
strokes became more and more feeble,
but the distance from the kaiaks be-
came shorter, and at last he was able
to grasp a snowshoe that lay across
the sterns. He now tried to pull him-
self up, but his body was so stiff with
cold that he could not do so. After a
little he managed to swing one leg up
to the edge of the sledge that was
lashed to the deck and then raised the
rest of his body. They were saved!

With some difficulty he paddled the
kaiaks back to Johansen, who admitted
that these were the worst moments he
had ever lived through. Johansen now
pulled off Nansen’s wet clothes, put on
the few dry ones they had in reserve,
spread the sleeping bag upon the ice
and covered Nansen with the sail and
everything he could find to keep out
the cold. The next day Nansen wag
all right again, and in the evening
they pressed forward once more on the
march that finally brought them out of
the arctic. e

A Chilly Forecast.

The earth is growing in bulk on ac-
count of the meteoric dust that falls on
it. It has recently been estimated that
100 tons fall daily over the surface of
the globe, and that millions of years
hence this will have increased the
thickness of the earth considerably.
This would have a tendency to bring
us closer to the sun. But centrifugal
force is augmented at the same time in
greater proportion and counteracts this
tendency; consequently the earth would
be swept away from the sun, with the
result that its°distance from that body,
would be considerably augmented.
This is spoken of as having possibly
happened to some of the larger outer
planets, notably Jupiter, in the remote
past.—Harper’s.
