—The reports of the Bram trial will be 
read with much interest by the people of 
this province, and especially by those resid­
ing at Halifax, by reason of the fact that 
the ill fated ship, on which so foul a triple 
murder was committed, was first brought to 
the port of Halifax, and from there all the 
information known concerning the crime 
was telegraphed to the world. The people 
on board the vessel became instantly notor­
ious, and nearly every reader of the blood­
curdling tale formed a theory of the who, 
the when, and the why, in connection with 
the crime. The circumstance formed the 
usual nine days’ topic, and then the matter 
dropped Now the scene is changed, and 
Bram is in the criminal dock of an American 
court of justice, being tried for his life, and 
the man who steered at the wheel on that 
eventful night, when so ghfttly a murder 
was done within a few feet of where he stood, 
now appears in the witness box as the chief 
accuser of hie mate. Efforts arc being made 
to convict Bram upon Brown’s evidence. 
Brown tells a story which is almost equal

- he local legislature now proposes try­
ing the effect of a general act regulating the 
peddling nuisance throughout the province. 
Complaints innumerable have been lodged 
against this method of doing business, espe­
cially as applied to foreigners, and all or 
nearly all the incorporated towns of Nova 
Scotia have had particular enactments to 
either exclude the peddler or swell the town 
treasury with a license fee. But, while towns 
have been able to deal with the matter in a 
fairly successful manner, the country mer­
chants have suffered severely from the depre­
dations of these knights of the pack, the 
country being literally overrun with them. 
The proposed act is directed particularly 
against foreigners. The $100 license See 
should prove practically prohibitory. The 
sot also applies to the United States book 
and medicine agents. In the case of a natur­
alized British peddler, the fee will be $30. 
There are many good and necessary features 
about the proposed law and its workings 
should be thoroughly tested. Some protec­
tion is certainly needed by the man who is 
engaged in a legitimate business, and is 
taxed for the money he invests in that busi­
ness, against the hundreds of roving foreign 
salesmen who don tribute nothing towards 
municipal expenses but who do a cash busi­
ness and quickly put out of. circulation the 
money they handle. If a provincial license 
will regulate that business let us have that 
license, if it will prohibit entirely it is still 
to be desired. The provincial legislature 
can handle the matter, with a general appli­
cation, much better than the various munici­
palities. The constables will come in for a 
good thing as the fine of $5.00 for each offence 
will go to the constable making the arrest.

—Not much has been heard of the pro­

posed Apple Shipping Company in this coun­
ty of late. The promoters, however, are 
pushing matters in Kings and meetings are 
still being held in its favor. W e understand 
that the stock lists for subscribers, which 
were pat oat, are to be called in at the close 
of the year, and the directors will then de­
cide Whether sufficient encouragement bas 
been given to warrant them in "proceeding 
with the scheme. The promoters have al­
ways said that the formation of a company 
rests with the farmers and fruit grower; 
and if they will not subscribe the necessary 
capital the promoters will not risk their bus­
iness reputations by launching a company, 
which, from the want of capital, is bound to 
end in failure. As we understand it, the 
purposes for which a company is wanted 
are the warehousing, shipping and market­
ing of apples. It is proposed tc apply co­
operative principles and business methods 
to the apple industry and thereby effect a 
radical change in the manner'of conducting 
the business, which can hardly fail to be of 
advantage to the industry as a whole, and of 
special benefit and gain to the individual 
shareholders. Briefly, the objects of the 
company would be:

The concentration and control of the bulk 
of the crop by means of the co-operation of 
the shareholders.

The erection of suitable warehouses at 
convenient shipping centres for receiving, 
storing, sorting and shipping of fruit.

The regulation of shipments in accordance 
with the requirements and prospects of the 
respective markets, and the providing of 
properly equipped and ventilated steamers 
for the transportation.

The appointment of reputable and respon­
sible agents at the several markets for the 
exclusive handling of the company’s assign­
ments.

Among .the advantages that would accrue 
to the shareholders from the operation of the 
company are:

Ample accommodation for storing and as­
sorting of apples under favorable conditions 
and the consequent exemption from the ne­
cessity of either rushing them upon a glut­
ted market or sacrificing them at whatever 
prices dealers see fit to offer.
. The full benefit of competition in the mat­
ter of transport, and transport charges 
the further advantage of shipping froi 
suitable port.

The practical abolition of middlemen’s 
tolls, as the shareholders will transact their 
own business through the company.

The reduction of commissions and broker­
age in the selling market to a minimum by 
consigning only to the company’s agent.

The scheme has been before the public for 
the past two months and criticism invited, 
bat we have as yet heard no valid objections 
raised; on the contrary it seems as if thè 
people were a unit in declaring it to be just 
what is needed, and it surely would be, if, as 
the promoters declare, a saving of $50,000 or 
the total capital required by the company, 
would be saved in one year. And let it be 
noted that the promoters are men who un­
derstand their business. P. Innie, Esq., the 
president of the provisional directorate, 
probably is as well informed %n matters re­
lating to transportation as any man in the 
country, and he holds his standing as a bus­
iness man of probity too dear to be sacrificed 
in a doubtful undertaking. It is to be hoped 
that the farmers and fruit growers of Anna­
polis county will not let the stock lists be 
returned without subscribing their share of 
the capital. If this effort to put our àf pie 
Industry on a sound basis should fail, from 
want ef support, those who ought to be most 
interested will have only themselves to 
blame, and in future should allow their 
grievances to ** float upon the wings of si-

Hound Hill.
A Curious Case.

John Telfer, died at Moechelle, Annapolis, 
this week, aged 70 years. Tbe case of this 
man has been one that excited the interest 
and baffled the skill of physicians for years. 
In the fall he would enter into a sort ot trance 
from which he would not properly awaken 
until May or June He was the eon of a 
leneioner who committed suicide, but before 
iis father committed the deed he showed 

symtoms of melancholia. He would sit by 
the hour over his father's bench (cobbler’s), 
laughing and talking to himself, and working 
himself into a frenzy, fighting imaginary foes, 
and going into immoderate fits of laughter.

About the end of October Jack would go 
to bed after eating Lis evening meal as usual, 
without exhibiting anything out of the com­
mon in his manner or otherwise, or giving 
any reason for supposition that he was out 
of sorts in any way. On the following morn- 
ng he would not get up nor would he show 
any more vitality than any sleeping man. 
His sleep was very quiet, without any stertor; 
indeed, it was as calm as that of a child. 
Twice in every twenty four hours he would 
be taken up, a person supporting him on each 
side. About eleven o’clock every night he 
seemed to show rather more life than at any 
other time, and advantage was taken of this 
to pour a little thin oatmeal gruel, beef tea 
or soup down his throat, he opening his lips 
to allow them to do so, and slowly swallowing 
it. He only took a very little each time, 
and, if urged to take more, simply kept his 
mouth shut. About once in every thirty 
days, not exactly at regular intervals, during 
the evening, generally he would get up, but 
soon return to bed.

Dr. Robertsou, of Annapolis, one of the 
most skilful physicians of the province, says: 
My first visit to Jack was about twenty 
years ago, when I first came to live and 
>ractice in this vicinity, and it came about 
n this way. Of course there was a talk 

about the new doctor and what he could do. 
So I was called to see this queer case. I got 
all the particulars from the friends and 
neighbors, and other doctors, and then I 
Homised to try what J could do. Qn the 

: ollowiog day I went again, accompanied by 
my brother, also a physician. We took 
with us a good galvanic battery. One of the 
handles were placed in each hand and bound 
closely to the fingers with wet bandages. 
We then put on the full power of the instru­
ment. Poor old Jack was out of bed in an 
instant, and I shall never forget his look of 
astonishment and horror as he yelled out 
“ Damnation, what’s that?” I can also well 
remember my own feelings of satisfaction 
and complacency when the natives congratu­
lated me on my success in this, my first case. 
I walked off as if saying to myself "I knew 
I could do it.” Well Jack remained awake 
about three days, and then I got a message 
that my patient was off again. I went up 
and tried the battery a second time, with 
only the effect, however, of making him open 
his eyes and grunt " Eh,” in a querulous 
manner, and, after looking about him for a 
half hour or so, he lapsed in his former con­
dition. Next day I again tried the battery, 
but without the slightest effect so I gave it 
up as a hard case,

During the summer months he did exactly 
the work be was told to do, but he had to be 
told over again every day, although the 
work was the same day in and day out. The 
only thing he did without being told was to 
get his meals. He would talk quite ration­
ally on any subject when spoken to, and 
recollected distinctly most of the incidents of 
his childhood. He would hold animated 
confab with the cows, dogs, trees, wheelbar­
row, or any other object which happe 
be in his way, and might be noticed 
times lecturing a tree for some time break­
ing out occasionally into uproarious fits of 
laughter. He took his winter sleep for the 
15 years.—Morning Chronicle.

Mr. Editor,—The great majority of our 
people appear not to realize that we are on 
the verge of a crisis in the history of our 
country. Any one who has thought about 
this matter must conclude that the result of 
the coming vote on prohibition is fraught 
with far reaching results for the weal or woe 
of this Canada of ours. If the vote is as 
strong, or stronger, in favor of prohibition as 
in the provincial plebescites, then we can de­
mand a prohibitory law, in fulfilment of their 
promises, from the general government. And 
they can only resist that demand at the 
peril of their existence. If, on the other 
hand the majorities are greatly reduced, or 
a majority against prohibition is obtained, 
then the politicians will have good reason to 
say, "The country doesn’t want it,” and the 
question will be shelved for years. The re­
sults of former victories will be lost and the 
trade will become bold and defiant. In view 
of these things what should we do in the 
coming contest? In 4894 Annapolis county 
polled 2628 votes for prohibition, and 350 
votes against it without any systematic ef­
fort or organization. It will be necessary 
for us to do as well, if not better than this, in 
the coming election to influence tor good the 
final result. Can we do this? Undoubtedly 
we can. Will we? Every elector has the 
power and responsibility of helping to an­
swer this question. How will you use it? 
The issues at stake are vital. On the one 
hand the legal standing of a business and the 
livings of those engaged (n it is seriously 
threatened. On the other hand ato oppor­
tunity is given to declare our determination 
to outlaw and destroy a business which an­
nually destroys, by careful calculation, 60,000 
lives in this Dominion, costs $39,000,000 di­
rect cash to consumers, $63,000,000 indirect 
damage in cost of crime, loss of labor, loss 
of time, destruction of property, etc. The 
trader pays us back in revenue, Dominion 
and Municipal, not more than $9,000,000. 
Reader what are you going to do about it? 
Which will you fight for, your boys and 
your home, or the rumseller’s pocket? No 
doubt prohibitionists will have to meet 
strong organised opposition with a financial 
backing, and will not win without a st

ready; we must be ready also. C.

Inspector Ezell, of Odgens- 
burg, is now at Danesville, where he went to 
deport five Canadian nurses who are em­
ployed in a sanitarium there.

The Skating Lesson.Candy Making for Christmas.

It is just delightful fun for the boys and 
girls to make their own candies for the holi­
days. These rules following are very sim­
ple, and an extra delicious taste will be im­
parted if made in the kitchen of one’s home. 
Just try it and see. Get on clean white 
aprons, have clean hands, bright saucepans 
and dishes and everything just ‘ spick and 
span,’ clean. Buy confectioner’s sugar for 
most kinds of candy. It coots but little 
more, is fine-grained and is always more sat­
isfactory in results than the common kinds.

Walnut candy is an easy kind for little 
folks to try at first. To begin with, pick 
out the halves of English walnuts without 
breaking and then put the whites of two eggs 
into a bowl without beating. Into this 
stir as mnoh sugar as it will possibly take up, 
and be as hard and stiff as dough. When 
about half-thickened, however, stir in 
vanilla flavor, plenty of it, a large spoonful 
or more. It will equalize itself readily if 
put in before the mixture is too thick. Now 
take into the hands a little of this sweet 
dough, and form into shapes as large around 
and a little thicker than a quarter dollar; put 
a half nut on each side and press it in a little 
so it will look exactly like the candied nuts 
at the stores. Lay on plates to dry. Sugar 
the hands instead of flouring them, so the 
candy will not stick. This candy, being 
made without cooking or heat, can be made 
even in the parlor if care is used.

Chocolate caramels are very easy to make. 
There are many rules, but we have found the 
simplest to be the best. Get half a pound 
of sugar—half a pound is half a pint; one 
ounce of grated chocolate, and that is 
heaping tablespoonful; half a cupful of cream, 
or milk will do; nearly a teaspoonful of lem­
on juice. Put all together into a porcelain 
saucepan, heat slowly, and stir till thorough­
ly dissolved; then boil briskly till it hardens. 
Try it by putting a few drops in a cupful of 
cold water; if it hardens quickly it is done. 
Then pour it out into a well battered, equate, 
shallow tin, and when nearly cold mark off 
in squares with a dull knife. Set in a cold 
place to harden. The quantity given can be 
doubled if more is wanted..

Cream Dates—These are comparatively 
rare, but are a most delicious confection. 
Put the white of one egg and an equal quan­
tity of water into a bowl, add one teaspoon­
ful of vanilla flavor, beat until frothy, and 
add sufficient sugar to make a paste stiff 
enough to mould in the fingers. Form a lit­
tle bit into a long roll. Now, having re­
moved the stones from some large, fine dates, 
put the roll of sugar paste in where the stone 
was, and press the two halves together so the 
white cream will ehow between. Cherries 
too can be done in the same way, and this 
kind also can be made without a fire.

The various ‘drops’ of the confectioners 
are easily made in our own kitchens. Loaf 
sugar should be used, dissolved with a very 
little water, boiled till it hardens and then 
flavored with peppermint, hoarhound, lemon, 
strawberry, raspberry and any thing else fan­
cied. A drop or two of cochineal gives 
them a pretty color. Drop upon buttered 
plates to cool.

Popcorn balls are a favorite with many 
children; they have the merit of being lees 
liable to disturb the stomach than some of 
the richer, sugary kinds, but eating too much 
of candies of any sort is not considered 
healthful. To make popcorn balls, tor six 
quarts of com boil one pint of molasses about 
fifteen minutes, then put the com into a 
large pan and pour the boiled molasses over 
it, stirring constantly till the roughly mixed. 
Then with clean, buttered hands make into 
balls of the desired size.

Fig candy is good, and out of the common 
line of sweets. Boil one cupful of sugar 
with three large spoonfuls of water till am­
ber colored, without stirring. Just before 
removing from the fire, stir in half a tea­
spoonful of cream of tartar, cut up the figs 
in long, thin narrow stripe, lay them out 
evenly in a shallow tin pan, and pour over 
the syrup to cooL It is needless to add that 
only figs of the best, cleanest quality are fit 
to buy, at any time. They can contain un­
noticed more dirt aod life than almost any 
other imported fruit we know of.

Household Hints.

No matter how large the spot of oil, any 
carpet or woolen stuff can be cleaned by ap­
plying buckwheat plentifully, brushing it in­
to a dustpan, after a short time and putting 
on fresh until the oil has disappeared.

Cold boiled potatoes are a nuisance in a 
family that doesn’t like them fried or in 
salad. One woman of economical turn puts 
them into boiling water and lets them bubble 
for about ten minutes, then she peels them 
and mashes in a kettle over the heat, puts in 
butter and cream and beats them for five 
minutes, and you wouldn’t know them from 
perfectly fresh mashed potatoes.

Some one wants to know how to freshen 
ham grease so as to be able to use it without 
the taste of ham in it. One good method 
is to put the fryings in a tin pan over the 
fire, with a pint of cold water, and let it 
come to a boil. Then put in thick slices of 
raw potatoes and set on the back of the stove 
to simmer. Half a dozen slices will do. 
Cook ten minutes; then set away to cool. 
Skim off the grease that rises to the top, and 
you will find that it will do nicely for frying 
things in or to use as shortening for meat, 
pies or baking powder biscuit.

Never t hrow away a scrap of grease. Save 
all in a tin can be kept for the purpose, and 
once a week at least put over the fire and 
fry out. After the frying process is conclud­
ed, pour on a pint or two of water, and let 
it boil up a minute or two; then set away to 
cool. Skim off the grease, and use with lye 
in making scrubbing soap. It is easily done, 
and is excellent for cleansing purposes.

The sensible woman doeen’t cover her 
floors with tacked down carpets, but has 
heavy rugs that only partially cover a 
painted or oiled floor. Then she can take 
up the rugs once a week and throw them out 
in the sun, where they can be dusted, and 
germs of malaria killed by the sunshine. 
Carpets are unhealthy things. Matting is 
much better; bare floors best by all odds.

Never use scissors to cut fur. Place the 
wrong side of the fut upwards, and chalk 
carefully and plainly upon it the shape to 
which you wish to cut it, and then insert the 
point of a sharp penknife on the chalk lines, 
not with the fur lying on the table, or with 
anything under it, but holding it in the hand. 
Keep the point of the penknife downwards, 
and run it along the line. *

The fair dairy testa prove the Guernsey 
claim as far as butter color is concerned. 
The Guernsey butter has the richest yellow 
color of hny, and seldom needs artificial ad­
dition to its hue.

Guernsey cows have universally a rich 
yellow skin, and the color of their hair is 
orange yellow, shading to red and freely 
spotted with white.

Squashes are in favor with milk cows as 
food, but should be chopped fine.

If you doubt about the necessity of milk­
ing cows with exact regularity, try the reg­
ular and irregular system on two of your 
cows and see for yourself. Milk one regu­
larly to the minute each day, let the time 
vary for the other from half an hour to three 
hours and see how soon the second cow will 
fall off in her milk.

Cream much exposed to the air and rising 
upon milk set in shallow pans is thicker and 
darker in color than that from a separator 
or deep set cans. But it is not any better 
nor is there any more of it, and it has a 
ohanoe to absorb microbes that are hurtful.

One ton of husks and corncobs from a 
sweet corn canning factory is worth as food 
for milk cows half as much as a ton of good 
timothy hay.

The quantity of Danish butter shipped to 
England has increased from 487,636 hundred 
weight in 1887 to 863,522 hundred weight 
in 1892.

Warming Water For Stock.

A plan for warming the water for stock 
during coll weather is to have one end of the 
trough partitioned off, and over a square 
opening in the partition is tightly fitted a 
galvanized iron box, the water flowing freely 
opt into this iron box. Under this iron box 
a small oil stove is placed, admission being 
had by means of a small door in the front of 
the trough. With a tight cover, the water 
in the trough can have the chill removed 
very easily. It is especially important to 
have the iron box as low down in the trough 
as possible, so that the water at the bottom 
of the trough may be warmed, as well as at 
the top. If possible, then, let the end com 
partment extend below the main body of the 
trough, so that the iron box may open into 
the lower part of the trough. As the water 
is heated, it will rise, and the colder water 
from the bottom be drawn in to be heated in 
its turn.

Putting up the Cows.

Now that the time for putting np cone 
has come, some thoughts on how they are to 
be supplied with water will be in order. As 
might be expected, cows giving milk need 
much more water than other domestic ani­
mals, for 80 per cent, of their milk is water, 
besides other secretions of liquid from the 
body. It is a mistake to suppose that cows 
having access to water at all times will drink 
more than is for their good, but if deprived 
of it half a day and then allowed to drink 
of cold water, they wrill often, through 
thirst, take so much as to injure digestion, 
the water having to be warmed before the 
stomach can go to work again. We think 
that in cold weather water should be warmed 
to nearly, or quite, blood temperature. 
When roots, pumpkins or silage are fed to 
milch cows they will drink much less water, 
and a cow that is fattened and is fed on 
roots, will often go 24 hours without appar­
ent desire for any water.

American Coins.
