Tbe tact muet nut
heouverlooked tbat ahe recognIsed tbia wlsdom
as coming trom the Lord. Thia would imply
that whlle ahe may have been a heathen, yet abs
bail nome knowledge ot dependence on (bd, and
»the especial greatness ut .Tehovsh. Nu duubt
flolomun tuok pains, if need exlsted, to instruct
ber lu the truth pertalnlng to Jehovab. Solo-
mmu was not only king, he exerclaed the fuuc-
tion ot prlest at the dedlcatlun ut the temple,
aud very pruhahly coutlnued lu the exercise ut
that office, as occasion required: and aiso be was
*a grat teacher. Certalnly, then, be wuuld take
advautage ot this opportunlty to Inatruct In the
way of the Lord. If she hecame a proselyte, ail
rlabt. il not, ahe migbt carry the resuit ut ber
contact with Solomun intu ber own country, and
there proclalm the greatness uf the God ut Solo-
mnou, I do not tbink that Solumon would ho
bhind the ordlnary man, ifluenced wlth the
Spirit ut (bcd, In untolding that tact to those
wlth whum ha migbt commune, aud especlallY to
oue having come tor the express purpose ut In-
teryiewlug hlm aluni the line uf bis apeclal
gifla.
