THE GRAND TRUNK REPORT.

_The half~yearly report of the operations
of the Grand Trunk Railway is invariably
read with attention by all whose interests
lead them to endeavor to ascertain in
which direction the current of commercial
and agricultural prosperity is likely to set.
The fact that the Grand Trunk, through-
out its entire length, rung through a well
settled and populous portion of this coun-
try renders it a far more valuable criterion
of {he general progress of commerce than
a railroad passing through new settlements
‘where the sudden pushing of new lines of
trade, or the opening of uew fields for
agriculture, might give a certain spurt to
the receipts, and therefore the knowledge
. that the past half-year will compare very
favorably with the flrst six months of
1883, the most favorable June half-year
gince the fusion with-the Great Western
Railway, has afforded general satisfaction
to the business community. ' .
It will be remembered that the early
months of the present year were remark-
able for the extraordinary quantity of snow
that fell over the entire system. The
simple removal of the suow in order to
allow traffic lo. proceed cost a sum of
$107,013 or $37,060 more than that of any
previous half-year since 1883 and hsd it
not been for this unforeseen item of in-
crensed expenditure the net trafiic receipts

e ,A___‘ﬁ:_
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of the period we are reviewing would have

been. the largest on record. Asit is they
are only $24,684 less than in 1883, but it
must be remembered that this result is
brought about entirely by the reduction in
working expenses. The actual receipts
are $687,830 less but this loss is offset by a

.,corresponding decrease of $663,146 in the

cost of working the line. The following
table gives the principal statistics in the
reporf:— -

In addilion to this the number of pas-

" sengers carried shows an increase of 201,-

847 involving a growth ol $2,631,990 in the
receipts as compared with last year, al-
though the average fare paid by each
passenger has been reduced to 99 cents.
"This seems to indicate & steady growth in
local and short distance travel, the most

. profitable class of passengers, and is cer-

tainly a satisfactory indication of the
development of local irade.

The net balance on the half- years work-
ing amounts to $070,514, which with the
addition of the balance of $3,947 carried
forward from last half-year makes a sum
of $674,461. ‘L'his will provide for a half-
yearly dividend of two per cent on the

four per cent guaranteed stock, and of one

per cent on the first preference stock, and
will then leave a balance of $9,042 to carry
forward. So far as the question of in-
creased traflic facilities is concerned the
report is not so satisfactory. The double
track between Montreal and Toronto,

- which the present traflic requirements call

for so urgently, progresses with exasper-
ating slowness.

escutcheon of Canadian mill-men, and
although it may be claimed that now that

competition has-been reduced to a mini-

mum through the operation of the com-
bination, emulation has also been dimin-
ished, we still look for a Canadian bold
enough {o label all his product with his
own mill brand.

The most reliable method of eshmatmg
the actual progress of Canada as a cotton
manufacturing country.is to compare the
statistics of the quantity of manufactured
cotton goods imported into the Dominion
with that of the raw cotton imported for
purposes of manufacture. Taking the
official figures given in the Government
blue books for the past six years we find
that they read ag follows:—

These figures tell the tale more forcibly
than any argument or asseriion on our
part.could do, since, although for conven-
ience we have only carried the statistics
back to 1881, a similar alteration in {rade
conditions i8 apparent since 1874, the first
year when the figures were given in such

Jorm as to be readily used for purposes of

compnrison, In thal year the imports of
manufactured cotton were valued at $11,-
182,045, while the whole amount of raw
cotton brought into thig countr y for mani-
facture was only 3,514,287 pounds. Com-
pare these figures with those given for
1886 and the result shows an amount of
-progression in our manufacturing interests
that must have added largely to the
wealth of ‘the country, and that testifies to
the increaged purchasing power of our
~populutlon o

No doubt in certain lines of cotton man-
ufactures, such as fancy prints, etc, we
shall never he able to oust the foreign
competitor. Backed by all the advantages
of cheap skilled labor, cheaper fuel, in
many cases by colossal capital and the ex-
perience of years, and having the com-
mand of the markets of the world for his
products, there are some toxtile industries
where the British maker is practically un-
assailable. But the evidence of the statis-
tics just given shows beyond all possibility
of contradiction, the steady absorption of
the more staple branches by the Canadian
cotton mills, a fact due to the superior
honesty of their manufacture, the absence
of loading except in the lower grades, and

-the consequent higher intrinsic value of

most of, their products, and it therefore
seems a pity that this process of absorp-
tion is not pushed onward Lo include those
lines of which we have already spoken. -
Tt is this policy of honest manufacture
that hasg brought the Canadian cotton in-
duetry to its present position, and so long
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ag this policy {8 steadfastly pursued a
bright future for Canadian cottons is as-
sured, but if once personal greed or the
necessity or desire for increased profit
leads to ndulieration, we may expect to
see an incressad demand for foreign cot~
tons and a corresponding diminulion in
tho sale of onr own., Already it is known
that gome of our mill-men are loading the
lower grades of their output with as much
a8 gixty points of starch, but as yet this
praciice is confined sirictly 1o these grades,
and the better classes of collons are not
tampered with.

Possibly the formation of the much-
abuged combination among coiton manu-
facturers has Jargely assisted in maintain-
ing the present standard of excellence.
So long as the price iy maintained at a
fixed valne, amply suflicient to cover the
cost of produsing a good article, there 15 no
inducement 1o adulterate. Adulteration
is usually resorted to only to enable the
manufacturer to undercut his competitors,
but if, owing to the fixing of one price for
all, ho is unable to offer any inducement of
thig deseription {o the purchaser, one of
the principal tmhpmbimxs to adulterate
is removed. Under the present sysiem
hig best chance of success is to ofler an
arlicle of Loetler value for the money than
his rivalg, and any attempt to increase his
profits by loading his cottons wounld simply
resuly in the loss of his customers, who
Wwould soon discover 1hal Lhoy were paying
the same price for & poorer cotton. Thig
ig o view of the cotlon combination which
we are well aware is not often taken in
these days of indiseriminate railing at
any form of agreoment to maintain prices,
but it is a view that hag much to recom-
mend it. Were the old system of culling
resumed adnlteration would speedily fol-
low, and in the long run the public would
be the principal sullerers.

THE TAX ON CORT'ORATIONS,

The Quobee Government arg evidontly
going to loss no time in acting on the
anthority of the judgment rendered by the
Privy Conneil maintaining the right of the
Provinein! Legislature to impose a direct
tax upon all banks, railways and other
incorporaled companies doing business
within the limits of this province. Through
their logal representative, Mr. C. Beauso-
leil, the Mercier Government have issued
nceounts fo all the companies within the
jurisdiction of tho Act of 1882, demanding
payment of all arreavages by the 10th Oc-
tober, under ponalty of suit for principal,
interost and costs if not so paid.

Natarally the grombling on the part of
those thus laken by tho throat is neither
mild nor weak, In fuct some of the com-
ments on the tax and its nuthors are de-

_ cidedly uncomplimentary; a fact by no

means astonishing. if we consider how
severely the act works to the detriment of
the smuller companies, and favors their
larger competitors in the same line of
huginess. Let us take the banking institn-
tions for example and we find that the
largest bank, with a capital of twelve
millions of dollars, is called upon to pay a
tax of $2,500, while another bank having a
capital of less than one-half that amount
must pay $1,940 or only $560 less. In the
case of the smaller banks the contrast is
still more glaring. Banks having a capi-
tal of only half a million are compelled to
pay $300 or 32 per cent. of that imposed
upon their leviathan neighbor, while poss-
essing only one twenty-fourth of its capi-
tal; at the same time a competitor having
three times their capital ig only charged
$1,380 (or not half as much again) by the
Provincial Treasury,

These discrepuncies are sufliciently strik-
ing, but it is when we come to the insur-
ance companies that the inconsistent
mefhod of imposing this tax is most fally
exposed. The Royal of England with a
capital of one and n half millions, the Lan-
cashire, with a capital of one and one-third
millions, the Citizens with a paid-up capi-
tal of $77,000, and the Royal Canadian
with one of $400,000, all pay the same tax
of $600. Is this fair? In the life insur-
ance companies a similar condition off
aflairs prevails. The New York Life,
Equitable and other large companies pay
no more than the Sun, Ontario Mutual
and other small competitors, and conse-
quently are not mulcted in anything like
the proportion that the wide divergence in
their respective standings would seem to.
indicate,

If we turn to manufacturing companies
we find even a more cruel disposition to
plunder the weak. A company with a
erpital of $250,000 pays no more than one
having a capital of §500. Take for in-
stanco the cuse of the Plessisville Cheese
Manufacturing Company, with its capital
$800. It pays $150 per year, and since the
arrears for the five years since the act was,
passed will af, this rale amonnt to $750, the’
total due at the end of the year will be
$900, or $100 more than the entire sub-
seribed capital. Ts it not then evident
that the act, a8 now framed, presses most
heavily upon the small companies while it
will be merely a flea bite to those wealthy
corporations whose capitals range among
the hundreds of thonsands? Not only this
but a farther tax is imposed of $50 for.
ench place of business or workshop in
Montreal or Quebee, and $20 for evcr)"
other place in this province. Thus a small

- factory running in a couniry place and

having an oflice in town must pay $50 for
the privilege.

‘The railway companies do nob escape,
scot-free, but must comply with a large do-

mand, viz.,$20 for each mile of track oper-
ated in the province, whilat telegraph
companies are mulcted in the sum of
$1000 specific, and $5 for each oflfice where
an operator is placed.

There is one feature in the act which
seems fo border on extortion, namely, in
the case’of companies (insurance for exam-
ple) where the tax is charged as $500, and
& farther sum of $100 is added for the
oftice used to do the business in. It seems
like a case of stretching the law to the ut-
most limit on the part of the collectors
gince it surely cannot he maintained that
the charge for business tax does not cover
a place in which to transact it. The
charge for each additional oflice js bad
enough, but in the cases mentioned we
think the government are ceririnly over-
doing it. Laws are supposed to be based
upon the principles of justice and common
sense, and it is contrary to both to enforce
such a claim ns the one alluded to. We
understand that one company doing busi-
ness in this city, and which declined to en-
ter into the contestation league, paid their
tax of $400 snd $50 for the second line of
business in the year the act was passed;
that this point was discussed by the then
government’s representative and Attorney-
general; and that the government officials
admitted the righteousness of the point
and acted thereon by accepting the tax of
$450, allowing the main place of business
to be the point of taxation. This undoubt-
edly was the proper course, and ag itis a
general rule in parliamentary practice
and in law, to follow established preced-
ents, it is to be expected that a * Liberal”
administration will not be less liberal than
thase supposed to be the opposite.

What the effect of this tax may be upon
the province remains to be seen; but that
it will seriously interfere with our com-
mercial advancement cannot be doubt-
ed. It will lead to the establishment of
manufacturing companies preferably in
other provinces, and to the detriment of
this, not only by forcing out those concerns
already here, but by preventing new ones
coming in, and will thus deplete the prov-
ince of the capital used in the employment
of its citizens, and consequently force our
artizans to follow where employment can
be best gbtained. That the tax is a most
injudicious one and franght with much
danger to the best interests of this prov-
ince, i8 admitted on all hands. When it
was first introduced by the then provincial
treasurer, now Judge Wurtele, the present
premier opposed it with all his might.
logic and influence, o that when it was
unfortunately carried against him, it was
expected that if he ever became msster of
the situation he would carry out Lis pre-
conceived views by abolishing it as one of
his first duties; and thereby show his con-
pistency, and at the same time scor a
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point with every business man. We think
therefore from this standpoint alone, apart
from the higher one of the public weal, it
is o mistake for the present administration
to continue and enforce a law to which
they at one time gave their most deter-
mined opposition. We shall continue to
watch the progress of this law closely in
its effects upon business in this province,
feeling that it will prove a violation of the
first principles of commercial economy,
and therefore have a retarding influence
ipon the material interests of Montreal.

THE MOLSONS BANK.

Although the annual report of the Mol-
sons Bank, which will be found at length
in another portion of these columns, does
not display quite so favorable a showing
a8 some of ils immediate predecessors, it
is well known that this resuls is not due to
any diminution in the gross earnings of
the bank, but to the necessity of meeting
some unexpected deficiencies arising from
the liguidation of certain large accounts,
outsideof the amount usually appropriated
to meet the bad and doubtful debts which
ingvitably accumulate in the transaction
of 8o large a yolume of business. In spite
of the lower rales of interest now current
the gross earnings of the bank are slightly
in.excess of those of last year, but, after
making the deductions above referred to,
we find that the net earnings only amount
to 10.9 per cent. of the capital as against
14.5 per cent. 1ast year and 12.9 per cent
for the year previous. .

" The steady march of the bank towards a

Rest of 50 per cent. of the capital continues
unchecked. This year a sum of $75,000 is
transferred, bringing the total of that fund
up to £875,000 or equal to 43% per cent.
upon the paid-up capital of the bank.
This, if not so large a sum as the $125,000
added last year, is still 2 bandsome addi-
tiori, and since we have the positive assur-
ance of the president that all these bad
debts have been written off’ in full, the
bank will start on the new year with g
clean sheet and on a basis far more sub-
stantial than would result had the policy
of carrying these losses forward in order
to make a large addition to the Rest been
followed by the directors.

The most important change in -the
bank’s personnel during the past year has
been the Tetirement of Mr. Joseph Jeflery
from the mapagement of the London
branch owing to failing health. The ac-
tion of the board in conbrmmg Mr, M.
Heaton, for some twelve years inspector of
the bank, as his,successor is generally com-
mended. During his temporary manage-
ment Mr. Heaton won golden opinions
from the business men of the Forest City,
and probably no appointment could have
been made that is more certain to redound
to the bank’s interests.

" The whole tone of the report is encour-
aging and the criticisms of the sharehold-
ers on the statement were genial and
kindly. Itis felt that the bank’s business
ig well distributed and carefully handled
g0 a8 to cover as large an area of differing
lines as possible. By this means no heavy
run of lésses in any particular branch of
trade can seriously imperil its resources
and only a general and wide spread series
of disasters, such as fortunately cannot be
classed among the possibilities, could lead
to auy heavy falling off in the earning
powers of the bank, This is as it should
be, and therefore it is felt that the high
encomiums passed upon the General Man-
ager and his assistants have been fully
deserved.

INSURANCE METHODS.

Now that the ofticial examination of the
affairs and methods of doing business of
the Pheenix Insurance Company of Brook-
lyn has been completed and published by
the Superintendent of Insurance, it is
possible to form a tolerably correct estim-
ate of the many difflering reasons that
converged in the one result of a forced
reduction of capital. The legitimate logses
indicated in the report do not call for that
exaggerated condemnation that many in-
surance papers bave so freely launched
upon them. Whatever losses arose through
marine underwriting or through over-
anxiety to secure farm risks, came merely
from those errors in judgment to which
the most acute underwriters will some-
{imes lend themselves, and as such do not
call for blame; but there are other revela-
tions that have come to light during the
courge of the official investigation which
cannot be looked upon in 8o forgiving a
light and which call for the ssverest re-
probation,

The lack of any accurate system of audit
and the looseness and viyueness of the
agency reports, which necessiiated the
remoter agencies being visited personally
by the examiners in order to obtain in-
formation which in any Canadian company
would have been on fyle in the head office
gafes, cannot he passed off as an error. It
points to a laxity of audit that implies a
criminal neglect of the interests of the
shareholders, It scems inconceivable that
the directors should have sanctioned the
payment of bonuses on profits to the man-
agers of large departments simply on the
apparent result of the differensce between
receipts and disbursements without mak-
ing any allowance for contingent liabilities
on unexpired policies ; or that they should
have allowed the losses to be underestim-
ated in order to increase the. supposed
balance of proﬁt on which the bonus was
paid without any ‘refund being insisted
upon, When the_ figures given pioved un-

rehab]e Yet 11‘ the e\ummers are to be
relied upon both these practices e\lsted
and are responsible to no slight extent for
the embarrassient which hag overtaken
this once flourishing company.

The frequent remarks we bave made on
the unreliability of the official returns
made to the government, have received
painful corroboration from an investigation
of the method employed by the nmm\ggré
of the Phanix in making up their annual
report. The announcement that for years
past it had been the custom to omit from
the statement of liabilities all loss claims
of less than $1,000, or in which the proofs
had not been fyled, will astonish those who
have hitherto pinned their faith on the
ricatly arranged figures on the government
blue books. When such manipulation of
figures exists, is it wonderful that compari-
sons of the totals are always to the disad-
vantage of those companies who honestly
set forth the result of the year's businegs?
How can any company furnishing gennine
figures compete with ope whose returns
are falsified by such omissions us these?

This is & point which demands the most
rigorous action on the part of the public,
since it is owing to the indifference of the
New York state officials that this condition
of afleirs was allowed (o exist; and, there-
fore, were similar laxity to creep into the
Canadian Department of Insurance, we
might soon look for the same inaccurncy
in our reports. Long before the official
oxposure of the methods used in making
up the returns, it was known that the
publighed statements of the Pheenix were
regarded with suspicion by insurance crit-
ics, and no doubt a timely note of warning
from the Superintendent of Insurance
might have averted the necessity of o
public investigation. This should be a
warning {o the Dominion too: we are
proud of our Canadian insurance eom-
panies, but we must not therefore gloss
quietly over any inaccuracies or omissions
that might be allowed to pass through a
relaxation of oflicial supervision,since such
a course would simply destroy the useful-
ness of the government returns. We say
this not becwuse we believe any such
manipulation of figures does exist, but
gimply to urge the necessity of vigilnnce
upon those whose duty it is to protect the
interests of the Canadian policy-holder.
Over-confident or easy-going oflicials are
the mest froiffil cavses of neghgeuce and
error, and the result of the Phenix inves-
tigation is only a case in point.

MODERN SPFCULATION.

In the interesis of public morality it is
gram‘y ing to note that at lagt the commer-
cial representatives of this city have de-
cided to grapple in earnest with the
“Bucket shops” TUp to the present
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moment these instilutions have been re-
garded with a species of contemptuous
indifference by commercial men, The
templations they offer to wenk and ill-
balanced minds have been underrated or
ignored so that it needed such revelalions
as the Macdougall-Logie fauilure and the
defuleation and suicido of thie unforlunate
Johnston to awaken public opinion to the
fact that, like o festering sore, they were
gradually eating awny and undormining
commorcial morality by their specious
prelence that the business they profess to
transaet i8 o genuine commercial trang-
action and not a mere bet upon the possi-
bilities of fluctuation.

Advocates of buckel shops are in the
habit of glozing over the iniquity of their
systemn by pretending that their trange
nctions aro predisely similar to those on
the various exchanges but on a smaller
geale. Thig they are very well. aware is
not true.  The speculator on an exchange
buys his wheat or produce ontright. =1f he
buys wheat in Chicago for delivery next
month hoe is bound'to recoive it when the
time for delivery comes, and it is therefore
w gonuine trangfor of the cotnmodity
which the fuct that he may sell it in the
meantimo does not invalidate in any way.
The man who speculates in a “bucket
shop” does nothing of the kind, hecause
thore is no transfor of the wheat or other
obligation for i, le gambles simply and
solely on the fluctualion. 11 the price
goes up the “‘shop ” pays him the prolit, if
it goes down his margin is wiped out or
vice vorsn. It is purely and entirely a bet
upon the course of prices and i in every
way as reprehensible as hetling upon the
figures in a wheel of forlune or the colors
at rouletle.

Wore this fact ag openly ackuowledged
ag in the latter cases, bucket shop gambl-
ing would be shorn of one half of its
attractiveness. It is the pretonce of honest
dealing, it is the cloaking of the 10al prin-
ciples of tho system under the disguise of
a logitimate business transaction, that
lures so many of its victims {o the fatal
“{ape.” Onco imbued with its fascinations
tho end is cerlain, ‘Lhe man who wins is
templod to try fortune still further, while
he who loses almost invariably rigks still
more in the hopes of recouping the margin
that has been swopt away. Money won
in n bucket shop, like that gained on the
greon table at Monaco, is simply money
lent; sooner or later it will inevitably
rottrn {o the human spider whose know-
ledge of tho weakest side of human nature
enables liim to spread his not attractively
in the very presence of his victimg, Only
too often it veturns wit . an added incre-
ment that it may have cost the speculntor
his good name to obtain,

It may be, and indeed has been, argued
that this pnssion for gambling is inherent,

that gambling in a “bucket shop” is at
least less demoralizing than faro or poker;
and that, were bucket shops prevented by
legislation, gambling in ils true sonse
would be promoted by inducing people to
do in secret what they are now allowed to
do in open day. To this we can safely
reply that it is.the legality of the thing
that renders the custom to the *bucket
shop” 80 permanent and secure, Were
“‘bucket shops” illegal, many of those who
now resort to them under the impression
that thoy are engaged in a legitimale
business transation on a small scale, would
at once abandon the practice. Many a
man will bet on wheat or pork who would
hold up his hands in holy horror at the
idea of gambling on a lhorse race or at
cards. 1t is the agsumed respectability of
the “bucket shop” that attracts two-thirds
of its customers at first, but let once the gam-
bling instinels be fully aroused, and the
unfortunate speculator will pour all he can
beg, borrow or steal, into the pockets of
the keeper of the “shop.” Once a spsc-
ulator, always a speculator, is an ap-
horism which has almost attained the
standing of an axiom, and it is the
knowledge and skillful foslering of this
trait in the character of their habitues
that renders the business of u *hucket
shop” 8o secure and lucraiive, and that
has caused their rapid increasc Dboth in
numbers and destructiveness until they
have hecome a crying evil.

NOVELTIES.
The usuul crop of novelties is coming
forward for the {all and winter senson, but

.either they are not so novel this year as
-ysual or else they are such gradual modi-

fications of coxisting styles that they are
not sufliciently striking to attract public
atlention. Indeed most of the new styles
and colors are only old favorites resurrect-
ed and offered under new names, until the
old snying that there is nothing nes under
thoe sun commences to have a direct appli-
cation to the dry goods trade.

The latest novelty in mantles is an old
favorite of ours, the pelisse, froshened up
of course in style and composed of much
more olegant malerials than its predeces-
sor, but still only the pelisse after all,
aithiough it is now made of faille, lace,
surah or bhongaline. The fronis are loose
and by fome mantle makers are crossed
over to the left side. It is frstened near
the neck and at the waist with two fine
appliques of silk passementerie joined by
a double cord finished in long aiguillettes,
Tho back is cut princess style and well
curved in. The sleeve plain or plaited
and the collar high and twrned up. There
is no trimming whatever but the lining
must be of a pretty plaid or light colored

silk. The favorile and most ;ladylike

pelisses aro made of brown, gray or navy

‘blue bengaline ; sardinian blue is also
fancied.

The everlasting jersey will be as largely

worp as ever and it is evident that a brisk

revival of the braided jersey is in progress.
Boucle and tufted styles.are altogether out
and even the plain, solid colored jersey,
with a vest front, 18 compelled to give way
to its braided rival. An era of ornamenta-
tion seems about to dawn upoen us and the
domand for braided and beaded fabrics
seems steadily inereasing. - New styles are
being brought out in thicker makes of
cloth and a jersey having a fleecy lining

ought to take well for winter trade. The

cheapest lines offered fit the figure perfect-
Iy, are stitched round the bottom  like
& habit basque and are all more or less
braided in standing Russin. Norfolk
plaited jerseys with velvet collars and
cuffs and the pipe yoked jersey, run in
small tucks at the neck and cuffs and
plaited at the waist, are fairly called for
and a line turned back -at the throat to
show a shirt front is also offered, but these

' command only a small branch of the trade

and the black braided jersey, especially in
the new cloths, will be ihe staple attrac-
tion. The most distinctive novelties in
this line shown as yet, are crepe lisse

jerseys in black and cream for evening

wear.’

Owing to the great popularity of the
jersey many imitations of the finer varie-
ties are out. For instance, the new firm
but soft corded silks are now made into
glove-fitting bodices in jersey style. They
have the same appearance as a silk-web
jersey at a much lower price and fif far
better than any plain stockinette,

In the new tailor gowns a good deal of
brilliancy and color is apparent. Great
use is being made of the soft, silky India
ceashmeres, usually combined with'a darker
shade in moire. The {flexible London
diagonals, camel's-hair serges with inter-
mingled threads of bright color, bourrettes,
armures, and the fancy Belgravia and
Lincolnghire suitings, are also favorite
fabrics for these dresses. Checks appear
to have the call at present, especially large
checks and plaids. Stripes are not so
much offered except in velvets or plushes
for panellings or vestings. Striped velvet
gkirts with a mixture of the dress goods
in monochrome are considered good style
and perceptibly more color is apparent all

round. These costumes should Jend var-

iety and brillianey to our streefs during

the melancholy days now coming on, and '

will supply - that touch of color without
which the most attractive landscﬂpe looks
dull and gombre,

FRUITS AND WINES.

More than' usual interest is being felt -
this year by the grocery irade’ in ‘the’

arrival of the direct steamers from distant
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porls with foreign goods, such as dry
fruits, wines, spirits, nuts, ete., the tenor of
late advices leading to expectations of
short supplies and higher prices in some
lines. One leading shipping agent goes so
tar as to say that the yuantity of fruit
- coming is fully one-third less than last
year.

As we have already pointed ont the
regular vessels from Liverpool have, as
usual, been bringing in several thousand
boxes’of raisins and a quantity of currants
on every trip, but these supplies are so
small, comparatively, as to be scarcely a
factor in the situation, Raisins have been
sold to arrive at 64c @ Gjc and currants at
bic @ G}c. One lot of 5,000 boxes of
raising was recently placed at 83c, but 7¢
is at present asked. TFour steamers are
now heading for Montreal from far distant
ports, the first of which is due about the
20th ingt, This vessel, the “Dracona,” of
the Reford line, is from Marseilles, Tarra-
gona, Denia, Malaga and Cadiz. The
‘Thompson liners, “Barcelona” and “Es-
calona,” should reach here about the lst
November, and they both come from the
Mediterranean, the latter calling: princi-
pally at Bordeaux and Charante, and
bringing a cargo of French goods, wines
and brandies, The ‘‘Barcolona” carries
¥rench goods from DMarseilles, currants
from Patras, and fruits, wines, nuts, grapes,
onions, ete., from Tarragona, Denia, Mala-
g4 and Cadiz.  There have been consider-
able sales of curranis to arrive by these
ships at from e /@ 6}c, and Gc is now
usked, the market abroad having advanced
and there being little likelikood of any
more  direct steamers being put on the
route from Patras this year. The advance
in raisins, alluded to above, is owing to the
higher prices at Denin, caused by great
damage from raic to the crop now being
packed there. The advance at Denia is
fully 68 per ewt. within thirty days. The
fourth vessel is the Dominion liner * Miss-
issippi,” which is bringing currants from
Patras and raising from Denia and Malaga,
quantity at present unknown.

The English markets have guickly re-
sponded to the advance, and common

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SMALL IMPORTERS.

In the course of a conversation upon trade
prospects a well-known dry goods merchant
of this city made the remark that he felt
sorry for the commercial travellers now out
or about starting out on their trips, since at
the end of a depressed season, such as has to
a large extent ruled in the retail millinery
and dry goods trades, country merchants were

invariably unwilling to purchase and required,

the utmost exertion of the persuasive powers
of the traveller to induce them lo give orders.

It is now known that, so far as these two-

trades are concerned; the sorting trip has
proved a comparative feilure and that stocks
generally are large .throughout. the West
owing to the disinclination to buy on the
part of the farmers now rendered doubly
cautious by the poorness of the harvest,
Under these,_chcumstunces the travellers now
out have indeed a hard road to travel and a good

trip-is hardly expected by the more experi-

enced of these commercial missionaries.

Of course a large number of the usual
stercotyped reasons ure given for this con-
‘dition of affairs, all of which doubtless are
factors and important ones in the result ;. hut
there is one new tendency now developing
itself for the second time in the trade that
has to a large extent escaped the attention of
wholesalers, but which is probably responsible
for mauy of the goods now lying uncalled for
on their shelves, o allude to tho growing
number of small firms who now import their
goods divect instead of purchasing them from
the wholesale houses. The number of small
firms who now send a buyer (usually one of
the firm) home to make direct purchases is
certainly on the increase ; a glance at the
{nward manifests of the large steamship lines

discloses o number of names figuring as con-

siguees that have never appeared in -Lhr_it )

capacity  before, and finally the testimony. of

old buyers all point to the growing number

of buyers for small firms whom they meot as
fellow passengers on their Buropean trips,

A similar tendency was noticeable just about -

ten or twelve years ago, which rose to its
height in the boom years and then dropped
completely out of sight during the period of
depression that followed the reckless importa-
tion of that period, and it is to be feared that
the presont movement towards direct buying
on the part of small firmy will result equally
disastrously to those retailers who are partiei-
pating in it.

Direct buying on the part of small firms is
equally damaging to the wholesaler and the
small buyer. The latter, from the retail charac-
ter of the orders he goes to place, cannot hope to
deal at fivst hands. He must necessarily pur-
chase at second hand, just the samo as if he

‘bought fiom the wholesale firm in Montreal,

and when he adds the expenses of his trip,
the payment for inland transport, insurance

.| premiums and customs dutics, to the prices he

has paid, in most cases he will find the cost
considerably higher {han that of the same
articles at wholesale in Montreal. Another
point i8 that in many cases the small buyer,
spurred on by emulalion, purchases fur too
freely or of a class of goods not sunitable for
this market. Hou lacks the experience and
wider runge of knowledge of the require-
ments of Cunadian trade possessed by regular
buyers who confine themselves solely to this
important branch, and consequently is led
into injudicious investments that result often

in a permanent shock to the solvency of the

firm he represcats.

The injury to the wholesaler is cqually
manifest. Not only does he lose the sale of
gobds purchased to meet the anticipated re-
quirements of those who are now obtaining
their supplies direct, but owing to the fact
that- these latter are compelled to reserve a
large portion of their available funds for the
cash payments insceparable from direct im-
porfation, he finds their payments to him
unsatisfactory und slow, and is compelled to
put up with n constant request for renewals,
It is often said that it is an ill wind that Llows
nobody good, but in the case we have referred
to it is cerlainly no oue on this side of the
Atlantic who reaps the benefit,  ‘The English
jobber is the only ome who nay be held (o
obtain a profit out of the practice and judging
from recent failnres, where the announcement
is made thut “the linbilities are due prineci-
pully to English houses,” we fear that even he
has not found all to be gold that glitters,

FLAX RAISING IN CANADA.
~On several previous occasions reference bag’
been mado to this subject and its importance
merits attontion from the furming juterest.
Flax of excellent quality has been grown in
every province of the Dominion, and has

been utilised to a consi_demble- extent in do-
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mestic manufuctures ever since the first settle-
ments,  1In 1881 thers were reported 2,836,338
I, of dregsed flax and 1,293,892 yards of
home made linen produced in Canada, of
which over 1,005,000 yards were made in
Quebec, 08,038 ynrds in Nova Scotin, 51,466
in New Brunswick, and 30,088 yards in Prince
Tidwaced tsland. In the Canadian Northwesb
three spectes of indigenous flax grows luxuri-
antly over a vast aren of country and might,
no doubly be utilized one duy to good advan-
tage in the manufactute of twines, ete., when
machinery was introduced to work up the
fibre.  ‘The true flax plant has been intro-
duced by the French-Canadian pioneers in
the reign of the Hudson Bay Co., 200 years
ago. 1t iy, however, only within the Inst
few years that n trus conception is  be-
ginning to be formed of the special suitability
of the Canudinn Northwest for finx~growing,
of the vast aren that could be brought under
crltivation and of the excellence of the fibre
for the purposes of the munufucturer, Plants
12 feot high have been raised there.  Flax
conld be grown not unly in lurge quantitics
in Cannda, but alse ab large profit, Outb of
100,000 tons of flax w-ud in UGreat Britain
Insb year over 83,000 were imported. Fng-
land  prodnced less whan 450 tons  sud
[reland less than 21,600 tons.  Thus Eng-
land  poid out  £3,200,0000 for her raw
materinl in flax st year.  From Russin
alone she bought flax valued at £2,083, 590,
This shows n great market in England, A
very luge trade might also be done in flax
seed for the munnfacture of linseed oil and oil
cake for feeding cattle. Eight ncres of land
would produce a ton of dressed fibre, of which
ithe nverage value would be £41, which would
give a total resull much better than wheat at
its present price in Manitobs and the North-
west,  There ave 260,000,000 neres of virgin
s0il in the Northwest that could thus be
trented with fn # tha wheat belt” alone, and
if one crop and no more were taken off cach
new fickl ag it was brought ficst under culti-
vation it would supply the factories of Bng-
“lund, Lreland and Svotland with fibre for 80
yeurs to come.  [b is important to remember
that while the demand for linen fabries is
well maintained, the lands of many of the old
flax growing countries nre showing sigus of
oxhnustion and the fibre is deteriorating in
quality.

Tux OxtaARI0 INVKSTMENT ABsociaTiON.—~The
report of Mr. Juwoll, auditor of the Ontario
Juvestment Association of London, Ont., has
been mado publie. [t estimates the assots to
be $1,835,218 and the linbilities $1,816,605,
leaving a balance estimated of $18,788. With
pyments due of stock, ete., not counted in
the above, the surplus would mmount to
$35,000. The report showed that loans had
been granted on their own stock of about
$860,000, $766,000 of which had been running
since 1882, These lonns were in some cnses
advanced on an estimnted premium of 30 per

cent, Mr. Jewell reported that the Loard of
directors had been systemaiically deceived by
fulse reports and cooked accounts. " In one
case $107,000 advanced on stock was trans-
ferred to Joans on mortgage. The losses on
loans on Manitoba property amounted $110,~
006, not counting $19,000 interest which had:
accrued. ‘The report stated that $56,000 had
been checked out to Cronyn and Greenless to
pay on lonus, and that such money had not
been go paid.  Beside this amount B. Gronyn
got from the associntion $76,713 which was
only partinlly secured, Charles Murray, the
lnte manuger, owed the association altogether
$116,373, which was only partially secured.
Mr. Jewell has been unable to go fully into
all Mr, Tuylor's transactions, but found that
he was connected in one wiy or another with
$389,000 drawn from the asgociation. = The
report concluded that such a course of decep-
tion could not have been pursued without
collusion on the part of others, and there was
no doubt but such collusion certainly existed.
On the conclusion of the report, Mr. Fitz-
gerald suid the Ontario Loan and Debenture
Asgocintion would take over the assets and
linbilities of the company, provided a guaran-
tee of $150,000 was given them, and that
unless this was done the English and Scotch
debenture holders would refuse to allow their
debentures to run any longer.

# Kexp Crosy to e HEN."—In recent issues
we have endeavored to dispel popular ignor-
ance with regard to the pouliry and egg
trade by giving statistics of the Lusiness in
this country and the United States, and it is
sufficient fo state here for this purpese that
the egg traflic with the States since 1870 has
resulted in a profit of $14,600,000 to the Cana-
dian farmer.  This year considerable quanti-
ties of eggs have been ghipped in consequence
of the high prices in lending American citics,
but packers have injured future custom by
forwarding o large quantity of held stock
which showed many defects, and which were
passed off s fresher than thoy really were,
Eggs should be marketed as soon after they
are gathered as lpossible, and i this
respect the words of a leading Montreal dealer,
hieading this paragraph, should be followed,
und they should also be observed in another
sense, thut of making the poultry industry an
imporbant adjunct of the farm. The temper-
ature required to keep stock is 36 to 40 de-
grees, and a sudden cold snap or heated term,
not easily guarded against in ordinary farm
establishments, soon affects tho quality, hence
the necessity of placing them in the hands of
the city denler, with his carefully reguiated
icehonse- ns speedily as possible. Western
shippers this year purchased largely in the
spring and early summer at high prices, ex-
pecting to sell them at an advance in July,
and when the improvement did not come
they still hold. Later on the stocks were
forwarded to New York, Boston and other
places, but t}m quality gave reasonable cause

fo* complaint, and heavy losses may be suff-
ered. Speculators, therefore, as well as farm-
crs, should heed the warning given above.

Tue grim reaper has been busy in our
midst during the past week, three prominent
citizens having passed away from among us.
By the death of the MHon. L. A. Senccal, we
lose a represeniative French-Onnadiun finan-
ciet, whose influence, both political and com-
mercial, was at one time so great as to gain
him the title of the *uncrowned king ” among
his compatriots. At the time of his desth
Mr. Senecal was o Senator, President of the
Richelicu & Ontario Navigation Company,
and o Communder of the Legion of Honor.
Mr. J. G. Bellbouse, of the firm of Bellhouse,
Dillon & Co., is another of Moutreal's citizens
whose loss will be felt keenly by o Inrge circle
of friends. His liberality to charitable insti-
tutions and to the deserving poor is worthy
of comment and by these his absence will be
much deplored. Mr. Willinm Craig Baynes,
B, A, the well known Bursar of McGill
College, is the third death recorded within
the past few days. My, Baynes had reached
the advanced age of 78 and for nearly thirty
years past has been connected with our
largest educational institution with whose
finances he has always been identified. His
death was almost a surprise to his friends as
in spite of his age he bad suffered no illness
that might have rendered his decease pro-
bable.

Barugy—If the views of a shipper wh
recently took a boat lond of Canadian barley
to Oswego are entitled to any weight, the
oxport trade with the United States will never
reach its former proportions. Tho reasons he
gives are thus summarized :—Years ago it
was o disgrace for a malister to be found
using Western barley, and during that period
Canadian barley was the only article in de-
mand ; but lately, since beer is not brewed to
keep for any length of time, but is always
drunk the sume season it is mads, the Western
barley does almost as well a5 Caundian, and
is used extensively, Just now barley is be-
ginning to pour in from the West, and the
market will be glutted as long a3 there is any
to come from that direction, for the western
fellows don't hold back 8 minute, but sell at
the proper time for whatever they can get.
The sample of barley this year is not so bad as
expected, but it is not up to that of Iast year.
Another feature in the market on the other
side of the line is that the maltstors over thero
understand one another pretty well, and can’t
be drawn into any competition. An extensive
grain dealer at Buffalo haswritten toa Whitby
man that 500,000 bughels of barley are en
route to Buffalo from the west at 62¢ and 65c.
He states that as long as barley can be got in
the west at these rates grain from Canada will
bo shut out of the markets. Dealers cannot
afford to pay all the attending expensea of

trausportation and sell barley at the‘prices a

mentioned.
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A Graiy Insuraner QuesTioN~—~In connec-
tion with the fire in the Montreal Warehous.
ing Company'sstore A on the 9th of August
last, a dispute arose between the fire offices
and & marine insurance company as to which
were to bear the foss on a quantity of grain
insured in both, The marine office contended
that they were nut linble only in so far a8 the
fire policies did not cover ‘the value as they
were prior to the murine policy which con-.
tains the fullowing clause : % Thatif the said
assured shall have mnde any other assurance
upon the premises aforesnid prisr in day
of dute to this policy thien the sald insurance
compuny shull be answernble only for somuch
as the amonnt of such prior assurance may Lo
deficient towards fully covering the premises
hereby assured.”  The five offices contended
that the gruin being specificially insured un~
der the marine pqlicy they were not linble for
the loss. The matter was compromised the

fire offices paying about two-thirds and the K

marine office one-third of the loss. It appears

_that the grain was also insured in travsit in g

Buffalo office and the companies here claim
that the policy as worded covers terminal

‘storeage here, the ginin being still on its way

to Europe. They will there make a claim on
the Buffalo Company. The amount involved
was about $15,000. '

Tug Tevwer Tax.—The Jocal government, it
is reported, has decided to colleet an in-
creased revenue from the timber limits by
other means than the raising of the dues from
$2@%5 a square mile. In the Journar of May
20th a well considered system of taxation on
logs according to their size and kinds and
their value for export purposes was mooted
and a large incrense in the ground rent
deprecated though we did not actually favor
any increase. In part, this plan Las been
followed. -The ground rent has been placed
at $3, instead of '$5, but this reduction is to
be made up by other changes. The system of
stumpage has been replaced by one of
mensurement ; a charge of $1.30 per thousand
feet (bonrd meusure) is imposed on pine, and
one of 65 cents per 1,000 fest (board measure)
on spruce. 1% i3 said that an increase of 20
per cent on actual revenue under these heads
will be thus assured, and will exceed in the
aggregate the increase the Government ex-
pected to tnise by raising the ground rents
from $2 to $5 per square mile. Another
important feature of the new policy is that
there is no engagement more than one year
at o time and the tariff is liable to be revoked
annually. ‘This is no doubt a blow at the
political power of the lumber kings,

Tuk bounus question has given rise to a
great denl of adverse criticism in Ontario and
thero are indications that the evils of the
gystem will soon be clearly apparent in this
Province, We learn that the St. Johns
council has pasged a by-law offering Mr. E.
Frank Moseley of St. Henri, a bonus of
$10,000 to establish his patent leather factory

at St Johns. The bonus is made payablé in
five annual instalments of $2,000 each, on the
‘condition that Mr. Moseley ‘employs a mini-
mum of 75 hands, pays ont $30,000 annually
in wages, renders to the council & yearly
statement as to these points, and operates the
fagtory for ten years. The News is informed

that if the tannery is established there the |

‘boot and shoe factory of Smardon & Co.,
iwill follow it, as they use very large quanti-
‘ties of Moseley's” leather. 1f the system is
icarried out to the full, as it is in Ontario,
iSherbrooke will offer Mr. Mosely an incrensed
‘bonus at the end.of the ten years, and after
moving about the country for a time the
“tannery will again seck the great natural and
.other advantages offered by Montreal. The
‘bonus system may eventually become an in-
.gredient in what the insurance men term the
«moral hazard.”

Tne Canadian dismond market has recently
been reviewed by the Belgian Consul on
bebalf of his government.
there is o market for diamonds of all kinds in
Cenade, and purchasers generally seem to
appreciate correctly enough the valve nnd
relative qualities of the stones offered by
dealers. Transactions attain an approximate
value of $200,000 to $300,000. It is clnimed
that many of the gems imported into Canada
free of duty, are smuggled into the United
States, where there is a duty on them of 10
per cent ad valorem. The Canadian denlers
obtain their. supplies from Europe. The
important market of New York does not
gseem to be patronized by them, in view of
the duty already mentioned, The custom of
the Montreal importers is to cross regularly to
Europe, and " especially to England and
France, to meke their purchases, They, how-
ever, prefer to to do business by way of
consignment, this system cnabling them to
choose their assortments at home, and above
all to dispose sometimes of stones which they
do not keep in stock in the absence of a
regular demand.

For some time past cfforts have been made
to organize o sugar refiners’ pool in the
United States. Prominent among the pre.
sent trade conditions favorable to a trust
formation is the proposed reduction of draw.
back upon refined sugars from 2 60-100 cents
to 2 40-100 cents, the practical effect of whicl
will be to render impossible the exporting of
refined sugars in competition with the mar-
kets of France, Russia and Germany, which
aro sustained by lavish Governmental boun-
tics. The N. Y. Bulletin says:—¢ Although
no information of a positively authentic char-
acter can - be secured, it is only fuir, in the
face of portentious signs furnished in the
sugar market by private conferences, visiting
representatives, secret and voluminous corre-

These are to be payable on
tho first of October, 1888, bearing intercst at
6 per cent, payable half-yenriy. Bouds have
been placed in the Imperial Bank of Canada,
where any persons wishing to purchase one or
more of themn ean do 8o at par on application.

I'ne spot supply of canned tomatoes has
been Jargely absorbed of late on Western ac-
count, and one city broker has taken up fully
15,000 cnses ab prices ranging from $1.15@
$1.35. In Western Canada tomatoes have
been searce this year, and packers are all sold
out; our locnl packers nre nlgo gaid to be
cleaned up.  As to supplies in the hands of
wholesale grocers there is o diversity of

The general mnnngur, Mr.- F. Wo]ferstan
'Thomas, then read the annual report of the
directors, which was as follows :—

GEexTLEMEN,—During our past financial year
u moderate and steady demand'for money has
prevailed, and we have experienced no difi-
culty in keeping the funds of the bank in use
at current rates. Though these were some-

what low, our gross earnings have been
slightly in excess of those of the preceding
year. A considerable sum has been required
to meet unexpected deficiencies arising from
the liquidation of some large accounts in ad-
dition to the ordinary appropriation for bad
and doubtful debts, which seem incvitable in
the discharge of a large volume of business;
hence your directors have been obliged to be
satisfied with the moderate increase of $75,000
to the rest, which now stands at $875,000,
being equal 'to 433 per cent upon the paid- up
capital of the bank., The business of the bank
is active, healthy und well-distributed, go that
whilst depression in any branch of trade
canuot fail to be injurious, only geueral and
widespread disaster would be likely to affect

‘seriously the earning ‘power -of the bank.
Since the resignation of our manager at Lon-

don, in May Iast, the position has been
temporunly filled by the inspector, Mr. Henton,
who has been confirmed in the management.
He is at present engaged in the inspection of
the Montreal branch, all other branches of the
bank bave been inspected once or oftener. We
again rofer with plensure to the efficiency, zeal
and exemplary conduct of the officers of the
bank.

and the management generally for giving us
such'a good report.

The President snid: I can only say that [
am gratified to hear such flattering remarks
from Mr., Crawford, as he hias opportunities of
coming frequently to the bank and sceing
how we do business, ‘The falling off in the
profits this year, as compared with last and pre-
vious years, avises from very serious losses that
we made in Western Canadn.  But they have
all been written off, and I am happy to say
that there is not a dollur of them ou the books
to-day. That will explain the apparent fall-
ing off in the profits, for, after all, it.is-only
apparently & falling offy a8 without taking

<our writing off into account our profits are

really greater than previous yenars. n, refer-.
ence to the vote of thanks, I may say that we
endeavor to do our duty as woll as posgible,
and I have to tender very sincere thanks both
on behalf of myself and the other directors for
this kind resolution. But I mayalso say that
our success is not go much due to the dircct-
ors a8 it ie to our gemernl munager and the
manager of the Montreal branch, as well as of
the other branches in the West and East, all
of whom are gentlemen upon whom we can
rely, and who have done very well indeed. [
hope that next year Mr. Crawford's fondest
hopes will b realized.

Mr. Crawford—You will gain by the ox.
perience you have had in making losses this
year,

The President—An angel could not have
prevented them.,

In answer to Mr. Crawford, the Prcmdont
said that the directors had ngrecd to recom-
mend Mr. Alex.

Mr. Morris
had a valuable account with the bank, and
was one of the rising young men in thm city.

Mr. Crawford—I congratulate the board on
the _]udlclous gelection they have made, |
think he is a very eligible candidate, Judging
from the success he has alrendy made in the
City council,and T am glad he has been se-
lected, Mr, Crawford then referred to the
resolution which he had movéd at the last
annual meeting suggesting to the incoming
directors the ndvmublllty of orgnnmng a
scheme to provide a peusion or retiring fund

After the firat ten days of the close season,
all rmlwnys and steamboat companies and
public carriers are forbidden to carry the
whole or nny part (except the skin) of any
moose, caribou or deer, without being author-
ined thereto by the Commlssloncr of Crown
Lands.
