The Increase is chietiy due ta agricultural products,
1,328,110 cwts,; ores and metals, 1,276,680 cwt.; coal 203,580
cwts. Imports of cattle decreased 68,770 cwts. The exports
were 1,865,827 cwls., against 1,463,927 ewts. last year, an increase
of 279 per cent.

This is somnewiat
below the total of the debentures of. the bondholders, which
amount ta £75,000. The new owners will continue to operate
the road, and make some improvements.

-TuE W aterbury Watch Co., lias reduced its daily output of
watches from 1,700 to 1,000. The large trade whicli had been
developed in Australia lias teen crippled by the drouglt and
heat, which had adversely affected the business interests of
Australia. In addition ta this, the Southi African trade lias been
damaged by the international complications, and the military
disturbance in Egypt is visibly affecting the watch trade in that
country.

-OUn Qwen Sound Ont., corresi ondent writos J. I. Notter
& Co., grocers, have again failed. A long time in business and
once ini fair circumstances. Failed about·three years ago, and
was out of business some time. Startad present business about a
year ago, but lias been handicapped by lack of capital. Liabili-
ties and assets smalil, the latter being hardly sufficient .ta pay
rent, and J. MeLauclhlitn & Sons, who hold a bill of sale.

-FIRE insurance companies are having an unpleasant time of
it ln Nova Scotia. An exchange points out that the preniums
paid for- fire insurance in that province this year, amount ta
$400,000. For the three and a half montihs that have gone, the
tire losses have aggregated $300,000. This statement la con-
firmed by Mr. C. D. Corey whlen lie says that the firq losses in
Nova Scotia, for less than one-third cf tis year, are already
seventy per cent.or the premiuns paid.

TOBACCO.
Advices from Amsterdam say the second inscription of 15,802

bales of the Sumatra crop took place on Wednesday. The bidding
was brisk, the prices higlier and the quality of the tobacco botter
than at the first inscription. Al the goods were of light welghts,
and many of light, greenish, unripe colora. American buyers
purchased about 1,000 bales, the lowest price paid being 240c,
and the highest 870c Dutcli. The next inscription will be held
on April 80th. in Cuba, owing to the unsettled state of the
country districts the farmers have for some time .been carryin-g
their stock into Havana to be sorted and packed there. A re.
cent letter from the islandhowever, says that the alcaldes or
mayors in the interior are trying to stop this development of the
situation, on account of the loss their sections are sustaining
through the labor expenditures for packing and sorting, boing
transferred to Havana. In New York, buyers are not too anxious
to pay the advanced prices, but neither are the holders of the
stock auxious to seli at any prices.

MANITOBA FARMER'S RECEIPTS.
An interesting estimate lias been prepared of the produce sold

by the 25,000 farmersof Manitoba during 1895, one which goes
far towards dispelling the " blue ruin" idea that certain politi-
clans are preaching. The 25,000 farmers received for their
produce $14,574,176, not a bad showing for a comparatively new
country, and cohsidering the low prices prevailing on almost ail
farm produce. It is estimated that of this $9,900,000 was re-
cólved for 27,000,000 bush. of wheat, leaving 8,000,000 bush. for
seed while ôats, barley, fiax and potatoes realized $2,000,000,
liberal provision having been made for seed and feed grains.
From cattle, hogs and sheep. consumed in Winnipeg and the
Province, and exported, $2,090,000 was received, while the other
items follow :-Poultry, $100,000; butter and cheese, $824,170;
eggs, $50,000; wool, $85,000, and hides $75,000. In addition to
the amount named above, there were 2,862 tons of fish exPorted,
valued at $210,000; 250,000 lbs. of Seneca root, $50,000; and $25,-
000 worth of furs. This gives an average of neárly $600 for
every farmer in Manitobai not- by any means a bad éhowing.

cent. af ter the lapse of the next 7 years, and in 20 years
more they are redeemable ah par. Thus the net return
fron these securities at the quotation noted is not more
tlian 22 shillings per cent. per annumn. The reniark-
able rise in Consols f rom 94¾, the year after the Bar-
ings' collapse, in 1891, to the present price is generally
an index to the credit of the Empire. lu au article in
the April numberof the Nintcen ti Century(republished
by The Leonard-Scott Publication Co., New York), it
is pointed out that theanount of tliese securities,£522,-
000,000, forms a stock from which the element of risk
is removed as far as human agency can do so, and
their price and their yield are generally assumed to af-
ford a fair criterion of the .minimum net loan-value of
capital. The writer, Mr. S. F. Van Oss, has under-
taken to explain away the "absurd ideas" that prevail
concerning this great national stock. Notwithstand-
ingtlie fact that its present high price gives general
satisfaction, he says that il bas its grave sides, and hlat
itteaches important lessons, the development being in-
lluenced by a variety of complex conditions.

The timidity on the part of investors, engendered by
the collapse of the Barings in 1890, and increased by
the silver crisis in the United States and the banking
troubles in Australia, drove a great muany persous to
the other extreine, and to such an extent, that
there were but four or five securities in all Europe
which people felt they were perfectly safe in holding.
The investment classes lost courage owing to the
losses in Australian banks, American railways, Argen-
tina tramways and othser schemes, and the stream of
British capital, except for a few specially favored
countries, such as Canada, "ceased to follow its Cns-
tonmary channels and was by distrust damned up near
its source." The foreign debtors of the .people of
Great Britaini have to send such heavy remnittances by
wvay of interest, and the country itself produces so
muchs surplus wealth, that the capital available for in-
vestuient is constantly increasing, and thus in the face
of the reduced outflow, "the store soon proved too
great for the reservoir."' The glut of capital thus made
available for investment bas by degrees become quité
embarrassing. Money"is very cheap; the yield from
capital has fallen to an extraordinary degree, and the
prices of choice investments have. consequently run up
to abnormal points.

Returns from lomie investuients, such as Consols, lead
the investor once more to turn to foreigu countries for
some equitable returni for his noney. The influences
surrounding this condition of affairs in England bave
had an extraordinary effect upon British. railway and

bank stocks and industrial securities generally, and
tiese have consequently been also driven up towards a
price where they are no longer profitable to the or-
dinary investor. But what were people to do P Banks
vith more money than they could iind employment for

gave little or nothing for deposits; and Consols, as Mr.
Van Oss points out, vere resorted to as investnents;
but it was only for temporary purposes. People put
mnoney into them for the time being at about 2 per
cent, as nany of our own people maintain deposits in
our Canadian banks at 3 pier cent, in order to " prevent
it from being absolutely sterile," while they were wait-
ing for a-change in the business situation ah home and
abroad, and this naturally contributed to an appreci-
ation of the stock. But people are becoming vearied
of such low returns; confidence is returning, and they
are again looking beyond tleir own neighborhood for
investinents tbat may bring them sonie adequate re-
turn and enable thein to inaintain their usual mode of
living. Thus the rush for Conisols that bas been going
on for the last few years, and which went on at an ac-
celerated pace until quite recently, lias been checked,
and owners are again selling, tempted also somewbat,
doubtless, by the high prices to. which they have at-
tained.

Capital, however, is growing cheaper. The rapidly
increasing production of wealth under the new indus-
trial cbnditions of the last decade or two the world
over, is altering the proportion between the supply of
capital and the demand therefor. The influence of
supply and demand is being feIt by the vendor vho is
" compelled to concedeever lower terns to the liorrow-
er, and unless we witness a wholesale * destruction of
wealth by war or 'other calamity" the returns from
capital must continue to shrink. Tiis sbrinking, as
Mr. Van Oss points out, is occasionally check'ed by
"booms," but a"t other periods it seemus to move ivith
increasing velocity, as witnessed for a few years after
the collapse of the Barings.' This is seen in the fre-
quent efforts ho .convert Governiment debta 'at lower
rates of interest. " The gradual decrease in the net re-
turns of good investmnerits, if haken over long periods"
is aniotlier example. , In ten years the net yield of all

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first-class stocks lias declined about one-half per cent;
nortgages and cheaper lieuses and land yield less to

their ownivers; and Consols, naturally, and other high
class securitics, yield less and cost more under the in-
fluence of the growing abundance of capital.

The cheapness of imoney, as distinct froni capital,
forms the text of Thirdly, in Mr. Van Oss's essay.
Everybody, as lie says, knows that there is a " glut" in
the noney market, so-called. " Coin and credit are ac-
cumulating in banks. The Bank of England bas now
a stock of coin and bullion of 49 millions of pounds
against 22½ million pounds ten- years ago. Its reserve
exceeds 40 inillipn pounds as compared vith 14 million

pouinds in March, 1886. The bank rate lias been at 2
per cent for over two years, a -thing vhich lias never
happencd before. Call mnoney is readily lent at the low
rate of one quarter or one-ialf per cent per atnuin, if
it eau bu got rid of at all, and bills are frequently dis-
cotntei at *I per cent per aunani, or less. This natur-
ally favorsoperations in Conîsols." A person, as the
essayist points ont, with £10,000 capital may purchase
£100,000 nominal Consols which will cqst him £110,-
000. le has to borrow £1.00,000 on this, for which he
bas to pay one per cent per anntun if he borrows Fall
noncy. De therefore pays £1,000 interest, his Con-
sols yield himn £2,750, and be makes with bis £10,000.a
net profit of £1,750, or l'1l per cent. T'his, how'ever,
is speculation and involves risk; but the chances latter-
ly have been as good for a rise as for depreciation.
This kind of speculation lias its influence also upon
the rise in Consols. We have already pointed out in
tlese columns the advantages wiich our own people
enjoy ii the steady rate of discounts froi our own
banks, and we will not further refer to it here.

The diminî ution in the supply of Consols outstanding
is also treated by Mr. Van Oss as an outcome of the
operation of the Sinking-Fund in England. In 1885
the debt of the United .Kingdomn vas 750 million
potinds; it present it is doiwn to 600 million pounis,
showing a rate of redleiption of £9,000,000 per annum
during the last 10 years. The interest saved on the
redeemed portion being added to the funds provided by
siaking-fuids and surpluses, it follows that redemp-
tion takes place at a constantly accelerated pace and
"as the debt is paid off by purchases in the mnarket-and
net by drawinñs ut a fixed price, it is clear that as the
suipply grows sialler the price must go higher." Thus
the National debt is being redeemed by the Goveri-
mient at a premilum of 10 per cent. The influence of
Mr. Goscien's great Conversion Scheme, by which de-
positors in the Post Office savings banks -may beconie
owners of Governmiîent stock, and the extension of
the linit of dieposits in these banks was quite
noticeable also. A iew and constant deuand for Con-
sols -was created, and this is probably one of the imost
potent causes of the risc. The natio.n is with one liantd
bidding for Consols and raising their price, while with
the other it pays themu off with a constantly rising
premnînni, or practically creating a " corner' in these
securities. Il 1885 the varionus Government depart-
ments lield £178,500,000 National debt, or less than one-
fourth ; now teiy hold 215,000,000 out of the present
umeuount, or about one-thi-d; and Mr. Van Oss says the
proportion is likly to increase. The small purchasersues
bhîut it pays hii bpetter to purchase Console from the sav-

ings banks when they give 2½.per cent., than through a
stock brolker wbere their net yield is only 2 -1-10, and
this doubtless explains the rapid rate at which the de-
posits in the Post .ffice savings banks are increasing
lately ; an.d he asks how can the Post. Office pay 2î in
money which it can only place at 22s per cent.

The essayist very cleverly deals with the anomolous
condition which the.Post-Offiòe savings banks in Eng-
land have developed in their dealings with the public,
as pointed ont above, and he believes that the depart-
ment vill soon be confronted with other difficulties
arising fron the rise in Consols. It has manufactured,
lie says, a litige paper."surplus," whiclh exists solely
because the value of Consols has been taken at the
.price of theclay. These principles he terms a sham, a
"cornered" comniodity. Let there be, he says, a war
scare or anything to cause a run upon the Post-Offiee
savings banks, and their £500,000 cash, (a reserve of
one-half per cent.) vould not go far towards provid-
ing for their 100 millions of pounds of liabilities. Ii
such an event, the Post-Office would bu forced to sellits
Consols just when everybody else was selling them.
1eu points out that fhese savings banks are conducted.
at an annual loss, owing to the wrong princi ples under-
lying their system of book-keeping, and the Britisli
tax-payer is, without sutspecting it, gradiually incurring
a heavy liability; siiply the point is, that the Post-
Office savings banks in Great Britain pay 2½ per cent.
minus expenses. In concluding his article Mr. Van
Oss believes it possible that Lombard Street will before
long witness the realization of its present expectation
by seeing Consols quoted at 120, and this, lie points
out, will deeply intenlsity thè difficulty in the position
of the Savings Bank Department there.

In Canada we can have but a remote interest in his
recommendations concerning the National debt of tie
Empire, but the essay vhich we have endeavored to
substantially reproduce and comment tipon currently
wiili not be wanting in lessons for our own people.
According as the securities of any country increase in
value and its credit improves, the lower miust be the
rate of interest, and shareholders in our own banks
may deen theinselves fortunate if they continue to re-
ceive-such dividends as they have for so many years
enjoyed.

AD ULTERATION.
l'ollowing closely upon similar-steps taken by other

nations, the British Governiment are taking steps for
the protection of the consumer from adultlerated frauds
that are being palied off under the guise of food stuffspr
The Hlouse of Commonis recently appointed a committee
ta enquire into the adulteration of food and formulate
a scheme for its prevention. This committee, it is now.
announced, have agreed upon a report which is ex-

pected to cause much stir in the trading world. The
majority propose the appointmient of a Government
Board of Chemists, to establish and maintain a stan-
dard of purity for articles of food, home raised and im-
ported, and also that adulterators pn the second con-
viction wfill be.sent to prison as in- ancient days. Cer-
tain parts of the report are directed against Anierican
food stuffs, including lard, and customs officers- ivill
be authorised to take samples at the port of entry.
Thbe British dairy interest also persuaded tiie coin mittee



a very long period. The demand is a commercial one,
not for stock or other speculative purposes. Indeed
the pressure on the banks has been so continuous as ta
cause them to put a restriction upon loaning on colla-
terals. Whether arising fron want of confidenceor a
tigltnessfron other causes in the States,there bas been
a demand for loans in thisCity made directly by woald-
be borrowers from aeross the line. One of these per-
sons, whose requirement is said to have been over $50,-
000, expressed nucli surprise at the proposal lie made
not being snapped at as quickly as a fish darts at a fly.
He learnt that Canadian bankers prefer to take some
tue for considering loans, a policy which, in the long
run, is the best for both parties.

The increase of cireulation during March vas $1,-
970,000, whieh is out of the ordinary course. The de-
eline in deposits payable on demand by $7,578,000 since
Ist January is very large. Thèse who regard the ex-
teusion of deposits-as a sign of. growing poverty in a
couatry will be delighted to see so heavy a reduction
made in this item, especially when even the more per-
inaient ones payable after notice were pulled down
81,441,000 last month. In this connection we note
that the British Chancellor of the Exchequer quoted
the growth of deposits in 1895 as a prook and sign of
the increasing prosperity of the people. While these
credit balances were-reduced in March by $545,000, the
discounts were increased $4,120,000. This is a striking
evilence-of the activity of the demand for moncy,
for, as a general rule, when discounts rise considerably
they'increase the deposits on demand.

lu March however the increased discounts of $4,120,-
000 were all drawn out, and in addition the sam of
$545,000 vas taken from. the credit accouants. Since
Jaîuttry 1st, the current loans have gonefrom $202,-
188,000 to $211,604,000, an increase of $9,4î16,000 in
three months. The increase <o current loans at this
season is in accordance with the usual movement,
thougli larger this year thai usual, the advance béing
seldot even as high as half what has takenplace since
Jaunuary.

wh ich was, however, soon discovered to be too confined
to hold themn all, and on the invitation of the Premier,
Sir Mackenzie Bowell, they proceeded to the Senate
Chambner. The Premier occupied the speaker's chair,
and had on bis riglt, Sir Charles Tupper, Hon. J. A.
Ouimet, Sir Adolphe Caron, Hon. J. A. Desjardins and
lon. J. J. Kenny, vhile on his left were Hon. Mr.
[vas, Hion. Col. Prior, Rion. Mr. Daly, and Hon. Mr.
Woods. . The Mayor, with sone of his attendants, sat
near the dais and pronpted the Chairmnan from time to
time. lon. Mr. Desjardins the Minister of Militia, in-
troduced the deputation and spoke of its representa-
tive character and the importance ofi holding a grand
International Exhibition in Montreal such as that re-
ferred to. His words were practical, as became one who
bad still about hicn the atmospiere of the banking
board-roon, and lie believed that Monutreal as the met-
ropolitan city of the Dominion was the proper place to
begin such an enterprise in Canada.

The Mayor then in a few appropriate words read a
mueiorial expressing the views held concerning 'the

proposed exhibition which had been mnatured at the
meetings in Montreal. In support of the mue-
inorial lie said tiat no one would deny that
the holding of an International Exhibition under
favorable auspices was desirable. Otier colonies
lad iad exhibitions which lad made thenm known end
contributed to their development. There was no reason
why Canada should not hold an exhibition with equal
success. We had a great country, capable of very
large developmem nt, withl enornious resources, whicli
only needel capital and labor to make then produc-
tive. We had expended millions of dollars in develop-
ing our resources, and very properly so, too. Our
railways, extending fron the Atlantie to the Pacific,
w'ere a credit to the country and to those who under-
ook their developisent, and we iad ocean steaners

connecting he Eastern with the Western liemisphere.
There was no botter way of bringing people here than.
to have a Canadian International Eixhibition, in which
eacli province would vie withl tie others in displaying
its niatural resources and its industrial developmiient.
Canada had been represented abroad as a country of
ice and snow like Russia, and the only way was to
bring people here and let then see for themselves
what the country was like. The exhibition would give
emuployiont to our artisans and develop our industries

generally. It was no faike. If the Dominion Goveru-
mont wouild contribute $500,000, a likte aniount would
be subscribed by the citizens ofi Montreal.and others.
This .was entirely separate froi the stock, and any pro-
lit that inigit arise would be at the disposition of
those wvho contributed their ioney, in proportion to
their contribution. They wanted the Goveriieit to
taite a hand, not only by-·way of financial assistance,
but also in the management of the exhibition. People
would be surprised w'hen they kniew the enthusiasm,
and the heartfelt symîpatliy with whicl this project
was regarded in iMontreal and througlout the Province
of Quobec, anîid lhere wa's no reason why il should not
be carried to a successful issue, but if the Dominion
Goveriment would not coie to thleir aid, it was no use
going to foreign couitries and asking tlem to do this

and that. They wanted to have an exhibition which
vould be a credit to the Dominion and of gréat value
to it, and he trusted .that they would bave the sym-
pathy and the snbstantial aid of the Dominion Govern-
in the enterprise.

The .views of the City Council were ably presented by
Aldermen Prefontaine and Beausoleil. They said that
the body which they presented was prepared to devote
a large sum of money out of the City Treasury to aid
in holding the International Exhibition. There was
no doubt the Exposition would prove of great
benefit to trade generally, both wholesale,and retail, es-
pecially as it would be chiefly a cash business it would
tend also to open up trade relatious with foreign coun-
tries, much as the Philadelphia Exposition of 1876 ac-
complished for that city in the United States. Mr.
Contant, as representing the Chanber of Commerce of
Montreal, expressed the views of that important body.
The proposal was also supported by Mayor Borthwick
of Ottawa, and lie promised that it would have the
heartiest co-operation and support of the citizens of
the Capital. A similar promise was made by the Mayor
of Three Rivers, whose district, he said, was unani-
mously in favor of the undértaking. Mr. William
Keys, as represonting the Knights of Labor, spoke in a
clear voice in favor of the project and the benefit which
it would be sure to confer upon large numbers of vork-
men wlo else in such quiet times would be deprived of
Semployment. le urged strongly tbat the Government-
grant the support requested. Hon. Mr. Kenny of
Halifax, in his courtly style, supported the undertak-
ing. Hie believed that the Exposition would confer
great benefits upon the country at large, and that the
city of Montreal was the best place in which it could
be ,held. As he looked to Ottawa for political inspira-
tion so lie looked to Montreal for commercial inspira-
tion. The enterprise was national, one whieh the
Government should encourage in every way. Mr.
Richard White spoke briefly in favor of the enterprise.
Money spent in this way, even- where the im-
mediate beiefit of it was not always seen, was
not spent in vain. Mr. J. X. Perrault, as an old
canpaigner in expositions. spoke at some length upon
the subject. By comparison Canada had accomplished
more during the last 30 years in proportion to its
population than lhad been accomplished by the United
States, especially in the development of greathighways
and indeed in every branch of industry and learning.
He gave credit to the Governient now in power for
much of the progress of the country, and lie believed
that it had no botter opportunity of showing what lad
beei the result of its policy than by encouraging this
great Exposition ; that even if it cost a million of dol-
lars it vould be worth the Government's while to have
a satisfactory demonstration of the fact. Mr. Lari-
viere of Manitoba, an old Montrealer, spoke as repre-
senting the Northwest, being Memnber of Provencier.
le lioped that in supporting this claim for Moitreal,
lie would be- more successfùl than he lad been in sup-
porting one in the other fouse, and that lie would inot
ineet with so imucli obstruction. Mr. Alfred Perry
spoke also in support of the memuorial and request of
the delegatiôn, and hoped tint the Government would
" have pluck enougli to put the mopney doin." lon.
Mr. Leblanc, Speaker of the Quebec Legislative As-
seimbly, voieed tbe bpinions of the people of that city,



and hoped that the Governiment would'encourage it by
every ineans in their power.

The Mayor again explained that the Province of

Quebec liad promised to give at least $50,000 and per-
haps $100,000 towards the enterprise. The Finance
Cominittee of the city of Montreal had recommended a
grant of $100,000, and the railway and steamship lines

would also contribute. It only remained for the Go,;-

ernumîent 'to come fdrward to make the enterprise a
grand success.

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell -complimented at some
lengtl the influential delegation which had cal.led upon
them from Montreal, but they did not differ in otlier
respects from deputations which come to Ottawa to
ask the Government for money. In this they all were
equally unanimous. He referred to the appropriate-
ness of the time fixed for holding the Exposition as
being the anniversary of the discovery of North
A merica by Chabot, and it would also be the 60th year
of Her Majesty's reign. There w'as, however, a diffi-
culty in the way. Steps had been taken in the city of
Toronto to something akin to that which the people of
Montrea vere proposing, and it would be next to im-

possible to nake both an unequalified success. He
1opedl tIat the representatives of the two great cities
of tie Dominion would arrive at some mutual under-
standing. Wlhile not committing himself to any

promise, he said that if the scheme were laid before the
Goverunent in such a way as to show there'
would le no division between east and vest, they would
at least do something to hîelp the enterprise. He
dwelt upon the assistance which nearly every pro-
ject lad met with from the Governient during the

- last 30*years as far as their revenue would permit, and
while their tim e may probably .be short, it was likely
that whatever party ruled the destinies of the Domîin-
inion, would consider it their duty to help to open up
and develop the resources of their country and help to
extend their trade.

Sir Cbarles Tupper also welcomed the delegation and
spolie at sonie length in favor of the Exposition, its
probable service ta the country and the influences it
would have in educating the people to the advantages
offered by Canada to emigrants who could command a
little capital and more industry. The whole Dominion
must benefit by such àn Exposition and ho believed
that the project as explained by the delegation was
worthy of the-hearty support of the Governinent and
of everyone interested in the progress andprosperity of
the country. It would bave the efect als'o of knitting
more closely people from the different sections of our
vast Dominion. He concluded by saying the deputa-
tion iight rely upon the heartiest sympathy and co-
operation of the Goverument in carrying this under-
taking to a successful issue. The people of Toronto
proposed to hold a Dominion Agricultural Exhibition
which would not occupy more than a few weeks, while
tlat in Montreal would last for montlis, and thera vas
no reason, why the one should greatly interfere with
the other. Those who visited the one would visit the
other.

Hon. Mr. Ouimet fully sympathised with the object
Of thedeputation. The proposai that the Government
shîould go partners with the promoters of the Exhibition
in Montreal ivas business-like,3 and as it was true that
the Dominion at large must be benefitted commercially

as well as otherwise, lie thoughfit a fair proposai. As
a citizen of Montreal ienaturally took adeep interest in
ail that tended to promote its welfare,.and as a Minister
lie hoped his oath of office would not stand in the way of
his coming to the conclusion that thë enterprise was
for the best interests of Canada at large.

In conclusion the Mayor said lie was pleased to learn
that the eity of Toronto -intended to hold a Dominion
Agricultural Exhibition in 1897. It could not by auy
means interfere with the International Exhibition
which. was proposed to be held in Montreal the same
year. Both would prove of mutual assistance. The
visit of the British Association was rather an argu-
ment in favor of holding the Exhibition in Montreal
next year. It would be well, perhaps, to take advan-
tage of the very extensive advertising vhich had already
been given to the recently proposed Exhibition, and he
believed it would be a mistake to postpoue it beyond
1897. He hoped a grand International Exhibition
would be held tliat year soinewhbere in Canada, and he
strongly urged the claims -of Montreal.-Rere the
Mayor lowered his voice and begged of Sir Mackenzie
Bowell to excuse him for what he was about to say if it
appeared to be somewhat bold or ont of place.-While
returning thanks to the Ministers for the kindness vith
which the delegation liad been reëeived, and for the gên-
eral sympathy which had been expressed for the enter-
prise, lie begged to say to bini-" Damn your sympathy;
it's your money we want !" The laughter and ap-
plause with which this sally was greeted having sub-
sided, the Mayor hastened to explain that the words
ivere not his; they were used on a former occasion by
no less a person than the late Hon. John Sanfield Mac-
donald. The meeting adjourned after singing God.
Save the Queen, and cheers lad been given for the
Premier and the Mayor. lu the course of the return
trip to Montreal, after justice had been done to .the
yiands prepared on board the dining-car of the Cana-
dian Pacifie, a few gentlemen gathered in the parlor-
car and organized a little meeting in which a series of
addresses were made referring to the object they had
in visiting Ottawa, to the manner in which they were
received and the prospects of final success, soine being
of opinion, among then the Mayor hiniself, that the
Government would come to their assistance as request-
ed, and others convinced that the competition of To.
ronto in the inatter would have the effect that neither
will obtain any support. Addresses were made by.
Alderman Penny, Beausoleil, Connaugh ton, and Pre-
fontaine, by Messrs. John Torrance, Stanley Bagg, D.
R. MeCord, M. S. Foley, David Burke, B. Ial-Brown
and others, at the close of which three hearty cheers
were given to the Mayor and a vote of thanks passed to
the railway companies for the courtesy e.xtended to the
delegation. Mr. J. H. Jacob, the energetic secretary
of the 'local Conservatiye Clubs, lias since returned
.fron a visit to Ottawa. From what we can gather, lie
received an assurance by the Government that the
amount asked by the Montreal' delegation would be
granted by an Order-in-Council. The Government,
hoWever, wants the Dames of the commnittee whicl will
handle the funds, submitted to it for approval.

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ANOTI-ERIL VIEW OF INSOLVENT ESTATES.
Whenever the property owned by a trader vbo is no

longer able to keep on paying his creditors one hun-
dred cents on the dollar, is placed on the market
eithjer to be sold by retail or en bloc, there is an illus-
tration of the economic law that, the realizable value
of goods is regulated by the demand for them. With
very rare exceptions traders are compelled to go into
insolvency because they are unable. to maintain the
volume of business which is necessary to keep up a
supply of funds to incet their current engagements, in
other words they are holding stocks which are unsale-
able at aliving profit. If the demand were so active that
all the goods made in our factories or inported found
ready sale on mercantile terms, leaving a margin be-
Lween costand selling value to cover the expenses of
handling and leave enougli to main tain the vendor and
his fanily, there would bevery few insolvents. Insol-
v'ency under such conditions would be criminal for it
could only arise fron a wilful waste of money belong-
ing to creditors. This is not the case, so we have the
present condition of business, which leads to the pro-
duction, and the importation, and stocking of far more
goods than are required to meet the normal demand,
whieb depends upon the buying capacity of purchasers.
Ience there arises all mianner of devices to stimulate
tlie demand by reducing prices so as to bring the cost
of goods down to the level requisite to meet the buy-
ing capacities of possible purchasers. Thus wve have

bargain days," " sacrifice sales," bonuses to buyers,
and other modes of bringing the cost of goods nearer
to the mans of the customers. The general effect of
this is, a transference of a large amount of the mer-
cantile value of property from the holders of goods for
sale to consumers, which values increase their mone-
tary reso.urces to some extent, and so enable them to
expend more than they otherwise could iii other out-
lays. If, for instance, a lady sallies ont with a $20
note to spend in certain dry goods, and she strikes a
bargain sale where she secures thrn for $15, there is
alnost a certainty she will expend the balance of $5 in
oLlier goods she would not have bouglt had ber dry
goods absorbed the $20. Thus the effeet of- reducing
the cost of one class of articles is to release a certain
amount of money for distribution in buying another
class. Tb buyers in such. cases enjoy a larger amoumit
of goods for consumption because of low prices, but
the resuit to the traders in many cases is to leave them
wilth profits inadequate to meet the necessities of business.
Store-keepers who have large èapital and great en-
terprise finding ithe demand -for cheap goods so great
arrange to met it by otiering large stocks of a varied
class, fron drygoods to groceries, tinware, and even
butchers' meat, at prices so low as to teipt purehasers
to couie from all over a city and even to flock in frrom1
the country. Their receipts are very large, the bulk of it.
in cash, much of vlich, but for the bargains they offer,
would.have bean spent in smialler stores. The aggre-
gate profits on these large sales -is no more than it
would have been on a much smaller volume of sales
distributed amongst a nunber of smnall retailers. But
the concentration of business in one store, wvhere all
the net profits go to one proprietor, enables hini to sell

goods on a smaller margin of profit than a smaller
trader could live upon. The 'public then, as a body,
benefits by these sacrifices of profits at bargain coun-

ters, as they thereby get pore goods for their money,
but the effect is to depres prices all alông the line of

retail trade, and the presstire being too heavy for sème,
they are forced into insolrCncy.

In some c cases an insolvent estate is a sign of the
'survival of the fittest" going on, as traders unfit for

store-keeping are crowdid out, and some one more

capable is enabled by getting a bankrupt stock it a

bargain to commence business, and prove his fitness by
conducting it successfullY. It is idle to inquire
whether this is good for the country or not. The ten-

dency .of the age is towayds centralisation, and while

this is going on the merenuminber of insolvent retailers
affords no criterion as to the state of business. They
are to a large extent the victims of a movement which,
apart from them, is advaîstiageous to the great body of
consumers, as the very Jarge supplies of goods now

available, and the econoinie methods of distribution

which have corne into vogue, have increased the pur-
chasing power of money.

BRANTFOR)'S FINANCES.

One of the most progressive, aiùd at the sane time
financially sound of our Canadian cities is Brantfbrd,
Ont. The recently issued statement of the nànnicipal
corporation confirms this and gives some very interest-

ing statistices. For instance, the receipts from all

sources amouhted to $1,74,813.98, including $122,521
from taxes. The total expenditure, was, as is not

always the case with thriving municipalities, well
within the income, amounting to $172,972, leaving a
balance on hand of over $1,841. The details of.expen-
diture contain some verY significant figures, such as

$26,903 for public schools, $6,000 for the Collegiate
Institute, and $1,334 for se'parate schools. The City is
well to the fore with îiprovements, and is not in anîy
way backward in paying for them. The payments in-
clude $29,162 for the Debiture debt interest and $6,143
for interest on Local Improvement Debt. Over $20,500
was added last year to tie sinking funds and the re-

marks of the auditors in this connectioi vill bear repe-
tition. Theysaid :- We direct your attention to the

very satisfactory condition of the sinking fund, in the

fact that it is fully up to the anount'required and is

safely and profitably ingsted." The total assets of the
municipality are given pt $940,349 and the liabilities
including the debenture debts, $833,104, a very favor-
able-showing." A featute of interest in the report re-

fers to the Brantford Public Library. The total re
ceipts were $3,081 includian a municipal grant of
$2,200, while the total expenditure, including $1,290
for books was $2,774, leving a balance on hand of
$307.

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CANADIAN BUTTER-• EXPORTS.
The ollicial statisties of the experts of butter fron Don

mark in 1895, recorded by the Copenbagen Chamber of Com-
merce, show that the total amount sent te forèign markets
was 129,690.000 lbs.; almost oxactly the quantity exported
during the provious year. The total exports to Great Brit-
ain are given as 126,5Ô0,000 lbs., of which moei than 110,-
000,000 lbs. was the produce of Danish farns. These figures
do net quite agree witli the British Board of Trade re-
turns, which give the imports of butter last year from Den-
mark as 129,830,240 lbs. against 123,478,816 lbs. in 1894.
Whiohever figures are correct, it is ovident that Canada bas
lier work cut out to overtake Denmark in the export butter,
trade. Still, witl the governnent assistance that exporters
are receiving and the improved cold storage facilities, there
is ne reason, why she should not secure at any rate a large
portion of the trade that now goes to Denmark. The ap-
pended figures, however, are somewhat discouraging, show-
ing that Canada is now at the bottom of the list of specified
countries, whereas a year ago, she was above the United
States.

Froin these figures we: ee that while the export of Ameri-
can butter to G reat Britain incroased more than 2ý times,
shipments of Canadian butter actually fell off nearly 25 per
cent. One of the reasons of this has been a revoit in Enc
land against the old fashioned butter tub. As the London
Canadian Gaze/c points out, merchants, ee after another
have objected to the tub with its waste and uncomely look,
and have velcomed tlie boxes in which the creamery butter
is now shipped. All the Australian and New Zealand but-
ter arrives in 56 lb. square boxes but some Canadian ship-
pers still use the old tub. One West of England fira said :
" that.Canadian butier all around would realize from 1 to 2
cents more per pound packed in boxes." This statement was
mado after enquiries covering the past twoyears. A similar
revolt has been noted agamst inforior butter, even though
selling at cleap prices. Tho general tone of merchants is
that Canadian butter is distinctly inproving but is still be-
hind Danish, Australian or the best French butter. One re-
port from Bristol saysi: The principal faults are either, the
butter is too sait, or there is too inuch muoisture left in, and
the butter las not beon shipped soon enougli and consequent-
ly gets stale. Canadian butter makers must find some
means to get rid of the large amount of whey that still re.
mains in the butter, as it goes sour and the flavor of the
butter is thereby spoilt. A London house 'says :-" Make
the butter milder, tLat is with less salt, and it will suit the
London uarkot admirably." These are all good peints te
remueiber, and should àtiiulate Canadian butter makers to
greater efforts te ieet the wishes of their patrons. A mar-
ket that consumes over $14,000,000 worth of butter in a
year, is surely worth cultivating.

LA BANQUE NATIONALE.
Mr. G. Crebassa lias resigned his position as general manager

of La Banque Nationale in Quebec, owing to prolonged illiness.

The management, directors and shareholders are te
be congraitiliated on this evidence of returning prosperity.

DRIED FRUIT.
Although not a greàt amount of business is being done in

dried fruit, locally, stocks are not heavy and prices are firn.
A report from Denia says. vith regard'to the crop of Valen-
cias : Prior to the opening pf the seasoi, reports were re-
ceived fron various villages to the effeet that the crop would
be much shorter than last year. This lias turned out to be
correct. The severe storins •exactly at the period when a
great portion of the crop lay in the drying grounds, resulted
in considerable. damage, causing a further reduction in
the total production and consequently only 22,875 tons have
been shipped 'as against 32,594 in the previous year. Prices-
opened nominally at $4, but only lasted a day or so, when
they feul to $3, and later to $3. The market was fairly
-well sustained at this price until October when $2.50 was
touched, when a fair quantity was shipped. Afterward
the demand continued moderate and thé last of a short crop,
bas been gradually disposed of at $8. In ewts. the total
shipments were 450,000, of which Canada received 27,889
cwts. direct, and the United States 30,954 cwts. The total
quantities of Valencia raisins exported from Denia 'during
the past ten years were, in eits.:-1885, 415,028; 1886, 660,-
609 ; '1887, 704,621; 1888, 579,001 : 1889, 567,466 ; 1890,
867,006; 1891, 685,421; 1392, 591,881 ; 1893, 496,684; 1894,
651,881; 1895, 450,000. California fruits are very firnly
lield, on account of frost news. One 'New York merchant
received a telegram to advance two crown loose raisins te 3e
and hold prunes subject to confirmation, as the crop of both
grapes and prunes would be reduced 75 per cent. by the
freeze of the last few days. Another message said :-Put
raisins in cold storage ; seven-eighths of grape vines frozen
stiff. There will be comparatively no layers. Few raisins
before October shipment. These advices are always more
or less exaggerated, but local holders are of the opinion that
soma damnage has been donc, and consequently anticipate
higlher prices.

LOBSTER FISHING.

St. John's NId. advices say .- Preparations are now general
ail around the coasts *for lobster fishing. A Sackville paper
says: "The Portland Packing Company is making extensive
preparations for this season's lobster fishing. The company em-
ploy at Cadman's Corner during the spring and summer m.nths
from forty to fifty persons. Williem Farquharson, the manager
of the business at that place, has arrived and has a number 'f
men at work on the gear and repairing the old factory. The
headquarters of the company are at Cape Tormentine and dur-
ing the winter they manufacture cans and other supplies which
are shipped to varions parts on the coast and to Nova Scotia.
Mr. Farquharson bas a number of teams trucking supplies ta
the factory from Cape Tormentine. W. C. Trenholm, of Port
Elgin, has about 2,000 cases of cans ready for shipment ta his
lobster factories. Ie expects ta make about 1,500 cases more.
The lobster packers along the coast, says a Richibucto corre-
spondent, are making preparations for next season's catch, and
llenry O'Leary, who Ibuys .the fish from over thirty factories,
will give $1 more a case than last summer.

TORONTO HORSE SHOW.
The Toronto horse show, which was opened by the Governor-

General, for which such extensive preparations have. been made,
and which has been so freely advertised, came off this week
with a fair measure of success. The show was in point of fact
much better than the attendance. No announcement bas' yet
been made as to the'àuccess of .the affair from a financial point
of view, but even if there should be a deficit it may be assumed
that the show bas become an annual institution.

Bankers are more chary
than' ever cf o making loans olt "Cali," pre-
suinably vith a view te strengthening
their reserves with the approach of the
end of their year, A few private ldaners.
are advancing small amounts at 5 par cent
but bankers generally' -will. lend nothing
-under 503 per cent and then only small .
amounts. Another disquietlng factor is
the approach of the -.general elections;
which ahays exert more or lesa influence
vn the stock markets, and again, many

brokers ind others are of the opinion,
that with dull trade, and other circum-
stances, prices of stocks are high enougli.
A few small sales have been noted tiis
week on investment account, but the bulk
of the bùsiness lias been purely ' profes-
sional." Pacifie was the Wnost active
stõek, sme 1,500 shares changing bands
In sympathy wilit "shorts" covering in
London, the stock, advanced here te 60X,
but later fell off te about 59. A feature
to-day was a break of about 3 points in
Toronto Ry. This was due in a measure
te decreased earnings, they having; fallen
off this week at the rate of over $133 a
day. Western operators are also very
bearish on the stock .and, are selling.
Montreal Street Ry. has held stéady, and
la quoted to-day at 217 ex-dividend, equal
te 221 regular,- The books closed to-day.
Gas has been fairly active and bas
flnctuated but littile, the range for the
week being- 14 points. Richelieu ls
weaker, presumably owing to anticipiated
lower ¯earniags on account of the later
opening of navigation, whilo Cable bas
held fairly steady. la llank stocks, little
actual busineàs lias been done, but they
have held firm. A feature was the sale
of 174 Ontario at 56 te 55. Advices from
New York reported fairly active and
stronger markets, Grangers being particu-
larly strong, although foreign markets
have been lower. lu London, Consols
have made a new higi record, sales taking
place at. 114, the quotation ilater recediug
te about 113-X. Th1e recent golr exports
'from New York bas nlot apparently af-
fected the ma rkets any, chiefly owimg te
the fact that the Treasury gold reserve lS
now in a more healthy condition. Another
encouraging feature in the connection las
the fàct that the gold j ust exported was
not withdrawn from the Treasury, but was
suppiled te the frm.' of foreign bankers
-which sentit. broad, by one of the large
national'banks. The.fact that the gold
was thus supplied and did. not croate any
reduction in the amount held by the
Treasury, tended te minimize the lnpor.
tance ef the transaction. Sterling Ex-
change locally is dul. Following are the

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS.
Thursday Evg., April 23rd, 18906.

Continued fine weather and an Improve-
Iment in the condition of country roada lias
lielped business-somewhat, but merchants
for varions reasons are still purstifig a
half-hearted policy, buying in many cases
froi hand te motth. The dissolutiot of
Parliament, which takes place tlis week,
anud the aitendant turmoil of general elec-
tionslhave had their effect, but *there is
gnencrai satisfaction expressed that the
Government have decided to end the un-
certainty at as early a date as possible.,
Premier Bowell h-as annoueped that pol-
ing will take place on. June 23rd, so that
business vill be able te assume its normal
aspect early in the' summer. Thé, ice
bridge at Quebec is stili firn, and a rising
river lias caused floods alongthe shores of
tlieStLawrence audits.trihutai, serious
damageIhaving beau doue atSherbrooke
and otiter sections of tie. Eastern Town-
ships, Sorel, Berthier, etc. This lias acted -

- '. r-'
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as a worse drawback to business than
snow, though with a subsidence of the
waters a revival ls expected. Many houes,
barns, etc., have been wasled eway, and
contents damaged.. These will ail need ta
be replaced, and lin many cases merchan-
dise stocks replenibied, so that the ovil
serions as it is, is net an unmixed one.
"l 's an ili wind that blows nobody good,"
and hardware and dry goods merchants,
lumbermen, etc., expect to reap some ben-
efit. lu Montreal all danger of a flood is
over for tils spring, and large gangs of
mon are busy preparing thie wharves for
the accommodation of steamers, some of
which have already arrived below Quebec.
The opening of na'vigation will be later
than usual, but le expected ta give e fillip
to genoral business. In dry goods, gro-
ceres, and grain a quiet week has lcen
experienced, while paints and ails have
beon more active. lardware inen report
further advances ln bar iroi and barbed
wire, with other changes n prospect for
wire and cut nails. Beef hides have suf-
fered aunother serious decline of la per lb.,
but leatier bas not yet been affected. The
decline was intinenced by slow deunand,
h1eavy stocks, and pour quality. Other
linos show little change, with a fair busi-
ness passing. Collections generally are
fair, ivith still room for iumproveuent in
certain sections.

BooTs & SuIoIs.-A steady business is
reported, with manufacturers still busy
shipping spring gonds. Fall samples are
well under way, and prospects are for un
active trade. The roetail trade bas been
botter, and collectioni satisfactory.

BENs-Prices are still nominal in ab-
sence of business. Stocks are heavy and
they offer at'70e to 90e per 60 lb. buselie,
witi little demand.

CJOmmnT-No real activity lias yet been
experienced, though Ile enquiry is better
with the resuiption nf otdoor building
operations. Prices are lunchanged at $2.05
to $2.15 for Englisli, and $1.05 to $2.05 for
Belgian.

DRy Goois-Businless is sti] quieter
thin maîny w"ould like to se it, but with
the continued finle weather ani an improve-
ment in country roads, a revival of activity
is looked for. Retailers report a better
busiess, and this nay help wholesalers

'somewhait. A represontative oi a large
Toronto house vas in town this week, and
reports business wihl tihemlu as unusuallybrisk. Thorn bas been a good dîeand for
prints ; indigos and black and whites, prin-
clpally lui simil neat patterns, redgrouids,
as well as shirting elects. - Printed ducks
and àlngliais are ioving. Grey cottons
are ln fair requlest ; flatunlettes, wide and
plain cloth, in% stripes, and sean plain
shades, soli the best. Dress goods have
beu vory active. A great deniand las
been experienced for plaids for blouse
waists, and Sicilians, in browa.s andi mix-
tures. Collections aire fair but not alto-
gether satisfactory.

DaRssEUD loas-A few lots of frozen
stuiff are noving out at $4.50 to $4.75 and
fresl killed sfock at about $5. Business,lowever, le very quiet, the season being
practically over.

FLOt-Declines lu the Chicago wheant
market have caused a soinewhat unsettled
feeling ln flour prices, thoiuglu we hear a
no actuel declines. Manitobas are muoving
fairly vell on local account, while Ontario

grades are dull. No export business is
reported in either grade. The meal mar-
ket is dull, and in the absence of business,
prices are nominal. In feed, bran and
shorts are in limited demand at unchauged
quotations. Moullie is dull.
. Fisi-No change is seen in either freshi
or salt fish. Business is excoedingly small
and quoted prices are nominal. Almost
any reasonable offer would influence a
purehases. Stocks remaining are very
small.

GRocEunts-Sugar continues firm in the
local market, but as yet no advance in
prices has been noted. The demand is
inproving a little, but is stili too light to
influence higher prices, in spite of the
strong position of raws and New York re
fined. Raws are selling as high as 8rec
for muscovado and 4 5-16e for crontrifugals,
with the largest importers Luping their
holdings well in baud. Meanwhile, re-
finers are apparenLly not showing anxiety
to purchase, although they would buy
freely on the basis of last sales. New
York refiners are selling granulated at
5%c, or about le below Montreal prices,
which are as follows : Granulated, 250
bris. and over, 45c; 100 to 250 brls.,4 11-16c;
25 to 100 bris., 4y4c, and yellows 8% to
434c, according to quality. An. advance
may take place at any .moment. In teas,
only a local business is noted. A good
many orders are being received for future
shipment for new crop Japans, but these
are not expected for some six weeks or so
yet. In dried, fruit, California raisins are
firm, and we hear of a sale of a car of two
crowns. .Reports are being reoeived daily
of serions damage by frost in the Santa
Clara Valley, and commission agents in
New York- are receiving instructions to
hold their stocks for further instructions.
Prunes especially, may be forced much
higher on account of these reports. Rice
holds steady, though it is said that the
new crop will be sold nt slightly lower
prices. Quotations, however, have notyet
been fixed. Canned goods, coffee and
other lines showv no change.

GRAIN-Dullness is the only feature.
Oats in consequence of pressure tosell are
a shade wëaker, and transactions have
been recorded as low as 28o for No. 2.
Some sinall sales of peas have been made
for export, and it is said that 40o north
and west freights for No. 2, was the figure.
Rye and barley are quiet, at steady prices.
Beerbohm's Lòndon cable said: Cargoes
off coast, wleat rather casier, maize quiet.
Cargoes on passage, wheat weak, 8d lower;
maizn quiet and steady ; English country
markets, wbeat quiet and steady ; Amer-
ican wheat per cental 3d to Gd lower.
Liverpool spot wheat and maize, quiet.

GREEN FRurr-A fairly active business
is reported at steady prices, although the
cooler weather curtailed the demand some-
what. The SS. Fremona lias arrived below
Quebcc, with a cargo of, 5,000 boxes and
800 half boxes Messina oranges, and 42,-
000 boxes Messina lemons. The ico bridge
is still iOrin, and the fruit may be sent to
Montreal by rail, should tbe opening of -
navigation be nuch longer delayed. Lo-
cally, for oranges there is a good demand
ut $7 to $7.50 per brI. for new Jamaica; $5
to $5.25 per case for Valencias; $2.75 to
$8.75 for Messina, and $4 to $4.50 for
California. Slcily blond oranges fetch
$4.75 ta $5 for boxes, and $8 foi half
boxes. Lemons ar.in full supply, but soli
fairly well et $3 to $8.50 for fancy, and
$2.50 to $2.75 for choice. Pineapples
seli at 18 te 20e cacli, as to size ;
other lines are steady : Bananas, $1.00 ta
$2 per bunch ; apples, $3.50 to $4.50,
the latter for good Spys ; dates, per l.,
4X ta 5e igs, 8 to 12c ;'tomatoes, $4
per carrier; green peas, $5; wax beans, $6;
Boston lettuce, 80 ta 00o doz.; Canadian
lettuce, 50e doz.; strawberries, 50 to 60e

per quart box. An -active movement is
noted ln onions et $2 to $2.25 for red
globes alid $1.75 to $2 per .crate for Ber-
mudas. Cocoanuts in bags sell et $4.50,
and cranberries $3.50 to $3.75 per bushel
box.

IIIDEs-AnOther decline in béef hides
tils time of le, is thie only feature locally.
Business la very dull et 4e for No. 18 e for

-No. 2, and 2o for No. 8. Other kinds are
unchanged.but quiet. It is said that poor
quality lias helped accumulating stocks to
bring down prices. No improvement je
now looged for until grass hides come in,
American advices report a better toue to
the packer hide market,with a fair.amount
of tradiiig. The packers are getting into
position for the short-haired season, and
are closely sold up. Dry bides wore more

$45,000,000, while other parts of the pro-
vince have furnished gt least $10,000,000
additional. Very little attention was paid
ta the precious ores of the province, for
some years after the quartz boom in Cari-
boa in the seventies, and as the Colonist
points out, it was not until the discovery
of the Silver King group of mines in West
Kootenay, in 1880 that mining was given'
a good start. The quartz miuiug industry
now bids fair to again bring prosperity ta
Britisi Columbia, and West Kootenay
development bas already appreolably af-
fected the trade of the province. lu Lil-
looet district and parts of hIe Yale dis-
trict there is great activity in hydraulic
mining and the mining of streams by
dredglng. The placersdeposits of these
and of Cariboo are clained ta be far
richer than those of California. Hydraulic
companies are at work on the Ilorsefly
and Quesnelle rivers and Williams and
Slough creeks. with very good results,
Mining of gold bearing gravel deposits,
by hydraulic, drifting, sinking and
sluicing are old methods lu the province,-
but mining by dredging resulted unsuc.
cessfully in the few attempts that have
heretofore been made. Dredges are now
being built on the Fraser river, which, it
is claimed will be able to scrlie from the
bottoms of streams the millions of gold
that are.said ta exist there. The beds of
the Fraser and Quesfielle rivers and
branches for many hundreds of miles have
been leased for this purpose. Quartz
mining is also being resumed ln Cariboo,
the whole district being -lined with reefs
sud ledges, many of known value. The
developinent of these is to be assisted by
the erection of a cyanide plant in conneu-
tion with the government reduction works
at Barkerville. Three sinelters are now in
operation. in British Columbia, one at
PilotBay with a daily capacity of 100 tons
one at Trail Creek with a capacity of 250
tons and one at Nelson. Tie smnelter at
Revelstoke is to be again operated, and
smelters are shortly to be established on
the coset. These are the outcome of the
opening up of the Kootenay 'mines At
Alberni on the west coast of Vancouver
Island, placer. gold and quartz« aiso
show the existence of gold. The province
with its liberal mlniug laws, and absolute
protection cei-tainly.offers a rich :and ex-
tensive field ta the prospector ànd capi,
talist.
