Tt is not so very long ago
since the daughter, Miss Goold, on her arrival
in-the village, was met by local bands and pre-
gented with enthusiastic addresses from the ten-
ants of her late father’s property. Miss Goold
- egtablished the Athea knitting industry, and,
“besides, spent all her available resources in aid-
ing those who claimed agsistance from her. Yet
it 1s the Goold Memorial Chureh which was
-singled out for a scene of desccration. The Me-
morial windows of stained glass were com-
. pletely wrecked, and the sncreg building strewn
with their fragments, By this means entrance
~was obtained to the church-and the seats
knocked about.

Norra Bov.—During the past fifteen months
considerable progress has been made in the
mission district of Novth Buy, with its far-
stretching torritory. We have now a third
churoh, which will be completed for service
in tho early spring, at Chapleau, on the C.P.R..
251 miles west of North Bay. The villago of
Chapleau coniains about fonr hundred inhabit-
ants, and towards the building of the new
church & sum of over £300 has been subscribad
by the residents thomselves. We expect by
summer to have this church finished, free of
debt, and ready for congoeration. ' ,

Our church at Sturgeon Falls has been heav-
ily laden with the grievous burden of dobt, Buat
the congrogation, though comparatively few in
numbers, have all along exorted themselves
nobly, and with succoss. During the past fif-
teen months a sum of $240 has haen collected
and expended in payment of this debt, leaving
o balance of only $50 due on the building, and
and $25 on the organ. Towards this happy
result, and for the time montioned, the only
outside aid camé, through our Bishop, in a
grant of $560 from the Burnside Trust Pund,
Diocoso of Toronto; and two sums, amounting
to $45, from Miss Alice C. Day, of Sussox, Eng,
In the lust place, but by no moans the ledst, -
there is our Cburch ot North Bay. During the
samo poriod of fifteen months wo have puid
over §600 to creditors, and now on tho building
wo do not owe one cent. Here again the con-
regation themselves offacted this freedom from
debt, the only outside aid being also, through
our Bishop, in a grant of §50 from the Burn-
side Trust Fund, Dioceso of Toronto. The
Bishop came to North Bay on visitation on
Saturday, 26th ult. Next day, Sunday, he con-
secrated our church, and confirmed fiftean
young soldiers in the service of Christ, and
reached to us even as Arnold used to preach
iu the Chapel at Rughy School. We are detor-
mined in this mission to strive and always show
him still greater progress,

Her motive ought to be one of love, Ah! but
is it? Can each Teacher as she takes her place
in her class on Sunday, sincerely and from the
heart say, “ I am here because I love God, and
earnestly desire that these His children should
love Him t00.” Is it not rather, that other
and far Jower motives actuate us. Perhaps, it
is to please our Reoctor, who, in his dire ex-
tromity has asked us to take a olass, or, it may
be we were getting tired of an aimless, selfish
life, and thought it time te begin to do some
good to others, or, we were fond, both of child-
ren aud tenching, so we becaie Sun_daj»edhodl

Teachers. Very good motives, we flatter our-
selves, but, will Work thus undertaken last?
Will it bear the test which time brings? et
us look at & teacher working with either of
these motives ? She is reguler in her attend-
ance at the teacher's mestings. Sb¢ finds her
Rector's instructlon 8o ¥éiy pleasing and inter-
esting, that she will ever give up some personal
gleasure in order to be present. Every Sunday
nds her punctually in her place; well, she
does not believe in doing things by halves, in-
deed, she makes & point of never being late for
anything. Her lesson is diligently prepared
and pleasantly given, perhaps with the hope
that it will result in some good to the children.
Now, surely with such a teacher there is little
fault to be found. Must we say that such work
is for nought! What of this teacher later en,
when her first zeal and enthusiasm have some-
what abated? One day, we find her absent
from the teacher's meetiug—the curate or a
stranger has the class. The instruction is not
80 pleasing to her, indeed, she cannot learn any-
thing from them, Then comes the temptation
in the shape of somo personal pleasure, & five
o'clock tea, or an afternoon call, and she suc-
cumbs. On Sunday, how listless she is, what
8 bother it has become to start eut immediately
after dinner, the day ip stormy, or the streets
icy, or the school-room cold, How ske wishes
she had never become a Sunday-school teacher,
and, allowing the wish to master her, she stays
at home, leaving her class to he taught by a
more faithful teacher, who has already, half a
dozen troublesome children to keep in order.,
Before assigning a reason for this sad change
in our, hitherto, exemplary teacher, let us
glance at one actuated in her work by love.
Outwardly, perhaps, there is nothing to distin-
guish her from the teacher already pourtrayed,
the same regular attendance at the teacher’s
meotings, the same punctuality on Sunday, the
same diligent preparation of lessonsand earnest
teaching, but this teacher does not grow listless
ood weary, As time goes on, she I8 more earn-
est, more diligent, more faithful in her duties;
ber work is not a toil, but a willing service.
What then is the secret of success in the one
and of failure in the other ? How can we ac-
count for such different results from apparently
the same kind of work? Is it not, that one
works without God and prayer, to please man,
the other works for God, with both Faith and
Prayer. Prayer in her private life for grace
and knowledge requisite for her work: Prayer
for her work’s sake; Prayer in her preparation,
yeos, 6ven in the act of teaching.

'What need of
patience here! how hard it is to check a frown
or sharp reproof, and instead, by a well put
question, bring back the wandering attention,
We npeed patience too, when, on coming to
school we find we have to teach another class
with our own. It is very trying. And, how
much greater need there is of that spiritual
grace of Patience or rather patient trust. So
go on with our work when we see no improve-
ment in those taught, they are just as thought-
less, just ap oareless and wanting in earnestness
as ever, How apt we ave to despond, to think
our work in vain, and why ? because of our
want of Zrust, we forget that, though we may
be permitted to sow the seed, God alone can
give the increase, and it is for us to go on, in
the face of seeming failure, patiently, lovingly,
trustingly.

Sta,—There are one or two points in the
letter of * Nova Scotian No, 2,” in your issue
of March 30th, thatshounld not be allowed to
pass unchallenged. I refer to his remarks
about King’s College. I am surprised that a
Nova Scotia Churchman should " display such
ignorance .of the College which has educated
gver half of the clergy of Nova Sootia and a
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.Iarge percentage of those working in other
.paris of Canada. He'seems to takefor granted
‘that this College is & mere Divinity school
and thét no ome except clergymen are edu-
"cated ‘there. It does not cost the- Diocess s
‘cent to educate & student for the miniatry be-
‘yond the Endowment fand now being pollected.
‘The 10 Divinity scholarships in the gift of the
"Bishop, are paid from the interest of & sum
given by the SP.G. for that special p;l.‘BOHG
and under the control of the Bishop as Visitor
of the College, and amount to §150 per student
per year, not $5,800. The rest of the income
“of the institution is derived from invested cap-
itsl: as to ita being “always in trouble” that
is also wrong. It has had its troubles, like
any other enterprise in a new country, but has
steadily progressed nevertheless. Six years
_ago the Government grant of $2,400 a year
. 'was suddenly withdrawn, and it is a very
‘flourishing institution that would not have been
_placed temporarily under a cloud by such a
_reduction in its revenue, But * Old Kings" is
rapidly coming: out from under that cloud,
.and to-day, is on a sound financial basis, al-
.though much cramped by her small income.
All this information has been published in the
College calendar for the current year and is
‘accessible to anyone. I would very much like
“to know on what grounds your correspondent
‘bases his statement that King's College ‘‘Is
out of date in every respect.” If he will ex-
amine carefully the curriculum for the Arts
“courge he will find it far from “ out of date.”
If he takes the course in Engineering aund com-
pares it, a8 I have done, with the same course
in the leading Colleges of the United States,
he will find it will thoroughly stand the com-
parison. But he may ask for results and re-
"sults of the last ten or fifteen years, In an-
‘swer I would ask him to look at the clergy
" lists of the Maritime Provinces and see the
" number of graduates of King's, who are work-
ing themselves into foremost plades in the
Cburch. Edinburgh University admits men
..who have passed Responsions -at-King's to
the same standing, & privilege it does not ex-
fend to the students of any other College in
Nova Scotia, or I believe in the Maritime Pro-
vinces, In the Engineering department, I
have merely to say that fully 75 per cent. of
the graduates are now holding good positions
in their professioy. I do not for a moment
wish the olde-t university of British origin in
British Americs to stand in the way of the new
Cathedral, which I am as anxious a8 anyone
to see built, but I cannot sit still and ses such
missiatements circulated about my Alma Mater.

‘to make & graduated mi ister there,” Now a
refere(ncg t}(l) the financial statement for last
year (which anyone can obtain by applying to
the Secretary), shows that the grg;e Ii’rf)cheg for
the past year, including Divinity scholarships,
- prize money, &ec., was §$8,689.56. Setting the
* ‘pverage number of students at 25, this makes an

student. Rather different that from $5,000.

But, perhaps, your correspondent sees fit to
ignore lay graduates entirely and to assume
that only divinity students should be counted
as receiving benefit from the endowments | Yet
even 0, in my own time, and I think the pro-
portion has not greatly allered—the divinity
students were just about one half the whole
number. If by * graduated ministers” your
correspondent means clergy having academical
degrees, he may still wish to weed out from this
number zll who have not taken the full Arts
course, Well, here are the facts. During the
ten years from 1876 to 1886 there were twenty-
three Kingsmen with degrees in Arts ordained,
while several others who have taken their Arts
course during that time are awaiting ordina-
tion. Three-fourth of these men have enjoyed
the privileges of the College for four years and
some for a longer time. Let your correspond-
ent reckon for bimself then how much the
training of these men has cost a year, and he
will find, however he reckons, that the result is
very different from his estimate,

. Now let us look at the matter from the stud-
ents’ point of view. I have before me my bur-
sar’s bills for three years at Windsor, and I find
that they average a little less than 830 a term.
or $150 a year. This includes the cost of fuel
and light. There are some fow other expenses
outside of this, but they are trifling, and some
students make a divinity scholarship of $150 a
year cover everytbing. The public can judge
for themselves from the Kingsmen scatiered
throughout these provinces whether the return
for such an outlay is ** simply miserable.”

With regard to your correspondents other
charges let me say that they ure in kesping
with this nno of which I have already spoken.
It is not true that King’s College is likely soon
to be ‘absorbed into one of the grestest Uni-
versities,” and neither is it trne that it is ' out
of date in every respect.” If other colleges do
more it is because they have more endow-
ments; and if cur endowments are smoll in
comparison with what they ought to be, one
reason is because Churchmen are found who,
instead of exerting themselvos to build the
College up and incrense its usefulness, busy
themselves rather in the circulation of such
mischievous reports as those of your corres-

pondent.

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THE CHURCH AND THE MORALS
OF THE DAY.

Without sny approach to prudery, for which
there is no sort of necessity, it must be owned,
notwithstanding all that can be said to the con-
trary, that the condition of morals of the
present time is far from satisfactory. - It is not
diffioult indeed io point backwards to days
whon possibly some thiugs were far worse
than they ore now, and when language was
ased ‘in Sooiety’ which would not be tolerated
just &t present. Oun the other hand it may be

uestioned if ‘ Agnosticism’' and even down-
right ¢ Disbelief’ was then allowed to assert
themaelves as thoy now do; and the results
upon the morals of tho day are not at all wn-
patural, though thoy be frightful and perni-
ocious. But this is- not all, and it is not the
worst: unbeliof has much o auswer for; but
it appears that gross immoralities are some-
times connected with some of the externals of
religion. This is fully admitted; but what
causes 8o strange a phenomenon? What so

“likely as the provalence of an jdea that, al-
though some attention to things religious is
‘very desirable, thero is sufficient uncertainty
about the whole matter to rendor much striot-
ness of lifo unnecessary ?  Impurity ' vaunts
itself where it is little suspected, and to an ox-

tent that is inflicting much evil on this country,
The acknowledged purity of the Court for
more than half a century has had much good

garded as ‘high Society,’ have broken beyond
all bounds, and recent revelations huve proven

that in the higher ranks of society are found
{men and women whose abanden outstrips and

exceeds anything of a similar kind amongst
the lower ranks. Amongst the latter it is,
alas! too common for young women to-be led
astray by young men of their own social
position, but it is not often that the young
womnen g0 far pute away every sense of decenoy
as to go forth to the house of another and seek
there for the company she may viciously de-
gire. It is a terrible conclusion, but it is too
probably a correct contlusion, that the im-
moralities of some of the higher olasses of
Sooiety ara even worse and lower in their de-
gradation than are the immoralities of any
other class. Public attention has of late been
much attracted to the frightful scandal, and
proofs of degradaticn amongst those who might
have been, and ought to have been, charming,
virtuous, bright, and happy, have bscome
during the last few months so cumerous and so
Elain that Society must begin to practise a

etter code of morals generally, or the resuits
must be franght with danger to this country.
And it may be suspected with too much reason
that there be other outrages mpon the morals
of some of the opulent and of some of those
who value long lines of ancestry which, while
administering the due reward of sin (as sin
ever does), aresad to contemplate. Perhaps
this too will ‘come out’ some day, and at last
the immoral will find that after all sin cannot
be trified with as they thought it counld be,
but that the recompense of a man's work is
rendered to him. As regards the injury caused
to Society by the publication of the wrong-
doings of mankind, it may be confidently af-
firmed that there are few things worse (except
cortain novels largely read by ladies, and some
of thém written by ladies) than the columns
of the details of sundry trials and scenes in &
Law Court which young ladies read freely,
and, it may be feared, comment upon with
other young ladies very perniciously. ,

The whole tone of Society has greatly al
tored for the worse, of late years, as regards
Christianity ard the Church, and the results
are beginning to show themselves, How is the
Lord’s Day used now by myriads, and amongst
others by many of the religious ladies of the
land ? Once a-day to church, a few criticising
comments upon the anthem, or some hymn,
or about the sermon, make up the ‘religion’
of the day, the remainder of which is freely
occupied with letter-writing, as the Post Office
can show, and with reading of light books,
novels, and newspapers. Such ladies become
presently the wives of the young men of their
period. Is it wonderfnl if they do not make
good wives? The remedy belongs to the
Chureh. The question is whether she will
fearlessly, lovingly, and wisely, but distinetly,
do her duty? The teaching and the preaching
can be, and must be, made more distinct and
pointed, without being needlessly offensive, It is
useless to keep on preaching mere doctrines,
or sentiment, or history, or anything else, un-
less the practical side of all be brought home.
1t was said a few months ago of a popular
preacher in a very large charch, that ‘ They
ull liked him till he came to bring home to
them tho importance of purity, But it must
be dome, or this country will be in danger.
There is much that is rotten, und it must be
excised. The Church Catechism bas boen kept
in abeyance too long, and has given place too
much to sentimenial sermons. The Church
Catechism must be catechised into the people.
Men and women—jyoung and old—must be
made to know their privileges and their res-
ponsibilities as being baptized, and that they
ought, therefore, to be dead to sin, buried to
sin, risen to a better life, and therefore to
‘ mortify their earthly members.’ People must

influence, but .the eolfishness and lustfulness of
the ungoverned affootions, even in what is re-

be taught ¢ to keep their body in temperance,
goberness, and ohastity.‘ Who amongst- the

erring ‘brothers and erring sisters of whom so
much that is evil has been made known were
ever taught, trained, catechised, or preached
to, as St, Panl would have treated them? The
novel and letter-writing have taken the place
of catechising. The lounge and the perueal
of some smart critique upon the Bible, ot tha
preacher have taken the place of devotion.
Primitive high morality has given place to
ironioal spesthes against Christianity, uatil a
licentions lunge by a bold sceptic has proved
successful, and the restraints of Christianity
have given place to the broadest utterances of
infidelity, . A ‘ Society for the Reformation of
Manners' appears to. be almost demanded.. Bat,
surely, such s Society exists already ? Is not
the Chareh of God intended to be this? Is it
not this ?- What manner of men onght mem.
bers of the Church to be? Here is the true
force for remedying the terribly immoral sfate
of society. If only the clergy and the lait

will take the matter in hand, as Church eopEa
ought to take it, this pestilence would be driven
from our midst; but their must be devotedness
and devotion not in the clergy only but in the
laity as well. Sunday must be treated once
agein, by Christians, as the Christians Sabbath,
as the Lord's Day, as the Sunday or first day
of the week., A hetter example at home is
often needed in this particular. The people
of rank and fashion must find their way to
church (as their respected ancestors did) for
evening prayer as well as on Sunday morning,
Men a3 well as women must be brought to at-
tend charch, and the services must be hearty,
manly, intelligent, and good, and the sermon
clear, plain, loving, and homely. TFathers and
mothers must set & good specimen of a sound
Christian practical life. All tbe sentiment,

-and dootrine, and fine preaching in the world,

will not meet this fearful evil, although the
clergy must be circumspect in their language.
—Church Bells. '

HOME RULE AND THE CHURCH
OF IRELAND.

The interests of the Church of Ireland have
scarcely received sufficient consideration from
English Churchmen in the discussion of Irish
politics. Digestablishment has not dissolved
the union between the #wo Sister Churches,
nor ¢an sny human power separaie them,
Both are integral and sound branches of the
Catholic Church. Their early history and for-
tunes have been different; but the peculiarly .
secred bonds which have for centuries con-
nected them are too many avd too strong to be
submerged or obliterated by the rongh waves
St. George’s Channel. Their use ‘of the same
matchless Liturgy, their adherence to the
same Creeds and Articles of Faith, their main-
tenance of the same primitive and Scriptural
orders of Ministry, proclaim them to be oue.
Then their common protest against the supre-
macy and errors of Rome has deepened and
strentheped their union. Many, too, of our
most distinguished Bishops and other clergy,

have been proud to acknowledge the Church
of Ireland as their mother, whilst not a few
illustrious men, such as Whately and Trench,
have orossed the Channel to shed the lustre of
their learning and piety over the Sister Church.
We shoald, therefore, be unfaithful to our most
cherished traditions if we were to regard her
future welfare with indifference. We cannot,
indeed, uwndo the grevious wrongs inflicted by
Disestab’ishment and Disendowment, bat we
should at least do our utmost to prevent further
injury to her material interests. The gravity
of the danger can hardly be questioned, when
we consider on the one hand the inevitable
consequences of the schemes of the Separatista
and Homg Rulers; and on the other hand thq

The recent admirable Charge of the Arch-
bishop of Dablin (Dr. Plunket), has dealt very
forcibly and faitbfully with these matters.
Hig figures and arguments deserve the carefal

ution of the Union or the establishment of a
separate Parliament in Dublin,
_ In discussing the question ‘‘ Who are the
Irish People? he has evidently struck the
key-noto of the wholo controversy. He says
with . only too much truth that not merely the
so-called Nationalist Press, but leading English
journals, have used the term ‘Irish People’
as if it were applicable exclusively to one sec-
tion of the population. Such writers would
divide the country into three sectioms, ‘the
home of the Scotch Presbyterisns in the north,
of the English Churchmen in the east, and of
the . Irish Roman Catholics in the west and
gouth,’ This he shows to be decidedly unfair
and untrue., What are the facts of the case ?
Not one of those sections ean arrogate to itself
the title of the Irish People, The population
of Treland, like that of England, has been for.
med of & fusionof races. The blood of many
nations, Celtic, Saxon, Danish, Norman, Span-
ish, French, and Scotch, is inseparably inter-
mingled in their veins. ‘No section, whether
geographical, political, or religious, hasa right
to claim that designation for itself.’ Represen-
tatives of all the most ancient families of Ire-
land are to be found amongst the leading
members of the Irish Church, So far from
that Church having title or no standing-gronnd
ountside the Province of Ulster, more than a
quarter of a million ef its sons reside in the
other provinces. In the Diocese of Dublin
slone there ave at least 100,000 Churchmen, To
this we may add that, according to the returns
of the last cénsus, Protestants of all denomin-
ations number 1,173,600, or one-third of the
opulation, and that of these 639,600 are mem-
gers of the Church of Ireland. Moreover, it
should be remembered that a large proportion
of Roman Catholics of the higher classes—
landed proprietors, merchants and {traders—
are decided Unionists. Ave the vital interests
and cherished convictions of all these to be
treated as of no moment, and a mere numerical
majority of an iliterate and ignorant peasantry,
who have no substantisl stake in the country,
to ride rough-shod over their superiors ? ' This
discussion, however, would lead us too far, We
would simply now draw attention to the bear-
ing of the whole watter upon the Church.
There sesms no reason to doubt that, if the
schemes of Parnell and his confederates should
gucceed, they would adopt measures which
must drive Protestant landlords from the coun-
try, and that with them would be withdrawn
the principal sourees of support from the Re-
formed Church and the other Protestant bodies
to which they belong. The clergy, with in-
comes already in many cases reduced to a bare
pittance, would be unable to maintain them-
selves, much less their churches. We cannot,
indeed, believe that a church which has done
so much good work, and has been such a fajth-
fal witness for the truth, would be altogether
extingnished, Man’s extremity would be GGod’s
opportunity. Stiil, the prospect would be very

One question remains: What is the attitude !
of the Roman heirarchy in this crisis ? They
must be well aware of the tendency of such
revolutionary .echemes, nor can. they regard
them with unconcern. Sarely, with the im-
mense power that they wield over the con-
soiences of their flocks, they could, if they
would, turn the scales against these disturbers
of order and peace. Have they any desire to
do so? or can it be that they see too plainly
that all this agitation is secretly doing their
own work by sapping the fouudations of the
Reformed Church, and that, if it be successful,
the hated Protestants will be banished, and

The Archbishop, with the caution and charity
befitting his high position, gives them credit
for better intentious. He traces the Home
Rule movement to a great unseen power on
the other side of the Atlantio; and then asks,
‘Have they (the Roman priests) no reason to
fear the effect of this agitation, if the end
phonld be to make Ireland the prey of Con-
tinental Secularists and Communists men whom
the Church of Rome numbers amongst her
most deadly foes? It may be so, and they
would do well to heed the warning. But the
recent action of Archbishop Croke, in raising
the cry, ‘No taxes!’ does not give much as-
gurance of their doing so. Alliance with such
godless and inhuman enemies of society and all
religion miist eventiially recoil in well-merited
judgment on the heads of all who are drawn
into it; and into the pit they have digged
for others they will at last fall themselves.

. However this may be, the peril to the Irish
Church, and to Seriptural religion in thatland,
is only too evident. We English Churchmen.
who value our own privileges, are therefore
bound to use all our influence to avert euch &
catastrophe from our brethren. Let Liberals
and Conservatives rally loyally around the
present Government, as the only possible break-
water against the seething waves of anarchy
and confusion. Their task is herculean, and
will reguire ibeir utmost wisdom and united
strength. In the.face of the most vexatious
obstructions and opposition they bave to res-
tore loyalty and ordev in that distracted coun-
try, and then to devise such legislation as may
tend to the best interests of all classes and
creeds, and promote the peace and prosperity
of all her Majesty’s law-abiding sujects.—B. W.

CLERICAL PUFFERY.

Human pature being what it is, we need
hardly wonder that, even among the clergy,
men should be found who will sthop to the arts
of self-praise and puffery. Butit is a surpris-
ing thing that any reputable clergyman should
try to exalt himeelf—or some self-seeking
parishioner do it for him—at the expeuse of his
predecessors, when he is himself reaping the fruits
of their sowing.

Mr. Blank has possibly hardly got scttled in

THE INCREDULITY OF THOMAS.

—

Dr. Hanna thus concludes a chapter in his
“Life of Christ” in regard to the above, “The
title given” (our Lord by St. Thomas, My Lord,
ay God) “conveying as it did so distinct and
emphatic a testimony to that divinity, Jesus'at -
once, ag if it were by His birthright, accepts,
But though He refuses not the tendered homags,
He passes tio such approving judgment on him
who presents it, a3 He had formerly done upon
Poter, when he had made a like confession of
hia faith, and Christ had called him blessed: In-
stead of this, Christ administera now 4 mild but
effective rebuke:—‘Thomas, because thou hast
seen Me, thon hast believed. Blessed are they

who have not seen, and yet have believed.’
Christ could not mean by saying 6o, to declare
that he who belioves without seeing is more
blersed than he who upon sight believes; far
that would exalt the weakest believer now
above the strongest believer of Christ’s- own
age. Tha idex that Jesus evidently intended to
convey was this, that of two kinds of faith
equally strong, that was to him & more acoept-
able, and to the possessor & more peace-giving
one, which rested on reasonable testimony in
absence of personul observation, than that
which would not yicld to such kind of evidenca,
and demanded that ocular demonstration shonld
be given. It was, in fuct, as addressed to
Thomas, a distinet enough yet delicate intima.
tion, that his faith had been all the more ac-
ceptable to his Master if it had not been delayed
80 long. But though this was the primary
meaning of the saying, it is not withont its
bearings upon those who, like ourselves, have
not seen, and yet are called to bolieve, The
spirit of Thomas still lives among us. Have
we mnot often detected ourselves, thinking at
lenst, if not saying, that, had we lived in the
days of Jesus Christ,—had we seen what those
disciples saw,—we would not have doubted as
they did ; that, give us but the evidence that
they had, and our doubts would disappear? We
practice thus a strange deception upon our-
selves, We transfer ourselves in fancy to those
scenes of tho Gospel history, carrying with ns
all the ideas of our age, forgetting that very
different were the idens of the men of that gen-
eration, who, though thoy had the advantage
of tho sight, had the disadvantage of the preju-
dices of their country and epoch. So equalised
in point of advantage and of responsibility do
we believe the two periods to have been, that
wo may safely afirm, that the men of this gen-
eration who will not believe in the testimony»of
the original eye-witnesses, had they been of
that generation, would not have helieved
though they had been the eye-witnesses them-
gelves. He who now says, ‘I will not believe
till I see,’ would not, even seeiug, have then be-
lieved.

Two closing reflections are “offered. [First,
Take this case of Thomas, his throwing himself
at once at his Master’s feet, exclaiming, My
Lord, my God, as & most instructive instanceof
the exercise »nd- expression of a true loving,
affectionate, appropristing faith, It is outgo-
ing, self-forgetting, Christ-engrossed. No rais-
ing by Thomas of any question a8 to’ whether
one who had been incredulousso long,'would be
unwelcome when at last he believed. No oceu-

ation of mind or heart with any personsl con-

reoqvered ;
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him ; thought {g be lost, more than
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his eye beaming with love, his. encouraging in-
vitation.given. No doubt about his willingness
to .receive his desire to’ be trusted. Thomas
yields at once to the power of sueh & ?'acions
presence unshackled by any of those false bar-
riers we 50 often raise; the full, warm, gushing
tide of adoring, embracing, confiding love,
goes forth and pours itself out in the expression,
y Lord, and my God/ Best and most blessed
exercige of the spirit, when the eye in single-
ness of vision fixes upon Jesus, and, oblivious
of itself, and all about itself, the abashed heart
fills with adoration, gratitude, and love, and in
the fulness of ita emotion casts itself at the
.Bect of Jesus, saying with Thomas, My Lord,
ny God. J
" Second, Let us take this instance of our
Lord's treatment of Thomas, as s guide and
example to us how tc treat those who have
“doubts and difficulties about the great facts
and truths of religion. There was surely a
singular toleration, a singular tenderness, a
gingular condecension in the marmner of the
.Baviour’s conduct here towards the doubting,
unbelieving apustle. There was much about
those doubts of Thomas affording ground of
-gmvest censure, the bad morale of the heart
ad much to do with thom. 1t was not only an
unrensonsble, it was a proud, & presumptuouns
position he took up, in dictating the conditions
upon which alone he would believe. What
abundant materials for controversy, for eon-
demnation did his case supply ! Yet notby these
does Jesvs work upon him, but by love,—by
simply showing himself, by stooping even to
comply with the conditions so unreasonbly snd
presumptuously prescribed. And if, in kin-
dred czses, when the spirit of religious increda-
lity is busy in any human breast, doing there
its unhappy work in blusting the inward peace,
waiving all controversy we could but present
the Saviour as heis, and get the eye to rest upon
Him, and the heart to take in a right impres-
gion of the depth and. ienderness and the con.
- destension of His-love, might not many a vex-
ed spirit be led to throw itself down before
such a Saviour, saying, Lord, I believe; help
Thou mine unbeliet,

- answor to the question of the Bishop, “Do
yo here, in the presence of God, and of this
congregation, renew the solemn promise and
vow that ye made, or that was made in your
nams, .iit_; your Baptism ; ratifying and' oonfirm-

~'ing the. same; and aokowledging yoursgives

bowgd to believe and to do &l those things

which ye then 'undertook,-or your Sponsors
then undertook for you ?"

It was & very large promise, and they were
very great things that were then promised for

you, as you will see by referring to the Bap-|

tismal gorvice; such 2 large promise and such

great things as were far above your power -and,

the power of your parents to keep. They
were promised dy faith; that is, in a strong
belief that all the power of God would be at
your disposal to help you to keep them, and
that His promises of help and grace, ‘‘He,
f'or His part, would most surely keep and per-
orm,”

Now we are g0 anxious that all the boys and
girls to whom we talk from month to month,
and who are thinking of taking this solemn
step, shonld realise and understand fully what
they are about to do, that we want to warn
them just here of a serious danger. It is
this : older people are sometimes apt to tell
young people who wish to be confirmed, that
the words in the Baptismal service, “I re-
nounce the Devil and all his works, the vain
pomp and glory of the world, with all covetous
desires of the same, and the sinful desires of
the flosh, so that I will not follow nor be led
by them,” “do not mean guite what they seem
to mean ; that, of course, it could never be ex-
pected that young persons should really do all
this—should really live up' to these words in
their strict sense,” and so they soften them
down and take from their meaning, until those
who are about to promise them hardly know
what they are to promise.

Now we want to have our young friends
understand that these words mean just what
they say, and that if they intend to take them
upon their lips, they must do it with the full
knowledge that only by the great power of
God can they either understand or do what
they promise by them. That great power of

God is the Holy Spirit, who will come, if you
ask Him, right into your-heart, and, when He

is come, will show yon what these words mean;
and, more than that, will make you want to
promise them just as they stand ; and, still
more than that, will be in you the power by
which you will do them. He knows just what
secret spring in your heart must be touched to
muke you feel ag you ought about this solemn
step. The best preparation for Confirmation is
such a resl love for the Lord Jesus thut you
will want todo all that He requires, not justas
little as you can. This love is the work of the
Holy Spirit te give you, for the Bible says,
“The love of God is shed abroad io our hearts
by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.”—

- ‘them ‘there, and to draw them into
the fold of Christ. The Temper-
snce Society, rightly viewed, is
the recruiting ground for the
Church, just a8 the drinking saloons
bave become the recruiting grounds
for Satan, It iz when the evil
spirit has lost for a time the ad-
vantage over the msn which the
drink gzave him, when for the.time
being he is in his right mind, that
we can tell him of the Good Shep-
_ herd, and lead him ou step by step,
till, by the persevering use of the
appointed means of grace, he can
realize in his own person the bles-
ped truth: ‘ Stronger is He that
is in you, thap Ho thatis in the
~world.” The pledge of abstinence
has been the door through which
he is admitted to the Master's pre-
sence; but all his salvation, from
first to last, will have been through
Him, ‘

__The ground upon which s tem-
“perata’ mish,, ag distinguished from
n total abstainer, may be asked to
joiu our society i8 not as a measure
of nsceticism, as though there were
anything meriforious in renouncing
this or that indulgence; but sclely
on the ground of expediency again
-—in the face of a great ‘‘present
distress—ond in this liberty to
abatain for aurselves, we recognize
the sume right of Chrisiian liberty
in our brother man; we have no
word of condemnation, no phari-
gai¢ assertion of superiority for
our own practice, if he walks by
a different rule. But we invite him

nevertheless, first and above all, in |

view of the kind of temptation he
will be exposed to, we invite the
-young to grow upin ignorance of
‘the taste—generally an acquired
ons—for intoxicants, and then
other Christian men and women to
come and take part with us in
fighting the Lord's battle againat
the national sin,

WORKING BASIS,

Aftor this statement of first
principles the question arises as to
what is the best method of appli-

» ontion, We have onour sldest the
“outset the fact that the Sunday-

" achool system and the parochial
orgenizations of the Church pro-
vide oxactly the machinery we
need. = This is emphaltically &
Church work, to be carried on upon
Church lines and by OChurch
methods. :

The first imperative object to be’

- gained is a conviotion on the part
of the olergymen of the parish of
the needfulness of the work, This

step gaived, initial difficulties|

speedily disap{)ea.r. The next ne-
céesity is to call & meeting of par-
ishioners, rich and poor alike, and
explain to them their Christian
duty of abstinence for the sake of
others. The effective way to be-
gin is firs to reach the young,

Remember that all these Juven-
ile pledges are taken with the con-
sent of parents; thatthey continue
only so long a8 the card of member-
ship is retained, and that when the
young person reaches the age of
sixteen, or the time of Confirmation,
he or she may elect to belang to
the total or the partial abstinence
section of the society. The im-
portance of this action will be
seen from the fact that since the
formation of the society in Eng-
land almost a new generation has
arisen who have not acquired the
taste for intoxicants, Now, in
England, there are 500,000 juvenile
members, and an almost equal
number of adult members. The
nution’s drink bill has been re-
daced by $125,000,000, and 5,000.
clergy and 9 Bishops are pledged
total abstainers, In America the
society hag received the adhevence
of 64 Bishops, and there are or-
ganizations in 31 dioceses,

THE BCOPE OF THE SOCIETY.

@Going to the broader basis of the
gociety, we have endeavored to
moke this question not only a mat-
ter of Christian duty but one
appealing to all citizens, We have
to endesvor not only to reach and

to rescue the individual wman,

which can only be done and can be
best done by personal effort, but
we have by combination to meet
that infamous extension of licenses
which in the oity of New York
has opened 10,000 places of legal-
ized temptation, and in the city of
Philadelphia an eqnal, if not a
larger, number in proportion.
Clearly in carrying out this second
line of action you can utilize the
influence of all citizens, whether
abstainers or not, and it is mainly
because of the infinite value which
such a brond and representafive
public opinion hears that we claim
the wisdom of the two-fold organi-
zation of the Society.
