THE DAUGHTERS OF THE KING.

% She hath done what she could.’—Mark xiv, 8.

Lot uy take a general survey of Woman's
Work in the world, and the need for it. It is
among the marvels of our civilization that in
America, for the first time since the days of
Paradise, woman stands side by side with man
again. We are therefore justified in expecting
our women to do the grandest things for Christ
and His Church. They are filling very promi-
nent places, in school, college, and professional
lite, They are not only claiming the right to
do, but they are doing splendidly things that
the world once said were only for .nen to do.
All this is preparing them for the nobler minis-
trations of love in the Church. Religion is the
natural sphere in which women can best exercise
her special gifts, Woman is the upward force
in civilization,

Meantime, we are not unmindful of the sharp

‘lines that God has drawn between men and

women, on physical and mental grounds, and
by the inspired preseriptions of His will, Sovial
disorganizstion would follow the obliteration of
the divinely fixed boundary line. Freely as
-women are accorded every right, for worgen to
become ‘‘ maunish grown ” in Shakespeare's
phrase, would only be worge than for men to
become womanish, Woman was not taken from
man's head to rule over him, nor from his feet
to be his slave,but from his side to be his veiled
other pelf-—the heart of creation, if man be the
head. Asthe Brotherhood of St. Andrew is
weking the men of the Church 10 a sense of
their responsibility, the Daughters of the King,
standing side by side with the Brotherhood, are
charged with the splendid mission of srousing
the women of the Church to reslize the facis of

-the Church’s needs and the victory to be won,

Our danger is not that the women may attempt
to be men, Our res) peril is from women who
are tempted to become careless daughters of
Zion, lovers of ease and pleasures more than
lovers of God ; and who fail to be the power.
God means them to be in the Churech., The re-
proach upon womanhood in Eve was to. be
taken away in Mary. The prophecy of final
triumph over evil, through the seed: of the
weman, stimulated by the breathings of the
Spirit and the experience of her peculiar sorrow
through all thie early ages, has recalled to
woman's heart the hour of sin in Eden, and in-
spired her for rarest' deeds of love.and heroism,
looking for man’s redemption, Miriam struck
the loud timbrel, and sang with Muses the
triumph song, Hannah trained the prophet
Samuel. Jael drove the tent nail into Sisers's
temples. The burden of the true woman's
beari hus-ever been that Bothlehem might at
length atone for Eden; and Kden be ours'again’
in Paradise, _ :

Christ was born at last of the Virgin Mary,
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Since then the naine Phoebe has stood for the
sucred ministrations with the priosthood ; the
name Durcas for blessed charity ; and the nume

- of Lydia, whoopened Europe to St. Puul, tor

P

the misvionary work of the Church’s women.
‘* See what women these Christians have!” eried
the pagans in the first age, The world is say-
iug the sume thing of the Church today. [
am very hopeful that the echo from theso walls
shall respond : “ Sve what & working force of
consecrated womun this Protostant Episcopal
Church has !” '

In the revived life ot the Church, the organiz.
ed work of the women has its established pluce,
imparting more and more the wpirit of purity,
grace and self sucrifice to the operation of the
Church. There is more hesrt in everythiog,
and works of mer:y and love are multiplied,
ennobling woman herself, and buttressing our
claim to be the Chureh of Christ with an un-
answerable argument, This was the condition
of the apostolic Church at first, with its
deaconosses and holy women, Causes [need
not review overthrew the primitive conditions,
and introduced the convents and nunnerivs of
medievalism. The Reformation was 1ot ended
when the Prayer Book wus issued, Juno 9, 1549,
The methods of organized women’s work are
now coming to feel the tonch and moulding
power of the same movemant; and the wise
decisions of our councils and the canons of the
General Convention are giving us the good
things of that essential forece in the militant
army of God, purged from the unnaturalness
and unscriptionalress of the dark ages,

Observe specially the Woman's Auxiliary for
the Church’s missionary work. [Its twenty-
first anniversary was cclebrated heroin this
goodly city of Baltimore. Thanked by the
whole Church for what il has done, its methods
are approved by every bishop. The Womun's
Auxilury having reached its mnjority, comes
into view as & gracious qu-on leading on all the
daughters of the Church. Like the woman of
Bethany, at the blessed feet of Christ, again
and again pierced by men to-day as they were
of old by Jows, they must minister unto Him
until they,tvo,hear His words of commendation,
“ She hath dome whut she could.” This plea
must touch every womun’s conscience hero to
follow hor exawmple, because, of the present
need ; and because it is easier to follow now
than twenty-one years ago tu-day. You have
only to move with the tide. It will be the
more shame, then, to any woman who sits still
and does vothing.

As long ago as 1830, women heiped Dr, Hill
in Grace; and in 1835, women's societies
raised money for Bishop Komper, starting for
the great Northwest. 1n 1843, boxes were
sent to Dr. Buck, In 1r64 Bishop Whipple's
Dakota League was formed., Sisterhood and
deaconesses were even then kuocking at the
door for recognition, In 18G8, the Ladies’
Domestic Mirrionary Relief Associntion was
formed. by Dr. Twing, In 1871, the Board of
Missions asked for the help of the devoled
women, organized speciully for ‘mis-ivnary
effurt ; and the Generul Convention passed Lhe
resolution for the Woman's Auxiliary. That

- orystallized one part of the greal furward move-

ment of the women of the Church, In nine
yeurs there were 650 parish branches and
twenty diocesan branches. That was twelve
years ago. Hvery year siaeo has been asteady
and wonderful incrouse,

In 1885 the Daughters of. the King appeared,
the latest bloom ot the revived life of the
Church. All this has broken down individualism
and purochialism and developed the realization
of the Church idoa. The mombers do not work
for thanks or the purish only, but for the blens-
ed body of Christ and tne exleunsion of His
kingdom, like the holy woman ut the cross, and
Mary, geatle, pure, loving and modest in
Simon’s house, breaking her precious box for

Josus, whom sie dearly loved, Phebe, the
Greekk woman, carried St Paul's letter from
Cenchrea and Corinth to the Romans, little
dreuming what & message to all succeeding nges
she was bouring ; and she found in the Lmporial
City, Priscilla and Mary and Julia, and the
sister o' Noreus, and Julia, laying the found-
alivns of the noble charities and Church work
that ever since have blessed the sad centuries,
Those were the Daughters of the King in the
eurly Church., It was the loving orgaunization
of orgavized love, as ours must be, apd not
dead machinery, liko a windmill in the dog-
days. Let it be remembered, in passing, that
althongh & man discovered America, he could
not have mude the voyage it a Christian
womuu had not prevailed for the equipment of

. the Suntu Marin; and that we owe the purity

snd jutegnc; and peerless worth of the INather
of his country to his mother. We owe more
than we can ever pay to Mrs, Washiugton,
Abiguil Adams, Elizabeth Hamilton, Sarsh
Ous, Juno Beekman and even Mollie Stark,
None have greater influence in shaping the
nation and its history thae our sisters, our
wives, our mothers, and our daughters, Our
Doburahs must speak to our Baraks that the
men of every tribe may be nerved for the
battie, und our Jaels must driveé the tent nails
iuto the temples of our foes. Your needles
may prove just aseffective for Christ as Juel's
tent pin. The story of Durcas’s heedle is the
grandest epic ever writlen. It has inspired
the women of eighteen centuries to clothe the
needy and muke the place of Christ’s feet beauti-
ful, Think, too. of the power of women's pen,
in the hymn, * Nearer, my God, to Thee,” There
are so many wuys of helping in this work that
every woman can do something. Martha was
serving Christ in Simon's house, when Mary
poured the sweet spikenard upon His head.

The question is not, What shall youdo? or
vhether it be much or only a very little ; above
all it i3 not whether you will find the meetings
interesting and the work attractive. The only
question is, Do you love your Saviour enough
1o do what you can for His body’s sake, which
i the Church?

Never forget that the least service you do in
this spirit of gratitude tor what Christ has done
for your links you with the ministering women
like Mury, who prepured Christ's body for His
burying, and that it is done unto Him as sure-
ly as 1f your hands had touched His sacred hair.
He will never forget your work and labor of
love. ‘t'he money given and the work done is
the spikenard ; and the quick bands to eutand
the nimble tingers to sew are really working
for Him who will say in the great day, “ [ was
naked and ye clothed me.” Had you lived, my
sister, in Bethany when that supper was made
for Christ, would you have been numbered
among the holy women who miunistered unto

- Rim? When His Supper is ready now, do you

love to come and shuw forth His death and
buriul for His coming again ? Cun it be said
of you to duy : **She hath done what she could ?”
Shall it be said of you in the day of His com-
ing? :

Now He calls to every woman, busy with the
cumbroas serving of the wurld : *“Cume out
of the vain whirl of =ocioty, out of the slavery
of passion, out of the bondage of petty and
frivolous absorptions; come and do what you
can—do something for me.” Agassiz tells us
that when the corner stone was laid for Albert
Durers’s monumeut, the cement was made of
the finest porcelain, ground in wine. Consecrat-
od woman's work to-day is not giving the
finest und the best things for a monument to a
dend than ; but for -something grander and
greater—for the upbuilding of the livinyg temple
of the living Saviour. Remember St. Agnes,
her purity, ber beauty, her seli-consecration
and devotion to Christ, reaching even to the
giving of her life for the Church, because it was

His very body to her. So, then, we must do
grand and noble things for Christ’s budy, Your
alabaster box is your heart, Let it break, and
pour all its tressure at Jesus' feet. Au lust
He will restore it, tilled with the joy ot Ilis
praise ; and fromit sweet incense shall rixo,
through the courts of his eternal house, as from
the golden vials full of odore, in the four and
twenty elders’ hands,

THE CENTRE OF UNITY.

Woe take the following extract, says the
editor of Church Work, from a speech of the
Bishop of Marlborough at the Essex Church
Coogress, where it aroused unbounded en-
thusinsm :

*Some people,” said the Bishop, ‘‘ would say
the R)mish Church was ancient, and the Church
of Englund modern. From ove standpoint,
however, the English Church was far more
ancient than the Church of Rome, berause it
was from top to bottom saturated with those

great doctrines which the early Church of
Christ held, and knew nothing of those modern
doctrines which literally made the Romi-h
Church modern. Florence, Trent, Vatican were
not ancient lundmarks, and the Church knew
nothing of them, Thore was nothing of ancient
doctrine that was not held by the reformeod
Church of Evgland. He wanted them also to
believe that the Church of Eogland was really
builded upon the stone of St. Peter, the great
declaration of faith in Jesus Christ. They had
none of that concrete work upon which the
Churchof Rome was building, There it wus
that they diffured from the Church of Rome.
They held to the old, whereas the Church of
Rome had new-fangled doctrines, All that was
good and useful in the Romish Chureh the
English Church had, but they would not have
that which they believed to be contrary to the
Uatholic truth. The Church of England held
everything that the Nonconformists held that
was worth holding ; and Nonconformists knew
that the great strongroom of their own
doctrines was the Prayer-book of the Church
of England, The Church refused to take the
pew things of Church of Rome ; and the Non-
conformists refused to give up the old things of
the Catholic Church.

The Church had an unbroken succession of
the threefold ministry ; and, above all, what
many Nonconformists were craving for—name-
ly, Confirmation, that blessed rite of the Holy
Spirit which’ was the spiritual stronghold of
the Church of Christ. They all wanted a united
Church if they could getit, and the only possible
contre of unity in Christendom was the Church
of England, because she held all truth that the
others held, and bad been faithful in not relin-
quishing the ancient uses of the Apostolic order.
'The Church of Rume could never be the centre
of unity, Cardinal Vaughan in his recent appeul,
asked them to submit. Submission was not re-
union or communion. And linglishmen did not
know how to submit. Cardinal Vaughan asked
them to submit to the Church of their fore-
fathers. A moroe illogical position he could not
conceive. He (the Bishop) did belong to tho
Church of his torefathers; but to which gener-
ation did the Church of Rome belong ? [t was
the Church of Bngland that bad never chunged,
and was the Church of their fore-fathers.

Then the Nonconformist bodies could never
be the centre of unity, because they held their
separate evangelical priuciples outof proportion
to other principles, and that madeit impossible
for them to become the centre, In the Church
of England there was a possibility of getting
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union. They would not getit out of a compact
cunningly devised, or out of fear., The greatest
blessing to the working men of Eugland waus
tho parochial system of the Church. Thus
system turned every ‘*ouse of poverty and
sorrow into s holy temple, in which a pure
religion, nnd undefiled, might be offered to God.
They did not know what they would lose it the
Chuarch was dislodged 1rom that system, The
Church claimed to be permitted to worship the
true God in the Church of their forefuthers, un-
interfoered with in the use of those buildings
which their forefuthers erectod at their own
private cost, And it alko claimed that their
. Cathedrals shodld- never be turned into music
balls and dancing saloons. Was that too much ?
The Church should also be permitted to serve
the people in the way she had served them in
the pust by the right and proper use of those
funds which no Parliameut. but the personal
munificence of their forefuthers, intrusted to
her : and further, that she should be permitted
to give unadulterated truth to their children.”

RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE KNOW.
LEDGE OF GOOD AND EVIL.

There is an old, old story which, call it ulle.
gory, call it vision, call it what you will, was
true in the beginning, is truc now, and will be

true to tho end of the world. It is contuinedin
o fow familiar words: “The woman saw that
it was u tree to be desired to make one wige,
and she took of the fruit thereof and did eat.”
Ste ate, and her eyes were opencd ; but Para-
dise was lost.

That old story! We know it so weil. Yes,
it is true we know it 8o well, and we heed 1t s0
. little, tbough never have we shown ourselves so

much the duughters of Xve as in the present
day. Itis needless to repoat what every one
knowe, that at no previous timo have women
attuined to such a position as they now hold.
They have achieved a great triumph, and one
of which they may well be proud; but in reap-
ing the benefits of this victory we must not
mistake the means by which it has been won,
Little as they think it, it is not woman with a
W brandishing her rights, who has wrested it
from man in open fight before the world ; rather
is it woman, who, in quiet and gentle ways, has
cultivated and improved her five talents till they
have becrme ten, and thus won the victory by
man laying down his arms at ber feet. But the
hour of victory has its subtle power of flatter-
ing tomptation, and victorious as women have
proved themselves in an uphill fight, it yet re-
mains to be ssen whether they will uphold their
standard now that ths heights are stormed and
they are within the citadel. Few things are
now denied to them ; they have attained a free-
dom of thought and language, an independence,
not to say courage, hitherto undreamt of. They
have attained it, and rightly -so—no right-
minded woman would grudge it them—but this
new freedom of thought, language, and action
imperatively demands a corresponding rense of
the responsibility of unfettered liberty, the self-
restraint absolutely needful where outward con-
straint is witbdrawn,

In language, it would seem, both written and
spoken, has the greatest advance been made,
Kvery woman now writes or speaks In public,
and as long as an ideal worthy the name is kept
full in view it must all work for good; but this
facility of expression may be a dangerous gift,
and demands a very strict control in its exer-
cise. In some of the nuvels and books of* the
present day the authors, while endeavouring to
muke palpably clear to their readers some ter-

- rible evils in the world, do harm to the cause
which thay advocate by a want of reserve and
reticence, which is, to say the least, painful and
unnecessary. Reform and amendment nobody
will deny is sorely needed in the direction in
which they point; butis it is wige to atiack

a powerful foe thus lightly, und withsuch wea-
pons ? These bouks embody a type of thought
becoming too previlent amonyg u certain class,
und there is in them, in strange combination
with this want of reserve, u ful-o s0-culled mod-
esty moie repugnant ilmost than the want of
reserve, and 4 tendency, unexpressed though it
be ir. actual words, to depreciate the maje ty of
innocence, How is it that they who have un-
doubtedly a high und noble object in viaw can-
uot see that to root out 5o poisonous an evil the
weapons must bLe of gold? All that are
forged out of common metal will corrode
and rust. Innocence is one of God's own
weapons, unconscious from its very nvature
of its power; buv who cun say what blows
for right it has wvot struck, what victories
over wrong it has not won? It has been abused,
Giod knows ; its fair beauty hus been marred ;
but when with safety we can shelter and pre-
serve that tender fluwer, in the name of God let
us do so. Tha knowledge of evil comes all teo
soon, without hastening toward- it, and are we
uny the better prepared (o meet it by early
familjarity with its aspects? To know evil and
resist it, it will be said, is bigher than not to
know und vet do right by instinet. True, but’
to seek to know, for the mere suke of knowing,
purtitkes :again of the old, old story. Again the
hand is siretched out towards the tree of know-
ledge.  Again * knowledge for wisdom 18
counted.” Again, the desire to know, not only
good but evil, is the temptation of the daugh-
ters of BEve. .

Fdr be it from any one to undervalue the ef-
forts of those noble women who have fought and
striven to raise the lot of suffering womunhood.
It is not of knowledge such as theirs, won
through the fire and used for life's noblest pur-
poses, that we spealk, it is of that craving for
the emotional excitement, even for the very
horror of that knowledge of evil which, under
the guise of zeal for the welfare of our sex, some
people seek after. It is the temper of mind
which desires to impart thut knowledge, and to
talk of it, to whisper its horrors into ears that
have never heard them, the spirit which can
discern naught bhut earthly passion in ballowed
love, the eyes that look at good through glueses
dimmed with the knowledge of evil, thut spirit
which (can it go further?) would revise the
Te Deum itself to suit their tuste. That is the
spirit of mind which all true women should ab-
hor and ropudiate with all their stiength. Not
8o has woman's position been raised in the
world; not by taking away from our young
daughters the blessed privilege of inuocent
minds; not by declaiming aloud against man’s
wiskedness; not by writing books which sully
rather thau lift the thoughts of their readers.
No, not thus should we tight. The moaster evil
is there; it is there, and we must struggle with
it, but the growth of thousands of yeurs is not
aradieated in a day. We must remember to our
shame that the first seed of evil—and was it
only the first ?—was sown by a woman, and
only by patient, humble, and prayeriul lnbour
can it, bit by bit, fibre Ly fibre, be rooted out.
Stand, and hew down the branches as much as
we will, it will do but temporary good; most
will be done on our knees, killing the root, and
then sowiug good seed in its place,

Thus, then, lat us fight aguinst evil, and let
us not waete our strength by using a dangur-
ous familiarity uand facility of expression
in speaking of things which, alas! muny
must know, but know to their grievous sorrew.

" Once, long ago ihe posivion of woman wus

changed—and changed for evermore. And all
our guthered experience, all our new develop-
ments, all our acquired knowledge, all ourlesrn-
ing, all our zeal for raising womankind, what
has it- all done when weighed in the bulance
with those few meek words through which sul-
vation reached the world—“Behold the hand-
maid of the Lord ! ” A Woran,

He makes hnmanity fruitful
by bestowing various gifls upon nations and
individuals. Bezaleel and Aholiab ace filled with
the Spirit, to.devisv the ¢cunning ornaments for
the Temple worship, and the Psalmists and
Prophets wrote under His controlling inspira-
ion, So now, God divides to every man sever-
ally, as He will; and we may call the grace
which nccompanies the gift enabling us to put
it into proper action, Actual grace. Moreover
the Moly Spirit was striving with humanity,
trying to leud it back to God. So He does now,
He siands without at the heart's door and
knocks, He puts 1nto our hearts good desires.
He forccomes us every good word and work,
Every penitent is brought to repentence by the
missionary action of the Holy Spirit, This
Good Shepherd grace which seeks us out and
forecomes us in every good act, we call God’s
Prevenient grace. Provenioent, that is, the grace
thut goes before every good deed. Now these
wore Lhe two ways the Holy Spirit acted upon
humanity before the Incarnation. By the way
of Actual, and Prevenient grace.
. But since the Incarpation it is by a new and

“additional way, Before, He acted on our na-

ture from without. Like the spirit moving
upon the face of the waters. But He could not
and did not enter into humanmty, He was like
the dove sent out from Noah’s Ark who could
find no placo of rest. The Holy Spirit could
not make human nature a & dwelling place be-
cause buman nature was so sinful, and where
sin was He could not dwell. But when the Son
of God became Incurnate by uniting a body
and soul to His one Personality, then the Holy
Spirit filled that Body and Soul, The Holy
Duve nt lust had found its pluce. And that Body
and Soul became endowed with quickening
powers, The first Adam, we read, wus made a
living soul. The last Adam, Josus Christ, was
made o quickening, i.e., life giving spirit. This
our Lord declured, befure His reeurrection,
when referring to His Flesh and Blood, He said
the things which [ huve bsen spesking to you
about i. e, My Body and My Blood, which
you are toeat and drink, ‘ Thev are spirit and
thoy are life, ”  Moreover the H ly Spirit was,
in u superudded manner, given Him at Iis
Baptism, anoioting Him =8 the Messinh and
as our Prophet, Priest und King.

But we wish first, to dwell on the tremendous
ditference between theuction of the Holy Spirit
in the old ditpensution, when He acted on hu-
manity from without; and now, that God hav-
ing become Incurnate, bus entered within if.
Do we sny, * yes, the Holy Spirit hay entered
into Christ but what is that tous ?” Are we
not sinful? How cun He do for us more than
Ho did for the Jews? The unswer is-because
now having been mude membersof Chiristin
Holy Buptism, we are members ot His Body,
und so, the Holy Spirit cun come into us;,
and unless we by deadly sin drive Him ont,
abide there. This action of the Holy Spint,
in dweliing within us, or inhabiting uy, is culled:
habitual or sunctify ing prace,

Think bow neur this brings Christ tous, We
don’t have to go to the Holy Land to find-Him.
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If we could go back aud be with the Apostles
before Pontecost, we shiould not be sonest to
Him as weare now. If we could bo with 8. Jehn
at Patmos, and see His radiant glory. yuot we
should notget thereby nearer or closer to Him,
The same Spirit thut was in Him when He
lay in His Mother's arms in Bethlehem, thut
led Bim into the wiiderness, that was in Him
when He uttered His thrice repeated prayer
beneath the olive trees of Gethsemane, that
was in Him, inspiring every actand word and
desire and emotion to the very last ery on Cal-
vary, that same Spirit, comes to dwell in us,
and more and more revesl Christ to us, and
make us Christ-like. And this spiritis given
ug in Baptism and Contirmation. How ought
not Churchmen to value their privileges and
gitts, and draw by their holiness others to de-
gire them,— Diocese of Fond du Lac.

Harirax.—The rector of St, Paul's Chureh,
the Rev. Dyson Hague, wus presented with 4
very vuluable fur coat and Mrs. Haguo with a
very handsome ercritoire at Christmas time by
his congregation. The Rev. Mr. Perry, the
Asgistant, received a pur-e of money and an
easy chair. On the Sunday provious to Christ-
mas the Sunday-school was o scene of delight-
ful gift-giving, ench teacher and scholar bring-
ing a gift of books or toys, to be given to four

or five of the poorer purishes in the couniry
parts, until from 600 to 700 presonts lay henped
on the table, This is o delightful custom, und
not only gives great joy 'o many, bul teaches
the rising generation of Canudians that it is
more blessed to give than 1o receive. Last
year four large woodon caros were sent in this
way, and even more will be sent this time, Oan
Monday, the gifts of the pevple to the poor
were sent 10 the St. Puaul's Sunduy school
(Argyle hall) in lavish profusion, ‘Purkeys,
geese, poultry, plum-puddings, fruit, vegetables,
cakes, mitts, mufters, toys, boos and shoes,
and all sorts of good things poured in, und after
being distributed in baskets and bugs, were
carried by the young Iadies and geutlemen of
the congregation to the homos of the puor. It
has been found that this plan is fur better than
allowing the poor to come themselves, 4s it does
away with the pauperizing or begging process,
This is the only time in the year too (with one
or two exceplions) when eatablos or coalis
given without being worked for. The Christ-

mas services were bright and hearty,the church

in its Christmas colors looking very peautiful.
A handsome . Reredos stood at the end of the
shancel with the Star of Bethelehm pouring
golden raysof light ou the words ** Jesus Chrisy”
while at the sides iu rich red lottcring the
mottoes * King of Kings " und ** Lord of Liords "
shone out conspicuously. The pulpit and read-
ing desk were also beautifully worked, the large
text around the gallery boaring the words :
“ Behold I bring you good tidings of great
joy. Unto you is born this duy a Saviour,”
The eollection which is given to the rector to
distribute to some of the more needy of the
country clergy, amounted to $168. Besides all
this, the gifts of the people 10 the St. Paul's
alms house must not be forgotten, many useful
thicgs being sent, and the delightiul presents of
flowers to the sick, each sick persou in the
congregation being prerented with u beautiful
flower and with fruit, Another most valuable
present this Christmas 1o St, Paul’s Church
was o pair of very hundsome solid silver Com-
munion Cups presented by certaiu ladies of the

congregation, but unfortunately, on arriving, a
mistake with regard te their size was found to
have beon made, The chalices will be ready,
however, very shortly, Such is only a very
brief and partial account—for no one can de-
scribe the vast amount of individual and peraunal
charity that flows out from hearts touched by
the charity of the Son of God's love at this
happy season—of the Christmas doings in this
old church, the oldest church in Halifax, and
the mother charch of the Church of England in
the Dominion of Canada,

A Christmas tree was fiurnished to the inmates
of the Poor House through the thoughtfulness
of Mrs, Courtney and friends, These with the
Biskop met in the Church of the Institution on
the afternoon of the 26th of December when vhe
inmates were called down and the gifts from
the troo were distributed, This is the first
time in the recollection of Mr, Dow, and officers
of the Institution, that the inmates have been
treated to a Christm1s tree, and the chairman
of the Bourd, Mr. Dennis, expressed to Mra.
Courtney its appreciation of her kindly act.

The Rev. J*, H. W. Archbold received from
the congregation of St. Matthias oo Christmas
evo a gold houded cane and a handsome piece of
silverwuro suitably engraved accompanied by &
flnttering address,

The Christmas wsorvices at St. Luke's
Cathedral were as usual full of the joy and
briyhtness which the festival inspires. There
wus a choral Eversong with choral singing at
8 p. m,, on Christmas eve, which was fairly at-
tended. Celebrations of the Blessed Eucharist
were held at 7, 8, 10, and 12.15, the 8 o'clock
celebration being full choral with 350 communi-
cants, Mating wus sung at 11,when the Bishop
preached a benutiful sermon on the words
“ Peace on earth.”

CATHEDRAL SERVICES.—A recent inquiry as
to the macner in which Service is conducted in
the Cuthedrals of England and Wales has
clicited the following facts, which, beside being
instructive and interesting, are deserving of all
cuareful consideration.

There are in the old country thirty-four of
these Mother Churches, or Cathedrals as they
are called.

(1) In every oune.of them there is a surpliced
choir.

(2) In every one of them. the Sunday and
Week-day Services are Choral,

(3) In every ove of them the Choir turns
Eastward to say the Creeds.

(4) In every one of them the Congregation
rises us the Choir and Clergy enter and leave the
Chuorch,

There Cuthedral customs have been in con-
stant use ever eince the Reformation, excopt
during the Commonwealth under Oliver Crom-
well, when the King was taurdered and the
Bishops were exiled—iwhen the Puritans seized
and diefigured our Churches, and when it was
counted & crime to possess a Copy of our
glorious Book of Common Prayer,

The Deans and Canons have generally been
appointed by the Crown, and huve been selected
simply because they were eminent men deserv-
ing of recognition, They huve been and are
men of widely different schools of thought,
Such men, for instanco as Dean Payne Smith
sud Canon Freemantle of Canterbury, and
Dean Lefroy, of Norwich, and Canon Fleming,
of Yurk, are all typical Low Churchmen ; but
they all join beartily and earnestly in there
Cuthedral Services, und are glad to see crowas
of worshippers flocking to our ancient Fanes to
join in Choral Wership and to hear the Kver-
lasting, Gospel to the Glory and Praise of God.

We think that the observance of the duy in this
particular a:pect has increased withiu a few
yesr- pust. In neveral of the churche« in Mont-
1eal Holy Communion was celebrated at ten
a.m.,, and the New Year thus appropriately
and in churcblike manner dedicated to God.
Amangst other churches in which the day was
sn obrerved was Grace Church, Point St. Charles,
Rev. Dr. Kor, rector, at which wa understand
there were no less than seventy communicants
prerent at the celebration at 10 am, There
would appear to be sturdy and steady Church
growth in thie important parish; the number
presert at the Christmus celebration and again
on Circumeision duy, and at the ordinary ser-
vices being exceptionally lurge.

8 and 14 years. Rev, Mr, Mills, of Bul''s Horn
Cump, Blood Reserve, would uiso be thankful
to bave his poor Indians held in remembrance,
as they are in great destitution.

The subject fur diecussion was, * India con-
sidered us a Mission Field” By request the re-
cording secretary spoke on the subject. The
drift of the address was to show how those bar-

riers which, only a fow years ago, excluded
Christian Missions from India had in the good
providence of God been removed, and Indis
with her 250.000,000 million of souls has been
made accessible to the gospel.

One, becau<e thix Holy
Soason illustrates in a remarkable mauner the
bouuty of the family ideal ; the other, bhecauve
the drift of & certain section of modern thought
is undoubtedly towards depreciating the family,
and exalting the individual. It is not too much
to say that tiis modern doctrine 13 a gospel of
selfishness, the very opposite to that which the
object-lesson of the Divine Babeand His Virgin
Mother teaches us The family circle is God's
blessed ordinunce, and is under Divine Provi-
dence the sweetest, happiest, and most haluwed
spot on earth. ‘¢ Whore two or three are gath-
ered towether in My name thero am 1 in the
midst of them,"” does not apply auly o public
worship. I refers also to the domestic life of
& God-fearing family, the members of which
endesvour to order their lives in hurmony with
gober and consistent piety- Family life is the
nursary of effuction, of friendship, and of virtue.
[t is in the family that the first and strongest
improssions are mude ; 1t is there that an edu-
cation is insensibly gained which schools can
never supply, or after influence ever effuce.
The most potent influence in the home i+ un-
doubtly the wife and the mother’, and from this
centre her influence radiates throughoui the
world, There are at the preseut uime tho~e who
would discrown woman ot her glory as Quuen
of the liome, and drag her down-into the dust
and mire of a luwer level, forgetful that in her
own sphere the influence of woman is all power-
ful. and rhal it iy one of the highest and the
holiest influences thaut the world can have. The
Virgin Mother of our Lord, contemplative,
gentle, holy in thought, word, und deed, her
loving influence never waning, yot ever keep-
iig herseifin the back-ground, tels rather than
scen, is a puttern to the Christian mother for
all ages. She is the emblem of the domestic
graces. An ancient writer has said, ** Give me a
sihgle domestic grace, and I will turn it into &
handred public virtues.” He wus right, for it
is from the graces ot a Christiun home that u
nation grows in godliness and prosperity. As
Archbisnop Tait has said, “The family is the
eurliest nociety constituted by od.

[vis acarious fact that whilst the Arglo-
Catholic Church hus undoubtedly the best right
to her surname, there are many weak kneed
people who in her worshipping ussemblies, and
in teaching the young, profess openly to * be-
lieve in the Holy Cutholic’ Chureh,” and yet
lose no opportunity of cunceding the name
“ Cutholic” exclusively to the Rumunists who
gladly uaccept thic igaorant and superstitivus

EPISCOPACY AND THE CHURCH OF
ENGLAND.

BY THE REV, ANDREW GRAY,

[From the Living Church.]

In the pithy editorial on °The English
Church Congress on Epiceopacy,’ (which ap-
peared in The Living Church, Nov. 11, 1893), it
was shown lo the satisfaction, I should think,
of all, that the position taken at that Church
'Congress by the Archbishop of Dublin and the
Bishop of Worcester was historically unwar-
ranted. But, us not all of your readers are
woll read in our Church’s history, and as sev-

eral Nonconformist papers have quoted approv-
ingly. and as being official, the utlerances of
the Bishops reterred to, I feel sure that some
additional comments on the hisforical facts
would be welcomed by many.

The point taken by both Bishops,it will be
remembered, was the same that hus heen taken
by & few in our American Church, That Epis-
copacy was a respectable and venerable form of
Church government, to their m!nds, the best
form that exists, and that consequently they
weore personslly groatly attached to it, both
freely adoutted, But, if correctly reported,
both vepudiated the iden that episeopal ordina-
tion is necessary in owler toa valid ministry
and the right adminixtration of the sacraments.
We do not thank their Liordships for any eulogy
of theirs on Episcopacy as a wise Auman ar-
rangement, In the lancuage of the late ly-
mented Canon Liddon, ¢ we claim for Episco-
pacy, not only that it is necessary to the
Church's bene esse, but 1o her very esse.’ Prof,
Stokes vroved himself to be & champion in the
dircussion, “ He . maintained that whilst
inaividual Bishops might have recognized Pros-
byterian orders,’ the Caurom (as a Church)
bad never in all her long history done ec. In
proof of the correctness of his position, he cited
the eleventh canon of 1603, which wus re-ep-
aocted by the Christian laity of England and
Ireland in 1634. That canon read as follows:

‘ Whosoever shall hereafter atfirm or main-
tain that there are within this realm other
meetings, assemblies, ov congregations of the
King's born subjects, than such as by the laws
of this land are held nnd allowed, which may
rightly challenge to themselves the name of
irue and lawful Cburches, let him be excom-
municated, and not restored, but by the Arch-
bishop, after his repentance and public revoca-
ion of his wicked errors.’

The canon clearly shows what was the posi-
tion of the Anglican Chnreh as to the existence
of ‘other Churches,’ and consequently as to the
validity of the orders in ‘ other denominations.’

But the canon does not state what penalty
shall be inflicted when the * wicked errors’ are
held and .taught by an Archbishop and a
Bighop.

The reader will plense observe that we are
not just now arguing that the canon is a wise
or right one. Qur point is that the Church of
England has taken her position, and that that
position is that Episcopacy is necessary in order
toa true and valid ministry, as well as to a true
and Seriptural Church,

The Bishop of Worcester, in order to sustain
his marvelous position, cited the case of Spot-
tiswood, Lamb, and Hamilton, who, though
they bad previously received only Presbyterian
orders, were consecrated, in 1610, by Bishops

of the Church of England as Bishops for Scot--

land. He regarded this as an imporiant fact
—as ovidence that the Church of England ue-
knowledged, in this case, the validity of Pres-
byterian orders, But it is & most unfortunate
case for his Lordship. The act of four Bishops
was not the ‘Church of England.’ Had his
Lordship forgotten that the so-called Presby-
terian Church in Scotland had, at that very
time, a nominal Episcopate? Had ho forgotten
that the three men above-named were already
called ¢ Bishops in Scotland,and that the former
(Spotiiswood) was already the Presbyterian
Archbishop of Glasgow ? Now, 1f his Lordship
ix correet in his porition—if the Church of Eng-
land in this case acknowledged the validity of
Presbyterian orders—then we would ask:
Why were these three * Bishops' consecrated at all?
Why did not the Church of England acknow-
ledge the validity of their orders ? Hig Liord-
ship does not appear to have thought of this,
What are the facts of the case ?

In the year 1610 A.p. & General Assembly
was held in Glasgow under the presidency of
Spottiswood, the wso-called Archhishop of Glas-
gow. A series of principles and decisions were
agreed to, establishing once more the authority
of the Episcopate in Scotland. This was in
harmony with the well-known wishes of the
King, James V., of Scotland, and I. of Eng-
land, who had declared it his duty to make the
people of both kingdoms ¢ one in wealth and re-
ligion.” The King then took the necessary
steps for securiug the full canonizal validity of
that Episcopate, He summoned the Archbishop
of Glasgow (Spottiswood) to come to England,
and bring with him any two Bishops that he
might think fit* At his first audience with
them he made known to them his purpose, He
had succeeded in recovering their Bishoprics,
but innsmuch as he had no power himself to
make them Bishops, and there were not suffi-
cient in Scolland to consecrate, he had called
them to England, *that being consecrated
themselves they might on their return give or-
dination to those at home.’

But as there was no evidence that these titu-

~ lar Bishops had been episcopally ordained, An-

drews, Bishop of Ely, said that, before they
could be consecrated Bishops, they must be or-
dained deacons and prissts. This objection was
overruled by Bancrott, Archbishop of Canter-
bury, not on the ground ‘that the Church of
England acknowledged the validity of their
Presbyterian orders,’ as his Lordship of Wor-
cester argued, but on the ground that, as the
Episcopate embraced the Priesthood, episcopal
authority might be conveyed at once. The
principle of this decision, then, renlly was the
old saying, * Presbyter in episcopo continetur.
From this the Archbishop argued that the men
might be cousecrated per saltum ; and the case
of Ambrose, and others, was thought to afford
sufficient procedent. There was though: to be
force in the argument, und Andrews gave way.
Spottiswood, Lumb, and Hamilton were accord-

ingly consecrated Bishopsin the chapel of Lon.
don House by the Bishops of London, Ely,
Rochester, und Worcester, on the 21st day of
Oct., 1610, Thus, after exactly half 2 century,
the important see of Glasgow was again held in
the Apostolic line of succession.t This, we
think, completely disposes of this matter. By
if his Liordship would like to know what Spot-
tiswood himeelf thought of the subject, be may
learn that, by the following extract from his
¢ Last Will and Testament': * As touching the
government of the Church, I am verily per-
suaded that the government episcopal is the only
right and Apostolic form.'

Let us call the attention of bis Lordship to -
another case, We have been tonsidering one
that oceurred in the reign of James V1, of Scot.
land, Let us now turn 1o apother which took
place during the reign of Charles II. Episco-
pacy, it will be remembered, bad been pro-
seribed during the Commonwealth, but shortly
after the restoration of the monarchy the King
took’steps to organize the Church in Scotland
aguain by the appointment of Bishops. To this
end an act was passed * for restitution and re-
establishment of the ancient government of the
Church by Archbishops and Bishops.’ Syd-
serft, Bishop of Galloway, alone remained of the
old order.] He would naturally have beou se-
lected for the Primacy, but he was strongly
suspected of Popery by the Presbyterinns, and
the King thought it was more prudent to put
him in one of the Northern sees, where his
views would be less unpopulsr. He was trans-
ferred to Orkney, perhaps not unwillingly, as
it was accounted one of the richest of the
Bishoprics.

The Archbirhoprie of St. Andrews, the prima-
tial see, was conferred ou Jumes Sharpe, who
had been the chosen declegate of the Presby-
terians to watch their interests with the King,
und his appointment aroused their indignation
to the highest pitch. Three others were chosen
by the King—Fairfowl, to be Archbishop of
Glasgow ; Hamilton, to be Bishop of Galloway;
and Leighton for Dunblane. The last was the
only one of them whose character stood really
high. Burnet, the historiaz, has summed up
the popular estimate of his character in one
pregnant sentence. He says that ‘ Lis own
practice did evon outshine his doctrine.’

The see having been decided upon, arrange-
ments were made for the consecration.” A pre-
liminary difficulty arose, for, though Fuirfowl
and Hamilton had been ordained to the priest-
hood in England, Sharp sod Leighton had re-
ceived only Presbyterian orders. The latter
raised no objection to re-ordination, but Sharpe
was urgent againsu it, pleading the parallel case
of Spottiswoud, Lamb, and Hamilton in 1610—
the very case which way cited by the Bishop of
Worcester. But the English Bishops were im-
movable, and both were admitted to the diaconale
and the priesthood, accordiny to the Cotholic rule,
and thep all received consecration together at
the bands of the Bishops of London, Worcester,
Carlixle and Liandaff, in Westminster Abbey,
1661 §.

-}3ee this whole subject carcfully treated by
Canon Luckock in chapters xvi and xvii of his
*Churzh in Scotland.! See, also, Spottiswood’s
‘ History of the Church of Seotland’ in ¢ Life of
the Author,” pp. xxx, cxxxvi, (this chapter con-
tains his * Last Will and Testament.’)

11t will, then, be seen that the Spottiswood
succession did not continune many yeurs, and,
therefore, ull question as to the validity of the
consecration at the chapel of London House has
been long superseded by a more canonical con-
secration for the Chureh in Scotland,

§The present Apostolic ministry of the
Chureh in Scotland derives its authority and
commission from and through the said James
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This last care shows clearly what was the
position of the Bishops just named as 1o the
validity of Presbyterian orders. Why did not
his Lordship. of Worcester argue from it that
the Cburch of England does not acknowledge
the validity of Presbyteriun orders?

ag her figure-head, and the ‘sectarian colours’
of the Irinity nailed to her mast; and, manned
by a brave crew, steers her way through
stormy seas to her quiet haven of Assured
Hope, there to rest 1n safe anchorage, while the
heathen, like the tempest-tossed ccean, furiously
rage outside the bar,

The contest which has just ended proves how
well found she is. Unaided, save by o few
staunch allies from the Evangelical camp, she
kas won the fight, The wholo hnst of mi-be-
liovers und unbelievers was against her, The
Down-graders, under the leadership of John
Clitford and the Clifford World, hurarved her on
one side; the avowed unbelievers, the Secular-
ists and Socialists, beamed on by the opposition
literary planets which mierule their horoscopas
for the next smallest coin in therealm, harassed

& few exeeptions, took s circular and round-
about route in order to damn her with faint
praise; Unitarians posed as Orthodox Chris-
tiaps in more or less Orthodox Nunconformist
periodicals, while ultra-Protestant Clristians.
clothing themselves with ¢ No Popury * us with
a garment, fought on the side of Unitarians ip
the Orange Churchman; and yot the Church bas
triumphed. It was ina certsin sonse u repeti
Lion of what has sv often becn noted in the case
of Hospital Sunday. For a whole year the sects
howl against the Church, and I, when the col
lections are counted up, it is found that she has
contributed more than all of thein put together.
thus showing at onmee her strength, which ie
denied by those whose wish is jather to the
thought, and her practical belief in the Broth-
erhood of Man, which is decried by those whe
wish to be thought to have the sole mounopoly
of that creed, 1In the same way the sects and

the world have beed howling against the Church
during the whole time of the late contest, and
lo, she has beaten the whole of the antugonistic
forces put together, This analogy between the
Church and the hospital indeed may be pushed
yet further, for in one sense the Church is a
hospital into which all men find their way,
sooner or later, for the binding up of their
wounds, and the hospital is u Church where
striet discipline is euforced apd the medica-
ments are prescribed according to the most un-
flinching dogma. For this both Church and
hospital are equally vituperated by the ignorant
when whole, but when sick they are glad to
accept bath dizcipline and dogma as thoe only
meauns of keeping them in perfect health., The
most trying patients in the human institution
ure those who carry their uwnresl notions of
frecdom with them, and, protesting at the un-
wonted restraints, delay their owu recovery.

The most implacable foes of the Divine institu- -

tion are those who ure for ever prating about
unrea! liberty, and, chafing at the Gospel dog-
mas of the Church, tind their way into Seculur-
ism.

This uureal liberty, indeed, is the gravest
fault of the age. There is s0 much talk of lib-
orty nowaduys. But the freedom that shricked
when Kosciusko fell is not the same kind of
freedom that shrieks so lucratively at the pres-
ent.time, That kind of freedom wug not sold
at a profit. There were no ‘poople’s friends’
then who pocketed the people's pennies, and,
while railing at ‘ vile capitalists,” made fortunes
out of betling intelligence and misleading
‘tips’ to the ruin of their deluded clients.
There were no platform orators then who tulked
about the * sufferings of the poor,’ and then left
it to Lhe poverty stricken curate to help them,
There were no philunthropists then who wuxed
pussionately eloguent abou! the * better bousing
of the poor und built hideous (and well-paying)
*flats * ut rents which the very poor could not
atford. Freedom nowadays is an artificial crea-
ture who ‘runs’ a democratic newspaper al 4
hundsome percentage; or declaims ugainst a
‘weulthy Church 'in a fashionable chapel far
removed {rom Poverty Alley and with a luera-
tive tubls of pew-rents; or xils 1n Parlinment
as a Labour Member and thinksit impossible to
live respoctably on £300 & your, while the poor
laborers who pay them bave to live as best they
can on Hope, supplemented by help from the
‘ State Church’ priest. Freedum, in short, is
fustizn, und sits enthroned in Claptrap Castle,
with plenty of dust beside it to throw into the
eyes of its deluded votaries, And yet, notwith-
stunding that whole bins of it were exhuusted
in the late contest, tho Church has triumphed.

As to the dastardly ‘No Popery’ cry, the
wonder is that nobody saw through the hollow-
noss of it, Why, for instance, should that
which is rank Popery in Riley be but the most
hurmloss Protestantism in Hoadlam ? s there
auy ditference in the * height® of thoir Chureh-
mu..ohip, aud it not why wus Riley rated and
Headlam hugged ? Does not Mr. Headlam (and
all honor to him for it) set forth his Catholicity
in souson and out of season? Then why make
tish of one High Churchman and flosh of the
other ? Why serve Mr. Riley up with the
coarsest Billingsgate, and bring Mr, Houdlam
in with the choicest sauce ? 'The answer is very
simple, Because the one's Progrossivism is
supposed 10 be, iu some way or other, inimical
to the Chureh, while the otker's Cunservativism
is estimated to be staunch 10 it.  Therefore let
nothing b #aid a8 to Mr, Headlam's advanced
Churchmansbip, but shous ¢ No Popery’ with
all our might at the other's. Lot us kickup all
the Protestant dust we can, besides throwing it
in the electors’ eyes ; Jet usdo anything we can
s0 lung as we injure the Church.  Well, it was
done ; and etill the Church bas triumpbed,

Again, with regurd to the Circular. Allsorts
of side issues were raised. Tho dreadful word

‘tests ' was solemnly marched out; the epithet
‘sacerdotalism ' was exhibited to uneducated
people in order to inspire thom with the vague
horror which is born of ignorance; even the
Pope was imported at great expense. Every
thing was done to keep the electora from learn-
ing the simple truth that all this Progressive
Eother was because the Church members of the

oard insisted that the children of Christian
parents sbould be instructed in the Christian
fuith by Christian teachers. Well, the Pro-
gressives have done their best to thwart the
Church; and yet the Church has triumphed.
But the contest is not yot over. The late fight,
fierce as it was, was bat a skirmish, The battle
will be renewed by the Church’s enemies; but
yot the Church will triumph if Churchmen out-
side the Board will do their part. They voted
solid at the late election, They must act solid
for the future if they wish for a4 more solid vie-
tory still. The recent fight has afforded one
more proof of the power of the Church against
hor foes. If Churchmen are united she will
afford yet another and more conclusive one——the
power, namoly, to maintain her ownagainst the
whole world. '

CHURCH ENTERTAINMENTS.

(The following froma country paper, the
Miami, O., Gazette, oxpross well and with good
sense something worth thinking about for
Church people, and gives an idea of what the
“world " thinks.}

The- period of church entertainments is ap-
proaching, and before any have been announced

we feel at liberty to air our views concerning
them. The plan of appesling to men's pockets
through their stomachsor love for pleasure for
moans to build God's Church seoms to us
unscriptural and calculated to drag down the
dignity of the Church, Moses did not institute
a grand carnival or publiv entertainment to
build the tabernacle. Solomon did not resort
to theatrical performances, bazars or concerts
to raise money to build the great temple. The
apostles and early Christiuns did not getup
grab-bags, post offices and “chance” sales, or
resort to any such belittling devicos for Charch
extension, Theonly theutricul performsance re-
corded of any of the apostles is of St. Paul
fishting the beasts at Epheses,but we have never
heard that any of the proceeds went to help
the poor saints, many of whom were in dire
want, or to build up churches, Thore is no re-
cord of Durcas having givon u ¢ poverty social”
for the benctit of the poor for whom she made
garments, The inauguration of fairs, festivals,
tableaux, etc., is of modern growth and has
bten attended with a depression in the spiritual
life in the Church. Tae Church of Christ is
blood-bought and should be too sacred to those
who profess to love it and whose aim it should
be to honor it in their lives to be dishonored .
by questionable means of ruising funds for its
support. The legitimate sale of merchaniable
commodities for the benefit of the Church or
for the poor does not seem to us to come under
the hoad of questionable methods, but amuse-
ments and entertainments savor too much of
carael methods and abate the spirit of gospel
benevolence in the Church. Earnest workers
for Christ, laboring for the uplitting of humani-
ty and the salvation of souls, have no time to
fritter away their spirtunlity and energies. The
Charch has made its grandest conquests with-
out catering to the frivolous taste o1 the world
and the wordly, and if she would conquer “the
world, the flesh and the devil,” she must do it
with spiritual and not carnal weapons, Puople
have almost ceased to contribule tothesuppurt
of the Church from beneficence, but by trade:
Can it be acceptable to Him who has said “freely
yeo have received, freely give.” Picnic religion
dishonors the Church and is an insult to Him
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who “ was acquainted with grief,” and whose
gospel demands earnest lives from those who
embrace it. Is it not {ime for earnest Chris‘ians
to call a balt on these wordly methods for rais-
ing money for church supfport and to fall back
upon the scriptural plan of free will offerings.—
The Church News.

Young, neither can we be too careful
of the books they read. -~ The vile

His excuse was
that it was so funny that his mamma
thought a bean would go into his
nose, he thought he would try one.
This is generally the effect of prema-
ture warnings against evil from books
or elders: Evil iIs in the world and
meets us at the very threshold of in-
telligence, but it is as wise to encou-
rage children to investigate it as it
is to teach them to investigate a hor-
net's mest.—Selected.

HEROIC SELF-SACRIFICE,
A mnoteworthy example of self-sac-

rifice was seen in the action of the
noble Dr. Guyon. A terrible plague
was raging in Marseilles—it seemed
that the entire population would be
cut off. The physicians of the city
were unable to stay the curse, not
knowing the nature of the disease.
The dissection of a corpse seemed to
be the only means of giving the nec-
essary knowledge, but the contagious
nature of the disease and its fatality
made it sure death to anyone who
undertook it.

A counsel of physicians had for
some time deliberated ; finally, Dr.
Guyon, one of the most celebrated
doctors of the city, and a man in the
very prime of life, arose, saying : ‘So
be it ; I devote my life to the safety
of my country.’ He dissected a
corpse, and critically examined all
conditions of the organism that
would throw light on the nature of
the malady. He then wrote out a
careful, detailed description of the re-
sult of his investigations, placing the

INDIA.

A tract by Dr. Murdock, published
by the Christian Literature Society
of Madras, describes the history and
construction of the great Temple of

Jagannak, at Puri, in Orissa, and the
“baking” and “car” festivals. The
number of pilgrims is said at times
to reach 300,000 in the year, and their
sufferings are great from bad food
and exposure In the ralny season.
“But it is on the return journey that
the misery of the pilgrims reaches
its climax. The rapacity of the Puri
priests and lodging-house keepers has
passed into a proverb, A week or
ten days finishes the process of plun-
dering, and the stripped and half-
starved pilgrims crawl out of the city
- with their faces towards home. They
stagger along under their burdens of

holy food which is wrapped up in.

dirty cloth or packed away in heavy
baskets and red earthen pots. The
men from the Upper Provinces fur-
ther encumber themselves with a
palm leaf umbrella and a bundle of
canes dyed red, beneath whose strokes
they did penance at the Lion Gate.
After the Car Festival they find every
stream flooded. Hundreds of them
have not money enough left to pay
for being ferried over the network of
rivers in the delta. - Even those who
can pay have often to sit waliting on
the bank for days in the raln. 'The
famished, drenched throng toils pain-
fully on, their slender stock of money
only sufficing for a few weeks, and
when it is done nothing remains but
to die. Sometimes they travel forty
miles a day. Hundreds die on the
roadside.” Dr. Murdock pleads ear-
nestly to educated Hindus and social
reformers to undeceive these deluded
pllgrims and to rescue them from
these hardships.

LAHORE.

The Rev. S. S. Allnutt, of the Delhi
Mission, in a pamphlet on the present
needs of Christian educational enter-
prises In Indfa, calls attention to the

difficulty of obtaining Christian teach-
ers for mission schools and colleges.
This is partly due to the larger sal-
arles which they require for their
' maintenance than Hindu or Moham-
medan teachers, who can live at home
on the joint family system, and part-
1y to the arbitrary powers of dismis-
aal possessed by the heads of the in-
stitutions. He pleads for a more gen-
erous recognition of misslon schools
gnd colleges by the societies at home
as a new branch of evangelistic effort,
and he urges the establishment in the
Punjab of a training institution for
the supply of qualified teachers.
The Rev. Upadhyaya Brahmabam-
dhu, of the Roman Catholic Cathe-
dral, Anarkali, Lahore, sent an invl-
tation, to the leaders of Pracharaks
of the Arya Somsaj to hold with him
a public discussion on (1) the end of
man; (2) the nature of God; (3) sal-
vation, how to attain it ? His pur-
pose was to obtain a comparative
view of the doctrines of the Arya
Somaj and those of the Christian
Church on the above subjects. The
jnvitation was accepted by Mr. Sat-
tiarthi, who in a letter to the Arya
Patrika observed that the attitude of
the Arya Somaj was defensive, and
not aggressive upon other religions ;
algo, that the Roman Catholic con-
verts in northern India were very
few, and that the leaders of the Somaf
cannot direct their energles into
channels which are not at present of
much importance. His advice to Mr.
Brahmabamdhu was that he should
first try to convert Presbyterlans and
other Protestants to his own views.
He argued that a discussion on the
subjects named would not remove any
of the objections felt by the Aryas

to the fundamental doctrines of Chris-
tianity or shake their confidence in
their Shastras when rightly Inter-

preted.
SOUTH INDIA.
The Rev. E. Krushaw, of the So-
ciety of S. John the Evangelist, Cow-
ley, accompanied by the Rev. Cecil

Rivington, visited the Tinnevelly Mis-
sfons of the 8. P. G. in September,
and conducted some special “mission
services” for the benefit of the con-
gregations of native Christians. Mr.
Godder had made excellent prepara-
tions both at Tuticorin and Sawyer-
puram, and the missioners hiad erowd-
ed audiences in the churches, Father
Krushaw’s sermons and instructions
were interpreted in Tamil by a nn-
tive, and the teaching was illustrated
with magic lantern pictures. At
Tutlcorin more than 120 came for
Resolution cards. On Sunday, Sep-
tember 30, the congregation was much
disturbed by an idol procession pass-
ing by the church, with an elephant,
tom toms and whistles, When Mr.
Rivington remonstrated some of the
men who carried heavy sticks threat-
ened violence ; but after.a short in-
terval the procession moved on, and
the service in church was continued.
At Sawyerpuram the mission services
were preceded by a Quiet Day for the
clergy and a second quiet day for the
mission agents, about forty of whom
were inretreat. The addresses to the
agents were given through an inter-
preter. The next centre for the
mission was Nazareth, where the mis-
sioners were welcomed by the Rev.
A. Margoschis.

The Rev. J. H. Dodson, principal
of the S. P. G. College in Trichinopoly,
{s appealing for funds to complete
the chapel and the 'Bishop Caldwell
hostel. The temporary chapel was
opened in 1891, but the numbers to
be accommodated are steadily increas-
ing, and the present structure is un-
worthy of the largest Anglican col-
lege in India. There is a midday
service daily, and on Wednesdays and
Fridays the Litany *“Ior the conver-
sion of India” is used.

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TEMPERANCE.

The ‘British Medical Journal’ says :
“The attempt to construe the statis-
tics published by the Collective In-
vestigation Committee of thc British
Medical Associntion as proving that
intemperate drinkers live longer than

teetotalers is quite unwarranted, and
is in direct opposition to the conclu-
gions of the reporters themselves as
expressed in their report. Teetotal-
ism, as they suggest, has only of late
years been largely practised in Brit-
ain, but drinking to excess has had
great antiquity ; therefore, the aver-
age age of living abstainers must be
less than the average age of the rest
of the community. So that the aver-
age ago at death of abstainers being
fifty-three years as against fifty-eight
in the case of drunkards at death
proves nothing against abstinence.
The accuracy of this explanation is
proved by other tables given in the
report. When deaths under thirty
years were excluded, the average age
of the abstainers was sabout four
years more than that of the decidedly
intemperate. When deaths under
forty were excluded, the average age
of the teetotaler at death wus more
than five years greater than that of
the intemperate. To guard against
misrepresentation or misunderstand-
ing,-the committee expressly stated
that the returns reported on afford no
means of coming to any conclusion
as to the relative duration of life of
abstainers and ‘habitually temperate
drinkers’ ; that habitual indulgence
in alcoholic liguors beyond the most
moderate amounts has a distinct ten-
dency to shorten life, the average
ghortening being roughly proportion-
ate to the degree of indulgence ; and
that total abstinence and habitual
temperance augmeunt considerably the
chance of death from old age and nat-
ural decay.”
