THE SHAME aND THE GLORY oF
WOMANHOOD,

The following remarkatle article is tuken
frum the Pall Mall (/uette :—

‘““The twenty-second detailed annual re-
port of the HNegister General (Ireland) hus
just been putlished, containing a geaeral
abatract statement of the number of mar-
viages, births and deaths registered in Ire-
land during the year 1885,

** The marriages registered in Irelsnd in
1885, numbered 21,177, the births 115851,
and the deatha 90,712, The marriages and
births are under the annual averags for the
preceding ten years ; the death rate is slight-
ly in excess of the average, Ol the 21,177
marriages 14,591 were between Roman
Catholics, 3,540 were celebrated according
to the rites and ceremonies of the late Es-
tablished Church; 2,233 were Preabyterian,
and the rest of varions denominations, only
457 being by civil contract at the Hegistrar’s
offices. Five were according to the Jewish
rite. An interesting fact respecting Roman
Catholic marriage in Munster and Con-
paught is that moce than half are celebrated
between Christmas and Shrovetide, As
toman Catholics do not marry in Lent, the
custom has grown up from ancient times,
in order to escape the long weeks cof Lent,
that marriages are arranged to take place
hefore it commences ; probably more than
half actually take place on Shrove Tueaday.
In the Sonth and West for a week or twe
befora Lent the banks are busy with a sort
of marriage settlement. The marriages of
the young peasants are generally arranged
by their parents, who, if they have any for-
e to give, do so with wonderful generosity,
cunsidering their means. Of the men. mar-
rigl during the year 2.50 per cent. were
minora; of the women 10.55 per cent, were
undec age. The highest proportion of hus-
bands - married under uge was in Ulster,
where they formed 3.21 per cent, of the
marriages in. In Connaught was the highest
roportion of wives not of fuil age ; they
ormed 12,86 per cent. In books on lreland
up to the last twenty yeara it was said that
one of the banes of the country was early
marriage, and that the prisats encouraged it
for the sake of the marriage fees, which were
often very considerable, each guest giving
the priest money.

A BRUTAL FATHER.

A LONDON STREET PREACHER ARRESTED FOR
ADBOMINADLE CRUELTY TO His YOUNG SONS,

NeEw York, Sept. 23.—A special to the
Teleyram from London says the caso of
Edward Sieule, a well known local preacher,
prosecutsd by the Society for the Prevention
of Cruelty to Children, for inhuman brutality
to his two little boys, attracta considerable
attention in London. Steale is the miunister
of au Ielington church and also preaches in
the open air on Sunday in Hvde ’ark. He s
noted in religious ciroles for the extraordinary
fervor of the prayers which invariably cause a
plentifvl supply ot tears to flow down his
cheeks. On Sunday, after his Hyde park
sermon and prayer, several of his heavers al-
Jege he went home and beat hLis sons, eight
aod eleven years old, untl their faces and
bodies were masses of bleeding bruises, using
on them a knotted rope an inch in diametar,
and all becanse the hoys, who were out all
day and late in the evening, failed to sell the
required number of religious tracts, He ob-
tained gratnitous distribution, hut it was
proved that be mace most of his living by
forcing his boys to sell them on the plea that
their tather was ill and unable to work, The
boys testified that they had been beaten five
times in one week with a knotted rope.
They usually spent Sunday in a dark room,
only bread and water being given to them.
Steale’s daughter testified that he threatened
to ¢ cutall their throats,” ** would hang for
them,” etc. The neighbors proved that he
had been forced to leave his pravious lodg-
ings because of cruelty to his children, alsn
that although he is a carpenter and had been
offered thirty shillings a week, he refused
work. He got his whole living {rom religious
collections and what money he could beat out
of the boys, who frequently spent the night in
the streets, being afraid to go home. In de-
fence Steale wept and whined that he was
only obeying the Scripture injunction about
sparing the rod and epoiling the child. The
magistrate showed the utmost indignation
but was unable to give Steale more than six
months and send the boys, who appeared
bright and intelligent, to an industrial school.

DANGEROUS PROPHESY.

20th of September. If that ia uot good
enough, we will bet him 85 to $2.50. And it
is to be hoped that if Wiggins refuses this he
willlet us know as soon as possible, for the
pnews that he really considers his prophecy
bat an upsubstantial product of rambling
idiocy will be welcomed by a great
many people in the South who have
the memory of the Cnarleston earth-
gquake fresh in their minds.” [here
is a serioun side to this matter. Some years
ago there was a fanatical crank known as
Dr. Cumming, nicknamed *‘* Great Tribula-
tion Cumming,” whose brain had become
affected by constant attempts to identify the
Papacy with the least and scarlet wowan
of the Apocalypse, Having done this to
his own satisfaction he proceeded to
interpret the mystic numbera in the sume
Scripture, and by a tortuous procees managed
to come to the conclusion that the figures
meant thut the world was to come to an ¢nd
in 1850, Having written a book to prove
this, he took & house for a considerable term
and cxpired io the ‘*‘sixties.” But his
ravings were followed by disastrous conse-
quences to many weak minds, and it was
sternly said by an unsympathizing judge
trying wn action arising out of a case of
lunacy caused by his prophetic bab.

THY. RUMORED TREATY.
The statements made in the Washington
papers on the strength of telegrams from Ot-
tawa, concerning the settlement of the fisher-
ies and other trade malters between this
country and the United States, may or may
not be true. If not true, the telegrams at
least lie very much like possible truth. That
negociations are, and have been, afoot for
some time is a matter of notoviety, and that
they were recently in a fair way of settlement
has also been officially declared in the
Imperial House of Commons by one of the
Cabinet. The telegrams in fact state very
little more than thie. All that is said is that
““ a’ commercial treaty has been drawn up be-
tween the English and the United States
Governments relativo to Canada and that
it is now bhejng submitted to the  Cana-
dian Government for suggestions ' as
to details. This treaty provides for
an amicable settlement of the fishery dispute,
and also reciprocal trade reiations with the
two countries. A Cabinet meeting was held
here yesterday, when the new trealy was
laid before the Ministers for consideration,
The Hon, Mr, Thomson, Minister of Justice,
said this evening that the treaty had mot
been definitely concluded, He tacitly ad-
mitted, howover, that the provieions
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were on the whole. satisfactory.” . TM‘-.f
information - is ot ‘ much more than'
has been knowu for some  time, though
it the additional details "are ' correct
all to bLs eaid is' that they afford
matter for cordial cungratulation, It waano
gecret thav Lord Lansdowne went to England
in connection with the subject, after a
viait of some days from Sir Sackville West ;
and as a treatyls in course of negoclation
there is no reason why the stalement should
not be true. But we note a tendency’in
certsin party organato iry, if anything, to
strengthen rather than weaken the hands of
those in Washingtcn who have already

blocked the way to & veasonmable
‘settlement of the relations hetween
Canada and the United States. This is

perhaps uot incxplicable, but we doubt
whether the people of the Maritime Provinces,
or the people ot Canada generally, will thank
these hide-bound partizans for acting in this
manper. There are local matters enough for
vigorous party warfare, but in such a matter
ns this proposed treaty the politicians and
their press should become patriotic and digni-
fied. A\ reverse course is not likely to elevate
Canada in the eyes of the United States.

IRELAND IN 1796,

The issue of « [1oyal Cainmission to enquire
ioto the conlitiou ol [eilanl seems, a3 we
have said before, to iadicate that thers is a
great lack ot knowledge on the part of the
English concerning the condition of Ircland.
While ther¢ is undoubted ignaraace in the
average English mind as to the economic and
other conditions of lreland, there 13 uot
enough to juatify the existing order of thinge,
Books old and modern have b:en iasue? by
the score irom all sorts of prasses und places,
and it the Eoglish do not know what is pase-
ing in Ireland it must he because they won't
know. Have they not Dean Swifi's
works a8 o sort of claeeic? And
the want of knowiedge, if it exiats, cannct
be attribated to want of books or other litera-
ture on the subjest. A very curious contri-
bution to literature on the subject cf Ireland
appears in the current Macmillan, from the
pen of Rev, H. S, Hagsn, avd is & sketch of
a book written by a M. Latocnaye, a French
gentleman, in 1796, describing his travels in
Ireland. He gives a graphic and unpreju-
diced description of tvhe condition of the
island, and, while allowing that certain im-
provement has been made, the parrative
might almost have been written as well to,
day. Father Hagan, in his introduction,
says that while M. Latocnaye is not quite as
severe in his oriticism as Mr. A, Young, the
Berkshire gentleman who, in 1776, said :—

“ Lit the little country gentlewmen, or
rather vermin, of the kingdom change their
conduct entirely and the poor will nut long
riot. The real cause of the disease lies in

the gentry, not in the wretches whom they
send to the gallovs’—
yet he is quite as unsparing in his ex.
posure of wrong doing when it struck him.
He sces at once the neglect that had wrought
such evils for the isand. He says: “ At
Tramors & little embinking would save a
tract of rich fleod land. * * * At Bel.
leet, by changing the course of the river,
lower Lough Earn would be completely
drained. * * * Strangford Lough wae so
shallow that it was eimply diegraceful not to
turn one-half of these armas of the ses
into meadow.” At Sligo and Galway he
demapds capals. At the latter place he
iccidentally mentions that he had many
adventures with pretty girls, and that it was
there said ‘‘he murt bea great gentleman,
for he sweara like the best of them.” bl De
Latocnaye's observatiors are very varied,
He visits lord and peasant. Astothelatter, he
shows that their condition was at the time of
his visit simply an infamous reproach to thoze
who were responsible for placing them in the
poeition they occupied. He tellaa terrible tale
of the Catholics driven out of their homea
by the newly-formed Orsnge Ocder, and
describes the acts of violence and
outrage which resulted und the mutual
deeds of violence. *‘ Men,” he sayes, *‘ would
burn down their own houses to secure the
punishment of their private enemies. Magis-
trates would fire shots into their own sitting
rooms to get their districts prcclaimed. " A
man cut off his own ear (the surgeon showed
how it was done) and accused a neighbor of
biting it off.” Aund so he goes on. Much of
M. De Lanoctaye's descriptive writing reads
like the despatches concerning Ireland which
appear week by week in the New York
papers, and the distressing scencs they
describe differ only in degree and time from
those descriled by the French traveller. He
appears to have been gpecially horrified with
the condition of Cork, which scems at the
time to have been a perfect paradise of Scotch
jobbers and absentees, To.thie exacting and
odiuoue class M, De Lanoctaye addresses
himself in the following plain language :—
Clean vour filthy town, sirs, pull down
those two hideous prisuns, which, blocking up
the bridge ends, keep out the fresh air and
become fever nests; build a decent corn
market in a suitable place ; open schools and
institutions- where the people will be sure
that their children are brought up in the ra-
ligion which they desire for them, and not
in that whick they object to; put your
lunatics in a hospital instead of leaving them
to Toam your streets as you do your
pigs; set- up public fountains ; clear
away the wretched hovels that disfigure
the quays ; encourage manufactures of all
kinde, atart public works, waere every one
who wants bread may find the means of
gettiog it ; above  all, open a workhouse to:
rid the streets of .the beggars who are a dis-
grace lothem, * * * You say the poor
are idle ; you say they love dirt. They don’t
love it ony more than you do, Grinding
poverty-—sixpence & day when the man is
well and in work, nothing at all when he ie
ill or unemployed—has broken his spirit.
They kuow nothing better ; teach them,
you who are making your fortunes out ot
them,” ) L
Farther observation, as we have said, some,,

Amnather complaint against
Hand is that of hiring parties to commit dypa-
mite outrages on Mr. J. G. McCrae and Thos.
Hanston in June. When Hand was acrested
hehad o cigar Lox under his arm contain-
ing two half pounds of dyoamite cart-
ridges. Hand was arrestsd with \William G.
Armstrong for not paying o tine of &30 in-.
flicted on him a couple of weeks ago for not
answering a sgbprna as a witnese in a Scott
act case. He was examined to-day l:efore
I'olice Magiatiate Camphell and committed
for trial on both charges. Bail was refused.
Armatrong turned out to he an officer from
Simeoe county named Creer, sent here by
Rodgers, He had boarded with Hand two
months. He claima that Hand told him ahout
hiring a man in Port Huron to do the McRae
job and getting cartridges in Detroit. He also
eaye it was his intention to blow up Inspector
Palmor op Moaday night next. Hand and
Greer went to Petrolea together and the
former got the cartridges from a hotel keeper
named John G. Johnsten., The latter swore
he kept them for shooting oil wetis and
stumps, The evidence of Greer against
Liand was strong, Lut unce: coborated
by sany further testimony. Hand is well
known throughout this country and the States
by the sporting fraternity. His trial wtll
come on at the assizes, which open here on
October 11th. The matter caused great ex-
citement here, and it is claimed that other
hotel keepers are implicated, No direct testi-
mony, however, was offerel on that pomnt
to-day. Greer came here und worked as a
carpenter for some time and got irto the
confidence of Hand. The latter takes the
matter coolly, and is evideutly bent o mak-
fng a desperate tight.

My Drar Lornv Mavowr,—It has. been
brought to my notice that a widespread feel-
ing exista that the sentiments which animate
us all in conncction with the approaching
fiftieth anniversay of Her Majesty's reign
should take gome permanent ahape, sud it
has occurred to me that the most fitting man-
per of giving expression to those seutimeunts
would be by the toundation ef an institution
illustrative of the arts, manufactures nnd
comme ce of Her Majesty's colonisl wnd In-
disn empire. [t appesrato e that not only
would such an institution be singulsarly ap-
propriate  as illustrsting the [rogress
Her Majesty’s Kmpire has  niade  dur
ing her reign, and continuing to re-
ccrd such progrees in future years, but that
it would also prove of great int st and value
to the Queen’s ubjects in the Liritish ialands

A Shors But Eharp Débate— Ninety-five Ma-

LoxDoN, Sept. 31— In the House of Commors
this evening Mr. John Morley. resumed the.
debate on the resding of Mr. Parnells
land bill. He thonght, he «aid, that’Mr
Parnell in his spgech 1ast night had. proved his
case in regard to'the fallin p_xjoﬁ_o!: ish farm
products. - Mr. Morley conténded’ thas the bill
provided better machinery and o better method
of apswering the Government's own guestion as
to the necessity of relieving. the Irish tensutry’
in some form than would the appointment of
any royal oommission. He also believed that
the landlords of Ireland, and not fJor
the first time in theic history, were
a grievous mistake in allowin the
bill to be rejected. (Irish Mr,

The bill did not deserve
the assent of the house. It offered a tempta-
tion to tenants to withhold half their rents and
debarted landlords from recovering their right-
ful dues. It was without precedent and totally
dissinilar to previous bills which embodied
that principle, Since 1380, the pesition of the
tenant Liad enormously improved and he now
possessed every protection against eviction or
harah action on the part of the landlord.

THE CHIEF-SECRETARY'S ARGUMENT.

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach said he thought
thery was a certain want of reality about the
discussion. He was puzzled to account for the
sitence of the Parnellites, wnd contended that
they conld not believe that the case for the bill
had been made out. He declared that the bill,
if pasied, would noc be received in the south
and west of Treland ax a temporary icasure.
It would permauently upset the scttlement
effected by the Land act of 1881, Nothing had
been said about the fall of prices until the re-
jection of the Home Rule bill. Prices
were rising at the present moment. The
statistics regarding  eviction~ were mis-
leading. The increase in the number
of evictions was no proof of the in
ability of the tenants to pay their rents, He
believed that the totul number of evictions in
1883 did not exceed three in two thousand
tenants. There was scope for an enquiry into
the whole matter. Upon the announcement of
the Royal commis<ion’s enquiry the Government
would submit proposals to the House during the
next session. The position of affnirs in Ireland
was such that the Government might be obliged
to ask Parliament to deal with the question

earlier than usual (cheers), but the Government | ),

would not buy peace by doing 1pjustice by
blackmail. In conclusion, he said the discus-
sion of Mr. Parnell’s proposals was an act of
gross injustice to the Irish landlords.

The troops, with fixed bayonets, charged in
double quick time on the meb, and drove them
from the scene, wounding a g eat number of the
rioters and arresting two. Still another mob
ot into fight in u tramcar stable, and, surging
iuto the street, threw a passing car from the
tanck and overturned it. The car was at the
time full of passengers. The mob that over-
turned this car evidently had not intended to do
it. They were fighting a purely rcli{;ions fight,
but the locality was infested wi h rowdier,
drawn thither by the riof, and when these
lonfera saw the car upside down and filled with
people they fusiladed it with stones. The texror-
stricken passenger crowded close under the seats
and eluelded themselves as best they could with
the floor mats and seat cushions, Several were
hurt. Their situation was dreadful until the
military reached them and escorted them te o
place of safety.

A FUNERAL ATTACKED,

The chickens and turkeys
should also have all they cau eat now, that
they may be well fattened before Thanks-
giving, A littleextra feed now may do much
to jnduce the early pullets to begin ‘o lay
hefore cold weather.

SUME BEE NOTES.

‘The frait growers of California secured
damages against the bee-keepers hecause the
nees punctured grapes and appropriated the
pulp. This season geveral cropa o} peaches
that were ripening in New Jeraey were com-
pletely destroyed in a eingle day. The bees
will oot destroy fruit unless other sources for
olitaining honey is limited.

All necessary handling of lzes ghould be
Jope with the untmoest rapidity, and with just
sa little disturbance of the srrangements of
the bees as possible. Yo this end s\l axrange-
ments of racke aud boxes should be eamiy
adjusted, 80 that ta removing surplus the
Lees need to ba exposed as little and for as
shott a time as possible.

Before the days of artificial comb founda.
ticn a single brood-frame filled with worker-
comb had & value to the bse-keepers of at
- least $1, when needed in the mpring. Comb
:ifoundation, which apswers the purpose quite
‘as well as fully copstructed comb, sells for
about.50 cents a pound, sud two pounds are
suficient to furnish sn crdinary hive.

THlX POULTRY YARD.

Sand is not a substitute for gravel in the
poaltry yard. The hens usually pick up the
sharpest and most ‘irregular pieces.  When
ovster shells aro provided they should he
broken into pieces the size of grains of corn,
nd not ground to s fine powder. :

To compel Brahmss and Cochins to roost
kigh will be cruelty. They have difficulty
zot only in getting upon & high roost but in
zetting off.  All rooats should be made low
2ud on the same level. There is 0o necessity
fcr having them high, azd as_nearly all dis-
cases of the feet arise from high roosts they
should be abolished.

Milk ecan ba fed ta poultry in any condi-
tion, cither as skimmed milk, bustermilk,
curds, or when mixed with meal or ground
crain of any kind, Itis o vuluable food for
tgg producticn, being rich in albumen, and
supplies many substinces that may be lack-
ing in other foods.. 1t is cheap on those farms
where only the cream is deaired, and it will
cive better results with poultry than when
fed to pigs.

The albumen -or white of an egg is some]
what similar to bleod in composition, and
the poultryman will fnd it very profitable to
procure fresh blood from the slaughter houses
whenever it can be obtained. It can be pub
in a bag and cooked, or it may be mixed with
two parts cornmen] and one part shorts, baked
into cakes and crumbled for the chicks waen-
ever itis necded, TFed to hens it increases
egg production, being cheaper than meat and
much more beneficial. . '

Eighteen large ripe tomatos, sight red pep-
pers, one onion ; chop fine ;.add four cups
vinegar ; four tablespoonfulssugar, twc table-
spoonfuls salt, one tablespoonful ginger, one
spice and nutmeg; boil one hour. This
makes about three qusris.

HOT SAUCE FOR MEATS

Four onions, two cupa of sugar, thirty-two
tomatoes, one quart of vinegar, four peppers,
two tablespoonfals of salt, two tablespoonfula
of cinamon, two tablespoonfals of cloves,
three tablespoonfuls of red pepper; cook,
strain and bottle.

MINCHE MEAT.

¢ Joseph n3,” Grentham, Oant., writes to
ssk for a good method of making mince meat.
Either of the following ought to satisfy the
most fastidious : (1). Two pounds of lean
beef, boiled ; when cold chop fine ; onepoand
of suet, minced to a powder ; five pounds of
juicy apples, pared and choped, two pounds
of raisins, seeded ; two pounds of sultanas or
seeded raisins ; two pounds of currants;
one half pound of citron, chopped ; three
tablespoonfuls of . cinnamon, two table-
spoonfuls of mace, one tablespoonful of all-
epice, cne tablespoonful of fine salt, one
grated naotmeg, three pounds >f brown sugar,
one-half gallon of sweet cidesr. Mince meat
made by this reciept will keep untill apriog.
(2) Taree pounds ut beef chopped fine, six
pounds of apples, one pound of suet chopped
fine and mixed with tte meat, four pounds of
raisios, six pounds of currants, one pound of
citren, one pound of candied lemon and two
pounds of sugar, & tablespoontal of aalt, two
oranzes grated, and powdered cinamon, mace,
cloves and nutmeg to taste, Add three pinta
of boiled cider and set on the stove, stirring
to prevent burning, until thoroughly scalded.
Add enough sweet cider when using to make
it moist.

STEWED POTATOES.

Pare :nd cut aome potatoes into strips,
cover with boiling water, and stew twenty
minutes ; turn off the water, putina cupful
o1 80 of cold milk, with salt and pepper;
when this boils, stir in a spoonful of baster,
rolled in flour, a little chopped paraley ; cook
two minutes, and serve.

A CHRAP CAKE.

For a cheap cake, the following is an excel.
lent recipe :—One tablespoonful of batter
and one large cupful of sugar; beat to &
cream, add one beaten egg, one oupful of
sweet milk and one pint of flour, through
which has been sifted two teaspoonfuls of
sea-toam and a little aalt. Flavor with cinna.
mon, lemon or any desired flavoring; a cup:
ful of raisins or ourrants, or a little sliced
citron, floured and stirred through the batter
makes sn agreeable change. This cake should
he eaten while fresh.

DOTGHNTUTS,

‘I'hree eggs, one cup of sugsr, one pint cf
pew milk, ealt, nutmeg and Hour, enough to
permit the apoon to stand upright in the mix-
ture ; add two teaapoonful of baking powder
and beat until very light ; drop by the dessert
spoonful into the boiling lard.

TAPIOCA PUDDING.

One small teacupfull of tapiosa, cne quart
of milk, four eggs, a piece of butter the size
of a chestnut, one teaspoonfnll of sugar, vne
small teaspoonfull of salt; flavor with essence
of lemon ; Boak over night in part of the milk,
or in the morning two or three hours, in
barely enough water to cover it ;'bake three.
quurters of an hour Tapioca is very nice
sonked as above in water and boiled in
milk. About a coffee-cupful tapioca taa pint
of milk. Flavor with grated lemon-peel and
eat with cream and sugar.
vEAL cUTLETS (Italian style).

Tuke some veal cutlets and trim them toa
uniform shape. Make a mixture of equal
purts of bread crambs and grated checse;
and pepper and salt to taste. Dip the cut
lats in liquefied butter; psss thsm in this
mixture. When set dip them iz egg, ond pass
them in the mixture again; then fry thema
good color. Boil a small quantity of maua
roni, drees it with butter, cheese and tomato
sauce, witk the yolk of an egg stirred inte it
Place the mucaroni on & dish, and the entlets
in a circle arcund it,

PLUM PUDDING.

The yuantity given here will sexrve for a
mesa of five or six. One cup of molasses, ons
cup of beef suet, freed from filre and chopped
fine ; one cup sweet milk, one cup raisins,
picked, seeded, chopped and dredged with
fiour ; three cups sifted flour, ene teaspoon
ful ealt, one teaspooufal ground cinnamon,
one teaspoonful ground cloves, one-half tea-
spoonful soda, one egg.  Put soda into the
molasses and etir very hard ; beat the egg
well and stir it into the molassss,then add the
flour, salt, spices, suet and fruite.  Put int
prepared bag and boil three hours.
- BOILLD CHICKEN.
Stuff the chicken as for roasting. A good
dreseing ie made by chopping hslf a pint of
oyeters snd mixiog them with bread crumbs,
hutter, pepper, solt, thyme, and wet with
milk or water. DBaste about the chicken a
thin c¢loth, the iuside of which has been
dredged with flour, and put it to boil in cold
water with a teaspoonful of selt in it. Skim
while beiling. Tor a moderate-zized chicken
ax hour and & half or two hours will be suffi-
cient. Sarve with oyster sauce or egg suuce,
as you prefer.

FRIED TOMATOES,

Mix on a platter four tablespoonfule of
flour, hall a teaspoonful of salt, and a small
saltspoonful of white pepper ; wash some
lsrge, .firin_tomntoes, wipe them dry on a
olean towel, acd slice them half an inch
thick, laying the slices in the flour ae they
are cut, and turning them over to cover them
with flour ; put a large frying-pan over the
fire, with two heaping tablespoonfuls each of
butter and lard, and as'soon as the fat bub-
bles put in slices of tomstoes to cover the
bottom of the "pan ; when ‘one side is brown,
turn the slices carefully with a cake-turner
or & broad-knife, in order to avoid breaking
them, and brown the other side; nae snough
fat .to prevent them burning, and, when the
tomatoes are done, serve them on toast, -

MORTALITY IN AUGUST. . ..»

A DECREASE 1N THE TOTAL COMPARED WITL
LAST YEAR—NO DEATHsS FROM
SMALLPON.

Orrawa, Sept, 22,—The statement of the
number of deaths in the cities of the Dominion
in August has been issued. 'The number of
deaths reported are a3 tollows :—lontreal 533,
Toronto 228, (luebe:z 252, Hamilton 1065, Ot-
tawa 89, Hull 57. Halfax 91, Wmnipeg 5,
London 44, Kingston 33, Belleville 16. Again,
this month the Doniinion has & clear bill as fur
as smallpox i8 concerned, not a single death
being reported. Iharrhow is stiil prevalent, a
decrease being veported in several of the larger
cities, and qaite an increase in cthers as com-
pared w:th July. The comparisonis aa follows
Montreal, Angust 163, July 204: Tovonty, Au-
gust 48, fuly 67; Quebec, August 87, July 88
Hamilton, August 36, July 17 ; Ottawa, August
31, July 73. Diphtheria still prevails to some
extent, there being 15 deaths in Montreal, 8 in
Toronto, 7 in Quebae, 6 in Hamilton, 2 in St
John, N.B., and § in Sorel. There wis not o
cese in Ottawn, but Hull reports 5 deaths from
this cause. In Montreal 14 deaths occurred
from typhoid fever and in Toronto 2, Ottawa 2,
Loudon 3 and Hu'l 8. The total resultin ten

IN A BURNING PULLMAN,

AN EXCITING SCENE IN WHICH MONTREALERES
I'"ARTICIPATED.

Harmwax, N. 5., Sept. 26.—Shortly after
the train from DMontrenl to Halifax left
Baviqme Ntatiom, abeat 100 miles west of
Monctan, the Pullman car Merimac took tire
and was totally destroyed, two passengers
losing all their effects. The facte about the
affair are as follows :—Nhortly after 10 o'cleck
R. B. Saltzer, who was o passenger in the
burned Pullman, said he smelt wood burning,
and oalled hia fellow-passengers’ attention to
it. Mr. Lee Iloss, of the Royal Electric Light

prison, danced across the street and capered
up the stairwsy of the platiorm like a herd
-of wild snimals. Each man bere between his
bronze lips a cigar, at which he puifed as the
rope was placed around his neck and the knot
adjusted under his ear.

'Lhey had not
time to drees, but picked up what they conld
and ran for their lives. Qus or two of them
attempted to return but found it impossible.
Mr. Ross managed to securs some
jewellery which was in n satchel uuder
his  wife's pillow, besides some weonr-
ing apparel, brt only got out of the
car with the greatest diffizulty. .He became
entangled in the bell rope aud had to crawl
along the floor, He then got an axe and
emashed in the side of the car and secured a
dress and eatchel which were lying in his
berth. Iv doing this he cut hia hand in
several places. He lost all his own jewellery,
which was in his pants pocket, besides $249
in money and clothing.

Pacific Railway; M. Lee Ross, Royal Elec-
tric Company, Montreal, and Mrs. Ross ;
George Hill, secretary Montreal Woollen
Mills company ; S. A. Chesley, barrister,
Lunenburg ; J. R. Fink, agent, R. Hender-
son & Co,, Montreal ; My, Stevers, a rail-
road man ; Roderick McDonald, Inter-
colonial railway station master, Halifax.
The majority of the passengers lost every-
thing, many having to go through other cars
soliciting clothing, such as boots, hats, pants,
efc. Mr. Hill lost $94 which werein his
pants poczets, - He had to leave'the car in

part of his clothing.: Mr. MoDonald lost
& valuable presentation gold watch, which
he valued very highly, Hud the car been
full of passengers, or had tne fire oc-
carred later in the night when all were
asleep, there would probably have been o
serious loss of lite to record this morning.
Aas it was the passengers showed great cool-
nens, and did all in their power to help them-
selvesand others. All speak in highest terms
of the coolness displayed by Mrs, Ross, who
wad the only lady in the train, She managed
to get out with o pair of slippers, and her
husband's cont was thrown over her shoulders,
The passengera appear to blame the porter,
whose duty it was to watch the fire. They
8l3o say he did nothing to- nssist them, nor
did he make any attempt to extinguish the
flames. The conductor of the train is spoken
of highly,

with the-locomotive, The old man swung his
hat, and shouted at the top of his voice. *Go
it, you little cuss ! I admire your plack, but
despise your judgment.”

WARM AND COLD BATHS,

The physioclogical effects of warm and cold
bathe are thus noted by A writer in an
Euoglish medical journal :-—\Warm_baths
produce an effect upon the skin directly
cantrary to that which is brought about
by cold water, The cutaneous vessels
dilate immediately under the influenca of the
heat, and, although thedilation is followed by
a contraction, this contraction is seldom ex-
cessive, and the ultimate result of a warm
bath is to increage the cutaneous circulation,
The pulse and respirat:on are both ¢uickened
in the cold bath. A warm bath increases
the temperature of the body, and, by, lessen-
ing the necessity for the internal production
of heat, it decreases the call which is made
upon certain of the vitsl processes, and en-

ables lite to be sustained with o
leas expenditure of force. While a
cold bath causes o certain utiffness

of the muscles if continued too long, a warm
bath relieves stifiness and fatigue. The final
effect of both hot snd cold baths, if their tem-
perature be moderate, is the same, the differ-
ence being, to use the words of Braun, that
¢ cold refreshes by stimulating the functions,
heat by pbysically facilitating them, and in
this lies the important differences between
the cold water system and the thermal mode
of treatment.”
