they learned of the shametul and per
fidious violation of the treaty.

The Irish Brigade, under Sarstield and :
Lord Clare, shook Enrope with the man~
tial tramp of its squadrons.

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Blind Man Cured at Lourdes

{From “La Verite,” Paris, October, 1897.—Traunslated for The Catbolic Register. ]

4orial etafl, sends us from Lourdes the
following narrative, written for The
_Journal, which records all the wonder{ul
.cures obtained at the grotto.

It ia the simple story of a poor wan-
dering ballad singer who was compelled,
owing to the loss of his eyesight, to
adopt that means of supporting himeelf
and bis young family, and who, after
years of censelees prayer and acts of
resignation, at length oblained a cure.

It is a most touching tale, and should
be widely made kpown, tor the glory of
Our Lady of Lourdes, who inspires her
devout clients, even when they happen
40 be the poorest of the poor, with such
Sdmirable sentiments, Mow otherwise
than by the power and strengih of the
virtue of faith can we account for the
fact that not evep the utmost stress of
suffering and want can deprive the most
wretched of buman beings of his bound-
less confidence, nay his preternatural
contentment ! )

The following is” Mr. Colin’s most
atriking narrative :

Alfred Aubert was born at Chatillon-
Sur-Indre, of a devout Cbristian family,
a8 he himselt tells us. His mother used
to tell him often that amidst tha trials
of life, “Dieu est toujours 1a”—God is
Always with us.

When he bad reached the proper sge
‘he Jearned the trade of a tanner and
Jeather curer, which trade he would have
continued to follow to this day, were it
not that at the age of twenty-eight, when
in the flower of his manhood and filled
with anticipations of future happiness
and but recently married, he underwent
one of the most awful trials that can be
fall & man here below.

Tanners make use of vast tanks or
vata-of water in which they put tanbark,
and in order to expedite the operation
they add a quantity of nitric acid.
Aubert bad emptied many a carboy of
acid into the vats in bie time, but a day
came never to be forgotten, when he felt
that the glass vessel containing the acid
#as slipping through the wicker-work
.ciwver which he held up the handles.
He quickly stooped forwarl to take hold
. of the bottle, but was too late; it struck
the ground, and the apray penetrated his

-eyea. The joor fellow at once strove to
plunge his head into the water, but the
bark floating on the surface rendered
.this impgssible. His attempts to re
move the burning fluid, by wiping his

L eyes with his hands, only made the ac-

wilon of the acid more severe. Both eyes

-were aflected and the young man was
plunged into the gloomy darkness of
night which was to hold in its grasp for
years & once happy lamily, father and
mother and helpless babes. Farewell to
the bright sunlight, to beautiful nature
snd farewell to honest and fruitful toil for-
ever!

This disaster occurred in the year 1883,
#at Moulin-Eugilbert, in the department
of Nievre: Medical aid was promp'ly
secured, but did not restore light 1o the
sightless orbs, the case was entirely
hopeless. Ali that could be done was to
aoothe and subdue the burning pain.
But what was to become of the family?
They were poor and depended on the
work of their hands for their daily bread.
Aubert found himsell a burthen on those
whom his toil had hitherto supported.
in fact he had become almost a burthen
to bimself, .

He decided to take ahelter with bis
own people at Bordeau-les Bouches. By
this means heceased to bea charge upon
his poor wife, and she had then but her
s-1f and her child to provide for. The
Jocal oculiet, Dr, Guepin, wae consulted,
and declared tbat nothing more could be
done. Medical science cannot restore
sight to the blind, And bowever great
the loss may be to the poor patient,
;ciﬁ_nce cannot work miracles in his be-

Nevertheless, after a close and most
careful examidation the doctor decided
to operate on the eye he considered to
have been the least injured. The opera-
tion did not succeed. The eye sunk
under the scalpel and disappeared wholly
beneath the closed lids. The other re-
mained as it was, dull and Iightless and
lost. In the middle of the pupil was a
prominent milky point which evidenced
the obnubilation of the orb., The sight
was gone, gone foraver !

In the conrse of his long and dreary
watchings and the awful solitude in
which ;he was plunged. with his life
broken while he was yet in the flower of
manhood, a thousend despairiig
thoughis filled his mind. But afte:
much reflection he determined to go
back to his wife, who had by that time
removed into L’Allier. It occurred to
him that as he knew a few popular

Here Alfred Aubert wept at the recol-
lection of all theee things, and continued
as follows: A second ¢hild was born to
us, and shelter must be fpund for it, and
then it was that with God’s help I suc
cecded in securing a “baby-carriage.”

But how did you atand the work of

singing all day ?
When I got tired I used to take to my
beads in order t¢ earn the compassion of
the public. I cannot describe to you
all the persecution brought down upon
me by my poor rosary on the part ol my
fellow-be ggars, Some of them displayed
their sore or crippled legs or arma; I
showed my eyes and my rosary. The
used to be furicus when the people com-
ing out of church on Sundays would
senrch their pockets before their eyes
and ‘hen drop the pennies into my hand
Then would they break our in coarse
abuse and threats aginst me. My only
answer was to tell them to do aa [ did:
* Pray, pray, as I do, and the alms will
come fur vou too.” * But,” he maid,
“I am teliing you too much; I promis
ed I would never tell sbout my life, on
acccunt of the sufferings and trials I
have had.”

“ Here, for the sccond-time, Alfred
Aubert broke down and sobbed.

* You see,” he said, “it chokes me to
speak of it. The fact is, [ sbould not
say anything about it, since I bave made
my resignation.”

_ " What do you mean by your resigna-
ticn ¥’

“Yes, my resignation. That is con-
nected with a circumestance I can never
forget, never, as long as I live! ] wasin
the Department of the Rhone, with my
donkey, my dog. my poor wife and
children. It had been snowing and the
cold was intense. My hands stuck to Lthe
wheels of the eart when I strove to help
the poor beast by pushing as well as |
could. In the morning my fortune con
sisted of two or three cents and a piece
of dry bread. I stopped (o rest at the
chief town of the local'ty, 1 have tor
gotten the name, but it adjrins Tarare. It
was on & Sunday, just before Maas, | was
standing, with my poor little family.
balf frezen on the public highway. and I
had my roesry in my hand, when [ was
accosted by two gendarmen, who orler:d
me to move o, saying :  Begeing is for
vidden here and throughcut the Depart-
mett ; move on at once or we shall lay
hands on you.”

*Tuae purish priest of the localiyt, who
was 4 witness to the scene, and had
noticed my rosary, at once came to uy
reacue, suying : The man is not begging;
he is praying, you eannot interfere with
bim. Thereupon the people who were
ahout to attend Mass, bearing what had
been said, gathered around me, and, cent
by cent, made up for me s« venteen {rancs.
We were saved for the time.”

*But my troubles were yet far from
being ended. We had to set out once
mare. On the following day, after sev
eral bours of tramping over snow and
icy roads. we sncceedcd in reaching the
foot of Mont Sauvage. We were truly
then in ead plight overcome by fatigue ;
and feeling myself to be alone and for
saken by men, [ ard mine knelt down cn
the anow. My wife wept lik a Magdsalen
heride me. She was more overcome than
I was. Not knowing how to escape from
our woes, I prayed and prayed! And
when I bhad well prayed, I made my
rerignation.”

How was that ?

I said to our good God that I left all in
His hands, and that He could not forsake
me ! Then turning to my poor wife, who
was sobbing, with her hands covering
her face, I said to her: Tuke courage,
wife, with patience and suffering we
~hall get out o our present trouble, My
mother always used to say to me: In
time of trouble we must pray, God is
always with us ! Did you not see it for
yourself yesterday in front of the Church?
Take courage then !

*The day was far apent when utterly
anvexrcome with fatigue and suffering we
mannged 60 reach the house of a poor
family, who were the insiruments of
Providence for our rescue. They unbar
nessed our little donkey and put bim
into the stable, and we ourselvea took re
fuge in the outbuildings., In the morn-
ing early the good people comforted us
with a drink of hot wine and sent us re-
jolcing on our way.

But, said I to the poor ballad-singer :
You must have had many strange adven-
tures in your wandering life?

“Yes, sir, but I have promised never

to narrate them.”
Here the poor {ellow broke down again
and wept at the thought of the terrible
d.ys he had gone through; He then
went on, in broken accentas ag follows :

** But Providence did not forsake me
nevertheless, Oh, I thank God, I assure
you, with all my beart, and I can never
sufficiently thank him, One day—long
after what I have just tnld you—1 was at
Blandy-les Touri, in Seine-et Marne.

Simply through the kindness of my

benefactors. One day this summer (1897)

when I wasat Maubest-Fontaine with my

eldest boy I got & letter—tor my wife

always knew my whereabouts—a letter

informing me that I was to go to

Lourdes.

“ I was told at the same time that [

must produce a medical certificate testi-

fving to my blindners, I went to the

doctor forthwith., He made a lengthy

examination of my leit eve and then

gave me his certificale. I forwarded the

letter to my benefactor, by whem it was

to be sent on to Lourdes.”

“The day of the national pilgrimage
came on,and [ was put on the train with
the Orleans pilgrims and got here under
the care of that gentleman, whom I now
nee before me, who provided me with all
I needed during the journey. He gave
me food and drink and assisted me in
every manner.”

Did you think you would he cured ?

Yen, ir, that thought was in my heart,
I reached Lourdes on Friday, the 20th
Anpust. The day passed without my
feeling anything unusual. Buat it was
very different on Saturday, the 21st. I
was led to thegrotto by Masson ( Masson,
who always walked beside him, was a
Jame pilgrim with crutches) and received
holy communion about half-past eight
o’clack, after which I knelt down on my
stick, which I had laid down crosswise.
Do you mean that stick alongeide
your bed ?

Yee sir.

It is a very knotty etick and it must
be a hard penance to kneel on it!

Quite true, sir, but we must not look
for comfort. Suffering is the way to
success. I had bent down during the
tirst moments of my thanksgiving.
When the knots became too painful
under my knees 1 got up, but continued
to pray. 1 had just reached the Memo
rare when something like a cloud ap
peared to me, and in the cloud, or mist,
I cuistingunished, quite close to me, the
Bleesed Virgin iu white, She almost
touched my face I could not tell
where { wan. I thought I was going to
luse my senses, .

**What occurred afterwards, until I
left the grotto, I could nct really aay.
It seemed to me that [ walked a few
paces, that [ was struck on the arm
when the sick arrived, and that a lady
put questions to me, Then, vyhen Igot
buck to the Gave, in the midat of the
peuple, Iielt as il I wns awaking out of
& dream. The skv, the fields and the
river, all seemed to be in motion before
me.”

I began to weep,and as you see I
canuot help weeping still at the mere
telling of what occurred. I had asked
the Bicassed Virgin that I might be able
to go abont withount help, and now I can
see perfectly well; she has granted me far
more than I had asked for. When I got
as lar as the door of the pilgrims’ quar-
ters, my companions realized what had
bappened. They exclaimed : * You are
cured, vou are cured !" and I wept with
joy and many of them wept with me, and
gave thauks Lo our Lady of Lourdes.”

The touchiog little story of poor Aubert
was now nearing its conclusion. He told
ii with such manifest sincerity and sim-
nlicity that I was myself deeply moved.
However, belore leaving the ballad
sirger, I put to bhim a last question: I
wal publish, I eatd, the stury of your
cure. | cando it and give your name
and addreas or without giving either the
one or the other. If I give your address
kind friends may send ycu help DBut
otherwise, no one will think of you.
What do you say?

Without a moment’s hesitation, he
answered:

** No, not my name. I want tostay
quietly at home, where I shall find work
and provide.for my family. FProvidence
did not forsake me when I was blind, it
will not be more .ikely to forsake me
now after restoring to me my eyesight.
God is always with us !” .

Thereupon I parted from the happy
recivient of Mary’s favors and went to
see others who bad been equally blest.

I met him again afterwards on the
banks cf the Gave. He was leading by
the arm another blind man. I wasin-
tormed a'terwards that the latter bad
also gbtained a cure, at the last moment.
Both of them will now be in a position
to enlighten others along the roadway of
life, where many are so blind as not to
acknowledge the miraculous power of
God and see not with the eves of the soul
the name of Jesus Christ written in
letters dazzling as the sun over the
Grotto of Lourdes,

Louis Colin, before handing in the
story of the Anbert cure for publication,
took the precaution of writing to Abbé
Le Guillon, whose hame is mentioned
above, in order to secure his testimony
in the matter. The Rev. Abbé's reply is
so complete and so touching that we
must lay it before our readers :

On the following morning T went to see
them. I found that the father was stone
blind. There were three young children
(thereare now four) all sickly add deli-
cate. Tbe poor mother séemed to me to
be in consumption. -

My hesrt was grieved at the sight of
such misery. I cannot venture to de-
acribe their wretched condition. A wisp
of straw was their only bed,

I took immediate steps for the relief
of the poor family as far as it was in my
power to help tbem, and I have not
abandoned them since. In order to be
in a position to assist them more effectu-
ally T made them take up their abode in
my parish. Many times during the year
used to make them all come
to my house, it is so sweet to
share a crust with those poorer than
ourselves. I was thus, time and again,
in a position to kpnow that Aubert was
utterly blind, but also found him 1ull of
faith and resignation under his afiliction
to a degree that really edified me. Some
of my charitable parishioners, to whom
I had appealed in his behalf, are prepared
to bear out my statements, and to testity
that Aubert was undoubtedly blind.

He earned his bread and that of his
family by appealing to public charity.
He used {0 sing from door to door. But
his main reliance was in praying openly
at the doors of the churches at the va-
rious places of pilgrimage, to which he
loved to resort. I learned that bis fel-
low beggars used to ¢all him the Prayer.
When [ first knrew him he told me he
pad already been blind for nine years.
That was five years ago, so taat he has
been blind for fourteen years.

I succeeded in inducing an excellent
and most fervent Christian lady to take
an interest in his fate. She went so far
as to place at his disposai & small house
and garden plot in the commune of
Bordeaux les Bouches. This most worthy
person, whose name is Marie Baudet, is
also a resident of that commune. It
was that lady and your humble servant
who decided that Aubert should perform
a pilgrimage to Lourles, contidently
trusting tnat through the intervention
of the Blessed Virgia Mary, our Lady of
Lourdes, he would return with his prayer
granted and a perfect cure.

We have not been disappointed by the
result, and our confidence in tbe ineflu-
ble goodness of Mary Immaculate, the
consolation of thé afllicted, has not been
in vain.

The asubject of this miracle, poor
Aubert, appeared to you to be in & atate
of exaltation and emotion, and, in fact,
beside himself! But want else could
you expect! Iuncy rccovering your
sight after fourteen years of blindness!

He came running to me to tell me of
his happiness, and to offer thanks with
us to God and to our holy and merciful
Motbher. e remained five days at my
pouse, and I must say that I never
wearied of seeing him and marvelling
at the wonderful miracle really operated
in his behalf. His eye is clear and lim-
pid and he sees perfectly well. Our
Lady of Lourdes has dine her work in
an admirable manner,

His return to Bordeaux les Bouches,
where he has been living lor a year, and
where every one knew him to be blind,
dire tly from Lourdes on recovering his
eyesight, was a perfect ovation.

My excellent triend, the parish priest,
gave him a public reception and feast,
and joined with him in giving public
thanks to Qur Lady of Lourdes,

pow told you. And I consent, or rather
I ask, that ycu may make use of it as
you think best for the honor of Qur
Lady and to promote confidence in her
admirable goodness.

His Emineunce Cardioal VaAughan Issnes
» Letter in Connection With the Lons
don School foard Elections,

In a recent letter, His Eminence Car-
dinal Vaughan, gives the following clear
and concise statement in regard to the
question of Catholic education and its
admipistration, The letter was issued
in connection with the elections for
School B)ard representatives for London,
Epg. His Eminence writes:—

“As you bave asked my advice in re-
ference to the School Board Election, I
lay before you the following principles,
which I think contain sufficient guidance
for the present occasion :—

1. No system of Pablic Elementary
education is acceptable for the training
of Catholic children but such as is dis-
tinctly and frankly Catholic. The Catho-
lic demand is, Catholic education given
by competent Catholic teachers to Catho-
lic children. If the State insists upon
educating the children of the country, it
is bound at the same time to respect the
inalienable natural right of parents and
their offapring in the matter of religion.

*“9 No instruction in partial Chris.
tianity, no form of Cbristianity other
than the Catholic, can be accepted by
Catholics for their children. Better a
thousand times purely secular iustruc
tiun, supplemented as best may be else-
where, than unsound and faulty instruc-
tion in the truths of Christianity.

‘4, As Catholics are not expected to

support the various non-Catholic Mission-
ary Societies that seek to evangelise the
heathen, soneither can they be expected
to support any of the non-Catholic me-
thods by which it is sought to evangelise
the Board schools.
s 44, At the same time, Catholics who
atand for the liberty of the subject will
do wisely to demand that School Boards
shall recognize the right of all'parents to
bave their children instructed in their
own religion and in no other, and this
even during achool hours, if it can be so
arranged. School Boards are necessary
and must be maintained; but they
ought not to have the power to override
& parental right directly affecting the re-

Ifit is true that no part of life,
public or private, can be exempt from
the duty of xeligion, neither is th: re any
age when this duty can be less ignored
than that early pericd when wisdom is
lacking, when the mind is fresh, and
when the heart is exposed toso many
fascinating causes of corruption. To so
organize education as to remove from it
all puints of contact with religion is to
corrupt in the soul the very seeds of
beauty and viriue, and to bring up, not
defenders for the fatherland, out & pest
and a scourge for tbe human race.

Suppress Gud, and what consideration
can be alleged to keep young. peopls to
their duty. or call them backtoit when
they have turned aside from the straight
path of virtue and are moving downward
toward the abyss of vice?®”

Nor is the mere teaching of the prin-
ciplen of religion at specified times
sulficient for the ideal education, for **all
the rest of the instruction should, as it
were, exhale & perfume of Christian
piety.”

art of peace; one of whom wus about to
be hon(red by the University. He re-
ferred to the well deserved prominence
His Lordship bad achieved at the Bar,
in Parliament, and in other jublic
offices.

PRINCIPAL ROBINS AND CATHOLIC
EDUCA1ION IN QUEBEC,

Principal Robine, of McGill Normal
School, made & speech in Toronto a few
days ago on the subject of education in
the Province of Quebec; and in the
course of his remarks he said: “There
w.re in the Province of Quebec 100 000
pecple who could read but not write, and
600,000 who could neither read nor write.
Over a large portion of the Province all
dispute was hushed; doctrines were
taught, not argned. They lived as their
fathera had lived,and wonld die as their
fathers had died, one million French-
Canadiaps.” DBefure making these as
seriions he touk care to sasaure hia
Toronto bearers thiat “illiteracy is prac.
tically unknown amongst the supporters
of the Protestant echools of the Prov-
ince” We tock bim to task, as our
read: rs will remember, for having quoted

| statistics which he could not prove, as

well as for the insclent inginuations,
conveyed in the words sbove quoted,
that whatever illiteracy exists in this
Province exists entirely amongst Cath-
olics, and that the cause of it is the in-
fAuence exerted upon them by their re
ligion. To our comments Principal
Robins makes the following reply :

“ Bir,—You will find the figures given
in my Turonto speech, of which you
complsin in the last Census of Canada,
Vol.1V., Table Q. In my addreas I gave
rourd numbers. I said the population
of Quebec is o million and a balf, 800 060
persons can read and write, 600,000 can
neither read nor write, aud 100,000 can-
not write but can read. The official
hgures sre respectively 1,488,535, GOB 246
and 94584, The figures that show 17 5
p. ¢. of the Protestant population of this
province to be in attendance at the sev
eral educational institutions which they
support, are contained in the last report
of the Superintendent of Public Instruc-
tion of Quebec.

I saic nothing inmolent; and I eaid
nothing inaccurate, if the official census
and the cfficial educational report are to
be trusted. There is much food for
thought for you, for your readers and for
every lover of his country, in the docu-
ments I quoted, and to which I huve now
directed your attention.”

Principal Robins was speaking about
the present condition of education in
this province, and to support his state
ments he quuted figures from & census
taken nearly eight years ago, omitting
to give even the exact atatiatics con-
tained in that census—altering them, on
the contrary, to suit the purpose he evi-
dently had in view—namely, to 'do an
injustice to the Catbolics of this prov-
ince. :

As to the present condition of educa-
tion in this province, both as regards
the population taken as & whole and as
regards the Catholic and Protestant por-
tions of it, we shall quote a few official
figures for the benefit of Principaj
Robins, According to.the latest report
published by the Superintendent of
Publio Instruction, and embodying sta-
tistics furnished by the Catholic and the
Protestant Committees of the Couneil of
Public Instruction, there were in attend-
ance in the schools of this province in
1895-96, 808,619 pupils. Of thia number
265,182 were Catholics, and 37 061 were
Protestants of all sects. The aignifi-
cance of these official figures will be ap-
parent, first, when the relative propor-
‘tion of Protestants and Catholics in our
‘total population is borne in mind, and,
secondly, whéen they are. compared
with - the - school - statistics:
the past. The- latest '‘Census—
that of 1890 1891—shows the population:

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" -As to the rapid progress which'is being
made in the cause of -education.in this
| province, the following:official statistics
tell their own consoling tale : Nnmber
of primary schools in 1867 68, 3907 ; in
1887-88, 5,322; .in 18956, 5903. Number
of pupils at each of the three dates given:
212 837, 259131, 303,619; number - of
teachers 4,536, 8172, 9,980; contribu-
tions by taxpayers for the schools, $1,-
313,149, $2,022,898, $2,407,633; contribu-
tions by the Government, $256,762, $862,-
220, $392 760, Other gratifying features
in this connection are the increase—
sadly needed in both Catholic and Pro-
testant schools—in the salaries of the
teachers, and the rapid diminntion ob-
servable in the number of uncertificated
teachers, the figures being: in 18934,
1,080 ; in 1894-5, 891; iu 1895 G, 686,

In an able address delivered in the
Legislative Council a year ago the Hon.
Gedeon Ouimet, whom even Principal
Robins will admit to be the greatest
living authority on the history. of edu-
cation in this Province, made some ob-
servations which may, in conclusion, be
appositely quoted here : ** Symebody has
been holdiag up certain of our poor
schools to the animadversion of the
public. 'Surprise has been expreesed
that all the children who ought'to be in
those distant achools, in poor and aparsc-
1y inhabited districts, are not in attend-
ance. But has the distance which
separates these children from the schools
ever been taken into account? Have
inclemency of the weather, the snow.
storms, the condition of the roads lead-
ing to the schools, been taken into con-
sideration? How is it that only the
Catholic schooly have been attacked. Is
bigutry at the bottom of it? I dounot
know; but while paying homage to the
condition of the schools controlled by
the Protestant Commiitee, I must say
that our Catholic schools are equally
prosperous, and that the same drawbacks
that exist in the latter also exist in the
former.”

THE JUDICIARY.

For some years past the question of
ncreasing the salary paid to our judges
bas occupied public attention. As far
back as 1878 the matter was agitated
and still the sut ject is under discussion
without any satisfactory conclusion
having been reached. Lord Duferin, in
one of his remarkable speeches delivered
at Toronto in September, 1878, said: “I
should hope that as time goes on, as the
importance and extent of their work in-
creases and a3 the wealth of the country
expands, it may be found expedient to
attach somewhat higher sularies to
those who administer the law, Pure and -
righteons juslice is the very foundation
of human happiness, but remember, it is
aa true of justice as of anything else, you
cannot have a first class article withouat
paying for it.” ¥

It i universally admitted to-daj that
the salaries of the Superior Court judges
in the City of Montreal and Quebec ure
totally inadequate. The business of the
courts has increased by hundreds of folds
since the present salaries were establish-
ed s quarter of a century ago. The cost
of living in our great centres has nearly
doubled.

In every rank of life, in trade, in
banking, in railway and other circles,
those filling positiors of trust enjoy
emoluments to-day that their prede-
ceasors & quarter of a century ago would
not have dreamed of; in the judiciary
alone have things remained statiopary
in point of emolument. We are blessed
with an honorable, upright and learned
body of judges, and if the laboreét be
worthy of his hire, why not pay for the
services such men render to their coun.
try, and make the Bench & goal to which
.the highest ambitions of young Cana-
dians may tend as a prize worthy of
their greatest efforts. The session of
Parliament wilt aoon open at Ottaws,
and it is to be hoped this subject will
not only occppy the attention of our
legislators, but be dealt with in the
spirit -its importance calls for. Tilne
and again the matter has been discuss-
ed. Under Sir John Macdonald as well
as 8ir John Abbott and Sir John Thomp-
son mensures Were brought forward to
do justice to this urgent reform. Yet
upon each occasion the bills had to be
withdrawn. The whole press of the
country has spoken with no uncertain;
sound, and there is no excuse for delay-
ing a measure of justice ‘which cannot
fall to- redound to fhe best interests of
thecountry. -~ = - .

Why is the
habit of drink eo universal, and that of
gluttony in eating comparatively rare?
A man who once, in passing, surfeited
himeelf with eating anv particular foed.
profited by the punishment that fol
lowed to the extent that not only for six
months or six years, but often for a life
{ime, he cculd not be induced tH touch
thst particular kind of fcod again. On
the contrary, excess in drink begot
s physical crave, which led ¢
greasler indulgence in  intoxicants
To the phyrician thoroughly acquainted
with the effects of alcohol, and to the
brewer well acquainted with adult rat-
ing drugs, he would leave the solation of
the theoretical part of the qneation. and
would confine himself to the fuct that
drink begets a crave, and one that is, in
too many casea, irresistible. With this
fact before bia eves, he would offer, in
Easaing. his deepest, his most sincere,
indly pity and sympathy to the vic-
tims of this physical crave. who had
more need of phyeicians and medicine
than of sermons, auvd he would addreass
himseli to those who had not yet become
victime of the crave, and he wounld again
put a question: What has & man most
to fear who has not yet begun to drink
liquor, or who is just beginning to tip-
ple?

Rev Abbé Colin, Superior of St. Sulpice,
and the Superi rs of the different reli-
gious Orders. At the cluse ot the solemn
Pontifical High Mass,ihe imposing cere-
mony of the renewal of the sacerdotl
vows took place. Two by two, xot anly
the priests, but also all the theological
stud nts having received any of the or-
ders, came forward and kneeling in front
of the Bishop, sitting at the altar, repeat-
ed the formula which they pronounced
on the day o' their fixst tonsure choosing
the Lord as their only share and inherit-
ance. The sight of this army of Levites,
young and old, renewing their vows of
tidelity to their sacred mission. ia one
not to be forgotten, and all those who
took part in the proceedings were deeply
impressed with the solemnity of the oc-
casion

After the ceremony, all those present
were entertained at dinner in the large
refectory of the Grand Seminary.

A Sketeh of the Work of the Order.

The patron {eant of St. Sulpice is alno
that of the Citholic population of Mont-
real. on account of the intimate connec-
tion of the Sulpicians with the history
and religious and matenial progress of
onr great metropelis.  'Was not, indeed,
M Oler gne of the promoters and
ourders of Ville Marie? Did he not
send his privsts here as faxr back an the
year 1657. and have they not ever since
devoted their whole life and energy to
the spiritual and temporal welfare of the
community? A bistory of the work of
St. Sulpice in Montreal would lead us too
far, but we can _bardly allow this ccca-
sion to pass withcut mentioning a few
tncts in connection with tbeir mission
here.

Wh n the firat Sulpicians arrived in
Miintreal, three in number, in 1657, they
taok up their residenceat the Hotr 1 Dieu,
and were tha first priesia to permsanently
tix their abode in this oity. The parish
o' Monlres]l wasn canonically erected in
1678, and in 1694 the Superiar of the
Seminary was sppointed perpetusl pas-
tor of aaid parish. T e Sulpicians had
heccme Seivneurs of Montr.al in 1663,
when_the Compngnie de Montreai erded
1 them wll their rights in the island.
Af er the Conquest tLe property ot the
Sulpicians was for gome time in danger,
but the Act of 1791 confirmed them in
their rivhis, and again after the rebellion
o 1836-87, on account of which the Act
of 1791 had been suspended, the Special

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& moat simple and humble life, sndupto
the present date.a visit to any of their
establishments or residences convinces
one that nothing has been changed in

their pious founder. Up to some 30
yoars age, when the parish of Montreal
was subdivided, the Sulpicians had spiri-
tual charge of the whole city and
suburbs, and that alone tells to
what extent their zeal and de-
votion were  exercised. Under
their guidance and often with
their own funds. churches and chapels
were erecled wherever needed, educa
tioual and charitable institutions eprang
up as if by enchantment, and there
1 no mection of the city where traces
of their good work canaot be found.
To them the Irish owe the erection
of St. Patrick’s and of St. Ann'’s
churches; and while the latter hae now
passed into the hands of the Redemp-
toriat Fathers, St. Patrick's is stiil un-.
der the direction of the sans of M.
Olier, and every Irishman knows the
able and truly apostolic manner in
which the spiritual wants of that por-
tion of the Catholic community have
ever been and are still attended to.
Neither will the Irish ever forget the
zeal of the Sulpicinns, when, together
with other devoted priests, they attend-
ed to both the spiritusl and temporal
wants of their fever-stricken forefathers
?_t. the risk, and even cost, of their own
ives.

B-sides the sums expended by the
Seminary as a body for Catholic wor-
ship, education and charity in Mon-
treal, numerowus members of the QOxder
bave been known, at all times, to devote
considerable personal wealth for the
cause of Christ in our midst,

The mustard aced sowed by M. Olier
has developed into a very large tree in-
deed, for besides the very large number
of Sulpician Seminaries now dissemi-
nated throughout the whole of France,
and where a great portion of the Catho-
lic clergy receive their ecclesiaatical
-educsation, the American Continent has
for many years paat benelited from simi-
lar institutions under the direction of
the same Order, even outaide of the Ca-
nadian establishmenta. - Thus Baltimore
has its Sulpician Collere snd Grand
Seminary, while the same Sulpicians
bave now also Grand Seminaries in New
York and Boston, and the ecclesiastical
work of Washington Universitvy is also
partly under their dircction. The lnrge
number of Canadian and American
priests who receive, and still receive,
their sacerdotal education in the Mon-
treal Seminary, added to those who are
formed in the above mentioned estab-
lishmenta, renders it safe to eay that the
action of the Sulpicians now extends to
all parts of America.

An regards the Montreal Grand Semi.
nary, it was established in 1840 in the
old Mantreal College, referred to in our
last issue, and in 1857 was transferred
10 the present spacious buildings on
Sherbrooke sireet. As above stated, it
bus formed an immense number of
priests for every portion of tbhe Cana-
dian provinces, the United States and
other dioceses on the American con-
tinent. and the work has now been ex
tendcd to Ronie, where, under the name
of the Canadian College, the Sulpicians
have built an extensive establishment,
where young Canadian ecclesiastics and
priests who wish to get their degrees
from the Roman Theological schools
find & home, having all the surroundings
requisite for their condition.

May the above brief sketch of a small
portion of the good work done by the
zealous priests of St. Sulpice help to
»till farther incresse the respect in
which they are held by the whole popu-
lation of Montreal.

bill declaring the Irish Parli ament per
fectly Iree of allegiance to evervthingbut
what was termed the golden link of the
crown. He went further. By his act of
renunciation he repealed the act requir-
ing an appeal from the Irish law courts
to the English Houme of Lords, and ex-
plicitly renounced any control whatever
over the laws of Ireland. No sooner,
however, was the American war over
than the Irish Protestants, with unfor
tunate loyalty, were weak enough to
connive at the disbandment'of the volun-
teers, and once E 'gland had restored her

garrison in Ireland she aet to
work to und> what Grattan and
the volunteers had accomplished.

The rebellion of 1798 was fomented and
brought to a head ar shown by Lecky
and other historians, by the connivance
of Pitt and the assistance of Castlereagh
of infamous memory. After the sup-
pression of the rebellion, wholesale
bribery was resort¢ed to, and finally the
Irish Parliament was destroyed and Ire-
land veased to be an independent nation
on the first of January, 1781. From 1782
to 1800, when she head ber own parlia-
ment, her resources and her population
increased rapidly, but three years after
ita deetruction the first great famine
sfilicted the country and was followed
by others at frequent intervals.

The lecturer then traced in glowing

HNUSEKEEPING IN KLONDIKE.

A LADY TELLS OF HER LIFE ON THE YUKON,

“ Housekeeping in the Klondike” is
the title of a letter to an American ex-
change. from a Iady residing with her
husband in Ramiport City, on the
Yukon. Shesays:—* The Kiondike is a
very dirty place, that it is impossible to
escape it. and that after a very short
residence the pores of the skin become
satnrated with it. There in some sort of
mineral deposit—ypold, perhaps—which
acts upon the skin and clothing, and
grinds intn them. Washing does not
remove it, but prodoces n gummy sulb
stance, which the stronucest soap w.n't
cut. This dirt is the hardest thing I
have to endure. 1 like the country.
The nir is fine and clear, with glorions
snnects on mountain and river. We
have an $800 log cabin; just a hut. with
one room, ore window, a bunk, and a
place for a stovepipe. There are no
beds ; in the whole town there is but one
cot and mattress, and that is ours, Oar
cabin is situated on a bhill, commanding
fine views of both ends in the river.
There are about four hundred inhabit
ants here. The newcomers, like our
selves, are well provisioned ; those wha
have been here a2ll summer have but
little, and poor prospects of more. The
situation is alarming. We were nroused,
night before last, after midnight, by a
summons to go down to the atore and at-
tend a meeting for the purpase of prevent
ingasteamer which had justcomein, from
taking her provisions any farther. Dried
fruits, butter, evaporated potatoes. kero-
sene oil. etc., ara a dollar a pound. A
stove which sells in Seattle for $12
brings $15 here, and is not to be had ex-
cept occasionaliv. We have everythiog,
almost, in one form or another, except
fresh meats. Euvgs and milk we have
desiccated and condensed. likewiae pota-
toes and onions; and we have excellent
appetites. . . . There are threeother
ladies in the town. In fact, we are the
most unique crowd that ever came to a
mining-camp—lawyers, doctors, brokers,
teachers, society men—all are here.”

The women of Switzerland are hoping
to arrange & congress of women from all
the cantons, to take nlace during the-ex-
hibition at Geneva next year. They
look forward to being able thus to lay a
foundstion for the formation of & nation-
al council of women. .

A society now existing in Geneva,
with branches in other towns, has much
the same apirit and aims as a national
council. It is called L'Union des Fem-
mes, and has taken up the question of
women’s wages, of co-operative stores, of
technical education, of dress reform and
woman’s moral elevation. Connected
with this union is the Society for Wo-
man's Legal Rights, which last year
achieved a great step in advance by pro-
curing for married women the right to
dispose of their own fortune or wages, as
the case may be, and to bank the same
under their own name. Louis Bridel,
professor of law at the University of
Geneva, has been most helpiul in this
matter, as in all queations relating to
women, in which, aided by hls wife, he
takes the greatest interest.

Feminine education, as every one
knows, is far advanced in Switaerland,
and the University ol Zurich has many
women students, most of whom come,
nowever. from other lands. It was here
that Dr. Emily Kempin, the firat lecturer
of the woman’s law class of the Univer-
sity of the City of New York, was traio-
ed. She bad a long and hard struggle
before being allowed to practice her oall-
ing, but the fight has been a successful
one, for she is now oot only _engaged in
active professional work, ' ut is also pro-
feasor at law ab her Alma Mater.
