The physicians were thoroly 
puzzled, and it was not until several 
hours later that they discovered he 
had taken bichloride of mercury. It 
was then too late to give an antidote.

All of Thursday he suffered excruci­
atingly, and then the agony oeaeed. 
Saturday morning he was advised by 
his physicians that .hi*.-death was in­
evitable. The stricken man then sent 
for his business partner and arranged 
hi! affairs, directing the consummation 
of a number of pending deals; sent for 
his lawyer and made a will.

Free Advice.
By Sunday the facts of his condition 

became known over th* country, and 
all day telegrams pouredr in from phy­
sicians and nurses who claim to have 
survived a similar experience. Most 
of them advised liberal doses of castor 
oil, olive oil and flaxseed broth.

Not having eaten or drunk since 
Thursday morning, Mr. Walker be­
came quite weak Sunday, and there 
were evidences of uraemic poisoning, 
which made the physicians predict 
that he could not live 36 hours longer. 
They decided to resort to heroic re­
medies. Water was injected into his 
veins, his throat being so burned that 
he cannot swallow, 
wrapped in blankets almost blistering 
hot. Walker said afterwards that he 
felt like he had been thru the “third 
degree." This treatment brought on a 
perspiration last night, and the phy­
sicians have slight hope, but take no 
real encouragement from it.

Morbid Crowds.
This morning there was a line of 

over 500 persons gathered in front of 
the house, hoping to obtain a glimpse 
of the man who stands on the brink 
of the grave and knows it Once he 
came to the open window and looked 
out and there was a tremendous shout 
from the crowd. The physicians this 
afternoon ordered Walker to bed, to 
refrain from talking and to endeavor 
to sleep. All persons were denied ad­
mittance except his wife and child.

Bulletins Posted.
The entire city is deeply interested 

in the Walker case. In all of the drug 
stores and at soda fountains bulletins 
on his condition are posted.

WASHINGTON, May 19.—(Can. 
Press)—Secretary Bryan late today 
handed- Ambassador Chinda the reply 
of tUe-TL S. GèWFriment to the Japan­
ese protest against the California alien 
land legislation. The ambassador Im­
mediately cabled it to Toklo.

PARIS, May 19. — (Copyright.) — 

There are now more than 1800 aero­
planes in regular and active service in 
France. Each of them, under a bill 
introduced in the chamber of deputies 
by Minister of Public Works Thierry, 
must bear a distinguishing number 
like a taxicab, and every aeroplane 
must be subject to inspection at any 
time as to its airworthiness.

There are also now in France more 
than ninety aviators with a license. 
These licenses in the Thierry bill 
to be issued only to persons over 18 
years old, and of good character. Air­
men are to be made legally responsible 
for all damages. The carrying of ex­
plosives, arms, carrier pigeons, cam­
eras and wireless equipment is for­
bidden.

BESIEGED ARENA DOORS1 ^ .holus-bolus, then had criticized be­
cause of construction in Great Britain.

“They àre to be built In Great Bri­
tain,” he said, “simply because we have 
not the facilities In Canada. To create 
such facilities would entail an expen­
diture of from $50.000,000 to $75,000,000 
and the delay could not be estimated. 
Even so, to what use would the ma­
chinery be later applied?”

In dealing with the ruling out of 
Canadian sailors Mr. Borden declared 
that not one line or syllable prevented 
Canadian service on board these ships, 
in fact they would be favored. Be­
cause of the pursuits of Canadians the 
recruiting of the Niobe and Rainbow 
had failed; similarly with the North­
west Mounted Police; yet there was 
no discredit to Canadians.

Canada’s Answer.
Mr. Borden heaped ridicule on the

In preparing the table, fit the top 
with a covering of delicate green satin 
with an eighteen-inch fall of lace from 
the edge of the table, finishing on the 
edge of the table with a close, narrow 
wreath of fern leaves, using a large lace 
centrepiêcc, plate and glass doilies to 
match.

(Special.)—“In peace lies the secret of 
the future prosperity of these two 
great English-speaking nations- 
commemoration of the past hundred 
years of peace we shpuld erect here at 
Niagara Falls a bridge that would be 
free; that will show that there are no 
obstacles in the way of friendly Inter­
course between the people of these two 
great nations." said Sir Arthur Lawley 
ofithe British Peace Centenary Com­
mission at t’he civic breakfast tendered 
the peace delegates today.

"Such bridge," continued Sir Arthur, 
"would set a good example for other 
nations- I am hopeful of seeing Eng­
land and the United States hand in 
hand; It would be in accord with the 
cause of humanity and peace. What 
we want is a monument that will last • 
forever, one that will prove to the 
world that friendly relations do exist 
and will continue to exist forever. I 
believe that the construction of a 
bridge would be the most suitable way 
of commemorating the one hundredth 
anniversary of the signing of the 
treaty ofl Ghent."

United in Sentiment.
Sir Arthur Lawley's remarks seemed 

to echo the sentiment of every one of 
the ISO men present. Without excep­
tion the ether delegates were in accord 
with his views on the matter and there 
is no doilbt that the men appointed by 
the two governments to arrange for 
the celebration of one hündrcd years of 
peace will recommend that 
bridge be erected at Niagara Falls.

John R. Stewart, father of the Idea 
of celebrating the hundredth anniver­
sary of ppace, was enthusiastic 
the proposition to have the bridge 
here.

Dr. Louis L- Seamen of the American 
committee, an extensive traveler and 
author, set forth the idea that Eng­
land and the United States should 
tabllsh a court of ’arbitration, with 
power behind it to back up its deci­
sions.

“One hundred years of peace is not 
such a great achievement," he said; 
"we should have perpetual peace and 
the only way to obtain it Is to estab­
lish a court of arbitration and abide 
by its decisions.’"

T. Kennard Thompson, consulting 
engineer,, who drafted plans for" the 
proposed bridge, said that Niagara 
Falls would be the best place for the 
bridge and expressed the opinion that 
it will be located here-

An Ideal Site.
Gutson Borglum, famous sculptor, 

has this to say: “Nature demands that 
the two shores be connected here, in a 
great permanent bridge. This matter 
Is beyond us. We should be the ones 
to say where the bridge shall be; it is 
a problem for nature to solve. And 
when I look out upon the wonderful 
fells and its beautiful surroundings, 
there is no doubt in my mind that na­
ture demands -that the bridge be locat­
ed here- Everybody concedes that this 
Is the ideal site,” he added.

Breen, ah undertaker of Lawrence, and 
Ernest R. Pitman, a builder of An­
dover, to "plant” the Dynamite for the 
purpose of prejudicing public opinion 
against the striking textile workers.

The trial will be continued tomor­
row morning.

The first draft of the proposed 
agreement between the Township of 
York and the Forest Hill Electric 
Railway was submitted to the council 
yesterday by Township Solicitor Starr.

It is stipulated that no work shall 
be done until plans have been submit­
ted to the township, also that the 
company will commence construc­
tion on May 1, 1913, and during that 
year will spend not less than $60,000.
