it Will Have Entire Jurisdiction
Over Poles, Conduits
and Wires.

Sir James Whitney- -made an instruc-
tive statement with re.pect to the
privileges of members at the sitting ot
the Ontario Legisiature yesterday ai-
ternoon. An important measure de-
fining the future authority of the hy-
dro-eiectric power commission was in-
troduced by W. K. McNaught. Consid-
erable progress was made with a num-
ber of local municipal biils.

Mr. MeNaught moved the first read-
ing of a biil to amend the Hydro-Eiec-
tric Power Commission Act. :It is de-
signed to give the hydro-electric power
commission absolute jurisdietion over
the ' location poles, conduits and
Wires of any municipal corporation us-
ing power furnisned by the hydro-elec-
toic ‘commission.

No Restrictions.on Poles.

It states that in all cases where, In

the opinion of the commission)it is de-

ot

"sirable that conduits should b4 laid or

maintained or. lines of poles \erected
upon any street .on which othér con-
duits or po® have previously been
placed, the commission may order taat,
notwithstanding any law to the con-
trary, the poles, conduits or wires of
any maunicipal corporation using t:e
commission’'s power may be placed at
such positions as the commission may
order, notwithstanding the proximity
of existing conduits or poles.

The commission is also given power
to order that the wires of municipal
¢ompanles may be attached to any ex-
iseting poles where such poles are ca ;-
able of carrying the additions, without
Injury to the property of existing com-
Panies. The municipal corporation
must pay the existing company such
remuneration as the commission may
order. 1f the poles are unable to ca’ry
meore wires, and it is in the public in-

Editor World: Allow me to draw the
attention of undertakers and embalm-
ers thruout .the province to the fact
that a bill entitled, “An act respecting
embalmers,” is now before the legisla-
ture for consideration with evidence
that a determined effort is being put
| forward to have it made iaw. -

i On reading it over, it will be seen
that five persons may be appointed by
the government, who shall have com-
plete control of the embalmers and
undertakers thruout the whole Ppro-
vince with power to prescribe ‘subjects
and hold examinations and grant
licenses and dete¥mine the duration of
licenses in respect of every embalmer
and to issue Hcenses and state the con-
ditions on which licenses may.be ob-
tained by undertakers who are 1ot
embalmers. The act makes no excep-
tion as to who shall be permitted 1o
embalm or to have a license and pro-
vides that all must conform to the
regulations; no matter how long thev
have been at the business, or how well
qualified they may. be to discharge
their duties in the business. There are
defects in the gonstruction of the  act
apparent to anyone reading it, and the
whole scope of it shows that it Is but
a repetition of ort made about
fifteen or twenty years ago by two o~/
three men and which failed at that|
| time of accompUshment. Theé effect of
their effort at that time and the resust
| of the present effort will be preciscly
! the same, namely, to put in the hands
of two or three men the power to tle
up -the business of ‘embalmers and un-
dertakers to two or three men thru-
out the whole province and the .result
will be of the same ¢haracter and the
effect as was disclosed in the invesii-
gation' some years ago with regard to
plumbers and: others. )
Those who are looking Into the
matter have no doubt that the powers
under the act, now being presented, are
expected to be placed in the hands of
those who tried to pass the aét fifteen
or twenty years ago, tho not now
prominently figuring in it In its pre-
sentation to the committee of bills. It
behooves every embalmer and under-
taker thruout the province to see to It
that the proper provision {s made,
permitting them to continue their oc-
cupations without unnecessary restric-
tions and without being subject to the
possibility of personal enmity or warp-
ed judgment on the part of those who
are appointed by the government Lo
administer the act. The bill will be
before the committee in a very few
days and those -interested  should see
that it is ‘halted until proper repre-
sentations are made to the government
in respect of it. One way that this
can be done will be for the embalmers
and undertakers to communicate at
once with the members of their respec-
tive ridings and demand that a fair
deal and fair provision be made for
those who have for So many years car-
ried on their business, allowing them
without undue restriction to continue
earning their living a® they have hon-
estly tried to do In the past.
