The coast for a hundred miles ig lit-
tered with wrecks and scores -of bodies
have been washed ashore. Lighthousés
have been swept away, the keeper, his
wife and daughter perishing in ene.

New_ Orleans itself escaped with little
damage, and, so far ‘as reported, the
loss of life here does npt exceed ten
drowned.

The loss wdas heaviest' among ship-
ping. Eight large sailing" vessels and
about thirty ‘small vessels were wreck-
ed, and Ship Island, Cat Island and
Horn Island were submerged.

The federal quarantine station on
Ship Island was ‘hadly damaged, and
about $1,000,000 damage was done to
property on the mainland.

In Mobile the number of dead to-day

is estimated at 100, Including six lives
lost at Fort Morgan. The property
loss in Mobile will exceed $4,000,000. At
Pensacola, Fla., twenty-five persons
are dead and the property loss exceeds
$3,000,000.
. No definite news has beeh received
up to a late hour to-day from Biloxi
or Gulfport, and it 1is feared these
places have been destroyed, with some
loss of life.

‘Every house in the Village of Navy-

wiped out of existence. Several per-
sons are reported to have lost their
lives at Coden.

Every house in the Village of Navy-
port, where scores of pllots and fisher-
men lived, was wrecked, and seven
lives lost. Greater loss of life is re-
ported from Dauphin Island, which
was submerged, and the residents
forced to flee in boats. One boat, with
thirtedn persons on board, is believed
to have gone down in the storm.

The entire west shore below Mobile
is reported completely devastated.
Twenty-flve bodies have been recov-

as known to have perished.

. After the storm subsided one of the
saddest stories of the hurricane was
brought into Scranton. A tug left
Scranton before the storm reached its:
height and ran to Horn Island. out in
the gulf, offering to take ashore Capt.
Johnson, keeper of the Horn Island
light, and his wife and daughter. Capxs.
Johnson refused to leave the light, and
his wife and daughter would not sep-
arate from him. After the storm the
tug went out again. The lighthouse
had been destroyed. and hours of
gearch failed to reveal any gign of the
fate which overtook the keeper.

3000 HOMELESS,

Pensacola, Fla., Sept. 80.—The loss3
of life and ‘the damage resulting from
the hurricane which struck this city
Thursday morning are heavy.

The list- of dead has grown to 26,
and it is known that many more have
been lost and others ‘injured, while
3000 are homeless.

’ Coming Legislation.
Respecting the. rumored legislation
for Ireland, Mr, Healy said:

“Sir Anthony Macdonald, under sec-
retary for Ireland, was originally sent
over by the Tories under Mr. George
Wyndham’s secretaryship. He is credit-
ed with having drafted a scheme of
reform for Ireland, on the lines of thé
India administration. I myself have
no knowledge' of the facts, otherwise
it would be a breach of confidence for
me to make any statement. I am mere-
ly speculating upon public rumor and
on lines of probability,

‘“Ireland, as you know, pays annu-
ally . to the imperial government close
upon £10,000,000, and the administration
of the country is grossly wasteful and
inefficient. Hitherto the Irish mem-
bers had no interest in effecting any
economy, except to be revenged on Tory
placemen. But some years ago,- when
the government proposed to cut down
the number of Irish judges. I insisted
that this saving should be credited to
thé Irish. people, and not covered into
the imperial treasury, which reform.
thanks to the chancellor of the ex-
chequer, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, and
Under. Secrétary Gerald Balfour, was,
I am pleased to say, passed into law,

“Acting upon this analogy, it is be-
lieved that Sir Anthony Macdonald
proposes to abolish or reduce the score
or more of departments which bungling-
ly conduct the Irish.administration, and
hand them over to a central authority,
which, tho partly elective, is not to en-
joy legislative functions. The savings

scheme would be immense, and these
will be ear-marked for disposal by the
new authority for purely Irish pur-
poses.”

“And how is this measure regarded?”

The Real lssues,

“The crux of the problem is the
questions respecting the control of
police and the matter of education. The
latter difficulty, tho, morally speaking.
large, is, politically, smaller, because
the common sentiment of Irishmen, of
all politics, favors religious edudcation;
and therefore the educational gquestion
could be adjusted without leaving
scars which would not soon be healed.

“The police question, however, cuts
at once Iinto quick flesh. Of course,

police upkeep in Ireland is absurd, be-
ing, I believe, three times that of
Scotland, which is as large and more
populous and far superior in wealth;
but until the land question is- nearer
complete settlement, by the develop-
ment of peasant proprietorship, the
landlords particularly -will strongly ob-
ject to control of the police-being
given to any Iimpartially constituted
body. The matter. however, is not
beyond the grasp of statesmanship.”

“How Iis it regarded by the Irish
members?”

‘“Many vigorous protests -have been
heard from leading Nationalists at such
a puny substitute for home rule being
even proposed by the Liberal party. If
the scheme is no wider than I have
outlined, it will run the risk of being
received with outeries from the friends
and enemies of home rule alike.”

Prospects for Home Rule,

“Is there any hope of home rule from
this parliament?”

“It is well-known that several mem-
bers of ‘the present government, such
as Sir Edward Grey, Mr. Asquith and
War Secretary Haldane, declared that
they would not hold office if home rule
was to be breught In. Upon the ab-
stract proposition, the present house
would be two to one In its favor. The
lords, of course, are overwhelmingly

ainst it."”

LAY.CORNER STONE IN RAIN

in Connection With
Cyprian’s Church,

Ceremonies
New St.

The corner-stone of the new Church
of St. Cyprian (Church of England),
corner Manning and Follis-avenues,
wag laid on Saturday afternoon by his
lordship, the Bishop of Toronto. Many
distinguished clergymen ‘and a large
congregatlon were present.

Owing to the severe rain the services '

t

were conducted in the present church,'
adjoining the -new edifice. In the
chancel, in addition to the bishop and
Rev. C. H. Seagar, the reector, were
noted Canon Welch, rural dean of the
City of Toronto; Archdeacon Sweeny,
Rev. R. Seaborn, rector of St..John’s,
Toronto Junction; Rev, James Brough-
all and Rev. William Broughall
Bishop Sweatman congratulated the
rector and the people of St. Cyprian’s
wougregation upon their progress, ani

recalled the early history of the con-
Biegation,
sion in Seaton Village. The church
buiiding was, later on, removed to the
city, and, for some time, the services
for St. Cyprian’s were conducted in a
hired -hall. From 1886 to 1891, however,
tne congregation worshipped first in
the crypt and then in the choir of St.
Alban’s Cathedral. In 1891 Rev. Chas.
H. Short became rector, and built the
present cnurch, which was completed
in 1892. He was succeeded in 1897 by
Rev. C. H. Seagar, the present incum-
bent.

Archdeacon Sweeny spoke of church
extension work. The enormous growth
in the suburbs of Toronto made churcn
extension a growing necessity., The
people were doing their best.” In one
locality the men erected a mission hall
of a Sunday and held services in .t
that night. To the north and west of
Toronto, two or three new churches
muet be erected immediately.

Canon Welch spoke along similar
lines. The church extension commit-
tee was prepared to give $2000 towards
building the new church, but the peo-
ple of St, Cyprian’s must not think
parochially; they must broaden their
sympathies, so as to,include the en-
tire diocese. the entirg Dominion, and
the “missions beyond ithe seas.

Rev. C. H Seagar, the rector, voiced
the gratitude of his people to the
bishop and visiting clergy. He re-
.minded the congregation that the aid
from the church extension committeq
was conditioned upon their raising the
same amount.

The new church will be a handsome
edifice of buff brick, trimmed with
stone, and will seat 700 people. It is
hoped to have it finished in time for
the services at Christmas.

HOW THIS CITY DOES GROW.

RAILWAY LABOR DIS-
PUTES,

Interesting, illustrations of the me-
thods of the British Board of Trade in
adjusting the grievances of railway
servants in connection with their hours
of tabor, are afforded by the thirteenth
annual report of the proceedings taken
under section 2 of the Railway Regula-
tion Act. By this section, if the board
considers there is reasonable graound of
complaint as to the hours of labor be-
ing excessive, or not permitting suffi-
clent intervals of uminterrupted rest
bztween the periods’ of duty, it is em-
powered to order the railway company
concerned to submit §auch a - schedule
of time for the duty of the servants
as will bring the actual hours of work

‘“ within reasonable limits. Shoulg the
company fail to comply with the order,
the railway and cama] commission take
up the case and may tequire the sub-
mission of a schedule within a speci-
fied period. .

Among the complaifts dealt with
during last year was one regarding the
loug hours of signalmen in cabins on
the section of the Great Central Rall-
way between Nottingham and Lelces-
ter. where, in 1902, the tompany stated,
the traffic would soon be sSufficient to

LAND SETTLEMENT IN RHODESIA,

Another competitor for the migrant
agriculturist is about to enter the field
in the person of the British South |
Africa Company. Some time ago C., D.
Wise was commissioned to investigate
the prospects of land settlement in
Southern Rhodesia, ang his report was
recently'\issued, with a preface by the
directors, in -which they stated that,
being favorably impressed with it, he
had been instructed to return to Rho-
desia, and prepare a central farm on
one of the selected areas for the pure<:
pose -of receiving and training settlers,
The company has also secured the ser-
vices of an Indian government expert
to advise on the possibilities of irriga-
tion in the settlement area.

In his report Mr, Wise says that the
soil in the valieys is, as a .rule, rich,
deep black soil, and is well suited for
agriculture. The higher land, sandy
in most places, where there is granite
formation, can carry a fair head of
horned stock, and in parts of the coun-
try, sheep, At preseat, with no winter
feeding, farmers calculate the land wily
carry one beast to ten acres. ‘‘“Where
the heavier class of land,” says M.
Wise, “has been broken up and has got
mellow, it will carry some grand crops.
The chocolate colored and red soil is
excellent. and there are large tracts
all over the country. It is easily work-
ed and will grow prac'tlcally‘ any-
thing.” :

In discussing the policy to be fol-
lowed, Mr. Wise recommends as the
first step, that an area for a central
fanm be chosen as.near the centre of
the block set apart for settlement as
possible, This farm, he states, should
control the main waters to be utilized
for genera] irrigation, and should carry
a good head of stock. The compamy,
he adds, should not be too particular
as to breed. He favors farms of 1000 to
{ 1600 acres, with smaller holdings of
| 500 to 600 acres. The 1000 to 1500 acre
ifarm. with say, 15 to 20 acres of irri-
gable land, would have yp to 200 acres
fit for b?ﬁ)ut under the plow. The
capital gecessary to stock a farm' of
this size,| Mr, Wise puts st $3500.

The terms on which settlers are pro-
posed to be received include: Tempo-
rary accommodation-and opportunities
for practical experience and a portion
of land to be cultivated before arrival
of the settler; occupation of 1and to be
enforced; payments to be made over a
number of years, with intlerest on un-
pald balances; asgsistance in providing
live stock; co-operation in marketing
produce; reservation of alternate blocks
| by the company. Now that the Austra-
lian states are actively ‘engaged
opening up their land for agricultural
settlement, it is evident the British
farmer will be given considerable lati-
tude in the way of choice.

ALCOHOL.

cohol can be easily and simply made
from .green corncobs. They show that
that there are eleven gallong of alco-
hol in each ton of corncobs, and as
the process is simple,the cost of manu-
facture will be about three cents a
gallon. Adding to cost of denaturiza-
tion a lberal profit for distiller and
retailer and other charges, says a New
York World special message from
Ames, “the product can be sold per-
haps for 16 to 18 cents a gallon. The
significance of these experiments is
readily understood when it is known

a gallon. Tt has been established that
a gallon of alcohol will produce at
least 10 per cent., more power than a
gallon of gasaline.”

This discovery will give this contin-
ent a considerable advantage over
Europe in the manufacture of alcohol,
the price for which ranges in France
from 80 to 50 cents; in Italy 32 to
52 cents; in Cuba 29 cents, and in
Germany 27 to 29 ceats, There higher
prices are due to the differing ma-
terials used—Germany relying princi-
pally on potatoes; France distilling
from beets; Italy from grains, and
Cuba from: molasses. Tho the last 13
by far the cheapest substance the
Cubans, with molasses right on their
plantations, have not been able to
bring the selling price below 29 cents.
In Germany potatoes for this purpose
cost on an average 27 cents per bushel,
but it requires only 1.26 bushels to
produce a ‘gallon of alcohol as com-
pared with nearly 206 pounds of greeu
corn cobs. But the cobs will cost
practically nothing, and the discovery
of their value as aleohol producers
gives point to the prediction of E.
J. Hill of Connecticut, that within a
few yeéars America will be lead-
ing the world in thfs industry, not
only in the production of alcohol, but
in the invention of appliances for its
use, :

Mr. Hill went abroad with Com-
missioner Yerkes for the purpose of
investigating the position of denatur-
ized, alcohol in European countries.
Germany was found to have made
most progress, one of the most re-
markable features being the existehce
of 70,000 small farm distilleries, some

of them not producing more than a
dozen or fifteen gallons of alcohol in
a year. The difficulty of supervising
these small plants has been overcome
by requiring the use of special tank
stills which can be locked and sealed
by the government official. When
full he notifies his customers and the
government inspector, who then re-
moves the seal, measures the contents
and collects the duty. If denaturized
on the spot the tax is returned, but
the asual course is for the farmers
to sell Jhru-the great central sellinz
agency which denaturizes at a central
point in large quantities and collects
the rebate in one sum. The system,
says Mr. Hill, acts perfectly, and is
not exorbitantly expensive for Ger-
many. Where farmers find they have

Printers’ Ink: The Lord & Thomas
Agency in Chicago, with a branch of-
fice in New York City, now claims thc
distinction of being the largest general

advertising agency in the United States.
Some interesting figures are made pub-
lic to back up this claim:

“During 1906 more ‘than $3,000,000
worth of advertising was placed by
Lord & Thomas, or $265,000 a month.
The total for 1906 will reach, it is ex-
pected, $4,000,000. No AmericAn agency
has ever made a statement showing so
fouch business, it is sald. In Janu-
ary this year $379,000 was billed to ad-
vertisers, and in March $369,000. Lord
