Ontario House Will Take Its Choice of
Two Bills With the Same
Object.

MR. HARDY BRINGS IN HIS BILL

Speaker’s Decision on Street Rail-
— way Overcrowding Bill—Debate
on Bonusing lmlntrle-._

Ontario’s legislators were busy yester-

¥\ Deputations were in evidence  and
much business was done in the House,
Chief in interest was the Attorney-Gen-
eral’s bill to amend the Workmen's Com-
pensation for Injuries Act. It provides for
a court of arbitration and for more speedy
and ecoriomlcal procedure. Until the bill

is in the hands of members the Opposition
will refrain from ecriticism. SMr. Whaitney,
bowever, expressed his opinion that the
bill of Mr. Crawford is on broader lines
and preferable to the one outlined by the
Attorney-General. The Speaker ruled Mr.
Crawford’s bill respecting overcrowding in
street cars out of order. It is, said he, a
gl.vate bill. Mr. German’s bill to amend

Ontario Veterinary Associations Act
was read a second time, on promise of
amendments satisfactory to numerous pe-
titioners being inserted in committee. There
was an interesting and unfinished discus-

'-fon on Mr. Pattullo’s bill respecting bonus-
ng.

Simplicity in Working.

The Attorpey-General introduced the Gov-
ernment’s bill to amend The Workmen's
Compensation for Injuries Act. He sald
the working of the present Act had not
been as satisfactory as could have been de-
sired. The machinery was in several re-
spects imperfect, and it entailed great ex-
pense. The legal expenses were high with
the retaining of counsel and costs of wit-
nesses. Hence the need of simplification
and reduced expense. The injured work-
man was by this amending bill given the

tion of a decision on his claim by ar
bitration. This was in accordance with the

English Act, and this was a point wherei
the Canadian law differed. :

An Eeonomieal System,

It was provided in the present bill that
after due notice the plaintif may decide
whether he will have recourse to arbitration
ec proceed by ordinary process of law. If
the judge In Chambers finds that there
a1© no complications as to law the action
will go to the arbitrator. The costs are
mzde costs as iy the County Court; and the
decdsion of the court of arbitration is to be
fz=l. The costs under the proposed bill
will De less than one-half of the ordimary
cesi3 In the ‘law courts, .

Present Dluom-cﬁon.

Many comglnlntn, o) ed the Attorney-
Gezeral, had been r by the Govera-
meunt as to defects in the working of the
present Act. These had been duly con-
sidered and provisions made to amend what)
had been complained of. Trials and settle-
wents of actions would be pore expeditious
akd there would, he belleved, be an ab-
sence of friction and unnecessary delay.
hese, with the economy in working, were
matters which he thought would commend
themselves to the favorable consideration
of the House.

English Act on Trial,

Anticipating the objectign why the Gov-
ernment had not brought In a bjll on pre-
clsely the same lines as the English Act,
the Attormey-General sald that Act was
fs the nature of an experiment; it had not
Jong been in force, and the country had not
yet made up its mind on its merits, Tuoere-
fore the Government had only adopted one
important section of that Act—the resort

- to a court of arbitration—and incorporated
that in the present bill.

The Leader of the Opposition.

Mr. Whitney (Dundas) said that until he
bad considered the provisions of the bill
he could not deal with it as fully as he
might have occasion to do later.  Neither
he nor the House was unaware that Mr.
Crawford, the member for West Toronto,
had a bill' before the House of a similar na-
ture, ough going further than the Gov-
ernmen apparently does. From the
brief statement of the Attorney-General
Mr. Whitney said he concluded that Mr,
Crawford’s pill was broader and generally
more desirable than the one now intro-
duced to the House on the part of the Gov-
erument.

A Good Feature,

I am -glad, continued Mr. Whitney, to
observe one good feature in both the bill
of Mr. Crawford and that of the Attorney-
General—the simplifying of procedure for
recovery of compensation for Injuries;
Then, he added emphatically, I see no rea-
son why the same effort should not {be
successfully made to simplify all legal pro-
cedure. [Hear, hear.] He hoped the time
was not distant when simplitication would
be adopted in regard to the entire legal pro-
cedure of Ontario.

The bill was then formally wead a first
time.

Importation of Lunatics.

Hon. Mr. Harcourt, replying to Mr. Whit-
ney, said that no patients had been admit-
ted to Toronto Lunatic Asylum from other

The Meagher Aduction Case.

Mr. (. B. Powell (Ottawa) obtained an
order of the House for a return of cor-
respondence in reference to the abduection
of an Ontario man named Meagher by a
Customs officer of the United States. Be- |
fore this was done there was some debate
to which several members contributed. The
Attorney-General said the. House had no
locus standi in the matter. Mr. Whitney
held that because the ease had been before
the law courts was no reason why in,
‘quiries ‘should not be made of the Ministef
of Justice as to the steps that had been
taken. If, said Mr. Whitney, we took a
leaf out of the Americans’ book In such
cases, we should better consult the in-
terests of this country.

Gold in Madoc.

Mr. McLaughlin (Stormont) obtained an
order of the House for a return of a copy
of Miller's report as to the discovery of
gold in the township of Marmora.

R1r. 8. J. Fox (West Vietoria) succeeded
in obtaining an order for a return showing
the number of police nragistrates in On-
tario, their names, dates of appointment,
territories and salarles.

Bonusing by Municipalities.

The House resumed the adjourned debate
on Mr. Pattullo’s motion re bonusing by
municipalities.

Mr. W. M. German (Welland) considered
that Mr. Pattullo’s motion went too far. He
considered that .exceptional elrcumstances
miore than those stated in the bill should
be considered In case of application for
bonuses. He thought to lay down a hard
and fast line that no bonuses should he
granted was to go' further than the Legis-
lature intended in the Act now on ¢he sta-
tute book.

They were, he sald, better judges of what
was desirable fn- their respective districts
than the Ontario Legislatore.  He told of
the advantages of bonusing a woolen mill
at Cobourg. The town Had galued -
stead of losing mouey, and an industry em-
ploying 100 hands bad been retained for
the town. Referring to the fact that ’the
four members tor Toronto favored Mr. Pat-
tullo’s bill, he said he had no doubt that
the interests of the city of Toronto would
be advanced by the passing of the resolu-
tion. ~All bonuses In smalier towns would
be shut off, to the advantage of thls city.
There was laughter when Mr. Clarke sald:
“We cannot allow or afford to ve every-
thing centred and settled in the City of To-
ronto.”

Against Subsidized Bonuses.

Mr. H. Carscallen (East Hamllwaxy spoie
#n favor of the amendment. The adoption,
he said, of Mr. Pattullo’s resolution woulu
be productive of very little good. It was
a hardship to deprive municipalities of the
power to judge of the propriety of graniRg
a bonus which they would have to pay.
Such a provision as the voté of two-thirds
of the ratepayers would be a safeguard in
such cases. He approved of the abolition
of subsidizing bonuses—the trausference of
an industry to a rival town. As an illus-
tration, he gave the case of a pork-packin
establishment being taken from itchell
to Stratford. Such a proceeding snould
meet with the uncompromising opposition
of every member of the House.

Low Rental in Lieu of Bonus.

Dr. McKay (North Oxford) referring to
the bonus exception in the resolution,
recouping loss by fire, sald manufacturers
should provide against this by adequate in-
surance, If all ponuses were abolished in-
dustries” would gravitate to large centres
where electric power was cheap.

Mr. Carscallen’s Two Bills.

Two important bills have been introduced
by Mr. Carscallen, one to amend the Muni-
c¢ipal Aet and the other the Assessment
Act. The former is as follows:

To repeal the clause which provides that
a municipal council by a two-thirds vote
may exempt any manufacturing establish-
ment or any water works or water cou-
pany from taxation.

To change the section which deals with
the licensing of peddlers so as to apply
only to eities of 100,000 inhabitants, or
aqmore.

To amend the section which provides for
local improvement so as to enable the cor-
poration to pay such larger or smaller pro-
portion than 40 per cent. as they may deein
expedient of the cost of construction of

granolithic o~ other sidewalks upon any
streets on an  affirmative vote of three-

quarters of the council.

To amend section 680 so that any real
property especlally assessed for local im-
provement shall be exempt from any gei-
eral rate or”assessment for a like purpose
upon the value of the land only, and not
of building or erections upon the property.

Assessment Amendment,

The Dbill to amend the Assessment Act
repeals the section which exempts from|
taxation *s0 much of the personal pro-
perty of any person as is equal to the just
debts owed by him on account of such
property, except such debts as are secured
by mortgage upon his real estate, or are
unpaid on account of the purchase-moncy
therefor.”

A section is to be inserted providing that
‘‘real property belonging to or in possession
of any person or incorporated company, and
extending over more than one ward in any
city or town may be assessed together in
any one of such wards, at the option of the
assessor, or the assessment may be appor-
tioied amongst two or more of such wards
in #}l(‘h manner as he may deem expedi-
ent.’

The sectlon which provides that property
shall be assessed on ‘‘actual” cash value
is charged to ‘“‘present” cash value.
Section 39 is changed to read that the
shareholders of a bank shall be assessed on
their dividends or profits derived from the
bank.

JAMES BAY RAILWAY.

Influentinl Deputation Ask for As-
sistance From the Ontario
Government,

Additional assistance to the James Bay
Railway was asked from the Government
by a large deputation yesterday afternoon.

A subsidy of $3000 per mile was granted
Jast year for a road 90 miles in length from
Parry sSound to Sudbury. Now a further
subsidy of $5000 a mile or $3000 and 6400
acres of land per mile Is asked for a road
from tlie Severn River, 70 miles south of
Parry Sound, through to James Bay.
Representativeg Men,

His Double Capacity.

Mayor Shaw said he appeared in the
donble capacity of Mayor of Toronto and
chairman of the commission holding a char-
ter for a road from Toronto to James Bay.
Pending the action of companies holding
similar charters, this charter was inopera-
tive. Further rallway development in
Northern ©atario above the C.P,R. main
line was considered to be greatly in the in-
terest of the City of Toronto. In his re-
cent trip to Lake Temiscaming he had seen
;Iu_- country, and was much-impressed with
g

Toronto Directly Interested.

Mr. Bertram said that it was generally
beleved In the Province that Northern Oan-
tario should be developed, and its trade
made tributary to Southern Ontario. In
reply to Hon. Mr. Ross, he sald there were
three James Bay Rallways. To bunild a
road from here to Sudbury would cost $5,-
500,000, and Toronto was directly interest-

ed, because Ontario was not getting a fair

share of the trade of the Northwest, a
trade which had developed greatly within
the past couple of years. A road via Parry
found would reduce the distance to Winni-
peg by 700 miles, and he felt sure that %
the additional subsidy was granted for the
60 or 70 miles south of Parry Sound, the
road to Sudbury would be gone on with at
once.
A Rich Territory.

Mr. Bertram remarked that for 175 miles
north of Sudbury the territory was the most
valnable as to timber and agricultural land
in Northern Ontario. The opening of a road
to Lake Abitibi was of more importance
than a line to James Bay, for above the
Abitibi was the home of the spruce. In-
creaged assets, that would result from the
opening of the road, wofild, he belleved,
make the subsidy a good investment,

Good Endorsation.

Mr. A. E. Kemp, President of the Board
of Trade, said Toronto would benefit hy
a road to the north uncoutrolled by either
of the existing lines, It would indoce the
C.P.R. to glve more conslderation to On-
tario’s Interests west of Peterboro, and a
shorter way to the Northwest and British
Columbia was a necessity.

Deserves the Bonus.

Mr. Bertram sald that if the Government
adhered to its policy announced last year of
granting bonus to only one road north of
the main line of the C.P.R., the rond which
would open up the richest district should
be given the bonus. The proposed Missan-
able road would only act as a feeder to
the C.P.R., and would be of no benefit to
Untarto.

Mr. German remarked that if any bonus
was granted, it should be given to the road
coming into Toronto.

'l‘nk\lxng Time by the Forelock.

Hon. Mr. Hardy, in reply, said th -
sition of a land mllmldyl was very eg;ﬂ-igﬁg
and of great magnitude. It would requlrc;
much discussion and reflection on the p:u-f
of the Government. Personally, he was
considerably in favor of rallroad communi-
ention bhetween James Bay and Southern

A recent Issue of The Outlook has an ar-
ticle on the- Senate of the United States.
Many of the statements contained therein
may well be considered by the people of
Canada, now that an agitation for the re-
form or abolition of the Senate at Ottawa
is being rather ruthlessly pursued. Speaking
of the longer: term for which United States
| Senators are élected as compared with that
of Representatives, the writer finds in it
a source of Iindependence of ~temporary
| popular agitation.  He'says: “In a half
dozen years one may survive a half-dozen
tempesté of unpopularity and yet come forth
for re-election to find the sun- shining ever
so brightly.  Representatives can never es-
| eape from the eternal ‘next fall,’ that is one
old man of the sea that presses its knees
and drives in its heels in House, lobby and
committee room.”” With respect to method
dY procedure, he says : *It differs from pro-
cedure in the House, as ‘suaviter in modo’
differs from ‘fortitér in re.’ Yet some of
the mightiest engines are the most noise-
less.” Canvassing regarding important
measures is not tolerated. ‘‘From the ease
and breadth of procedure, It often happens
that the Senate thkes the initiative, and
both leads and controls public opinion., This
is contrary to the popular notion that the
Senate is nothing if mot reactionary; but,
if all popular notions could be collated and
published, the collection would be the most
exhaustive epitome of delusions extant.,
Throughout the course of events leading up
to the declaration that Spanish sovereiguty
must cease on the Island of Cuba, it was
the will of the Senate that prevailed.”
