St. Petersburg, July 9.—A landing of
Japanese troops on the Island of Sak-
halin was officially reported last night,
and startled military circles in St. I’e-
tersburg, tho it had been realized, since
the defeat of Admiral Rojestvensky,
that the Japanese were able to take
possession of the island so soon as they
thought fit.

A despatch, dated July 7, from Gen.
Liapunoff, commanding the
troops on the lIsland ot Sakhalin, saya:

'At 9 o'clock on the morning of Juy
7 a Japanese squadron approached the
Village of Shepevan, about seven miles

southwest of Karsakorsk, and opeaed
fire on the shore.”

Another aespatch of the same date
says: "At 3 p.n. Japanese torpedo boats
approached marsakorsk, and tne lus-
sian batteries opened fire on them und
compelled the boats to retire.

The Japanese tieet covering the land-
ing of troops on the Isiand of sakhalin
consisted of two battleships, seven
cruisers, three gunboats, 36 torpedo
boats and 10 transports loaded with
troops. \

The Japanese landed at the Village
of Merce, betwean Siepevan and Ko -
sakorsk.

The commander of the Russian de-
tachment of troops at Koisakork or-
dered the coast defecce guns 0 hbe
blown up and all the gove.nment buila-
ings burned b:fore retiring.

For the First Time.

With the Japanese flag hoisted for the

first time on Russian soil after cighteen

months of war, the importance of thei
landing on the Island of Sakhalin s,
generally admitted both in newspaper

comment and in government ci.cles,
Complete occupation of the island i3
regarded as a foregone conclusion.

The Novoe Vremya voices th- general
sentimeni in holding that control of
Sakhalin puts a powerful lever in the
possession of Japanese diplomacy,which
finally has something tangible in its

hands to throw upon the scales with

th: sword in the coming conference.

There is a divergency of opin.on with
regard to the effect it will have upon
the negotijations at Washington, some
of the irreconcilables declaring that it
makes peace at the present juncturd
more impossible than before, as Japan
will be able to demand: the cession of
the island and heavy indémnity as welli,
at which terms pcace will be too
costly, but the more prevalent view is
that Japan has now in her hands
enough trumps to take the game.

Set-Back to Peace.

The attack on the island certainly dis-
sipates one of the hopes of the peace
advocates who have heen suggesting
that its voluntary cession might be an
offset, with Port Arthur and the Chinese
Siberian Railroad against the payment

of a large part or alk of a monetary in-

demnity.

No further report of the landing oper- |

ation has been received.

M. Muravieff, the Russian ambassa-
dor at Rome, and one of the reace
plenipotentiaries, has arrived in St.
Petersburg and called upon Foreign
Minister Lamsdorff yesterday.

The Novoe Vremya joins in the press
‘chorus against M. Muravieff, saying it
is hard to tell how good a diplomat he
will prove, as he certainly was not a
success at The Hague.

CHINA’'S POSITION.
Washington, July 9.—China's request
to be represented in the Washington
conference, on the ground that she is
vitally interested in its proczedings,

has been received by President Roose-

velt and informally transmitted to the
belligerents. While Russia is inclined
to favor the suggestion, Japan will not
consent to it. Japan has ailready made
public her assurances that Manchuria
is to be returned to China. That is one
of the principles for which she says she
has been fighting.

Quivery Tales Are Told of How En-
gineers Navigated Battleship With
Revolvers at Their Heads.

Kustenji, Roumania, July 9.—Admiral |
Kruger this afternoon boarded and
tcok possession of the Russian battle-
ship Kniaz Potemkine, King Charles |
of Roumania having sent instructions
|to the commander of Roumanian squad-
‘ron that the vessel be delivered to the |
Russian authorities without raising !
difficulties.

The formal surrender of the mutin- |
ous crew Saturday occurred at 4 o'=lock |

Saturday afternoon, after a series of |

: & |
discussions and negotiations between

the Roumanian authorities and the
leaders of the mutineers. The wmulin-
j eers wanted to be permitted to take off |
| the treasure which was on board the |
Kniaz Potemkine, but the Roumanian |
authorities declined to acquiesce. 'The |
Russians will gradually be conveyed to |
any frontier they may select, and then
will be liberated, the local officials
having given an understanding to this
effect.

The torpedo boat which accompanied
the Kniaz Potemkine, however, left for
Gdessa without surrendering, declaring |
that she had not mutinied, but that |
the Kniaz Potemkine had compelled her
to follow,

Admiral Kruger arrived with his
squadron this morning, and after ex-
changing the customary salutes inti-
mated that he had come to arrange
for the transfer of the Kniaz Pote:n- |
kine. Admiral Koslinsky, commander |
{of the Roumanian squadron, boarded |
| the Russian battleship Tchesme, and‘
‘ir-formed Admiral Kruger that King |
Charles had ordered him to turn the
vessel over to the Russian admiral. |
The formalities of the transfer were |
completed this afternoon, and Admiral
Kruger boarded the Kniaz Potemkine,

An accidental Spark.

A “big shot” consists of a series of |
blasts, the holes having been drilled in
a row and the charges being set cff
simultancously by an electric spark.
Five of the holes had been filled with

It is supposed that a small sccne had
gotten into the hole and the iioan bar
with which the, men .were tamping
down the charge' caused a spark by
scraping on the stone, and that this
ignited the powder.

Simla, India, July 8.—Dread of an-
other mutiny is being felt by all Euro-
peans here. India is in a very serious
state, and the authorities are making
heroic endeavors to prevent the unrest
and the mutinous spirit which, in spite
of all their efforts, is apreading: like an
infection from province to prevince.

The cause of this conditiofi is “he
war between Russia and Japag for the
supremacy of the yeilow race has come
as a revelation to the natives. /That an
Asiatic race has defied and even con-
quered a European race has madle
them think. The spirit of dissatisfaction
and trouble in the air now is far more
acute than it was two years before the
mutiny.

What makes the situation more dan-
gerous is the ability of the “Baboos” to
spread their tidings of revolt to every
end of the Indian empire with rapidity
and ease. The problem of how news
traveled to the utmost ends of India in
the days of the mutiny has only been
partly solved. Since then Liord Ripon
has dignified: Indian native opinion, and

the “Baboo” can make himself as easily
heard as his master.

Lord Kitchener's statement that the
Indian army is practically worthless
has been widely circulated among the
ignorant natives. Lord Curzon’s tyran-
nical methods have set every class
against him personally and the person-
ality of a ruler has an effect in India
which is incalculable. The potential
possibilities of the situation have been
brought directly to the attention of the
King and it is known that he has had
a number of consultations with promi-
nent Anglo-Indians now in England on
leave.

London, July 9.—Commenting on the

RAGE WARIN N.Y. STREET
REVOLVER SHOIS A-PLENTY

Started Over a Ball Game—Police-
man Makes Nervy Arrest and
Pitched Battle Ensues.

New York, N.Y. July 9.—Two per-
sons were shot, one probably fatally,
in a fight between mobs of white men
and negroes in West 16th-street to-
day.

The trouble began when Henry Hart,
colored, was attacked in the street by
white youths, who accused him of in-
terfering with a ball game. Hart fled,
pursued by a mob of whites, hurling
stones, bricks and other missiles. He
reached the tenement house in which
he lived and got a revolver, ran down
stairs and began firing into the =rowd,
one of his shots striking James Hunter
in the side.

Policeman John Loye forced his way
into the hall and arrested Hart after
the latter had fired at him twice. As
Loye brought his prisoner out a swarm
of negroes, armed with pistols, ~lubs,
razors and other weapons, poured out
of the tenement. The policeman's hel-
met was smashed, and he was knocked
|down and kicked, but he kept a firm
grip on his prisoner and finally got his
| back against a wall, where he stood. off

BRITIH HIRNERS ALON
HVE ECREASED DN

What Parliamentary Return of As-
sessment Shows —Only 20 Per-

sons Taxed on £50,000.

London, July 8.—The treasury has is-
sued a parliamentry return of the as-
sessment payments on income tax for
1903. This shows that only twenty per-
sons in Great Britain were in receipt
of incomes exceeding £50,000 per
year. All told 433,017 people paid the
tax upon a gross assessment of £120,-
£12,876 while 280,050 public companies
paid on £233,070,021. The greatest num-
ber of those assessed, 138,462, paid on
incomes between £160 and £200. Their
assessment amounted to £25,905,194.

The list declines gradually til} the
incomes are between £1000 and £2000,
which are taxsd on a gros® assessment
of £8,614,359. Only 428 paid on incomes
between £5000 and £10,000 ycarly, and
200 on £10,000 to £50,000. The total
assessment on the latter is £3,910,094.

The Irish figures show that 19,855
Irishmen paid income tax on a gross
total of  £4,629,707, while 1115
companies paid upon £6,233,873. Only
one Irishman has an income of over
£50,000. His exact income is estimated
by the assessors at £78,823.

Judging from the assessments, the
emoluments of government, corporate
and other public officials have risen
by £20,000,000. In fen years the in-
comes derived from farming have fall-
en by £2,000,000. The incomes of pio-
perty owners have increased £31,000,000,
and the incomes of the business, profes-
sional and private employment clas:es
have increased £30,000,000.

STRATFORD'S NEW CHURCH.

Stratford, July 9.—The cOrner stone
of a new Roman Catholic Church, to
be erected in the east end of the city,
at the corner of Douro and Well-

streets, was laid this afternoon by His
Lordship Right Rev. F. P. McEvay,
D.D., Bishop of London.

A procession was formed at St.
Joseph’s Church, composed of the visit-
ing clergymen and members of the
A.0.H. and C.M.B.A., who turnzd out
in full force and, headed by the 28th
Regiment band, marched to the =ite
of the new church. After the cere~
mony a sermorr was preached by Rev.
J. T. Aylwaru, rector of St. Peter's
Church, London, and a collection of
about $700 was taken up.

The new church will occupy a posi- |

Freedom, the Keynote.

It is the very keynote of Orangeism.
It was that freedom which recognized
neither race, color nor creed. Nowhere
was equality and liberty more forcibly
taught than in the Passover. He de-
sired to bring before them the great
birthday of the Israelitish nation. First
there were three plagues which affected
the Israelites with the Egyptians, l.ut
when Moses and Aaron went before the
Lord a covenant was made that the
next calamity should not fall on the
land of Goshen, but on Egypt only
and that they should be allowed to pass
into the land of liberty, a land flowing
with milk and honey. But they were
to go out of bondage under the shelter
of blood. God was going to do two
things for them. He was going to ict
them go out of slavery and He was gO-
ing to make Pharaoh willing to let
them go.. They had been whipped Ly
taskmasters. They were put to make
bricks without any straw, Yet, living
under all these difficulties, they had to
be induced to leave when freedom was
assured them.

Harder Taskmaster Now,

Men to-day were under a worse tasik-
master than Pharaoh ever was, and
yet they would not come out of boad-
age. It was to be a tremendous nizht.
They were to go into freedom and lib-
érty. For years they had been a na-
tion of slaves. The moment the blood
was put on the post they were as free
as it was possible to make them. God
was going to pass thru the land. To-
day men overlooked the fact that ‘Jod
was passing thru the land and they
would rather be in slavery than trust
in the Lord and be free. 'This was the
largest gathering he had seen in 14
years and he hoped it would be a
mighty deliverance, in that they :./ho
preach this liberty to others'may know
it themselves. The lesson of the Pass-
over was the lesson of eternal Ltfe
and freedom from the law of sin to
those who believed on Jesus Christ.
The angel of death did not need to see
the blood to pass over the house. It
was their part to put blood on the
#ost and it was God's part to save.
Coming thru the ages this pointed to
the crucified Lamb, typified in the cry,
“Behold the Lamb of God that taketh
away the sins of the world.” At a
cost of twenty million pounds evary
slave in the West Indies was set free.
Would this freedom which Christ cf-
fered give the joy to the brethern whic
freedom gave to the slaves in the West
Indies? They were to take no leaven
with them. The word was the same as
that used in the command, “Put off
the leaven of malice and wickedness,”
and meant “that which enthralls” :nd
““that which knocks a man down.” This
freedom he preached would not knock
a man down. It sets one free. He closed
by saying: “May God help us to see
our liberty as never before.” The day
is near when every true Orangeman
should celebrate the victory won. No-
thing should - be done which wouid
cause the blush of shame to come to a
brother, or which would subject the
order to ridicule. This celebration was
a serious matter. Let the streets ring

| with the glad shouts of the Orangemen

that, while before they had been in the
bondage of Satan, now they were free.
They should feél this liberty to appre-
ciate this celebration, and in feeling it
they would be better citizens and better

MAY END IN & RETIREMERT

Secretary Wilson's Course is Criti-
cized—Erring Official Dismissed
But Not to Be Prosecuted.

Washington, July 8.—After having
emphatically- declared that it wag im-
possible, under the system in vogue, for
advance information to be given to pri-
vate parties of the government’s cotton
report, Secretary Wilson to-day dismiss-
ed Edwin F. Holmes, assistant statis-
tician of the department of agriculture.
from the service for having allowed the
figures to “leak” to speculators. Mr,
Wilson also asked the United States
district attorney for the Dist-ict of Co-
lumbia whether Mr. Holmes could not|
be prosecuted for the offence, but says
he was informed that there wag no\
statute coveriag the offence,

Secretary Cheatham of the United
Cotton Growers’ Association, who
brought the charges, says Mr, Wilson
is in error in this—that the district «t-
torney never told the secretary any-
thing of the kind. Mr, Cheatham {s
not satisfied with the dismissal of
Holmes- He will ask that at least cn=2)
other official of the department wili be|
given similar punishment and will car-
ry the case to President Rooseveit if
necessary.

This outcome of the inquiry is held
to so seriously reflect on Mr- Wilson’s
administration of the department that
it has caused talk of his early retive-
ment. The situation for him might :lot‘
be so bad if he had not persistently, =
the face of repeated allegations t‘romi
responsible sources, maintained that it|
was out of the question for a “leak’ to!
occur. It was only after he hag hcen
urged again and again by interested|
parties that he consented to an inves-|
tigation, ang then the inquiry was un-|
dertaken by secret service men of the|
treasury department, who brought to
light some very unwholesome faccs con-|
cerning Mr. Holmes' oppportunity,
which, it ig held, could have been cas-!
ily discovered by Mr. Wison had he|
entered with spirit in to the affair, in-
stead of endeavoring to discredit the
charges,

Holmes is said to have made quite a
snug fortune as a result of his deal-|
ings in cotton figures. Tho receiving
but a small salary from the govern-|
ment, he is said to be the owner of an|
apartment housSe .in Washington, to
conduct a millinery store 1 New York
and to have large holdings of real es-
tate.

As a result of the exposure, Secretary
Wilson has announced a complete
change in the collection and formation
of reports, which, he says, will preclude
a recurrence of the offence.

Theodore H. Price of New York, who
was mentioned ag one broker who nro-
fited from advance information de-
clares that “the report is false and !li-
belous, and I shall be obligedq te treat
its publication as such and té seek ie-
gal redress against all who may “rive
further publicity to the statement.”

“to Settlers.

St. Petersburg, July 9.—The Russian
government is faced with a hard prob-
lem in the Caucasus. The Associated
Press correspondent, who visited Len-
koran, in the extreme southeastern
corner of the Caucasus, reports trat
Persian bandits are streaming across
the border and into the Province of
Baku, as well as into BErivan, where,
as previously reported, an order was

promulgated yesterday for the distri-
bution of fifteen hundred rifles and a
supply of cartridges to Russian settlers
in the Perek territory for their def2nce
against the lawless mountaineers. At
Tiflis four bombs were thrown yes-
terday. All business life there has
ceased, and the peaceful population is
terror stricken. News of bloody col-
lisions between Cossacks and mobs is
expected.

The commercial activity of Batoum

the menacing Kniaz Potemkine may
raise confidence. The disorders at Va-
npnovosnesensk, a large manufactur-
ing centre in the government of Vladi-
mir, near Moscow, are not a new de-
velopment, but the climax of a six
weeks’' strike, which was marked by
other minor excesses. The workmen
are said to be starving and desperate,
but the employers refuse to make con-
cessions to them.
Propoganda Prospers.

There have been many cohverts to
the revolutionary propaganda, which
is exceedingly active in the govern-
ment of Vladimir, adjoining the Pro-
vince of Nizhni Novgorod.

At Kieff a non-commissioned officer
has been tried by court-martial and
sentenced to prison for disseminating
revolutionary literature among the
soldiers.

The police of Makarieff (sixty miles
from Nizhni Novgorod), are powerless
to stop the excesses there.
was given over to the mob for several
hours.

Encouraging.

The publication of the emperor's re-
ply to the reactionary deputation,
headed by Count Sheromitiof, in which
his majesty addressed the delegation
as ‘‘gentlemen and brothers,” has cre-
ated a favorable impression among the
liberals, as it is noticed that the em-
peror reiterated his promise to sum-
mon an assembly without discussing
the deputation’s suggestions, looking to
a more restricted body than outlined in
the Bouligin project, and also that his
majesty failed to comment on their
advocacy of a continuance of the war.

It is officially announced that quiet
prevails in Odessa, but it is feared
in many quarters that an outbreak
would follow the lifting of the state of
siege.. The goverfior-general to-day is-
sved a proclamafion threatening circu-
lators of false reports with punishment
under military law.
