SALARIES AT-VARSITY.

Editor World: TUnder the above cap-
tion a statement was made in The
Evening Telegram of Jan. 8 to the ef-
fect that rumors of nepotism in the
rearrangement of salaries by the board
of governors were current.

The writer of the article hastened to

add, however, that references to ‘‘one

of the officials of the university” and
to the president, elicited a denjal, and
the reader was left with the impression
that while a few disgruntled prefessors
might bhave a fancied grievance, justice
had nevertheless been done.

This impression is so very far from
the truth that it has seemed well that
The World, which has ever been’ the
champion of fair play, should be placed
in possession of the facts, so far as the
board has allowed them to become
known.

In the case of the full professors in
the faculty of arts a number have been
given the maximum salary of $4000,
while ‘others receive the minimum ef
$3600. Now it is conceivable that the
higher salary might be assigned to
men of great distinction, of internation-
al reputation for research in their par-
ticular subjects. It is conceivable also
that the additional sum might be given
in graceful acknowledgment of ngth
of loyal service to the institution. But
neither of these standards appears to

| have been adopted; in fact, no standard |
is evident, and the board has carefully |

and mysteriously neglected to make
public the reasons or method—if method
there be for the cases of special prefer-

| ment.

The fact is that the staff of Torcento
University shows a general level of
capacity; there are few if any of the
members of it who stand: out pre-
eminently above their fellows. Justice
demands that all should receive equal
emolument, especially in view of the
fact that they are engaged in the ser-
vice of the university under an equal

| scale. But it cannot be on the ground
i of distinction that preferment has been
| made, since those advanced are, with

! one or two exceptions, if we must dis-

criminate, rather less distinguished
than th2ir unfortunate brethren who
have been passed over. Nor can the
criterion have been length or faithful-
ness of service, for among the neglect-
ed ones are some who have given their
lives to the needs of the university and
have advanced her prestige and in-

| luence in the province and Dominion.

As to the charge of nepotism, it will
be sufficient to note, for the present,
that up to date four of the professors
in the $4000 class have been discovered
to have close affiliations with the board.

| Indeed, an impartial observer would be
| at a loss to discover any likelier reason

for these promotions. Certainly those
preferred are not generally held to be
better administrators, more inspiring
teachers or more scholarly investigators
than the professors in the lower class;

TERRIFIG EXPLOSION
DESTADY POWDER WL

Nearly Every Window in Tweed
Shattered by Tremendous Deton-
ation — Felt 25 Miles Away.

TWEED, Ont., Feb. 4.—An explosion
which broke nearly every window iR
town and caused scenes of excitement
occurred a mile east from here shortly
after 7 o’clock this morning, when the
powder mills of the Ontario Powder
Company, comprising from twelve to
fifteen buildings, were destroyed.

The men in the works had only been

at their occupation a few minutes when
one of the big vats of nitric acid was
observed to boil over. It ate its way
into the floors and soon the wood caught
fire. For the flames to reach the nitro-
glycerine mixer took only a few min-
utes. A warning was shouted and the
nren ran for their lives. With 'an awful,
deafening roar the, buildings were torn
from their foundations, lifted up high in
tge heavens, and completely demolish-
ed. .
There was considerable of a panic in
the town for a little while until some of
the powder makers arrived on ‘the rui
with the glad intelligence that all had
been saved. As it is, there will be con-
siderable inconvenience in town, if not
suffering, as with al]l the windows
broken and the thermometer much be-
low zero it is impossible to keep the
hcuses warm. 4

Much perishable foodstuff has been
frozen in the stores, and rendered abso-
lutely useless,the plate glass fronts hav-
ing been smashed. Business is practi-
cally suspended, and will be for some
days.

The churches of the town are also
without windows, and as the glass is
somewhat hard to replace, there will
not likely be services next Sunday.

The factory of the Steel Trough &
Machine Co., which is situated a short
distance away from the powder mills,
had its big chimney blown down, as well
as the glass broken.

The shock was felt at Napanee,
twenty-five miles away, and it is re-
ported that glass was broken at Madoc,
‘sixteen miles distant. Much damage was
done to windows at the Village of Stoco,
six miles across the lake,

The cause of the explosion is said to
be the fact that the extreme ‘cold wea-
ther congealed the nitro-glycerine and it
entered the mixer and caused the nitric
acid to boil and pour over the floor, thus
setting the building on fire. The mixers,
seeing the danger, ran thru the works
calling to the men to run for their lives.
The men needed no second warning, but
rushed to places of safety, many
in their short sleeves, and as the
thermometer registered well below zero,
many of them had ears and fingers
frozen.

The loss on plate glass and other glass
in the town is estimated at over $1000.
Al the buildings owned by the powder
company were badly shattered. The
company’s loss will reach $25,000.

When the salary question was
finally disposed of last evening about
$2000, was added to this figure, with 4

committee which will be appointed lat-
er in the term to fix new schedules for
publlc“ahd”high schools, designed to
adequately meet all future require-
ments.. Aside from a jew moaifieations
which may be made 'y the board, the
increxises for 1908 will likely stand at

forty-eight or fifty thousand dollars.

When this announcement,6 was made
by Secretary Wilkinson, some of the
‘trustees held up their hands in holy
horror at the prospect of facing the
board of control with such an increased
account, but Chairman H. Simpson
wanted it - clearly understood that. a
large percentage of the increase had
acerued naturally on the regular sys-
tem-of advamcement at the rate of $i0
or $100 per year. Trustee Rawlinson did
not think this argument signified much,
considering the fact that in many in-
stances the maximum had been raised.

The committee-room. was , crowded
with public and high school principals,
asking that extensive inereases be mady
in the schedules of salaries. W. E.
Macpherson, on behalf of the latter,
wanted an allowance made for experi-
ence gained outside of Toronto, in case
of teachers who have been taken on
within the last few . years, and that
they be placed on’ the Toronto schedule
according to the following scale: For
two years’ experience an addition of
$100, for four years' an addition of $200,
for eight years or more an addition of
$400, and that the maximum salary of
principals be $3500 instead of $2200, while’
heads of departments should recaive
$3000 and assistant teachers should get
$2500 instead of $1800. This policy, ac-
cording to Dr. Embree’s estimate,would
mean a clear increase of $24,500 in this
department. He suggested an alterna-
tive regarding the recognition of ex-
perience gained prior to coming to To-
ronto, viz., that the maximums be left
as they were and that one-third of out-
side experience be added to that ac-
quired’ in. this city, which would mean
an ‘increase of $11,250.

The trustees were of the opinion that
. something should be done in this direc-
tion, but not this year, and it was de-
cided to appoint a special committee
during- the term to adjust this madtter
along with the public school princi-
pals’ schedules.

details of the burning of the steamer
St. Cuthbert.

Soon after the Cymric sighted the
burning vessel, the steamer.Cambrian
also came up, and the two ships lay by
for several hours awaiting @& chance to
safely lower a boat. Finally at 2 o'clcck
the Cymric got a boat away. After a
hard fight with the waves the boat suc-

ceeded, aided by the quantities of oil
which had been spread on the water, in
reaching the side of the burning ship.
For 10 minutes they lay before a heavy
ﬁsure was lowered into the boat, follow-

ed by a second. Then ten men made
their way down a ladder and into the
beat. All were frightfully burned. The
boat returned safely to the Cymric, and

The same crew then made a second and

er, rescuing thirty-seven in all. On the
last trip the boat was stove in by a

safety.

The officers and the crew of the St
Cuthbert had a terrible story to tell. At
mid-day Saturday the fire was first dis-
covered, smoke being seen emerging
from a ventilator. The first officer rush-
ed to the bridge, where the ‘captain
was, to tell him of the fire, when almost
immediately a verrific explosion oc-
curred, blowing off all the hatches in
the foward part of the ship and destroy-
ing half the bridge. The captain was
thrown to the deck badly snjured and
blinded by the flames. The wheelsman
was driven away from his post. ' A boat
was immediately .lowered, but was
smashed and its crew of fifteen, include
ing the third officer, were drowned

For 86 hours the crew fought the
flames, but with small success, The fore-
mast melted and fell, throwing a stow-
away, who was hidden in the crow's
nest, into the flames, which ‘had by this
time burned thru the forward deck.

There were nine stowaways on the
ship, and all were caught in the forward
holds and burned to death without a
chance of rescue. After the fall of the
mast the fire was partially checked, but
the poisonous fumes of fusel il made
fighting the fire almost impossible. The
ship was loaded with fusz21 oil, matches,

material.

AN HER®IC RESCUE.

HAMILTON, Bermuda, Feb. 4.—The
steamship Bermudian arrived here from
New York this morning with details of
the abandonment at sea of the four-
masted schooner Mary L. Newhall of
‘Bath, Maine, Capt. Andrew Adams of
Portland.

The schooner left Tampa for Norfolk
on Jan. 24, and met. with a succession
of gales. On the fifth day she lost her
rudder, and, all her sails having been
blown away, the vessel became unman-
ageable. When 240 miles northwest of
Bermuda on Sunday afternoon, she
sighted the Bermudian, which stood by
the distressed schooner until the next
merning. At mldnxght Sunday, in a
tempestuous sea, a t's crew of five
men put off from the Bermudian to en~
deavor to effect the rescue of the New-
hall’s crew. The small boat was thrown
by the high .seas ‘against the schooner
and partly smashed. At daylight of
Monday another gallant effort was made
to take off the schooner’'s crew, but the

RAILWAY COMMITTEE

HEARS M. BLAGKSTCK

Argues for Ontario That Other
Provinces Have No Interest:
in Project.

OTTAWA, Feb. 4—The railway com-
mittee got-down to business late be-
cause the Conservative members were
in caucus. ‘When the bill was called
Chairman Guthrie read a short letter
from Premier Whitney, contradicting
a statement contained in the Hamil-
ton Radial pamphlet that he had
never replied to létters reproduced in
the pamphlet.

Claude Macdonell suggested that
George T. Blackstock, be heard on

‘behalf of the Ontario Government. |
“Is this the Mr. Blackstock,” de-
manded R. G. Macpherson, “wheo in a
recent speech in Torontd said that the
average member of jament could
not speak two ‘sentences without using

‘| oaths? And I think if this is the Mr.

Blackstock he should make amends to
the committee.”

Mr. Blackstock got up, and denied
absolutely that he had made any
sweeping condemnation of members
of parilk e referred to one
member in a stat€ of Intoxication, but
his plea was really one for fair treat-
ment of members of the house.

“I am very glad,” said Macpherson,
“that Mr. Blackstock has had an OP-
portunity to make this explanation.”

Mr. Blackstock put the case of the
Province of Ontario.

With respect to the contention that
the radial line became a Dominion
road by crossing the G.T.R. in 1897,
Mr. Blackstock said, “I take leave tO
say as a matter of law that these
opinions proceed upon an entire mis-
apprehension.” He traced the cross-
ing idea back to 1883, and read clause
6 of V. P. Victoria to show that the
rule there laid down was to apply
only to the linmes, a number of them,
named in the clause and their
branches.

Street Railway Question.

Passing to the street railway phase
of the question, Mr. Blackstock ad-
dressed himself to ‘‘the lawyers” of
the committee, and asked if they be-
lieved that the rule of 1883 contem-
plated “every little horse tramway ‘as
being a Dominfon work.,” As to the
British North America Act, it never
contemplated the classification of little
roads, ‘‘the-idea of ‘which had not been
born.”

Mr. Blackstock took up the Hamil-
ton Radial pamphlet which declared
that the road was already under the
Street judgment, a Dominion road.
When then was it necessary to come
to parliament at all, for a work in-
‘corporated by a province to be dfter-
wards incorporated by the Dominion
was never contemplated by the B.N.A.
‘This company, of a purely provincial
character, local in its objects, might
be given the right to cross the Nia-
gara and Detroit Rivers, but still be &
provincial road, the federal jurisdic-
tion extending only to the river cross-
ings. “Why should you give them one
thing more than is necessary?”

“It is time,” pursued Mr. Black-
stock, “that you laid down a general
rule.” He suggested that a provin-
cial road should not be allowed t0
leave the local authority without the
consent of the province.

The Right to Sell Power.

The electric power aspect Mr. Black-
stock left-fo the last. The Windsor-
Chatham Railway had the right to sell
unlimited surplus power. The Hamil-
ton Radial proposed to take in this
line. “If you allow these applicants
to amalgamate with them you glve
them the right all -the way from the
Niagara to the Detroit River to sell
electric power and have transmission
lines and all that coming into compe-
tition with the Province of Ontario.”

“What is the iobjection  to that ?"’
asked Mr. Schill

Mr. Blackstock pointed out that On-
tario gave power to sell, subject to
restrictions. ‘‘Keep sthem within the
restrictions.”

Macdonell’s Strong Plea.

Mr. Macdonell made a strong plea
for the retention of provincial control,
pointing out, for one thing, that the
wide powers of the Ontario Railway
Board in respect to enforcing agree-
ments were such as to make it in the
interests of the public that this should
be done.

Col. Hughes moved that the bill be
referred to a select committee, who
should report on matters ‘on which
there was such wide divergence.

Mr. Pringle seconded this and echoed
the opinign expressed some time pre-
viously at there should be a state-
ment frgm the government as to the
questiorf of jurisdiction.

flark (Essex), who introduced
, protested against any further
delay.

Mr. Bristol dwelt upon the import-
ance of the question of jurisdiction and
danger of clothing the company with
powers from the Dominion that {hve-]
province would not grant.

Mr. Foster said that, like all other
members of the committee, he was
anxious to have a general settlement
of this question of jurisdiction, and in
the present instance he considered the
stand of the Province of Ontario emi-
rently fair and reasonable.

Hon. J. M. Gibson Speaks.

Hon. J. M. Gibson held that if, as
eminent counsel had advised them, the
railway was under Dominion jurisdic-
tion then they were in the same posi-
tion with reference to future generai
legislation as other Dominion rallways.
The province and Dominion were at
present discussing amendments to the
general Railway Act, which would ap-
ply to this as well as other roads, and
he could see no reason why this par-
ticular road should be tagged. If
amendments to the law were agreed
upon by the province and the Domin-
jon, all roads would naturally have to
abide by the action, but there seemed
to be some" desire to single out this line
and put it in a special class.

The jcommittee adjourned at 1.0’clock
without having passed the preamble.
The -discussion will be renewed Wed-
nesday morning.

Revision of the Constitution.

The revision of the constitution was
proceeded with after the president’'s ad-
dress.

Backed National Bank of North
America.

NEW YORK, Feb. 4—It was learn-
ed to-day that John - D. -Rockefeller,
just prior to the panic in October,
loaned $100,000 in bonds to the National
Bank of North America, which sus-
D —— "
pended last week, and that his attor-

neys are now seeking to recover the

securities.

The paper was Dpledged with the
Washington authorities against public
deposits, and as soon as the bank
closed its doors, Mr. Rockefeller's
counsel opened negotiations with the
receiver to regain the stock.

This is the first recorded instance
where an important bank has failed
while holding honds of wealthy men
pledged as securities for government
‘deposits. . i :

PETITIONAGHINST WOMAN
CASE OF SLINER SUT

Residenfs of York Coufmty Defend-
ants in Actlon for; $10,000
—The Evidence.

Mrs. Isabella Pherrill of Woburn,
York County, asked the jury in the as-
size cgurt yesterday to grant her
$10,000 dainages against John Sewell
and William Jones, farmers of Mark-
ram Township, for alleged slander con-
tained in a petition circulated around
Markham and Box Grove in November,
1905, asking the township council to
take steps to have the family rémoved
from the house of the late 'W. Stoner
in Box Grove."

leave.

Lroke down and cried and was excused
from further attendance by Justice
Mabee. She said she kept Stoner’'s
house for vyears after his death,
it ‘having lL.een left to her by Stoner, it
she would look after his four children.

Cross-examined by Mr. MecCullough
for the defence, she admitted that she
had two men at her house at various
times. One of these men had been a
boarder for some time. ;
