Selective Drafts Urged.

In his address the Ven. Archdeacon
Cody made a powerful plea for Can-
ada to follow the example set by .the
United States in order to assure ade-
quate reinforcements to the men who
had gone overseas,

“What support,” he asked, “is being
given today to these men over the
seas? How far are we filling the gaps
in their ranks? Should we not fol-
low the example of the United States
and adopt a policy of the selective
draft?’ The entry of the TUnited
States into the war as an ally had. he
held, removed the Jasgt reason why
such a course should not be pursued.
If the neighboring republic, with its
millions of people who were natives
of countries against whom ths States
had now declared war., was bold
enough {0 adopt this course should
Canada not take a sgimilar step? He
believed that the boldest and most
couragecus step in the present sitna-
tion was the most wisé one.

Speaking of theé'.ceremony, with its
blending of military, patriotic and re-
ligious phases. he said that-it followed
the custom of old country churches.
In St. Paul's, London, for instance,
were the ancient tattered colors of the
Middlesex Regiment and the Cold-
stream Guards, each embroidered with
the names of world-famous engage-
ments. :

The colors were connected with
sentiment and rom4ncé and were car-
ried from the time men first fought
in groups. Old soldiers raled to
them and they were a gathering point
for the unit. A regiment’s colors were
maintained at all costs. and the eap-
ture of the colors was held equivalent
to scattering the unit to which they
belonged. After the lives of two lieu-
tenants were lost in the Zulu ware in
an attempt to save the colors a rule
was issued forbidding them being ‘car-
ried. Since 1768 the infantry regi-

ments were allowed to earry two col-

ors, the King’'s colors, a large Jack
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with the insignia of the regiment in
the centre, and the regimental colors,
a small Jack on a blue ground with
the badge and title of the regiment.
The colors of the 169th Battalion
were the gift of the women’s auxilinyy,
and many’' Americans who had sum-
mier homes at Niagara-on-the-Lake
had subscribed to them. The arch-
deacon brought his address to a closo
with a tribute to.the XKing’s colors,
which stood for freedom, plighted
troth and justice the world over.
Thousands View Parade.

Sharing in interest with the cere~
mony attending the placing of the col-
ors of the 168th Battalion in 8t. Paul's
was the fine spectacle presented by the
109th Regiment, the parent unit, in its
parade to t church to attend . the
event and after the service when it
marched via Bloor, Queen's Park and
University avenue back to the armor-
jes.

Dinnick, and was headed by its
fine brass and bugle bands, The par-
ades were witnessed by thousands of
spectators.

8ir 'Adam Beck signified his great plea~
sure last week, after listening to Sir
Henry Drayton’s address on the nation-
alization of the railways, that the matter
had been so far advanced, and its expo-
sition fallen intn guch able hands as Sir
Henry’s. In an interview on Saturday,
he still further expressed his satisfaction
at the stand taken by the majority of

‘ the commission, and his gratification that!

the Hadkilton situation had not been al-
Jowed to develop far enough to complicate
the bujlding of the municipalities’ radial
railway there.

Sir Adam is strongly of the opinion that
the success of mpg:uuuﬂon of the rail-
i depends u their use of hydro-
m«. which is now the cheapest
motive power available in Ontario. He
thinks the government would be justified
in electrifying the main lines, thus mak-
ing it possible for' the Hydro-Blectric
Commission ‘to take over and electrify
many of the branch both on the G.
T.R. and thé' C. N. R. This would ayoid
much duplication and facilitate the estab-
lishment of a hydro-electric system in the
province. ;

An example of successful operatjon with
alectric power is afforded by the Chicago,
Milwaukée & St. Paul Railway, which has
electrified 440 miles of its system, and

" has 250 miles more in preparation. This
. railway does a heavy freight and passen-

ger business, and under electric power at
a third of the cost of steam. The advan-
tage is not confined to cost alone, for the,
ooal wagons formerly used conltm{ted
one-third "of the - trainloads formerly
frejghted, 'and this is now released for
regular traffic, besides doubling the ca-
pacity of a single-track line. ;

‘With such advantages as these, the
electric road can outrival any steam road,
and the national lines cannot afford fo
ighore such an economy of cost and haul-
age. It follows, also, that any line so
squipped would be a severe competitor to
others lacking the advantage. \

The success of public ownership under
Sir Adam Beck, as.Sir Henry Drayton
called the Canadian Club to witness,
makes it difficult for opponents of the
measure to find reasons or arguments
with which to combat the proposals of the
commission.

How Women Should Vote.

Strong efforts are being made to
herd the. women’s vote into one or
other ‘of the two main political o‘mp‘.
If the politiclans are sucoessful, the
vesult, will be nil as far as the im-
mediate situation is concerned, If the
women were independent enough to
think for themselves, to state their own
case and insist for support for it or
refuse to vote for those declining such
support, then the effect would be
speedy. It is elmost too much to ex-
pect that the women, in spite of a
secret ballot and grievous reasons to
desire reform, should revolt against
the old parties and formulate their
owa platform. But unless they do, as
we have said, the immediate result will
be practically nil.

For the future amother possibility is
open, and it is not improbable that the
eternal optimism of the woman will
lead to its adoption. It will arise out
of the same homest devotion that leads
@ woman to marry @ man in order to
reform him. There is usually disap-
pointment on both sides. 'The man
does not really wish to be reformed,
and the woman finds the task unsuit-
able /and usually unprofitable, The
feminine voters meay join the old
parties with the object of reforming
them, but we have never discovered
any evidence that they desired to be
reformed, nor !uwe we observed any
diminution of that self- satisfaction, to
‘wive it no shrewder name, which leads
them each to stand over agdinst the
other and thank God for the differ-
ence. The accession of female voters
will no doubt in time have an appre-
clable effect on the character of the
parties, and of the candidates they
put up for election, but just at present
both parties are more anxious to find
out how they will secure the women's
vote for Itheir presemt policies and
present candidates, than about evelv-
ing new platforms or choosing new
men.

Waen Mrs. Carrle Chapman Catt

- was here the other day she told the

women of Toronto in good straight
terms what was necessary. Mrs, Catt
is president of the International Woman
Suffrage Alliance, and she knows quite
as much as the average male politi-
cian, and perhaps something more.
“All women are wondering,” she
eaid, “what {s the best policy and how
to use their vote, and my advice is
that you keep a non«partisan group
for the purpose of getting the thing
you want. Politics are like a mael-
strom. You are bound to be swept
into different parties sooner or later.”
M Colorado, as she pointed out, the
women constituted a separate group,
and were thus able to secure many
concessions and improvements - from

o the party managers. In Wyoming they

lined up with the old parties, got noth.
g, and are submerged. The women
f Ontario are being cajoled by both
parties n them, and thus/
ecome extincet as a political force.

In proportiond] representation one
votes first for the best man, as one
judges, on one side or on the other of
politics, er independently.. It often
happens that in a constituency where
one party is strong, two rival candi-

dates of the same party contest the

election, and then a third oandidate
of 'the opposite camp Tuns and s
elected. Ptoportloml representation
does not permit a minority candidate
to be elected. There thust be a dis-
tribution of the minority candidate's
votes & to the second choice
expressed there, and this always en-
sures the better man of the other two
being elected, for it is trye, after all,
that second thoughts are best. A wom-
an’s vote and influence are thus not
thrown away in the event of the vote

having been cast in the first place for.

a minority candidate. And, of course,
it works out as well for men as for
women. Majorities are never affect-
ed, but minorities get “consideration
under proportional representation vot-
ing. ‘Their influence is most power-
ful in its effeot on the choice of can-
didates. The parties become more
careful of the character of the men
they choose to represent them. As
woon as - we can get the best men in
the country, of whatever party, elected
to the legislative bodles. the most im-
portant reforms may be undertaken.

This is where the women have an
opportunity to use great influence. Let
them demand proportional representa-
tion,

A New Trade Journal
It had seemed as tho all the trades had
thelr interests represented by . their own
special journal, but a new field is. con-

stantly being found, and the latest and

very necessary venture is The Canadian
Chemical Journal, Trade journalism is a
far more impo;?ant development than is
usually recognized. The man who means
to keep abreast of his business must be
familiar with every phase of the work in
which he is engaged. Consequently, a
trade journal is the eyes and the brains
of jts particular interest. It must neces-
sarily be produced by an expert for ex-
perts, for no one will patronize a jourmal
from which ‘he _can reap no advantage.
The editor of the trade journal -must be
able to help everybody in his line, He can
do it by pooling their know!odge and ex-
perjénce.

The old line of thought about business’

was to hoard thé secrets of the trade. Tt
is recognized now that there are no se-
crets but ability and efficiency, and,
however these may be implicated, they
cannot be stolen, so that, with few ex-
ceptions, the trade journals have a wide
field to draw on.

The Chemical Journal starts with an
anticle on the war, ‘The Great Adven-
ture.”. It points out the use of electro-
lysis in chemical production as one of the
modern marvels. This would seem to jus-
tity those who recognize the néw Zodiacal
period of Aquarjus, the Water-bearer, as
prophetic. ‘“The New Era in Chemistry”
is another article on resources, followed
by one on “The Water Powers of Can-
ada.” There is the first of what promises
to be an illuminating series of articles on
nickel, by the editor, E. B. Biggar, and
the general contents and the appearance
of the journal leave nothing to be desired.

The
condition of fall wheat on April 30 is
reported as 67 per cent. of the stand-
ard, representing a full crop in On-
tario: 66 per cent. in Manitoba; 88 per
cent. in ‘Alberta, and 85 per cent. In
British Columbia, making the figure
for all .Canada, (Saskatchewan ex-
cepted) Id be 69 per cent.
lower percentage representing condi-
tion than any previously recorded at
the same date since 1909, and reflects
the exceptional severity of the past
winter,

Owing to the lateness of the spring
this year, it was rather too early on
April 30 to judge of the extent to which
hay and clover meadows have #uffered
from the effects of the past winter; but
the indications are that something like
nine per cent. of the area under these
erops has been winter killed. Their
conditions in percentage of the stand-
ard is for the whole of Canada, 86, as
compared with 92 last year, the range
by provinces this year being between
82 and 96 per cent. of the standard.

Spring Seeding Late.

For the three Atlantic provinces it
was too soon on April 30, to report
as to spring seeding. In the other six
provinces, the spring is reported as
being very late—even later than last
year, and only about fourteen per
cent., of the total seeding was accomp-
ilshed on April 30, This is the low-
est proportion sown, on April 80 since
the records began, in 1910. Last year,|
the proportion was only 18 per cent,
but in 1915, when the spring was ex-
ceptionally early and conditions were
highly favorable, the proportion, was
as high as 63 per cent. For wheat the
proportion of seeding completed on
April 30 is 13 wes cent., as against 27
per cent last year and 94 per cent. in
1915; for oats the proportion is 12 per
cent. against eight per cent. last year,
and 45 per cent. in 1915, and for bar-
ley it is nine per cent. as against three
per cent. in 1916, and 38 per cent. in

12. No court to be legally competent
to declare as unconstitutional any aet
of the Parliament of Canada.

We cannot forget that love of free-
dom and the desire to promote all
generous causes have ever héen among
the basic principles upon which your
city had bullt its ‘civilization. T@>re
are no people in the world who more
than the French have love for truth,
justice, equality and more strenu-
ously fought for their triumphs.

Sir Wilfrid expressed the hope that
out of the commingling of French and
British blood in this war there would
come a perpetual union of France and
England. The entry of e United
States on the side of the aliles was
an omen of good. It gave men occa-
sion to hope that out of the swelter
of blood and conflict might at last
come the realization for which the
world had "hoped and prayed for cen-
turies past, “Glory to God in the Hl‘fh;
est, Peace on earth, good will to men,

Sir Wilfrid then addressed Viviani
in French. The motion was put and
carried with acclaim. I

On the passing of the motion, the
house rose and sang the Marseillaise
and “God Save the King,” at the con-
clusion of which there was wild ap-
plause. The adjournment was moved
and the whole assembly filed past to
shake hands with Viviani, He kissed
the hand of many of the ladies.

“As was stated by your chairman,
Mr. Rainville, in his eloquent address
we could not possibly have passed so
close to your country without having
the ardent wish of visiting it and pay-
ing respects to its citizens, with whose
history our own is so intimately con-
nected,” said M. Viviani.

“Hardly had we reached Canada
when the members of the French delc-
gation were the object in your city of
the most enthusiastic welcome, And
as a crowning success, gentlemen ,you
were so kind as to confer on my fel-
low-citizens and myse!f the supreme
honor of a reception within the pre-
cincts of this house, and there could
be no greater boon, no higher honeor,
no greater joy, than this provisional
adoption into your community,

“You may rest assured that our fel-
low-citizens in far away France, when
they are apprised tomorrow or the
day after, of the honor which has been
conferred upon us, will have towards
you a high feeling of gratitude. You
have just reqiuested us, Mr. Chairman,
not to forget the reception now tesn-
dered to us, and thru us to France.
Allow me, sir, to thank you. That
debt of gratitude which we owe to
your great country, and which the
great historial events in which we
have participated in common can only
have the effect to increase that debt
impressed us particularly on that day
when in Paris we saw passing thru
the streets your admirable Canadian
soldiers proudly bearing on their hel-
mets the maple leaf. (Applause.)

I should have been
happy to note in their scions the an-
cient and strong qualities which are
the reputed and proud characteristics
of our race. I owed them thanks for
having maintained in all its purity
and’ perfection that French language.

eloquence, Mr. Speaker, and which is
easily recognized by its clearness, its
fundamental quality, which partakes at
once of the stream’s limpidity and the
resistance of metal.
