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STRENGTH IS EBBING

Speedy Recapture of Ground
and Dispersal of Large
Enemy Force Massing for
Attack Highly Significant
—Comparative Quiet on

French Front.

ONDON, July 19.—

The British troops

have recaptured in
Village of Longueval and
Delville wood most of the
ground taken by the Germans
Tuesday might, according to
the British official commu-
nication, issued  tonight.
Hard fighting is still in pro-
gress in this region. ‘The
communication says:

“North of the Somme
heavy fighting isstillin prog-
ress in Longueval Village
and the Delville wood. In
both these places we have al-
ready regained most of the
ground lost last night.

“South of Delville wood
this afternoon we dispersed
with our fire a large body of
Germans massing to attack
the Waterlot farm from the
direction of Guillemont.”

German Strength Waning.
When Gen, Haig’s afternoon report

was despatched from headquarters in
France the violent fighting which had
developed from the Cierman counter-
attack, and had been going on all

night long and given the Germans a |

tooting in Delville wood and Longue-
val, was still in progress. The Ger-
man attacks on the Waterlot t;u’m
and other points were repulsed,

In a very brief despatich tonight Gen,

Halg sends the apnouncement that
most of the ground thus lost has heen
jegained in ‘both places and that the
British fire had dispersed the Germans
massing for further attack on the
Waterlot farm. These despatches
scom to .confirm the opinions con-
stantly expresscd by the correspond-
aiis at the front - of the dwindling
sirength of the German counter-at-
tacks.

The operations on +he Fronch front
are still impeded by rain and com-
parative quiet prevails. .

Foo's Temporary Gain.

The text of the British afternoon
statement follows:

“The enemy’s attack last night, the
beginning of which already has been
reported, was directed against our
new positions east of Bazentin Village.
Very large German reinforcements had
beer collected for this attack. After
an intense artillery fire, the first as-
sault was Jdelivered in denae masses at
about 5.30 o’clock in the afternoon. The
fighting continued all night and was
particularly violent in Delville Wood.

“After suffering very heavy losscs
the enemy succeeded in recapturing i
portion of Delville Wood, and also ob-
tained a footing in the northern.cut-
skirts of j.ongueval. The astruggle in
these areas is still violent.

“Bisewherc the attack, including
three separate assaulls on Waterlot
farm, completely broke down under
our fire, On the remainder of our
front there were no events of im-

| portance.”

Advance on Left Wing.

On the British left wing advances
made on both sides of the Bapaume-
Albert highway have menaced the
(erman hold on the Village of Pozi-
eres, an important highway junction,
and the local objective of the British
attack, By pushing their lines forward
on hoth sides of the highway, the Rri-
tish have thrown the town itself into
# deep pocket, while artillery is steadi-
ly redacing the German works to roin.
At the same time British gunners have
laid a steady fire across the Pozieres-
Thiepval road, one of the two high-
ways over which the Germans in the
Thiepval salient draw tneir supplies,
rendering that line useless.

LONDON, July 19.—The Russian
operations are again becoming inter-
esting. The Russian military critics
dwell on what they describe as “the

Finechanical regulmrity” of the “strate-
gic and tagtical blows dealt by Rus-
sia. on her various fronts, and the
absence of any indications that the
e¢nemy ‘forces are able effectively to
parry them, The recent Russian suc-
cesges have brought them much nearer
Viadimir-Volynski gnd Kovel, and the
Cerman communications between Ko-
vel and Lemberg are threatened by
the Russian advance to Stoyanoff and
Sokal, preliminary to the investment
ot Lemberg.

In Transylvania the Russians have
secured two important eastern passes
in the Carpathians, Jablonitza and
Kirlibaba, while they also hold com-
mand of the Delatyn-Budapest Rail-
way. Their cavalry is moving in the
rear of Gen. Plander’s forces between
Kimpolung and Kuty, and apparently
the invasion of Hungary has begun.

According to one report, a Russian
forcs is already one day’s march into
Hungary, threatening the Austrian
rear in the mountains. The Russian
advance also continues guccessfully In
Asia Minor, and it is reported from
Rome that the Turks have again eva-
cuated Kermanshah,

There is no confirmation as yet of
the interesting statement made by
Prof. Paul Milukoff to the duma, that
Flussia has reached an agreement
with tne allies, in which she is pro-
mised both sides of the Dardanclles.

PARIS, July 19.—In a sharp local
action south of the Somme the French
caplured today several trenches from
the Germans south of Estrees, taking
60 prisoners. No other action was
fought on the Somme front.

Beforoe Vardun yesterday the French
captiured some ground from the enemy
in band-grennde fighting in the vicin-
ity of Chapel of St. Fine, in the Fleury
sector. A neavy artillery action was
fought in *his region in the afternoon,

- WAR SUMMARY :

THE DAY’S EVENTS REV EWED

S most persons would correctly suppose, the German tenure of
A Longueval and the Delville wood, on the front of the Somme, was

not of long duration, for coming up strong, the British troops
bent their backs to the fighting yestreday afternoon and regained the
bulk of ground retaken by the enemy in his counter-attacks. But hard
blows are still being given and received in this restricted area of
Delville wood and Longueval. The repulse of the German attempt
here is taken by observers of the war as a strong indication of the
growing weakness of the enemy. At the Waterlot farm Brilish
scouts, keenly on the alert, spied a large force of the enemy defiling
from the direction of Guillemont and concentrating for an attack on
this farm, and they had the British gunners open up on the hostile
mass with shrapnel and high-explosive shell. The rain of iron and
explosives quickly sent the ememy helter-skelter for cover, leaving
many bodies to dot the landscape.

The official statement issued by the
premier is as follows:
Premier's Statement.

Negotiations are proceeding sat-
isfactorily to provide an ndequate
supply of power to meet all de-
mands upon the Hydro-Electric
Power (Commission, 2and I am as-
sured there need be no cause for
further anxiety cn the part of the
customers of the commission.

The price has becn agrecd upon,
namely, $1% per h.p.

The commission will connect up
at once, probably tomorrow, with
the lines of the Canadian Niagara
Power Co., when a block »f 12,600
h.p. will be available to meet the
present emergency, and the agree-
ment will amply provide for all
further requirements of the Hydro-
Electric Commission. The people’s
system. must be amply taken care
of, and no steps will be omitted
to see that this is done.

Interesting Test Made of Relative
Consumption of Gasoline.

The winner of the free compensating
vapor plug offered by the Canadian
Distributing Co., of 205 Victoria street,
was H, Sibley, a gtocer of 1518 Yonge
street.

The automobile used was a 1912
model T. Ford. The test was made for
24 miles without the plug, and ‘“or
the same distance with the plug. The
route was along Avenue road and over
to Bathurst street, and along what is
known as the second concession road,
a very stiff piece of road, as any motor-
ist who has been over it krows, The
result was: Without the plug one and
a half gallons of gasoline was consum-
ed for the 24 miles, or a mileage of 18
miles per gallon, and great difficulty
was experienced in making the grade.
Then, on the return of the car, a coms«
pensating vapor plug was attached,
the same roads gone over, and only
nine-tenths of a gallon was consumed,
or a mileege of 26 miles per gallon, at
the same time the car was running
with lots more power, picking the hills
easily with power to spare.

Pro-Public Government

Considerable satisfaction will be felt
in Ontario over the announcement of
the government last night that the
Canadian Niagara Power Co. had ca-
pitulated and was prepared to supply
an immediate block of 12,600 horse-
power. to be followed by further blocks
up to 50,000 in all before the end of the
year, At the rate the demand for
power is increasing this will just about
meet requirements, In the matter of
price, also, the gdovernment and the
hydro-electric committee had their
way, the figure formerly agreed upon—
$12—being accepted by the company.
There are two points to be noted in
conmection with the transaction.

The first is the attitude of the gov~
ernment. The prompt action after
Monday’s breakdown has brought such
results as any constituency is pleased
to see following government action.
The government should realize fully
that it has been entrusted with the
stewardship of its péwer for just such
purposes. The action taken was
wholly in the public interest, and a
pro-public government need not fear
the verdict of the people. It may be
urged that the case was one of emer-
geney, but governments are always
facing emergencies, There is an emer-
gency every day or governments
would not be vequired, The function
of a government, especially in a young
and progressive mation, is action and
leadership. The government which
can combine such leadership with good
judgment is invulnerable,

These are truisms, but unfortunate-
ly they are not always present to the
mind of cabinet ministers. If the gov-
ernment would act_in the presence of
the daily emergencies which arise, in
the same spirit in which they have fac~
ed this hydro-electric problem, Ontario
would soon have a miodel state of af-
fairs, There are several matters

quite as important and quite as ur-|’

gent as the regulation of electric pow-
er export which might be handled
with equal promptitude and authority.
In view of a possible early close to the
war, certain, apparently, within a year,
a vigorous policy would secure for the
government a complete revival of the
confidence which recent events have
shown to be on the wane.

The other point should be of inter-
est to the corporations. It ds evident
to everybody else, and ought to be
to them, that politics is not going to be
any longer a polite means of milking
the public, either directly or indirectly,
of the benefits which should accrue
from the possession of publie resources.
mhe war has been a gigantic demom-
gtration of the mutual dependence of
aull the units of the state. The cor-
porations must not expect that the old
order is to be re-established after
peace has been “declared. The men
who have fought in the trenches are
not coming home to be mere hewers
vf wood and drawers of water for the
corporations. The men and women
who have given their sons and their
pons’ sufferings and blood on the
fields of Flanders and France will not
calmly agree that their sorrowing chil-
dren are to be delivered from the Ger-
mans in Europe to be handed over to
the corporations at home.

Where public property and
yresources have fallen fdnto
thands, it should be more and more
fully recognized that these treasures
pelong- to the people and must in due
course be restored to them, There is
no need for revolutionary action, or
gt least nothing more revolutionary
than occurs every day on the stock ex-
change, when, for one reason or an-
other, a security loses its value, Cor-
poration franchises and corporation
privileges are securities on a falling
market as far as the corporations are
concerned and they had better agree
with the adversary quickly while he is
gn the way with them, lest a Wworse
thing befall them.

More especially this applies to the
hydro-electric corporations, They must
pe aware thag, apart from public sen-

public
private

timent altogether, the growing competi-
tion of the Hydro-Electric Commis-
sion must deprive them of the profit-
able monopoly which they had hoped
to maintain, With the advent of
power from the new Chippewa devel-
opment, the occupation of the electric
corporations will be less and less at-
tractive. There are plenty of channels
for the activity of capital outside the
obvious public utilities and the exploit-
ation of such resources as by their na-
ture belong to the people and form
their common wealth, the common
wealth of the individual members of
the corporation, just as much as of the
soldiers in the trenches.

Capital and capitalists will readily
adjust themselves to the new point of
view, The idea of nationalizing the
railways of Canada has not shocked
anyone or caused any sudden deaths.
Neither should the nationalization of
the éxpress companies, nor of the tele-
phones. The public vwnership of electric
power has opened the way to many
other applications of the principle, and
in lumber, in metals, in other common
resources of the natfon, the people
should find a way to facilitate the ex-
ercise of their commercial genius and
the employment of  their ’capital.
Cheap hydro power—hydro power at
cost—has definitely expanded the com-
mercial interests of the province. 8v,
likewise, would the public ownership
of all public services, whose joint
use is essential to commercial success.

The Ontario Government, under Sir
James WHiitney and Sir Adam Beck,
made the first step on this progres-
sive constructive platform. It should
have the courage and the foresight to
proceed boldly along a path which has
already proved so fortunate. No mis-
take can be made while action is taken
in the interests of the people.

Indispensable Munition Workers

One vof the finest things that has oc-
curred since the war began is the
sportsmanlike acceptance by the muni-
tion workers of the postponement of
their accustomed holidays until such
time as the military situation warrants
a slacking down of production. There
was a 'time when strikes in the ship-
yards and the coal mines threatened
to jeopardize the safety of the empire.
By taking the leaders of the men into
his confidence, and having parties of
representatives visit the trenches at
the front, the necessity has gradually
been impressed upon the British work-
man, and he has responded in the fin-
est spirit. The result is an unlimited
supply of shells on all the fronts.
Shortage in this respect was solely re-
sponsible for the poor progress made
last year at Loos and other -points.
The organized trades will have the
satisfaction after the war is over, of
knowing that they contributed to the
victory to an extent which cannot be
measured in definite terms but which
must be admitted to be indispensable.

Unable to bring up their heavy
artillery over the muddy roads the Aus-
trians are retreating to the mountains
to make a stand. In the Delatyn sec-
tor, 20 miles north of the Jablozitza
Pass, the Austrian front hag been
completely broken,

Foe Fortifies Town,

The Petrograd Bourse Gazeite re-
ports that the Austro-Germans have
impressed &l possible labor to
strengthen the defences of Viadimir-
Volynski, in Volhynia. Starving pea-
saris have been forced to work in—the
trencheg and many villages have becn
fired by the enemy.

The Russian general headguarters
announces that on the Stokhod River
there was artillery fighting in mary
places and that the Russians stcpped
by gunfire an attempt of the enemy
north of tha Odzer marsh,

Ir. the region south of the Dwina, as
far as the Pinsk marshes, German ac-
rcplanes have shown great activity,

Artillery engagements continue on
the Riga front. At Lake Miasdzial a
Russinn lake flotilla under Lieut. Ols-
cheveky, in conjunetion with infantry,
made a surprise attack on the Ger-
mans under cover of night and threw
themr. into a panle.

arrangements to attend, also that the
postponement entailed a hardship on a
number of people. Rev. Father Boy-
arzuk further stated that Coroner Bate-
man suggested to him to get an inter-
preter, a course which he refused to
adopt. Efforts were then made to in-
duce the coroner to hold the inquest
at a early hour this morning in order
that the body which was in an advanc-
ed state of decomposition might be in-
terred, but the request was refused.

USE GUSTS OF FIRE

Strong Austrian Detachments
Suffer Repulse in Pasubio
Valley.

Spacisl Cable to The Toronto World.

ROMBE, July 19.—Positions on Corno
del Coston, in the upper Posina valley,
were captured in an Italian advance,
according to the Italian war office
communication today, The Ialian at-
tacks were supported by a heavy artil-
lery fire. The Austrian batteries did
not reply ‘to the bombardment, but
after the infaniry began to advance
they opened up with intense gusts of
fire. The Italian infantry pluckily
pressed on and gained new positions
on the.rocky slopes of this mountain.

Strong Austrian detachments at-
tacked the Italian lines in the Pasublo
valley and were Tepulsed with heavy
josses. Strong forces of hostile artil-
lcry kept the Italian positions under
heavy fire in the Lagarina valley, but
this bombardment was effectively an-
swered,

Artillery actions were fought on the
remainder of the front The firing was
egpecially intense in the upper Boite,
at the head of the Seisera valley, and
on the heights west of Gorizia. Some
new batteries were disclosed by tne
c¢nemy at the head of the Sisera.

Marostica, northeast of Vicenza in
Venetia, was made a target for bombs
by an Austrian aeroplane, and some
of tge inhabitants were killed or in-
jured.

HELD OUT DESPERATELY

Third Guards Division Re-
sisted Almost to
Last Man.

LONDON, July 20.—(2.35 a.m.)—The
Dally Telegraph's correspondent at Brit-
ish headquarters in France praises the
bravery of the members of the Third
Prussian Guard, who defended Ovillers
to the last against overwhelming odds.

“These men,” says the correspondent,
‘“had long been ip a hopeless position.
They were starving becsuse all supplies
had been cut off by the British never-
ending barrage. They had no water, so
they suffered from thirst. They were
living in a charnel house, strewn with
dead comrades and wounded, delirious
for lack of drink.

“Human nature could make no longe
resistance, and at last the officers ralsed
the signal of surrender and came over
with 140 men.

“The fighting had been savage, At
close grips, in the broken earthworks and
deep cellars, there had been no sentiment,
but #he British and Germans flung them-
selves at each other with bombs and any
kind of weapon. But now, when all was
ended, the last of the German garrison
received the honors of war, and none of
our soldiers deny them the respect due
to great courage.” ,

AIRCRAFT BOMBED
RUSSIAN HARBOR

Cruisers and Other Warships
Were Hit, is Berlin's
Assertion.

REPORT SERIOUS FIRES

No Sea Forces of Enemy

Were Observed, State-
ment Adds.

BERLIN, July 19.—The bombard-
ment by German naval aireraft of the
Russian harbor of Reval, on the Gulf
of Finland, last night was announced
today by the German admiralty. Bombs
were dropped on cruisers and other
warships, numerous hits being ob-
served, one submarine being seen to
have been hit four times.

Serious fires broke out on the docks
as a result of the bombardment, says
the statement. All the raiders return-
ed undamaged to German warships in
waiting outside the bay,

The statement follows:

“German naval aeroplanes on the ev-
ening of July 18 bombarded enemy
eruisers, torpedo boats, submarines and
military establishments at the naval
port of Reval, Numerous unquestion-
ed hits were obtained on the enemy’s
forces., For example, one submarine
was hit four times, Serious conflagra~
tions broke out on the docks,

“In spite of heavy fire by anti-aireraft
guns and enemy aeroplanes all the Ger-
man aeroplanes returned unharmed to
the sea forces that waited outside the
bay., Altho the German sea forces
were visible in the clear weather, and
the aircraft were able to locate them
despite a fog that came on in the early
morning, no sea forces of the enemy
were observed.”

BIG RUSSIAN FORCE

Heavy Reinforcements En-

able Launching of Strong
Attacks.

EMPLOY MANY GUNS

Austrians Admit Formidabil-
ity of Drive, But Profess
Optimism.

BERLIN, July 19, via London, July
20, 12.14 am—Reports from the
southeastern front indicate that the
Russians, after a fortmight of com-
parative inactivity. have brought up
heavy reintorcements of infantry and
cavalry, and have now resumed a
strong aggressive on the hénd waters
of the Moidava, near the Hungarian
frontier.

A change in the weather has facili-
toted the operations, after clear hot
weather, in which it was impossible to
conceal the movements of troops for
sudden attacks in gremt force. The
Russians are showing the utmost ten-
acity, and their artillery is playing an
fmportant role in the operations. The
Austtian mountain hatteries, however,
have achieved splendid results against
it.

The Russians prepatre only hasty
fleld positions, believing that the Aus-
trian resistance can soon be broken,
but the reporis say the Austrian in-
funtry is withstanding all the attacks
and fUling the ground in front of the
trenches with Russian dead.

The correspondents intimate that
the time is approaching when the Aus-
trians will assume the offensive and
try to roll back the Russian tide.

WEAKNESS SHOWN
* IN WHEAT PRICES

Slight Declines Precipitated
by Fall in Quotations at
Liverpool.

Rrospects of Large Shipments
From Russia Also De-
press Trade.

CHICAGO, July 19.~Wheat prices
showed weakness today,
largely by declining quotations at
Liverpool, and by renewed hints of a
chance for peace. The market closed
nervous a shade to 3-8c¢ net lower,
with September at $1.12% and De-
cember at $1.16 to $1.15 1-8, Corn
finished %c to b5-8c off to 1-8c; oats
down %c to b6-8¢. and provisions vary-
ing from unchanged to a rise of bc.

Notwithstanding that black rust re-
rorts seemed worse than at any time
since the infection was discovered,
the wheat market appeared at first to
be almost wholly under.the sway of
bearish cable despatches. It was said
to be the pravalling view at Liverpool
that North American supplies were
large, and were likely to increase in
the near future. Besides, the outlook
for shipments from Russia, in evént
ot peace being declared, was mention-
ed as having become a factor in Euro-
pean estimates of values. Announce-
ment that the Russians had crossed
into Hungary, and that the Swiss
envoy at Washington had discussed
with the American state department
the outlook for a stoppage of hostili-
ties, tended further to depress the
market here.

Persistence of the black rust ad-
vices léd in the last part of the day
to something of a rally in ° wheat
values, altho at no time to abovoe
yesterday’s latest figures.
